From its origin until now, this Mission
has been regarded with deep interest, alike
by membors of the Church of Scotland, aud
by all Christians who have enjoyed oppor-
tunities of becoming acquauinted with its
valuable results. o it every argumunt, in
support of missions for the propagation of
the Gospel, emphatically applies. If 1t be
an imperative duty, to yicld obedienco to a
divine command ;—a high privilege, to act
in such a manner as to promote the glory of
God by spreading as widely as possible the
light of that truth that has come down from
heaven, and making strenuous cfforts for the
dostruction of sin and death, and the univer-
sal provalence of that holiness of life that
are essential to man's happiness ,—and true
wisdom, to select a field pre-eminenly suit-
able for missionary exertion,—aszuredly, the
olaims of India can neither be forgotten nor
denied. The remarkable history of that vast
empire, the extensive and ever-increasing
supremacy of British influence, the degree
to which India has contrsbuted to our
patiopal distinction; and the wealth and
honors which individuals have derived from
our connection with that land, afford addi-
tional arguments for zeal and activity on be.
half of a Mission calculated to confer inesti-
mable benefits, A sense of justice ; an en-
larged benevolence ; and a consciousness of
great responsibility, ought to unite in
awakening and keeping alive an interest in
this enterprise, eminently conducive to
vigorous exertion.

While aware that the force of these and
other considerations is strongly felt, and that
the desire of christianizing India is warmly
cherished throughout the Church, the Com-
mittee mnke this appeal under feelings of
deep anxiety. The very magoitude of the
enterprise may justly awaken such feelings
even if other causes were awanting. But
the influence of such anxiety is not depres-
sing. It diminishes, in no degree, the wr-
genoy with which the Committee now appeal
to the office-bearers and members of the
Church, or the confideuce with which they
rely on thatcordial attachment to our Foreign
Mission, which has already been repeatedly
expressed. They believe that the extension
of the Gospel in India is dear to the hearts of
British Christians, and, knowing how largely
the Church of Scotland is pervaded by a
zealous desire to promote this object, they
confidently trust that libetal contributions
will not be withheld.

The communications that have appeared in
the Missionary Record, and tho last Report
given in o the General Assembly, contain
statements relative to these admissions to
the Christian Church that have taken place
lust year, together with much valuable in-
formation, to which the Committee would
direct the attention of congregations. They
enter here into no detail as to the future
mavagement of the Scheme, and can only
give the explicit declaration that they are

Missionary Report

By the Rev George Harper, A M Preacher of
the Gospel, to the Presbylery of Pidou.

Having offiriated in St. James, Charlotte-
town, on the first Sabhath of June, I next pro-
ceeded, ahont the mididle of the week, on a
visit to Georgetown, where 1 preached on the
following Lord’s day. The attendance, bath
before and afier noon, was very good. Not a
2 few, as I understond, came a cansiderable
distance 1o attead divina service ; and it is troly
graufying 10 find thatin thisltae lity woarasull
after all, not without a considerahle remnant,
who ara stranely sttached 1o us,  Forsome time
past, ag the Presbytery are aware,vur friends 1n
Ganrgetown have heen recewving from the
Revd Mesars Suodgrass and Mackay as much
attention as the doty of these pentlemen totheir
congregatinns will allow.  And surely, it can-
nat fur a moment be doubied, that the memhers
of aur Church in Charlmietown and Belfaat,
when enjoying terular services, would,
the true spint of a Chnstan sympathy and
hrotherhood, at once agree to an arrangement
of 1his nature, which would serve not only 10
strengthen the cause of our belaved Sion 1n
thisgnarter, but also afford to athers of the same
Charch wih themselves, an occasional oppor-
tunity of receiving the means of grace. It is
thus only, in my humble Judgment, by mutuat
gond offices nnd encouragements, that our
cause can be expected to flourish, In every
goad work of the kind, our people oughi
always to be ready to secand the zeal and laho-
rinus, and praisewortbhy efforts of our minis-
ters and missiananies.  Vacant siations are to
bs anpplied and lost gronnd recoverad. It is
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threughout thrse flourishing provinses, every
settlement of almost any nute numbered nmongst
us laborions demzens nota few of our luyal and |
devited adherents.  But Like the lust tnibes of
lsrael, in too many instances they are now
diligentlv sought afier but caunot be found,.—~
Hope deterred has long since nduced numbers
of oue people to wnerge 1n other hindred de-
nominstions, and left us but a scattered reme
namt here and there in the wilderness, men to
whom the very dust of the Church of their
furetathers 1s still dear~men who could fear-
lessly and conscientiously take up the language
of the Psalmist, and say—** It 1 forget theo, O
Jerusalem ! let my right hand forget her cun-
uing.”  For those then who sull remain anud
the wreck—for those who yet cherish towards
her such intense feelings of ardent devotion—
1nd all things cousidered, the propartion of such
1s by no means small—for them will the Church
and her ministers be appealed to in vain, If
the cry 1sbut faintly heard across the Atlantie,
it but the more stirs to renewed zeal the small
but undismayed band of hard-working ministers
who listen to 't near at hand, and who can-
not but feel that thoogh seuled 10 parnicular
localities, they are sull Missionaries—and thus
will conunue unul the last sigh for spinitual re-
hief is hushed, and the Jast vacant station filled
up. And thus, by united and vigornus action,
much yet may he accomphshed ; and by the
speedy arnval of fresh nussionaries, now ¢o
anxiously looked for, new life will ere long be
infused into the cause, which not many years
ago ap{)eared 80 hopeless.

At Gearpetown, both afier tho forenoon and
afternoon service, I took tho opportemty ol
snggesting the propniety of having a Sabbath
Schonol in connection with ti.e Church,  With-
out doubt there would be much good dorne 1n
this way ; if one or two godly and pious men
were to interest themselves in the epiritual
welfare of the young of the congregauon ;
and although 1t1s much to be regretied 1hat the
1dea is not always acted upon in the present,
age, which is too much of a cold and uulitanan
~pint, 1t is nevertheless sirictly true that every
Christian man should consider himself in duty
hnund to do something towards the interests of
the Church whereof he 18 a member. If a
meinber of any secular association or society
enters heart and hand nto its objects, how
much more should the fauhful member of a
Chnsiian communion?  To whatever branch of
this divine institution we may happen to belong,
we are called upon to seek by every means 1n
uur power, by our wealth, our talents, and ex-
eriions to promote us welfare,  If wereverence
te divine head of the church, and appreciste
ihe great and glorivus privileges of 1ts worthy
members, we cannot be Inkewarminsn noble o
vause. It is therefore sincerely 10 Le hoped
that there will he found those among our ad-
herents at Georgetown who will do what they
can to carry out this suggestion.  In uself i
18 undoubtedly a good work, and one which
cannot fa'l to securo the diving blessing upou
its farthfnl and diligent prosecution.

for a protracted period.  Elo then argued the
fandsmental importance of that system of
tlended 1ntellectual and rehigions education
which had been secured for the Scottish people,
© nd for so many generations has been maintain-
! ¢, from the Parish School up to the Umver-
" au, in vistue of the holy and wisely directed
23l of the National Church of Scotland, and
10 3 strain of animated pleading maintained
bus posttion, that, looking at the system in all
1s bearings on the ministry and the missions
¢f the Chnsttan Church, and on the healthful,
moral and wntellectual condition of civil society,
the educattonal system of the Church of
Seotland was indeed of primary moment—
tot second to any other—not even secondary ,
18 the primary one.

But a word, he continued, on the Home
Misstox Scheme of the Church of Scotland

I speak from personal knowledge, for 1
sund here before you as one who has personally
lboured in the service of the Home Missiun,
From day to day, and from week to week,
have I travelled those alleys and lanes, climbed
opstairs, and hastened down steps, seeking vut
careless and neglected vietims of poverty and
wee, telling them of Him who camne down to
save sinners, even the chief, and inducing them
10 come out and frequent, if not a fashionable
church, at least the Prayer and Chrstian In-
draction Meetings in tho school room. The
sdrantages resulting from such a mission as this
1¢could, did time permit, demonstrate from the
bistory and statistics of the Church of Scot-
lind’s Home Mission itself.

But our efforts are not to stop here. As
the Scriptural readings and prayer and in-
sroction meetings come (o be waited on by
increasing numbers from the midst of a dest
wie population, the cry becomes urgent for a
suted Minister, warranted to break the Bread
of Life; and hence the introduction mto the
Chorch at Home of her Exvowyent Scugme.

Here the speaker paid a mented compliment
tothe energetic and successful efforts of Dr.
Robertson 10 the working of this Scheme.—
Ho stated, if we correctly heard and report
bim, that through his efforts mawnly the re-
qured endowments of 38 Parachial Churches
bad been secured, and thus 38 new panshes
bad been erected in the Church of Scotland.
Outof these, 31 had been endowed by private
knerolence. ‘Thero are 6 more, for the en-
{wment of which money has already been
povided.  Thus, since Dr. Robertson put his
shonlder to the work, and set the wheel in
wiion, 44 new panshes, with the accompany-
ug parochial machinery, have heen added to
the venerable Church of Scotland. Lot that
b an example, as well as a matter of con-
gntanlation and thanksgiving to us.

The Rev. Mr MeDaonneli, of Fergus, sue-
teeded with an animated pleading in bebalf of
teJewish and Foreign Missionary Schemes of
te Church of Scotland, to which the Congre-
fitions of our Canadian Synod are in general
hutary,—contending earn.stly for the hon-
onble position by which our Church would be
Suinguished, did we as a Synod support two

isionaries, educated at our own Queen’s
College, the one in the Jewish, the other in the
Foreign field.
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‘The Rev. Geo. Bell, of Simcoe succeeded
who presented tho audience with a succinet
but most interesting view of the ongin, the
history, and tho present position of the Cana-

tdian Synod,—of the Schemes now 1n operation

for the Education of a learned and increasingly
numerous band of Mumsters and Missionaries
—of its Missions tnrough Presbyteries to the
destituto settlements and vacant’ Churches of
aur Province,—and of the prospects held out
at tho preseut juncture of increasing labourers,
usefulness and efficiency. At the close of his
address the audience led by a poruon of the
Vocal Choir of St. Andrew's Church, united
1 singing by the Moderator's request the 18th
Paraphrase—** Behold, the Mountun of the
Lord, &ec.”

The Rev. Dr. Brooke of Fredericton, was
then introduced by the Moderator, who pre-
sented, as Delegate, the sympathics of the
Synod and Congregations of New Brunswick,
1n connection with the Church of Scotland.—
Those familiar with the Periodicals of our own,
the Parent, and Sister Churches, are not igno-
rant of the Synodical and Church Staustics of
New Branswick , but as set forth by Dr. B.
w his address this evening, they wore, we are
sure, the charm of a new dress, approaching
tin many respects, by the aid of his descriptive
powers aud tact of anecdote, to the real,—and
left an indehible impression upon the audience
of good work now doing by the Church, of
Scotland 10 New Brunswick, and of the desire-
ableness of closer intercourse between that Sy-
nod and our own.  Dr. B. though apparently a
man but passing the tnendian of life, 18 mani-
festly a workman who has been doing effectually
the worl ot an Evangelist, and been making full
proof of ns mimstry , and his labour most cer-
tainly has not heen 1n vain tn the Lurd.

The Rev. Mr. Snodgrass, of Prince Ed-
ward’s Island, wasthen introduced as Delegate
from the Synod of Nova Scotia. He appears
to be & man comparatively young in years, but
at the same time mature in wisdom, rich in
zeal, and faent in statement and eloquence, as
an ambassador of Christ. It was obviously
matter of regret to many, if not chagnn, that
he came on the platform at so late an hour in
the proceedings. le appeared to be hut se-
lecting from the ample materals which he had
n store for the 1nstruction and awakening of
the audience, yet he faltered not, but riveted
all with the tact and raciness of historical and
statistical details,—with the deeply devotional
and apostolical tone of piedy thatcharacterized
his sentiments and utterance,—and wnh the
graphically poeuc touches with which he deh-
neated the ecclesiastical map of Nova Scotia,
Prince Edward’s Island, and Newfoundland, 1
all o which, he said, the Synod, which he re-
presented, had ministers and churches. It
appeared that 1 both Synods ministers are
sustained and their churches and manses pro-
vided exclusively on the voluntary prnciple,
aided by missionaries and grants from the
Colonial Committes of the Church of Scotland’s
General Assembly; that the people are liberal
10 their ministers’ support, that many more
ministers could be sustaired 1n the eligible
fields of labour, if they could only be procured
of the night stamp as to education, piety and
energy , that some handsome church edifices
are 1n the progress of erection, that of Rev.
Allan Pollock at New Glasgow being stated as
an example, and of late important steps have
been taken in the way of manse-building.—
Both delegates concurred n asserting that
they could do without endowments, for,
unlike the branch in Canada, with such

o

breadth of country in the backwoods and wilds
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s|for which to make a prospective supply, their

territories were all but colonized and settled,
and what they needed most were fahful and
educated ministers, whom the vacant clivrches
were most willing and amply able to sustain.—
They spoke, t00, of their necessities as being
without any Umversity or College at which to
educate young men of their own, who might
present themselves as candidates for the mims-
try, of some whom they had sent to the Univer-
try of Glasgow, and of two who were now
prosecuting their studies at our own Queen’s
College ; one of the delegates, Mr. Snodgrass
expressing his belief that, were the Vice-Prin-
cipal, Dr. George, to make a tour among their
churches this sunmer and fall, he would return
with 4 goodly hand of choice young men with
which to swell the ranks of the classes of
Queen’s College 1n Kingston.

Dr. George on the call of the Moderator
dechned, owing to the lateness of the hour, to
enter on the topic assigned 10 hin namely,
**The duty o .ne Church to seek out young
men for the mstry.”  He would beg hberty
to make but a single remark.  Wnth all the
pressure of business on us as a Synod, and
feelng our want of tune, yet I am assured that
there 1s not a single member of our Church who
will take exception to the way in which we have
spent this evemng—nay, who does not feel his
heart or his best sympathies most delightfully
awakened by the addresses to which we have
listened and the commuications we have now
heard from the Lower Provinces.

The Moderator, having expressed his con-
currence in those remarks, called on the Rev.
Mr. McMonne, of Ramsay, to conclude with
prayer and praise; and a missionary collection
having been taken up and the Apostohic Bene-
diction pronounced, the weeting dismissed, and
the Synod adjourned, to mect again next morn-
ing at 19 o’cluck.

The Rev. A. W. Herdman, Moderator of
1o Synod, said-—1I have been asked to pave
e way, and say a few words upon the
Yjood's proceedings. Cburch courts have
teir warrant in the word of Ged. We
wad of & Synod at Jerusalem, in which
seighty matters were discussed and a deci-
son come to. These meetings are not to be
wiewed as clerical assemblies, but meetings
of laymen alsn, aud for the good of the
(horch at large. I know not if I bave
aything of very great intercst of a general
wtare, regarding our proceedings, to com-
gnicate, but matters of a local nature have
been discussed A Deputation from a sister
darch met with us.  This is always agree.
e it is seviptural and proper, und we
¢ 0o danger su loug as our principles arc
st comprowised. How good it is that
lethren should dwell together in uuity,
ud the Psalmist did not confine his remarks
w one particular party. We have been
sught unto in this rather than been the
wiers.  Probably, before we separate there
wil be a discussion on presbyterial visita-
ons, shewing that elergymen are <eeking
degood of the Church st large. T believe
te effeet of such meetings would be bene-
fenl, if our people would take greater in-
wrest in them, as is done by other Presby-
krians, The people would help us to carry
atour decisions. But I must remember
tat ours is but an infant *i-ch, and®we
ue but lately revived as a Synod.  We
we once Jarge.  God grant that such times
w7 ~ome again. It is our duty to do our
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carry out our decisions, and to do all for the
glory of God.

Rev. Myr. Henderson, Miramichi, corres-
ponding member from the Synod of New
Brunswick, said : —It i3 with great diffidence
that 1 come before you at this time. The
subject, viz.. the state of our Church in
New Branswick, is not of great extent, and
therefore need not tuke up much of your
time. When I came first to New Bruns-
wick, there were fourteen ministers scttled
there.  We have since had our scasons of
afilietion and our seasons of prosperity. Of
tho fourteen, ouly three of that number now
remain.  Since that time we have had addi-
tions to our body, and new members have
been recoived, so that now we number
cleven; but what ave these among such
hody of pecople as constitutes our adherents
in New Brunswick 2 There are very many
there firmly attached to our Church, and
carnestly desivous of enjoying the privi-
leges they did in tiwes past enjoy in their
native land.  We have many congregations,
however, in New Braunswick, that are still
privileged to enjoy these advantages. [ need
not particularize the diffierent churches we
ossess.  From Restigouche to St. Andrews
they are scattered through the land, some
numerous, some small.  Among these there
are many scattered settlements where they
are few in number, and not able to maintain
a minister for themselves. These, many of
them, feel deeply their privations. When
we visit such stations, and they have oppor-
tunity, they crowd forth to hear the preach-
ing ot the gospel.  They grudge not to leave
their work on week days to engage in the
public worship of God.

We arc continuaily solicited to pay mis-
sionary visits to different destitute parts of
the country. We endeavour, as far as our
duty will permit, to visit these destitute
localitics. In remote localities where minis
ters cannot attend, we have encouraged in-
dividunls to give their services as Sabbath
School teachers. In order to supply the
want of ministers, wo have even endeavoured
to have church libraries cannected with con-
gregations  This we have found to be a
very useful assistance in the communieat.en
of religious instruction.  In my own cou-
gregation there is a Jargo Jbrary, and a
number avail themsclves of the privilege.
We have done our utmost to obtain minis-
ters for the destitute congregations, By
these exertions many of those in the field
have been brought out, and we hope for
more. In addition to this, we ure cndean-
vouring to obtain a native minstry. Young
wen who have been born in New Bruns-
wick are studying in Scotland, and preparing
themselves for the sacred wministry. We
hope soon to reccive them into our idst.
This is what we have been doing in New
Brunswick, and we trust that the blessing
of God has ot been wanting to our cfforts.
Though we must confess that there are
many who, we fear, are careless and indif-
ferent, still we have a good hope as to many

wost, look to our poople to kiclp us to

others that they have felt the influence of
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the truth; that their prayers ascend to
God ; that a blessing from on high descends
upon them ; and that many shall stand before
God’s throne at the last day whom he shall
kuow as his people, and make purtakers of
His glory.

The Rev. William Suudgrass said :—Like
all goud things which we undertake, aud are
0 apb to feave to the last, the wbjeet which
has been committed to we has not occupied
so much of my attention, lately, as it
deserved. I did not expect to be called upon
g0 soou by your Chairmun, and was just
striving to wall together my all-digested
thoughts. But when we cuntemplate the sul-
ject, it is of sufivient interest to constrain us
to do it some manner of justice,  The value
of an educated ministiy, I need not say to
an audienee composed ol Scotchmen, is not
to be overrated, and 1 would not for one
venture to characterize a church as it ought
to Le, which is uot composed of an educated
ministry. 1t may be said, are not piety and
woral worth the great requirements ¢ They
ave, indeed, essentinl, and on no account to
be displaced Ly others.  But piety and
moral worth are things which, like all otha
good things, must be upheld by sawe rowmnl
substamial foundation.

What wonld you think of the seulptor
who had expentied his utwost skill in carving
out a statue of fair proportions, in which
every feature was complete, aud cvery limb

osophy in order that they may be rightly un-
derstood and presenied, but much of science,
much of taste, wuch of 2 regard for the
beautiful in natare and ast, are necessary 1o
the full understanding ot the Word of God.
[ do uot deny that a man unacquamted with
these things may do much wm discerning
thuse things that are spiritually diseerned.
But he oniy can rebntt the objections of the
infide!, and by arguments drawn from a
well educated, a well tramed, and well in-
formed snind, confivm the doubter; ho ouly
is the man who can suecessfully occupy the
high post which he is called on to occupy n
the Christian Ministry, who hase recaved a
proper edacation. L make these statements
mcerely to suggest to your nunds cue great
tiuth, ere we adeance to the schewme on
which T have been asked to address you.

What do ne sech by this Young Men's
Scheme?  What in a gencral point of view,
and what so far as the Scheme is affected
Uy local civeumstanecs ! Weo seek an cedu-
ated meistry.  Our Church has always
beeu supplied with an cdueated mimstry.—

I know no Cburch more jealous on this
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point; and I trust it will ever bu a charae.
terestio—for I am couvinced it is one of the
noblest characteresties, We seck to perpetu-
ate in this country that very systemn which
has been established in Scotland.  But look
at tie question in the light of local circum-
stances. I that ministry is not supplied to
tho extent we requive;—if it is not accep-
table, and possessed of the numbers we need,
then you w:ll at once perceive that something
wore is required.  We have looked 10 the
Church of Seotland. It was but the tri-
bute of affectionate children. That Ghurch
has had her day of fiery trials.  Dark clouds
have passed over her.  Her pulpits have
stood empty, many of them, and for many
years past it bas taken all her cave and
exertions to supply her own wante. We
have looked too long to the Church of Scot-
lznd in this matter.

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Tractarianism.

[ know not whether in Scotland much inter-
rest has been felt in the case of Archdeacon
Denison. You are happily nut much exposed
o those Tractanan follies, the prevalence
of which alune in Eogland gives this case
importance ; but whether you be so or not, the
questicn is one that cannot but exert an mflu-
ence over the whole of the United Kingdom.
You are aware that the Venerable Archdeacen
Denison has been arraigned befure the Arch-
rshop of Canterbury on a charge of preaching
and publishing doctrines relating to the Sacra-
ment at variance with thase held by the Chureh
of Fogland  As the doctrines referred to lie
at the very foundation of Puesyism, tho trial
has attracted very deep interest both among
High and Low Chusch, and indeed among all
intelligent classes of suciety. Not to become
too technical, I may state brietly that the Arch-
deacon was not charged with holding the Ro
mish doctrine of transubstantiation m the sense
that the bread and wine in the sacrament are
“ changed into the very budy and bluod of
Christ,” but with holding and preaching that
the body and blood of Chrst are, atier con-
secration, present, ** after an immuterial and
spiritual manner,”” and are recerved by all
who come to the lord's Supper, whether
worthily or unworthily ; that all who cone
thus teceive the Lord’s body and blood ; and
that * worship 1s due 10 the real though invisi-
ble and supernatural presence of the body and
blood of Christ under the form of bread and
wine.””  You will observe that the doctrine
here put forth, though not so pross as that of
Rome, is quite as mischicvous. It makes
the presence of Christ in the clements to fol-
low the act of consecration by the priest; and
to be so present that all who partake of the
bread and wine, whether they do so worthily
or unworthily, actually receive in an unmatenal
sense the hody and blood of Christ; and that
this presence in the bread and wine 18 to he
adored and worshipped.  ‘The great founda-
tion of the priest’s power 1s here, and hence
the importance of the doctrine as it relates to
the growth of Puesyisin. Iis other beanngs
1 don't touch vpon.  This doctrine the Arch-

wp of Canterbury decided yesterday to be
cuntrary ta the Anticles of the Church of Fng.
gland ; aund thus, as far as lus authonty goes,
**a heavy blow and great discouragement’
has been given to the Tractarian party in the
Church. The holding and preaclung of this
doctrine implies deprivation; but the Arch-
bishop has not pronounced sentence, having re-
solved to give the Archdeacon time to ** revoke
his error,” ull the 1st of October. If the error
is not then revoked, an adjournment is to take
place till the 21st of October, when sentence
will be passed. It is probable an appeal will
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be taken against the judgment , but meanwhiie
tw caunot bat pruduce a seneation n the Chuehy,
asthe first wmportant check which has been
aiven, by authority to ‘Practarien teaching.—
