THE APOSTOLIC SUCCESSION,

BY BEV. J, R, WESBT, M, A,
YIOAR OF WRAWBY,

The dootrine of the Apostolic Snccession is
one of tho most fandamental of all Church
principles.

For if it be acknowledged that the Christian

" ministry is a Divine institution, and that it
forms an essential part of tho constitution of
the Charch, then it is plain to see that a ques
tion which touches the very existence of that
ministry amongst us cannot be a question of
light importance.

Now that the Christisn minietry is a Divine
institntion, appointed by the Head of the
Church Himself for the most essential purposes,

~ one or more passages of Holy Soripture may be
sufficient to show. i

It is written in Ephes. iv. 8-15, tbat when
onr Lord Jesus Christ ascended up on high, and
received all power in heaven and earth, to be

the Head of the Church, * He gave some apos-
tles, and some prophets, and some evapgelists,
and some pastors and toachers, for the perfect-
ing of the saints, for the work of the ministry.
for tho cdifying of the body of Christ.”

The gift of the Christian ministry upon esrth
is thus closely connected with the power that
our Saviour received in His Ascension, beingin

- faot the firal exercise of that power,
The same truth we also learn from St. Matt.

xxviii, 18, ““All power- s g‘i've'n""u‘nto “Me i

‘heaven &nd earth”; ¢@o ye, therefore, and
teach all nations.”

Hero our Saviour makes
this original commission, which was given to
the eleven, fo depend on the power that was
then given to Himself to be Head over all
things to the Church. (Compare also Eph.'i.
20 to end.)

The Christisn ministry is therefore a3 much
a Divine gift as the Bible, or the Sacraments,
or tho Church, Itforms an eesential part of
the constitution of the Church, as indeed the
parposes for which it is instituted are alike
necessary in all génerations, '

A society in which there id no such ministry
oantot be a properly constituted branch of the

Churoh at all. -

Now, all this being generally granted and
aéted upon by all who oall themselves Ohris-
tians, it next becomes & guestion, How i3 the
Christian ministry to he banded down from one
generation to another? By what method may:
& person obtain the sacred office of & minister
in the Church of Cbrist? Who has proper
powor to ordain porsons to the Christian min-
istry ? Did the holy Apostles take any mes.
gures to secure a continual succession of min-
isters in the Churoh?

1. To aoswer these questions, let s first of
all consider thig point, ‘‘ Muy any one at his
own pleasure take upon himself the ssored of-
fice P’

To this all will probably auswer No,

Fow will be found 8o ill-informed as to ven-
ture to say that any ope who plesses may
take upon himself the epiritual office of & min-
ister of Christ. For then even that elementary
precopt of Scriptare could not be fulfilled —
¢ Lot all things be done decently and in order.”
There would be nothing but confusion and dis-
order in the Church. Then every parent might
baptize his own children, and &ve y ono might
give tho other Sacrament to himself or his
peighbor. Then, too, bow could we *obey
those that areset over us in the Lord"”? (Heb.
xiii, 17) There would be as much disorder
and confusion in the Church as there would be
in the State if every one were to take upon
bimself, at his own pleasare, the office of a
magistiate or of & judge.

Bosides, Holy Scripture is very express on
this point. How many examples are there in
the Old Testament in which God visited with
signal punishment those who presumed to take
upon themselves sacred offices ? Such as Korah
and his company, Uzzah, Uteziah, and Jero-
boam,

And in the New Testament we observe the
same prinoiple maintained in various ways,
« Byen Christ Himself glorified not Rimself to
be made & high priest” (Heb.v.5). And 8t.
Panl adds: ** No man taketh this honor unto
himself, but he that is called of God, as was
Aaron.” Asron received a call from God at the
hands of Moses when he consecrated him to the
Jewish priesthood. And the ministry of the
Gospel 18 of far higher power and glory than
that of the law (2 Cor, iii. 9) So that if the
less glorious office might not be taken upon
himself by any one at his own will, much more
unlawful ie it to take upon oneself the greater
office. : :

However well qualified, then, an individual
may be to discharge the sacred duties of the
ministry, yet this gives him no authority to
act us & minister of Christ. i

If a man is well qualified for the office of a
magistrate or of 8 judge, yet he has no power
to do the aots of those offices until he has re.
ceived a commission from thesovereign, . If.of
his own accord he undertook those offloes, his
aots would be entirely without power or aa-
thority ; people might obey him or not, just as
they plessed. In like manuner, that a person
may become a true and lawful minister of tha
Churob of Christ, he raust not take the office
upon himself, however great his own personal
quslifications for it may be, but he muat re-

‘céive & commission, in some way or other,
from the Divine Head of the Church ;. he must
‘be publicly oalied of God, he must receive the
g:ored office from such as have power to give
it.

In short, no person who serionsly covsults
either his own common sense or the Holy
Soriptures, oan ever doubt for a8 moment that
it is wrong for people to take upon themselves,
any one at his own pleasure, the honor of min-
iatering in sacred offices in the Church of
Christ. The ofice must be conferred upon
them by such persons as have the proper power
to doso, All who call themselves Christians
will probably agree to thia.

IL. We come now, therefore, to the principal
'‘dodtrine of this tract,

8ince it is not lawful for every one to assume
to himeelf the offlos of 8 minister for Christ, the
gnestion now is, Who has power to confer that.
aoffice ? '

- Can any one at his pleasure give the sacred

office to another? Can the eight prinoipal
tradesmen of this parish lay their hsnds on
you and ordain you to the minisiry of Christ ¢
Can & man, or any company of men, give that
which they have not reoeived ?

If a congregation of Diseenters should wish
to have & person ordained, do they ask three
or four of the members of the congregation to
ordain bim? Do they not send for two or
three pastors who have been already ordained
in their way, to do what they want? ’

Burely all must acknowledge this, that the
farmer, the bricklayer and the shoemaker, can-
not lay their hands on their neighbor, the mil-
ler, and make him & true snd lawfal minister of
the Church of Christ. They might with just
as much propriety pretend to confer’upon bim
the office of & judge or king. For the honor and
the power of & minister of Christ is greater
than all the honora and powers of the offices of
the kingdoms of this world, ‘

Neither oan the supreme temporal ruler con-
fer tho saored office of the Christian ministry
on whomsoever he pleaces. For to have power
in the kingdom of this world gives & man no
gpiritual anthority in the kingdom of Christ.

Bat let this point also be decided by an ap-
peal to the Holy Seripture, ‘

Is there any oue single example in which the
saored office of the Chriatian ministry was ocon-
ferred on others by persons who had not them-
selves been before ordained to that offise, and
specially gifted with the spiritusl power of ur-
daining others? S

Can you produce one single case in the New
Testament in which the people have made
their own ministers ?

This method gf conferring Holy Orders name-
ly by such ae have not received Holy Orders
themselves, cannot be defendsd for one mo-
ment, at lesst by those who would be guided
by what they find in the Holy Scriptures.

Agsinst what, if not against this praotice,
does 3t. Paul so strongly speak when he writes :
“The time will como wheun they will ot en-
dure sound dootrine; bat after their own lusta
shall they heap to themselves teachers having
itohing ears” (2 Tim, iv. 3).

We msy well then conolude both that a man
cannot take unto himself at his own will the
office of 8 minister for Christ ; and also that
the office cannot be conferred by any man, or ..
company of men, at their pleasure, but only by
such a8 have themeelves been ordained and
empowered to ordain others, Or to spesk in
other words, there muat be a regular succession
of some kind. This conclnsion cannot be
avoided by any one who examines the subject
serionsly.

From the simplest vonsiderations of common
sense, or from anappeal to the New Testament,
it equally follows that in the Christian min-
istry there must be a regnlar szocession.

For to sum up all that has been said, if either
any individual who plesses may assume uuto
himself the sacred office; or, if any person or
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persons who pleases may confer the sacred of-
fice, then i8 the door opencd to all disorder and
confusion and division ; then thiugs cannot be
done decently ard in o:deér in that very so-
ciety whep order and munity onght tn ba por-
feotly displayed ; and then the precept of Heb.
xiii, 17 is given to us in vain, Moreover, not
one tracs of sach & system is to be fo: nd in the
New Testameut; it is entirely withount the
gapction of the Apostles of Christ or of the
Word of God, and as we shsll soon see, it is
quite opposed to that method which was es.
tablished by the Apostles, and which has oon-
tinzed in the Church ever sinoe,

II1. Since, then, there must be & succession
of some kind ip the office of the Christian min-
istry, let us consider what necessarily follows
from this conclasion.

Mr. Y. cannot ordain Mr, Z. unless he is him-
self ordaired aud bas received the power of or-
dainiog others. 2

The same may be said of the person who or-
dsiped Mr. Y.

And so on backward, at every ordination.
Now, when are we to stop in this series of or-
dinations ? If the series begins with Mr, X,,

"who either took upon himself the sacred of*

fice or was ordained by & person who had not
been ordained himself, what has the series to
hang on? Itallfalls to the ground togethe.
For if Mr. X. was ordained by Mr. W., what
wasg bis ordination with. if Mc. W., what was
his ordination with, if Mr, W. had no spiritnal
suthority to confer the sacred office ? It was
only & mook eeremony. It had no reslity, no
validity in it,

And so when Mr. X undertook to ordain the
next in the succession, what was the worth of
the protended ordination ? It was nothing &t
all. So that on this supposition the whole lino
or series of ordinations was of no validity at all,
The perecrs s0 ordained were roaliy mnome of
them ordaired. None of them had any true
or Jawful call to the ministry in the Chureh of
Christ.

How far back, then, must we go ¢ Surely to
tho Apostles themselves, who had deen divinely
commissioned by the Hoad of the Church Him-
gelf.

Unless the series of ordinations proceeds
from the Apostles, it has no lawful beginning.
But if it begins from them, then it hangs on &
raost firm apd strong sopport; then ibrough
them it begins from the Divine Head of the
Church Himself, from whom alone spiritual au-
thority in the Churob must be derived. Thus
weo are lead naturally and negessarily to the
fundamental dootrine of the Apostolic Succes-
sion,

Without the snccession from the Apostles of
Christ, there is no lawfal or regular ministry,
and without s ministry there is no properly
constituted Church,

But now for the more confirmation of this
truth, let usreverse the ordsr of the proofand be-
at the other end, For after all that has been
eaid, the strongest argument remains. to be ex-
plained, If we begin from our own time, we
capnot avoid arriving-at the dootrine of the
Apostolic Succession of Holy Orders.

Let us now begin from the Aposties, and we
shall find a etill stronger proof of the same doe-
trine,

1n the first place, then, we read that even our
Saviour Christ did not glorify Himself to be
made the great High Priest or the Head of the
Church. But God the Father sent the Son to
be the Saviour of the world ; and upoa His As-
oepeion gave Him power, in His glorified bu-

-manity, to be tho Head over all thiags to the

Chureh.

Onr Saviour exercised this power in sending
forth the Apostles to build His Church through-
out the world, Just as He was ascending He
said: “All power is given unto Me in heaven
and earth ; go ye, therefore,” otc. This sacred

commierion, given to the eleven by the Head!

of the Church, is the spiritual suthority en
which they snted, '

And what we have now specially to observe
is the mothod which the Aposties to~i to haud
on this commissien hofore they left the world.
Our Lord had distinctly promised them, as He
wag ascending, “ Lol I am with yon always,
even unto the end of the world,” This could
only mean that our Lord woald be wilth those
who chould succeed the Apostles in the min-
istry of the Churoh, even to the end of the
world; for the Apostles themselves were sonn
to leave the world, *Henco it was neocessary
that the Apostles shonld ruake soma provision
for the continusnce of the ministry in the
Chauroh after their departure.

When our Saviour said to His Apostles, * As
My Father hath sent Me, even 80 send I yon”
(8t. Jobn xx. 2I), He distinotly gave them
cuch a Divine commission as inoluded in it s
power: of sending othera to succeed them in the
ministry of the Church, The Fathor sent the
Son, and by virtae of that mission the Son sent
the Apostles ; they in like manner, by virtue of
that mission, sent others, who had also power
of sending others with 8 similar commission.

Thus, accordingly, we read in the Aots of
the Apostles that they ordained elders and dea-
cons in every branch of the Church that they
planted, reserving for a time the highest order
of the ministry in their own bands. Bat before
they died they gave the first Order io others,
with the express power of ordaining., This we
see recorded in the Epistles to Timotby and
Titus. 8t. Paul ordained Timothy by the im-
position of hands, and afterward commsanded
him to “lay hands suddenly on no m«n" (1 Tim.
v. 22),

All the dircotions to be used in the ohoice of
fit pereans to serve in the saored offices of the
Christian ministry are exclusively given in
Holy Soripture to individuals, namely, Timothy
and to Titus, the first Bishop of Epbesns and
Orete, not ordinary members of the Church nor
to congregations. And thus Titus was bid to
ord;zin elders in every oity of Crete (Titus
i. 6). .

Now suppose for & moment that you had
been li ing in one of those cities of Crete. In
it there was an elder (or as we say, & priest)
who had been ordaived by Titus. Titus bim.
solf had been ordained by the Apcstie. The
Apostle had received the Divine commission to
act as & minister in the Church from tho Head
of the Church Himself. Hoere, then, is the
Apostolic Saccession most distinatly established
gy the Aposties, and recorded in the Word of

od.

The Christians living in the city of Crete
were evidently bound by the most sacred obli-
gations to be i1 communion with the Elder,
who had been ordained and set over them in
the Liord by Titus, Bishop of Orete, who had
beon left in Crete for the very purpose among
others of ordaining Elders in the Church. If
you withdraw yourself from communion with
that Elder, how could you be in communion
with the Church? If you separate yourself
from him, how would you uot be breaking
that precapt which is writton in Heb. xiii. 17 ?
‘How would you not breakiog . the order and
unity of the Church, and become guailty of the
gin of ohism ?

Now, it is contended that this was the method
established by the Aportles, and this alone, for
the continnance of the Christian ministry upon
earth throughout all generations. There is no
trace of any other method in the New Testa-
ment..: And what adds certainty to our concla.
sion, is the fact that the whole universal Church
thronghout the world constautly practiced this
method, and this alone, from the times of the
Apostles, 88 all the history of the Church aban-
dantly testifies, .

The prinociple of the Apostolic Succession
was just a8 well known snd acted upon 43 any
other principle of the Cnristian religion. When
falge teachers srose, or some new sect was

formed, claiming to be a branch of the Church,
the members of the Church were taught to - ap-
ply the tost of this fun lamont! prinoiple.

Tbus about the erd of the second century
after Christ, [rermis writes: “ Wes oan eun
umerate thoze who were by the Apostles ‘in:
stitated Bishops in the Churches, and their sue-
cessors, even to our time.” * Wherefore it is
necessary to obey those preshytera (i e., elders)
who are in the Church, tuose who have  suo-
cession from the Apostles,” At the end of the
gecond century Tertullian writes: “If any
heresies dare to connect themselves with the
Apostolio age, we may say, Let them deolare
vhe origin of their churohes, let thom unfold the
catalogue of their Bishops”; so descending by
sucocession {rom the beginuing that the first
Bishop had a8 his ordainer somo one of the
Apostles or of the Apostalio mea remainced
nnited to the Apostles,

About the middie of tho third centmary
Cyprian writes: “Novatian is nobt in the
Chureh ; nor can he be reskoned a Bishop, wha,
despising the evangelic and Apostolic tradition
and sncceeding to no one, ia aprong from him.
self. These are they who of their owa mooord,
without the Divine will, appoint themselves to
preside over some random conventiclo; who,
without any lawful ordination, oonstitute
themselves. pastors.”

No prinoiplo, then, of the Christian religion
admits of & olearer or more cortain proof than
this of Apostolic Succession in the ministry of
the Church. Aad it has been scted om, moast
onrefully and most distinotly, throughout the
whole Church from the timos of tho Apostles,
as the his'ory of the Charoh abundnntiy de-
clares,

This method, therefore, of hauding on the
original Divine commission in the Ohristian
ministry, is the only onc established by the
Apostles aud recorded in Holy Scripture. Now,
the Apostles were directly commissioned by the
Head of the Cbareh, und were under the im-
mediate guidance of the Holy Ghost; so that
what they eatsblished oarries with it the Divine
sanoction as plainly a3 any institation oan do,

Since, therefore our Lord has appointed by
His Apostles this one particular mothod of eon-
tinaing the ministry in His Charch from genora-
tion to generation, who that profossos to regard -
His will will ever thiok lightly of this Sucues-
sion, much less noglect or reject it? Ik
is plain that any communily which is withous
this Saccession is not & rightly constituted
branch of the Charch of Christ If it is govern-
od and taught by self appointed miniaters, it
has no sanction whatever from the Word of
God. To speak in the mildest Lterms possible,
it is outively doubtful whether any acts of
those self appointed miniaters are sccopinble to
God ; aand it is entirely doublful whether the
ministry of that commauanity evor 6an receive -
the Ssoraments of Christ.

In & word, since thers is nothing at all to
chuose between this dootrive of the Anostolic
Baccession aud the prinoiple that overy man
that pleases may lay on hards upon his own
head and make himaself & ministor for Ohrist, it
is plainly & doctrine of the very highest im-
portanoe, and one that concerns very mnearly
the salvation of eash soul, No one can bp &
consistent member of the Churoh who does not
understand and hold this doctrine.— From
Tracts on Church Principles.

The
poss of the bird, and theutterly unconventional
treatment of the head and wings &re wonder-
fully done: likewise the different finishes,
which show of what braes is susceptible, The
execation and design show an originality of
conception and fidelity of execntion of detail,
88 woll a8 beauty of finish, which compares
most favorably with the work of European
workers in metal, indeed if it does not in many
points excel, and this argues well for the grow-
ing sttention paid to the higher aris by our
American people.

The
loast reason for doing s0 was my own bad
kealth, For nearly two years the children huve
bad no soriptaral tesching, Lmst May I com-
menced to teach again, and hope to do so while
Ilive. I have a large family of boys and girls,
In former years I had forty-two childrea on my
list. Now I have only reventeen, Every one
who could do so has left our mneighborhood,
Ours is a poor part of the backwoods, The
district school is closed siz months of the year.
The children have not the least brightness in
themselves. Now it is bard to have children
grow up to be dull and uninteresting. Dear
Madam, I said that I would never teach Sunday
School again, but this summer I have taken the
interests of the children very much to heart,
and I feel it & duty to try and teach them at
least their catechism and Bible, It is very little
[ oan do without help. I have read of the
Ministering Children’s Lieague, and other good
works. and I feel indeed lonely and disheart-
ened, alone in the backwoods without society
or a kindred spirit. I have thoughtlately that
if I asked you, you might help me, I am very
anxious to give my Sunday scholars some plea-
sure at Christmas, if I can get some kind lady
to help me. Thereis no lady that I know,
living in Muskoka, and &t present we have no
clergyman, I think if it were known I might
get some help for my little school. I haveeight

%irls apd nine boys from 16 to five years old,
" Besides these there are two very poor families
of Church children living eight or nine miles
north of me, These children have no teacher,
and are quite neglected, s0 I would wish to in-
‘olude them in any things I might have to dis—
tribute. If Mrs, is not sufoient refer-

ence I can give you Rev. H. Gaviller. Reotor of
Parry Sound, He visited our family and
stayed with us one day and night in September.

OONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Living Church, referring to the proposed
new Carions on Ordination in the P.E, Church
of the U .S, says:—

However absolate the requirements are, the
sotual examinations will continue to bo of
varions grades and the whole system depends
after all upon the good judgment, the learning,

and the faithfulness, of the Bishop and the
ecamining chaplaing in any case. Thecharacter,
ihe general fitness, and the oironmstances of
the candidate will continue to inflaence the
examination to which he is subjeoted, and on
the other haud the partiality or leniency of
those through whose bands he must pass, and
the pressing oall for men, in some looalities,
are too likely to play a large part in the mat-
ter. In sbort the goneral canons can do little
more than set forth a standard which ounght to
ba realized. The degree in whioh this standard
is actually attained must be still left to the
diocesan anthorities. It scoms to us that our
present osnous are sufiisient for any praotical
parpose, Where & bishop aud his examiners
have a sufiicient sense of the solemn respon-
pibility laid upon them in admitting men to
Holy Orders, the conditions now required are
abundantly adequate, Whore that sense of
reeponsibility ia Jacking, no amount of new re-
gulations, no possible system of checks and
balances, will mend the matter.

The Young Churchman says :—

We have heretofore called attention to the
unauthorizad practice of repeating the General
Thanksgiving by both minister and poople,
The unlawfal practice bad spread to many par-
ishes, till finally the Bishop of Long Island
made it a subject in his address, pointing ont
that such & repetition by the people was against
the rule of the Church. This resulted in bring-
ing before the late General Convention a reso-
lution to change the rubric, so that auch a prac-
tico would be permissible. By a deocided vote
in the negative, the reguest was not granted,
and tho rabric remaind’unchanged. It is there-
fore conclusively sottled that the praatice is
uarubrical : and it is to be Loped that all par-
ishes wherein the habit has taken root, will, in
a spirit of loyalty to the Prayer Book, give up
a8 prsimt.ic.o whioch is unlawful, as well 28 unliter.”™

but when critioism passes into diotation; and
wo are told that we must do s0 and so, or must
not do &0 and 50, we draw the iine, We, for
instance, in our city may be glad, or may he
sorry, according to our views of tho matier,
that our separated brothren should have music
or should havo no music in their churches, but
we respect them, sxd wo rcspeol ourselves too
much to attempt to inlerfere with their con”
oerns. They may make their services as plain,
they mako their preaching as Presbyterian as
they pleaso, or as their conscience tells them ;
but wo have not so learned the doetrine of
toleration a3 to look upon it a8 being a one-
sided toleration. The very complaint raised
against the prelate statesmen of the Church in
old daya wus the taking, as they did, & false
and wrong viow, us we now think, of the mode
of scvuring the unily of Protestantism in Ire-
land; they forced thuse who differed from them,
or tried to furce thom, lo adopt their form.
Now, 1 say we have learned u different lesson,
Toleration and religious cquality for the Pres-
byterian, for tho Methodist, for the Baptist, for
the Congregutionalist, means toleration and re-
1 gious ¢quality for the Chuich after all, I sup-
pose, 11 our servico in any case proves attrac-
tive to many of their mombers, if many of their
young people are inclined to cur worehip, it is
pot uvnatural that they should dislike that

art of our rystem whioh exercises that attract-

of our people suspicious of the broader creed
and more striking beauty and aweetness of our
Charch service. This is not strange, bat it is
pussing strange that some of our friends should
encourage them in such an enterprise. If 8
Chalmers, & M'Cheyne, or a Gathrie, the glory
of our common Christianity, should occupy
pulpits in this ity or elsewhere many of our
people would go to hear, and would be prond
to hear such ncble voices, 'Wo might or might
not much like that. Bat those who know
buman nature know that genius is an ivevita-
ble magnet, It draws hearts and intellects to-
wards itself. But note tkis also. Genins sud
sanotity are, so to speak, aporadic gifts in our
litnrgical service Lovingly rendered without
extravagance and withoutirreverence, we have
in them the charm of perpetual gonius and per-
petnal sanotity permanently enshrined amongst
as, an? exeroising tho {nfluence of these rare
and glorious gifts, For this permanent attrao

tion of the genins and sanctity of the Church
we for our own part are not going at any over
dictation to substitute complete dependence up-
en our own very ordinary eloquence. We
should do ill to calamniate or try to hound
down a new Chalmers, or & new Gathrie,
nominally because they wore gowns of a cnt
we dislike, really becanse they drew away our
mombe: 8. Now, these outside objsctors practi

cally aay this: There is 5 service strictly with-
in the lines of the communion to which these
men belong, deeply loved by hundreds npon
boodreds of them. It is fast gotting popunlar
beyond their owa borders.. Lot us raise a regi:
ment of musonlar theologians and put down all
this, We ghall then secure two desirable things.
We shall certainly empty their churcbes, and
we will probably fill our own. That argament
seems to be natural enongh, if not very noble,
from their point of view, But thatany Church

man who can be led by it is, to me, quite un
accountable, It is the logic of ecolesiastical
suicide, My brothres, shoulder to shouldor,
heart to beart, with due consideration for dif-
forences in things of less moment, let us stand
in this stormy hour, when we almost seom to
hear the retiring steps and the mournfnl voice,
¥ Lot us go hence,” My lifo aud Episcopate
draw to their close. The staff ia ready to fall
from my hands. I bow down my tired knees,
and all my heart goes with this prayer for my
clergy and people, “Q Liord, sand Thy Holy
Ghost, and pour into our hearts thal most ex:
cellent gift, oharity."—Irish Eeclesiastical Gaz-
ette.

ADVENT.

The sesson of Advent has two aspeots. With
one it looks backward to our Lord's first com
ing as tho Son of Mary, the Babe of Bothlehem ;
with the otber it lJooks forward to His second
coming as the judge of quick and dead. Let ns
consider & little tha contrast betweon these two
aspeots.

When Jesus came to carth it was in great
bumility, Born in =& stable, because after
His mother's weary ard painful jonrney, there
was 10 room for her in the inn, Ho was cradled
in % manger, When He was presented in.the
temple it was with the poor man's offering, ' &
pair of turtle doves, or two young pigeons.”
Whilo yet an infant, He was forced to fleo from
the frantic fury of Herod ; and even after
Herod’s death H s parents dared not take the
dircot homeward road. They ‘ turned aside
into the parts cf Galilee, and came and dwelt
in & oity oalled Nazaroth” (St. Matt. xi, 22,
23), In this seoluded place, which to judge
irom Nathanpiel's question to Phillip (8t. John
i, 46,) was of no very good account, Jesus
grew up, going, no doubt, to the village school
with other boys, jrinibg in their games and
labors, learning Hia father's trade and msking

ing inflaence, and that they should mske some;such plain implements and furaitare as wore

required by the neighbor’s about ﬁ';n.- Such
was His life for thirty years. Sarely never be.
fore in the world’s history did & prince so com-
to Hia own, :

Bat **Ho came to His own and His own
received Him not.” Nor were they content
with & mero passive negleot of His olaims,
They not only would not have this man to rule
over them, but they insanited and murdered
Him, The exclasive and sanotimoniouns Phari-
sees, the light-minded contemptnous Sadducees
condescended to conepire with the despised
mob of the common rabble, with the hated
Roman oppressor to put Him wn a shamefni
death., He was cracified between two thieves,
<hile Pilate vented his weak spito on those
who had driven him to sot against his
coneoience, by the insulting insoription on the
oroes of the innocent Sufferer, ** Jesus of Naza-
rath, the King of the Jews."

Even then, in the midst of their triumph,
His enemies had & warning of what was to
come. To the high priest who had adjared
him agaiast ail law and decenoy to oriminate
Himgelt, the Lord said, ¢ Hereatter shall yo sea
the Son of Man sitting in the right hand of
Power, and cowing in the clonds ot Heaven,”
They treated His words as unmeaniug blas-
phemy: yot they will eurely be fulfilled in
their seasou.

The Son of Man will come again with cloads,
even as a cloud received Him out of the sight
of the gazing Apostles on the Monnt of Olives,
Thon every eye will sce Him, Then He will
appear, not in bumility, bat in glory, attonded
by all the holy angels aud sitting on the
throne of His gl vy, Then shall all natioas be
gathered before Him. Thon every eye shall
gee Him, and every tongue confess Him
whethor its owner will or no. There will be
no denying Him in that day,

In the joys of Christmas ali now take part.
Even to the worldly and nnbelieving it is &
time of festivity, They rejoice, they hardly
know why, It is & time for open-hoarted hos-
pitality, for exchanges o kind token bstween
friends, of libarality to the poor. Heis indeed
& hard master who does not give his drudges a
breathing time on Chrisrmas Day.

Bat who are they who look forward to the
Lord's second coming with joy? Not the
woridly man who would like to forget it, not
the wicked man who goeth on still in his
wickedness and would like to disbelieved it if
hecould, The msn who looks forward with
joyfal snticipation to the second Advent is he
who has owned his Lord in the days of His ap-
parent absence from the earth, who has fol-
lowed Him in His humiliation, who has washed
his robes and made them white in the blood of
the Lamb, ,

To such a man the jadgment bas no terror,
for bis sins have beon blotted out, and there
stands nothing against him, while his name is
written in the Book of Life. His anticinations
reach far beyond that dread season. He be-
holds the new Heuven and the new earth where-
in dwell righteovsness. He sees by faith the
new Jerueulem coming down from God out of
Heaven, prejpared as & bride aderned for ber
busband, wherein God shall dwell with His
people and be their God.  He bears the cross
patiently ard cheerfully here becanse there
shail bo Lo more dealh, ncither sorrow norory-
ing, peither phall there be any more pain.
Though he weeps, his tears are without bitter-
ness because he knows thst there and thea God
shall wipe away all tears from hia eyes,

Reuder, to which are yon looking forward—ot

THE MAKING OF THE NEW TESTAMENT.

No. 2.
To the Editor of the Church Guardian :
Siz,—The account given in the article on the
“ Making of the New Testament,” of the com-
position and order of publication of the Gospels
is certainly not the story of Papias, nor is it
borne out by modern crificism. The best au-

thorities agree that not St. Mark, but 8t. Mat-
thew and St Luke were written first, about A.
D. 63. St, Mark was written later after tho
martyrdom of St. Peter and St. Paul whioh
took place in A.D, 63. All were written inde-
pendently of one amother, and sll before the
Fall of Jernsalem in A.D. 70. This is the con-
clusion of Professor Salmon in his brilliant and
invaluable Introduction to the New Testament,
. The story given in the article, of the Three
Gospels being written in Latin, Hebrew and
(reek, like tbe inscription on ihe cross, is &
mere myth, There is not & partiele of evidence
of apy valae for St, Mark having been written
in Latin, The sense given in the article to the
word interpreter, when Papias speaks of St.
Mark as the interpreter of Peter, is certainly
wrong. The context shows that he meant that
8t. Mark by embodying Peter's teaching in his
Gospel interpreted it to, that is, brought it
within the resch of the world at large. ! The
passage in Papius,” says AM. Thompson’s
“degoribes a disciple writing down what his
Master preached, and not an interproter orally
trauslaling his words,”

There is considerable evidence that St Mat-
thew wrote his Gospel in Hebrew, bat it is not
decigive, Dean Alford having at first adopted
that view atterwards abandoned it. Professor
Salmon, one of the greatest living authorities,
writesa:  When we examine more olosely the
evidence for a Hebrew original, we find that it
melts away in & wonderfal manner,” And after
sifting it carefnlly, he pronounces against the
Hobrew and in favour of the Greek original
In any case it is certain that whether there was
a Hebrew original or not our Greok St. Mat-
thew is not a tranrlation as the article says bat
sn original composition of the Apostle, Our
Bunday School children may still be taaght
with safety that the original texts of the Three
Gospels are in our possession,

The main point however is, early circulation,
It may be laid down as accepted by all conser-
vative critics that our New Testament, inolud-
ing the Apocalypse but exocepting the rest of
Bt. John's writings, was completed and pub:
lished within forty years of our Lord's Ascen-
gion: St. John’s more mystical books, before
the close of the century taking the piace of his
own personal authority and teaching, when he
was about to depart. The article would have
us believe that 1the Church was for s long period
practically without any New Testament. The
simple fact is, that while the Charch possessed
the personal guidance and teaching of ‘the
Apostles, to whom our Lord promired the Holy
Spirit a8 their iufallible Teacher, she did not
need their writings; but that before the Apos.
tles passed away she was put in possession of
them,

Bat the article says “it was generations be-
fore the written gospels superseded the old
methods of promulgution.” Sarely there is
some confusion of thoaght here, The written
Gospels never superseded the original methods
of promulgetion. The Church still delivers
her message orally, appesaling for its confirm-
ation to the Book. The Church, the living
living society-of living men to which onr Lord
entrusted His Goapel, never dies, is hiving sull;
and, a8 that everliving corporation, delivers

orally her testimony to *‘ the faith once for all
delivered.” But that faith is also enshrined in
a1 inspired Book, of which she is the witness
and keeper, and to which the living society
ever makes its appeal,

This, however, is not what the article means,
It wants to prove that for & long time the
Churoh had orsal teaching alone and no book,
It says that the N.T. Books ‘‘did not come
into aira1lation for more than a hundred years
after they were written.,” And yet Husebius
relates that Christian Missionaries in the reign
of Trajan, (A D. 98 to 117) oarried with them
apd delivered to their converts * the Scripture
of the Diwvine Gospels.” This was barely thirty
years from the pablication of the Taree Gospels,
and probably within the lifetime of St Juhn.

|- Bat we have even earlier evidence than this of

their oirculation. St. Peter in his Second Epis-
tle refors to St. Paul’s writings in a way that
proves them to have been in genersl nse even
thep, that is immediately upon their publica-
tion, Indsed St. Puul himself ensured this by
requiring his letters to be rexd publicly, and at
least in one case to be sent round from Church
to Chureh. From Clemont of Rome's Epistle,
which Professor Salmon dstes A.D, 96, it is
evident that St, Panl’s letters wero then known
and suthoritative evorywhore,

But there is 8 more decisive testimony still
to the rapid circulation throughout the Church
of the N.T. writings 1mmediately upon their

publication,—I mean, the early versions. Take

tirst the Syriae Version. Of it Canon Westcott
say, ** The Peshilo SByriac version of thoseparate
books of the New Testament Canon was mude in
Palestine within the Apostolic age; and shortly
after these wera collected, rovised and comploted
st Edessa.”

This version, which remains the N.T. of the
Syrian Churches to this day, contsined all the
Books of our N.T,, excopt 2 and 3 John, 2
Poter, Jade and Apocalypse. Thus, the Syrian
Church provided for hereelf ap anthorized
translation of the New Testament (in use in her
religoius services within one gemoration of the
writing of the earlier books and within the
lifetime of St John or immediately after his
death., How does this agreo with the assertion
of the article that ithe N.T. Books *did not
ooma into ciroulation for more than a hundred
years after they were written,” and how with
the farther assertion that *“ the idea of gather-
ing them into & book did not for a long time
ocour 10 any one”?

- An sargument sgainst early circulation is
drawn from the natural impediment then in
way, These, however, aro much exaggerated,
One is the bulk of the books. The writer tells
us that so balky was 8 New Testamont in those
days that " when fifty copies of it were made
to the imperial order, it required two govern-
ment wagons with 8ix yoke of oxen each to trans-
port them irom Cesurea to Consiantineplo.”
This statement ocarries absurdity on its very
face, The incident referred to is found in Hao.
gsebins, and what he does tell us is as follows,
which I take from Canon Westoott, One of
Constautine’s first cares after the foundation of
Constantinople was to charge Kusebina with
* preparing fifty copies of the Divine Scriptures
(the whole Bible, not as the article says the
New Testament) written on prepared skins, by
the help of skilful artists aconrstely acquainted
with their eraft, and magnificently embeslished,”
QOuders hud been issued to the Guvernour ot the
Province to farnish everything required for the
work. And anthority was given 10 Kasebius
to *, employ two pubtic carriages for the specdy
conveyal of the Books when finiched to the
[Emperor.” Ensebins relates how he st once
caused the Books 1o be written, and * deposited
in magnificent caskets "' prepured for the safery
and honor of the Divine Oracles during tbeir
journey, which was made as much as possible
a trinmphal ‘proceesion.

How oan any conjecture be hazarded respect:
ing the bulk ot oheup copies of uie New Testa-

ment for ordinary Christians from the story of

this princely gift? Mention indeed is made of
two publio oarrisges in the Empoeror's letter
(the *‘six yoke of oxen " i3 # purely modern
embellishinent) ; sud thongh these wers chiefly
for display, the megnificent baskets might very
well fill them up,

We bave, however, the means within easy
reach of satistying oarsclves as to the balk of
even these celebrated fifty copies. There is a
very high probabiiity that the famous Codex
sinaiticus was ono of those very fisty coptes.
We have a fac simile edition of 1t in onr College
Library ; the Prusbyterian Coliege, Montresl,
bas also one, Let aby per:on cxumine one of
these vopies, and he will cusily satisfy himself
that not twelve yole of oxen, but a very light
pony carriage couid have oarried thom all,

Bat ‘“ Books then were rare sand costly.”
Well, Canon Westcott in tho first edition of his
book op the Canon, says something thut sounds
like this, He says that *‘the mesns of inter-
courase then, compsred with to day, were slow
sad precsrious, and the multiplication of mana-
seripts in remote provinces Ledious und costly.”
Bat in & later ediion, he modifies this view,

snd adds, “* This fact, however, has been frs.

quently exaggeraied. The oirculation of the
N.T. Scriptares was probably far greater than

is commonly supposed.” For proof he refers

to Norton's Genuineness of the Gospels, Tarning
to Norton, we find an exXiremely interesting
discuesion of the question, ‘' A common gopy
of the Gospels,” Norton says, ** was not a book
of any great bulk or expense.” As to cost, he

guotes Martial as stating tho selling price of -

the First Book of his Iipigrams, but & costly .

edition, at about 72 cents of onr money; and
of his Thirteenth Book. an ordivary edition,
oontaining about ns much matter a8 our Gospel
of St. Mutthew, at ubout scven cents. At that
rate, our Four Gospels would have cost in those
days abont 25 conts, and our whole New Tes-
tament about 60 cents, So much for the argu-
ment sgainst circulation from balk acd cost.

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REGENERATION—BAPTISM.

(Rey, J. A. Bolles in Church Life)

Over and above all other considerations, the
baving of a standurd edition of the Bible is ac
immense blessing for this reason alone, that the
same words are retained with the same meaning
from age to age ; sud thus the very forms and
figures of truth sre stamped with an indelible
ard unchangeable character, Indeed, so vari-
ablo and changeable is human langusge, by the
coining of now words and the perversion of old
ones, that without eome such fixed and per-
manent siundards all the landmarks of truth
would be obliterated, men could scarcely be
made 1o understand each other, and we should
be involved in ao endless war of words. In-
deed, such has beon the charaoter of many a
polemical battle—s mere war of words—mani-
festing all the bitterncss of the odinm theolo-
gioum,” destroying the peuce of the Church,
and yot both parties contending for the same
thing, and only fighting because they had no
common understanding of the language of the
proposition 1n dispate,  Of this fact we have a
very remarkable illustration in what is called
the doctrine ot * Baptismal Regeneration,” In
course of time tho meaning of that word * Re-
generation” has entiroly ohanged. FPopularly

it is one thing; seriptarally and theologically
it is another ; one thing in the language of the
Bibie, and quite another thing in onr diction-
sries and in our minds; one thing in the
language of the Church, and quite another
thing in the language of the world. Nome
identify it with repentance; some with faith;
gome with conversion; some with an inward
change of the mind and affections known only
to themselves; and when, therefore, we con-
sider that there is such a vast disagreement at
the very-starting point, can we worder that
there should be debate, strife, contention, con-
troversy ? God forbid that I should fan the
flame by anything I may say. Rather would
1 guench its raging fires. Hence the object of
my first article, to explain, not what is the
blessing of Regeneration, nor wherein it con-
sists, but simply when it does and must take
place; and we have established the fact by the
express words of our Saviour to Nicodemus;
by the general language of Holy Seriptare; by
the positive teaching of the Ubiversal Church
of God in all the ages; and by sll the Reform-
ors either of our own Church or upon the Con-
tinent, that the Sacrament of Holy Baptism is
the divinely constituted means of its convey-
ance to-the soul and, therefore, that is then and
then only that we are or oan be * born again of
water and of the Spirit1” In all this I have
maintained nothing more and nothing less than
what i stated in the twenty-sev-nth Article of
onr Religion—that ** Baptism is not only a sign
of profession and mark of difference, whereby
Christan men are discerned from others that
be not christened, but it is alro & sign of Re-
generation or new birth, whereby, ss by an
ingtrument, they that receive baptism rightly
aro grafted into the Church, the promises of
the forgiveness of sin, and of our adoption to be
the sons of God, by the Holy Ghost are visibly
signed and sealed.” '
THE BLESRING OF. REGENERATION,

Now, as briefly and plainly as possible, I
will endesvor to explain what is really and
truly the blessing of Rageneration, Possibly
some light may be thrown upon the new birth
by considering the old one. An infant child is
born. No human tongue can adcquately unfold
the importance and the consequences of this
event; and vet it'is an event—to the infant
ohild an uncornacious event. By thst event, life
has been imparted, and the germ of all its
unfathomable mysteries. Nay, more than life,
for it has given birth to mind—an immortal
mind—a mind which may be unfolded and ex-
panded to weigh and measare the stars and to
grasp the mysteries of the universe; or which,
if neglected and unoultivated ;and perverted,
may be recognized only in the stare of the
idiot or in the raging ot the maniao. Now, if
such be generation, then we have resson to
believe that Regeneration must be somethiug
{ike it—an ovent in God's mercy, not &n ex:
ertion of our conacious powers of thought and
action, and that it is an even{ in which and
by which the essential germ of spiritual life is
imparted to the soul, and not the production, all
at once, of & foll-.grown Chrisuian man; that
the recipient of this germ of epiritual life is
and muss be as unconscious of it as the new-
born babe; that this gift and thé whole pro-
cess by whioh it is imparted, are as invisible
and viewless as the winds—as they are in the
manner in which Ged imparts the common life
of man; and thal nothiog is visible but that
omtward Rite and Ssorament which God, in
infinite meray, kas established as * the means by
which we recewe the same and a pledge to assure
us thereof.” Bat, nevertheless, this germ of
spinitual life is absolutely essential to graft us
into Christ the Second Adam and to make us
His spiritusl ohildren, a8 now by our first birth
we are the ochildren of the First Adum} and
henae, therefore, that without this Regencration
we can have no part in the glorious Kingdoms
of our rigen and ascended Lord, just as if

we had mever been born into the world, we

could have no part in the duties and enjoy-
ments of this present life.

Here, then, is unfolded the meaning of that
strange word Regeneration. . The common
stream of humsnity had been corrupted at the
fountain, and no unsided efforts of man could
sanotify and oleanse it ; and hence the mighty
mystery of God Incarnate, that taking our
pature into unpion with Himself, He might
sanctily and cleanse it, and make it altogether
new in Christ Jesus, Bat how sball esch indi-
vidual man become a8 partaker of this uew
nature of Christ—this restored and repaired
humanity, lost i Addm and regaiced in Christ ?
Manifestly, this must be the gift of God ; and
therefore Almighty God, in infinite meroy, has
oondescended to bestow it a8 a gift free and un-

-merited, apd that each individual may know

that he has it, not by any fancies of the mind
or impulses of feeling, but by an outward and
visible token and pledge, as immutable as
truth, God has ordained the Sacrament of Holy
Baptism a8 the means of its conveyance. And
this is called Regeneration, because it restores
us to the possession of blessings which by gen-
eration had been lost; and because it makes us
what we were not before—' the members of
Christ,” of His Incarnation,  of His flash and
of His bones,” as the Apostle says: "' We are
members of His body, of His flesh, and of His
bones,"” as before by our firev birth into the
world we were members and only members
of fallen Adam.

Sach, then, is Regeneration ; not as changed
and perverted from its original meaning and
generally employed to express almost uny
truth which any individual may oonsider of
vital importance, but in ita seriptural and theo-
logical senae, a8 implied by our Blessed Saviour,
and applied to Holy Baptism, and as denoting
tbat change which then takes place, 8o that in-
atead of being out of Christ +nd having no cov-
enant relation with Him he is now in Him, in-
corporated as & member of His family, His
Church, His body ; and by whioh the baptized
person msay go on if he will, cultivating more
and more the virtues and the graces of the
Christian life, abolishing the whole body of
sin, and finally attaining to ' the measure of
the stature of a perfect man in Christ Jesus.”
You ohserve I say if he will; but the will may
be wanting, and then all the biessings of the
new birth may be lost. Just here it is that
most pereons make the mistake in ‘relation
to Baptismal Regeneration, especially those
who are possessed with the Calvinistio ides of
final perseverance, They imagine that a re-
generate person must not only be * born again,”
but muost be an everliving, an evergrowing and
floally triumphant Christian, whether As will
orne/ A faal mistake! For man's will is
something pecnliar—not those powers and pro-
perties whioch are the common portion of the
race, bnt the principle of individuality itself—
not striotly speaking, his nature, but his person-
ality, surviving every change, and always in
bim the awful power of choice, and in that res-
pect alwayr tree 10 act. And, therefore, the
man, though actually grafted into Christ, may
not sabide in Him, nor grow up ia Him, nor
cherisn His life, nor finally receive that Crown
of tife, which can only be bestowed upon those
who continue His faithfal soldiers and servants
unto life's end,

EPISCOPACY.

It is indeed true that the New Testsment
nowhere prescribes that the Churoh's form of
government shall be Epiccopal. This, how-
ever, does not, as some think, necessarily re-
duoe to indifference the question, ** what form
of ‘government shall a church have?”

Lot us briefly consider the matter, The New
Testamont unguestionably shows a ministry of

three orders: 1, Apostles; 2, Presbyters; 3
Deacons. - Is there evidence that this arrange’
) . - ' 2
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ment was intended to be permgnént? The
whole question turns on whether the first or-
der, originally represented by the Apostles,
was derighed to be perpetuated.

We learn from Panl’s Hpistles to Timcthy
snd Titus that these persoms did exercisa at
Bphesus and in Crete respectively, certain
funotions, as ordination and the regulation of
the olergy, which originally were reserved to
the Apostles exclusively, As some objeot that
these were not cases of Epiecopacy, we will not
peure to press them ; since giving them up
weakens only the argument from Scriptare,
and leaves still a solid historio basis for the be-
lief that during the lifetime of the Apostles there
grew up an order of Chief Shepherds, or Bish-
ops, 88 we now call them, who, each in his own
juriediction, exercised power 8 not intrasted to
the clergy at large, and which, originally, the
Apostles bad reserved exclusively to them
gelves,

Space does not allow our giving detailed
proofs of thiz; but a few cases may be oited to
show that the assertion is not groundless. The
testimony of [the Fathere is harmonious that the
Apostles appointed St. James Bishop of Jerusa-
lem, and that after his martyrdom the surviv-
ing Apostles appninted Simon. snother kins
man 6f our Lord, in his room.

Polycarp, disciple of St. John, we certainly
know to have been Bishop of Smyrna. Irenmas,
who was a pupil of Polycarp’s, and therefore
ought to know, tells us he was appointed to
that Bishoprio by the Apostle himself,

Ignatius, of Antioch, suffered mariyrdom in

the tenth year of the Emperor Trajan, or only |

fotr years sfter St. John's death, But Igna.
tius was Bishop for forty years, so that thirty
six years of his episcopate fell within 8t. John's
lifo. Now this Igoatius wrote epistles to
mumercus churches, and in manyof the lettera
ocours, samong other exhortations, this: That
the clergy shall be submiesive to their Bishops.
It is not probable that all, or even most, of these
epistles wore written in the last four years of
his life, and so they bear witness to the .ex.
istence of other Bishops while 8t John yet
lived, Irenmas, mentioned above, says, * we
oan reckon up those whom the Apostles ordain-
ed to be Bishops in the soveral churehes."”

Did space'nllow we might make our state

Christ's having .dore so; and the institution
ought to be accepted as muoch too pr obably the
will of the Master for men lightly to tamper
with it, or reject it—as so probably the Mas-
ter's will that it should be regarded as of ob
ligation, To have it is ocortainly legitimate;
the legitimaoy of not having iv is, at all events,
doubtful ; and St. Paul is our anthority for say
ing that in a case of that kind we are strictly to
adhere to the safe and esochew the doubtful
-course, Hence onr Churoh, while restraining
from judging others, feels that, as fur herself,
she must insist on the Episcopal form of govern-
mont.—Ag a kistore fact she finde Episcopacy
at and from the beginning proved. That it is
a Divine institution, ao atrong does the argu.
ment appesr, that the does not feel authorized
to take any liberties with it, or to acyuiesce in
any departare from it, ~

I think you will ali agree that you have no
oanse to call us * hide bound,” * bigoted,” oto.,
but that wa have enough to justify the position
we take, That position you find set forth in
the preface to the Ordinal, whioch is the
Churoh's only word on the subject., Individuals
may SRy more, bat the church 1s responsible for
her own corporate utterances only.—The Home
Visitor of St. Bartholomew's Parish, Montgom
éry county, Md.

THE HIGHER EDUCATION OF THEK
LAITY.

It makes & great difference in & parish
whether the Rector has sn advanced guard
of men and women who are {amiliar with the
position and teachings of the Church, or the
body of the congregation is compesed of exvel.
lent people who have mever gone into the
reasons of things and have little acquaintance
with the higher Christian thought of our own
time. The Rector ought rot to be the only per
son who is familiar with the Seriptures oritie
ally, or the good and right points in Church
musio, or the needs of tho missionary field, or
the history of the Prayer Book, or the history
of the Christian Church during successive ages,
It is of the greatest help to him whon ho can
count upon a soore of persons to whom he can

ment much fuller and strooger, espesially by
the adduction of circumstantial evidence, but
enough has been said to show that the Hpisco- |
pal form of government had Apostolic sanction
at least, And even this cannot be said of any
ather form, for no other can pe shown to have
existed in iheir day. Hooker's challenge,
“ghow me but one church that had not Episoo-

pal regimen from the Apostles’ day,” has never |

peen apswered. Indeed in their day any other
form could not have existed, ceeing that they,
if no others, constitated the ruling ov first or-
der of the ministry.

But more than mere sanction is probably tp
be claimed. The fact that tho Apostles not
only tolerated but made Bishops prima facte in-
dicates tbat Episcopacy was their choice: for
the Church’s form of government; and very
strongly, if not conclusivoly, cornfirmatory of
this interpretation of the fact are these other
facts; (a) that so scon the Church evorywhere.
had Bishops; (b) that as she spread, Episco-
pacy spread pari passu with her; (c) that the
office was heid in due reverence; (d) that the
succession was appealed to for the identifica
tion of the Choreh against heretics; (o) t._hqt
even heretics laid great stress on possessing.
the office: For all this implies that-the Church
olearly and unquestionably believed that Episco-
pacy was the will of the Apostles,

Now the Aposties were commissioned not
only to preach the Gospel, but, undoubtedly,
also to organize and consolidate (wnh 8 uni-
iormity that would make for unity) Christ’s
Church ; so tkat their institution of Episcopacy.

address & discourse that has compelled him to
keep his scholarship fresh, and it is of great
gervice to parishioners when the parish clergy-
man steps occasionally out of the beaten track
and expresses his thonghts with directness and
freedom on the moral and social questions of
the day. 1If the clergy are to lead their people,
this:leadership must discuss the matters which
bright people in the congregation are thinking
sbout. The pulpit is not always the best place
for this, though it is the place if no more cou-
venient opportenity can. be had. It is a dif
ficulty very seriously felt, and felt more and
more &8 time goes on, that no special provision
is made among ue for the higher eduoation
of our lay people in & great msny matters
abont which they ought to be better informed.
Perhaps our laity are better educated in many
religions matters than the people of other
religious bodies, but too little attention has
been - given in the parish to the instruction
of people in Churen matters, who, if they
understood better the epirit and movement
of the Church snd the work that we have to do
in this country, would be far more efficient in
their co-operaiion than they are to-dsy. We
have had s0o much to do n all our parishes,
and the duties of life crowd so much npon
capable people, that it is not easy to tind
tboroughiy wained Churchmen even in leading
parishes. It was said of the late John Caswell,
who was for many years one of the vestrymen
of Trinity Chureh, New York, that when he
was oonfirmed he made a thorough study of
the history and,prinoiples of the:Chureh, and

was next thing to, if not virtually the same 83,

prepared himself;-for..all the duties whioh a

Christian layman might be called upon to'dis-
charge. It was characteristic of the laity:
of Conneoticut two and three generations ago,
in the sharp disputes between Congregational. -
ists snd Churchmen in those days, that they
weore the best educated laity in our communion -
in this country.  You counld not corner one
of these Counectiont farmers on any point that
was within his reach and the vitslity and
strength of conviotion which these men had is
felt far and wide in the Churchmanship. of the
west as well a8 in steady old Connecticut.

These instances are sufficient to show that
where the laity are properly traivel in Ohnrob
teaching and in the related topios which coan-
uect the Church with Society, they exert an
influence in the parish und in the community
which is of the first importance, The question
is how this special training may be undertaken
and oarried on., The rector is already over-
worked in the larger parishes, bat it is bslieved
that the instruction of bright and influential
persong'in the things that an inflaential Chris--
tian layman ought to know and heljeve would
be time well spent even by the busiest clergy-
man, if he has due regard to tho work which
the Church has to do in the care of souls and in
giving direction to pnblio institutions and
sooisl lifs, There seems to be no way for giv-
ing this training except through the individus!
clergyman who is persnaded that it ia one
of the most effeotnal means of nsing the strength
of individuals for securing large results, It was
said of ome of the most socoessful reotors in
Massachusetts that he eduoated his laity and
then found ont what each man and woman
could do hest, In this way he increased hia
own strength many fold, and he left & parish
which had in it the permanent principles of
growth, He counted no offort too great if he
could only bring men and women 10 Bee what
they could do for-Chriet and His Ohurch, and to
open their minds and hearts to all that the
Churoh had to say to thom. Some of the best
work in our parishes to-day is done in the raral
distriots, where tho clergy faithfolly and
thoroughly inatruct the young men and women
in the spirit and method of the Church, and
prepare them so that when they go into larger
fields they are able to nse their gifta in & large
way to promote Christian ends. A good
CHURCH newspaper, where the reotor is beyond
reagh, is the best companion whioch & Church.
maun can have after his Bible and Prayer Book.

In the larger parishes something is necesaary
also 1o save our educated men from the deaden-
ing offect of agnosticism. The new oriticiam
o} the Bible has in many oases blunted the edge
of their religious life; they know just cnough
about it to oreate uncertainty, and this doubt-ia
not to be removed until they know more,

This matter is of interest also from another
point of view., The Church specially needs tho
help of theso educated laymen in order to mul-
tiply the agenocies for the thorough instruotion
of the young, and the laity who are carefally
taugbt by the rector or others in classes or as
individuals are almost sure to be his inflaential
assistants in teaching und in the development
of the parish life. We have not begun to cal-
tivate the field whioh is here opened; we have
hardiy touoked its borders, bat it is believed
that here is one of the agencies for Ohurch work
and growth whioh wjl be more fruitful in re-
sults than any one oan estimate when it is pro-
perly developed.—T'he Churchman, N.X.

CHILDREN'S OFFERINGS,

The correspondent of the Church
Year writes as follows:

‘We spoke of the children's Len-

:- ten offerings for missions recently,
. and of the presentation of their
-names at the Academy of Mausic.
There were 190500 of them, an
immeénase army, and when Dr, Lapg-
ford, the General Secretary, with
quiet humor, offered to read them,
there was & plain show of conster-
nation smong the Bishops and the
audience, The Spirit of Missions

. tbis month gives some idea of what
that number means, when it tells
us that if the children were formed

. in line, in single file, the line would
reach from New York to Philadel-
phis, and if the names were written
continuounsly in & line, the line

- would bo ten miles long, Now,
" these children were interested in
- the missions of the Chureh, and the
result was that they contributed to
support them no less than §46,705.
"~ Bishops and ministers addressed
them, they told them faots in re.

" gard to the work among the Indisns
and colored people, in the great
West and among the heuthen : they

~ illustrated these fuots by pictures
snd maps; the children's paperas
were fuil of the subject ; it was
talked sbont in Sunday school,
“There was line upon line, and the
ohildren'dame to feel that it was
something persornal to them, that
the missions were theirs, that they

- were edncating the little Juapanese
or African children, and they wil-
.lingly contributed their penmics.

They saw it was a duty, and they

felt it was a pleasure. The mis-
sions belonged to them, they krew
all about them, and they must take
care of them, They would be worse
than infidels if they provided not
for their own. It was true they
wore working for God and the
Church, but, He had so ordered it,
that they could work for themeelves
at the same time. Then, too, there
was somsthing like system about
it, there were set times to gather
and to bring in their offerings;
Lont was the seed time, and with
Baster came the harvest, avd a
glorious harvest it was. What
conld the Chburch and her missions
have done without it? How could
she have made up a deficit of nearly
$50,000? With what hope could
she have appesaled to the parishes ?
We believe men are but children of
larger growth, and if they are fo be
interested in missions and made to
realize their responsibility and their
duty to them, it must be brought
sbont much in the same way that
the children were interested, by the
spread of knowledgeand by a better
aystem. In many, not to eay most
of the parishes. the ignorance upon
the sambjest of the work of the
Church 18 dense, and the interest
seldom rises as high as zero. They
never read, they never hear, about
missione, and all the life and energy
they have are spent uporn their own
littio parish and npon themselves,
QOuly a minority take the Church
papers, and only a still swmalier
mupority reads them,

What is needed, then, is to dispel
ignorance, to give facts, and so
aronge interest, Nothing would
serve the purpose so well as the
Spirit of Missions. That is its sole
objeot and aim, We should be glad
to know that one in fifty of the
communicants of the Church were
subscribers and readers of it; our
missionary contributions would this
coming year make & better showing
than ever before. Then, too, we
want system in our giving, the
adoption of the apostolic rule to lay
by in store at set times, and the
apostolic measure, according as
God has blessed us, 'We make no
provision for it, the appeal comes
at un inconvenient time; we put
something in the box or plate, &
button or & penny, just enough to
keep us from being shunned among
our fellows, and so God sand the
Church are robbed. Had we, week
by week, set apart for oharitabfe
and religions uses such sums as we
ought, . there would be always
something in our tressury, or if
not we might with good conscience
say no to all appeals until the treas-
ury was replenished. God only
asks us for his own, and it goes for
ourown use. With aystem, & set
time to give, with honest dealing
with our tithe or tenth, the Church
would know wha$ to expeot; she
could better plan her work and
carry it on with greater economy
and ¢fficiency. Xvery clergyman,
every Christian, is a missionary,
1t is 8 high privilege, it carries a
great responsibilty,
