of the Administration on the one hand, and a

ticians, political shysters, et hoc genus omne,
acquire a certain amount of importance and
notoriety which would never be theirs if intel-
iigence, probity, and general ability was the
standard by which they were measured. Itisa
satire upon Canadian politics that such a hybrid
cross as the ward politician, should be a possi-
bility. Little men, with smaller souls, caring
nothing for their country but much for them-
selves; their whole ambition, office or self-ag-
grandizement, they are p curse to any consti-
tuency which possesses theni.

It is an ill-wind which biows good to no one ;
and the period of preparation which precedes
a general election puts a fair quantity of ready-
money into the pockets of many needy gentle-
wen. Every would-be member of Parliament
who goes into the battle is the centre of a small
host of camp-followers. The laxger the con-
stituency, the more numerous and more assidu-
ous will these harpies be in their attentions and
in their importunities. Directly the prelimi-
nary business of private nomination is past,
wney Jose no time in getting the ear of the am-
bitious neophyte and procced to expiain how
the business ean be done and his election made
sure. Everyone of these harpies is possessed
of some infallible modus operandi by which the
old trick ean be secured, it only wants money

10 put it in operation, and if that is forthcom-.

ing, then they will pierec the chinks in the
rival eandidate's armour, and send their own
man triumphant to Ottawa. The first ques-
tion which puzzlss these worthies is: “How
much money can the Parliamentary aspirant
put down 2 If he can only ** come down” with
a limited quantity, then the ward politician
diminishes in his enthusiasm and proceeds to
cxplain what he considers a reasonable sum,
and without which he fears defeat; but, if on
the other hand, the aspirant bleeds handsomely,
then his camp-followers set to work, flatter him
with promises and false reports, and in numer-
vus cnses manage to lose him the election.
Tbey are arbitrary in their rules. They refuse
tv permit their man to select his own mode of
procedure; he must comply with theirs and
with the regular rules of the game, which they
have adopted, All these harpies are merce-
naries, and their loyalty is not to be depended
upon.

Ward politicians are not confined to any par-
ticular class. Small tradesmen jostle second-
class doctors and lawyers, while men of hum-
b.er station are not unfrequent. Some of these
characters are glib speakers, and are quite com-
petent to harangue a ward meeting, and so it
not unfrequently happens that their services are
in demand. If ward politicians are debarred
trom entering Parliament themselves, not a few
of them turn their attention to municipal mat-
ters and run for aldermen. They are fnll of
self-love and self-interest, and any opening
which affords them an opportunity of bringing
themselves into notoriety, or of making a dol-
tur, is not to be rejected. As aldermen, these
worthiesare not a credit.
