Commercial . Traveléers Ask
the Government to Raise

¢ the Present Low Stand-
ard of Hotels in the
Local Option Districts of
%he  Province, :

A deputation, representing the com-
mercial travelers of the province, wait-
ed on BSir James Whitney Saturday
afternooni to ask for compulsory license
for docal option hotels as well as li-
censed hotels. Only by 5 means
oculd the accommodation be Kept up to
any proper standard. Their chief com-
plaints were the unsaiitary conditions
in totels, ‘the' poor system of heating,
inferfor bed clothing, cold and dirty
sample rooms. Among those prescnt
were W. J. Moody, the chairman of the
hotel commission, Donald Ferguson,
president of the London Cdmmercial
Travelers’ Association; H. W, Lynd,
first vice-president, and Willlam Scott.

One recommendation was that four

| provincial {nspectors, instead of one,

be appointed, who would insgect the
Lotels thruéut the province, At the pre-
sent -time their local inspectors do not
carry out the regulations.

A nominal license would have to be

imposed on all hotels by the govern-
ment, to keep them under proper_con-
trol and regulation.

Racing in Maryland
To Be Governed By
State Commission

———

- '‘BALTIMORE, March 2—If a bill now
before the Maryland Legislature becomes
a law, racing in this state will be govern-
ed by a commission, with power. to re-
strict and regulate the,sport in various
ways.

The bill makes racing legal between
April 1 and: Dec. 1, but /a ‘track cgnnot
operate more than thirty days each year.
The commjgsion can name the form of
betting—bookmaking or mutuels—and also
can limit speculation and the revenue de-
rived from i{t. Two of the members of
the commission must be breeders.. An-
other clause in the measure provides for a
state tax of fifteen per cent. on all gross
revenues, to be devoted to the improve-
ment of highways. .

'{he measure has the supgort of leading
rating men in Mary.and, and is said to be
favored by prominent reformers, who be-
lieve in regulation in preference to re-
striction.

STOPPING THE BOOM.
Commissioner Fomman has once
more reported against the annexation
of any territory adjacent to the city.
There is room enough, he declares, for
250,000 more people in the present lim-
its. If anmexation were permitted the
people would actually want “improve-
ments of all kinds, such as water,
roadways, sewers, fire protection and
schools.”” The thought of such de-
mands is enough to make the com-
missioner’'s blood boll. He proceeds:
“The departments are now carrying
what may be termed a peak load,
which load will continue for some time
to come umtil the present demands
within the city limits have been alle-

viated.”

In other words, Mr. Forman's rem-
edy is to diminish the work for the
city hall officlals instead of increasing
their efficiency.

Mr. Forman has plenty of counten-
ance among the city fathers for hie
village policy. He has expressed his
belief that a boom is on, and he is
determined that he will stop it if it
can, be stopped. The bullding permits
for the present year are $700,000 ahead
of the same- period last year, and this
renders Mr. Forman's task the more
difficult. But he is not the man to
be deterred when he sees his duty and
he will enlist all the assistance he can
at the city hall to etop the boom.

There 18 a general feeling in the
city that householderg-s who pay the
city taxes should have some voice in
the spending of them. This s clearly
8 heresy to thé minds of those who
have at present the privilege of spend-
ing the money they do not contribute.
The duty of the householder is to
pay taxes, the more the ‘better, and

man will see that his rent goes up

apd the board of control will see that
he is relieved from any worry about
- epending his taxes.

NEW SOUTH WALES PRISONS.

Of interest at thermoment is the re-
port of- the comptreller-general of
prisons for New South Wales instruct-
ed to be printed at the second session
of the legislative assembly and recent-
Iy received here. It covers: the year
=~ 1910, and to start with shows a re-
" markable decrease in the number of
prisoners, both actually and still more
in ratio to the general population.
Since 1885 when the. jall entries num-
bered 20,740, a proportion of 269 per
100,000 of the population, there has been
a steady decrease—the number of
prisoners convicted or unconvicted in
1010 being only 9849, a ratio of 78 to
e genéral population as at Deec. 31 in
the latter year. This gratifying result
in part to beneficial ex-

“Every effort,” the comptroller-general
reports, “is made to ensure that a
man or wouman, no matter what the
degree of vice may be, does not become
more hardened and does not assist in
demoralizing others while . under deten-
tion. Useful labor is recorded as of
high disciplinary effect and in this con~
nection it s noteworthy that the
prisoners punished during 1910 repre-

English prisons. No corporal punish-
ments were inflicted nor have any been
awarded for priscn offences since May,
1900. Dark cells and other severe forms
of punishment for prisen offences have
been  discarded for many years. No

part of:the wardens during the year
came under _review.

BRYAN ON ROOSEVELT.

The Commoner, says of Ex-President
Roosevelt’s Columbus speech that it will.
stand out as the strongest he has yet
delivered. Its domiinant note is “Trust
the People,” and in taking this position
it remsdrks that he is on solid ground.
But while commending his approval of
the direct election of senators, the ini-
tiative and referendum, The Commoner
describes his attitude on the trust ques-
tion as reactionary. The attempt to
regulate private monopolies results, it
declares, finally in government owner-
ship, and this is legitimate in the case
of natural monopolies, but industrial
monopolies are neither natural nor ne-
cessary—they should be prevented.

Mr. Bryan describes the Democratic
anti-trust plan as contemplating the
restoration of competition and adds
that this is the only plan that appeals
to individualists. Many will agree that
a reversion to real competitive methods
would be eminently desirable, but no
acceptable plan has yet been put for-
ward that is likely to produce this ef-
fect, which does not also involve far
more advanced legislation than any
yet passed in the United States, That
country offers at the present moment
what is nothing better than a welter of
confused and contradictory opinion. He
who can bring order out of the chaos
and bring relief to the common people
will be a leader indeed. g

BRITISH COAL STRIKE,
Brit’'ish industries are already suffer-
ing from the closing down of the coal
mines, and every day the strike con-
tinues will extend the number affected.
Pressure for an early settlement of the
dispute will increase and now that the

| government has declared the demand

for the establishment of a minimum
wage to be justified, public opinion will
turn more markedly against the own-
ers who refuse the concession. With a
considerable preponderance of the em-
ployers ready 'to accept the principle,
the recaleitrants- will have difficulty in
ridding themselves from the charge that
their refusal is due rather to stubborn-
ness than to conviction.

Meantime the position has been taken
philosophically, an indication that con-
fidence is still felt that an arrange-
ment will soon be made. But the ex-
jperience has vividly presented the
danger attending labor troubles con-
nected with industries that vitally
touch the springs of national prosperity
and will intensify the impression cre-
ated by previous railroad and other
transportation disputes. The govern-
ment will be moved to consider whether
means cannot be devised to delay an
actual conflict until the grounds for it
are examined and judgedg by an im-
partial authority. The pronouncement
of men of recognized standing would
at least-guide public opinion and turn it

It was a typical Whitney reply that
the deputation of tax reformers got on
Baturday afternoon, when they waited
on' Bir James and the other cabinet
ministers at the parliament buildings.
There were unmistakable signs that all
the speakers were not in accord as to
how the proposed reforms were to be
evolved, and what steps would have to
be taken in the process. One of the
cnthutlut_s referred in glowing terms
to what Alberta was doing in the way
of tax reform and what British Colum-

bia was also doing in that direction.
“Who are we, and who are they?”
asked Sir James. ‘““Can we not see
what's going on around us and deal
with questions here? Have we to look
for ideas in-Alberta or British Colume

‘| bla or across the sea?”

The prime minister was interested
and amused at the different views set
worth. It was a healthy sign, he said,
to see everybody with ideas of their
own, and in no better way could vexed
questions be settled than by a full and
free discussion.
