Dealing with the Congo question, the
foreign secretary said he distrusted the
proposed reforms because the system
was wrong. He disliked trading com-
panies, and belleved the root of the
whole mischief was in the system un-
der which the State itself was a trad-
ing company, and monopolist companies
held administrative power. If other
powers would join Great Britain in in-
sisting on reforms the government
would welcome them.

‘If the Congo State talked of its rights,
Sir Edward said, Great Britain also had
rights. The question of reservation of
enormous areag for private property
must be dealt with, and if any dispute
arose there was The Hague Tribunal.
He believed it would be beneficial to
resume British consular jurisdiction,
but it would be discouraging Belgium
from taking over the: Congo govern=
ment, and, therefore, he thought the
government should wait.

% Visit to Cromnstadt.

With regard to the proposed visit of a
'British fleet to Kronstadt, the foreign
secretary said he felt assured that the
ceniral government of Russia neither
wag aware of nor had connived at the
recent unfortunate occurrences.

No interferences from the  outside
would strengthen a reform party, but
rather reactionaries or revolutionists.
As a British fleet was in the Baltic last
year and had not visited Russian ports,
it would be remarkable if a fleet should
fiot do so this year.

As the first step they
propose that the lower house adopt a
resolution declaring the country is not
bound to pay its objigations to -the
government so long as the emperor re-
fuses to yield to the demands of par-
liament. If the Constitutional Demo-
crats decliné to join them in the pro-
gram of repudiation, the groun of toil
propose to issue a ‘manifesto to the
country. Their purpose plainly is to
compel the government to attempt to
dissolve parliament and thus force a
rupture.

The issues of five newspapers of
this city were confiscated last night.
Over two hundred papers in the in-
terior were seized during .the last fort-
night.

Spirit of Troops.

The gravest news regarding the re-
bellious spirit among the troops in the
Caucasus continues to arrive here.

A general strike has been declared
by the proletariat organizations of
Tiflis in sympathy with the demand
for the pardon of 27 soldiers who have
been sentenced to be shot because they
refused to fire on the populace dur-
ing the disturbances here last March.
The troops are greatly excited, and if
the condemned men are executed a
revolt of the garrison is feared.

The military sftuation in the Cau-
casus is exceedingly grave. Disaffec-
tion has appeared among practically
all the troovs, including Cossacks.

Dismisses Mayor.

Géneral Bogalevski, the temporary
governor-general of Bialystok, which
{s still under martial law, has dis-
missed the mayor because he refused
to accept a petition from the inhabi-
tants asking for the convocation of an
extraordinary session of the town
council to deny the accuracy of the
report of General Bader, the former
governor-general, on the recent mas-
sacre of Jews there. Twelve police
men have been indicted for partici-
pating in the rioting.

Councillers’ Seats Attacked.

Kingston, July 5.—Notices have been
served on County Councillors Pringle
and Black to defend charges of disquali-
fication. Pringle is said to have a con-
tract with the county, and Black is ac-
cused of having made false declaration
as to his property qualification.

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Count Tolstoi Says They Are-Poor |

Imitators of Western
Ideas:

Yasnaya, Poliana, July 5.—Count Leo
Tolstol. in the course of an'interview,
said the Russian parliament interested
him little. When he took up a paper,

he said, he usually skipped the reports |

of parliamentary proceedings, but when
he did glance at them they inspired him
with the triple sensation of humor ir-
ritation and disgust.

“It seems to me,” Count Tolstoi said,
‘“as if children were playing as grown-
ups. The proceedings show nothing
new, nothing original, nothing interest-
ing. Everything has been said hun-
dreds of times before. An English

friend of mine wrote to me that he had |’

expected parliament to blaze new roads,
but that it was only slavishly imitating
the west. What he says is true. The
speeches are like phonograph reproduc-
tions of those in foreign parliaments.”
Count Tolstoi cohtinued: “Our par-
Hament reminds me of fashions in the
provinces. Hats and gowns out of date
in the cities are sent to .the interior,
where they are eagerly worn under the
impression that they are the iatest
styles. It irritates me to see so-called
répresentatives of the people, who really
are below the level of the classes which
they are supposed to represent, assume
the task of solving problems which will
decide the fate of 140,000,000 human be-
ings. The irrelevancy of the arguments
of the members and their blind self-
assurance and intolerance disgust.”
Count Tolstoi repeated his well-known
ideas that. the regeneration of Russia
would not come thru a political strug-
gle, but in a revival of true Christian
spirit, which will make men love labor,
nature and truth. ‘“Without politics,”
he said, “life would be fllled with love
of labor, peace and truth. With poli-
tics the atmosphere is red with strife
and blood.” No half-way measures can
solve the agrarian problem. Accord-

ing to his views there is only one ulti- |’

mate and just solution, namely, equali-
zation of the rights of everybody to till
the soil the world over, :

There hasn’t been one quarter
enough sald about the genius of the
Poet Sabine, but there will be if he
doesn’t soon stop. Owing to the
lengthy reports given to his first meet-
ing there was naturally only a small
audience in the wvacant lot at College
and Montrose-avenue last night, and
the lot looked as if it wished somebody
would hurry up and build on it. The |
crusade to purify the political atmos-
phere is being worked by Sabine and
Delaney on & vacant lot as ig tkle
custom with a circus, They discuss
public questions. y
The poet with that calm delibera-
tion which is only the outcome of
sleepless nights,due to ®erious thought,
told the audience they were present
more to be amused than to be abused.
“I'm 'ard on the oppressor,” he pro-
:ll;lged, and he refused to stop at

While God gives me the intellectual
ability,
I'm goingvtq use it with agility.

~ That fixed the audience for a uttle’
while. In the meantime the poet
pitched into the city hall with a style
of eloquence which was only equalled
in the immediate neighborhood by
the sputtering and nasty smell. from
the coal oil torch that vied with the
beautiful moon in lending light to the
proceedings. Sore indeed was the great
Sabine upon the economy which cost
the city $15,000 to go abroad to find
an engineer and to discover what
water was when the poet himself
would have given them the informa-
tion himself gratis because he loved
the citizens. To prove this he read
one of his greéatest works entitled,
“The Death of the City Council.” The
poet himself admitted that they were
only stanzas. ““Talk about paregoric,”
he said, ‘‘that quieted them. A couple
of United States politicians wouldn’t
believe it when they heard me read
it. They said, ‘Oh, Mr. Sabine!'”
“No wonder,” piped a small boy.

Down With Water Rates.
The poet kept saying propaganda
about something, - and included the
water rates, which he was going t>
keep down at all hazards, in fact, one
of the reasons he was on the platform
was to deep down water rates and
tear off poetry. Both he and his run-
ning mate, Delaney; frequently pat-
ronized a jug containing water from
a neighboring tap, and the poet glor-
ied in the dual thirst.
With the modesty that can only real-
ly become a man of his fine grade of
feeling, Poet Sabine compared himself
even with the common people: whoss
folks don’t take in washing, but who
are .too busy working to attempt to
write poetry. Mr. Sabine said it would
only cost 10c each to anybody who:
wanted to read al] about the death:
of the city council.
“I'm the original author, and they
are copies,”” he announced proudly and
a man bought one for ten cents.
“You can say you got it from Sabine,
the man who wrote it,” said the poet
salesman, who announced further that
the ten cents would go toward the
salvation of the citizens from the self-
seekers whom they had elected as their
representatives, and had placed in-soft
spots in the city hall wund elsewhere
where they could grub at the public
trough and feel sore because their
salaries’ were not sent round to them.
Then the bard’s discourse dwelt to
some extent upon curtalling and limit-
ing the liberties of the humble ser-
vant who was speaking. It touched
on sprats and mackerels, and in this
connection Mayor Coatsworth got mix-
ed up with the fish. The mayor will
be proud to hear from the lips of the
immortal Sabine that he was the
choice of two evils last election day,
and what Sabine-said of the mayor re-
garding the civic salary grab was a
melange that had a good point to it,
murdered by the manner of the speak-
er and the proximity of the coal oii

“The building of reinforced concrete
of the big plant for the American To-
bacco Company in this city is a result
of the disaster, PBrogressive concerns
like the Tobacco Company all over the
land will insist on reinforced concrete
construction when they have building
to do, because they realize that it af-
fords advantages offered by no other
method of construction.

“If the rebuilding is done honestly,
without scamp work or the skimping
of material, such as using cement for
concrete, no investor need fear to put
all his, money into San Francisco build-
ings, as far as earthquakes are con-
cerned. Tha fire conditions there are not
different from those in other cities, ex-
cept in regard to water supply, and
that can be easily remedied.

“That San Francisco will be greater
than ever is evident from the large
number of contracts let within the last
few weeks.

1. Hess of the United States geologi-
cal survey, on discoveries made in their
most northern territory. 'The first lode
tin in Alaska was found in 1903, on
Cassiterite Creek, a tributary of Lost
River, about seven miles from the sea.
Ii. showed the tin ore in a large meta-
morphosed acidi¢c dik2. ‘Several tun-
nels have been driven in the lode, re- |
vealing veins from 3 to 10. feet thick.
One of them showed veins of almost
pure cassiterite and quartz, about one-
half inch thick, and other veing carry-
ing cassiterite, chlorite and some wolf-
ramite up to one and one-half inches
thick. In the vicinity of Cassiterite
Creek three known tin-bzaring veins of
probably workable. size occur in the
limestone. i

On Cape Mountain one company has
made considerable discoveries of tin |
ore. TFloat cassiterite was repocted |
from thig vicinity, a fine plece weigh-
ing several pounds having been found
12 miles east of Cape Prince of Wa'es.

THE NEW NORMAL SCHOOLS.

Kingston is to Have One—Plans
Are Elaborate. .

Nothing was decided at the meeting
of the cabinet yesterday regarding the
nermal schools, Hon. R. A. Pyne hav-
ing been occupied most of the day
with his duties as registrar to the On-
tario Medical Council.

It has transpired, however, that in
adcition toHamiiton, Kingston is pretty |
certain to have one of the new struc-

tures., The present normal schools ac-
commodate about 200 each, and the new
buildings, which will be about the size
of the Parkdale Collegiate Institute, |
will - be arranged for 150 each. They
will cost $50,000 apiece, the first grant
of $100,000 being sufficient to carry on
work on the four which it is proposed
to build this year, until next session of
the legislature, when a further grant
of $200,000 will be made, The plans un-
der consideration are very complete and
modern, and include manual training,
domestic sclence, and art departments,
a gymnasium, a large central hall,
amphitheatre, lavatories, etc.

Not all of the county model schools
will be superseded, some in the nortkern
and weaker counties, it is stated, being
necessary under the conditions of those
districts.

The abolition of the normal college will

of education, which was strongly recom-
mended in the report of the university
commission, and which will almost cer-

of governors. A chair of pedagogy will
be at the head of the new department.

The course of training in the normal
extended from six
months to one year, from Septeniber
to June. Teachers will be trainéd in
their academic work, and will be far
more thoroly equipped than at present.

Has Made Big Improvement
! Few Days,

Calgery, Alberta, july 5.—(Special.)—The
Western Grain Dealers’ and Millers' Asso-
clatfon to-day Issuedt he” following crop
report: There has undoubtedly: been some
d: mage to spring wheat by cut worms in
the north country. Not enough, however,
we Dbelleve, to seriously affect the yleld.
This trouble seems to be locai and confined

to n small area. Spring grains of all kinds
everywhere in the-province are reported ¢8
doing well.
the weather has been too cold and a de-
mend for warmer weather to. push the
grain forward. 'These reports necessarily
were majled some three days before the
compiling of this, since which time weather
has made radical change in this respect.
The past threz or four days have bLeen hot
growing weather, just the kind wanted
for the crops, The greatest improvement
this week is noted in fall wheat. We must
evise our figures of the last report on this
cereal snd place the percentage at 63 per
cent. of an average; this is a gain of 15
per cent. Tn’ about ten days. A remarkable
gain to be sure, but we believe conditions
warrant us in ‘making the increased esti-
wate.  Fields of winter wheat that two
weeks ago were thought to be worthless
have come to the front, stooled out and will
in spite of the bad farming, make respect-
able ylelds. This is another evidence that
Alberta, If given half a show, will proveé
herself to be one of the greatest of winter
wheat raising countries. Some winter
wheat is now heading out. June rainfall
4.19 frch.

Judge Mabee declares that the ir-
regularities plainly existed, and tho

the local option carried by 1238 against
762, his lordship holds that the illegal
acts must be taken .cognizance of.

The town clerk had contended that
a bylaw passed in 1898 had abolished
the ward system, and prevented rate-
payers voting in each ward in which
théy held property. With this the
judge disagrees. There were 316 votes
against the measure, which were thus
thrown out which should have been
counted, while 100 voted for the bylaw
whoyshould not have voted. The ma-
jority is thus reduced to 60. ;

The proclamation issued by the
town clerk stated that the voters must
poll in the sub-divisions in which they
resided, and called attention to the
statutory penalty for voting more than
once, i

“The clerk,” the judgment continues,
“had no authority to give this kind of
notice. He was a friend of the by-
law.” ¥

The judge also -states that very
many omissions and irregularities ap-

peared in connection with the vote,’

leading to the Irresistible conclusion
that officlals were selected. without
regard to fitness.

“It appears that some at least who
had no votes not only voted, but wera
very energetic supporting the law,”
says the judge. y

Practically a threat of prosecution
was held over the heads of the voters,
sald the judgment,

Officials in charge of the voting
are also scored for gross negligence.

Mayor Joyce, Owen Sound, wired
the license department yesterday that
the local option bylaw had been
quashed and requested that no licenses
be issued in the town pending the re-
sult of an appeal against the decision.
The departmeént telegraphed the chair-
man of the commissioners of North
Grey saying that no licenses are to
be issued until the appeal is disposed
of.
