Grand Stand Burned
~ Loss is $125,000

Structure, Including Recent-
ly Built Addition, Costing
$50,000, in Early Morning
Blaze.

HAMILTON, July 1—(8pecial)—The
$125,000 grand stand of the Hamilton
Jockey Club, along with the judge's
stand and railway platform, was de-
stroyed by fire early this morning.

The cause of the fire is unknown,
but incendiarism is suspected. P, Ma-
loney, . superintendent. of the jockey
club grounds, whose residence ad-
joins the grand stand, retired at two
o'clock this morning and at that time
there was no sign of fire. About half
an hour later he was awakened by
the barking of his dog and the crack-
ling of flames. Rushing out of his
house he beheld the mid-section of the
stand in flames. He immediately at-
tempted to notify the fire department,
but could get no response from the
telephone [operator for some time. As
soon as telephone communication was
established the  Sandford-avenue fire
brigade responded to the alarm, and
reached the scene in a few minutes.
Secretary Iouden was also notified
and lost no time in getting out.

Altho the firemen, Secretary Louden
and Superintendent Maioney « all
worked heroicallyy to subdue the
flames it was soon apparsent that
nothing could be done to save any
part of the grand stand and the at-
tention of the fire fighters was then
concentrated on Superintendent Ma-
loney’'s residence and the betting ring,
both of which bulldings were serious-
ly threatened. Heavy streams of
water were turned on these struc-
tures and both escaped any serious
damage, altho the superintendent’s
house was severely scorched.

While very few people witnessed
the fire it was a very spectacular blaze
and could be seen for miles, A
farmer who drove into the city early
this morning sald that the fire could
be seen from a distance of thirty
miles back over the mountain.

Superintendent Maloney while con-
necting some hose before the arrival
of the fire depar(;ment. had his shirt
burned off hs baclk, but was not ser-
iously injured. Omne of the horses be-
longing to the fire department wes
severely burned and . will probably
lose an eve as a result.

A Dart of the grand stand had been
bullt for about twenty years and a
big addition had been put on to it
only this year, at an expense of about
$50,000. The irgn frame of this addi-
tion is all that remains. It is thought
that the insurance will cover the lose.

A meeting of the directors of the
jockey club will be held on Monday,
and it is expected that steps will be
taken at once towards replacing the
grand stand.

TOR ATWOOD MAKES |
RECORD CROSS-CITY FLIGHT

Flies Low Down on Skyscraper
Roofs Daring Perils of the
Baffling Cross-currents From
Canyons Between Lofty Build-
ing Walls and Twice Encircles
Singer Tower.

NEW YORK, July 1—The most
spectacular flight In the history of
Amierican aviation was ended at Gov-
‘ernor’s Island this momning by Herry
N. Atwood, with a wonderful circle
about the Singer tower, almost gras-

ing the roofs of the craggy skiyscrep-
ers below.

High Class Breeding—Keen
Competition Makes Double
Awards Necessary in Delivery
Class. :

Good weather, good crowds, good
exhibits—nine hundred of them—and
the hard work of the officials, con-
tributed to make the ninth annual
open air horse parade and show the
greatest success in the history of the

association.

REAL ESTATE NEWS

There are always plenty of people
ready and willing to urge objections to
suburban moveinents, to the scattered
building up of the outlying . districts
composing Greater Toronto. One (8
always running across somebody who
says: ““They're going out too far;
they're getting away from the car
lines,” but these objectors never stop
to consider that if it was not for the
constant overflow to the suburbs this
city would soon be afflicted with tene-
ment-house districts, and the central
sections would become as densely pack-
ed as “the ward” ig now.

To escape from crowded streets and
houses ‘and all their many disadvant-
ages, the new-comer, as well as the old
city dweller, goés to: the outskirts,
where, instead of high rent, he gets
cheap land for a home of his own, and
instead of smoke-laden air he breathes
an atmosphere of sunshine and f{résh
breezes stealing across flél@s of grass
and flowers. 1In the little -yard behind
his cosy home grow vegetables for the
kitchen and blossoms for the front
room, and later on the fruit trees,
planted s> carefully, begin to bear, and
the wife keeps chickens, just asg she
had long dreamed she would do. 'And
yet with all the fresh air and garden
patch, without mentioning the fun of
living beneath. a roof that he really
owns, the man in the suburb can get
to his work with hardly any more
trouble than his fellow who lives rigat
in the city; his kids nave no farther
to go to school; his church is nearby,
and there's always & grocery-man right
around the corner. And the transition
from smoke to sunshine is not costly:
in fact, its a great way of making
money“as plenty of people have found
out in the last five years, or ever since
the present surprising move to the sub-
urbs really started. Ten dollars down,
less than a month’s rent in most cases,
glves possession of a lot, where there
are no building restrictions, and it
needs less money than many people
imagine to get a small house well under
Way.

There are several ‘good subdivisions
around Toronto, where I1and is stil]
within the reach of the artisan.and
the everyday workingman, and where
every encouragement to build a home,
even if it is ‘but tar-paper covered, is
given. About the best example is the
Parsong Estate, a. comparatively mar-
row astrip of land running west of
Dufferin, from St. Clair-avenue right
thru to the next concession, Eglinton-
avenue. Here the lafid {§ low-priced;
in fact, much -cheaper than property
in..the, near _vieipity, and the  buyving
terms’ are easy. Tis subdivision is
not close to> the car line. The owners,
the Dovercourt Land Company, gladly
admit that, but then everyone knows
that St. Clair-avenue wiill have a car-
line running along it within a few
months, and Eglinton-avenue will also
soon be in a position to justly demand
a service.

On this estate, within two years,
1500 families have settled. Nearly
évery one of those who buy land im-
mediately build—something they could
not afford to6 do if they pald a high
property price. It's “not uncommon
on this tract to sees a buyer of one
week shingling his little cottage the
next. True, many of these houses
should be called shacks, for most of
them are ¢overed with tar-paper, nail-
ed on with ©big headed, glistening
tacks, but every proud owner ' hopes
some day to tear down his little domi-
cile, or elgs- make It the kitchen of a
greater and grander home.

Below ithe five-
dollar notes. the government notes and
fractional silver and bronze money
are the only mediums of exchange.

Dons Disaster Postpones:

The Dominion Day Régatta-

Fire Destroys Club House and Every Rowing and Canoe

Clubin City Suffers—Regatta Will Be He!d Friday
-and Saturday Next—Dons Will Rebuild.

Hard "luck ‘hit Toronto’s aquati¢ interests a mighty swat
when/The new Don- Rowing Ciubunouse was burned up early
Saturday morning. - : » '

All the rowing.and canoeing clubs suffered because of dam-
age to equipment, but the Dons were' particularly hard hit—
they lost evervthing, clubhouse, shells, and, worst of all, the
splendid trophics won on'many a,hard-fought course. The Dons
arc dazed and staggering-from the blow, but they will pull them-
selves together in a.few days and start anew.

The general public also feel the disaster, for the big Domin-
ion Day regatta, the aquatic event of the season, had to be
called off. The events that were scheduled for vesterday morn-
ing will be held on Ashbridge’s Bay Friday ewening at 6 o'clock,
and the afternoon events will be run off next Saturday at
o'clock. The clubs will have some difficulty digging up shells
and war canoes, but old ones wiil have to.be patched up, and
some of those damaged by the fire may admit of repairs.

The Don Rowing Club had just put up their new clubhouse
this spring. and was one of the best acquatic ¢lubhouses in the
city. Tt had capacious verandahs overlooking the bay. and 1300
guests would have assembled there vesterday to witness the
regatta. The boys had worked until a late hour decorating the
clubhouse for the cvent; and all the .medals, shields and other
trophies won by the club,in its several years of existence had
been placed in the clubhouse. :

The rowing shells of .the club were on thé racks. and the
boats of the other clubmen who were to take part in the regatta
were placed on the floors. It was because of this that some of
the visitors’ shells and cannes were hauled out before thev were
entirely ruined. It was theinaccessibility of the Dons’ boats that
caused them to be destroyed. The Daons 15st all their boats. in.
cluding two doubles, leaving only one double shell in Toronto,
the Argonauts having broken their new Sims shell by running
on a pile at Polson's a few days ago. :

The Argonauts lost the “Hammond,” their tackweight eight
shell. in the fire. . The Toronto Rowing Club lost a working four,
and the Hamilton Rowing Club’s working four was badly dam-
aged. Two war canoes belonging to the B. C. C. and P. C. (.
were also badly scorched, but can be repaired.

Practically all that remains of the Dons’ clubhouse is the
float and piles: part of the walls are standing, but these would
have to be removed hefore building is begun again. Lepper. the
Dons’ great sénior sculler, lost both his single shells, and McCar-
thy, junior single scuiler, suffered the loss of his single in the
disaster.

Prohibition jn Norway.

Prohibition sentiment has led to a
curious development in Norweglan
politics. Three years ago the storthing
increased the internal revenue on alco-
hol to such an_ extent as practically
to ruin the industry, causing heavy
losses to many manufacturers and
farmers. Later a treaty with France
made {mpossible an increase in the
customg duty on aleohol. The cabinet
recently secured an amendment to the
treaty by which an increased duty was
allowed on all alcoholic spirits except
cognac and brandy. The storthing,
however, rejected the Increase of
duties on raw spirits, and therefore
the heavy importation of alcoho! and
the absence of domestic production
will continue. The majority of the
storthing prohibitionists belleve that
by stopping the manufacture of spirits
completely in Norway it will be easier
later to prohibit the importation of
liquor.—London Globe.

'm.:’anter W. Winans 1s one of The
Sunday World representative’s most
enthusiastic horse lovers, and he does
not view the future with any degree
of equanimity in spite of the fact that
horse show records are going by tpe
board every year.

England Falling Behind,

‘“There was a time when 'we were a
horsey nation. That was the time of
England’'s greatness; the years of
England’s progress; but now wWe are
a golfing nation—golf, motors and
bridge. This must do the nation harm.
And what is more. significant is the
fact that as we Dbecome less horsey
othér big nations are taking our place
in their love and cultivation of the
horse. ‘When I go to@iustria, Belgium
and France all my friends talk about
horses.

In
England, when I talk to my fmends.,
they speak of nothing else but bogey;.

They mix in our
social life, they find our officers are
jolly good fellows, they foster friendly
rivalry in open competition, and, be-
lieve me, this does far more to make
great nations frienglly than all the
preaching and praying of these sanc-
timpnious péacemakers. - g -

Apathetic Farmers.

“I do not fear the motor ousting the
horse altogether. The cab horse is
bound to go, and I am not sorry, for
the hcorse’'s sake. Yes, I think much
more might be done to encourage the
breeding of horses by farmers, but jt
is useless for the farmer to make it
his one great excuse that he has-.n.n
market for his produce. I often find
that he has no inclination and no en-
terprise. There is a sad lack of push
and speculative “go” about the agr?-
culturist of .to-day. For instance, “‘f
had a meeting of farmers in my
neighborhood in Kent. One speaker
sald that if they had some good sires
in the neighborhood all the farmers
would send their mares to them. I
reminded them that for eight years
I had three homses standing at my
place. The reply was that the services
were too expensive. It was a ridicu-
lous assertion, because I gave the
gservice without fee, and I did more.
I advertised them in the loca‘l papers.
For one of the horses I paid £1000,
and yet there was hardly a mare sent
up. T think the farmers were sc.ared
by the motor. Don’t you think it a
very significant fact that from being
the most horsey nation in the world,
we are becoming the most unhorsey,
so to speak? I notice it so mugth in
my travels abroad. You can see it for
vourself at the great international
show at lympia. In the jumping
competitions the Continental people
are right at the top. They buy and
breed the best horses. They are keen
on*horses. Why should they be ~able
to come here and teach us these
things? It is an object lesson, and
England, I am afraid, will not learn
it. As I remarked before,.it is peo-
ple of my age who hunt now. When
I was a buy, all my boy friends hunt-
ed. Bovs do not ride to hounds nowa-
days in England. T hunted the Spa
Draghounds at Spa, in Belgium, for
five years. It is a fashionable place,
and there are heaps of wealthy Eng-
lishmen there in the hunting season.
But they did not take the slightest in-
terest in the sport. hey went there
to play tennis.and golf. They fjid not
even go to the meets, and during the
whole time I was there only one Eng-
shman—a man advanced in years—
hunted with me.

The Epsom Derby Course.

I have been asked for a description
of the Epsom Derby course. It Iis
practically in two halves, one up- and
one down. The start is on a slight
rise, but after a few yards there is a
slight fall until opposite Downs House,
about 200 yardsfrom the start. Then
commences a rfse of 36 feet
to the City and Suburban
starting post. Here the ground
slopes a good deal, the outside
of the track being 9 feet higher than
on the rails. For the next 300 yards
the rise in much steeper, there bein:
in this distance a gradient of 20 feet,
equal to 1 in 45.

On the next 690 yards, which reaches
Past the 7 furlongs post, there is a rise
of 30 feet more, the ground here being
100 feet higher than at the starting-
post. The best going of the whole
journey occurs on the curve of the old
Woodcote Stakes post, and from here
there is a rapid descent to Tattenham
Corner.

The horses come on to the straight
ccurse about half a mile from the win-
ning-post on to ground which falls
1 in 23, and when past the Junction of
the Great Metropolitan course there is
a descent of 40 feet to the beginning
of the stands. All along this stretch
the cross section is very pronounced,
the stand side peing much higher than
on the raile. From the grand stand to
the winning-post there is an easy in-
cline. :

On the sheep and
cattle stations of New South Wales
and Queensland, the station outlaw
iz almost invariably the best
l?oking horse on the'place, and is dis-
tinguished for the excellence of his
baces or.for remarkable stamina.

“I saw Pin Ears, the famous west-
ern outlaw, ridden in Colorado; a
hvand‘somer horse never stepped. A |
rich bay in color, short legged, deep |
shouldered, shore backed, he was- the |
impersonation of quality and strength |
and showed the perfect symmetry that |
r‘nakes for marvelous stamina.
