_Winnipeg, July 18.—*“To secure na-
tional unity it is essential that the
people of each part of Canada should
understand the viewpoint of all,” de-
clared Hon. W. D. McPherson, K. C,
of Toronto, grand master and sover-

.eig.n' of the Grand Orange Lodge of
| British America, in presenting his ans*
i nual report at the opening session of

the Grand l.odge today.

“The east and the west, he said,
“have each a set of different local probe
lems and interests which it is desir-
able that all of us should appreciate
and study, in the hope that, as far
as possible, justice should be done and
all should work unitedly for the up-
building of our common country.”

“The . time will come, within 'this
centry,; when the pepulation of Can-
ada will be as great or greateregis
that of the British Isles,” conhtinu
the grand master. “Our highest des-
tiny is to achieve within the circle of
the British commonwedlth, and those
who are'trying to lesson our affection
for ‘the motherland, and to weaken the
ties that bind us together, are not true
friends of Canada.”

An active though subtle propaganda,

A notice asking for !nds
had been sent to fifty-one American
nunﬁfacturcrs, but only one American
bid was received, and' this was at six-
ty two. .cents a yard. The English

co! imny offered the cloth at 42 cents a
,\‘ur&, ‘délivered in New York, duty
}1aid;\ The Army and Navy Journal
say§ that if the tariff were omitted the
cloth could have been bought in Eng-
]and“_-v_ror, twenty-six cents a yard as
cgu‘hire_ﬂ with the best American of-
fer 9f sixty-two cents.

It" is. explained by the Army and
Na\':y Journal that the difficulty is not
only- in the American price but in the
Ameri¢in method of dyeing. “At
prescr_\t,"’ it says, “it is generally re-
cognized . that the English khaki is su-
perior to the American manufacture.
American khaki fades into so many
different shades that if it is washed
two or.three times it scarcely serves
the purpose of a uniform. There is
no doubt that the American mills can
produce as good a grade of khaki as
the English or any other manufactur-
ers. At.present they are so busy with
other “tbusiness that they are paying
litthe, "attention to the Marine Corps
tra(l‘é.i""At least this is the informa-
tion -that has been received at the
Nayy Department.”

Nothing is said about uniforms for
the ‘American army, but apparently
similar' arguments would apply, and
not only to uniform cloth but to much
that is used by civilians. If the Ameri-
can bid had been accepted there would
have been an outcry about the extra-
vagance and inefficiency of the Naval
Department. As the English bid was
accepted there is an outery from vari-
ous sources against giving such busi-
ness:-to.a foreigner. One certain re-
sult will be a demand for a still high-
er duty against English cloth of all
kinds, although in the case of the Mar-
ine Corps the English cost, without
duty, - would have been twenty-six
cents .a yard as compared with the
American bid of sixty-two cents a
yard.

POKING FUN AT THE SCREEN,

A British student of the American
films shown in London has been hav-
ing a little fun at their expense. For-
tunately international relations do not
depend upon the ideas the careless
receive from the more sensational pic-
tures concerning another country
which they see from time to time.
This English cynic, for example, in
describing - the United States wholly
as a vesult of his education at the
movies he has attended in the Lon-
don theatres, says that undoubtedly
the United States “js a large country
entirely surrounded by sin and senti-
ment. It is inhabited in the East by
unscrupulous but enormously success-
ful business men, who devote their
nights to squandering in cabarets

i their ill-gotten gains of the day before.

In the West ‘Gad men’ rob ‘stage
coaches and banks and shoot sheriffs
and their partners in crime and spend
a good deal of time rolling on the
ground in attempts to gouge each
other’s eyes out. The North is peopled
by bear-scoundrels who go there to
escape from -the law, to steal mining
claims and to menace lonely girls
snowbound in log cabins. The' South
is notable for cacti and half-breeds.
The last named have no particular
vice, they are just bad.”

An American cynic retorts by say-
ing that Americans who read British
rovels know that all Englishmen “are
tall, thin, and brown as a berry. They
are not lazy but they never work.
They drink brandy and soda every
three minutes but never get drunk.”

In spite of these cynics, and in spite
of many sensational pictures, the
people in Great Britain do not regard
the United States as quite such a
hair-raising country as the English
critic humorously suggests, nor do the
American people form their ideas of
Great Britain only by reading novels
of a certain type, In both countries
the people crave amusement and in-

terest, and. they -like the 'light stuff |

rather than the heavy. Each' country
is disposed to be readily amused by
anything suggesting absurd pr unusual
characteristics of the ofher, The
moving pictures, after all, do much
in the way of education by familiariz-
ing each country with the scenery, the
industries and the habits of life in
other lands. In both Britain and the
United States there is a growing de-
mand for more of the serious and
educative films which tend to- promote
education, good will and mutual under-
standing. This demand will grow.
Even as it stands millions of peopld
do receive from.the pictures: informa-~

‘tions from other countries. which they

could otherwise acquire only by exten-
sive travel which a very few of them
can afford.

If certain greatly needed school
buildings under way in New York are
to be completed by the contractor they
must get bricklayers who will work
for $12 per day. It is suggested
that the union leaders induce enough
of their men to accept this wage to
make it possible to complete the
work. Unless more buildings are
provided the children cannot all be
accommodated, and in urging the
union to adopt the course suggested
one journal ironically says. “It is mot
possible for all these children to be-
come bricklayers and get $13 and $14
a day. Union membership is too
closely limited for that. Therefore,
education will benefit the children of
the laboring man to the extent of mak-
ing them better able to proyide for
themselves When they grow up. Also
a generation reared in ignorance will
endanger the entire community, in-
cluding the bricklayers themselves?”

NON-MAGNETIC IRON

“Where

Round about every conductor carry-
ing am electric current there is & mag-
netic- field and, if the current is al-
ternating, the magnetism alternates as
well. 'This fact constitutes the basic
working principle of many electric ma-
chines and instruménts but there are
occasions on which it has very unde-
sirable effects. For instance, when
iron parts are intended to be used for
structural purposes: alone, they may
draw- the magnetic field away from
ts legitimate position and thus disturb
the working of the apparatus. Brass.
gunmetal, or aluminium might be used
for the parts concerned, but these
metals are costly substitutes. Also,
they are good conductors of electric-
ity and, as a result, the changing’ mag-
netic field induces in them heavy mag-
netic currents which cause heating of
the metal and may represent a serious
loss of emergy. What is wanted is a
metal which is inexpensive, 'strong,
non-magnetic and a bad conductor of
electricity. Al] these and a number
of other desirable properties are com-
bined in a non-magnetic cast iron made
by a well-known Bfitish firm of elec-
trical engineers. The new material is
much cheaper’ than bass or alumin-
jum, almost completely non-magnetic,

'and offers 18 times the resistance of

brass to the flow of electriclty. It
can be used equally well for thin cas:-
ings and heevy frames, and it is so
tough and malleable that it can be
used for resistance grids such as these
used in the control of tramcar motors.

SAVING DELAYS IN PORT.

From the earliest days of the steam-
ship, the “coaling” ‘of vessels- has been
one of the most objectionable and cost-
ly features of the routine in ‘ports.” 'To
pass hundred of tons of coal through
small opening, and pack it safely in
the bunkers involves most strenuous
labor and reduces the vessel to a filthy
condition. An obvious advantage of
oil- fuel is that it can be delivered
through a hose-pipe and needs mno
“trimming” in the bunkers. A vessel
which took & day or two to coal can
be %oiled”” ina few hours. This in
itself’ vepredents a beneficient revolu-
tion in port conditions but, man heing
ever critical, it was soon complained
that flexible hose-pipes would ~only
stand a limited pressure, that they
soon wore out, and that, when they
burst, valuable oil was wasted and the
hatbor water—to say nothing of the
ship—was contaminated. Every one
of these difficulties is removed by an
all-steel flexible pipe line, recently in-
troduced by a British firm. The
pipes used are of weldless drawn-steel
and are, in themselves, perfectly rigid.
They are provided, however, with spe-
cial  ball-and-socket and swivelling
joints. to allow for every possible move-
ment of the vessel alongside the quay.
The advantages of a rigid steel pipe
are thus combined with the perfect
flexibility of a hose pipe. The new
equipment is equally applicable to the
loading and discharging of tank steam-
ers, to the “oiling” of passenger and
cargo vessels, and to the delivery of
steam from a boiler on shore. There
is no danger of the steel pipes bursting
and, therefore, no risk of losing oil or
committing the sericus offence of
polluting navigable waters. Oil can
safely be pumped through these pipes
at 200 lbs. per square inch, which is
much higher than the bursting pres-
sure of hose pipes. As a result, there
is a saving of time in addition to the
other advantages, and the vessel can
return to sea with less delay,

NEW COLLEGE IN TRINIDAD.

It Will Teach Seientific Tropical Farm-
ing,

An effort to introduce modern agri-
culture into the West Indies has re-
sulted recently in the opening of the

first agricultural college in Trinidad. |

For many years the desirability of edu-
cation in agriculture has been recog-
nized. The islands are mainly agricul-
tural and have most fertile soil. Farm-
ing and planting has been the chief oc-
cupation, but of late years it has not
interested the younger generation of
the more ambitious type. They could
see little opportunity in.it, and so the
professions were crowded while farm-
ing was still carried on with the old
wasteful methods.

To elevate this occupation in the eyes
of the rising generation, the Trinidad
Government- offered an agricultural
scholarship -which enabled one student
to go abroad for one year and study
tropical agriculture. This process was
necessarily slow, as only one student
went each year. Now comes the new
agricultural college, and those who are
interested say that in ten years the
conservative West Indian planter will
be a thing of the past.

The college plans to teach economical
methods of planting and co-operation
in reaching the world’s markets. Italso
provides special research work in trop-
ical agriculture.

Fourteen students are enrolled, and
the college is equipped to give the first
year’s course. Further equipment will
be added for the other years. Twelve
students have enrolled for a three-year
diploma course, and of these, five are
from Trinidad, six from Barbados and
one from Jamaica

PASCAL’S EXPERIMENT.

. (Engineering, London.)

How Torricelli was led to the inven-
tion of the barometer is well known.
Galileo had been the first to weigh the
air. He had pumped air into a copper
ball and had then suspendcd it on a
balance. The weight being noted the
surplus air was then passed into an
inverted receiver full of water. These
experiments, however, were not pur-
sued. It was the failure of the work-
men, engaged in building fountains, to
cause water to rise more than -about!
thirty feet by suction that led to Gali-
leo calling Torricelli’s attention to the
matter. The account of Torricelli’s
experiments first reached Pascal at
Rouen in 1646, apparently through
Mersenne, who had been to Italy. Pas-
cal immediately repeated the so-called
“Jtalian experiment,” with the barome-
ter tube and stccessfully showed it to
some 400 or 500 people, including the
Jesuit fathers of Rouen College, He
also made other experiments of a sim-
ilar nature, and in 1647 published a lit-
tle treatise entitled “Nouvelies Exper-
iences touchant le Vide.” So far the
great value of the barometric tube had
not been realized, and Torricelli died in

'October, 1647, without seeing its ap~

plication.

It was a month :after . Torricelli’s
death that Pascal first proposed the ex-
periment of carrying a barometric tube
up a mountain and noting the varia-
tion. Pascal was no believer in the
old schoolmen’s phrase “Nature abhors
a vacuum,” and this experiment he
saw would put the matter to the test.
On November 15, 1647, he wrote on
this subject to his, brother-in-law, M.
Perier, who had married Pascal’s sister
Gilberte.

He then ascended the Puy de Dome,|:
situated close to Clermont, with sev-|:

eral companions. At starting the mer-
cury stood at 26 in., at the summit it
had fallen to 23 in., “the party being
greatly pleased at this as indicating
the relation between the height of the
mercury and the height of the sta-
tion.” Next day Perier repeated the
experiment by ascending the Tower of
Notre Dame in Clermont, and when
the report of this reached Pascal, who
was then at Paris, Pascal himself made
similar experiments at the Tower of
St. Jacques da Boucherie. This tower
still stands in Paris and: is today ap-
propriately enough used for meteoro<
logical observations. Shortly after this
Pascal intimated to Perier that prob-
ably different states of the weather
would lead to variations in the height
of the mercury, and from 1649 to 1651
Perier made the first serfes of o})-
servations of this kind ever recorded.

Similar records were made at Paris, and}
at Stockholm by the French Ambgs-|

sador and Descartes, and from thege
have sprung the vast- organizations
which today deal with weather fore-
casting in all parts of the world.

Practical Pointers Concerning Wireless
in All Its Branches.

For Good Connections.

When making a wire connection to a
binding post, the wire should pass
‘nearly around the screw, but. not cross
itself. This allows the screw or nut to
seat itself evenly. If two or more wires
.are to be clamped under the same
‘screw, a washer should be put between
each wire, or the wires should be twist-
“ed together before being bent around
“the screw. 3

Magnetism Increases Reception,

Magnetism p!ays an important part
in radio reception, and the.sensitivity
of an audion tube sometimes may be

hincreased by placing a large horseshoe
kmagnet in a certain position so that

the poles of the magnet are on each
side of the tube. This prebably is due
to the magnetic effect upon the moving
electrons that flow across from the fila-
ment to the plate.

Limit of Recetver Operation.

There is a certain limit up to which
the ordinary receiver will work very
well, but once this point is passed the
fact that the defection of the dia-
phragm is so great that it begins to
vibrate against the magnets, and make
the ‘headphones sound tinny and very
unpleasant.

John W. O’Bannon, who rose from
office boy to the presidency of several
large corporations and three years ago
was reputed to be worth $15,000,000,
died on last Friday morning practic-
ally penniless in West Hill, Dr. Fla-’
vius Packer’s private sanitarium near
Riverdale-on-Hudson, N. Y. On May
25, 1920, when he was 51 years old, he
was declared incompetent by g Sher-
if’s jury, two months after tle had
been committed to the sanitarium from
his aparentment at 12 West Forty-
fourth street.

I started on a shoestring,
saved $30,000 out of salaries and com-
missions, invented a substitute for lea-
ther and marketed it through the O’-
Bannon Corporation, which I organiz-
ed.”

Ousted From Army

For Bad Heart, He
Climbs Mt. Everest

Brig.-Gen. Bruce, Head of Ex-
pedition, Believed to Be Man
who Proved 3 Medical
Boards Wrong.

l.ondon, June 8-—(By mail)—A
striking instance of mistaken diagnosis
on the part of three different R. A.
M. C. medicals "is revealed by Dr.
Claude Wilson in a recent issue of
“T'he British: Medical Journal.”

In a paper on the limitation of ef-
fert in heart disease he gives particu-
lars of a case when an officer, after
three different R. A. M. C. boards,
each confirming the previous decision,
was discharged from the army in 1919
on account of “cardiac debility, with
great enlargement,” and told that “he
must lead a very quiet life for the rest
of hig days.”

Dr. Wilson gees on to describe how
the officer in question had been used
to climbing mountains, and came to
him for advice. !

Dr. Wilson examined him and found |
a systolic murmur, but no evidence of
cardia enlargement, and the skiagram
showed a heart of normal size,

“I allowed him to do some mild
climbing and it imporved his condition |
wonderfully, while in 1921 I let hin¥|
climb as much as he liked, when he|
made some fine ascents and came back |
very fit indeed.

“In 1922 he was a distingluished
member of the Ewverest Expedition,
was never sick or sorry for a day and
now looks ten years younger than he
did in 1920.”

Dr. H. Somerville, of University Col-
lege Hospital, who also was a mem-
ber of the Everest Expedition, said
that the only member who had been
discharged from the army was the
chief, Brigadier General C. Granville
Bruce,

“Whatever he was then, he is exe
traordinarily fit now,” Dr. Somerville
said to “The Daily News.”

“He can outwalk me, though he’d|
much older than I am., I think his dis-
charge from the army ‘was largely due
to his wounds.

“The enlarged heart in itself would
hot be enough to incapacitate him.
The condition of the muscle is so much
more important than the fact of en-
largement.

CHINESE OPIUM TRAFFIC
~ ACTIVE, DECLARE BRITISH

London, June 26.—(A. P. By mail)—
China is producing hundredsof tons of
opium says Sir John Jordan, British
Minister in Peking, and it looks as
though she were going back to the old
bad state of affairs before the sup-
pression of opium by agreement with
India was brought about. India, the
British Minister adds, used to export
100,000 chests of opium a year, mostly
to China, now her exports art only
6,000 chests, almost exclusively to the
Fast Indies. She is prepared to re-
duce this if there is a reduced con-
sumption,

He says India is loyally and scru-
pulously observing every provision of
ihe Hague Convention. Turkey and
Persia, he adds, must be brought with-
in the Hague Convention, or the at-
tempt to control the supply of raw
cpium must inevitably fail. Similarly
it is essential that Switzerland join the
convention, since that country is one
of the most important centres in the
world of the drug traffic. “If,” Sir
John declared, “The Hague conven-
tion is honestly and efficiently enforc-
ed today, the opium problem will be
solved tomorrow.
