“There was mourning im Gloucester
last night’ says the Times. “Hope died
stubbornly although Bluenose had out~-
sailed Elsie in the first race for the fish-
ermen’s trophy in a blow. The redoubt-
able Marty Welch Canadian born skip-
per of the Elsie would not give up. He
hoped by strategy to outwit the canny
Scot who sailed the Bluenose to get over
the line first in the second race and keep
his lead. But it was not a contest be-
tween fragile racing machines off Scot-
land Light in which the catching of a
slant of wind from the highlands or
Fire Island may waft a victory.

“The battle royal was in the vasty
deep, where the worth of the ship is
of more account than the cunning of the
captain. Bluenose won two straight
races because she was the better boat.
A weak spar was a good enough excuse
for Elsie’s failure in the first race—with
the novices But Captain Welch felt in
his bones that the pride of Gloucester
was not the equal of the Bluenose om
all sailing points, with her greater water
line and spread of sail It is true that
Elsie made a brave fight of it in the
second race, leading until the third mark
was turned, but in the heavy six mile
beat to windward on the last leg the
power of the Canadian challenger told.

New Regulations in Washing-
ton Surprise to “Dry” Ad-
vocates at the Capitol.

Washington, Oct. 25—Tg the surprise
and chagrin of the “dry” element at the
Capitol, regulations permitting the man-
ufacture and use of beer for medical
purposes were issued yesterday by the
treasiry department.

These had been withheld since March
8 when former Attorney General Palm-
er held the use of beer as a medicine to
be legal under the prohibition law.

The amount of beer a physician may
prescribe at one time for the use of the
same person is limited to 21, gallons, the
equivalent of a case. However, no ar-
bitrary limit is placed upon the number
of such prescriptions a physician may
write ar the same person may obtain
within a given period.

The regulations also cover wine and
spirituous liquors as medicines. Two
quarts of wine is the limit put upon a y
single prescription, but otherwise the re-

TARIFF REVISION

An Ontario critic of Hon. Mackenzie
“King says:

“In contrast to the government’s pol-
jey of protection, Mr. King‘s trade pol-
fcy is singularly vague and elusive. He
is for ‘a general reduction of the tariff.
He advoeates ‘a tariff for revenue.”’ He
does not exactly deny the Liberal plat-
form of 1919, but describes it as ‘a
chart’ In effect, his policy may be said
to be, ‘Put me in power in Canada‘'and

i T shall then determine what I shall do.””

This criticism at once raises. the ques-
tion ‘as to Mr. Meighen’s policy. It i3
said to be “protection.” How much pro-
tection? Who will get the benefit of that
protection? Mr. Meighen means to re-
vise the tariff. He does not state spe-
cifically what changes he will make any
more than does Mr. King. Why, then,
condemn the latter?

THE SAME AS IN 18%

That the Conservatives today are mak-
ing the same gloomy predictions they |
made in 1896, before the Liberals came
in and made Canada prosperous, was
very neatly shown last week in West |
Peterboro, by Mr. J. C. Elliott, in a|
speech before the' Liberal convention. |
He first quoted a portion of Premier
Meighen’s manifestd in which the latter
declared. that “the real thing we are
called upon to resist at the present time
is a freg trade policy for Canada,” add-
ing that the people “must decide be-
tween a tariff policy which, in Canada’s
position, is the very root of her prosper-
ity and the progressive absorption of
Canadian industries, and with them Can-
adian manhood and womanhood, in the
ever-expanding system of the United
States.” Then Mr. Klliott quoted from
the manifesto of Sir Charles Tupper in
1896, when he said:

“The “issue is sharply defined and
with your verdict in favor of the gov-
ernment the industrial progress of Can-
ada is assured, whereas a declaration in
favor of the Liberal party will undoubt-
edly lead to a reversal of the fiscal pol-
icy which has obtained since 1878 and to
a disastrous revolution in the general
business of the country. I cannot,
therefore, too earnestly impress upon
you the very great importance of keep-
ing this momentous issue directly and
vitally in view.”

Then as now the tories misrepresented
the Liberal policy. Then as now they
preached blue ruin, Then as now the
people saw through the:-game and its
purpose, which was to retain power at
any cost, The “disastrous revolution”
which occurred When the Liberals came
into power was the introduction of the
golden era of Canadian prosperity. It
will be so again, The people want that
kind of revolution and it cannot come
too soon.

i FIRES DUE TO TEMPERAMENT

Europeans More Careful Than Ameri-
cans, Expert Sgys.

When America’s fire losses are com-
pared with those of European countries
the ®contrast is not flattering to the
United States. No late foreign statis-
tics dre available, but a comparison on
the basis of the old figures is still a fair
one. ‘In 1918 the per capita fire loss in
this country was $2.10, as against 49
cents in France, 83 cents in England, 28
cents in Germany, 25 cents in Austria,
25 cents in Italy, 15 cents in Switzer-
land and only 11 cents in Holland. This
indicates that we burn up our property
nearly twenty times as rapidly as the
people of Holland and more than four
times as rapidly as the French.

The fundamental reason for this con-
trast, according to A. K. Taylor, writing
for the Department of the Interion, is in
the matter of temperament. Europeans
he says, are naturally more careful than
Americans, and in many of the Conti-
nental countries fire is made an indi-
vidual liability and those who are re-
sponsible for such destruction must an-
swer to the authorities.

“Under the code of Napoleon,” he con-
tinues, “which prevails in France and
Belgium, landlord and tenant are - alike
responsible for fire. In France, if a
fire starts in any premises through
gross carelessness or culpable fault, the

done to neighboring property by the fire,
but the burden of proof lies with the
neighbors in making claims.

“In the United States such a statute
would seem too drastic, yet within re-
cent years a number of cities have en-
acted ordinances providing for personal
libility for fire. This is true of New
York City, Newark, Cincinnati, Cleve-
land, Portland and Austin. Pennsyl-
vania has a State law of this kind and
certain provinces of Canada have
adopted such acts. These laws may
be considered an indication of a grow-
ing realization that fire is a matter of
personal responsibility and that its ram-
ifications affect every citizen, either di-
rectly or indirectly.”

The street
violinist was essentially a middle-class
girl, and her alter ego might be seen any
day on the concert platformy of a sub-
urban hall.

London Shrinking,

An expert building authority tells me
the full extent of the damage done by
the prolonged drought is not yet thor-
oughly realized. He declares that Lon-
don is shrinking visibly before our very
eyes, quite unlike the young ladies ob-
served by Mr. Weller senior at the tea-
party. .

That even small
dwelling houses in certain suburbs should
be cracking in this way as the ground
shrinks under them, strongly argues the
futility of the demand sometimes made
for American skyscraper buildings in
the metropolis.

poor, lived poor, died poor. His was
more a romance of noble character than
pocial uprise.

Curie, discoverer of
radium, a cablegram highly commend-
ing the society’s “National Cancer
Week? campaign, to begin on Sunday,
October 80.

m, sent from Paris, reads:

«“The effort of the American Society |

for the Control of Cancer to bring home
fo the people the necessity of an early
diagnosis of this disease, and urging its
immediate treatment, should have the
support of every one with the welfare
of humanity at heart.

«Cancer is a world problem today,
and in spite of the great advance
in surgery and treatment little awvails
unless the malady is early diagnased and
treated by those skilled in its control.
Of the thousands who have died yearly
a great number could have been saved
had the disease been taken in time.

“Spread the propaganda that through
better knowledge regarding cancer the
present high mortality may be materi-
ally reduced—as it will be.”

Mme. Curie, with the gram of radium
recently presented to her by President
Harding on the behalf of American
women, is now experimenting in cancer
control and cure. Mrs. Mead, who re-
cently saw the scientist in Paris, says
she is in much better health than when
in America last summer.

Feminine Trade?

What sort of an advertisment males
the greatest ,impression upon women

thw read it in an evening puper?
hat kind of an adverlisement in

zgﬁ;‘ the morning newspaper is mosi/likely to
4 stir women into entering somne store and

buying goods?

These are some of the interesting
questions which have besn answerea by
an exhaustive study of retail advertis-
ing just concluded by €arl J. Suedioff,
of the Suedhoff-Ross AdvertisingAgency
of Fort Wayne, Ind.

Recently, Mr. Suedhoff asked a hund-,

red ‘ayerage shoppers questions relative

to the effect that store advertising had

upon them. From these answers ihe fol-
lowing interesting table was compiieq:

Number who had not read any of the
store’s advertising for two days.

Number who came with the speciiic
intention of inspecting some of the
offerings listed in the store’s adver-
tising during the last two days. 83

Number who came for the purpose of
inspecting some of the offerings
listed in store’s advertising pre-
vious to the last two days.

Number just “shopping” without be-
ing specifically interested in any
of the advertised offerings. 14

Number visiting the store in the
afternoon who were interested in
bargain offerings advertised in ihe
morning newspaper.

Number visiting the store in the
afternoon who were interested in
more expensive goods adveriised in
the previous afternoon’s paper.

Number who carried clippings of ad-
vertisements for reference.

Number who brought husbaads with
them to asist in making pur-
chases.

Number visiting the store in ‘ne
morning who brougat children with
them,

Number who visited the store accom-
panied by femining friends, 37

Number who had made engagements
to meet friends at the store.

Absolutely new customers among 100
shoppers.

Number- who had some sort of com-
ment’ to make regarding the store’s
advertisements. - 51

Number who in answer to question
stated that they read store's adver-
tisements every day.

Number who stated they read ads
very frequently.

Number who read advertisements in-
frequently.

Mr, Sueehoff believes that the figares
secured in this survey are typicel of
those that would be secursd fromn a sim-
ilar investigation in stores ia other cities
about the size of Fort Wayne.

“This phase of the survcy showing

how little attention is paid by «ustomers

to advertisements- which are more than
two days old should be of especial inter-
est to all retail advertising nen,” de-~
clared the advertising man. “It is evi-
dent from these figures that women, as
a whole, folow a storc’s advertising
very carefully, and that ‘hey realize that
business conditions change from day to
day, just as the news of the world
changes, and that the goods which were
offered in advertisements last week may
not be sold at the same price today or
may not even be on hand in the store,

“It is an encouraging thing i¢ the
man who prepares retail copy to know
that his ads play such a large part in
the lives of the women of lis city.
Perhaps the average retail advyertising
man is not fully aware of iust how im-
portant bis advertisements are to the
women, and these figures may prove
rather astonishing to him, lle may
have realized, of course, that the women
are attracted to his store by the sds,
but he may not have realized that the
vast percentage of all the wonien in ghe
city read his ads regulaily, no matler
whether they come to his store every
day or pot.” i

i Piano Ayction Increased

;Sales All Over the Store.
Determined to discover whether the

public really knows anything about
value, and also anxious to find out just
how far said public will go when it
comes to buying an article usually class-
ed as a “luxury,” Reinhart’s furniture
store in Hazelton, Pa., risked 'a $45
piano in an effort to get the answers to
these questions—adver#ising that the in-
strument would be sold to the highest
bidder, no matter if the bid was only
$1.98. i

There were 121 bidders during the
month that the feature was advertised
and the instrument was on view. The
lowest offer was $101, and incidentally
this was the only bid below $200. The
average was about $225 and the highest
bid was $285. .

Every day for a month the piano sale
was featured, usually in a four-column
page-deep advertisement, always with
the picture of the instrument, and the
window. trim was changed twice a week,
so that the piano appeared in new sur-
roundings to those who went to look
at it, There was no bidding §n the sense
of an auection sale, for Reinhart feared
that if this were done and the price
were to be run up high some of the
large clan of “doubting Thomases”

As a business winner, howeswer, the
, feature was well worth while. The offer

to sell a fine new instrument to the
(highest bidder, no matter how low the
offer might be, was noticed and talked
about. Hundreds each week visited the
Reinhart store to look at the piano and
to discuss the offer they could afford
to make. This brought in the music-
loving public in particular and the piano
department of the firm benefited to a
marked extent. Half a dozen makes
were demonstrated to hundreds of per-
sons whose interest in the instruments
makes them excellent prospects for fu-
ture sales,

In addition, callers who own player
pianos were given a chance to hear the
new rolls and the event made the month
a big business winning period for the
firm, as is shown by the records of trade
handled.

“Shopping Check” is
Like Charge Account:

A mercantile instrument which is a
sort of combination of trade acceptance,
bank check, promissory note and charge
account, has been patented by Roger
Topp, of Richmond, Va. He calls it a
“shopping check.”

It is designed primarily to replace the
icharge account and do away with ex-
penses and difficulties of keeping collec-
tions up to the mark.

Instead of charging a purchase to a
customer’s account, the customer is re-
quested to sign the check, which fixes
the time and manner of payment at a
definite future date. If the check is
drawn on the customer’s bank the store
merely files it until the due date, and
then deposits it as an ordinary check.
No statements or collectors have to be
sent 6ut. If the customer does not have
a bank account the shopping check is
. drawn on “self” and is treated as an
! ordinary due bill.

It is declared that one surety company
at least is willing to issue bends guar-
anteeing the payment of shopping checks
so that the merchant is enabled to gauge
well in advance exactly what his re-
ceipts will be for any given period.

Soviet Russia has at least solved the
question of prohibition. Only those
who know what the vodka meant to the
Russian population can imagine what the
apparent complete prohibition means.

While formerly, especially on Sundays

.and holidays afternoons, all Moscow was

virtually tottering on its feet as a result
of unlimited consumption of vodka or
similar beverages, there was not a sin-
gle individual seen by me during my
whole stay in Moscow and other cities
who looked as if he had taken a drink
for years. They say that some wealthy
—there still are such individuals in Rus-
sia—merchants’ occasionally have a quiet
sip in the depth o ftheir cellars. Some
people declare that the peasants are
making some sort of vodka of their own
for special occasions. This may be true,
but it is the exception.

Recently the Soviet government has
permitted the sale of beverages con-
taining 14 per cent. alcohol, especially
wine. This is a concession to foreigners,
who, Russia assumes, are unable to go
without.

The day of my departure from Mos-
cow to civilized Europe I got a shock,
when I saw a men tottering across the
Smolensky market, plainly drunk. I was
relieved greatly when' I heard him swear
in Polish and found out he had a good
friend at the Polish legation.

Law Passed to Epforce Safeguatd
Against Smallpox Every 7 Years.

Vaccination for smallpox is now Te-

quired by law in Haiti.

CENTURIES AGO

Was About 12 Miles Ahead ;-

of the Schedule at Recent
Eclipse, Cable Reported—2
Seconds Gain a Century.

(New York Times.)

The moon has been off its course for
at least 250 years, according to Dr. Er-
nest William Brown of Yale, author of
“A New Theory of the Moon’s Motion”

and other works on the moon, who dis-
cussed yesterday the cable from London
saying that observations during the late
eclipse showed that the moon was about
twelve miles ahead of its schedule.

“It has been known for forty or fifty
years that the moon’s motion did not
perfectly follow the path calculated for
it” said Dr. Brown. “It apparently
gains a second of time and then gradu-
ally falls back again. The late Dr. Si-
mon Newcomb studied observations of

" the moon over a period of 250 years and

discovered that this unaccountable mo-
tion had taken place during the entire
period.”

The sun and earth are known to be
great magnets. The moon is probably a
magnet also, and one guess is that the
intersction of these magnets produces
an observable effect on the moon. There
is no other known effect of magnetism

on the motion of astronomical bodies |

and no way to check up this theory. It
has been suggested that some undetect-
ed and comparatively small mass of
ntatter may move around the earth and
disturb the moon by gravitation, but
Dr. Brown said that it had been es-
tablished positively that gravitational
forces did not account for occasional
bursts of speed and periods of/ slowing-
up exhibited by the moon.
though the moon was reported to
be twelve miles ahead of its schedule,
this only means that it is ome second
ahead of time. . This 'is not enough to
make almanac changes necessary, es-
in wiew of the fact that the
moon has already probably ceased from
over-running its schedule. Dr. Brown
said that one second of time, however,
was a matter of great importance to

_astronomers, who are able to detect an

aperration in the moon of g few one-
thousandths of a second.

There is a doubt, according to the
astronomer, however, whether the mo-
tion of the edge, or limb of the moon,
as it turns round, has been established
with exactness, A slight error here, he
said, might account for thé effect now
or unknown
forces,

In one of his publications Dr. Brown
has shown that the moon’s course fails.

. by something less than one-millionth of

regularly loses most of the time it has
gained, it is calculated that it makes a

the earth. Ole Roemer, in the last de-
cade of the seventeenth cemtury, figured
out that the loss of time was:not in the
satellites of Jupiter but in the time it
took the light to travel from' the satel-
lities of Jupitor to the earth. He very
closely 'estimated the speed of light
which experiments in the last' eentury
showed to be approximately 180,800
miles per second.
