LIKELY STOP THERE

Has Begun to Mobolize Troops
But it is Not Thought Mongol-
ian Empire Will go so Far as
to Actually Fight ~

(Canadian Press)

Pekin, Feb. 20—China has turned accuses
in the Russo -Chinese international cons
troversy over alleged treaty violations and
the contents of the reply, formulated in
answer to Russia’s ultimatum, have be-
come public in part, despite the efforis of
the government to keep it secret.

The Chinese reply points out that the
granting of Russia’s demands would give

the Muscovite empire a trading monapoly .

in Mongolia and adjacent country, which
would not only hurt the interests of
China, but those of other nations as wells
China also charges that the indemnmity
guaranteed by Russia for the destruction
of Chinese property during the Russo-Jape
anese war has never been paid.

In addition, China makes additional
points as follows:—

That Russia has violated the commercial
treaty by driving Chinese interests from
towns east of the Amur, despite guarane
tees of protection and:

That Russia’s demand for a consulate
at Kodo is not warranted by the amount
of trading done there,

It is reported here that the
army, which will make a military demon-
stration in Chinese Turkestan will consisf
of between 35,000 and 40,000 men.

LAUNCHING OF
THE THUNDERER

'New Batt'eship for Britain
|  Bears Name Famous in Em=
pire’s Naval Warfare—She
is Fifth

| The Thunderer, the first vessel of the
| dreadnought type to be built on the
Thames, has just been launched. It is the
biggest battleship afloat.

The main dimensions of the Thunderer
are: Over-all length 584 feet, beam 82 12
feet darught 27 1-2 feet and displacement
when - completed, 22,680 tons. Her main
armament will consist of five pairs of 13.5
inch guns of 45 caliber, which will all be
placed on the center line of the vessel,
the two forward turrets firing right
ahead, and the aftermost right astern. In
each case the second turret is being rgis-
od in such o manner as to fire over the
top of the turret in front of it. The fifth
turret will be placed amidships, béetween
the funnels.

The secondary armament will consist of
94 4-inch guns, and three torpedo tubes
of the 2l-inch type will also be fitted.
The shaft horsepower of the turbine en-
gines will be 27,000 giving a speed of 27
| knots on trial.

The Thunderer will, it is understood,
be ready for active service about March
1912.

The present ship is the fifth of the same
i name which has found a place in the
royal navy list. and euriously enough no

on the Thames. The first Thunderer was
a T4-zun ship of 1609 toms, launched at
Woolwich in 1760, the year of the acces-
sion of Gieorge III. She fought under Kep-
pel in the action off Brest in July, 1778,
and two years yater was lost in a hurri-
cane in the West Indies.

The second Thunderer was built in a
private yard upon the river, and launch-
ed in 1793. She was 90 tons bigger than
her predecessor and was the most famous
of all her name. She was present at
Howe's victory, on the glorious 1st of
June, in 1794; at Calder’s action in July,
1805; and fought in the lee column at’
Trafalgar in the same Yyear. She was
present at the pasage of the Dardanelles
in 1807, and was with Gambier at Copen-
hagen in the following August, when the
Danish fleet was forced to surrender.

The third Thunderer was an 84 gun
ship of 2279 tons, Jaunched at Woolwich
in 1831. She was present during the op-
erations on the coast of Syria, in 1840,
at St. Jean d'Acre Rechristened the
Nettle, ¢he finished her career as a tar-
get for the heavy guns of the new irvon-
clads.

The fourth Thunderer was built at Pem-
broke and launched in 1872, She was an
ironclad turret ship, carrying two pair
of heavy guns, in turrets placed one for-
{ward and the other aft. Her tonnage
| was 9387. Owing to the fact that the

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ENCOURAGING CRIME

The steady increase in the number of

persons tried for indictable offences in

England has forced careful students to
conclude that it is due to an unwise leni-
ency on the part of the authorities and
a mistaken public sentiment concerning
those guilty of criminal offences. The lat-
ost English blue book shows that for the
five years 1894-1898 the annual average of
arrests was 052,208 persons; for 1899-1903
it was 55,018, for 19041908 it was 62,000,
and for 1909, the year which is treated
in the present: blue book, it was 67,149.

Tow is this increase to be explained? H.
B. Simpson, C. B., of the Home Office,
concludes that because of an increase of
exaggerated sentimentality the reprobation
‘of crime and resentment against the crim-
inal have declined, and there has been a
development of misplaced sympathy -which
tends to make the criminal regard himself
as an ill-uséd person, and the victim rath-
er!than the enemy of society, We quote
from the Montreal Gazette, from a review
in which the foregoing facts are stated,
the following striking testimony from an-
other authority:—

“Cloinciding with the main points of Mr.
Simpson’s conclusions, Mr. Robert Wal-
lace, K. C., who, as chairman of the Lon-
don Sessions, “has become renowned for
his humane sentences, expresses some views
of his own in an interview in the London
Standard. The blaze of publicity which
centres around one who figures in a notor-
jous case is in itself, he agrees, an induce-
ment for others to follow the example
of the person whose illegal act has made
him notorious. ‘But of no less importance
as factors in the increase of criminality
wre, he claims, the short sentences and
the comfortable prisons of today. An of-
¢ender should either be let go with a
warning, or he should be given a sentence
adequate to the crime. ‘I was shown over
@ jail the other day,’ remarks Mr. Wal-
lace, and whs forced to remark: ‘You
must not let people outside know what a
yomfortable establishment this is or more
persons will desire to' come in. If you
ere going to send a person to prison for
n short time, you must make the place
Jo disagreeable that he will loathe it.” ”

We may add some very proper comments
which the Gazette itself makes, as fol-
lows:—

“Apparently the reform movement which
wiped out the loathsome features of prison
life as depicted by writers early in the last,
century may be proceeding too far in the
other direction. The view expressed by
Mr, Wallace is not the first warning of
4its kind, With humane conditions in
prison’ life and with systems that mitigate
punishment for such as are deserving of
clemency there may be just sympathy.
It is none the less desirable that during
the period of imprisonment the offender
ghould be made to feel that he is there
to pay a penalty, not to enjoy a rest cure
under pleasant circumstances.”

More important than even the conditions
of prison life iz the attitude of the courts
joward the criminal. Where too great
\enience is shown authority breaks down
snd crimes increase. That is the Jesson to
be learned, and there is need of it, even
fn St. John.

TAXATION

Mayor Fitzgerald of Boston is carrying
on a campaign for the taxation of the “in-
earned ‘increment,” and has appealed to
Gov. Yoss for assistance. In this appeal
he says:—

It is society which brings it about
through its activity and at its cost, where-
as the exisling Jand system, causes. the
gain to inure entirely to the owners and
not the community. Not ouly would the
taxation of this unearned increment add
considerably to the revenue of our growing
cities and towns, but it would be a step
{oward the attainment of justice in taxa-
tion. Almost everyone admits the justice
and desirability of so taxing this unearn.

The following editorial from the Toronto

It is pointed out by the government
here with great cogency that the agree-
ment is merely the outcome of what the
Canadian people of both parties have de-
sired for generations. To chafe and ery
out as DPritish tariff reformers are doing
is a mistake of “Little Englanders” who
have not grasped what imperialism really
means. Liberals are not slow to realize
that this Jatest phase of Canadian policy
is not new, but what is new, and absurd-
ly inconsistent with the former profession
of imperialist tories, is their present day
condemnation of Canada’s independence
which they seem to say must always be
subject to British Tory advantage.

LUMBERMAN'S
SENSIBLE VIEW
_OF REGIPROGITY

Must Be Considered From a
National Standpoint and Has
Faith in Mr. Fielding’s Agree-
ment

Spokane, Wash., Feb, 20 —*“Practically
all of the foremost lumbermen on our side
qf the line are heartily in favor of the re-
ciprocity agreement between the United
States and Canada,” said J. S. Deschamps,
a prominent mill operator and timber own.
er in the Kootenay district in the prov-
ince of British Columbia in the course of
an interview here, adding. “It will give
the coast lumbermen a larger and steadier
market, .

“So far as the Kootenay district is con-
cerned, our only market is in the prairia
province. With reciprocity in forece it
would be easy for lumbermen in the Un-
ited States to swamp us at any time busi-
ness is dull on this side of the line, al-'
though we have legislation that is aimed
to prevent ‘dumping.’

“The Kootenay district also would be af-
fected more or less by the proposal to
abolish the duty on fruit, but I doubt if
this will prove as serious as the orchard-
ists imagine, seeing that the duty at the
present time is only ten cents a box. Still
the fact remains that the fruit growers,
like the lumbermen, depend on the prairie
provinces for their market.

“My own idea is that one must consider
the matter from the national standpoint. ,
I am sure our minister of finance, Mr.
Fielding, who is an able and conscientious
man, has satisfied himself thoroughly that
the proposed reciprocity agreement will ba
advantageous for Canada as a whole. Those
who happen to have their interests in a
section which will be more or less adverse-
ly affected will have to make up their
minds to sacrifice local interests for the
genral good of the country.”
