REPORT.

In presenting the reports of the Conferences of Toronto
for tle vear 1890, we consider that there are good grounds
for encouragement and gratitude. Like all the other
charitable organizations of .he city, thc calls made upon
the resources of the Society duving the winter were un-
usually large, and considerably in excess of previous years,
yet the summary of receipts shows that by the activity and
zeal of the members sufficient moneys were collected to
meet those calls, and in most cases 10 leave small balances
at the end of the season. While rejoicing at the progress
made on the whole we are obliged ‘o admit that two of vur
oldest conferences are dwindling—not apparently from any
want of zeal on the part of the members, but frc lack of
interest in their workon the part ofthe community amongst
whom they are laboring.

Temporary reasons may exist for this state of affairs, and
our brothers should not feel despondent, but possess their
souls in patience and continue their labors uniil those
reasons disappear. We hope that by the time the next
season’s operations are resumed these conterences will have
reorganized, and be ready to proceed with renewed activity
and strength.

We are not in a position to report any new fonndations
or aggregations during the year. The conference of St.
Helen, as will be seen by the report printed further on, is
now fully established in the parisk, and the necessary
application for aggregation hus been forwarded through the
Superior Council of Quebee, and it is expected it will be
accorded in a short time.

In acknowledgment of the receipt of our last Annual
Report the President General was ple ased to address us the

bare statistical reports of the work t
relating to special cases and incidents which oceur during
the year, and whiel elieve the drearv record of columns
of figures, and make an annual revort so much more inter-
esting, arc wanting. This 1s no doubt due to remissness.
The practice should be introduced of immediately making
a note of such cases when tirey oceur, either in the minute
book or some other record kept expressly for the purpose ;
and thus preserve them for the annual report, and the
general edification of the Sceiety.

There are a fow special cases mentioned which we have
separated from the Conference reports in order to give them
the prominence they deserve,

The Conference of St. Mary reports that the members
have raised the sum of one hundred dollars, by private
subseribtion amongst themselves, to d« !r;l‘\ the expense of
a stained glass window, representing our Pairon, St.
Vincent de Paul, in the new St. Mary’s church,

A case of great hardship was brought under the notice
of this conference during the vear. A widow with three
young children was in such destitute circumstances that
she was obliged to part with them, and place them in dif-



ferent fanmilies. When relieved by the Conterence she

desired to et control of her ehildre n, and two of them were

given up, and through the influence of the members were
}-I.\rwi in the .\'HHJA‘»\I"' ”I'!\'Iilh:l‘jr and Tiouse of Provid-
ence respectiveiy.  The person who had the third child
refused to part with it, and the conference was obliged to
retain - a  lawyer to enforce the wmother's rights. Mr.
Nicholas Murphy, barrister, took legal proceedings and
succeeded m o gettine a decision from the court in her favor,
and as he gave his services gratuitously, the only exnense
the conference had to bear was the actual disbursements
of the case.  The mother placed the child in charge of the
Sisters of the House of Providence.

The Conference of St. Mary has had a very laborious
yvear—the expenses amounting to the large sum of $734.00
but they were generously helped to carry on their work by
priest and people—the receipts auring the year being
35912.00.

In the Conference of St. Basil several members of the
Conference assist in teaching Sunday School, and the Con
ference also supplies the children regularly with a Sunday
School  paper—the Young Catholic Messenger. At
Christmas extra relief was granted to the poor families on
the list by a distribution of geese and turkeys, so as to
enable them to celebrate the coming of sur Lord in their
own chosen manner. The Library conducted by the Con-
ference for the use of the ]v:l!'i~ll has increased its books to
1,083 volumes.

The Conference of St. Patrick has two special works
the Library, which appears to be making steady progress,
and has now over 900 volumes on the shelves, and the
Wardrobe Committee. This committee collected a large
amount of clothing during the winter, aud distributed it to
the poor twice a week. Their charity was not confined to
the poor of the ]i:ll'i«h»

The Hospital Board has kept up the work which they
first undertook, by visiting the Toronto General Hospital
and Toronto Gaol regularly, and distributing prayer books,
and moral and entertaining reading. They buried one
poor man whose family was in destitute circumstances,
and in receipt of relief from the Conference of Our Lady.
At Christmas the inmates of the Hospital were remembered
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ld men in the House of
vidence received a present of Tobaceo.

lhe Libraries in the ”"\}»iml and Gaol have beer
replenished, donations of books made to the Libraries in
the House of Providence and Sunnyside Orphanage, and a
new library started in the St. Nicholas Home for bovs.
[wo little musical entertainments with a distribution of
light refreshments were gotten up for the children in the
House of Providence and Sunnyside during the Christmas
season. Those who took part in the entertainments wert
chiefly members of the Society, and many of the clergy of
the city showed their approval by being present.

This branch of the wo.k done by the Hospital Board is
certainly deserving of commendation and encouragement.
Takine an interest in the children and endeavouring to
attract them towards virtue and religion 1s the constant
theme of the ‘nstructions given to us by the heads of the

Society. It is a work than which none i1s more needed and
more urgent, particularly in a large city like this, where
there are snares of all sorts to snatech them from us. In
the reports we receive from our brothers in Britain, Ireland
wnd the United States this work figures prominently.
Fve 'y conference makes 1t a lmim to state what efforts are
being made to help the children, and in a circular issued
last vear by the Superior Council of New York to the
Presidents of Councils and Conferences, the following appeal
is made which we cannot do better than repeat to our bro
thers of Toronto.

‘We  especially call your attention to the children.
Never permit your patience to be exhausted when the souls
of the little ones are a* stake, never lose sight of them while
there is the slightest hope of preserving them in the Faith.
The number of children lost to the Church each year 1s
frightful to consider. This is particularly noticeable in our
large cities. It is our duty to use every influence to pre-
vent this loss. Our familiarity with the econdition and
habits of the poor, will be of great assistance in this work.
Wherever there is a family of little ones exposed to this
danger, redouble vour care and attention. Induce the
parents to send them to the parochial schools or the Sun-
'ift_\ School. H]io‘llll some spare time l";u'}lill‘_j them religion.
Intercet yourself in their studies and show them the attrac-
tive side of religion. Let the parents see how our Holy
Mother Church carefully watches over them and provides
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means to smooth their ]»:1111\\.1_\ through life. Each Con-
ference could make a special work of caring for the little
ones.  Too often it seems almost a hopeless task to maki
an impression on some people, hardened as they have been
by adversity and at war with the world, because of its
apparent want of sympathy, but with the children our
efforts will generally meet with better suecess.”

We are |>l' ased to note that in liﬂ'\i\i]l‘,flllﬂlll* to l'«-p]w;-
1sh our treasuries, ln‘.ll‘l_\ all the conferences have :wi”]'T' d
the poor-box in the churches. Thisis a method now gen-
erally in use in the old country, and which was strongly
recommended l'_\ the General Mee ting of the S""j"’.\ held
in Washington in 1886, as the safest and the best means
of obtaining money for the poor. It was then reported
that this plan had always worked well when it had been
alded by earnest and periodical recommendations from the
pulpit. It was pure charity, and whilst it supplied the
Conference with funds and relieved them of much trouli
and anxious uncertainty as to the means of keeping the
reasury supplied, it was also free from all objections that
might be alleged against some methods which might bring
reproach upon the Society. This opinion is borne out by
the experience of one of our city conferences, which re-
ported last yvear that the box collections had for several
vears been sufficient to keep up the funds without
having recourse to any of the other projects usually adopted

charity sermons, lectures, pic-nics—and that the mem-
bers of the congregation had become accustomed to the
poor-box and contributed regularly. This was no doubt
due to the action of the pastor who constantly kept draw-

ing the attention of the congregation to it as a means of

complying with the precept of charity.

While speaking of the funds of the Society, a few remarks
upon the necessity of keeping faith with our benefactors
may not be amiss. A considerable portion of our resources
consists of gifts from friends not members of the S.ciety,
and sometimes not even members of the Church. This
mouey is given with the understanding expressed or im-
plied, that it be devoted to the general purposes of the
Nn'lvl.\'unl_\'. [t would therefore be an abuse to ;L]']'|.\ it to
any other ohject, however legitimate or meritorious. Last
winter the President of the Counecil was asked by the Sec-
retary of a recently established Conference if two well-
known institutions were needy. The reply was both
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ire necdv and deserving, but thev do not require aid
from vour Conference. Each has 1ts own staff of friend

ind supporters ana with their assistance 18 generally abl
to meet all demands in a satisfactory manner. If vo

have too much monev for vour present wants, eep 1t until

you need 1t, or return it with thanks to the donors ol
hand it over to some poorer conference. At any rate do
not employ it for anv other object than that for which i
was given without the knowledge or consent of those who
rave 1t. Were it \'l\}rw'l"l that this .\'-u‘l-'t_\ obtained
money for one purpose and expended it for another, the
result would be most disastrous. The writer can quots

from his own recollection two instances where the msap
plication of money was attended by very unsatisfactory
consequences.  In 1847, being then one of the three church
wardens, he saw interred in the old church of St. Jose ]»}J.
Kingston, whence I}lt_‘. were removed a short time ago, the
remains of the Rev. Father Nealan. The circumstances
attending, the death of this young, talented and zealous
priest, cut off at the commencement of his career by that

so far as the writer knows, a satisfactory answer
The other instance occurred nearer home. Some forty

years ago, or during the fifties, the Bona Mors Society was
established in St. Michael’s parish in this eitv.  For mem-
bership in this society a small contribution (25 cents a year)
was required, also a daily recitation of certain prayers.
ts objects were the care of the sick poor, and the furnish-
ing of a decent funeral for those who died destitute. The
society went on very well for a time, and had accumulated
a smail fund with which it was intended to procure gradu-
AH»\. vestiments, candlesticks, and other accessories of
divine worship to be used exclusively at the obsequies of its
beneficiaries.  One day, when the chief officers were
absent, a venerable member, highly esteemed as a
citizen but rather erotchety, and perhaps imbued with the
1dea that {|u~!11~- drd not die fast enough to iuv]» the funds
of the society actively employed, rose up in meeting and

cxelaimed. ¢ What do we want with this money, better give
it to so and so.”” It was given to “ 50 and so,”” but, un
fortunately. the re sponsibility assumed by the Bona Mors
society was not transferred with it.  The result was the
immediate and utter collapse of the latter. It never held
another meeting, and all the good it micht have accoms-
plished perished in embryo. These two examples may serve
as a warning. Others might be adduced.

The Society has sustained a great loss in the death of the
Very Rev. J. M. Laurent, Viear-General of the diocese, and
Rector of St. Michael's Cathedral. Father Laurent was a
constant and earnest friend and benefactor of the .\Vn'ir!.\‘
during his career in this city, and showed his interest In
our work by attending our General Meetings. The last
time he appeared in public was at our (veneral Meeting
for the 8th December last—only a few days before his sud
den and untimely death.  The Society showed the ir respect
for him by attending his funeral services in a body.

The Society has lost another benefactor by the death of
Mr. Joseph Goulding, who took a great interest 1n the
Hospital work. and from its inception became a regular
monthly subseriber to the funds of the Hospital Board.
The Board had a liw;ninm Mass said 1n St. Patrick’s
church for our deceased benefactor, to which his family were
invited.

We have to acknowledge receipt during the year of sev
eral particular donations, The late Viear-General Laurent
left two bequests of &500 each to the Conferences ol Our
Lady and St. Patrick—the two Conferences with which he
had been most intimately connected—and the late N.
Carlin. another old benetactor of the Society, left a bequest
of $50 to the Particular Council. The Society has se [dom
had the opportunity of re porting the receipt of moneys 1n
this manner, although no other charity oroanization should
he more entitled to a remembrance from those who have
money to will, and who desire that 1t should be expe nded
in works of charity after death.

We have again to thank Dr. Goldwin Smith, not only
for a renewal of his annual gift of $100, but for an ad
ditional $50 generously given towards the end of the winter.
These amounts were a|i~tl‘H|HIu| amongst the Conferences
of the t'i[_\'.

We are pleased to be able to report- that attendance at
the General Meetings has been much better than in former
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years. This improvement is no doubt to be attributed to
the lively interest taken in our work by His Grace the Arch
bishop of Toronto, who encourages the members by pre
‘-j.linj on I']l Se 4'|'I'J|Fi“!l‘. At the Gene ral \IN Ti!l;’ for Hl'
s8th of December His Grace ]ll'nwitlvd, and in his address to
the meeting suggested that instead of holding these Gen
eral Meetines in St. Vincent's Hall we should do so in some
of the churches, as was the case in former years. This
would attract more of the Catholics of the city, and give
them an opportunity of getting acquainted with the work
we were doing.  He was also kind enough to invite the
Society to hold the next Gieneral Meeting in St. Michael’s
Cathedral.

The General Meeting on the 2nd Nm«l:\.\‘ after Easter was
accordingly held in St. Michael's, and there was a very
itl,'« atte lH‘iIIII(". ”1~ Girace ]rl'r\hlui. :Hld was accom-
panied by his new Vicar-Gene ral, Very Rev. Father Me-
Cann.

[t will be observed that the reports do not make any
reference to the night school in St. Nicholas Home, a work
which has been maintained by the Society during the win
ter months for some yearsp w8t. The school was not opent d
last winter, not, however, on account of any want of sup-
port on the lm)‘[ of the Socie Ly, for the Conferences decided
in due time to provide the necessary funds. It was occas
ioned by the resignation of the ge. tleman who had charge
of the boys in the institution, and tne delay in securing a
suecessor. thus making it inconvenien. to have the night
school until the season was too far advanced. The Hospital
Board have now ;UlnerNl this as part of their work, and for
the future will give it their direct attention.

As announced in our last Annunal Report, the Society in
Toronto completed the 40th year of its existence in Nov-
ember last, and at our General Meeting in December the
anniversary was kept in a quiet way. For the in“ormation
and entertainment of the members thie Viee-President had
collected from the first minute books of the Society, some
reminiscences of its early days, and it was suggested that
they be included in this Report.

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Mr. Macdonell has told us in one of his Annual Reports
that although the resolutions just read were moved by
various persons, they were prepared by the Chevalier Muir,
who was the actual founder of the Conference. Mr. Muir
was already a member of the Society in Quebec, and was
making a sojourn in Toronto during the session of the Cana
dian Parliament, of which body he was clerk.

From the time of the mtroduction of the .\\u'il‘tl\ of St.
Vincent de Paul into Canada, until a short time before his
death, George Manly Muir was the most striking figure con
nected with it, as well as its most devoted member. He
was a model of charity, piety and Christian.benevo
lence, and to his active zeal and devotedness, while
v member of the Particular Council of Quebec and
President of the Superior Council <f Canada, may be
ittributed, under Providence, the success the Society
has attained in the Dominion. He was a son of
\!".“" A. C. Muir, of the 41st Regiment ot Foot, and was
born at Amherstburg, Upper Canada, on the 16th April,
1807. Like Frederick Ozonam he studied law and was
called to the bar of Lower Canada, but abandoned that

wreer for a position in the Legislative Assembly, in 1831.
A\fter the union of the Provinces he was appointed one of
the joint cizrks of the Legislative Assembly, which position
he retained until Confederation, when he accepted a similar
position in the Local House at Quebec. Mr. Muir made
his home in that city, but while the old system of moving
the seat of Government about from place to place was in

1e, he was obliged to reside at the capital during the
sittings of the Legislature, and he always availed himself
of these occasions to propagate his beloved Hru'it't_\'. and in
SPIre his assoclates \\llll Ili\ ln‘.'o' 4»fl}l~ poor.
