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REPORT.

In presenting the reports of the Conferences of Toronto 
for ti.e year 1890, we consider that there are good grounds 
for encouragement and gratitude. Like all the other 
charitable organizations of .he city, tin calls made upon 
the resources of the Society dving the winter were un­
usually large, and considerably in excess of previous years, 
yet the summary of receipts shows that by the activity and 
zeal of the members sufficient moneys were collected to 
meet those calls, and in most cases io leave small balances 
at the end of the season. While rejoicing at the progress 
made on the whole we are obliged *o admit that two of our 
oldest conferences are dwindling—not apparently from any 
want of zeal on the part of the members, but fren lack of 
interest in their workon the part of the community amongst 
whom they are laboring.

Temporary reasons may exist for this state of affairs, and 
brothers should not feel despondent, but possess their 

souls in patience and continue their labors until those 
disappear. We hope that by the time the next 

season’s operations are resumed these conferences w ill have 
reorganized, and be ready to proceed with renewed activity 
and strength.

We are not in a position to report any new foundations 
or aggregations during the year. The conference of St. 
Helen, as will be seen by the report printed further on, is 
now fully established in the parish, and the necessary 
application for aggregation has been forwarded through the 
Superior Council of Quebec, and it is expected it will be 
accorded in a short time.

In acknowledgment of the receipt of our last Annual 
Report the President General was pleased to address us the

Sir and Dear Brother—I have to thank you for the in­
teresting Report which you have sent me, and which 
exhibits once more the favorable position of the Society of 
St. Vincent de Paul in Toronto.
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Forty year* have elapsed since your first conference was 

founded. I hope you may have the happiness to celebrate 
its 50th anniversary, and between now and then to add new 
conferences to those which have been doing so much good 
under your direction. ,

The Superior Council of Canada are beginning to 
anticipate the difficulty of supervising the large extent of 
territory committed to its care, and the General Council 
here is of opinion also that it would be well t< -elieve the 
Superior Council of part of its burden, bv associating with 
it Central Councils, which could take charge ot part of its 
duties in so far as regards the preparation of business as 
well as the extension of the Society m new directions, but 
remaining otherwise subordinate to it.

1 do not know whether Mr. Hamel has yet mentioned 
the project to vou, hut b More long the question will be 
brought before you, and I wish you to consider it, and also 
the limits which it would be convenient to fix, in case the 
project is carried out, for the circumscription of the 
Council.

With regard to the establishment of a Central Council, 
we find that provision was made in the rules of the Society 
many wars ago, for such organizations and their usefulness 
appears to be attracting more attention lately, as it is 
observed bv reports in the Bulletin that during the last two 
years several have been established in Ireland, England 
and the United States. A Central Council is intended to 
have a more extended jurisdiction than a 1 articular 
Council, and to unite the Particular Councils and Çonfer-

„ within it* circumscription—as for instance witlnn a
province, an archdiocese or a diocese ; and also to be the 
channel of correspom ce between these 1 articular 
Councils and Conference.., and the head ot the Society, nit 
through the Superior Cou xcil of the country, where one
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exists. The Superior Council of Quebec now lias jurisdic­
tion over the Society in the Dominion of Canada, a charge 
that must entail a vast amount of labor for several 
reasons—the large area which it has to supervise, extend­
ing from the Atlantic to the Pacific, and also the extra 
work entailed by difference in language. The President 
General therefore considers that it would he for the advan­
tage of the Society here if a Central Council were estab­
lished in Toronto. It wouil relieve Quebec of the work of 
collecting and collating reports, and conducting the corre­
spondence connected with the councils and conferences 
within the Province of Ontario, or the Archdiocese of 
Toronto, if considered more advisable, The suggestion has 
not taken any definite shape yet, and our Particular Council 
while admitting the necessity of such a body, is afraid that 
the working material which it has at present would hardly 
warrant the undertaking of more extensive duties. When, 
however, a direct proposal is made, the conferences will 
have an opportunity of giving an expression of opinion 
upon it.

As a general rule the conferences give nothing but the 
hare statistical reports of the work they do Those items 
relating to special cases and incidents which occur during 
the year, and which relieve the dreary record of columns 
of figures, and make an annual report so much more inter­
esting, arc wanting. This is no doubt due to remissness. 
The practice should he introduced of immediately making 
a note of such cases when they occur, either in the minute 
book or some other record kept expressly for the purpose; 
and thus preserve them for the annual report, and the 
general edification of the Society.

There are a few special cases mentioned which we have 
separated from the Conference reports in order to give them 
the prominence they deserve.

The Conference of St. Mary reports that the members 
have raised the sum of one hundred dollars, by private 
subscribtion amongst themselves, to defray the expense of 
a stained glass window, representing our Patron, St. 
Vincent de Paul, in the new St. Mary's church.

A case of great hardship was brought under the notice 
of this conference during the year. A widow with three 
young children was in such destitute circumstances that 
she was obliged to part with them, and place them in dif-
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feront families. When relieved by the Conference she 
desired to get control of her children, and two of them were 
given uj>, and through the influence of the members were 
placed in the Sunnyside Orphanage and ’louse of Provid­
ence respectively. The person who had the third child 
refused to part with it, and the conference was obliged to 
retain a lawyer to enforce the mother's rights. Mr. 
Nicholas Murphy, barrister, took legal proceedings and 
succeeded in getting a decision from the court in her favor, 
and as he gave his services gratuitously, the only expense 
the conference had to bear was the actual disbursements 
of the case. The mother placed the child in charge of the 
Sisters of the House of Providence.

The Conference of St. Mary has had a very laborious 
year—the expenses amounting to the large sum of $784.00 
but they were generously helped to carry on their work by 
priest and people—the receipts during the year being 
$01*2.00.

In the Conference of St. Basil several members of the 
Conference assist in teaching Sunday School, and the Con­
ference also supplies the children regularly with a Sunday 
School paper—the Young Catholic Messenger. At 
Christmas extra relief was granted to the poor families on 
tlie list by a distribution of geese and turkeys, so as to 
enable them to celebrate the coming of our Lord in their 
own chosen manner. The Library conducted by the Con­
ference for the use of the parish has increased its books to 
1,088 volumes.

The Conference of St. Patrick has two special works— 
the Library, which appears to be making steady progress, 
and has now over !»00 volumes on the shelves, and the 
Wardrobe Committee. This committee collected a large 
amount of clothing during the winter, and distributed it to 
the poor twice a week. Their charity was not confined to 
the poor of the parish.

The Hospital Board has kept up the work which they 
first undertook, by visiting the Toronto General Hospital 
and Toronto Gaol regularly, and distributing prayer books, 
and moral and entertaining reading. They buried 
poor man whose family was in destitute circumstances, 
and in receipt of relief from the Conference of Our Lady. 
At Christmas the inmates of the Hospital were remembered
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by a supply of fruit, and the old men in the House of Pro­
vidence received a present of Tobacco.

The Libraries in the Hospital and Gaol have been 
replenished, donations of books made to the Libraries in 
the House of Providence and Sunny side Orphanage, and a 
new library started in the St. Nicholas Home for boys. 
Two little musical entertainments with a distribution of 
light refreshments were gotten up for the children in the 
House of Providence and Sunnyside during the Christmas 
season. Those who took part in the entertainments were 
chiefly members of the Society, and many of the clergy of 
the city showed their approval by being present.

This branch of the wo.k done by the Hospital Board is 
certainly deserving of commendation and encouragement. 
Taking an interest in the children and endeavouring to 
attract them towards virtue and religion is the constant 
theme of the instructions given to us by the heads of the 
Society. It is a work than which none is more needed and 
more urgent, particularly in a large city like this, where 
there are snares of all sorts to snatch them from us. In 
the reports we receive from our brothers in Britain, Ireland 
and the United States this work figures prominently. 
Every conference makes it a point to state what efforts are 
being made to help the children, and in a circular issued 
last year by the Superior Council of New York to the 
Presidents of Councils and Conferences, the following appeal 
is made which we cannot do better than repeat to our bro­
thers of Toronto.

“ We especially call your attention to the children. 
Never permit your patience to be exhausted when the souls 
of the little ones are a* stake, never lose sight ol them while 
there is the slightest hope of preserving them in the Faith. 
The number of children lost to the Church each year is 
frightful to consider. This is particularly noticeable in our 
large cities. It is our duty to use every influence to pre­
vent this loss. Our familiarity with the condition and 
habits of the poor, will be of great assistance in this work. 
Wherever there is a family of little ones exposed to tins 
danger, redouble your care and attention. Induce the 
parents to send them to the parochial schools or the Sun­
day School. Spend some spare time teaching them religion. 
Intercut yourself in their studies and show them the attrac­
tive side of religion. Let the parents see how our Holy 
Mother Church carefully watches over them and provides
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are needy and deserving, but they do not require aid 
from your Conference. Each has its own staff of friends 
and supporters and with their assistance is generally able 
to meet all demands in a satisfactory manner. If yon 
have too much money for your present wants, keep it until 
you need it, or return it with thanks to the donors or 
hand it over to some poorer conference. At any rate do 
not employ it for any other object than that for which it 
was given without the knowledge or consent of those who 
gave it. Were it suspected that this Society obtained 
money for one purpose and expended it for another, the 
result would be most disastrous. The writer can quote 
from his own recollection two instances where the misap­
plication of money was attended by very unsatisfactory 
consequences. In 1847, being then one of the three church 
wardens, he saw interred in the old church of St. Joseph, 
Kingston, whence they were removed a short time ago, the 
remains of the Rev. Father Xealan. The circumstances 
attending, the death of this young, talented and zealous 
priest, cut off at the commencement of his career by that 
fell-destroyer, ship-fever, were so touching that it was re­
solved to erect forthwith a monument to his memory. A 
collection was accordingly made to which the writer con­
tributed, and prepared besides an inscription, approved by 
competent authority ; but the monument was never erected, 
and to this day—44 years after the death of Father Xealan 
—the question “ what became of the funds” still awaits, 
so far as the writer knows, a satisfactory answer

The other instance occurred nearer home. Some forty 
years ago, or during the fifties, the liona Marx Society was 
established in St. Michael’s parish in this city. For mem­
bership in this society a small contribution (25 cents a year) 
was required, also a daily recitation of certain prayers. 
Its objects were the care of the sick poor, and the furnish­
ing of a decent funeral for those who died destitute, 
society went on very well for a time, and had accumulated 
a small fund with which it was intended to procure gradu­
ally, vestments, candlesticks, and other accessories of 
divine worship to be used exclusively at the obsequies of its 
beneficiaries. One day, when the chief officers were 
absent, a venerable member, highly esteemed as a 
citizen but rather crotchety, and perhaps imbued with the 
idea that people dal not die fast enough to keep the funds 
of the society actively employed, rose up in meeting and
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exclaimed, “ What do we want with this money, better give 
it to so and bo.” It vrs given to “so and so, hut, un­
fortunately. the responsibility assumed by the liona Mors 
society was not transferred with it. I he result was the 
immediate and utter collapse of the latter. It never held 
another meeting, and all the good it might have accom­
plished perished in embryo- These two examples may serve 
as a warning. Others might be adduced.

The Societv lias sustained a great loss in the death ot the 
Very Rev J. M. Laurent, Vicar-General of the diocese, ami 
Rector of St. Michael’s Cathedral. Father Laurent was a 
constant and earnest friend and benefactor of the Society 
during his career in tl s city, and showed his interest in 
our work by attendin our General Meetings. The last 
time he appeared in public was at our General Meeting 
for the Htb December last—only a few days before his sud­
den and untimely death. The Society showed their respect 
for him bv attending his funeral services m a body.

The Society has lost another benefactor by the death ot 
Mr. Joseph Goulding, who took a great interest in the 
Hospital work, and from its inception became a regular 
monthly subscriber to the funds of the Hospital Hoard. 
The Board had a Requiem Mass said in St. l atncks 
church for our deceased benefactor, to which Ins family were
iU We have to acknowledge receipt during the year of sev­
eral particular donations. The late Vicar-General Laurent 
left two bequests of $500 each to the Conferences of Our 
Lady and St. Patrick-the two Conferences with which lie 
had* been most intimately connected—and the ate JN. 
Carlin, another obi benefactor of the Society, left a bequest 
of $50 to the Particular Council. The Society has seldom 
had the opportunity of reporting the receipt of moneys in 
this manner, although no other charity organization should 
be more entitled to a remembrance from those who have 

will, and who desire that it should be expendedmoney to
in works of charity after death. . „ . . . .

the General Meetings has been much better than in former
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years. This improvement is no doubt to he attributed to 
the lively interest taken in our work by His Grace the Arch­
bishop of Toronto, who encourages the members by pre­
siding on these occasions. At the General Meeting tor the 
Hth of December Ilis Grace presided, and in his address to 
the meeting suggested that instead of holding these Gen­
eral Meetings in St. Vincent's Hall we should do so in some 
of the churches, as was the case in former years. 1 his 
would attract more of the Catholics of the city, and give 
them an opportunity of getting acquainted with the work 

doing. He was also kind enough to invite the 
Society to hold the next General Meeting in St. Michael’s 
Cathedral.

The General Meeting on the 2nd Sunday after Easter was 
accordingly held in St. Michael s, and there was a very 
large attendance. His Grace presided, and 
panied by his new Vicar-General, \ cry Rev. 1* ather Mc­
Cann.

It will be observed that the reports do not make any 
reference to the night school in St. Nicholas Home, a work 
which has been maintained by the Society during the win­
ter months for some years past. The school was not opened 
last winter, not, however, on account of any want of sup­
port on the part of the Society, for the Conferences decided 
in due time to provide the necessary funds. It was occas­
ioned by the resignation of the ge. tleman who had charge 
of the boys in the institution, and tn* delay in securing a 
successor, thus making it inconvenient to have the night 
school until the season was too far advanced. The Hospital 
Board have now adopted this as part of their work, and for 
the future will give it their direct attention.

As announced in our last Annual Report, the Society in 
Toronto completed the 40th year of its existence in Nov­
ember last, and at our General Meeting in December the 
anniversary was kept in a quiet way. For the infirmation 
and entertainment of the members the Vice-President had 
collected from the first minute books of the Society, some 
reminiscences of its early days, and it was suggested that 
they be included in this Report.

vs, viz : Mr. Macdonell has told us in one of liis Annual Reports 

that although the resolutions just read were moved by 
various persons, they were prepared by the Chevalier Muir, 
who was the actual founder of the Conference. Mr. Muir 
was already a member of the Society in Quebec, and was 
making a sojourn in Toronto during the session of the Cana­
dian Parliament, of which body he was tderk.

From the time of the introduction of the Society of St. 
Vincent de Paul into Canada, until a short time before his 
dea‘h, George Manly Muir was the most striking figure con­
nected with it, as well as its most devoted member. He 
was a model of charity, piety and Christian .benevo­
lence, and to his active zeal and devotedness, while 
a member of the Particular Council of Quebec and 
President of the Superior Council ' f Canada, may be 
attributed, under Providence, the success the Society 
has attained in the Dominion.
Major A. C. Muir, of the 41st Regiment ot Foot, and was 
born at Amherstburg, Vpper Canada, on the ltith April, 
1807. Like Frederick Ozonam be studied law and was 
called to the bar of Lower Canada, but abandoned that 
career for a position in the Legislative Assembly, in 1881. 
After the union of the Provinces he was appointed one of 
the joint ekrks of the Legislative Assembly, which position 
he retained until Confederation, when he accepted a similar 
position in the Local House at Quebec. Mr. Muir made 
his home in that city, but while the obi system of moving 
the seat of Government about from place to place was in 
vogue, he was obliged to reside at the capital during the 
sittings of the Legislature, and he always availed himself 
of these occasions to propagate his beloved Society, and in­
spire his associates with his love of the poor. Thus we 
find that besides <>ur first Conference, he helped to fourni 
the first Conference in Montreal, he established the Particu­
lar Council of Ottawa, also the work of the Patronage of 
Children in Quebec, and several other works of charity in 
that city which still survive him.

While distinguished for his great charity and affection 
for the poor, Mr. Muir was very particular in observing the 
rules of the society and in carrying out the counsels rec- 
commended by them. In visiting the poor families helped 
by the Conference he endeavoured to impress upon them 
the necessity of attending to their religious duties and 
keeping their dwellings clean and neat. This seems to

the patient attention they have given to my suggestions and recom­
mendations for the furtherance of charity, the object of our Society. 
If in the discharge of those duties which my office imposed on me, and 
when differing in opinion with uiy confreres, 1 have at any time used ex­
pressions that have given them pain, or have appeared unnecessarily harsh 
i here humbly solicit their forgiveness, and beg they will attribute my 
faults to a conscientious desire to induce a compliance with the spirit of 
the Society, and not to a waut of personal respect for them. 1 likewise 
take leave on this occasion to add a few words more, to those confreres 
who first united with me, and who have founded this Conference. I 
would say—that as the elder Brothers they owe to those who entered 
after them, the example of the more perfect practice of the virtues of our 
Holy Patron, aiukthe strict observance of the regulations of the Society, 
to which they bound themselves when they became members and under­
took to establish a Conference of Charity, the neglect of which would 
lower it to th«i level of a mere mendicity society for the sole distribution 
of alms.

And to the Confrere* who, following the example of their elders, have 
enrolled themselves in the Conference, 1 would most earnestly recorn, 
mend a vigilant observance of its rules and the |*erfornianc6 of all their 
religious duties, hearing constantly in mind that it is of imperative 
obligation on the members of the Society of St. V incent de Paul to 
edify their Catholic Brethren by the constant practice of all the Catho­
lic virtues, and that a member of the Society who does not frequent 
the Sacraments, has not obtained the blessing of being imbued with the 
spirit of St. Vincent de Paul, and cannot Hatter himself that he is a 
deserving son of our Holy Patron, whose admirable life he does not 
deavour to imitate. But the generous spirit of self-abnegation and unify 
that has jiervaded tne proceedings of the Conference since its commence 
ment, gives the hopeful promise that brotherly love and emulation will 
continue to endear it to its members, and afford a guarantee of its 
stability and permanency.

1 will" here repeat from the Manual of the Socu the frequent 
mendation of the General Council in nearly all its circulars and 
bulletins—“ The visit of the poor is our principal work, it must above 
all occupy our time as members of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, 
The patronage of the children has, it is true, received a great develop­
ment in the Society, but this patronage is a natural, a necessary con-
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sequence of the conscientious and Christian visit made to the poo'-. How 
can we not feel moved for the salvation and future prospects of their 
children—of those little and interesting creatures of God,—who are, 
humanely considered, so forsaken, and to the assistanceof whom, Heaven 
itself appears to call ns, when we cross the freeholds of the dismal and 
dreary dwellings of their parents. If to the visit of the poor religiously 
arid regularly made, we unite the true spirit of charity toward one an­
other, the advancement and stability of the Society is assured, and God 
will grant us His blessings.”

1 cannot terminate without calling your attention to the particular de­
votion we owe to our Blessed Lady, under whose especial protection this 
Conference was founded, and to whom we arc all so much indebted for 
the many blessings this Good Mother daily obtains for us from God. 
Let us then constantly invoke the aid of the “ Help of Christians,” and 
we may rest assured of leading a Christian life and making a happy 
death.

In accepting your resignation of the office of President, we cannot 

avoid expressing deep regret at parting with a Confrere whose exemplary 
devotedness to the duties of that station lias been so beneficial to the 
poor, and edifying to the Conference. To you, Dear Kir, are we indebted, 
under God, for the establishment of this Conference, and consequently 
for the many blessings, spiritual and corporal, that flow from its labors 
in the holy cause of charity—blessings in which »ot only the Conference 
but the entire Catholic Community of Toronto, are, to a certain extent, 
participators. The unwearied zeal you have so uniformly displayed— 
the liberality manifested on so many occasions, particularly in your late 
munificent donation of books, merit our sincere thanks : and we heart­
ily pray you may receive in this world a hundred-fold recompense, and 
in the world to come, life everlasting.

With regard to ourselves, we hope that the kind Providence who has 
hitherto watched over our infant Society, will continue His protection, 
and raise up in your place another “ guide and familiar." qualified for 
the arduous duties he will be expected to fulfil. Whoever he mav be, 
we are convinced a better model cannot be proposed for his imitation 
than the highly efficient officer whose removal we unfeignedly regret.

For yourself, we doubt not your course will continue to be marked, 
as it has ever been, by unremitting diligence in the service of God and 
your neighbour. Members of the same Kocietv, and of that mystical 
Body of which Christ is the head, we shall share in your good "works, 
trusting your example will incite us to renewed exertion, by strict ob­
servance of our rules, fervent devotion to the Blessed Mother of God and 
earnest endeavours to imitate the virtues of our Holy Patron, Kt. Yfhcent 
de Paul. We recommend you to these powerful advocates; confidently 
hoping that the Conference of Our Lady of Toronto will always be re-
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membered in your prayers; and that although in this life, duty calls us 
to distant paths, we miy hereafter be reunited in the eternal enjoyment 
of the one, Sovereign, never-ending Good.

While Mr. Muir's name was ever held in veneration by 
tlie early members of the Conference he founded, he, on 
his part, always took a warm interest in its welfare, and 
lost no opportunity of expressing his pleasure at its advance­
ment and recalling his early connection with it.

In 1859 he was appointed President of the Particular 
Council of Quebec, and became an invaluable assistant 
to Mr. Gauthier in the Direction of the Society. At length 
when that gentleman retired from the presidency of the 
Superior Council of Canada in I8t>(>, Mr. Muir was elected 
his successor. For fifteen years he filled this impor­
tant position with a devotedness truly admirable, direct­
ing and inspiring with the true spirit of charity our Society 
all over this Dominion, and leaving a precious example to 
those who succeeded him. In recognition of his actixitv 
and zeal in the cause of charity the late Holy Father Pope 
Pius IX. appointed him a "Knight of the order of St. Gregory 
the Great, in 1869.

Advanced in years and feeble in health, he was forced to 
tender his resignation cf the presidency towards the end of 
1880. It was accepted very reluctantly, and his successor, 
Mr. P. E. Smith, was elected on the 7th of April, 1881. 
Mr. Muir did not survive his resignation very long—lie died 
on the 8th July, 1882.

The Conference of Our Lady continued to increase in 
numbers, in resources, and in works for upwards of two 
years, when it was felt that the time for a change had ar­
rived. At a special meeting called for the 6th January, 
1853, for the purpose of considering the question of estab­
lishing a new Conference, it was decided unanimously that 
such action was necessary in view of the time occupied in 
transacting business at the sittings, and on the 23rd 
January, 1853, the following proceedings are recorded in 
the minutes.

“ It being deemed expedient to establish a new Conference 
for the Eastern end of the city, it was decided that said 
Conference be formed forthwith,' to he composed of the fol-

His Lordship pave much encouragement to the members 
hy visiting the Conference during the meetings. On the 
24th April. 1851, lie was present accompamea hy the Rev. 
Mr Maloney, and after an address bestowed las benedic­
tion ; and oi. a feast of the Society shortly afterwards the 
general communion of the members took place at the 
Bishop’s Mass in his own private chapel, after which he
addressed them.

At another visit after addressing some enco-.raging 
words and approving of past operations, he commended a 
strict observance of the rules of the Society, and suggested 
holding meetings in public once or twice a year, as a means 
of impressing people with a sense of the utility of the 
Society, and thereby increasing the funds.

And the following minute shows that llis Lordship 
interest wa not one of sentiment only. It is recorded that 
on the 24th of July, 1858, His Lordship visited the meet­
ing and expressed great interest in the proceedings o n* 
Conference, made enquiry relative to the number of mem­
bers Ac., and consulted with the members as to the best 
method of exciting a more general and lively interest in 
its welfare. He then observed that he understood the Con­
ference was in debt and enquired the amount, llu* in­
dent replied that he thought the sum owing was about live 
pounds. His Lordship blessed the Conference and with­
drew, but soon after returned and presented the 1 resident 
with the five pounds as a mark of his approval and good­
will to the Society. ,

The following is a list of clothing distributed, 15 suits 
mens’ clothes, 3 prs. mens' socks, 7 prs. mens’ boots, 21 
suits boys’ clothes, 27 prs. boys' socks, 11 prs. boys’ boots, 
8 prs. rubbers and overshoes, 2 overcoats, 5 girls jackets, 
3 womens’ dresses, 11 suits mens’ underclothing, 17 odd 
pieces, a number of hats and other articles, 1 bedstead and 
bedding to a poor widow woman. Most of the clothing was 
quite clean and in good order and a credit to the donators, 
to whom the committee wish to tender their thanks.

This list does not include a number of pairs of new boots 
given by the Conference on the recommendation of the 
visitors, and shown in the general report.
