Rar-Admiral Bronson Will Command
United States Warsnips in the

‘Washington, March 13.—Complete
plans for the consolidation into one
fleet of all American cruising vessels
in the Pacific ocean were made public
by the navy department to-day. The
order will probably go into effect about
the end of this month. when Rear-
Admiral Bronson will become com-
mander-in-chief of everything in the
Facific.

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VER ONE HUNDRED
AND FIFTY MISSING

Probably All Were Killed By the Explosions on the
French Battleship at Toulon--Admiral’s Nar-
row Escape.

Toulon, March 12.—A terrible disaster
occurred here this afternoon, when the
powder magazine on board the French
battleship Jena bltw up, resulting in
the death of Capt. Adigard, her com-
mander, Captain Verbock, chief of staff
of the Mediterranean squadron, and
from 75 to 80 bluejackets, and frightful-
ly injuring Rear-Admiral Manceron
and hundreds of others.

Naval circies are aghast at the cat-
astrophe, and the public is stunned,
coming as it does so soon after loss of
the French submarine Lutin, in which
'16 men perished.

Practically the entire afterpart of
the Jena was blown to pieces. The
bodies of the victims were hurled
through the air by a succession of ex-
plosions and the panic-stricken work-
men at the arsenal fleéd from the dock
for their lives. Scores of the men
aboard the Jena jumped elther over-
board, or to the stone quays, and sus-
tained serious injuries.

Why thig instrument exploded
known, the powder magazines were
sbon afire and their. contents in ex-
ploding ruined one of the finest ves-
fels in the French navy. She had just
undergone a final inspection of her hull
and machinery.

The crew of the Jena had
finished their midday meal only a short
time before the explosion, and had dis-
persed to various parts of the vessel
Most of the men were engaged in work
connected with the approaching depar-
ture of the warship, but quite a large
party had been detailéed to attend a
lecture which was being given for-
ward, i

The explosion came without warning.

The first detonation was
violent and shook the vessel fore and
aft. It was followed by other shocks.
!The erew were thrown into a condition
of panic. They rushed wildly hither
and thither, about the deck. The men
forward who had been attending the
lecture clambered over the bulwarks
and jumped down, some of them to the
dock, and others to the stone quays.
Many of these .sustained fatal injuries.
The hundreds of men below, K deck were

Enshrouded in Blinding Smoke,
and while they groped their way to-
wards the exits, suffocating -fumes
caused many of them to fall uncon-
scious.

In the meantime the explosions had
become more frequent, and the entire
afterpart of the Jena caught fire. Shells
and charges of explosives in the mag-
azines continued to explode and mass-
es of metal were hurled into the air
1o fall everywhere about the docks and
the arsenal. These flying missiles de-
molished the torpedo shed, the engine
works and the pump house nearby, and
were a serious menace to the lives of
thogse who made their way toward the
ill-fated battleship to begin the work
of rescue,

Despite the danger many heroic ef-
forts were made to render assistance,
but for the most part in vain.

The Jena Was Aflame,
which prevented approach. It is' de-
clared that for forty minutes the
authorities were unable to discover the
keys with which to open the locks with
which to flood the drydock and sub-
1aerge the shipg but when they did
finally open the}'&:ks the water rush-

ed in onto the Iena and the explosions
came to an éend.

Then amid clouds of dense smoke
the search for dead and wounded was
begun. The lower decks were littered
with the pieces of.

Shattered and Torn Bodies,
while the surrounding water was dot-
ted with human fragments dripping
with blood. It will be imposible to as-
certain the exact number of killed and
wounded until to-morrow, when a roll
call will be held as many of the men
were' comipletely blown to pieces, while
others were incinerated. Many of
those who escaped death suffered sev-
ere injuries, and becoming insane they
rushed frantically about the vicinity
of the drydock until they fell exhaust-
ed. The arsenal authorities organized
an ambulance corps without loss of
time, and-soon a long procession of in-
jured men were on their way to the
hospitals.

After the first explosion squads of
workmen and sailors approached the
scene

At the Peril of Their Lives,
and as they neared the Jena’s dock,
they could dimly observe, through the
dense smoke, human remains flying
constantly in the air. Then followed
further explosions on the doomed ves-
sel, which presented a terrible spec-
tacle, and caused the arsenal employ-
ees to wring their hands with horror.
Suddenly blackened  forms with hag-
gard eyes rushed madly through the
lines.

Toulon, March 13.—Minister of
Marine Thompson arrived here to-day
from Paris. The roll of the battleship
Jena, on which the disastrous explos-
ions occurred yesterday, was immedi-
ately called. Four hundred and seven
men replied to their names. Those of
the crew who are uninjured are quart-
ered temporarily in the naval barracks.

Twenty-four officers and engineers
are also reported -safe. Besides these
44 of the crew are lying in the hospitals
geriously injured.

As the officers and crew numbered
€30, it will thus be seen that 155 are not
accounted for, but the naval authori-
ties consider it most probable that a
large number of them have sought re-
fuge with relatives or friends in Toulon.

The entire town is in deepest mourn-
ing. Crowds are gathering at the
arsenal’and dock waiting the anneunce-
mept” of the names of the dead. Hun-
dréds of dispatches asking for details
of the disaster- have reached naval
headquarters here,

Although the belief continues to pre-
vail that the number of —missing will
bt reduced, no more sailors or others
have reported their safety.

The minister of marine upon his ar-
rival here consulted with the port ad-
miral, after which he proceeded to the
scene of the dlsaster.

All around .the Missiesy dry dock
were strewn pieces of shells and the
store, sheds and other buildings were

| pierced in many places.

Fire hose played all night on the un-
submerged portions of the battleship
Jena, whose interior has been com-
pletely ‘flooded.- The after part of the:
battleship is destroyed.

The officers’ cabins are in ruins. One
of the officers who escaped said that
Admiral Manceron owed his life to the
fact that the ports of his cabin were
open, thus permitting the suffocating
gases to.escape, :

The Jena was a turret ship of 11,881
tons displacement and 15,600 horse-
power. Th2 vessel had an armored
belt from 6 to 13% inches of steel, four
12-inch guns, -eight 6-inch guns, eight
3.9-inch, sixteen 1.8-inch and about
twenty smailer rapid-fire. guns.  Her
speed was estimated at over eighteen
knots, and she carried 630 officers and
men. The Jena was the flagship of
Rear-Admiral Manceron. Capt. Vertier
was the chief of staff and her com-
mander was Capt. Adigard.

ONLY FAITHFUL FEW
ATTENDED SERVICES

Impressive Ceremonies in Memory
of John Alexander Dowie--
Funeral on Thursday.

Chicago, March 12.—Funeral services
were held last night for John Alexand-
er Dowie by the little band of the faith-
ful who have stood by him, while thou-
sands of the one-time restoration host
ridiculed and scorned the former ruler.

Refusing to accept concilitary meas-
ures offered by Gladstone Dowie, in the
form of a share in the last rites over
his afther’s body, Deacon J. W. Cutter
and his six assistant deacons chosen
by Dowie, as the ecclesiastical rulers of
kis church in Zion City, held formal
services, which they said were the only
possible ceremonies under the Chris-
tian Catholic Apostolic church in Zion.

Deacon Cutter had persuaded five of
his authorized assistants,
Crawford, Snelling, Chad, Gottschalk

and Brauna, to hold to their original
stand. In spite of a drizzling night, his

residence was crowded, mourners find- |

ing places on stairs and window sills.
Under these conditions, with every
person present who had been a follower
of the “First Apostle” in life and death,
the services had a deep religious tone
that made them unusually impressive.
The services were modelled upon those

conducted by Dowie at the grave of his
daughter Esther, including the same
scriptural readings and prayers. Coupl-
ed with these was the singing of the
songs Dowie sang upon his deathbed,
“Joy Cometh in the Morning,” “Joy to
the World,” and “Lead, Kindly Light.”

Deacons Samuel, Chad and Morris,
who were with Dowie in his last ngiht
on earth, were called upon to relate in-
cidents of those hours. Deacon Morris
denied that the “First Apostle” was
delirious at any time. He said he was
merely “talking in his sleep as he had
done every night for weeks,” and that
fever or any of the other symptoms of
delirium failed to appear.

The meeting closed with declarations
from almost every one present that
they would remain in the present body
until Dowie’s will reveals whom he
chose as his successor. Then they will
flock to his support.

FERRY CAPSIZED
FIFTEEN DROWNED

Victims of Accident Were Greeks
Employed in Construction of
Railroad.

Redding, Cal, March 12.—Fifteen
men lost their lives in the treacherous
Pitt river yesterday. The men were all
Greeks, employed in the construction
crews of the Sacramento Valley &
Eastern rallroad, bullding from the
Delamar copper smelter to the new
station of Bonita, on the Southern Pa-
cific, three miles 2bove Kennet. Nine-
teen men besides the Greeks, an Indian
by the name of Wesley, and the fore-
man of the crew, Charles O’Nelll,
started to cross the river on the new
ferryboat of the company.

When the boat had reached the mid-
dle of the stream the Greeks, for some
reason unknown, bunched upon one end
of the twenty-foot boat. This caused
the boat to rise on end and the men
were thrown back, Then they piled up
on a bunch -at the other end. One was
washed overboard during the proceed-
ing, and the sight of the man in the
river frightened the others until they
were panic stricken. They ran to the
side of the boat, some 'jumping upon
the railings, the whole chattering
wildly.

Finally the boat was overbalanced
and every man slipped off in the water.
The ferryman and the foreman grab-
bed the boat and stayed with it. They
were saved. Two other men had pres-
ence of mind enough to  swim  and
gained the nearest shore, but fifteen of
the Greeks completely lost their heads

.and went down,

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MAYOR MORLEY MAKES
A STRANGE RULING

Liquor License By-law Provokes Con-
siderable Heat and Friction in
the Aldermanic Camp.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
The Liquor License By-Law which

came up before the city council last
night was productive
discussion,

of 'a nugatory
although considerable

warmth was introduced into the pro-
ceedings. The abortiveness lay, not so
much in the aldermen not making a
strenuous effort to transact some busi-
ness, but rather in a strange ruling on
the part of the Mayor with regard to
an amendment—a r‘uling which is prob-
ably unparalled in civic affairs.

The clause of the by-law which gave
rise to the discussion and the subse-
quent amendment was as follows:

“Every holder of a license in the city
of Victoria, under sub-section 1 of
schedule ‘A’ of ths Revepue By-Law,
1900, Nc. 821, shall, on the second Wed-
nesday in June of each year, apply to
the board for an order of renewal,
which shall apply for the next ensuing
year. It shall be'a sufficient compliance
with this reguiation if such application
is made in writing signed by the ap-
plicant and forwarded to' the clerk of
the municipal council, ‘'on or before the
first Wednesday in June in each year.
Provided always that the board& may,
before the last Wednesday in May
cause a noticé to be sent to any holder
of a license, requiring him to attend
the court of licensing comimissioners to
be held on the 2nd Wednesday of
June, and thefe make application for
renewal of Hhis license. Any such
notice shall contain short particulars
of any objection intended to be urged
against the renewal of the license.”

After proposing some minor amend-
ments in the opening clauses of the
by-law, which  dld not change the
meaning of the text, Ald. Gleason fell
foul of Ald. ¥éIl on the question of
how the above clause referring to the
application for a renewal of Ilicenses
each year should read.

Ald. Fell objected to the wording of
the clause, which he said cast a slur
on the men engaged in the liquor busi-
ness, and left them at the mercy of
license commissioners.

In endeavoring to explain this mat-
ter Ald. Gleason became entangled in
a labyrinth of parallels, in which he
contended that their cases were analog-
ous with that of Victoria.

His point, however, proved inexplic-
able to Ald. Fell, who again and again
reiterated what he stigmatised as the
punishment of the licensee in making
him year after year come up and be
dictated to by the board of licensing
commissioners. He thought that the
board had no right to impose such a
measure. He intimated the possibility
of a board arising who were not so
clean as those in power in present.
Such things had happened before, and
he quoted the example of San Fran-
cisco.

Ald. Gleason opined that such a state
of affairg was impossible in Victoria,
whereat Ald. Vincent pointed out that
such a state had happened, and Ald.
Fell supplemented him by saying, “and
not so very long ago.”

Pursuing his theme, Ald. Gleason
said that if this clause were struck out
matters would remain as they were to-
day and license -holders would be able
to snap their fingers at the board of
commissioners.

Mayor Morley here interpolated and
drew a parallel of the landlord and the
tenant, showing that the former would
be at the mercy of the latter if the
tenant were only obliged to pay his
rent when it became due, and had no
other restriction upon him whatever.
This case, he said, was tantamount to
the issue at stake between the board of
commissioners and the licenseée.

Ald. Fell said that were the clause to
go through it would destroy the value
of the licenses. ‘“Who is going to buy
a lisence when it may at any moment
be arbitrarily taken away? It would
not be worth a song!” ;

Ald. Fell then made an amendment
that the part of the clause referring
to the renewal should be struck out.

Some desultory discussion followed.
By some unfortunate Japse the Mayor
overlooked Ald. Fell’'s amiendment, and
was about to pass on withatit putting
it to the meeting., Ald. Fell aga’ln at-
tracted attention thereto.

“Did you make an amendment?”’ the
Mayor interrogated, naively, “I do not
remember. What was it?”

“It is strange,” rejoined Ald. Fell,
“that His Worship is unable to remem-
ber the motions that are made,” He
explained the motion.

“I ask your pardon, Ald. Fell,” re-
joined the Mayor. “Is not that enough?
The words implied great restraint, for
the Mayor was obviously growing
volcanic. .

A welcome rellef came at this mo-
ment by the hands of the clock point-
ing to 11 p. m.,, and some little time
was passed in moving an extension of
time for a further quarter of an hour.

Ald. Fell's motion w subsequently
put to the meeting, wifen a show of
hands was rendered mnecessary. Five
voted on either side, Ald:i Verrinder
abstaining for the time being. On bhe-
ing asked where he stood in regard to
the matter, this alderman appealed to
the city solicitor for some more de-
finite information on the subject, and
finally decided that he was in favor of
Ald. Fell’'s amendment,

A bomb was thrown into the alder-
manic ecamp by the Mayor’s decision.
“I declare the amendment to be neither
won nor lost. It is a tie.”

What becomes of the amendment?
cried the aldermen in turn.

The answer remained the same.

PASSING OF LANDMARK.

Former Methodist Church to Go Under
the Hammer To-Day.

The services in connection with the
laying of the corner stone were con-
ducted by Rev. Ephraim Evans, D. D.,
of Winnipeg, assisted by Revs. Edward
White, of New Westminster, B. C., and
Ebenezer Robson, of Forts Hope and
Yale, Wesleyan missionaries, and the
Rev. Wm, Clarke, of Victoria, Congre-
gational missionary. RS

It was the first Protestant church
erected in the colonies. The trustees
were Rev. E. Evans and Messrs. John
T. Ridwell, Charles Dodd, John Cooper,
Henry W. Thain, Robert Elford and
Richard King.

Of those present at the laying of the
corner stone only one survives, the
Rev. E. Robson.

RAILWAY REQUIRES
MORE ROLLING STOCK

Investigation Into Canadian Northern

Winnipeg, March 12.—During the
last month a thorough investigation
has been made on behalf of the railway
commission into the supply of rolling
stock on the CanadiarsNertherggrail-
way, and the engineers’ report has been
forwarded to Ottawa. In this a con-
siderable deficiency is shown to exist,
the report being none too favorable to
the company. Action may, therefore,
be expected. The railway has been un-
able to meet the wants of the existing
inhabitants, and the commissioners are
realizing that to accommodate the ever-
growing number of settlers, the com-
pany will have to supplement its roll-
ing stock considerably. It is said that
without laying a mile of new construc-
tion this year the Canadian Northern
will have all it can do to raise its roll-
ing stock and general equipment to
meet the requirements of its present
mileage.

It is expected that at least 200 ne
teachers will be required in Alberta
this year.

Charlottetown, P. E. 1., March 12.—

Despite the determined effort which

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THE TOURIST
SOCIETY GRANT
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DELEGATION WAITS
ON CITY COUNCIL

Opposed to Taking a Referendum---
Point Out Work Done By the
Association.

A delegation from the Tourist Assoczia-
iion of Victoria waited on the city coun-
cil on Monday to bring before that body
facts to show wny the proposed grant of
$7,500 should not be made the subject of a
referendum. The delegation pointed out
that a referendum would mean & news-
paper controversy and an education cam-
paign in favor of the vote at the expense
of a great deal of time and trouble on the
members of the Tourist Association.

The following members comprised the
delegation: A. W. McCurdy, vice-presi-
dent; J. E. Wilson, Col. B. G. Prior, J.
E. Gray, Phil. R. Smith, David Spencer,
jr., John Nelson, Dr. T. J. Jones, W. T.
Wiliams, Herbert Kent, W. B. Shake-
speare and Herbert Cuthbert, secretary.

A. W, McCurdy, in making a few open-
ing remarks, pointed out to the Mayor
and al@ermen that the Tourist Association
wag no longer an eleemosynary institu-
tion. The time for canvassing for sub-
scriptions had passed. The association
now pays its way, and as a branch of
civic service it is second to hone other in
the city. The vice-president then laid the
following facts béfore the council for its
consideration:

‘“That we believe that the money ex-
pended by the city council in advertising
has done more to benefit the eity at large
tnan that spent in any -other way, ard
that a large measure of the prosperity
now enjoyed by Victoria to-day is a .di-
rect result of it.

“The Tourist Association work made
the C. P. R. hotel necessary. Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy stated that the company
would build the hotel in recognitign of
the efforts that he city had made to ad-
vertise itself. The association is also re-
sponsible for - the C. P. R. excursions
from Manitoba, and they were granted
solely in response to the urgent requests
of the association. Ninety per cent. of the
purchasers of land and of the new resi-
dents have come from this section in
which our most strenuous efforts to ad-
vertise the city have been carried on.

“The literature of the association Is re-
sponsible for bringing the cement works
to the district of Victoria and for several
other industries.

“Mr. John Arbuthnot, a member of this
executive, ex-mayor of the city of Winni-
peg, has invested somewhere near $200,000
in the industries of the Island, and sev-
eral other gentlemen have invested near-
1y half a million dollars in our industrles
in addition to the investments that have
been made in real estate.

“The association is responsible for the
econtract for the new hydrographie steam-
eér being given to ‘a Victorisgefirmi al . a
Cost of $140,000. - r

““As a contrast to a few years ago, Vic-
toria to-day is looked upon as one of the
most enterprising cities in the West and
as having the most alive and best con-
ducted advertising department of any
city on the Coast. In connection with
this I would call your attention to the
following extract from an editorial in a
Seattle advertising magazine called
White’s Sayings: ‘The establishment of
a lecal publicity bureau in Los Angeles
by the Seattle Commercial Club empha-
sizes the energy being displayed by
Western cities to increase their popula-
tion. Each city or town has at least
three distinct classes towards whom ad-
vertising may be directed. The tourist,
or pleasure seeker, is perhaps the most
sought for, and, in the case of Los An-
geles and Victoria, has become a source
of immense profit.’

““The gentlemen who have served on the
gxecutive are nearly all ex-aldermen,
members of the legislature and successful
business men. These gentlemen are
unanimous in their opinion that the city
should provide three-fourths of the ex-
penditure, ther remaining one-fourth be-
ing derived from advertisements from
people who are directly benefited by the
association’s work and from grants from
transportation companies, etc. This one-
fourth is sufficient to pay all salaries in
connection with the work apart from the
amount received from the city.

“Every year that the city council has
increased the grant for advertising, the
revenue of the city has increased in a
very much larger proportion.

“The executive is quite willing for the
city council to appoint a larger number
of their own members on the executive
or reduce the number of members that
are hot members of the city council if

ey so desire. At thc same time the ab-
solute control of the funds is in the hands
of the city representatives. The Mayor
and assistant city treasurer sign all
cheques. One alderman is chairman of
the finance committee which passes upon
g1l accounts, and one alderman is chair-
man of the printing committee which is
the largest spending committee of the
executive.

“Ninety per cent. of the money voted
by the city is spent by the executive in
the city.

“In view of the above facts, the execu-
tive does not see why an exception should
be made in this one item above all others
in clvic expenditure and made the sub-
ject of a referendum. We believe that
should a referendum be taken and should
it unfortumately be defeated, it would be
& great calamity to the city, and because
the people would probably not have suffi-
cient knowledge of the work done by the
association, of its results, or of the man-
ner in which it is performed to enable
them to give a wise vote.

“To refer the matter to a referendum
now would delay the work for at least a
month, and practically spoil the work for
the year.

‘A referendum would mean a newspaper
controversy and an education campaign
in favor of the vote at the expense of a
great deal of time and trouble on the
members of the executive which they are
not in any way called upon to give. The
members have no interest of their own
to serve, but are simply public spirited
itizens who are gratuitously giving their

Prior to the departure of the delega-
tion Mayor Morley assured it that what-
ever the city did its visit would not be In
vain. He could assure them that the
grant would be made without a referen-
dum.

Ald. Hall here interposed and said that
the delegation should not go away with
a false impression. Personally he was
not pledged to anything at the present
time, and he presumed that the question
Iaty in the hands of the council and not
of the Mayor.

The delegation then departed.

During the course of the evening the
question of the grant again came before
the council when Ald. Hall explained his
attitude. He said that most distinctly
he thought the subject was one for the
people to vote upon. He did not wish to
discredit the work done by the associa-
tion, but he was fully of opinion that in
two years’' time there would be no work
for the Tourist Association to do.

The =2 speaker, Ald. Henderson,
pointed out that the grant was an estab-
lished thing and that there was no ob-
jection to it. No citizen or no candidate
in the recent campaign had taken a stand
either for or against the question. If the
people turned out to vote on the guestion
it would be carried by a large majority.
The principle of the grant had been
established years ago, and he for one
was perfectly willing to vote in favor of
it.

It here transpired that the concluding
remarks of Ald. Hall were to take the
form of a resolution and at this juncture
the city’ =olicitor pointed out that such a
resolution was out of order. It was open
to the aidermen, however, to carry the
matter to a referendum if they paid the
expenses out of their own pockets. Al-
though Ald. Hall expressed his willing-
ness to pay his share of the expenses,
none of the other aldermen rose :to the
occasion. .

In conclusion, Ald. Fuallerton  opined
that the Mayor should never have allow-
ed the matter tp come before the coun-
cil in this fashion, and the subject was
dropped, presumably to take its place in
the ordinary consideration of the- esti-
mates.

Every
effort has been put forth by both par-
ties to secure a common basis of action
and to arrive at an agreement which
will, on broad lines, lay the foundation
for permanent conditions and avoid all
future trouble in the competitive field
embraced in distfict No. 18.

“During the negortiations, owing to
the fact that ground was being cover-
ed for the first time it became neces-
sary to carefully consider several posi-
tions. The importance of the various
matters warranted both parties taking
an agljournment until the 18th of March
to make fuller preparation, on which
date it is expected that conditions can
be resolved into such shape as to per-
mit bringing about an easy settlement
of all questions involved.”

WILL INAUGURATE
MEXICAN TRADE

——

BRITISH COLUMBIA AND
OLD LAND IN LINE

L
Splendid Prospects for Carrying
Trade in Wheat and Lumber
are Foreshadowed.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

Contrary to expectation, the inaugural
trip on the new €Cdnadian-Mexican Paci-
fic Steamship: Company’s line will be
made from %alina Cruz, the headquarters
of the line alomg the Mexican seaboard.
The Georgia, which will sail from Iquigui
on the 15th inst., will open the service
from Salina Cruz during the first week
of April. v g e

Each day brings news of. great import-
ance In' connection with. .the new enter-
prise. On every hand the outlook s
broadening and the prosperity of the new
line is to all intents and purposes assured.

A firm of importers at Vancouver has
drawn the attention of Richard Grigg,
the British Bgard of Trade commissioner
at present in Canada, to the advantages
which should accrue to British manufac-
turers by the opening up of the Tehuan-
tepec route to the Pacific Coast. The
steamship service shortly to be Iinaugu-
rated between Mexican and Canadian
Pacific Coast ports will enable British
manufacturers to overcome the greatest
drawback in competing with the United
States makers by setting the question
of prompt delivery at the Canadian end.

In conjunction with . the Tehuantepec
railway and its AtMantic steamship con-
nections it is confidently expected that
goods from England can be landed in
British Columbia within thirty-five to
forty days of their shipment at an Eng-
lish port. This will compare very favor-
ably with the time of transit from the
Eastern states of America, and with the
cheaper freight rates will place the Brit-
ish exporter in a much better position to
secure the trade along the Pacific Coast
of Canada.

That the new enterprise will prove an
impetus to the trade of the Mother Coun-
try as well as to that of British Columbia
should render the future prosperity of the
line doubly assured. The company is
backed by English capital, and, more-
over, subsidized by the Canadian govern-
ment. In the commercial life of the Do-
minion no two better guarantees are
necessary to -insure success.

Though British Columbia must reap the
great benefit of the new enterprise, one
fact in connection with- the inaugura-
tion cannot. be ignored. It is an effort
on the part of the Mother Country to
wrest back some of the trade with
Mexico which has been on the decline for
some time past.

Germany’s trade with Mexlco has been
creeping upward in ‘late years, and the
last fiscal year she finally, ousted  Great
Britain from the second place, second to
the United States, as a supplier of Mexi-
‘co'sWdemdnds Tor fforeign” merehandise.
This ‘was” essentially ‘dque to German ‘en-
terprise in improving her direct steamship
facilities with Mexico.

Where Canada’s great chance lies in
connection' with the new.enterprise is In
the shipments of = lumber and wheat.
Mexico is calling out for both of these
commodities, and each year the demand
is greatly increasing in volume. Lumber,
of which British Columbia has a well-
nigh .inexhaustible supply, can be ship-
ped with a degree of ease which is only
measured by the scarcity of ‘labor in the
province. Wheat in Canada is cheaper
than in the United States, and in this de-
partment the Dominion may easily, in the
course of time, outdo the United States In
the carrying trade of this commodity,
which is essential to the growing needs of
Mexico. Large quantities of the cereal
can be brought from the great ecrop-
bearing areas which lie immediately west
of the Rockies.

MODEL OYSTER
BEDS IN NORTH

R. H. BRYCE SPEAKS
OF THER LOCATIONS

Large Native Shell-fish is Produced
in Sheltered Lagoons Off Blun-
dell Harbor.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

R. H. Bryce, of Vancouver, who is
deeply. interested in:}_he‘,oyster indus-
try on the coast;is imathie city at the
present time. The 'beds with which
he iy concerned are locatéd in Blun-
dell harbor, opposite the north end of
Vancouver Island. Up to the present
there have been none of the oysters
placed on the market, the company
with which he i¢ connécted being con-
cerned in the preparation of the beds
for commercial purposes.

Mr. Bryce explains that. the oysters
which will be propogated are of a very
choice character. They are native to
the waters, but differ from the ordin-
ary natives, in that they are larger
than the usual variety found on the
Pacific Coast.

The sheltered waters in which they
are found afford splendid opportunities
for propogation, and the company is
concerned now in thinning them out so
that they may have a chance to de-
velop to their fullest. The inlets are
so perfect in configuration for the pur-
poses intended that it would be diffi-
cult to arrange an artificial bay bet-
ter adapted for the raising of oysters.

A narrow pasg from the sea enables
the company to protect the beds from
the depredations of the enemies of the
shell fish and allows for the fullest
opportunities for propogation. There
is an entire absence of copper filtrd-
tion in the lagoons, which Mr. Bryce
says is an unusual condition in Brit-
ish Columbia. This avoids any taint
from the fish and improves the flavor
to a marked degree.

The intention is to keep the flavor of
the very best quality, and for that
purpose some of the Japanese methods
of transplanting the spat will. be em-
ployed. Bamboo poles will be used to
collect the spat, and when the young
have developed sufficiently they may
be removed to any part of the lagoon
desired. The bamboo has the advant-
age of imparting to the oysters no
peeuliar . flavor which is noticed if
some Aiher- woods are used, particu-
larly.cedar or fir,

Mr. Bryce has an expert knowledge
of the cultivation of oysters in:all its
phases, and regards the location in
the north as the very best that could

THE TRIAL OF

ABRAHAM RUEF

FAILED TO SECURE
WRIT OF PROHIBITION

Counsel Have Now Filed an Affi-
davit of Bias Against Judge
Dunne.

San Francisco, March 1L—This was the
most even{ful, and, for the defence, the
mosi disasiypus, day thus far in the pro-
secution of alleged municipal graft in
San Francisco. Its conclusion found the
chief figure, against whom the efforts of
the district attorney’s office are directed,
Abe Ruef, nearer by far than he ever be-
fore had been to actual trial in depart-
ment 8 of the Superior court, to delay
which his attorneys have been drawing
upon all their resources and bending all
thelir energies. ;

Among the many and crowding inci-
dents of a day of strenuous action and
direct results the following were the
chief:

The Supreme court of California denied
Ruef’s application for @& writ of prohibi-
tion to restrain Judge Dunne from pro-
ceeding to try him on the grand jury’'s
extortion indictments in the Superior
court. Judge De Haven in the United
States District court refused Ruef’s peti-
tion for a writ of habeas corpus, having
in view practically the same end, and
denied Ruef the right to appeal from his
decision.

Mayor Schmitz demanded a separate
trial, and his case was set for hearing
to-morrow, but to feollow the trial of
Ruef. In charge of Elisor Biggy, Ruef
appeared at 10 o’clock in Judge Dunne’s
department of the Superior court, where
an immense crowd was assembled, their
interest aroused to a great pitch by the
prospect of seeing the indicted political
boss actually brought to the bar in cus-
tody.

It was Ruef's first appearance in pubMc
since he was declared by Judge Dunne to
be a fugitive from justice-and since his
capture at the Trocadere by the court
elisor, Detective Burns and their depu-
ties. Ruef was brought by automobile
from his prison chamber in the St. Fran-
cis hotel, and the officers having charge
of him had literally to fight a passage
way through the dense crowd that pack-
ed the corridors leading to the court
room.

Chief of Police Dinan, indicted for per-
jury and conspiracy, occupied a seat in
the rear of the room.

The day’s proceedings were opened by
Assistant District Attorney Heney with
a motion that Judge Dunne set aside the
acts of Superior Judge Hebbard, by which
Ruef took an appeal to the Supreme court
of the United States for the.purpose of
suspending his trial by Judge Dunne.

This motion, after nearly two hours of
heated argument by ecounsel, was taken
under consideration by the court. In
fairness to the defendant and in order to
gain the benefit of an impending deci-

sion from the state Supreme -court, Judge |'

Dunne continued the hearing until 10
o'clock to-merrow morning. Ruef's coun-
gel filed an afidavit of bias against Judge
Dunne and announced that to-morrow
they will ask for a change in trial judges.

STRIKE IN PERSIA,

Natives Object to Reactionary Methods
of the Shah’s Uncle—Disorders
and Casualties.

Teheran, March 11.—As a protest
against the extortion and reaction-
ary methods of the son and staff of the
Governor-General of Ishahan, Masud
Mirza, who is the eldest uncle of the
Shah, a general strike is in full pro-
gress at Ishahan, fermerly the metro-
polis of Persia. Attempts to suppress
the strike have led to serious disorders,
during which many casualties occurred
among the strikers, some of whem
have sought refuge on the premises of
British telegraph offices.

THE STRANDED DAKOTA.

No Salvage Measures Have Yet Been
Taken—Inquiry Arranged.

Yokohama, March 11.—The crew of
the wrecked steamer Dakota have been
sent to America on the American
steamer Tremont. The Asiatics will
be sent to Hongkong. The majority
of the passengers will take the steamer
Siberia. Their hotel and other expen-
ses were paid by the Great 'Northern
Steamship Company, agents of the Da-
kota.

The American counsul has sent the
fishermen who assisted in the rescue
of the passengers $250.

No salvage measures have yet been
taken. An official inquiry has been ar-
ranged. The captain of the Dakota is
still at the scene of the wreck await-
ing the decision of the underwriters.

SURVEYING DOMINION LAND,
Report of J. A. MeDonnell on ‘Work in
Peace River Country Presented

: to Parliament.

Ottawa, March 12.—The report of
John A. McDonnell, civil engineer on
the delineation of three and a half mil-
lion acres in the Peace river country,
British Columbia, passed over to the
Dominion in 1884, has been presented
to parliament.

‘Work has been in progress during the
{wo years, The selected area runs
north and south eighty miles and east
and west sixty-eight miles, twenty-
eight chains. Peace river was taken as
the basis of survey, and commencing
where the British Columbia boundary
crosses the river a line was run due
north along the boundary for a dis-
tance of forty-six and a half miles, and
then south from the Peace river along
the boundary thirty-three and. a half
miles, thus giving a total length of
eighty miles.

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JEROME OPENS
CASE IN REBUTTAL

DISTRICT ATTORNEY
MAKES LITTLE HEADWAY

Decide to Attack Evelyn Thaw’s
Story But Evidence Was Ruled
Out By Judge.

New York, March 11.—On the first
day of the state’s case in rebuttal at
the Thaw trial, District Attorney Jer-
ome to-day came to a temporary stand-
still against the practically solid walls
which the rules of evidence have built
around the story of Evelyn Nesgbitt
Thaw. Mr. Jerome began to attack
this story as soon as court opened this
morning. There ensued a well nigh
ceaseless battle between the prosecutor
and Delphin M. Delmas, leading coun-
sel for the defence, at the end of which
Justice Fitzgerald upheld the rule latd
down at the beginning of the trial that
young Mrs. Thaw's story was admissi-
ble only as tending to show what
effects it might have had in unbalane-
ing the defendant’s mind, and that its
truth or falsity is not material. '~ Mr.
Jerome tried to avoid this rule by de-
claring that he was endeavoring mere-
ly to show by inference, by circum-
stancial evidence as to facts and details
in the story, that Mrs. Thaw could not
possibly have told the story to her
husband. Although he will doubtless
be blocked by the same rule when the
time comes, it is said the district at-
torney may attempt in the same way
to prove an allbi for Stanford White
on the might he is alleged to have mal-
treated Miss Nesbitt,

Nine-tenths of the day’s session was
spent in argument, and in every in-
stance Mr Delmas won his point as to
the law, while Mr. Jerome in the very
argument itself had got before the jury
a perfect knowledge as to what his
witnesses would have testtfled to, had
they been permitted.

Lining up all his forces in rebuttal,
Mr. Jerome decided to open his fight
by attacking Evelyn Thaw’s story. He
called Frederick W. Longfellow, form-
erly an attorney for Thaw, and asked
him first concerning the case in which
Ethel Thomas is alleged to have sued
Thaw for damages because of eruel
treatment.

Mr. Delmas objected, but before
Justice Fitzgerald sustained the objec-
tion and ruled out the evidence, Mr.
Jerome declared that “the story of the
girl tied to the bedpost and whipped
by Thaw is the story of Ethel Thomas.
This poor girl is now dead.”

Then Mr. Delmas objected to _the
district attorney’s remarks, and the
latter began along a different line. He
showed Mr. Longfellow the photo-
graphic story of the affidavit Evelyn
Nesbitt is said to have signed in the
office of Hummel, alleging that Thaw
treated her cruelly while abroad in
1903 because she ‘““would not tell lies
against Stanford White.” Mr. Jerome
followed this up by asking the witness
if Mrs. Thaw had not turned over to
him certain papers to which she had
subscribed her name. Mr. Longfellow
said she had.

There was a long argumeént between
Mr. Jerome and Mr. Delmas, at - the
conclusion of which Mr. Longfellow
turned his entire examination to
naught by declaring that Mrs; Thaw
had never shown him a paper stmilar
to the Hummel affidavit in any way.
The witness was therefore excused
without examination.

Pollce officers who saw Thaw the
night of the tragedy declared he acted
rationally. Capt. Hodgins, of the “ten-
derloin” precinct, however, qualified
his answer to the question by saying:
“For a man who had just committed
murder, Thaw acted rationally.” - This
was stricken out and he said: “Well
his eyes had a stare and a gaze such
as they show as I now look at them.”
This answer was also stricken out, and
finally the captain declared: ‘“Well he
seemed more rational than irrational,
and that's the best answer I can give.”

Many of the witnesses called by the
state during the presentation of the
case in chief were called to-day. All
declared that Thaw seemed rational.

The Canadian
Pacific and the Canadlan Northern
companies have planned for great ex-
tensions also to meet the demands of
the new agriculturists who are settling
like locusts upon the prairies. Nine-
tenths of the people who come in will
remain to take up land and become in-
dependent citizens of the Dominion. We
are 'beginning to comprehend ‘with
some degrec of exactness the strong
bond of business sympathy that has
been created between the prairies and
British Columbia and to realise the in-
fluence the settlement of the North-
west is going to have upon business in
this province, and especially upon the
future of Vancouver Island.

producing prejudice in the minds of one
section of the Dominion against the
people of other sections. It can easily
be séen. that the various portions of
the country are compiementary of each
other and that anything that tends to
drive them apart in sentiment must
have a mischievous effect from a
purely business point of view. There-
fore if for no higher reason than mere
business considerations the agitation
that has been fomented in this province
for selfish partizan purposes should be
deprecated and frowned down. If we
do our duty in this matter there can

question that Victoria will

fiourish.

NO FEAR FOR CANADA.

We note with some surprise that the
British press is still deeply concerned
about what is said to be going to hap-
pen to Canada. Possibly our worthy
contemporaries on the other side of the
great ocean might more profitably ap-
ply themselves to consideration of the
question of what is to become of Great
Britain.

most promising of her daughters, The
future of Canada is in the hands of
Canadians, who seem to bé imbued
with a deeper spirit of patriotism and
of devotion to Imperial institutions

than the people of Great Britain, if the

discussions in Parliament and in the
press can be accepted as indicative of
the ‘spirit that is abroad ‘amongst the
people. It is doubtless, frue that thou-
sands of foreigners ére making their
Wa.y into this country. But after they
come here they and the spirit they
bring with _them, if- antagonistic
to the British spirit; are speedily
swallewed up in the predominating
Canadian sentiment. At least little is
heard _of them and their aspirations
after they arrive and settle down.
Thése comments have been suggested
by the following, taken from the Ches-
ter (Eng.) Chronicle:

The stalest of objections to Liberal-
fsm is that Liberals are not Imperiai-
istic. The thought occurred to.ug as we
read Dr. Hodgson's article in this week’s
Chronicle on “Canada—England’s
greatest asset.” It is a plea through-
out for a livelier and closer eonception
of our responsibility to this great and
growing colony; it is an appeal to the
British government to finance the sét-
tler in order (to quote Dr. Hodgson's
language) ‘‘that-our own and not other
people should dceupy it hefore it is too
late.” Americans we know are pour-
ing nerth into Canada in thousands—
the tide which flowed south from Can-
ada to the States has now ebbed—and
Germans, Scandinavians, Greeks’ and
Italians are arriving there- in vast
numbers, The Canadian government is
British—now! -But what may happen
by and bye? The Canadian people con-
trol the govermment, and what may
not a majority of foreigners do? If the
German Emperor wants to "ca.pture"
Canada he will export a couple of mil-
lions of Germdns during the next five
or seven years. With state aid the
project is by no means an impossibility.
Dr. Hodgson percéives the danger, and
warns us in clear terms of the conse-
quences of neglec¢t or -apathy.

MR. BARNARD AND
RAIL CONNECTION.

Because the . Times drew the
attention . of the public te the
pre-election = editorial , utterances of
the Colonist on thé subject of

rail connection with the Mainland,

and urged that in view of the strong
support Victoria and the Island had
given the MecBride government it was
now in order for the Colonist and the
government to make good their posi-
tion and give some evidence of their
willingness to bring about the desired
end, the organ of the government has
resorted to the device of applying un-
complimentary  epithets to the Times.
‘We have been characterized as “silly,”
“malicious,” ‘“almost criminal,” “Vic-
toria’s worst enemy,” etc. -

Now we should like the Colonist to
say what it thinks about the position
taken by Mr. Barnard in his letter
written immediately after the election.
Mr. Barnard is a man who has large
interests in this city, an enterprising
man who has had ‘large experience
also in public affairs and was for
many years a member in the Dominion
House. But above all Mr. Barnard is
known as a staunch, loyal Conserva-
tive, in fact he is one of the ultra-Con-
servatives, Mr. Barnard evidently ac-
cepted the utterances of the Colonist
as sincere and candid, as the follow-
ing opening sentences in his letter to
that newspaper clearly show:

“The great desideratum—that which
will make Victoria and Esquimalt the
actual terminug of a transcontinental
railway—is again, owing to the prevail-
ing activity in railway construction
throughout Canada, very naturally at-
tracting local attention. You have, in
a series of articles, endeavored to im-
press on your readers the many advan-
tages to accrue if such can be accom-
plished and your contemporary has
placed itself upon record as in agree-
ment with you on the desirableness of
a united effort by all parties to secure
this boon. Now that the appeal to
the people has resulted in a new lease
of office to the present government
with a support which will enable it to
successfully carry out any progressive
railway policy intended for the benefit
of the whole country, every assistance
and encouragement, consonant with a
proper and wise preservation of the
public- domain, should be .given in aid
of any project which may mean the
traversing of the province from the
mountains to the coast with a rail-
way paralleling the Canadian Pacific
and the Grand Trunk Paclific but near-
ly equi-distant from both—i, e.; a band
of steel cutting the province in two
from Yellowhead Pass to Bute Inlet,
thence to Vancouver Island by ferry
and down to Victoria.”

It will be observed that Mr. Barnard
deals solely with the duty of the pro-
vincial government, If space would
permit us to give the whole of his let-
ter in this article it would be seen that
in dealing with the history of the sub-
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ject he refers to previous -movements,
all of which were directed along pro-
vincial lines.

Therercan-beng question that one of
the results of the “‘good
times” has been a comsiderdable increase
living. All Kkinds  of
staples, in fact everything almgst that

prevailing
in the cost of

is worn or consumed in order to adorn,
protect or sustain the body, has risen
in value within the past year or so. The
majority of people benefit by the pre-
valence ‘of “good times,” but there is
a very considerable minority—we are
not quite sure, if we may be permitted
to commit an Hibernianism, that the
minority is not a majority. The minor-
ity or the majorit§, as the case may be,
is the class whose remuneration is
fixed and does not rise and fall auto-
influence of the
business temperature. Possibly our
readers are ready to infer that now we
are going to have a word about the
misfortunes and the disabilities under
which newspaper men habitually suf-
fer. Nothing of the kind is in our
mind, however. We are going to say
a word for a far more deserving class
of the community—a class for which
there is neither honor nor ' glory
in this world save in the consciousness
of duty conscientiously done. Obvious-
ly we refer to the school teachers of
the city of Victoria, We might include
in our brief the teachers of all the prov-
ince with the exception of Vancouver,
who have already been recognized by
the -school board of that city; and we
would if we had any influence with the
government which Mtely reduced the
remuneration of teachers in the rural
districts.

There is a class of people who hold,
lack of understanding being the only
excuse for their aptitude, that teachers
considering the length of their work-
ing hours and théir many privileges,
are well paid already. If such be the
case, is it not an extraordinary thing
that the” profession seems to exercise
so little ‘attraction for the avetrage in-
dividual ‘of more than average ability
seeking for an easy path through life?
The truth is that teaching is one of the
most arduous and exacting of oc-
cupations. It makes a ‘drain upon
the nervous system such as cannot be
appreciated except by those who have
passed through the fires of experience.
The efficient teacher must possess na-
tural qualifications in addition  to
undergoing a course of training.

In the light of the facts we cannot
understand the peculiar attitude of a
section of the public to this profession,
considering that to it 1s/entruated the
most important functions exercised by
any class in the state—the training of
future citizens for the activities of
practical life and ‘instilling into them
the sound moral principles that will
make of them helpful members of so-
ciety. . We assert with conviction our
belief that more than any other insti-
tution in the community, not even ex-
cepting the church or the press, the
public schools of this - land are the
strong bulwarks of organized society,
because they are the chief factors in the
formation of character. Consequently
the teachers generally should receive
remuneration bearing at least some
fair relation to the rate of pay in less
important professions. Victoria should
not lag behind any of the other cities
of the province in this matter. If she
does the result will soon become evi-
dent in the withdrawal of efficient
teachers and deterioration in the work
of the schools. We believe the request
of the Victoria teachers is reasonable,
and should be given careful consider-
ation by the school board.

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TOURIST ASSOCIATION'S WORK.

To the Q‘lditor:—’l‘here are several feat-
ures of the Tourist Association grant
which have thus far been overlooked in
the discussion of that question. Wiu you
allow me a brief space in which to call
attention to some of them.

When the construction of the cause-
way ‘was being advocated it was repre-
sented that the erection of the wall would
reclaim a valuable_amount of property
where the flats are® which could be sold
and largely recoup the city for the cost
of the undertaking. The scheme looked
so plausible that the people voted to
borrow the amount sufficient to construct
the work. Then when this was completed
an agitation was started in favor of
granting the reclaimed land to the C. P.
R. as an inducement for the company to
construct a large hotel thereon. It was
represented that the railway company
would advertise. the city and bring
hither great numbeéers of tourists, and
again the city would be recouped for its
outlay. So the people voted to make a
gift of the reclaimeéd land, or the best
part of it, to the company. Then the
company, perceiving that the people were
dead easy to work, asked, in addition to
the land, a large grant of money to fill
in tpe flate, buy certain adjoining lots
and remove the buildings thereon. Again
the cry was ralged that the company
would advertise the city and bring great
crowds of tourists and others here, and
great things would be done in and for the
city. Again the people voted the money
demandéd by the company. Now let us
see; what have the taxpayers of Victoria
already paid in these sempral transac-
tions for the purpose mainly of securing
the tourist business? Perhaps some one
can glve us a correct statement of the
cost to date. Not having the exact data
to hand, I can only estimate the cost.
The land given to the C. P. R. was worth,
say, $100,000; the cost of filling in, buying
adjoining properties, removing buildings,
damages, etc., must have been fully
$160,000. That makes $250,000 already given
for this somewhat delusive business,
which was to secure for our eity so many
and so wonderful things. Thus far the
people have been led on one step at a
time. Now, when the hotel is nearly
completed and is about to be opened, we
are gravely told that nothing less than
$7,500 must be voted annually -to secure
this benefit which was to come from
these earlier enormous subventions. A
yearly grant of $7,600 capitalized at § per
cent. means $150,000. This, they tell us, is
the very least they can get along with.
That, added to the amount already given,
foots up $400,000. Capitalized at 4 per
cent., the amount would be still larger.
Now that looks like a pretty large sum
to pay for such an object, and it seems
to me that the people of Victoria might
well stop and ask themselves whether or
not they are not in the position of the
fellow who ‘“paid too dear for his
whistle.”” It would not be difficult, it
seems to me, to show how the city could
have spent $400,000 in securing results

which would -have proved more perman- |

ent and more substantial. But that is a
subject that will keep. I do not want to
make this létetr too long.

A week or two ago the Vancouver Pro-

vince contained the financial statement.

of the Tourist Association of that city,
which showed that the' association’s en-
tire expenditure for the year was less
than $3,000, while the grant from the city
council was' just $1,000. Some people are
very fond of pointing to the example of
Vancouver. There it is in_ this-matter.
For one year, if not loriger, our asso-
ciation got along on $00 from the city
treasury. for several others they did with
$2,500, and it was during those years they
secured the construction of the hotel, so
it is claimed, and did many other won-
derful things. If the association could
do all these things with these moderate
grants, and if the Vancouver association
can do its work on a grant of $1,000 a
year, why is it that our association can-

$7,600 now?

I believe that if the grant were cut off
entirely and the Tourist Association went
out of business, nobody in this city would
either see or know the difference. When
the C. P. R. company built the Hotel
Frontenac in Quebec they filled not only
that hotel, but all the others of the city
during the tourist season. Its hotels at
Banff and at Glacier House are always
filled to overflowing during the season,
without the aid of Tourist Associations.
Why should they do less for Victoria?
Their agents and their literature are
scattered broadcast throughout three
continents, their facilities for advertising
are infinitely greater than ours. We have
already liberally subsidized them to do
the advertising for us. - Why should we
not let them do it?

Last night we saw the members of the
Tourist Association going to our Mayor
and aldermen and urging them not to
people, not to trust the people whose
money it is which is belng thus spent,
not to allow the people to say whether or
not they are willing that this further
large sum should be so spent. That, it
seems t0 me; was such an exhibition of
adamantine nerve as is seldom witnessed
in any country enjoying representative
government. Mr. Editor, there are others
who need a ‘‘campaign of education.”

THE GUN TAX.

To the Editor:—The Fish and Game
Clubs of this province seem determined
to get a gun tax law passed and enforced
by the legislature, and are circulaung a
petition to get people to sign in its favor.
The workingman that, perhaps, in the
course of a season cannot get more jthan
a day or two off to hunt, will be ‘very
foolish if he signs such a petition. If such
a law should pass he will have to pay the
tax for his day’s hunt,~and, in the next
place, ‘where is he t0 hunt? For there is
nowhere withig ‘miles of Victoria but
where. -he is debarred from hunuing by
notices of ‘‘trespassers will be prosecut-
ed,”” ‘no shooting allowed,”” etc., and
under the by-laws of some of the little
new-fangled municipalities he dare not
shoot on the pubHc highway or go along
the beach and fire Into the sea. He'is in-
formed he must ask the owners of land
for leave to shoot over their land. What
a merry hunt a. hunter would have to
find the different owners of all the many

| wild patches of la#d anywhlere within
not possibly get along on less than the

miles of Victoria,K to get their permission
to hunt on their lands. It would take so
much of his time that he would have no
time to hunt for game.

And this brings us to the question, what
do the Fish and Game Clubs prppose to
give us for the tax on our guns? Very
few workingmen can afford to go far from
the cities to hunt, and it ig only the
wealthy classes who can spare the time
and cost of going a long distance for a
hunt, and these are the very parties that
want a gun tax put on, so as to have all
the game to themselves. They don’t
want those common fellows that have to
work for a living to share in what they
are pleased to call spgrt. Who are the
Fish and Game Club? They are a small
minority of the electors of this province.
During the late general election why did
they not come out and agitate the ques-
tion? There was not a whisper of it
mentioned then; but now, in a sly, under-
hand way, they are getting a petition up
and circulating it for people to sign, just
the same as the Lord's Day Alljance
worked their oracle. They expect to
hoodwink the government and legislature
into the belief that the majority of the
people want this gun tax on, to preserve
the game of the province, to preserve it,
forsooth, for the gentlemen of the Fish
and Game Club. It is claimed it is to
pay for the protection of the game ‘that
the tax is to be put. It is considered
that the game is & wvaluable asset of the
province. That being so, then the whole
provinge should bear the expense.of pro-
tecting it. It is hinted that there will jbe
garie preserves set apart, but that is a
dark horse Kkept in reserve by the Fish
and Game Clubs until they get in their
end of the wedge of the three-dollar gun
tax first, then it will be an easy thing to
raise the tax to five or ten dollars, or
rerhaps more, until the common fellows
will have to quit hunting altogether anda
the Fish and Game Clubs have it all to
themselves.

Now, sir, T am as much in favor of
preserving the fish and game of the pro-
vince as anycne, and I fail to see where
the Fish and Game Clubs have suggested
any thorough means to that end. In the
first place, I claim the shooting season
is too long—for deer shooting especlally.
The shooting of does after the 15th of
November means the loss of from two to
three, as they are generally in young at
that time. Therefore, the open season
should close and end November 15th, and
not as now December 15th,” and I would
suggest that a higher bounty be paid for
the destruction of wolves and panthers.
These animals prey on the deer, and have
nothing else to live on except the farm-
er’'s sheep, hogs or small cattle, when the
deer get scarce. It is estimated that each
wolf and panther kills not Yess than from
twelve to twenty deer in a year. The
right of prospectors to kill game at any
time will have to be modified, as that
privilege has Been -greatly abused. But
some provision. may be made by which
genuine prospectors may, when too far

from bases of suppliés for getting provi- |

sions, etc., be allowed to shoot game for
their immediate use. With such amend-
ments to the Game Protection Act as it
at present stands affords all the protec-
tion required, providing the law is en-
forced as other laws are.

EMPTIED NORTH WARD
SCHOOL IN MINUTE

Monthly Reports From the Principals
of Schools Wanted--Routine
Business.

&

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Trustee Riddell, chairman of the
building and grounds committee of the
school board, reported last. evening
that the buzzer fire alarm system
which is installed in the local schaols
is in good shape and has proved a
success. Last week he was present at
the North Ward school when fire drill
was in progress, and’the school was
emptied ‘in one minute.

Several of the trustees pointed out
the necessity for having a monthly re-

port from the superintendents of the'

schools giving -the number of fire drills
and the tim»e taken to empty the
schools.

Chairman Jay was inclined to op-
pose too frequent fire drills, stating
that he had been informed by several
teachers that the excitement of the
drills had frequently a bad effect, es-
pecially with the younger children,
who were apt to become hysterical.

Trustee Huggett thought this was an
argument for more fire drills. The
children would become accustomed to
them and there would not be the same
excitement. It was decided to have
monthly reports from the principals
of block schools. In those where there
are individual exits for the separate
rooms there will not be the same num-
ber of drills required.

A number of communications were
then dealt with:

W. J. Dowler, city clerk, wrote
acknowledging receipt of the com-
munication of the board in regard to
the grant of $35,000 for the Victoria
‘West school, and promising that a by-
law providing for this sum would be
introduced at the next meeting of the
council. To the $35,000 will also be
added the sum of $1,500 for the pur-
chase of a lot for use as a playground
for the Kingston street school.

J. A. Nicholson, secretary of "the
corporation of McGill university, wrote
stating that the university was willing
to grant Victoria High school affilia-
tion for two years in arts and one in
applied science. He stated that Dr.
Torey of McGill would be in the city
shortly, and would interview the board
in this regard.

Tru#tee " Huggett" presented the ré-
port of the finance committee for the
past month, recommending the pay-
ment of accounts to the extent of
$1,541.73.

The report was adopted and the ac-
counts ordered paid, with the excep-
tion of one item of $50 received from
the aunditor, Mr. Raymur, appointed
by the city, for auditing the accounts
of the board for the past ten years.
He will be asked to specify the rate
calimed for his services.

Trustee Riddell, for the committee
on the introduction of singing in the
schols, reported progress, and asked
for further time. This was granted.
It was also decided on Truste. Rid-
dell’s recommendation to change the
date for the addition of singing to the
curriculum from April 1st to August
1st.

Superintendent Eaton reported to
the effect that the total attendance at
the schools during the past month had
been 873% per cent. of the posssible.
This, he stated, was greaterf than for
January, but was not good enough.
He. stated that the average should be
at least 93 per cent.

Chairman Jay called the attention
of the board to the fact that the yard
adjoining the playground of Victoria
West school was in a very unsanitary
condition. Trustee Riddall also spoke
strongly on the matter, and it was
decided to call the matter to the at-
tention of the sanitary inspector.

TERRIFIC SLUMP
ON WALL STREET

(Continued From.Page 1.)
(Asscciated Press.)

New York, March 14—Wall street
opened in a turmoil of excitement to-
day and after making a -momentary
stand against weakness, broke the
quite generally. Individual stocks were
unloaded at rapid declines, indicating
the continuance of foreed liquidation.

The struggle between opposing
tbrees at the opening was stimulated
by news from London, where a sharp
rebound had occurred after a period of
extreme nervousness, and the an-
nouncement of two failures. The sup-~
position’ that the worst was thus dis-
closed at that centre prompted some
aggressive support at the opening
here, and some leading  superlative
stocks started one to two points above
last night.” Reading made 2 points ad-
vance, Louisville and Nashville, 18,
and some of the Pacifics and Trunk
lines a point or more. Fluctuations
were feverish and violent and the trend
of the market was not clearly precept-
able: Amal. Copper, 1% points, Great
Northern had 3%; Amn. Loco., 3%; D.
& H., 5%; Atlantic Coast Line and
Sugar, 3; Brooklyn Transit, 2%; Press-
ed Steel, 5; Northern Pacific, 2%, and
many active stocks 1 to 2 points.

The stocks which opened higher
were swept off the lower levels with
the general list. United States Steel
was liquidated in enormous volumes.

The renewed slump naturally gave
rise to further uneasiness over the
continued melting . away of prices.
However it was noted that the Bank
of England had refrained from advanc-
ing its discount rate. The advance in
the discount in London to above the
bank rate indicated the continued
pressure on the money market, which
is believed to be responsible for the
conditions in the New York market.

At noon there was a downward
plunge in prices after the opening
which caused extreme losses in stockg.
There was a slight rally before the
hour of closing. The tone continued
nervous and feverish as to the recov-
ery. A substantial rally occurred dur-
ing the second hour, due to relief over
the absence of money difficulty, fol-
lowed by the fall in prices.

There~was a large falling off in the
activity of dealings and the market be-
came quiet.

Bonds were comparatively little af-
fected, except in the convertible
classes. The steadiness 'which followed
the first bad break lasted until after
12 o’clock. #At that time another down-
ward movement developed and drove
prieces fér-some of the leaders to the
lowest ptices -of this year. Can. Pac.
went to ¥773%.

The slump to-day on Wall Street is
merely a continuation of the varied and
violent fluctuations in prices of securities
which have been noticeable for the past
four days. The whole movement was
without definite news to explain it, but
the volume and aggressiveness of the
operations were sufficient to stamp them
as caming from sources of importance.
It is this implied importance of the origin
of present dealingssand. the mystery
whi¢h hangs over it which have given it
impressiveness to the speculative imagin-
ation. Wall Street parlance has found a
phrase “rich men’s panic’” to define the
condition. This is based on the supposi-
tion that men of great wealth, who ac-
cumulated large holdings of stocks last
year, find themselves without prospect of
selling out to advantage in the present
public distaste for the stock market. It
is believed that they have been prompted
as well by the urgency of other calls up-
on them, due to the universal pressure for
capital and by fears of being overtakén
by industrial depression, to liquidate their
holding as best they may. The action of
the market for several days, and of spe-
cial stocks notably, has given color to this
theory of the évents in progress.

Into this condition of sentiment was
precipitated . a report that carried with
it the inference that the supposedly dis-
tressed capitalists were really taking ad-
vantage of the unsettlement of values to
carry out another daring exploit. The
rumor alleged with positiveness that cer-

tain large centralized holdings of Read-
ing had been taken over by E. H. Harri-
man securing the control of the property.
The heavy liquidation some days ago in
Atchison was elleged to be of Union Pa-
cific holdings to provide resources for the
Reading operation. The“bears in Read-
ings were thrown into a panic, and there
were scrambles to cover all through the
list. The bears were intimidated and
were disinclined to pursue their attacks
on vprices of other stocks. There was
heavy liquidation in Pennsylvania, Amal-
gamated Copper and Union Pacific. The
abesorption of the Hill stock and of Read-
ing, however, was constant.

In the last three days the bearish move-
ment has gained strength and continued
assaults upon the Harriman group had
its culmination in to-day’s tremendous
hammering. The rich man’s panic makes
it likely that Black Thursday will super-
sede Black Friday.

FIGHTING OVER
AN AFFIDAVIT

JEROME STRIVES 10
INTRODUCE TESTIMONY

Contends It Has an Important Bear-
ing on Evidence Given By Evelyn
Thaw.

New York, March 14.—A crucial point’

in the trial of Harry K. Thaw has
been reached. It revolves about the

affidavit which Abraham Hummell has
in his possession and which is said to
have been dictated by him at the in-
stance of Evelyn Nesbitt Thaw. The
legal fight to admit this testimony be-
gan yesterday when District Attorney
Jerome made the first impassioned ad-
dress yet heard at the trial in which
he pleaded eloquently for its admis-
sion.

The fight will continue to-day, and
Mr. Delmas, for the defence, will argue
against its admission.

It was to give the defence time to
study precedents and otherwise pre-
pare for the fight that the court ad-
journed yesterday after a brief ses«
sion.

The importance of the affidavit was
brought out by Mr. Jerome in his ad-
dress yesterday. He told of Evelyn
Nesbitt Thaw's story on the stand.
which she said she told to Thaw in
Paris and the district attorney said if
the jury believed the story they would
carry it in' their minds and seriously
weigh it in determining the question
of -whether Thaw’s reason was un-
hinged.

“If on the other hand,” he said, “I
am allowed to show that Evelyn Thaw
did not tell Thaw that White had drug+<
ged her and attacked her, and we can
show that the jury has..grave reasons
te doubt this matter, will.this.not be
a matter which the jury has reason to
weigh in determining whether this man
was of unsound mind when he killed
White.”

Mr. Jerome declared that in this affi-
davit . she swore that she had mever
told Thaw in Paris this story .about
the assault by White; furthermore,
she swore that Thaw had tried to in-
duce her to sign papers in proceedings
to get White in jail, using the story
as a basis, that she told him it was
not true and that when he insisted
that she sign some papers and she re-
fused he stripped her and beat her,
lashed her with a whip until her skin
was lacerated.

FORMER VICTORIAN
KILLED NEAR SEATTLE

Run Down By a Passenger Train
and Succumbed to His
Injuries.

Seattle, March 14—Ed. Hillier, who
came to this city from Victoria a
couple of months ago, was Kkilled by a
Northern Pacific train while he was
crossing the railroad tracks in a wa-
gon near Kent this morning.

There are two tracks where the ac-
cident occurred, and Hillier had just
avoided a freight train on one track
when the passenger train came upon
him. The horses had barely cleared
the track when the locomotive struck
the wagon, throwing Hilier Into the
air. He was quickly taken to the hos-
pital at Kent, where he died two hours
later.

Hillier leaves several relatives, who
live at Victoria. He recently bought
a ranch in White River valley, for
which he paid $8,000.

W. W. Northecott, building inspector,
was instructed to furnish an estimate
as to the cost of the erection of a high
board fence around the grounds. Work
on the course is to be commenced im-
mediately and horsemen may rest as-
sured that they will soon have a track
secend to none on the Pacific.

The same committee considered the
question of providing suitable grounds
for the lacrosse and baseball -clubs.
Arrangements ‘are being made to have
the committee, along with the club
representatives visit the park and de-
cide upon a location.

REDUCTIONS MADE AT
MEETING LAST NIGHT

Proposed Expenditure on City Hall
Whittled Pown--Routine Busi-
ness Transacted.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The prelirninary consideration of the
estimates for the year was
satisfactorily aoncluded by the city
council last nfitht. One item alone
gave rise to sorne discussion, namely,
that with referemee to the proposed
alterations in the city hall, and the
amount down for this—$18,000, was
whittled down to $5,000.

At the beginning of the consideration
of the estimates the proposed sum was
$32,000 above the estimated revenue. By
a process of boiling down this was re-
duced to an amount of $14,000 above.

The heating plant should be put
in afresh at an estimated cost of $6,000.

After some discussion it was decided
that only $5,000 could be expended this
year, $1,500 for general repairs and the
balance for alterations to allow the
city assessor and the water commis-
sioner space in the office now occupied
by the treasurer and his staff.

In the course of discussion a pro-
posal was made by Ald. Vincent that
the market hall should be sold, and
that the proceeds, which would reach
$150,000, should be devoted to the build-
ing of a new city hall. The proposal
was warmly approved of, but nothing
definite could be done at that time.

The estimates were finally carried
through their preliminary reading after
some minor sums had been struck out.

The routine business gave rise to no
matter of any grave importance. Man-
ager Van Sant wrote acknowledging
his responsibility for the dirt accumlat-
ed.in those parts of the market hall
which were used by the V. & S. rail-
way. He stated that he would exepct
theé city teo attend to those portions
used by the city.

The matter of extending the propos-
ed sidewalk on Heywood avenue to
Wallace street advocated by J. J. Shall-
cross was referred to the streets,
bridges and sewers committee,

To this committee also was passed on
a letter from B. F. Sheppard asking
that the surface drain on Government
street be .extended as far as Toronto
street.

The same course was adopted with
reference teo a petition from a number
of residents on March street, asking for
the removal of the V. & 8. trestle as
it was a menace to the public safety.

A petition from Arthur J. Burn and
some residents on Washington avenue
asking that the street from Burnside
road to the Gorge road should be im-
proved met with the same fate.

To this committee was also passed on
a letter from Mercy Criddell asking for
a cement. sidewalk on Ontario street
between Bridcage Walk and Beacon
Hill park.

The city solicitor wrote stating that
the city could not be held responsible
for a claim with reference to plumbing
work made by Mrs. Marshall.

HADLEY SMELTER IS
T0 USE NEW SYSTEM

Thomas Kiddie Will lnstal One and
Will Assume the Management
of Works.

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

Thomas Xiddie, the well known
smelter man, who for some months has
had a contract with the Brown-Alaska
Company owning mines and a smelter
on Prince of Wales Island, will leave
this evening for the north to take
charge of the operations at the works.
He will not remain very long at the
Hadley smelter at this time, but ex-
pects to.return to Victoria in about
two weeks.

The object of the trip to the north
at present is for the purpose of mak-
ing- preparations for the installation of
Mr. Kiddie's blast furnace at the smel-
ter. This system of treating the ores
was a feature of the work carried on
by Mr. Kiddie at the Tyee smelter at
Ladysmith, and won for him the great-
est praise from the experts who hap-
pened to inspect the premises. When
the Institute of Mining Engineers held
their convention in this city a few
years. ago they insisted upon visiting
the smelter at Ladysmith and inspect-
ing for themselves the admirable work
which Mr. Kiddie, then manager of the
works there, was able to carry out so
economically and well

The Brown-Alaska people have deeid-
ed that Mr. Kiddie shall instal the sys-
tem in their works, and it is for the
purpose of.inspecting the ground pre-
paratory to ordering the equipment
that he will visit the smelter at this
particular time.

Followihg that, Mr. Kiddie will re-~
move to Hadley and take over the
management of the smelter. The works
there have a capacity of 400 tons a day
and have an up-to-date smelter.

The Brown-Alaska Company has re-
cently acquired: the mines at Maple
Bay, on the Portland Canal, and will
increase the output from them to the
smelter, The properties have been held
under option for some time, and there
has been about 50 tons a day sent from
the mines to Hadley. The shipments
are made by barge to supplement the
ores from the company’s mines on the
Island.

AN EXCITING TIME.

Experienced by Two Timber Cruisers

BOARD OF TRADE
WILL CONSIDER ACT

Lord’s Day Observance Act Will Be
Discussed at To-morrow’s
Meeting.

The general monthly meeting of the
board of trade, which will be held to-
morrow at 8 p. m. in the board of trade
rooms, promises to be exceptionallly
interesting. = Among matters to be
brought up for discussion, which are
not on the notice of the meeting will be
the Lord's Day Observance Act. The
problems raised by this bill are many
and  serious, and make its consider-
ation a question of extreme importance.
Another matter to be brought up will
be the question of the coasting laws. A
bill is now before the provincial house
repealing the tax on commercial travel-
lers. The board will be asked to ex-
press an opinion on this question to=
morrow, Two other important subjects
which will be dealt with are the report
of the board’'s special committee on the
labor question, and the bill now before
the House of Commons at Ottawa mak-
ing: an eight-hesur day -compulsery on
all government contracts.

A special meeting of the council was
held this morning in  the board of
trade chambers, Mr. F. A, Pauline pre-
siding.

The secretary’s file was exceptionally
full, and the following are some of the
matters dealt with: The councii decid-
ed to take up the question of a suit-
able exhibit at the Alaska-Yukon-
Pacific exhibition. The Dominion and
provincial governments and boards of
trade will be communicated with in
this connection. The question of the
Lord’s Day observance was also intro-
duced, and was referred to to-morrow’s
monthly general meeting of the board.
The request of the Chilliwack Board
of Trade that the local board give its
support to the Sumas reclamation
scheme was acceded to.

The coasting laws were discussed,
and will furnish a matter for discussion
at to-morrow’s monthly meeting.

THREE TRAINMEN DROWNED.

Bridge Gave Way and Engineer, Fire-
man and Brakeman Were Car-
ried. to Death,

Pittsburg, Pa,, March 13.—Three men
drowned, a railroad bridge washed
away, a country bridge in danger of
falling, the railroad bridge over the
Alleghenny river damaged, an engine
and five freight cars in the water, are
the first resylts of the rapid rise dur-
ing the night of Deer creek, near
Harmersville, on the West Pennsyl-
vania road. ?

The dead are: J. B. Misknell, engi-
neer, 28 years old, Alleghenny; W. J.
Cantwell, fireman, 25 years old, Dar-
lington, Pa.; J. M. Jones, brakeman, 25
years old, Freeport, Pa.

About 4.26 o’clock this morning a
freight train, east-bound, entered on
the bridge, but had not ‘got further
than the second pier when it suddenly
gave away. Before . the engineer, fire-
man or a brakeman on the front part
of the train could realize what had
happened, the bridge went down, carry-
ing the engine, trainmen and five
freight cars with it.

So rapidly had Deer creek rigsen dur-
ing the night that it had attained a
height of 16 feet, instead of the normal,
from 4 to 6 feet. So great was the
force of the current that one of the
five freight cars, seavily loaded, was
carried down the creek over a quarter
of a mile, The fireman, engineer and
brakeman were dragged into the roar-
ing current and drowned.

REDCLIFF COMPANY
ACQUIRING TIMBER

Block of Twenty Thousand Acres
Purchased in Vicinity of Alberni
By Concern.

(From Wednesday's Dzily.)

W. E. Knapp, of Duluth, representing
the Redclif Lumber Company, per-
haps the largest mill operators in
northern Michigan, after spending
some little time here, left a few days
ago for Alberni. Mr, Knapp was in
Victoria for his company, which is ac-
quiring timber limits on Vancouver
Island.

Some months ago mention was made
in the Times that representatives of
the company named were in this city
looking into the situation with the ob-
Ject of beginning work on this coast.
Several of the officlals of the company,
including the solicitor of the concern,
were here at that time and as a re-
sult of their vigit it was decided that
they would invade Vancouver Island
as a fleld for milling purposes.

Since that time they have had cruis-
ers at work and quite a area of timber
lands has been acquired by the com-
pany. These are located for the most
part in that part of the province lying
north of the Alberni canal, and extend-
ing northwards in the direction of the
Great Central Lake. A block of about
20,000 acres was acquired from the E.
& N. at that point. The company, it
is understood, are still seeking addi-
tional lands and intend to go into the
milling busines on this coast on a very
large scale. While Mr. Knapp, in a
conversation with a Times reporter,
was not inclined to speak of their
schemes in a bombastic way, he con-
veyed the information that they would
in due course erect on the Island gi-
gantic mills. There is reason to be-
lleve In fact that if the Redcliff com-
pany acquires all the timber which
they are desirous of getting, one of the
largest plants in the province will be
erected to take care of the manufac-
ture of the timber,

The location of the mills

and the

time when they will be erected depends,

in large part upon the limits acquired.
The company ig of such a character,
however, that it is safe to say that its
operations will be among the most im-
portant on the coast.

There is reason to believe, however,
that the mills may be located some-
where on the Alberni canal, and will be
so placed as to take advantage of the
water facilities there afforded for ship-
ments. The export trade Is understood
to be the one which will receive the
greater part of the attention of the
concern.

But there i8 also a growing local
busginess in the province with the
prairie sections of the Dominion which
the company cannot afford to over-
look. The projected line of the E. &
N. to Comox by way of Alberni will in
all probability pass through or near
to the limits which have been acquired
and will afford the opportunities for
shipping which may be sought,

YUKON AFFAIRS.

Speech By Dr. Thompson in the House
of Commons,

Ottawa, March 13.—Dr. Thompson,
Yukon, on the motion to go into ways
and means, in the Commons yesterday,
made his annual speech on Yukon af-
fairs. He advocated a full elective
council, At present the council is half
elected and half appointed. He did not
desire to give full autonomy to the
Yukon yet. The Yukon should have
the same autonomy as the Northwest
had for many years. He was simply
volcing the sentiments of the people in
pressing for this. He condemned the
locking up of land with hydraulic
leases, It should be worked or cancel-
led. Yukon is the only country produc-
ing gold to any extent in Canada.

Dr, Thompson asked for a subsidy for
light draught boats for the river. He
also spoke of the agricultural capabil-
ities of the country,

SUB-TREASURY ROBBERY.

Detectives Working on Theory That
Money Was Borrowed by Bank in
Temporary Difficulties.

Chicago, March 13.—A new feature in
the investigation of the sub-treasury
robbery is being' explored by the fed-
cral authorities. It was suggested that
a Chicago banking institution needed
a large sum to tide over temporary dif-
ficulties and is responsible for the dis-
appearance of the $173,000.

The secrat service operatives are
working on the theory that the money
that disappeared from the cage of As-
sorting Teller George W. Fitzgerald on
February 20 was borrowed for a day or
two at. the instance of a tottering in-
stitution by some employee who now
fears to restore it.

Chief Wilkie and Capt. Porter would
not be surprised, it is asserted on the
highest authority, if the missing money
were to be restored any day.

In pursuance of this theory, the
financial status of more than one bank-
ing institution in Chicago has been
quietly investigated.

The mover of the address in reply
had alleged that the campaign of the
opposition during the recent election
had been one of scandal, well, in his
opinion, the blame for this did not rest
with the opposition. but rather with
those were responsible for the scandal.
The speaker believed that the time of
the House could be better taken up
than with the discussion of seandals.

The result of the election had been
in favor of his friends of the govern-
ment, that should be sufficient,

Reasons For Election.

He, however, would like to analyse
the reasons of this. The result of that
election had been largely due to a cry
which had been raised to a great ex-
tent through tHe efforts of the leader
of the government. This was the ery
of federal interference. He wished to
state for his part that there had been
no Dominion interference in the recent
election. The statement was untrue.

(Government cries—'‘You don’t even
smile when you say that.")

“No, I don't even smile when Iisay
that,” econtinued Mr. Oliver, “and I as-
gsert that there was no Dominion inter-
ference in this matter.”

There were other reasons for the out-
come of the election. One of these was
the fact that prosperity prevailed
throughout the country.

The mover of the debate had instanc-
ed the prosperity which existed in the
mining industry. This was more large-
ly due to the advance in the price of
the products than through any effort
of the Dominion government.

The mover of the address had refer-
red to the inecrease in revenue, ‘which
had swelled the coffers of the govern-

ment. He was glad to know that the
sacrific which had been made by the
country had not been in vain. But he
was glad to say that the positien taken
by the opposition in 1903 had been ad-
mirably justified by later events. They
then had declared that there was no
need for imposing such heavy taxation.
There had been no need for panicky
legislation which the government had
brought about. Nevertheless, the op-
position would not rake up old scores,
but were glad that the government was
in a position to reduce taxation, and
vet equld promise that there were am-
ple means:-to:- do everything necessary
for- the development of .the country.
The prosperity Qf the province was
largely due to the fact that it had cap-
tured the markets of the Northwest
Territories. He would ask if this were
possible, had it not been for the policy
of the Dominion: government, which by

fllling- these regions with settlers hadr

rendered” tHis possible.

The increase in the revenue from the
timber industry, which the mover had
attributed to the growth in trade, had
not been due to the growth or develop-
ment of that industry, but to the rev-
enue from the large number of licenses
granted for speculative purposes. The
speculation had had the effect of in-
creasing the price of building materi-
als,

Better Terms,

Then the member for Delta referred
to the attitude of the Conservative
party during the recent election on the
question of better terms. They had
taken the attiude throughout the cam-
paign that the opposition had opposed
the effort to secure additional advant-
ages from the federal government. This
was altogether false. In 1905 the Pre-
mier had the Liberals solid behind
him, when he had gone to Ottawa to
strengthen his hands.

“The very resolution upon the sub-
ject which was introduced in this
House,” said the speaker, “was drafted
and brought in by my friend, the lead-
er of the Liberal opposition, who is at
present I regret to say absent through
sickness. The Liberals occupy the same
position now as they have always done
on the question of better terms, and
they are as ready to support any .le-
gitimate movement now as they have
ever been.”

Mr, Oliver expressed his pleasure at
the anouncement of the government
that they were about to reduce taxes.
This action was necessary.

With regard to the announcement of
the Intention of the administration
with regard to the coal and oil licenses
in the Southeast Kootenay, he was
glad that the government had at
length awakened to their duty. It was
better late than never. The faulty li-
censes which had been issued had dis-
cduraged the investment of capital in
these regions, and had therefore re-
tarded the development of the coun-
try.

A Slight Reminder.

But in this position the honorable
member for Delta wished to remind the
government of their expressed inten-
tion of reserving a portion of all coal
and oil lands for the benefit of the pro-
vince, in order if necessary that there
should be areas available for the gov-
ernment itself to operate for the benefit
of the people of the province. With
regard to the fisheries he thought the
mover of the address had been unfor-
tunate in hid statement that the pro-
vince was in conflict with the Domin-
ion in this regard. He acknowledged
that there was a dual right involved in
the fisheries. The rights of either party
had not as yet been clearly defined by
the courts. :

The mover of the address had alleged
that the salmon were being reduced in
numbers in the Fraser river. In view
of the fact that there were now nearly
a hundred miles of traps between them

and the river, he thought this not im- |

probable, It was little wonder that
the flsh had decreased in number. He
regretted the fact that the rights of
the fishermen on the Fraser were being
gtill further curtajled. It had been said
that this was owing to the action of
the Dominion government, but the
speaker instanced the fact that the Do-
minion government wae acting on the

trusted that the government would dis-

Provincial University.

Mr. Oliver then referred to the ques-
tion of setting aside lands for the en-
downment of a provincial university.
He knew that many wanted a provin-
cial university, but he,would prefer to
gsee the public schools of the province
rendered more efficient. He endorsed
the remarks: of the -seconder of the
address who had advocated school
books at cost. He would like to see
school books furnished free to the zhil-
dren of the province.

He would like at the proper-time to
see.a provincnal university established,
but allled to it a technical  college,
which would teach all the arts of which
British Columiba had need. He be-
lieved that these activities were more
important to the province than the
tearned professions.

The necessity of the establishment
of a model farm also was referred to
in this connection.

In dealing with the government pro-
posals with regard to irrigation, Mr.
Oliver complimented them on at length
taking the advice of the opposition.
The original advocate of this was a
member of the present Conservative
party in the House, the mémber for
Okanagan.

Then arose the question of Indian re-
seryes. The Conservatives had en-
deavored to place the Liberals in a
false light during the past campaign in
this connection. They had stated that
if installed in power the Liberals would
hand over to the Grand Trunk Pacific
valuable rights to the province in con-
nection with certain Indian reserves.
This was untrue, and the allegation
was unfair.,

Mr. Bowser—“The Ottawa Liberals
dia it’

“If my friend, the member for Van-
couver, would use his ingenuity for the
good of his province instead of in en-
deavoring to place his political eppon-
ents in a false light, he would do more
for that province,” was the reply.

Continuing, the question of immigra-
tion, he stated that he thHought he
voiced the feelings of the province
when he stated that they desired a
white population in British Columbia.
They would like to see the pnopulation
of the province swelled by additions
from the British Isles. Not only for
the value they would prove to the pro-
vinee, but for the benefit they would
themselves derive .therefrom.

He was glad to hear that the govern-
ment was In a position to spend more
money on the .yarious public works
throughout the. province, because his
constituency of Delta had been starv-
ed, perhaps with a view to altering its
political eomplexion. He was glad it
was imposgible to influence his con-
stituency in his manner. (Mr. Mec-
Bride—‘‘Hear, hear.”)

Mr. Oliver then proceeded at some
length to detail the needs of the con-
stituency with regard to roads. He
advised that the government should
give the municipalities the power to
increase the amount which rendered
land exempt from the wild lands’.tax
on acecgunt of improvements. He in-

stanced a mumber of roads throughout-

his censtituency, which required more
favorable treatment. There had been
hardly a dollar spent upon the-roads
there in the last three years,

PREMIER M‘BRIDE.

Premier McBride, upon rising to con-
tinue the depate, was received with
cheers and applause from the govern-
ment and opposition benches.

At some length he congratulated the
Speaker upon his elevation to his pres-
ent position, and predicted brilliant fu-
tures for the mover and seconder of
the address.

He regretted the absence of the lead-
er of the opposition through sickness,
and hoped for his speedy recovery. He
congratulated the opposition having a
gentleman such as the member for
Delta in its numbers who was both
able and competent to continue the de-
bate and to step into the gap created
by his leader’s unavoidable absence.

He referred to the member for Delta
as a curious character, He comment-
ed upon the strange partiality for the
views of the member for Delta upon
agricultural subjects held by farmers
in contradistinetion to their opinion of
his (Richard McBride's) views on the
same suybject. The tone of Mr. Oliver’s
address on the present occasion was
broad indeed and full of generosity in
its attitude. There was no need for
bitterness in the debates of the House,
angd its deliberations were elevated by
a sober and proper conduct of the pro-
ceeding of the House,

He negatived the statements of the
member for Delta that his constituency
had been neglected. The government
had been forced to economize, and all
constituencies had suffered. One of the
costliest undertakings of the present
government, the New Westminster
bridge, had Deen undertaken to benefit
Delta and other areas to the south of
the Fraser river.

Continuing the premier referred to
the popular belief that the Dominion
government is superior to the provin-
cial. He denied this. In such matters
as the provincial parliament had juris-
diction, it was supreme, and the Do-
minion government had recognized this
time and time again.

Temporary Loan Bill,

The premier then referred to the op-
position’s attitude with regard to the
temporary Ioan Bill of three year’s
before. The opposition had stated that
the interest was exccssive and had for-
gotten that there were obligations in-
stantly maturing which had to be met.
The government was absolved from the
charge of having instituted panicky
legislation from the sueccess which had
attended their efforts. Byron E.
Walker, the president of the Bank of
Commerce and an acknowledged fin-
ancial authority had commended the
action of the finance minister. As a
result of the government’s meeting its
obligations promptly and administer-
ing the affairs of the country wisely,
the credit of the province had become
good and security and confidence had
been won.

In continuing the premier referred at
length to the question of better terms.
He detailed his actions at the provin-
cial conference. He had secured recog-
nition of the principal that British
Columbia was entitled to exceptional

The reason why the provinee of Bri-
tish Cplumhia does not receive
same consideration at Ottawa as the
other provinces largely follows as a
result of her geographical position. The
cther provinces are constantly sending
delegations to Ottawa to facilitate the
passing of measures in their interest,
This is rarely done by British Colum-
bia. Bastern Canada does not under-
stand the province of British Columbia.
They know nothing of its geography.
This should be remedied.

It was the intention. of the govern-
ment to provide for a number of pub-
lic works in the estimates which they
would shortly prepare. Every dollar
of the surplus which the member: for
Delta thought the government would
want to cherish so closely would be so
disposed of. He took - considerable
credits to.. himself and the government
because it had not inaugurated a num-
bem»f public works with that surplus
on the eve pf the elections.

He reviewed at length the Southeast
¥Kootenay coal and oil license question,
He sketched the circumstances which
had l=d up to the government’s issuing
ite famous order-in-council and@ stated
that it was intended merely to intro-
duce legislation which would render

| valid the licences which under the in-

terpretation of the privy couneil had
been set aside.

He referred to Mr. Oliver’s remarks
with regard te reservations. It was
true that the Conservative government
had provided for reservations of coal
and oil lands, and yet had taken no
positive action in this regard. If some
feasible plan could be advanced to re-
iain certain areas he would favor its
adoption,

Press Its Claims.

The Premier preferred at length to
the fisheries question, and stated the
provincial government would exact all
its rights and would press its claim for
all the obligations under which the
federal government lay to the local.

He referred to the matter of the pro-
vineial university stating that in this
connection the government had given
good heed to the necessity for techni-
cal education. He promised that the
university if established would be for
the benefit of all the members of the
community and not for those classes
merely interested in the learned profes-
slons. When it sheuld be established
the provincial college would undertake
all the work which was now performed
by McGill University.

After paying due regard to the mem-
ber’ for Okanagan for the .consistent
manner in whieh he, Mr,-Price Ellison,
had always advocated -proper attention
to irrigation, Mr. McBride referred teo
the questions of Indian:-reserves and
scored the Dominion government for
what he.termed its disregard of pro-
vincial rights. It had handed over the
Tsimpshean Indian reserve to the
Grand Trunk Pacific, and had trusted
that. the provincial government would
wave its . reversionary. rights. When
the provincial government ‘had declin-
ed to do this, it had .stated that it
would compel this,

“It is up to the Liberal party, it is
up to Socialist, to the Labor as well as
the Conservative party that not one
jot of the provincial rights are sacri-
ficed. We expect your support in this,”
he said.

Reassured Labor.

After some vague exhortations to the
opposition to break away from the Ot-
tawa whip, the premier reassured the
labor element as to thé government’s
connection with the Salvation Army.
No menace was meant Tabor. On the
advice of the premiers of Ontario and
Manitoba, he had entered into an ar-
rangemerft with the Salvation Army,
and he trusted it would prove satisfac-
tory. There was a need for more set-
tlers, for more labor in the province.
Through thé method of its’ introduction
it would not disturb existing condi-
tions.

After assuring the House that there
would be no railway legislation nor
mining measures introduced wunless
special need arose, the Premier stated
that all government measures would
be introduced within the next two
weeks, and that there would be no at-
tempt to railroad them through. He
sat down amidst applause from both
the government opposition ranks.

Parker Williams, Socialist, member
for Newcastle, moved the adjournment
of the debate. The adjournment of the
House immediately followed.

new conditions. There is great latitude
with respect to this debate, so that the
“colts” may wander far afield without
coming under the restrain of the
Speaker’s ruling. Yesterday, however,
upon Parker Williams taking his seat,
no other member arose, and the debate
closed, the formal motions relative to
the presentation of the address in.reply
to His Honor being passed and general
business was proceeded with,

The debate on the address was re-
sumed by Parker Willlams, the mem-
ber for Newcastle.

Parker Willlams, on opening, said
that he would not have been very much
concerned had the election resulted dif-
ferent to what it had.

He took objections to the methods
employed to bring to justice the men
who held up the C. P. R. train gbout
a year ago. Not only had the pro-
vincial police and the Northwest
mounted police been employed, but de-
tectives from the United States had
been given a standing in the case, ac-
cording to the press reports. Detec-
tives had come from the American side
and had been allowed into the jail and
used the “sweating” system which was
80 objectionable. The ‘private detec-
tives in the United States were for the
most part greater criminals than the
prisoners sought to bé brought to jus-
tice. When business was slack for
these private detectives ' then  they
created it. The result was that pri-
vate individuals were not able to com-
bat these private detectives, The in-
troduction of this class into Canada
was striking at the roots of Britigh
justice, about which residents of the
country were so proud,

The copper and lumber industries
were much more active than they were
formerly. The result was that the
wages showed an upward tendeney,
following the increase in the cost of
commodities. It was then that the
Minister of finance came into contact
with the Salvation Army and discover-
ed that thig organization dealt in more
than salvation. It dealt with labor.
The Premfer had al=o gained informa-
tion along the same line.

The Minister of Finance had not
made any effort.to ascertain whether
there was a shortage of labor in the
province. - He had never got into con-
tact with the labor men in trying to
ascertain the facts. The employer
alone was pought. This was. a most
unsatisfactory way of getting at the
fact.

It was represented that the Salvation
Army was to bring Iin persons who
would enter into fruit growing. Well,
the principle seekers after this labor
in Victoria were Bullen Bros.,, and in
Nanaimo it was the Hamilton Powder
Company. He had yet to learn of these
firms -raising fruit.

The C. P. R. was employlng white
men to-day at $1.60 a day. White men
were employed at Elk Lake in Vie-
toria at $1.50 a day. If these conditions
were true, then this answered the
question whether there was a shortage
of labor in the province. He would
like to know if the government intend-
ed by their scheme to interfere with
the labor market in the province.

This. government, as.soon as-it saw
the wages going up, stepped in and
aided the employer to keep ' these
wages down. If this was to be the
function of govermment it were well
to understand it clearly.

If the government was so solicitous
about the farmer that labor was to be
brought in, it was peculiar that there
was nothing in the Assessment Act to
show that the farming community was
to be benefited. The Salvation Army
was essentially confined to those living
in the cities. It did not operate among
the rural communities. If these Sal-
vation Army laborers were brought out
to the province and put on farms he
felt safe in saying that it would be
only a week or two before they would
flock to the cities again.

Under the acts of the provines min-
isters of the church were placed under
a sort of quarantine, so that they had
to be three months away from the pul-
pit before they were allowed to sit in
the House or act as school trustees.
Yet the Finanece Minister, when he
wanted laborers, went to the Salvation
Army for them,

Mr. Williams said that a man who had
to be “wet-nursed” by the Salvation
Army was not the one to face the diffi-
culties met with here. He had not
much use for the immigrant that did
not get up and make his own way
about the world.

The immigrants of the Salvation
Army were lauded as desirable ones.
But to the employer what immigrant
was not a desirable one. He did not
lay any stress upon Premier Whitney's
recommendation, and went on tQ show
that Premier Whitney as interested in
a lumber company was tyrannical in
his character. .

The census returns in the Dominion
showed that immigrants did not re-
main in the country. On the contrary
the population followed the route where
the conditions were most favorable, If
conditions were better here than in the
United States labor would comeé in from
‘Washington state.

The demand for lumber in the prov-
ince was not one to last. If labor was
krought in now it might be that within

unemployed. He felt
satisfied the ®overnment would not be
as ready to face that phase of the
question. He advocated the cancella-
tion at once of the agreement with the
Salvation Army. He thought the gov-
ernment might also take steps to pre-
vent employers sending men to the Old
Country and misrepresenting condi-
tions to induce labor to come in. The
government had heard only one side of
the question. It had been buncoed, and
should cancel the agreement. He in-
tends in future whenever he heard of
a man who had been blacklisted to ad-
vise him to send his name to the Min-
ister of Finance, who would find him
employment.

This closed the debate on the speech
of His Honor and the address in reply
was carried.

NEW- BILLS.

J. H. Hawthornthwalite introduced a
bill to amend the Workmen’s Compen-
sation Act, which passed its first read-
ing.

John Oliver introduced a bill intituled
the Ditches and Water Clduses Act,
1807, which passed its first reading.

ASSESSMENT ACT.

On the second reading of the bill to
amend the Assessment Aot, Hon. R. G.
Tatlow took issue with John Oliver
when he stated during the debate on
the address that the Assessment Act
Introduced in 1903 was unnecessary.
The increases in the act had been made
upon the principle that those who
could best bear the taxation should be
made to carry the heaviest share of
this increase. In 1904 om the 30th of
June, the day when al] the taxes had
to be in, there was only & net amount
in the bank of $389,000. There was in
the bank $536,700, but trust funds, etc.,
made up this amount with the excep-
tion of $389,000. In view of that it was
surely necessary to have increased the
taxation. The present bill was for the
purpose of reducing the taxation ac-
cording to the promise made that this
reduction would follow as the situation
warranted it. The reduction made in
1805 had resulted in taking $205,000 off
the people’s taxes. The minimum tax
of $1,000 on banks was made necessary
because banks in some instances show-
ed that they had no income to warrant
a eollection of taxes, . This was due in
some Instances by funds being sent out
of the province. It was felt that these
instiutions should bear a fair share in
the expenses of the province.

John Oliver said that at the end of
June, 1904, the government had over
$500,000 in the bank, but that a large
portion was made up of trust funds,
The government allowed iInterest in
order to have the privilege of using
these moneys.

Mr. Oliver pointed out that while a
large part of the taxes were paid in
the month of June, a considerable por-
tion of the money paid into the gov-
ernment offices during the last few
days of June was not in the depart-
ment at Victoria, and hence did not
show in this amount.

In December, 1904, the government
had $400,000 in the bank on current ac-
count. That was after the government
had paid some of the heaviest demands
put upon it. He felt therefore that it
was fair to say that the legislation of
the goévernment was panicky. The
government had not collected at that
time the taxes due. The banks had
got off from paying all that ‘was due.
The cannery owners had also been al-
lowed to go free of taxes which might
have been collected.

Hon. R. G. Tatlow rose to explain the
cannerymen'’s taxation, only to be met
by Mr. Oliver forcing him to admit
that rather than go into court with
the clalm against the cannerymen the
government accepted 556 cents on the
dollar for the taxes due.

J, H. Hawthornthwaite, following,
said that he found nothing in the
amendment introduced to relleve the
small farmer. This he thought should
be done., He also thought the govern-
ment should give relief to the working-
men by lifting the burden of the poll
tax, which was the one form of taxa-
tion which pressed upon some of these
people. He said when the proper time
came he would move in that direction.

A. E. McPhillips said he had glways
been very optimistic regarding the fu-
ture of the province. He wasg glad to
see that development of the natural
resources was such as to give the gov-
ernment revenue which allowed of the
taxation being reduced.

The bill passed its second reading.

PULP WORKS
IN THE NORTH

PLANS COMPLETED
FOR SWANSON BAY

Manufactory With Capacity of Fifty
Tons Daily Will Be Erected
This Year.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

J. A. MacKinnon, who is in charge
of the operations of the Canadian
Pacific Sulphite' Pulp Company now
erecting works at Swanson Bay on the
northern British Columbia coast, is
busy at the present time getting his
plant forwarded for the coming sum-
mer. He is in Victoria on business for
a few days, but will have a busy sea-
son between his home in Vancouver
and the north this coming summer. The
contracts have practically all been let
for the suplying of machinery for the
pulp mills. The intention is to have
the works in operation during next
year, and in the meantime the best
will be made of the time to get the
plant in place,

The capital back of the company is
practically all provided ‘in the old
land, Mr. MacKinnon himself is the
only shareholder on the coast. The
plans for the works have been drawn
up by Geo. F. Hardy, of New York,
and provide for the manufacture of
about 50 tons a day of sulphite pulp
ready for shipment to the paper mills.
The market iz a large one. It is the
intention to ship fo the Orient on ac-
count of the excellent facilities for
water transportation with the corre-
sponding reduction in cost over that of
shipping by rail.

While the plans provide for the out-
put mentioned as an initial capacity
the works will not be limited to %:s
by any means. On the contrary, e
plans are prepared so as to allow of a
duplication of all the different parts
of the equipment, so that it will be a _
simple matter to double the capacity.:

At the present time there is a port-
ablt sawmill erected on the site, and
the place has been cleared for the large
mill which is to follow, and which will
be bullt right on the water front to re-
ceive the timber towed by water.
Elevated above the level of the wharf
and located on the rising ground back
of the site the acid tower, reaching a
height of 160 feet, will be put up. From
the wharf a continuous conveyor will
carry the raw material for the manu-
facture of the acid. This will corist
of lime and sulphur,

Another conveyor carries the wood as
it is cut from the mill to the digestor,
where it mixes with the acid coming
by gravitation from the acid tower. In
turn the product will pass» by gravita-
tion to the blow pit, then to the screen,
then to the drying room, and be trans-
ferred to the storage building situated
on a level with the wharves so as to
facilitate shipping by water.

The plans make provision for the lo-
cation of a paper mill in conjunction
with the works, the intention of the
company being to add that later in the
history of the concern.. The immense
water power right at hand will be used
to generate power to be used In the
operation of the plant.

The site of the works is only about a
hundred miles from the terminus of the
Grand Trurk Pacific at Prince Rupert,
and as the passage is all within the
most land locked waters the shipping
facllities when the railway is complet-
ed and lines of steamboats are plying
out of that northern harbor to the
Orient will be of the very best char-
acter,

The company is said to have excel-
lent supplies of raw material, and is in
a splendid position to manufacture not
only sulphite puip, but also the
finished product, paper. This company
is the first one to make use of the pulp
concessions granted some years ago.
