“The Newscript, in Belfast, learns,
through a refugee from the Boers, that
President Kruger was at Neilspruit on
Saturday, and that President Steyn, Vil-
joen, Christian Botha, Fournier dnd De-
larey were with him: Lucas Meyer has
been deposed from his command. but re-
mains Mr. Kruger’s military adv;ilér.

Houston, Pexas, Sept. 10.—The first
news to reach this city from the strick-
en city of Galveston was received last
night. James . Timmins, of Houston,
general super}ntendent of the National
Compress Company, arrived here at 8
o'clock from Galveston, After. remain-
ing through the hurricane on Saturday,
he departed from Gélveston on a
schooner and came acboss the bay to

Morgan’s Point, where he eaught a train .

for Houston.  The hurricane, Mr, Tim-
mins said, was the worst ever kmowal
The estimates made by citizens of Gal-!
veston was that 4,000 houses, most of
them residences, have been destroyed.
Some business houses were also destroy-

ed, but most of them stodd, though' bad-
ly damaged.

I was in the storm which struck
Galveston in 1875, but that one, bad as
it was, was nothing in comparison with
Saturday’s. The gulf and bay are full
of wreckage of every description, and it
seems as if every frame house in ‘the
town must have been blown down and
knocked to pieces, judging from the
amount of driftwood that is floating
abont.

The Wreck of' Galveston,

Houwston, Tex., Sept. 10.—Richard Spil-
lane, & well known Galveston newspaper
%man, and correspondent of the Assbeiated
Press, in that city, whe reached Hous-
ton to-day; after: a terrible ‘experience,
gives the following account of the dis-
aster at Galveston:

“One of the most awful tragedies of
modern ‘times has visited Galveston.
The city is in ruins ‘and the- déad-will
nimber probably 1,000, I ani just from
the. city, having been commi‘ssioned by
the mayor and citizens’ committee to get
in touch with the outside world and ‘ap-
‘peal for help. Houston Was the nearest
point at which working telégraph instru-
ments could be found, the wires as well
as nearly all the buildings between here
and the Gulf ot Mexico being wrecked.

“When 1 left”Galveston, shortly be-
fore noon yesterday, the people were
organizing for the prompt burial of the
dead, distribution of food and - all neces-
sary work after.a period of disaster;

“The wreck of Galyeston was bhrought
about by a tempest so terrible that ne
words. can, adequately describe its inten-
sity, and by a flood which turned the
city intc. a raging’  sea. The® weather
bureau records_show that the wind. at-
tained' a velocity of 84 miles an hour,
when the measuring  instruments blew
away, so it:is impossible to tell -what
was the maximum.

“The storin began at 2 o’'clock, Sunday
morning. Previous to that a "great
storm had been raging in the Gulf and
the tide was very high. While the
‘ storm in the Gulf piled the water up on
the beach side of the city,. the mnorth
wind piled the water from the bay. on
to the bay part of the city. Apout noon
it became evident that the city was go-
ing to be visited with disaster. Hundreds
of residences along the beach front were
hurriedly abandoned, the families

“It will take a week to tabulate the
deaths - and approximate the meonetary
loss. It is safe to assume that one-half
of the property of the ecity is wiped
out, and that one-half of the residents
have to face absolute poverty. For ten
miles inland from the shore it is a com-
mon sight to see small eraft, such as
steam' launches, schooners and oyster
sloops.  The life boats of the life-saving

The London Times Correspondent
Says Troops Are 8Still Pour-
ing Into Pekin.

Children Murdered, and Women
Carried Off by Chinese—
Evacuation.

The Man Who Killed Baron von
Ketteler Now in. Hands of
Germans.

London, Sept. 12.—Additional advices
from the Times Pekin corespondent, Dr.
Morrison, under date of August 31st, are
published to-day. “The censorship,
which is under Sir Alfred Gasalle, makes
it difficult,” says the eorrgspondent, “to
convey @ true picture of the present situ-
ation in Pekin, . To-day the foreign com-
munity ‘was thrilled with horror at the
news of massacra.of the missionaries at

were butchered before the eyes of their
parents, while women were ravished and
carried into captivity. Yet the. troops
remain inactive.

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FLIGHT OF KRUGER.

Uncle Paul has given his deluded fol-
lowers another example of his “slim-
ness.,” All through: the war' which he
was chiefly instrumental in forcing upon
his people, with all its privations anil
misery and death, the head of the late
Transvaal Republic has taken'good cave
to avoid personal suffering and to keep
an avenue of escape open. He is now »n
the coast of Portuguese territory ready
to embark for the asylum which his
agents have doubtless provided for him
in Europe. He is said  to have some
seven millions and a half of pounds
sterling deposited in a bank in France,
and doubtless this will prove sufficient
for his simple wants during the few
jears that yet remair of his natural
life. The old man knows what is
said in Scripture about the heart being
where the treasure is, and it is safe to
say that one who could ‘accumulate such
@ sum as that in the course of his life
could not be completely happy with the
ocean rolling between ‘him and his gold.
Under the circumstances it is easy to
believe that he has not of late taken
much ‘interest in military matters,

It is perhaps just as well for the. Brit-
ish cause that the end of Kruger's carser
should have arrived as it has.done. The
old man has thoroughly opened the eyes
of his followers as to his character and
at thg same time relieved the Imperial
authorities of the necessity of solving a
very knotty problem. It would have been
no easy’ matter to satisfactorily dispose
of the person of Oom Paul'if they had
captured him, They would not, of
course, have dealt harshly with the old
man, kut it would have been nccessary

3 to banish him from the scene of his
mischief, and the ‘perfermance of that
duty might have raised him to the heigat
of a hero and a martyr in the eyes of
his simple followers.

CONSUMERS’ RIGHTS,

In considering the matter of placiug
duties on cértain commodities thes pry-
duetion = of which: is said to re-
quire encouragement in British Co-
lumbia, it may be well to remember
that the goyernment of the Dominion is
bound to consider the interests of the
consumer as well as those of the pro-
ducer. The present government has ai-
ways kept in view the necessity of pass-
ing such measures. as are for the great-
est good of the greateést number. Keap-
ing this purpose in mind, it is not im-
probable that some sectibns or classes of
the. community may feel that it would
have been better for them  if certain
things that have been done had been left
undone, or if othar things that have not
been done had been done. The coal 3il
refiners complain because of the reduc-
tion of the duty on oil and the-agricul-
tural implement manufacturers think the
duty on such articles of necessity to the
farmer should have been left at 35 per
cent., but the consumers, who probably
outnumber the producers by a thousand
to one, take an altogether different view
of the matter. Some of the manufac-
turers of Canada object most strenuously
to the British preference of the Laurier
government, beeause they know from
Lractical experience—as do the merchants
of Victoria, notwithstanding the state-
ments of Sir Charles Tupper and Col.
Prior- and Mr. McPhillips and the Col-
onist that there has been no reduction in
the tarift—they know perfectly well that
this prefereace has given the merchants
and the consumers substantial relief. All
the manufacturers in _Canada at “the
present time are doing very well indeed,
but it is said there are a few of them
who would like the opportunity to
squeese the consumers a little tighter. So
they say they are in favor of Sir Charles
Tupper’s scheme of preferential trade,
which means they will vote for the Con-
servatives in the hope that they will be
returned to power and will abolish en-
tirely the preference which has beer so

From Pekin

Advices Received at Shanghai Re-
- port the Greatest Harmony
Among Officers of Allies.

March of International Troops
Through the Palace in
Chinese Capital.

City Has Been Looted and Valu-
able Goods Are Sold by
Auction Daily.

(Assoclated Press.)

Washington, Sept, 10.—The develop-

ments of the day in the Chinese situa-
tion still point to a speedy withdrawal
of the United States troops from China.
Gen. Chaffee has added the weight of
his opinion -to that already entertained
by many officials here.
*“No econfirmationis at hand heré of the
report,-that Gareat Britain,-and Germany
have joined in an agreement to remain
together in Pekin, regardless of the atti-
tude of the other powers. Should this
be true, the fact, doubtless, would hasten
the rearward movement of the American
troops, for there is a firm ‘determination
to avoid becoming involved in any clash
between the powers, such as might reas-
onably be expected to follow the -execu-
tion of this reported British-German
programme.

The part of the problem relative to the
withdrawal that remains unsolved is the
best means of securing guarantees for
the attainment of the few objects set
out in Sectetary Hay’s hote of July 3rd,
which hate not yet been secured. Pos-
sibly guarantees must be obtained from
;'two “sides, from the Chinese govern-
ment, as to’ the security of .American
treaty ~‘right, and the ‘creation of a
claim commission, which shall provide
for the payment of indetnity for the
losses suffere@ by American eitizens and
for the expenditure on account of the Pe-
kin relief expedition. Then it is en-
tirely possible that it may be regarded
as necessary, if any of the allies refuse
to leave Pekin and persist in a war of
conquest, that the interests of the Unit-
ed States in the matter of trade of the
*‘open door”. and of all rights now guar-
anteed to the United States in China by
treaty, be made a matter of special agree-'
ment between the United States and the
powers.

It does not follow that because the'
United States troops are to be with-'
drawn this autumn from China that’
‘United States interests will be left com-:
pletely at the merey of the.other powers.
On the contrary, such disposition will be
made of these troops that they, with
others, if necessary, can be returned to-
China in short order. Mo this end the
entire army of Gen, Chaffee will be-
quartered in some of the pleasantest and
most salubrions portions of the Philip-

(OMBIOTION AT CADBORO BAY.

Two Hundred Pounds of Nitro-Glycerine Ex-
ploded at the Giant Powder Works
Yesterday.

About two hundred pounds of nitro-
glycerine exploded at the works of the
Giant Powder Company at Oadboro Bay
yesteraay " drternbod andE wrdckedOthé
building containing the manufacturing
apperatus, Fortunately no one was
badly hurt, although James Preston, who
was in charge of the manufacture of the
chemical, and Peter Ormaston, employed
on the premises, together  with some
Chinamen, were about one hundred yards
Jdistant at the tim2. ' Ormaston had his
face scorched somewhat and narrowiy
escaped suffocation from the fumes,

The cause of the explosion has not
been definitely ascertained. The super-
intendent, 1. Green, is of the opinion
that the nitro-glycerine was exploda=d by
a weight from the scales falling upon it.
Others believe that the heat of the sun's
rays was responsible.

“The shock in the vicinity was a most
pronounced one, windows and crockeryin
the residences -of Messrs, - Beale ‘and
Evans, agconsiderable distance from the
seene, being shattered. ' ‘The éscape of
the workmen is.accounted for.by the faet
that they were not in-the building' when
the exXplasion:occurred.

The ‘explosion caused the manufactm-
ing ‘building to_take a rather wunsym-
metrical appearance. *The tanks in the
place: were badly. wrecked, one having
disappeared completely. "The ~weighing
machine was also missing, and ‘this ‘in
all probability fell into a.large hole made
by the explosion, at the foot. of the
structure, y

The damage to the works will'be cov-
ered by about five hundred dollars. The
manufacture, however, will be:impeded
only a féw days as new premises are al-
most completed, it having been decided
to remove the plant from the old build-
ing in the.course of a few days. The
other structures were net injured to any
extent. - This is the first aceident at the
works since theéir establishment,  fifteen
years ago.

BIG DBATH ROLL.

Villages Along the Lower Yukon Are Being
Depopulated.

A correspondent writing to the Tacoma
Ledger from Dawson under date of Aug-
ust 26th, ‘says that Indians along the
lower Yukon are dying by hundreds, and
although gthe whites are doing all in their
power it seems impossible to check the
ravages of the malady that is sweeping
off the natives and threatening the exter-
mination of entire tribes. Not a single
tribe for 600 miles along the river has
escaped the epidemic, and some of the vil-
lages have lost two-thirds of their inhabit-
ants in the past three weeks.

Officers of the steamer T. C. Power,
which arrived at Dawson to-day from St.
Michael, report g frightful mortality. At
a village near the mouth of the river
eleven dead bodies were found when the
steamer stopped.

survivors had fled in terror. Soldiers on
board the Power interred the remains, lit-
tle imagining that at every village for 600
miles the same unpleasant task would fall
to their lot.

At the Holy Cross~ Mission, numbering
seventy Indians, twenty-six were dead
when the Power reached there. At Val-
encia, near Anvik, eight bodies were found
and burled. This village was also entirely
aeeerted At Anvik “sixteen deaths had
occurred; at the Nulata village forty-one
deaths; at Nowlkakap five) deaths; at
Tuklakyet twenty-three deaths, and at a
fishing village jukt below Rampart, four-
teen deaths.. And all_of these had oc-
curred- in the space of a few days, while
the disease was attacking and mowing
down the victims on every hand. The epi-
demic had not penetrated, to'the tribes
above Rampart, but it was feared it would
reach them before many days, The mis-
sionaries and few whites along the tundra
country were doing = everything possible
to calm the fears of the Indians and sup-
ply them with medicines, but they attri-
butde all their ills to the prevalence of the
whites and refused to listen or be minis-
tered. to.

0f Revenue

On Legal Advice, Conncil Deter-
mine to Tax All the Tram-
way Co.’s Froperty.

Routine Matters Coming Before
the Aldermanic Board at
Regular Session.

That the city has power to assess and
levy taxes on all property of the B. C.
E. 'R. Company's property - under the
municipal by-law recently passed ?vas
one of 'the most interesting points
brought out at last evening's regular
meeting of the city council. The r.m_atter
was reported om by the city solicitors
and Ald. ¥ates observed in passing that
in Vancouver, which city he recently
visited, the tramway company .was not
only assessed for every foot of its street
liﬁe, but for its entire plant. The re-
port of the city solicitors was as fol-

Jows: s
n:—We have the honor 1o

(::n‘::,i;leme request made to us to con-
sider, what. share of-the burden of tanﬂog;
ought to be borne by the companies an
undertakings working under franchise
from the city, and to contribute to,the
revenue of the city, and we desire to re-
port as follows:

66A"

The Street Railway Company are liable
to taxation’ as.follows:

1. Based upon the assessment of the eom-
pany’s real property, such as land, road, |
and right of way, and road bed.

2. Its rails, etc.,, and buildings, as im-

ements. ¢ .

Iu’;tleceuses in respect of the three busi-
pesses carried on—(a) Blectric lighting comt
pany, (b) Street railway compo:ny (the
above taxation is at present imposed); and
in addition as (c) Suppliers, etc., of electri-
city for motive and Other general pur-
poses. 5

4. In respect of' improvements - (such as
widening and wood paving, etc., of streets)
and to general improvements both where
special = raté is"imposed under a by-law
made in pursuance of sub-section 182 of

6. The company are under obligation by
jaw to light their. track. If the lighting-
charge as . regards particular streets!
. through which they run is left out of the.
general estimates, and a rate \is made to
eover the lighting of such particular
. sgtreets, they should be made to bear &
more equitable proportion’ of the taxation
on this heading than is borne by them at
present.

7. A rental can be charged the company
for the use of the streets, in respect of
their poles and wires by the company. The
agreement with the company' is silent as
to this rental, but in our opinion it lies
upon ‘the company to prove an actual
agreement with the city that they should
pot be charged rental, or ,EOmg compensa-
tion for the use of the gtreets and .other
property of the city, and this we do not
consider they can do. :

‘We have preferred to call this a rental,
but we are of opinion that it is pot de-
sired to collect a rental, the poles and
wires, etc., are perhaps real property, but
gre undoubtedly improvements within the
interpretation clause of the act, and there-
fore assessable.

As to the Victoria Electric Company and
the Telephone Company, the same liability
exists with regard to the use of the streets
for their poles and wires,.and the remarks |
gontained in clauses 3 and 7 above apply
10, these undertakings. §.

He Fought
Witﬂlumer

From the Northern Transvaal
Border to phe Relief of
Mafeking.

Ex-Trooper McLean, Now in' t.l}e
City, Talks on Interesting
Topic.

Among the men who have recently re-
turned from South Africa is A. M. McLedn,
who has spent a great part of his life in
the colonies, although born in England.
Mr. McLean is interested in sheep ranch-
ing in Australia, and to a Times reporter
he sald that the grasses in this section of
the world are much the same as in the
great mutton producing country, and he
sées no reason why sheep ralsing should
not prove profitable on the Island. Before
leaving this vicinity he will go into the
matter thoroughly, and if he finds the con-
ditions  favorable he proposes to interest
capital in establishing the industry In the
province. But war is the all absorbing
toplic just mow, and it was of war that
Mr. McLean spoke as follows:
or “Bex; two monibs hefore;;the exiPresi-
dent _of the Sduth.AD

ment, General Baden-Powell and Colonel
Plumer were busily engaged at Bulawayo,
Matabeieland, preparing for the worst
which might come, & war in South Africa,
and which on October 12th, 1899, really be-
an.
g“Ot the Matabeleland Mounted Police,
numbering five hundred, about half were
taken. = Volunteers from Cape Colony aad
Rhodesia were cailed for, and a column of
1,600, 1,000 of whom were mounted, was
speédily organized :for the front.

At Tuli, our most northern fort on the
Crocodile river, apd twenty miles from
the Transvaal border, we thought -the
Boers would meet us to strike a blow
there and then aim at taking the ecapital,
Bulawayo.

“We were right in our supposition, and
found the enemy with 4,500 men there
and at Rhode’s Drift. After several skir-
mishes, we found the Boers in very heavi-
ly fortified kopjes, with heavy guns mount-
ed on the top, a stone wall reund them,
in which square holes had been left for
their rifies to shoot from, .and entangled
barbed wire lower down, Iimpossible ‘to
climb -over ‘and only ‘squared by cutting
the wire, then a trench at the base of the
kopje, with bomb proof shelter holes for
the sentries.

“Qur work, of course, was to entice the
enemy out from such a position, but every
device of Colonel Plumer falled. They
were not to be ‘drawn,’ excepting in vefy
small troops, and after being there threée
weeks we attacked them. by rushing the
‘main kopje on the darkest night we could
have, EEE
“With more than half our force left &t
the fort, we tried to rush their position,
but our movements had all along béén
watched and their night scouts had beén

for us. We were fired upon by shot and
shell for hailf a mile before the kopje was
reached. Luckily, ‘everything went riél‘xt
over our hedds out of range, but theé Fe-
ception up the kopje was warm indesd.
Our men were guite cool, while the Boérs
seemed scared out of théir lves by the
noise they made shouting at one anothér
and firing immense quantities of ammuli-
tion over our heads. We ‘could get g¥ver
the trenches and dp to the barbed wire,
some of us cutting the same to gain an
entry. The stone wall, seven feet high
and three feet thick, was more than e
could manage. : Reund this we went ‘to
find' the weakest iplace, but ‘there was %o
weak place, and we retired after Colofiel
White (of the Jameson Raid) gave #he
order.

tain Blackburn and seven men and more
than 20 wounded. -If they had only fol-
lowed us up they would have scored, ‘as
we should have had in the darkness great
difficulty. in  getting our .positions for the
retiring order.

This was more than he could stand,
being a wild and reckless fellow, who had
been raided by the Boers over and  over
again, losing thousands of* his cattle and
also some land which he had bought  from
Kruger, and which had been purchased ‘in
the Transvaal. After Lynchwe had payed

¢“The enemy thought they would tire us
out, and, mnot seeking another eacounter
with- us, sent our Colonel a letter saying
he had no intention to fight us, and if he
would leave them alone he had their pro-
mise that we wonld be left alone. -«

“1 de mot know what reply was made
to this (if any), but another night attack
was planned and partially carried out, for
after turning out at 10 p. m. a heavy
thunderstorm so blackened the night angd
swelled the ‘spruits’ (creeks) that we found
them unapproachable and were unable' to
ford the spruits. ;

“Twice was this encountered with the
same results, and we would get back
drenched to the skin ‘at peep of day to
‘turn in to wet  Dblankets, on wetter
ground, for we had no canvas. Nothing
of the kind could be allowed so near the
enemy’s position.

“But our time came. After clearing them
from one position in the day time, under
cover of our guns, we charged a kopje to
find they had retreated when we reached
the top. This we held, and on January
1 and laager. On . this
Bt lemrante e g I g
Our men on foot got right up the wall on
the kopje. where the Boers, all inside,
were frightened to come out and could not
turn their big gun on them; but, safe in-
side their impregnable position, fired on
our men on all sides, doing very little
harm on account of the excellent cover we
were able’ to' take. The first shot was
Colonel White. He was hit in the thigh,
but, luckily, after six weeks in hospital
was again in the saddle. Major Straker,
B. 8. A, P. too, was struck by a shell,
which almost did for him, tearing his
chest. He also afterwards made a marvel-
lous recovery. Fourteen men were killed
and dled from wounds, and only 22 in-
Jured. The Roers, fearing another at-
tack, cleared off to Pitsani, within 36 miles
of Mafeking.

“From here we trekked to Lobatsi, 46
miles from Mafeking, the railway running
through a gorge, high kopjes on each:side.
But we found no Boers, though the line
was much damaged and torn up -for sev-
‘eral miles, bridges and culverts blown up,
affording plenty of work for our construc-
tiod gang,’ under Lieutenant Wallis. Here
we pitched our base camp, 3 ‘miles south
of Lobatsi station, where (at the outset of
the war) the brave statiom master had
been  eruelly killed by the enemy. After
killing him, ‘they left the body on the plat-
form, just outside his office. At the same
time they ‘murdered a Kaffir. boy, whose
only crime was:;that he was faithfully
gerving his master, and pitched him down
the well, thus polluting the water for us.

“After irritating the enemy by making
numerous’ sorties down to Pitsani (where
Dr.. Jameson. started on his famous raid),
we endeavored to draw, the Roers out of
Mafeking, for long ere this they had been
pressiug Colonel Baden-Powell closely, and
in this we were successful. Part of the
Staadts Artillery came ouvt from Mafeking
to shell us out of our position. This they
dld by taking a position at 2,500 yards,
out of reach of onur guns, and after stangd-
ing tke severe shelling for one day and
only losing one officer, lieut. Tyler, we
ieft quietly at night, trekking west to
Kania, a large Kaffir kraal. We heard the
Boers open their shell fire next day, the
day we left, and learned afterwards how
mortified they were at finding us gone,
after sheliing the pesition we Had vacated
for eight hours.

“Our. next base camp was at .Sefetele-
Pan, 28 miles from Mafeking and 14 west
frem our raillway. The enemy vacated
Lobatsi .and .jolned again their forces at
Mafeking. - -‘We. were here nntil we trek-
kéd ' to Ramathlabarea, 18 miles north of
Maféking, and . tried to relieve - Mafeking
on the, 81st. March.

“Leaving our wagons and Maxims ‘at
Ramathlabama, we rode down the line in

Yt their maln’ k

little town, 6 miles off. ''Then -the Boers
turned out in great.numbers, opened the
attack at 800 yards, often getting to 300
yards. We _ soon found we were over-
matc‘hed, and had to retreat to our wag-
ons, our ‘Maxims preventing the enemy
from capturing us altogether, It was a
flerce encounter,. for out of 300 mounted
men we had. 52 casualties—16 killed and
73 horses killed. This is by far the heavi-
est list,

THERE WILL BE NO STRIKE,

Nanaimo Coal Miners Decide to Con-
tinue Work Under the Old
Scale of Wages,

There will be no strike of the coal
miners, employed by the New Vancouver
Toal Company at Nanaimo, It will be
' femembered that in ‘August it was de-
cided to ask for a 10 per cent. increase
in wvages, and, according to the terms
of the Miners’ Union' contract with the
colliery pompany, the usual thirty days’
notice was given. Before this result
was arrived at there were stormy scenes
in the union meetings. A committee was
appointed to call upon Mr. Robins, gen-
eral superintendent of the company, and
confer with him regarding the increase
in wages, The committee reported that
Mr. Robins had received them cordially
and explained at length that it was im-
possible for the company to grant an
increase at the present time, He fur-
ther invited a committee from the union
to call and examine the books of the
company.

‘When this report was handed in the
old-time employees of the company were
in favor of letting the matter drop, as
they contended that Mr. Robins had al
ways shown a disposition to treat the
men fairly, but at the meeting held on
August 10th the old-timers were in the
minority, and thus it came about that
stories of an impending strike at Na-
naimo were circulated throughout the
province, Conservative . infliénces were
at work, however, and it has been evi-
dent for some time that when it came
to ‘a vote on the question of a strike:
that the old-time wemployees of the
miners would carry their point. The
final meeting was held at Nananimo on
Saturday evening last, and:was ‘not as
stormy as some of the preceding ones.
The matter of wages was discussed at
length, and when the vote was finally
taken it was found that the conservativ=
miners had won by a fair majority, the
attendance at the ‘meeting being com:-
paratively light. The old scale of wages
will now prevail until April next,
