The British Loss 140 Killed
and unnded.

General Jeffreys Wounded.

The Momundus in Great Force but Repulsed
and Compelled to Retire.

Camp Anayat, via Panjkora, Sept.
17.—Severe fighting has taken place
between the second brigade of General
Sir Bindon Blood’s division and the
Momundus.

Th eBritish loss was 140 killed and
wounded.

The brigade has moved outto attack
the Momundus in the wvalley north of
the camp, to punish them for the as-
sault Tuesday night upon the force of
General Jefferys at the foot of Pawat
Pass. The Bengal lancers fround ‘the
genemy entrenched on the hills about
eight miles distant.

The 35th Sikhs was ordered to make
the attack. The regiment was sup-
ported by four gumns of a mountain
battery and six ecompanies of Buffs.
The ‘Sikhs drove the enemy -into the
hills and eventually fell back upon- the
Buffs before superior numpers.

The enemy then advanced against
the left flank, drove back the cavalry
‘and surrounded a company of Sikhs,
The cavalry charged briliamtly and
relieved the ‘Sikhs, and the. guides,
coming up, swept the enemy back.
‘The force halted for som etime, de-
stroying the enemy’s towex:s and then

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ON NEWFOUNDLAND COAST.

Two Steamers Came to_Grief But the Crews
of Both Were Rescued.

New York, Sept 18.—A special to the
Woorld from St. Johns, Nfid., says: Two
steamers became  total wrecks last
mnizht on the southern shore 'between
Cape Race and St, Johns. The Brit-
ish steamship Khodora, Capt. Flaws,
left Boston Sept. 3, bound for Philadel-
phia, ballast laden. She met severe
‘weather, followed by five days of dense
fog as she neared the banks of New-
foundland.  The ship was thrown out
of ‘her reckoning and no observation
had been possible for days. The cap-
tain thought himself thirty miles
south of Cape Race, but at 7 o'clock
last evening the  ship, going at  full
speed, with her sails also set, drove on
Horn Heéad, near Renews, ten miles
rorth of the Cape. She struck stem
on with great force, staving in her
bows- and tearing asunder her whole
bottom.  The engines had been re-
versed, but without avail, and the en-
gineers and stokers had barely time
to reach ‘the deck before the hold was
flooded.  The lee lifeboats were launch-
ed, it being impossible ‘to lower the
weather ones, so flerce were the seas.
Into the boats the crew of twenty-
five, all told, erowded and pushed off
from the wreck.. Not three minutes
later the boilers burst 'and blew up the
deck.

PEARY’S EXPEDITION.

The Steimer Hope “Arrives at Sydney—
Lieut. Peary Secures the Hage
Meteorite.

Sydney, C. B., Sept. 20.—The steam
sealing bark Hope, with Lieut, R. E.
Peary and party on board, returning
from North Greenland, arrived here
at 5 o’clock this evening. All on board
are well

The Hope came into port burning
“her last ton of coal and with her bul-
warks and decks giving evidence of
the furious seas of * an "unusually
stormy summer. She is nearly as deep
in the water as when she left here in
the latter part of July with her bunk-
ers full of coal, the largest in the
York meteorite, the largest in - the
world,is in her hold and bedded in tons
of ballast. Lieut. Peary has on board
also six Cape York Esquimaux, who
will go with him when he returns next
year to attempt to reach the North
Pole, The BEsquimaux have their tent,
dogs, sledges and canoes, They are
eager for the undertaking.

‘The expedition visited Cape Sabine
and relics of the ill-fated expedition
L led by Greely have been obtained. The
‘summeér in Baffins' Bay was marked
by almost continually stormy weather
and by an unusual scarcity of ice.

The investigating part from ‘‘the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology
under R." W. Porter, landed at Cape
Sabine 6n° August 3rd and did not re-
embark “until Sept. 13th: *~ The party,
le@ by Hugh Lee, the Arctic explorer
of Meriden, Conn., landed at - Cod-
haven on August 7th, and re-embarked
Seépt.

A Report as to s Value in Connection With

the Military.

Washington, Sept. 20.—T h;e: war de-

Knowiton of Farmington, Maine, sec-
retary of the Maine State Pomolo-
gical Society, and judge of fruits at
the exhibition, delivered a ‘‘talk” on
Small Fruits to a number of gentle-
men in Agricultural hall. He was in-
troduaced by W. S. Tompkins of South-
ampton, York Co., ex-president of the
New Brunswick Farmers’ amd Dairy-
men’s association, under whose aus-
pices tihe meeting was held.

After a pleasant allusion to some
remarks made by this imtroducer, Mr.
EKnowlton said it was his purpose to
treat his subject in am informal man-
ner.

To those who thought that
there was no market in competition
Wwith the imported fruit, he would sug-
gest the idea that people who had to
buy fruit did not eat as much as if
they graw it themselves. No import-
ed fruit could compare with the straw-
berries and rasp picked on
your own farm for your own table. It
was an easy mabier for a farmer to
‘raise small fruits. They could be
grown with as little labor as potatoes.
Every farmer should have a good
piece of land mear the bhouse, within
easy reach of the family.

It costs as
much to kep a por amimal as it does
to keep a good ome.

STOCK BREEDERS’ MEETING.

At ncon a meeting of the Maritime
Stock Breeders’ Association was held
in Amusement hall, A. B. Elderkin,
the president, in the chair.

The chairman spoke in reference to
the organization of the association at
the last fair here and of the exzscutive
meeting in Moncton, when it was de-
cided to hold meetings at each of the
maritime fairs at St. John, Halifax and
Charlottetown. He also spoke in high
terms of the lecture just delivered.

' M. H. Holmes of Amherst, secretary,
read the minutes of last meeting.—
Adopted. ‘ i

‘There were ahout forty present and
a number of new members were en-
rolled.

The chairman introduced Dr. Twitch--
ell, who urged the necessity of or-
ganized effort, not merely among
breeders . of the maritime provinces
but of breeders of certain classes, so
that the standards of breeds may be
raised. We know this, but we do aot
act up to it. Organization is the
watchword of the day and it brings
attention of the government, from: out-
side ‘buyers, etc. Half a dozen or a
dozen farmers should, combine and say
that they would raise a certain breed
to a certain standard. The object of
their work . was the improvement of
their individual breeds. The possibili-
