NECESSITY I'OR AN ARMS ACT.

We hiave just had a conversation with
a friend who, in a fit of democratic en-
thusiasm, hutried over to Parid lutely, in
ordet to pay his devoirs to the new French
republie. He had scarcely atrived in that
city, whet ho was astounded and horrified
by the sudden beating of the rappel, the
huttying to and fio of Natiotial Uuards,
the whizzing of balls past his ears, and the
frantic dra; ﬁing along of large numbets
of dead u:dgt ying:

Now, althougli scenes of this kind ma
be well enough adapted to the French
taste, our desites in this sober coutitry of
outs are somewhat mote tame, and out
anbition less melodiamatic. Our friend
retutned with an ardent passion for mon-
archy, and a determination to pay any
amount of taxes which the Queen's Go-
vernment might require.

Without, ﬁowever. assiming the part
of an alarinist, we think the public safety
even ii this country requires some Fe-
striction on the possession of fire-arms.
Generally speaking, our people hive no

reat liking for balls, unless those which

‘erpsichiore patronises. An uncertaint
in the tenure of one's arm, or leg, or head,
cannot be am agremsable sensation. Yet
this is precisely what must ensue from
an indiscriminate wse of fire-arims.

In England, Ireland, and Scotland,
every nian bas & legal right to bear
those engines of death.

the presentatinh of A pistol of a highwaynian sbout
1o rob her. It appoars, however. that sfierwarde
in the first instance, she refised to sign the deed of
Arsighment: and npon enqiiry by one of her
brothers at the convent, why his sister Catherine
did not coma down to aee hith in the visiting room,
her dister Marin stated that she had wnifered miich
from the eensnre of the bishop. and that she was
undergoing  punishient.  Shorily aftervards Ca-
therine camo doivn to her brother, When she bore
all the appearance of having suffered mnch both

their family, and therefore that no
