, Your Committee on this important matter beg leave to report, 
’ that since the inauguration of our independent mission, there has 

been a large increase in the contributions of the churches of this Asso­
ciation, indicating that this movement is regarded with favour. It is 
proper however that they should understand that the responsi­
bilities which must necessarily be assumed by the Board in loca­
ting and sustaining a mission on independent ground, must neces- 
earily cal! for still larger contributions to this heaven appointed 
work.

In the course of a few months, it is expected that three brethren 
with their wives and two additional sisters will enter upon Foreign 
work, under the auspices of our independent mission.

At least ten thousand dollars will be required to meet the expenses 
of this arrangement. Not much more than $7000 of that amotot is 
in the treasury. How is the balance to be secured ? Only by active 
co-operation on the part of the churches. Your Committee would 
recommend, therefore, that the pastors call the attention of the 
churches to this important subject with the least possible delay, and 
that in addition to what Union Societies have done, special collections 
be taken up to supply the treasury with the needful funds.
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We would farther recommend that every Baptist church bold 
regular monthly Missionary concerta of prayer for Foreign Misrtone, 
at wbiph missionary intelligence should be imparted, and contri­
butions be taken up ш support of the cause.

Report of Committee on Home Missions received :
The Mission field in our Province furnishes a prospect which, when 

contrasted with that presented in the report of last ye^r, is truly 
encouraging. \.

It is true that there are churches in all parts of the country des­
titute and languishing ; yet there are -many that were strug­
gling for very existence, which are now being built up, and gySde 
self sustaining through your missionary agency.

The pioneers of our denomination are being called for on every 
hand, as our country’s resources are being developed, and the 
wilderness is being changed into the thriving village and prosperous 
town. The point of greatest importance before us is the need of 
consecrated labourers, a want which is made more apparent by death 
and removal.
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9
A question of the most imperative character presents itself, viz :— 

What action shall we as a denomination take under such pressing 
circumstances 1 It might be answered, make the most of present 
power, and seek as large a supply as possible. The spiritual needs of 
the destitute require this working power. How can it be obtained 
and made most effective.

These interrogations are to be answered by the individual 
churches. Much can be done if the suggestions made in last year’s 
report be acted upon by the pastors and churches of our Province.

Independence is the principle which should be most strenuously 
inculcated. Dependent churches are therefore most affectionately 
urged to place themselves upon this basis as soon as possible.

Encouragement should be given to pastors and church members 
to consider their individual responsibility.

The reflex influence of missionary sacrifice is great In view of the 
eternal interests at stake, and our dependence upon God for all 
things, let us humbly suggest that both talents and possessions be 
made to subserve the cause of our God and our fellow-men. Let 
us pray for our missionaries, and hold up their hands, so that each 
year they may report the presence apd power of the Holy Spirit, and 
that our denomination may flourish and spread throughout our land.

and to pur denomination as having reached a crisis in this patter. 
Your Committee are pleased to notice that secular education is passing 
rapidly from comparative chaos to a well organized and beneficent 
system worthy of any age or nation, and designed to prepare all 
classes for the highest culture.

Now that the State apprehends her duty to her sons and daughters, 
and has arisen to her work with maternal ardor, it remains for us 
as a denomination to attend more particularly to the education of 
our rising ministry.

The crisis referred to is, we trust, safely passed, and our course of 
future action is more evident to all reflecting minds. Our churches 
embraced in the Convention will look henceforth to Acadia Col­
lege for instruction in the higher branches of education, and rejoice 
to know that this our Institution is not behind the times.

Would that we could look with equal, pleasure to such theological 
education in connection with our Convention, as would afford the 
necessary training to ministerial students.!

Your Committee would therefore recommend to this Association, 
that every effort should be put forth to promote theologi 
struction worthy of our denomination, and such as would chc 
growing tendency to seek instruction beyond our own borders, and 
which our own churches should supply.

Rev. William L. Hopkins departed this life October 21st, 1872, in 

the 78d year of his age. He was a native of Ireland ; came to this 
country, and settled in Pennfleld, County of Charlotte, A. D. 1843.

...... - on the following Friday it was evident that he was dangerously ill of
lung fever, and on the ensuing Monday he fell asleep in Jesus. In 
life, as a Christian and as a pastor, he was beloved by all who knew 
him. In death he was deeply lamented.

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REPORT OF THE NEW BRUNSWICK BAPTIST HOME 
MISSIONARY BOARD FOR 1872-73.

At the expiration of another year, yonr Board beg leave to submit the fol­
lowing Report :

The sphere of the operation of your Board has not been materially changed 
since last year. All the applications of Churches or missionary stations has 

w‘,thApro™Pt resPon8°- There are numerous important and promising
?ofw,nt of mntLn№ aDd maDy ’°Ule Peri8hing f°r Uck of ““ot­

itis gratifying to state that, throughout the year, the Board have had funds 
on hand promptly to pay the salaries of their Missionaries ; to meet demands 
tor aid to infirm ministers, or the widows of deceased ministers, when pre­
sented ; to assist young men studying with a view to the ministry, as far as 
they couid under an existing regulation of the Board, and to assist in sustaining 
Babbath schools in weak churches and in destitute localities. It was a matter of 
regret that two promising young men, particularly desirous of studying at Hbrton 
Academy, were debarred from aid from this Board in consequence of a resolu­
tion adverse to the giving of assistance to ministerial students pursuing their 
Academical studies elsewhere than at Fredericton Seminary. They have, hott- 
ever, been assisted by the contributions of individual members of the City 
Churches. In view of the present position of the Seminary, your Board, at 
their last regular meeting, unanimously resolved to request the Union Societv. 
at the coming Association, to place the Board in a position in which they may 
assist ministerial students at the Horton Academy.
./«K Board hav® m,uch pleasure in stating that their funds have been con- 

siderably augmented, through the year, by timely and generous donations from 
some known and gome unknown individuals. How very desirable that many 
more, like these friends, should swell the funds of the Board with their gifts to 
the Lord, and thus make themselves, in the matter of Christian benevolence, 
their own executors. f

. Your Board feel yery Strongly that, throughout the Churches, new life and 
vigor ought to be infused into the operations of the Union Societies. By 
working them systematically throughout the year, instead of leaving the whole 
operation of collecting to be accomplished in a week or two before the Associa­
tions are to take place, the sums raised would be three-fold, if not four-fold, 
what they now are, and the amount of good effected in the cause of Christ, 
through the agency of the Board, would be increased in the same proportion.

As a re-adjustment of the basis on which the various funds of the Union 
Society had been apportioned, has been considered necessary, a Committee of 
three members of your Board was appointed to prepare a plan. That Com­
mittee, at the last regular meeting, submitted the following considerations and 
suggestions, to be recommended by the Board to the Home Missionary Society 
at their next annual meeting :

“ Fire5r That in consequence of the inauguration of an independent Foreign 
Mission for the Maritime Provinces, and the necessity for increased efforts to 
be made to meet the large amount required for the annual expenses of that 
mission, that we deem it advisable that the Foreign Mission Board, if they de- 
sire it, be allowed the largest liberty, and full opportunity to appeal to the 
Churches for aid independently of all other organizations ; and, therefore, 
.foreign Missions need not henceforth bo reckoned as one of the objects for 
whose support the Union Society is to collect funds. If this suggestion be ac­
cepted and adopted, it will leave to your Board the single and legitimate work 
-of receiving and disbursing funds for the various denominational enterprises

“ Second. We recommeml that the apportionments of the Union Society 

Fund, in the future, be as follows : For Home Missions, 60 per cent. ; Ministe­
rial Education, 26 per cent. ; General Education, 10 per cent. ; Infirm Ministers 
and Ministers’ Widows, 10 per cent. ^ and Sunday Schools, 6 per cent

“ Third. We further suggest that, until our Churches enter upon some defi­
nite work of denominational education in our Province, the sum received under 
the head of General Education be devoted to the support of the current ex­
penses of Acadia College,"

The above Report was unanimously adopted by the Board, and is hereby 
recommended to the consideration of the Home Missionary Society.

Rev. F. Beattie has toiled assiduously in this field for another year. He has 

informed the Board of his acceptance of a call to the Hopewell Church, May 
the Lord prosper him in his new pastoral relation.

BLACKVILLE AND BLISSFIKLD.

Rev. Wm. M. Edwards continues to be the Missionary in these localities. 
His repgrts from quarter to quarter show that his labours arc abundant in the 
Lord. February 28th, he communiantes as follows : “ I believe the dark 
cloud that has hung over us so long is passing away, and the light of Divine 
truth is dawning upon the souls of many but in June 1st, he presents a 
painful picture of the prevalence of intemperance and vice in the County, and 
of the hostility manifested towards those who venture to oppose the torrent of 
evil. Duringthc year he has travelled 2,106 miles, attended 17 Conference 
meetings, made 816 visits, preached 104 sermons, administered the Lord’s Sup­
per 10 times, and attended 8 funerals. He was confined to his room four weeks, 
from illness.

HARDINGVILLK.

This field has been occupied another year by Rev. John Carrey, whose re­
ports to the Board have been very interesting and satisfactory. The Sabbath 
school in Hardingville “is in healthy working order." The Union Society 
work has been attended to, and eleven dollars have been raised the past year. 
During the year ending May 18th, 1878, he made 19 visits, travelled 167 miles, 
preached 16 times, and held one Conference meeting. Severe storms in the 
winter prevented the fulfilment of several appointments.

WOODSTOCK.

Rev. I. E. Bill, jun., is sustained partly by funds from your Board. He re­
ports six months’ labour, ending April 80th, as follows : “ Prayer and Confer­
ence meetings attended, 42 ; religious visits made, 348 ; sermons preached, 68 ; 
Lord’s Supper administered 3 times ; attended funerals, 6.” Brother Bill’s 
labours have been confined to Woodstock Church, who are doing, he says, all 
they can for his support. Though the Church is not so prosperous as could bo 
wished, yet the congregations are good, and the prayer meetings, on the whole, 
are well sustained, and the pastor and members are “ longing and praying for 
better days.”
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The reports of Rev. T. B. Layton, who continues to occupy this field, are in­
teresting, and show that hard and self-denying labour is being done by the 
Missionary. He has preached 100 sermons, made 800 family visits, travelled 
1,987 miles, and held 80 prayer and Conference meetings.

REPORT OF THE YORK COUNTY AUXILIARY TO THE N. В. B.
H. M. SOCIETY.

During the last year we have had two Missionaries employed In the County— 
Revs. A. Eatabrooks and E. Keirstead. The former laboured thirty-one weeks, 
and the latter twenty-one.

Brother Estabrooks confined bis labours chiefly to Nashwaak and New 
Maryland, in each of which places he reports one baptized. Ho also visited 
Dumfries, Queensbury, Temperance Vale, Douglas (African settlement), Lower 
Keswick, and the Ridge; and made a tour In the Interest of the Mission through 
Lower and Upper Kingsclear, Prince William, Macnaquack, Springfield, and 
Hainsville. In all these places he held Missionary meetings, and sought to 
awaken an interest in the work. He has laboured earnestly and faithfully and 
seen good results, in the return of backsliders, the conversion of sinners, and 
the general strengthening of the Churches, though much of the seed sown re­
mains to be gathered.

He reports two baptized, the Lord’s Supper administered six times, ninety- 
seven sermons preached, seventy-seven prayer and conference meetings held, 
ten Missionary meetings, one hundred and twenty-nine families visited last 
quarter, and one hundred and two dollars, sixty-one cents, collected for the 
Mission,

Brother Keirstead laboured in Canterbury and Mill Settlement, Cardigan and 
Woodland, and also visited Prince William, Temperance Vale, Queensbury
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and Dumfries, and Tay Creek, Ashwell, and Bird Settlement, Six were bap­
tized, and added to the Cardigan Church, one restored, and one added by 
letter, and eight baptized in Woodland, who have since been formed into a Free 
Baptist Church, He reports a yery, general awakening throughout the entire 
community.

He preached one hundred and one sermons, attended twenty-six conference 
and other meetings, made three hundred and seventy-three family visits, tra­
velled ten hundred and twenty-five miles, and collected for the Mission ninety- 
nine dollars and fifty-six cents.

& McKenzie," atioodlpccdfw. B^Boggs, J.' Spencer, T. И. Porter, Dr. Spur- 

den, and Brethren A. F. Randolph, A. W. Masters, W. S. Estey, A. McL. 
Seely, and Judge Steadman, it was resolved, “That the Baptist Seminary at 
Fredericton, be handed over to the Committee of Management for one year, 
for the purpose of educating young men for the ministry.’1

The following gentlemen were appointed the Committee of Management for 
the ensuing year—Rev. T. H. Porter* Brethren A. F. Randolph, T. H. Rand, A. 
D. Yorxa, G. L. Hartt, W. S. Estey, and Hon. Judge Steadman ; “ with the un- 

I derstanding that they seek an expression from the Churches respecting the 
whole question of future action.”

In execution of the task committed to them, the Committee held a meeting 
on the 31st July, at which W. S. Estey was appointed Chairman, and Dr. 
Spurden, Secretary. It was also resolved,

“ That the Rev. C. Spurden, D. D., be appointed Principal of the Baptist 
Seminary, for the purpose of instructing young men who have the ministry in 
view, and fitting them as far as possible for that work, and also of preparing 
such young men as may desire it for the Training School, and for Acadia

“ That the Principal depend for remuneration upon the voluntary contribu­
tions of Churches and individuals favourable to the object ; such remuneration 
not to exceed the sum of eight hundred dollars ; if the contributions full short 
of that amount, the Principal agrees to accept whatever is contributed ; if they 
should exceed that amount, the excess shall be carried to the next year’s 
account.

“ That ministerial students shall be instructed free of charge for tuition.

That lay students be charged for tuition six dollars a term of ten weeks, 
licentiates be considered ministerial students, and all others lay students.”

Measures were taken for appointing a steward to have charge of the building.
At a subsequent meeting, an address to the Churches, setting forth the plans 

of the Committee in relation to the Seminary, was also adopted, and inserted 
in the Visitor, of September 6th.

At a meeting held on 19th April, 187Я, a Committee was named to draught 
an appeal to the Churches, which was adopted on the 26th of the same month, 
and ordered to be printed and sent to the several Churches in each Association. 
This was done early in May.

The Principal reports that thirteen students have entered the Seminary, four 
of whom declared their intention to enter the ministry ; one of these, however, 
withdrew imdiediately, on account of ill health, and another for want of means ;
