. Pane, June 5—All the efforts of the Germans to 
advance in the French sectors have been repulsed, ac­
cording to the war office announcement issued tonight. 
Ground has been regained by the French and prison­
ers taken. The text of the statement says:

"During the day the enemy multiplied at different 
points of the front his efforts to advance were repulsed, 
suffering serious losses. An attempt to cross the Oise 
near Montalagache completely failed.

“North of the Aisne our counter attacks regained 
the entire ground which had been temporarily occupied 
near Vingre. We captured more than one hundred 
and fifty prisoners and some machine guns .

“In the region of Long Pont, the Germans who 
had succeeded in making some progress in the under­
wood around Chavigny farm were driven out, leaving 
in our hands about fifty prisoners.

"Everywhere else our positions were maintained.
"Our aviators were very active in the whole fight­

ing zone. On June fourth in the course of a double ex­
pedition in the Valley of the Savieres our bombing es­
cadrilles dropped more than seventeen tons of projec­
tiles on enemy concentrations, which were completely 
dispersed. On the night of the fourth about fourteen 
tons of explosives were dropped on the railway stations 
at Fismes, Fere-en-Tardenois, Roye and Bohain.

. "Four enemy machines were brought down and 
two captive balloons burned. An enemy machine on a 
grand model, having four motors, was brought down on 
die night of June 1-2 in the region of Nanteuil-Le-Hau- 
doin. Its crew of eight men was made prisoners."

St. Johns, Nfld., June 5—The brig Attila and tKe schoon­
er Ruth Hickman of this port, have been torpedoed while on 
a passage from Gibraltar to this port, it was announced here 
tonight. The crews were saved. Both craft were salt laden.

Washingtpn, June 5—Sinking by a German submarine 
of the Norwegian steamer Cibs about forty miles off the Vir­
ginia Capes at five o’clock yesterday was reported to the 
navy department tonight by a naval cargo ship. The entire 
crew was rescued today.

Lewes, Del., June 5- The schooner Desauss was dis­
covered floating, stem up, off the Delaware Capes, it was of­
ficially announced here today. The vessel was reported tor­
pedoed—the first U-boat victim known to have been treated 
in this manner.

New York, June 5—Two more vessels, a Norwegian 
steamship and one schooner were added today to the list of 
ships known to have been sunk by the German submarines 
which are raiding in American waters. The total now stands 
at thirteen—five steamers and eight schooners.

^though the tide has not yet turned in favor of the Allies, the 
enemy has made little headway.

The Crown Prince is straining desperately and the long 
lost Foch reserves have arrived in sufficient numbers to 
make every effort highly costly to the enemy.

Paris Still Safe
Paris is saved for the moment at 

least. Through optimistic prophecies 
are dangerous, there is reason to be­
lieve that the situation will improve 
In the next few days. If the battle 
runs the same course as the struggle 
on the plains of Picardy then the 
eighth day will prove the turning point 

Much depends on whether Crown 
Prince Rupprecht is drawn into the 
struggle for Paris or whether his weight 
will be thrown against Amiens and 
Ypres. If Ludendorff elects tç press 
his advantage on the Marne, 
then the fate of Paris will remain in 
dotfbt. But if the Crown Prince is left 
to fight with his own army, the future 
of the battle north of the Marne looks 
more promising» than at any time in 
the last five days, I caution against 
optimism because though Ludendorff 
has as his objective the destruction 
of Fochs reserves and not the capture 
of territory, Paris is too valuable a 
political plum to be abandoned without 
a further desperate effort.

New York, June 5.—The fact which 
stood out most prominently in the 
day’s developments is that the U-boats 
are still operating near the coast and 
have not returned to their bases, as­
suming that the two which already 
have been identified are the only ones 
on this side of the Atlantic.

This was demonstrated when the 
Norwegian steamer Eidsvold was sunk 
off the Virginia capes late yesterday.

The location of the attack shows al­
so that the submarines are moving 
steadily southward, if they are the 
same ones which attacked shipping al­
most at the gateway to New York.

Another fact which is regarded as 
significant in marine circles here, is 
that none of the vessels reported sunk 
thus far was sent to the bottom by 
a torpedo. It - is considered certain 
that the underseas craft carry torpe­
does and that they are conserving 
them in the hope that they may get an 
opportunity sooner or later to attack t 
transport loaded with American troops.

The history of the penny post in 

Great Britain is interesting. The auth­
or of the system which, with some 
modifications and changes, existed up 
to Monday, was Sir Rowland Hill, who, 
in 1837, published a pamphlet setting 
forth his plan for the carriage of a let­
ter to or from any point In Great Bri­
tain for one penny, prepaid. His idea 
found favor with parliament and on 
January 10th, 1840. a uniform rate o£ 
one penny per half ounce for the car­
riage of letters came Into operation.

The Invention of the adhesive post­
age stamp marked the next great step 
in the development of the postal ser­
vice and following that other improve­
ments, including postal cars, parcel 
post, registered post, rural free deliv­
ery and the various activities of the 
service with which the public of the 
present day are familiar came rapidly 
into being.

From 1840 until Monday last the 
penny post remained as the standard 
of the postal service in Great Britain, 
and it is only after almost four years 
of war that it has t>een found neces­
sary to increase it. In Canada an in­
creased rate of postage was one of the 
first forms of war taxation and as a 
means of securing revenue It has 
been most successful. The postal busi­
ness of Great Britain Is so vast that 
the extra rate of postage will mean 
a most substantial addition to the 
country's funds. Possibly, after the 
war. the penny post rate may be re­
stored but that Is regarded as doubt­
ful. as the war debt is likely to prove 
such a burden on every nation engaged 
in it that all methods of raising re­
venue will probably have to be employ­
ed for many years to come. The penny 
post, like'other Institutions of pre-war 
days, has probably gone for ever.

Murrey Olive, chairman ot the 
Board ot Assessors, filed the assess­
ment for the year MIS with the com­
mon clerk yesterday afternoon. The 
rate tor this year Is $2.37, which Is 
twenty-one cents lower than last year 
with the patriotic tux Included, and 
nine cents higher with that tax ex­
cluded. The levy which reaches the 
record figure of $1,0*1*85.93 is $96,* 
916.06 higher than last year and the 
Increase In valuation for this year le 
$2,663,100. The number of rate pay­
ers for 1918 la 16,876, an Increase ot 
377 over 1917.

Five cents of the nine cent Increase 
goes to the county, their rate this year 
being .88 as against .48 last year and 
four cents to the city. The biggest In­
crease In the county warrant le for 
hospitals which Is 16.8 this year and 
was 11.4 last year, la the olty assess­
ment schools this year call for 60,8 
as against 60.2 last your, an Increase 
of ten cents.

The feeling of hostility, which has 
been entertained by the United States 
since the reign of George HI., is being 
gradually turned to friendship, and to 
the two greatest democracies the 
world has ever known tails the duty 
of making the world safe for democra­
cy, Was the pith of Dr. G. R. Parkin’s 
address to the members of the Cana­
dian Club at a noon day luncheon at 
Bond’s yesterday. From his opening 
remarks to the conclusion Dr. Parkin 
held the strict attention ot the mem­
bers. He holds the distinction of being 
the first man to address the club and 
being the first honorary member.

Dr. Parkin referred to the feeling of 
the United States against Great Britain 
after the revofyitlon and the constant 
change this antipathy has undergone 
in recent years. He said that there 
were still some sections of the repub­
lic to the south, where the same de­
gree of animosity was still entertained 
and stated that It was the duty of all 
to assist in cementing a degree of 
friendship which will alter an errone­
ous conviction.

He stated that the United States and 
Great Britain must stand together in 
the Ideals for which the world is now 
fighting, and in order that the efforts 
of each individual might be vigorously 
lent to this task, it was essential that 
the schisms, which arose in 1776, must 
be for all times swept aside. He al­
luded to several European countries, 
that owe to Great Britain their free­
dom, stating as an example Poland and 
Greece.

He referred to the heroic sacrifices 
made by Canada and paid high tribute 
to the mothers, who by giving their 
sons, have displayed a self sacrificing 
spirit unprecedented in history. He al­
luded to the prosperity, which Canada 
is qntertainlng and stated that the 
temptations were very strong for peo­
ple to indulge In luxuries and extrava­
gance. but which should not be en­
couraged during such a critical time in 
the Mtstory of the world.
