New York, Feb. 22—During a dense fog,
high sea and wind, two vessels went
ashore today, ome mnear Bellport (L. L)
4nd the other near Long Beach (N. J.)
The former was the Benjamin Cromwell,
Pertland (Me.) schooner from Charleston
(8. C.), for Halifax (N. 8.), with pine.
The name of the ship ashore at Long
Beach is as yet unknown.

The mate of the Benjamin Cromiwell
was drowned, one man reacited shore float-
ing on a piece of wreckage and seven
others clung to the wreck of their ship in
the hope that the life savers would be
able to reach them. :

The life saving crews on both the New
Jersey and Long Island coasts had feared
some disaster in the gale and fog and in-
creased the shore patrol so that attempts
to save the lives of the shipwrecked crews
were really under way, grouping through
the fog.’

The C(romwell went aground off Bell-
port, swept by a tremendous sea she
pounded heavily on the ‘bar. The crew
clung to the rigging until the vessel’s
masts fell and at intervals could be seen
from the shore. With the masts gone the
high seas Broke over them and finally the
mate, numbed by the ccld; lest his hold
and was drowned.

One of the sailors was washed off, drift-
ed ashore on a piece of wreckage and was
taken to the life saving station and re-
vived. He reported the drowning of the
mate. Unsuccessful attempts to Jaunch the
surf boat was made by life savers. '

The three masted schooner which went
ashore near Long Beach (N. J.), began to
break up almost immediately. Attempus to
Jaunch the life boats proved unsuccessful.
Time after time the. life savers went into
the waves with their boats, but each
time they were hurled back wo the beach.
The guns were trained on the wreck just
as the fog thickened and hid the vessel
from view. Several lines were discharged

Russian Vessels Were Caught by
False Signaling.

London, Feb. 23—The Nagasaki corre-
spondent of the Daily Telegraph cabling’
under date of Feb. 22, reports that the
Japanese squadron has captured four Rus-
sian torpedo boats at Port Arthur by
using Rusian signals.

This despatch appears to confirm re-
ports from various-quarters of a fresh at-
tack on Port Arthur by the Japanese.

The report reached Nagasaki from Che
Foo and ‘it adds that the Russian crews
of the four torpedo boats have been trans-

ferred. No other news of this attack has
been received in London, but the Che
¥oo correspondent of the Morning Post,
in a despatch dated February 22, says the
statement is current there that the Jap-
anese torpedo boat destroyers, in the at-
tack on Port Arthur February 14, sank
or damaged two Russian battleships in
addition to the torpedo boat already re-
ported. It is possible there that the re-
port of the Telegraph’s Nagasaki corres-
pondent also referssto the earlier attack.

Viceroy Alexieff’s retirement to Harbin
is now an accomplished fact, and a cor-
respondent of the Associated Press .cables
| that Port Arthur is now strictly a naval
stronghold, and the forts are mow being
manned by naval gunners. Only twenty
foreigners are mow at Port Arthur dnd
they are traders disposing of their mer-
chandise. Some of them are under sue-
pician and there is likelihood of their be-
ing arrested. There are many complaints
of unwarranted arrests, unexplained ex-
pulsion and defamation of character by
the Port Arthur police.

The report that large bodies of Cossack
and other troops are occupying New-
chwang and Hsin-Ming-Tin are unfound-
ed.

British Squadron at Hong Kang:

A despatch to the Daily Mail from Hong
Kong says a British squadron is concen-
trating there and that a corresponding
French concentration of ships is occur-
ring at Saigon, Indo-China. This is sup-
posedly a result of the Anglo-French un-
derstanding.

According to the Nagasaki correspond-
ent of the Daily Telegraph the American
squadron, the vessels of which are var-
jously reported at Che Foo and Snanghai,
is going to make a demonstration at the
mouth of the Yalu river.

Japan's Military Organization Superior to
Anything in Europe.

London, Keb. 23—Indefinite reports of
the movements of troops in the vicinity of
the Yalu river and statements of attempts
to cut the Siberian railread are also pub-
vzhed th’s iporning.

The Wei-Hai-Wei correspondent of the
Times describes a visit to Chemaulpo, Kor-
ea, on Feb. 19, and the Japanese opera-
tions there which, he eays, demonsirated
{hat the Japanese military organization i3
superior to that of any European power.
A general Japanese advance along the Pe-
Jein road to Ping Yang, Korea, the corres-
pondent continues, ‘& expacted shortly. The
original plan Wwas-to land at Masampho,
but the naval succeases enabled the Jap-
anese to bring about operations at Chen-
ulpo and a further change of base 10
( hinpampo is highly prcbable. As g00n as
the ice breaks up troops will be ertablish-
od at Ping Yang in sufficient strength to
guard against a sudden Russian descent.
Tt i beieved that while the sea power of
Russia at Vladivedtock is intact, the Jap-
anese-will not attempt to land on the east-
ern coast of Korea. As an evidence of
Japan's intention it is worthy of note that
her cruisers are busy patrolling towarde
the notthwest of Korea, and that dhe is
not landing artillery at Chemulpo.

Everything suggerts an immediate dash
for a strategic position in northern Korea,
the correspondent ‘concludes, and it i8 pos-
#ible the Russians are coneiderably further
youth than is supposed.

RussianseFire on Another British Steamer.

Wei Hai Wei, Feb. 93—-The Britich
ateamer Ching-Ping, belonging to the
(Chincse Engineering & Mining Company,
of Shanghai, has arrived here from Port
Dalny and reports that she also was fired
upon by the Russians and wus hit seven
times around her wateriine. A Russian
pi'ot boat that was coming out of Port
Dalny to pilot the Ching-Ping, was blown
up by a mine.

Russian Consul Bribes Chinese Officials.

London, Feb. 22—A correspondent  at
Tokio, of Reuter's Telegram Company,
says he learns from a reliable source that
the Russian minister to China, Paul Les-
sar, has successfully bribed Chinese oi-
ficials with the result that the instrue-
tions given the Russian gunboat Mandjur
to leave Shanghai were cancelled.

The Japanese government considers this
to be a breach of Chinese neutrality and
is taking steps in the matter.

21 that the Mandjur had been ordered to
leave Shanghai before 5 o'clock that af-
ternoon, but the order was ignored.” 1t

Russia Says Japan Struck Too Soon.

Washington, Feb. 22—Russia is address-
ing to the powers either through their
representatives at St. Petersburg, the Em-
peror’s euvoys abroad, or. probably
through both, a vigorous communication,
charging Japan' with repeated violations
of the laws of mations, first as the note
alleges, in threatening to attack a neu-
tral port, Chemdlpo (Korea), unless the
Russian ships within came out to face
an overwhelming foree, and second, it
states, in -attacking Port Arthur before
war had been declared, and while the
Japanese minister at St. Petersburg was
still enjoying tthe protection and the cour-
tesies of the Russian government, to
which, it is claimied, he had just previous-
ly addressed a communication expressing
his belicf that the interruption of diplo-
matic reiations between the two coun-
tries would be brief. The note is to the
following effect, although the text is not
yet obtainable:

"Phat the Russian government believing
all civilized powers to be faithfully desir-
ous that theé law of mations shall be
strictly adhered to in the present war, Te-
specafully calls the attention of the mneu-
tral goveMments to these two instances,
in which Japan has violated this law.

In thréatening the meutral port of Che-
mulpo, where warships of many nations
were gathered, demanding the departure
from that port of the Russian men-of-war
Variag and Korietz under penalty of at-
tack within the harbor, and in attacking
the Russian fleet at Port Arthur on the
night of February 8 and on the follow-
ing day, these geveral attacks having
taken place prior to a formal declaration
of war and before the Japanese minister
at St. Petersburg or the Russian minister
at Tokio had left their posts. In the dip-
lomatic corps the news of Russia’s intend-
ed address to the powers has caused great
interest. A diplomat, whose government
is inclined to sympathize with Russia,
said that the Russian government did not
expect other nations to Dass on the at-
tack at Port Arthur, but as to the threat-
ened attack on Chemulpo this Diplomat
said the Russian government expect,eq the
powers in the interest of international
law would give this matter their earnest
consideration. $everal of the foreign
naval commanders at Chemulpo, he sgtid,
were reported to have protested against
the action of the Japanese commander
at the time, and if it were true that t.he
American commander refused to join with
the other foreign commanders in pro-
testing to the Japanese commander
against his action in threatening the town,
he thought it likely the action of the
commander of the Vicksburg would be the
subject of an exchange of views between
the St. Petersburg and ‘Washington gov-
ernments.

Japan May Delay Land Operations.

TLondon, Feb. 99 The latest advices of
Baron Hayashi, the Japanese minister to
(Gireat Britain, lead him to believe tlm.t,
the Japanese troops may now wait possi-
bly two or three months before untierta{k-
ixfg aggressive operations in Manchuria.
He said:

“We found that Russia is so unexpect-
edly unprepared that I should not he sur-
prised if the Japanese land forces con-
tented themselves with establishing a
thorough organization and advancing as
the construction of the railroad towards
the Yalu River progresses. Russia appears
to be less prepared than was China in
1895., -

« believe that only three trains a day
can_ be run through Manchuria. Supposing
these are equally divided between troops
and supplies, as would be necessary, Rus-
sia could not perceptibly strengthen her
land forces before April. Japan’s maval
coup has been so unexpectedly successful
that her troops will take their time.
Shallow inlets are now frozen over, Te-
tarding the disembarkation of our forces.
This is especially true at - Port Arthur
where a near landing of {roops is impos-
sible owing to the ice.”

Baron Hayashi does not credit the re-
port that 2,500 Russians have been kill-
ed in an outpost engagement at the Yalu
river. He says there is mo Japanese force
in that vicinity large enough to inflict
such a loss.

The only maval development Baron Hay-
ashi expects in the near future is a pos-
ible attack on the Japanese fleet by the
powerful Rusian torpedo flotilla at Port
Arthur and hitherto unused. On the
Japanese side, except possible actions
against the Russian Viadivostok squadron,
the Japanese minister doesn’t look for de-
velopment at present, believing that Ad-
miral Togo will be satisfied to keep the
disabled Russian squadron prisoners  at
Port Arthur.

The minister credits the Russians with
having barely 100,000 troops in Manchuria.

Pedestrians Had to Choose Between
Wading in the Deep Slush or
Take to the lce-covered Side-
walks, and Run Chances of Eeing
Hit by Ice and Snow Slides.

Halifax, “Feb. 29— (Special)—With the
wind blowing with hurricane force from
the southwest, and rain pouring in tor-
rents, Halifax today experienced one of
the worst day’s of the season.

The storm razed all day and until late
in the evening, and as a result much dam-
age has been done.

Such a down pour of rain could not
have come at a worse time, the streets
being piled up with snow and the gut-
ters and catch basins blocked. There was
no outlet for the -water and in conse-
quence many of the streets resembled
rivers, particularly those through which
the electric cars run. .

Cellars and basement kitchens in many
parts of the city are flooded, and in some
of the former the water is several feet

deep. The streets in general are in a
terrible condition, making traffic very dif-
ficult.

Nearly all of the sidewalks are covered
with ice and, being wet and slippery,
they are particularly dangerous. Snow
slides and huge pieces of ice falling from
roofs of buildings threatened unsuspect-
ing pedestrians, but fortunately no person
sustained any serious injury.

THO SEAMEN PERSH
I ATTENPT 70 4D
SHPHRECKED CHEW

Chief Officer and Carpenter of the
Steamer York Castle the Victims
—Steamer Micmac Later on Suc-
ceeds in Rescuing Them. .

New York, Feb. 22—Two men were lost
by the steamer York Castle, which arriv-
ed teday from Delago Bay,in an attempt to
give aid on Feb. 21 to the Bangor (Me.),
schooner Willie L. Newton, about 200
miles southwest by south of Sandy Hook.
The Newton was - lumber laden from
Brunswick (Ga.), for New York and lost
her rudderbead. The York Castle stood
by the schooner from 2 o'clock till 8
o'clock in the morning during which time
the schooner displayed signals. Her boats
were intact but they failed to launch one
to aid themselves. Finally the York Castle
tried to launch a lifeboat in charge of
Chief Officer Alexander Turner with four
men. The falls became jammed and as the
ship was rolling viclently the five men
were thrown into the sea. Aiter consider-
able difficulty three of the men were res-
cued, the other two were lost. The two
men lost were Chief ‘Officer Turner and
Carpenter Gray. Both belonged to Sund-
erland (England.) Seeing that the schoon-
er made no effort to launch her boats the
York Castle proceeded.

The British steamer Micmac, which ar-
rived today from Huelva, brought into
port seven shipwrecked seamen, the cap-
tain and crew of the schooner Willie L.
Newton, which they abandoned at sea in
lat. 37.30; lon. 72.08. The Micmac sighted
the distressed schooner four hours after
the steamer York Castle abandoned the
attempt to rescue the. crew of the wrecked
vessel. At 4 o’cleck in the afternoon of
Feb. 21st, the first officer of the Micmac
and five seamen launched a lifeboat and
after considerable difficulty succeeded in
transferring all hands from the wreck.
Captain Norwood, of the Newton, said
the vessel had heavy southwest gales with
a huge cross sea which tossed the schooner
so violently that the rudderhead was
twisted off. The schooner fell off in the
trough of the seas, the waves breaking
over her. Rhe strained so violently that
the crew were unable to keep the water
from the vessel’s hold. The leaks gained
so rapidly that the vessel became water-
logged and unmanageable.

The Willie L. Newton sailed from
Brunswick (Ga.), on Feb. 14, with a full
cargo of lumber, bound for New York.
She was built at Bangor (Me.), her home
port, in 1881. Her met tonnage was 326.

To Train Militia Officers,

A scheme has been worked out by Lord
Dundonald for the better education and
qualification of militia officers. Recogniz-
ing that military officers are busy men
and cannot spare from their civic occu-
pations for long periods - for military
work, he has devised a system by which
the busiest man can by making use of his
short holidays, acquire an adequate know-
ledge of the duties,

Militia examinations for promotion will
be divided into five classes, each class
will be carried on throughout the year,
divided into four courses of twelve days,
except for special arms. Each course will'
begin and end on a date published long
before, so that candidates for promotion
will know exactly when the course takes
place in the class which concerns them.

The first class will be for the appoint-
ment of lieutenants, the second class for
the promotion to captains, the third
class for promotion to major, the fourth
class for promotion to lieutenant colonel
commanding end fifth class to the staff
and higher command.

When an officer wishes to qualify for
the command of his regiment he goes not
to one of the militia schools of instruc-
tion, but to the central camp of instruc-
tion. Here he is put through a- thorough
tactical training amd is given constant
practice in the actual handling of bodies
of troops under service conditions. If he
wishes to qualify for the staff he goes
once more tQ the central camp and passes
through higher tactical training, in which
he handles mixed bodies of troops and
works out tactical schemes over all sorts
of ground.

BALKAN WAR CLOUD.

The despatches today indicate the pos-
sibility—one might almost say the prob-
ability—of war in the Balkans. For unless
other European powers take a hand and
insist upon peace, and the carrying out
of “the promised reforms in the Mace-
donw.n provinces, there is likely to be a
‘war involving Turkey and Bulgaria.

The fragmentary despatches of the last
week have shown that there has been
some fighting between Turks and Al
banians, and a despatch from Sofia says
that Russia has officially informed the
Bulgarian government that any encourage-
ment given by Bulgaria for the renewal of
the insurrection in Mecedonia. will be re-
garded as an act of hostility Fhich will
be promptly and forcibly resented. But
Russia has too large a contract in the far
ec‘ist to be able to participate very effec-
tively in_a war nearer home. Austria 'is
the other power chiefly interested, but
Italy, France and even England might
decide to intervene in the interests of
peace.

In view of the present situation a re-
view of the conditions of the past two
years. will be of value to our readcrs.

.- The Macedonian_provinces are in the
north of Turkey, on the borders of Bul-
garia. The Christian population of these
provinces has been at variance for years
with the Mohommedan Turks, although
‘the fact that they are nominally Chris-
tians does not imply that they are very
nuch better than their neighbors. = They
are, in fact, a turbulent and fighting race,
eager to throw off their allegiance to the
Sultan. In this they have been secretly
encouraged by the Bulgarians, wha have
also furnished them with arms and sup-
plies. Each® succeeding spring for several
.years has witnessed outbreaks that threat-
ened the peace of Europe. Both sides
manifested ferocious cruelty, Throughout
the year 1902 the Macedonian revolution-
ary committee, with its headquarters in
Bulgaria, organized bands which went into
Macedonia to provoke if possible a general
rising of the pzople. There were many col-
lisions between these bands and the troops
of the Sultan, and the situation became so
serious that Russia and Austria inter-
vened, and through ' their .influence a
scheme of reform was promulgated by those
powers. This was in December, 1902.. The
Russian foreign minister went to Vienna,
to Belgrade in Servia, and to Sofia in
Bulgaria. He impressad upon Servia and
Bulgaria the importance of checking any

‘movement in those countries in favor of

Macedonia, and in February—a year ago
last Wednesday—the programme of re-
forms drawn up by Austria and Russia
was presented to the other great powers
for their approval. All of them accepted
it, except that England reserved the right
to make further suggestions if the scheme
failed. Turkey also agreed, as usual. The
scheme provided for an inspector general
‘in the revolutionary provinces, the reor-
ganization of the gendarmerie, and tax re-
form.

But no means was provided to enforce
these reforms, and the Turk, with prover-
bial indifference, did nothing 3t all. More-
over, the revalutionists were not content
in any case, for their aim was independ-
- ence. To secure it they were ‘willing to
embroil all Europe. More bands  were
organized, and more fighting occurred.
The fanatical Albanians showed their dis-
_approval of any scheme of reform by at-
-tacking the town of Mitrovitza, where one
of their soldiers shot the Russian consul.
Russia- demanded satisfaction, and the
murderer was executed and an.apology
rendered. Turkish troops were sent against
the Albanians, 4nd atrocious acts of veng-
ence were committed on both sides, in-
cluding the attempt of the insurgents to
blow up buildings in Salonika with dyna-|
mite. :

Turkey accused Bulgaria of inciting the
insurgents to rebellion, and Bulgaria re-

| plied with the * charge that the Turks

treated every person of Bulgarian nation-
ality as a rebel. The revolution spread,
and in August the Russian consul at
Monastir, who was charged with sym-
pathizing with the insurgents was murder-
ed by a Turkish gendarme. Russia sent
warships to support her demands for
satisfaction, which were quicidy conceded,
but the insurgents took courage from the
presence! of the Russian ships and com-

M——
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witted further acts of ¥iplende against “fhe]
kas, The Sultan sent more troops, bat
the insurrection spread, and even Bulgaria
began to mobilize troops. In September
Jast Bulgaria addressed a note to the pow-
ers, calling attention:'to the terrible state
of affairs in Macedonia, and intimating
that if no other course- were open she
would herself take the field against Tur-
key. This brought matters to a crisis, and
the powers made representations to Con-
stantinople and Sofia, condemning the ex-
cesses on both sides and demanding the
execution of the reforms. There were fur-
ther negotiations, and in the latter part
of October last a mew programme of re-
form was issued Dy Austria and Russia.
It pravided for the appointment of Aus-
trian and Russian assessors to the inspec-
tor general, and the reorganization of the
gendarmerie by a FEuropean officer, the
repatriation of refugees, and other meas-
ures. y :

It is needless to say that these reforms
have not been e¢arried out. The first -at-
tempt has caused another outbreak by the
fanatical Albanians. The Macedonian
‘leaders Zontscheff and Sarafof . declare
that bands of insurgents will be reas-
sembled as soon as spring opens. Bulgaria
is voting extraordinary war credits, and
reorganizing her army. Turkey has sent a
note to the powers protesting against the
warlike attitude of Bulgaria. Russia is en-
grossed in the war with Japan, and this
fact doubtless explains the more defiant
attitude of both Turkey and Bulgaria.

Unless, therefore other European powers
take vigorous action, there is great and
imminent danger of a war that would be
marked on both sides by savage cruelty,
born of the mutual hatred of long years.

VERY SILLY ABUSE.

On the morning after the election The
Telegraph mentioned some of the catses
of the Liberal defeat. Chief among them
ia named the Grand Trunk Pacific echeme,
Pbut ‘also referred to weveral other mat-
ters. ' Among minor causes of disaffection
it mentioned Mr. Fielding’s course while
acting minister of railways.

Mr. Fielding’s cource of simple justice, on
the admission of The Telegraph, weakened
the government there, but Halifax elee'tots
will note the fact and remember when i:e
time comes that it nwas the government’s

bold determination to do justice by Hali-
fax and abolish the St. John monopoly
that has lcst them the seat. Other con-
stituzncies beside Halifax will not forget
this and will, with Halifax, heartily up-~
port the government for its action, despite
the bulldozing and the revolt of St. John.

It seems that the only way ‘‘the sympathy
of people” in ‘St. John, to’use The Tele-
graph’s expression, can be aroused is by
the feeding of them constantly at the pub-
lic trough. Well, indeed, is thia attitude
described as Loggish, and the city named
“‘hog-towm.”

We may be permitted to hope that
neither the Recorder nor the Chronicle
voicew the real feeling of the citizens of
Halifax with regard to St. John. There is
p~ disposition cn the pamt of the people
of this cidy to profit unfairly at the ex-
pense of Halifax in amy respect whatever.

Instead of greater prosperity
for everybody, the country witnessed the
almost unheard-of spectacle of a falling off
in the total amount of savings bank de-
posite. © Between 1896 and 1897 actually
less than 250 miles were added to the rail-
road mileage of the republic. In 1893 there
occurred in the United States no less than
15,250 business failures, involving liabilities
to the amount of $350,000,000—a record
never equailed before or since.

China during the existing war, I beg to
say that the imperizl government, sharing
~with the government of the United States
in the fullest measure the desire to avoid
as much as possible any disturbance of
the onderly condition of affains now pre-
vailing in China, are prepared to respect
the neutrality and admlmstranve entity of
China outside the regions occupied by Rus-
gia as long as Russia, making a similar
engagement, fulfills in good faith the terms
and conditions of such engagement.”

On Feb. 19 the following answer was re-
ceived from the Russian government:—

“The imperial government shares com-
pletely the desire to insure tranquility of
China, is ready to adhere to an under-
standing with other powers for the pur-
pose of safeguarding the neutrality of that
empire on the follawing conditions:—

“Firet, China must herself strictly ob-
serve ah the clauses of neutrality.

“Secondly, the Japanese government
must loyally observe the engagement en-
tered into with the pevers, as well as the
principles generally recognized by the law
of nationa.

“Thirdly, that it is well understood that
neutrahzzmon in no caee can be extended
to Manchuria, the territory of which, by
the force of evembs wlﬂheerve as the field
of military operations.”

On the same day the state department
sent the following telegram to the gov-
ermments of Russia end- Japan, communi-
cating its: purport to the other powers c-
terested : —

“The answer of the Russian govemmen*
is viewed as responsive to the proposal
made by the United States as well as by
the other powems, and this governmeat
will have pleasure in communicating it
forthwith to the governmnts of China and
Japan, each of which has already informed
us of its adherence to the principles set
forth in our circular proposal.”

Siberian Railway Not Equal to Transporta-
tion Task.

Berlin, Feb. 22—The Militar Woochen-
blatt, the organ of the German general
staff, has published an article discussing
.!;ussia"s prospects of reinforcing her army
in East Asia. The paper takes a pessi-
mistic view of the capacity. of the Trans-
Siberian railroad, and especially of the
section crossing ‘Lake Baikal, where, it
says, the difficulties to be overcome are
enormous. The limited capacity of the
line is said to be a much more serious
matter than the threatened damage to it
by natives.

The paper estimates the present troop-
mm‘mg capacity of the railpoad from Rus-
sia’s experience of lazst summer in mov-
ing two brigades to Tschita, east of Lake
Bajkal, which swas only accomplished at
the rate of 8% miles an hour. At this
rate, it would take 36 days to convey
25,000 men from the Ural mountains to
Mukden or Vladivostock.

The paper assumes the present strength
of the Russian army in Kastern Asia to
be 158,761 men, and upon the foregoing
estimate of time required to move troops
it declares it will take until' April 20 for
Russia to raise the strength of her East
Asidtic army to 233,000 men.

Track Across Lake Baikal Laid. .

St. Petersburg, - Feb. 22—Prince Khil-
koff, minister of railroad communication,
has proceeded for Manchuria from Irk-
utsk, after having seen the railroad on the
ice across lake Baikal was laid. He was
personally entrusted with $250,000 to ei-
tect the expeditious termination of this
work. Prince Khilkoff reports that the
Siberian railroad is able to move 20,000
a day to their destination, but that the
transit from western p'nnts to the Far
East will require six weeks. Hearty man-
ifestations of patriotism are reported.

EVENTS IN THE BALKANS
COMMAND ATTENTION.

Russia’s Troubles With Japan Make Ehances
of Another War More Likely.

Paris, Feb. 20—Almost with as close at-
tention as they are giving the Russian-
Japanese war, the French authorities are
watching events in the Balkins. From Bul-
garia assurances have heen received that
she does not propose to take any meas-
ures to precipitate war and most of the
leaders of the recent insurrection have in-
dicated their purpose to see what the re-
forms will accomplish Lefore renewing the
rebellion in Macedonia. Mcreover, it i8
not Dbelieved here that the Macedonian
committee has much money, as hereto-
fore, with which to carry on a conflict.
Nevertheless it is understood that Russia’s

- preoccupation in the Far East greatly in-
creases the chances of war in the Balkins.
Turkey declares she propeses to scrupul-
ously carry out the reform imposed by the
powers; but a Turkish official here today
said the attitude of his government neces-
sarily depends won the attitude of the
Macedonians and the Buigarians.

Diplomats here say that if ever an op-
portunity existed for the Porte once for
all to end the Macedonian trouble by
striking Bulgaria, which encourages it, it
is now. Despite the firm representations of
Russia, she undoubtedly is willing to en-
gage in a war in Europe while engaged
with Japan in the Far East and Turkey
is expected to adopt a firmer tone in deal-
ing with the Macedonian question. The
powers, it is announced, authoritatively
are still working harmoniously together
and they are all making répresentations
to Turkey and Bulgaria on the folly of go-
ing to war. Certainly neither will profit
thereby.

Greek Immigrant Brings an
Action Against U. S. Cnief
Inspector Here.

Suit for $5,000 has been brought by a
Greek who was deported by the United
States immigration department last fall
against the chief inspector of the U. 8.
immigration department here, H. M. Turn-
er. Mr. Turner has given $10,000 bonds
in the matter.

The Greek is Anastasis Papageargiu. He
came here from Montreal last year and in
August was got into the United States by
two Assyrians. The immigration officers
did not want the Gregk to cross the bor-
der, he being regarded as undesirable be-
cause of trachoma. However, the Assyr-
jans—Geo. Morie and Louis Kouri—got
him through by way of St. George and
Campobello, it is said, and they were ar-
rested at Eastport by Mr. Turner.

In the U. S. district court at Portland
they pleaded guilty to smuggling the Greek
in and were sentenced. The Greek was
sent to New York and deported to Europe
whence he returned.to St. John recently
and on Thuisday began his suit for dam-
ages against the official, W Watson Allen
is his attorney.

Washington, Feb. 22--The naval appro-
priation bill today encountered opposition
on the Republic side of the house. Mr.
Burton, of Ohio, chairman of the Rivers

'né Kentigern hailed from Glasgow.

She wwas built at Glasgow by A. Stephens
& Sons in 1888, was 300 feet in length,
40.1 feet breadth and 23.1 feet depth. She
was of 1,085 tons. The steamer was well
known ‘here and made some voyages from
this port to Cape Town at war time, tak-

. ing out hay. :

Captain Kudenhold reports
that on Fébruary 16 at 7 a. m. he sighted
@ steamer showing signals of distress. She
proved to be the steamer Kentigern, of
Glasgow. She was rolling badly with her
deck under water owing to a list. She
was signalled that she wished to abandon

Csptain’s Statement. :
Captain Parker made the following re

port:—

“We sailed from Portland February 7
for Limerick with a cargo of grain, ahd
had the usual northwest gales and storms
on getting to sea.

“On Tuesday, February 9, while rum-
ning in a hedvy sea, the stretching scréw
in the steam steering gear drew otit the
thread. We piit the ship’s head to fthe
sea while getting the hand gear econ-|
nected and after one hour’s labor fe-
paired the disabled steering gear and pro-
ceeded. Nothing of importance occurred
for the next few days except we had heavy
gales and high seas, which smashed. ven-
tilators, ripped up steam pipes and amag
ed one boat. On Saturday, the 13th, we
encountered a violent gale from the east-
ward with a terrific sea running. At mid-
night the. steering gear buffer nut fell off,
which caused the vessel to fall off in the
trough of the sea. All hands were eal
and an effort made to connect the hand
gear, .but owing to the darkness and ter-
rific sea it could not be repaired and on
| the morning of the 14th we discovered the
k h’ﬂd steering gear broken to pieces, the
wheel gone and a complete wreck. Every-
thing was done to try and secure the rud-
der. The quadrant was stripped and we
had no chance to make anything fast. The
steamer had listed so that her decks were
1t an angle of 15 degrees. AH hands were
sent down into No. 1 hold jo trim cargo
ind they worked at the bags until night.
Monday, the 15th, the gale increased to
aurricane force, blowing wviolently from
the southwest to west. The steamer listed
more all the time with the lee rail under
water. The cabine were flooded and lying
it an angle of 30 degrees. The rudder
was adrift, moving from side to side vio-

‘ashing "to hold it firm. The tackles,
shains and blocks were all smashed and
cendered useless.

21— (Special)—While
in a fit of temporary insanity, brought
on bx' foss of sleep, Arthur H. Shea, a
graduatle of the University of New Bruns-
wick, and a former teacher in St. John
public schools, escaped from his home, on

- Northumberland street, at 4 o’clock this

anorning and was found two hours later
lying. stark naked in a snow bank on
Maryland Hill in a semi«onscious condi-
tion and with both legs frozen stiff. He
was removed to Vietoria Hospital, where
he now lies in a eritical condition with
small chance of recovery.

The unfortunate young man is subject
%o epileptic fits and some months ago was
obliged ‘to give up  teaching on that ac-
connt. Of late symptoms of insanity de-
veloped which made it necessary for his
velatives to keep a sharp watch upon him.

Overpowered Father and Jumped Through
Window.

"This morning at 4 o'clock he arose,
dressed himself and was able to leave the
house, when his father, Michael Shea, at-
trpcted by noise, appeared on the scene
ang tried to stop him. A struggle ensued
and the young man, after throwing his
father down, sprang through the window
head first, carrying the sash with him.
I'he weather was intensely cold but noti-
withstanding this the first thing he did
on reaching the open air was to remove
@ pontion of his clothing and after hang-
ing it on a fence started off at the top of
his speed,

An alarm was quickly raised and Frank
Creed and other neighbors joined, in the
search for the fugitive. It was quite dark
at the time but with the aid of lanterns
they were able to follow his trail far
enough to disclose the fact that he had
removed every stitch = of othing and
thrown it away as he ran.

After an unsuccessful search of neigh--
bors, lasting nearly two hours, it was de-
cided to call upon the fire department for
assistance. An alabm was sounded from
box 26 and rang out loud and clear on
the frosty night air.

A colored man named McIntyre, living
on Maryland Hill, was awakened by noise
and going to the door to peer out was
startled to hear groans emanate from a
snow bank a few feet away. .

Found Naked in a Sqowbxnk.

Further investigation disclosed that the
noise was made by Shea, who was lying
upon his face and in a perishing condi-
tion. After carrying him into the house,
McIntyre went out and called for help.
His cries attracted the attention of mem-
bers of the searching party. A team was
procured and the unfortunate young man,
after being provided with clothing, was
removed to the office of Dr. McGrath and
themce to fthe hospital. His legs were
found to be frozen almost to the knees
and his face and ears were also frost-
bitten. i

The physicians think that it may be
necessary to amputate both feet in order
to save his life, but no decision has yet
been arrived at. The patient rallied some-
what during the day and is now quite]
rational. i

Former St. John $chool Teacher.

Shea graduated from the university in
1897 and won the Douglas gold medal in
the same year. Two years later he took |
the degree of M. A.. He taught school
in this city, also at Andover and St. John, ]
and of late has been giving private tui-
tion lere to students of the University
and Normal School. s

The sad occurrence of this morning has
cast a gloom over the community and
muche sympathy is felt for the young man
and members of his family.

PREICHED O MMUSEMENTS

The Methodist Doétrine Regarding
Some Forms of Diversion.

Rev. W. C. Matthews Discussed the Subj-ct
in His Sermon in Exmouth Street Metho-
dist Church Sunday Evening.

« Exmouth street Methodist church was
crowded Sunday might by a congregation
which listened wi.th deep interest and con-
siderable profit to Rev. W. C. Matthew's
sermon on Popular Amusements. His text
was Colossians III—17: “And whatsoever
ye do in werd or deed do all in the name
of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God,
and the faith by Him.”

The previcus Sunday evening the speaker
had been requested to discuss amusements,
and he would endcavor to expound the
teachings of the Methodist church. The

E question of amusement periodically came

into public thought with the eitting of tne
general conference, but the matter was a
live theme all the time.

Specifically, the subject of the evening
was what the teadhings of the Methodist

 church were in respect to forms of diver-

sion. It was not a matter of private opin-

ion or individual thought, but what was

officiafly taught by the church. These
teachings were con'tained in a set of rules,
sixty in all, and in that relating to forms

diversions of the day were to be avoided.

The rule was applied in a broad sense,
it was a general gtatement and based on
the text, inasmuch as that we should admit

.of no pleasure which could not be used
in the name of the Lord. In 1886 there

was added to this set of rules an explana-

‘tory note, defining more explicitly certain

‘amuselitents such as card playing, dancing,
horee sraces and theatre atteéndance. At
subsequént conferences this appendix has

 been reaftirmed, and though it hes been
l made the subject of controversy, it has

never been eliminated. ]

Argument has béen made for and against
the retain‘ng of the explanafory note. On
the one hand it was maintained that il
had been inconsiderately introduced, and
that ite ddoption prevented many persone

 from becoming identified with Methodism
.On the other hamd, it was held that elim-

inating it would &40 stop many prospect-
ive eonverts from coming into the church,
and that it would, moreover, hint af a
retrograde movement, and sinful conform-
ity with the world. ’
Those who contended for the note elim-
ination did not Wkh it understood that
they welcomed = questionable emusements,
but that the matter of theatre abtendance,
cards or dancing should be left to the
conscience of the.individual. In the local

.confenence  the note had always been re-

tained, amd it jyas the' judgment of the
supreme ecclesiastical court that the
amusements set forth in the note were to
be avaided by professing Methodists.
From the wspeaker's’ personal point of
view he wished to be understood.as not
in gecord with thore who maintained that,
because a person danced and played cards
his future wou'd be eternal punishment.
No rape man would make such a state-
ment. As a minister, as the guardian of
human sonls, the speaker, however, was
not. in favor of having the people under
his care indulge in the indiecrimindte pa-
tronage of different forms of amusement.
He did not wich to be known al an ex-
tremisf, but theré was a middle ground.
There were amusements wholly, undenia-
bly bad, and amusements which were un-
deniably good, bt between these two de-
greas there existed many forms of recre-
ation that could not be looked upon ex-
cept as doubtful. As pastor, he protested
against his people patronizing them, not

becanise the result would be the ruination |

of the soul; but because the spiritual tone
was lowered. .

Habitual indulgence of these doubtful
diversions did unquecstionably lower a
Chrisitan’s standard. Wihat was the origin
of the Methodist dhurch? Wesley preach-
ed that the purpose of Methodism was to
spread scriptural holiness, and each mem-
ber should feel hiw responsibility. If the
Methodist chiurch was a society organized
to develop the highest type of holiness, it
could not be that the church tenets could
go hand in hand with amusements thai
were open to swpicion.

The speaker had ob:erved clesely, and he
cow'd dedlare unequivocally that no habit-
ual card payer or theatre-goer could be
depended upon by him in revivals or any
work calling for devout and incemsant en-

{ deavor. The church stood as the base of

high pisty, and the spiritual hunger of the
soul was lessened by the indulgence of that
ovhich the church forbade.

There amusements were not morally per-
nicious, but if a stalwart Methodism like
that whieh distinguished the pioneers of
the dhurch was to be developed, if men
and women were to go forth with the zeal
to win souls, there cou’d be no room for
such recreations menfioned in the explana-
tory note. As far as the general discus-
gion of the matter went it wag an open
question, but so far as the Methodist

church was concerned it waw not open for{

discussion. The guestion could mnot be
settled until the note was removed by

{ legislation, or until the individual removed
{ himself from the influence of the church.
