A .daring robbery was committed at

A Murderer Partakes of the Sacras
ments and Petjdres htmse!f in his
Prayers-on the Scafiold.

Thomas Smith, the ' negro murderer
exceuted last Friday in Louisville, Ky.,
was duly baptized; received into the
churcli by two ministers, and allowed 0
partake of the Sacraments. He protest-
ed his innoeence, even in his prayers on
the scafféld, until told to take his stand
on the trap, when he gave way, and con-
fessed his guilt. The execution was pub-
tic, and ahout 7000 people were present:
The murderer’s neck was dislocated by
the fall of thirty inches. He did not
struggle much, and convualsive move-
ments ceased in four minutes. éath
ensued in six minutes. The body was
cat down atithe ehd of twenty minutes.
Qmith was a desperate character. The
murder for which he was hanged was
cold-blooded and for the ‘purpdse of rob-
Bery, though tlie murderer got but a
small amount. .The murdered man’s wife
was at the ekeétition in a carriage and
witnessed the whole scefie.  Smith labor-
ed under great excitement on the scaffold.
He prayed incoherently and begged for a
little more time. Hé has made many
misstatements in regard to different per-
sons during the tfial, all of which he con-
tradicted.

The details of the terrible fratracide
recently committed in the neighberhood
of Louisville,” Ky., have. just come to
hand. John and Daniel Holtshouser
were the sons of a wealthy and respectable
farmer residing in the village:of Bards-
town.

His
brother sat by a smaH table reading a
kewspaper, His father, being at the
riglit of the fireplace, saw his son enter
the room,and supposed he was bringing in’
‘the mail#rom the city ; butinstead oftaking
the mail from his pocket, the latter drew:
out a large navy revolver, -and without
uttering a word, shot at his brother, the
ball passing through the paper, entering
the left breast of the victim, and lodging
under his shoulder blade.

shoulder, and as his brother fell towards:
the door, he fired the third time, sending
a deadly ball into the crown of the head,
through the brain, and lodging under the
right eye. Having completed his bloody
work, the murderer started out of the
deot, ¢lesely foRowed by his father, who,,
in the agony of his grief, begged that he
might be shot also, and thus have his
troubles ended. The murderer then visits
ed the house of his father-in-law, who
dived near by, and giving his wife a part-
ing kiss, hé fled across the country and
has not been heard of since.

The Rewappearanee of Witchceraft.

Witcheraft as well as history nfust be
creditéd with the power of reproduction.
Since the revolutionary epoch in Judea
when.a vastsnumber of good swine were
sutrificedind a corner.in. pork probably
induced by evil necromancy, the subtle
and dangerous influence hashad manifes-
tations at various pcriods and in different
parts of the world. For two hundred
years the forces of diablerie have been
supposed to be laid in the States by the
vigorous measures adopted for their de-
struction in Massachusetts, and the little
city of Salem in parficular.

One woman was recently
found almost nude in the topmost bough
of an apple tree, praying that the fiends
of hell might be made to come out of her,
anda little further on a Mr. Ellis was
discovered asking forgiveness for his sins
in a frantic manner. Upon the thanifesta-
tions of the latter the excitement tugned.
He had told a neighbor who possessed a
sick horse that the animal was bewitched
and the owner, after Mr. Ellis’s incanta-
tions had tailed, adopted his advice and
shot the beast with a silver bullet. The
horse fell dead and the witch took up its
abode sucecessively iu cows, pigs, dogs,
cats, etc., all of which were shot with
silver bullets, until the farme ’s stock
visibly diminished, and his sons agreed
to try the remedy upon Mr. Ellis. He
persuaded them to believe that to shoot
a bullet into his efligy would answer as
well, and he sought the woods in order
that the banished demon might not find
him.

PARLIAMENT OF CANAD..

Finance: Minister’s Budget Speech—

. OTTAWA, April 2.

After the routine busincss had been
disposedd of Mr. Huuntington postponed,
1§ Want-of-confidence amendment untii
to-morrow, to allow the Minister to make
his first budget speech in the Commons
of Canada. This act of common courtesy
was in accordance with the freely ex-
pressed sentiments of all parties, and
could .not have been neglected with any
show of decency.

At 4 o’clock, when Hon. Mr. Tilley be-
gan his budget speech, the House was-
full, and many spectators were in the
galleries. He began with expressions of
regret for the forced retirement of Sir
Francis Hincks, on acgount of ill health,
from.the position that had been so ably
filled by him. ‘He woiild, he said, review
the progress of the country since Con-
federation, and he felt sure that the result
would give satisfaction in the present
and hope for the future. Ineach depart-
nent of Trade, Finance and Public Works
there had beendevelopment and progress.
In 1867, the Bank capital was about $20,-
000,000; in 1872-3 it. is nearly $50,000,-
000. During the five years the increase
of deposits in Quebec and Ontaria alone
was over $37,000,000. ‘The Exports for
1867 amounted to $57,000,000. In 1872,
they amounted to $82,000,000, and for the
current half year they amounted to over
$50,000,000. Theimports for 1867 amount-
ed to about $71,000,000. In I872, they
amounted to $107,000,000, and for the
current half year to $72,000,000. The
rate of duty placed upon the imports was
in 1867 a little more than 12 per cent.,
while in the current year it is under 10
per cent. - The surplus on the five years’
transactions after deducting the expenses
of Government and paying the interest
on part of the debt, was about §9,000,000.
In 1867 our public debt was about $76,-
000,000. In 1872-73 our debt was about
$82,000,000, an increase of over $6,000,-
000, but the increas: in our debt was in
exact proportion to the increase in our
population. The increase was occasion-
ed by loan for the construction of the
Intercolonial Railway, the purchase of
North West Territory, Pacific Railway
Survey, and the assumption of the Brit-
ish Columbia debt. The whole public
debt of Canada anounted to about $23
per head and the-interest on it to about
$1.28 per head. The amount of taxation
by means of duties was something over |
$4 per head of the population. The
average tarif of the past, 12
per cent., had enabled the Government to
construct great public warks. The re-
ceipts for the last year had exceeded the
expenditures, leaving a surplus of about
$175,000. It was thought the loss to the
revenue by the repeal of the sugar duties
would necessitate an increase of duties.
At present no extra taxes would be levi-
ed, and no change made in the tariff. ' It
gave stabillity to trade and commerece to
leave the tariff unchanged, whenever it
was possible to do so. Increased public
works might draw more heavily on the
revenue, and when it was necessary to
make changes the question of incldental
protection t0 certain native industries
would comeap. With onr small population
and limited means we had so far met ouf”"
engagements and embarked in gigantic
public works, and he believed that the
increased population and growing wealth
of an expanding country would meet the
requirements of the fauture? He hoped
the policy of the Government in consoli-
dating the country, and developing its
resources, would be continued to be,fol-
lowed out in the futurc, and result in
making Canada the strong right arm of
the British Empire. The speech occu-
pied only an hour and a half, and was
listened to with marked attention, fre-
quently interrupted by applause, and he
was loudly cheered at the ¢lose. It was
one of the- briefest and best budget
speeches ever delivered.

Mr. Mackenzie replied briefly, chiefly
doubting the ability of Canada to meet the
requirements of the future. He compli-
mented Mr. Tilley on the lucidness of his
statements, and would treat him in a
spirit of fair play and candor.

" The : members crowded around Mr.
Tilley offering him their congfatulations,
Mackenzie, Holton, and other leading
members of the Opposition being
among the first to greet him.

Sir Francls Hincks complimented Mr.
Tilley highly, and the discussion on the
budget continued till nearly 12 o’clock.
Most of the Opposition speeches were
made up of attacks upen Sir Francis
Hincks and his financial policy in the old
Province of (anada.

Mr. Young, of Waterloo, ridiculed the
coursé of the Government in changing
the tariff every year, and now talking -
about the necessity of not mieddling with
it. During the late elections in Ontario
they had promised protection to
various indvstries, but now took
do action in the matter. He
admttted the present flourish¥ing state
of our finances and the general prosperi-
ty of country but the Government could
claim no credit for that condition ofaffairs.
The immense revenue from imports arose
from the great railway Wworks going on,
and could not be expected to continue at
the same rates The present success was
abnormal. He concluded by abusing Sir
Faancis Hineks. .

Mr. Glass,of Middlesex, said Sir Francis
Hincks was no more responsible for the
financial difficulties in the old Province of
Canada than for the diffieunlties which oc-
curred at the same time in England. The
charges showed how little the Opposition
had to show against the present manage-
ment of affairs: The fair way was to
contrast the position of the courtry five
years ago with the one it occupies to-day
and judge whether the hopes of confeder-
ation had been realized.
