Sir,—As oar mall facilities are snch 
that there Is no knowing when the next 
cornier may come in or go out, I shall,

DECEMBER 'Oth- '1874. therefore, take time by the forelock and
send you a few scraps. The Mounted 
Police boys are, as usual, In good health, 
considering, the weather we have thus 
far experienced, the mercury freezing np 
at 46 below zero and no snow falling of 
any moment. In fact It has been clear, 
very cold and dry. This Troop (which 
is called E Troop) numbers about 44 
men, 32 of them being here and 12 at Ft.
Ellis. Of the large number of cattle 
which arrived here last fall-some 116 — 
bet 19 are now alive. A few only were 
killed for beef. Of'65 horses 32 are alive, 
and'the balance, 23, have died; and what 
stock is now here will hare a tough time 
of It. At present the men are quartered 
in the cook shanty, and It is a tumble 
down log structure; and although It may 
do for summer, still It Is not the thing 
for our Canadian troops. It has been so 
cold within its Walls that ten to twelve 
pairs of blankets are dealt out to keep 
the boys from freezing; besides the 
night watchmen has to keep np three to 

, lour stoves and an Immense caboose 
burningall eight. The progress Iti the 
buildings has been slow on account of 
the cold weather and the tumbling down 
of one of tile structures. ,n

The Officers* Quarters have been parti­
ally fitted op for them, and .there they 
hold high carnival, trying to keep them­
selves from freczlpg.

Reserving a more detailed statement of my 
views until I shall have bad an opportunity ôf 
addressing you from the hustings or otherwise, 
and soliciting your votes and influence, so that 
this important constituency may give no uncer­
tain sound on the chief issues of the late Gen­
eral Election.

Ernest Ortwein, the murderer of the 

Hamnett family, was hanged in the jail 
yard at noon to-day. The crime for which 
he suffered was committed ou the night 
of April 29, 1874, near Homestead, a vil­
lage on the Pittsburgh, Virginia and 
Charleston Railroad, six mites above this 
city. His victims were John Hamnett, 
a well-to do farmer, His wife Agnes, two 
daughters named Ida and Emma, and a 
bound boy named Kobt. Smith. The mur­
der was discovered early next morning, 
the burning of the bouse attracting the at­
tention of the neighbors, and during the 
day the remains of the unfortunate fami­
ly were taken from the ruins. At the 
time of the murderOrtwein was engaged 
as a farm band by Mr. Hamnett, and 
treated as one of the family. He is a 
native of Germany, and has been in this 
country about two years. After his ar 
rest he made a confession, and has since 
expressed himself willing and ready to 
pay the penalty of his crime. His spirit­
ual advisers, who have been in constant 
attention, left him last night at midnight. 
Ortwein then requested to be called at 
six o’clock and retired. He slept sound­
ly until six this morning, and be partook 
of a hearty breakfast shortly before 
seven. The Anal religious services were 
held in his cell a little after 9 a. m.

His ex­
traordinary nerve did not desert him at 
the last moment, and as the fatal cap, “a 
white one,” was being placed over his 
bead, he bade those near him a pleasant 
“good by.” Then in a load, firm voice, 
he said :

What I have to say is this : I suffer 
what I have deserved. I committed the 
murder. I am ready and willing to die.
I most heartily thank all for the kindness 
shown me. May Gbd have mercy on my 
soul. I hope to meet yon all in heaven, 
for Christ’s sake. Jesus Christ have 
mercy upon my soul. O, Father, into 
thy hands I commend my spirit.

A SHOCKING SPECTACLE.'
At three minutes after 12 the drop fell.

As tlie noose tightened about Ortwein’s 
neck the white cap was lifted, revealing 
his face just as the first shock of death 
was felt. It was a sickening spectacle,
The eyes started from their stfekets, the 
tongue shot ont, and the face first flush 
ed crimson, then turned black, or at 
least seemed to do so. The fall evident­
ly broke his neck, as there was but a 
slight convulsion of the limbs. He was 
a powerfully built man, however, in prime 
health, and his chest continued to heave 
and throb at least five minutes. His 
heart ceased to beat at about seven and 
a half minutes after he fell. He was left 
hangiu ' for some twenty minutes long­
er, when the body was cat down and de­
livered to Mr. Devore, the undertaker.
It is understood that it will be taken to 
Dr. Dickson's hospital for a post mortem 
examination.

Ortwein made a will before his death 
in which he left all his claim to property 
in Germany to his relatives, 
made a foil confession, and among his 
latest requests was that it should not be 
published until some days after his bu­
rial.
