The way to avoid all these dan­
gers is to make haste slowly. Un- 
willingness to remain a partial n 
valid for a few weeks has often 
caused lifelong invalidism. There­
fore give up every kind of social ex 
citement for a time, goto bed early 
and sleep late, take a nap every af- 
ternoon, and follow absolutely your 
doctor’s advice.

SENTENCES LONSDALE TO DIEHOW CANADIANS SAVED YPRES MARKETS OF THE WORLDSupreme Court Has Confirmed 
Penalty on British Soldier.

A despatch from Berlin says: 
The Supreme Military Court has 
confirmed the sentence of death im­
posed December 29 on William 
Lonsdale, of Leeds, Eng., a private 
in the British army, for attacking a 
German non-commissioned officer 
at the military prison camp at 
Doeberitz. The verdict of the 
court is subject to the approval of 
Emperor William, and the sen- 
tence possibly will be commuted. 
Ronald B. Hearvey, Second Secre­
tary of the United States Embassy, 
attended the session of the court.

Dr. Henry Van Dyke, the United 
States Minister at The Hague, and 
James W. Gerard, the United 
States Ambassador to Germany, 
both took an interest in the case 
of Lonsdale at the behest of the 
Lord Mayor of Leeds, who sought 
to have the death sentence on the 
soldier commuted. In February it 
was announced that the court had 
commuted the sentence to 20 years’ 
imprisonment.

Later a despatch from Berlin 
stated that Lonsdale had obtained 
another appeal and that the case 
would be heard before the Supreme 
Military Court April 27.

Boy Kills Sentries.

A despatch from Le Mans, Paris, 
says: Jacques Goujon, seventeen 
years old, has been cited in military 
orders and given a military medal. 
The youth killed two German senti­
nels, blew up with the aid of bombs 
two quick-firers of the enemy, was 
captured, but succeeded in escap- 
ing, carrying with him at the same 
time a machine gun of the Germans 
to the French lines. Later, during 
a German counter-attack, Gou­
jon's right arm was blown off by a 
shell.

The military authorities at 
Lyons, Goujon’s home city, had re­
fused to accept him for military 
duty on account of his age. He 
went to Paris, where he was ac­
cepted because of his robust con­
stitution.

Men who stand 
to gain by the awful slaughter—men 
who care nothing for human life or 
suffering as long as their own selfish 
desires are realized.

Birmingham used to be known as 
the toyshop of the world ; to-day she.

She is simply reeking with 
Government orders Unemploy- 
nient there is practically unknown, 
save indeed in the jewellery indus- 
try. Birmingham is full of firms 
who specialize in arms and ammu- 
nition, and houses which produce 
military and naval ornaments, and 
these firms are ail working night 
and day.

The Birmingham Small Arms 
Company used to deem that they 
were doing well if they turned out 
2,000 Government rifles a week. 
They are now turning out more 
than double that number, and are 
aiming at an output of seven thou- 
sand per week. They have also 
been making motor-cycle s for the 
British and other Governments, 
and they arc producing quite a 
useful number of the deadly Lewis 
automatic rifle, a weapon which is 
virtually a small machine-gun, used 
as a rifle, and, indeed, shaped like 
one.

Then the Daimler Company is 
turning out at its works at Coven- 
try motor-buses and heavy trans­
port lorries and wagons as fast as 
they can be made and assembled.

A Boom in Buttons.
The Kynochs, whose huge works 

are at Witton, are working night 
and day on orders for cartridges, 
and other and more deadly forms 
of war material. This firm special­
izes in all kinds of explosives. Ky- 
nochs probably make as many dif- 
forent articles as any firm in the 
country, for out of the waste pro­
ducts they obtain they make up 
soap, candles, and a hundred-and- 
one articles of everyday use. But 
at the moment they are devoting all 
their energies to the production of 
cartridges and explosives. Their 
whole output is accepted.

Then the trade in military but­
tons and ornaments is huge. There 
have been orders going about for 
as many as a million buttons from 
one firm of clothiers, and the price 
was put at double that which was 
obtained for the same work prior 
to the war. But many firms pos- 
sessing a recognized reputation for 
that class of work could not take it. 
Buttons, Limited, a concern made 
up of half-a-dozen firms in amalga­
mation, have orders which will take 
them a long time to execute.

Then every firm engaged in  
making of tinware are as busy as 
they can be. Here, also, their op­
erations are cramp d for the lack of 
capable workmen.
