The College Question Discussed - A 
Vote of Censure Rejected.

WOODSTOCK, Oct. 30.—The Baptist Con- 
vention devoted its Saturday sessions to 
educational matters. Hon. John Dryden 
presented the report of the Board of 
loverners of McMaster University. Then 

Rev. R. O. Boville moved an amendment 
rebuking the Board for taking the foun- 
dation of McMaster University into its own 
hands, which brought on an interesting de­
bate over the whole question.

Rev. Alex tirant bade the convention 
farewell, putting in a last word or two as to 
the great need of the mission field in Mani­
toba and the Territories. A telegram of 
greeting was received from the Michigan 
Baptist Convention.

The annual report of the Board of Gover­
nors of McMaster University referred to 
the faithful labors of Prof. McGregor, ex­
pressing sincere regret at his death. The 
retirement of Dr. Malcolm MacVicar from 
the chancellorship and Theological Chair 
was reported and credit given him for the 
founding of Moulton College and the con­
ception and putting well on the road to 
success of the Arts University, in connec­
tion with Toronto Baptist College. These 
two losses were speedily followed by the 
death of Rev. Dr. Castle, who had done so 
much to build up Toronto Baptist College. 
It had been impossible at this time to fill all 
the position* vacated, so the board did 
nothing but fill the empty professorial 
chairs. The report recounted the recent 
changes made in the staff of the college. 
During the year 1889-90 Toronto Baptist 
College had 32 students and 13 graduates. 
Woodstock College had 151 students and 
Moulton College 144 pupils.

The Treasurer’s report showed general 
receipts were: McMaster estate, $41,293; 
interest on old endowment, $5,629. There 
was a deficit at each of the colleges as fol­

statistics to the effect that 83 per cent of 
the membership of Protestant churches 
came from the Sunday school.

A resolution by Mr. H. H. Beri's “That 
in the opinion of this convention the time 
has arrived when some hymn book shall be 
adopted as the hymnal of the Baptists of 
Canada,” was discussed and temporarily 
withdrawn.

LONDON, Oct. 20.—The Daily News, com­
menting on the grand scheme for the regen­
eration of the world proposed by General 
Booth, confesses that nothing can be done 
for the souls of the millions until something 
is done for their bodies.

Rifled Guns vs. Protests.
Zanzibar, Oct. 20.—Advices received 

here by British vessels which have arrived 
from the Zambesi River state that the 
British gunboats entered the river 
Oct. 8, despite the protests of the Portu­
guese authorities. In their company was a 
steamer belonging to the British African 
Lakes Company, which had in tow a flotilla 
of lighters and canoes, laden with stores 
and munitions of war. The entire native 
population lined the banks of the river, 
shouting, dancing and clapping their hands. 
The Portuguese made a verbal protest 
against the gunboats entering the river.

It has since been ascertained that the 
name signed to the mysterious letter was 
signed “Hunt” being the same name as 
that given by Mr. Neill’s bride when 
married in this city about a year ago.

lows: Toronto Baptist College. $16,603; 
Woodstock College, $12,112; Moulton 
College, $3,346; a total deficit of $33,838. 
This was met by the general receipts and a 
credit balance left of $10,035. There were 
debt balances in the ministerial education 
fund for 1888-89 ($257), capital account 
($18,731) and in the last annual statement 
($12,562). Credit balances were shown by 
ministerial education fund for 1889-90 
($541) and the suspense account ($16,024). 
This left a general debt balance of $4,900.

In moving the adoption of the report 
Hon. Mr. Dryden explained that the re­
port contained merely the result of the 
labors of the Board of Governors.

"How Not to Do It.”
LONDON, Oct. 20.—Mr. J. Tuke, the good 

old Quaker who helped administer the 
famine funds in Ireland in 1846-48 and in 
1879-80, has communicated to the Times the 
results of his recent inquiries. He is confi­
dent that there is no danger of a general 
famine and apprehensive that evil may 
follow the indiscriminate distribution of 
money from America or England, but in 
certain districts of Donegal, Mayo, 
Galway, Kerry and Cork, the Gov­
ernment will have to interfere ac­
tively, provide work for the people, 
and use every means in its power to avert 
or minimize distress. But this is precisely 
what is not being done. Not one of the 
much-vaunted public works promised by 
the Government has yet been commenced, 
and some of the districts enumerated by 
Mr. Tuke have not been included in the 
official schemes. Mr. Balfour says he has 
received many exhaustive reports, but 
he has not yet acted upon them, 
and Dublin Castle will for the first 
time in its history belie its evil repute if it 
does not blunder atrociously in this mat- 
ter. Even Mr. Tuke is evidently uneasy 
on this point. While exhorting the Gov- 
ernment to do its duty he expresses the 
opinion that after December there may be 
opportunities for the exercise of private 
charity, and suggests as two methods of 
meeting the distress the supply of wheaten 
flour, Indian meal and potatoes at market 
prices in the congested districts and the as- 
surance that "from one source or other” a 
supply of the best seed potatoes and oats 
shall be forthcoming.

13. In Cannon Innes’ register parents of bride 

are entered as Clement.
14. You admitted to us that Mrs. Neale’s 

parents’ name was Clement.
15. In Cannon Innes’ register the occupation 

of the couple is given as engaged in newspaper 
work in Pittsburg.

16. You admitted that Mrs. Neale and your- 
self were engaged in newspaper work in Pitts-

17. When these matters were laid before you 
you stated that it was untrue and that you 
did not sign the document.

18. When asked if you would take an affi­
davit denying that you signed that document 
—in order to give your friends, who were 
anxious to defend, you, a chance—you refused 
to do so.

19.—The above are indisputable facts that 
were in our possession and upon which we re- 
solved to ask you to refrain from preaching. 
Since that time the following has occurred, 
and it is upon the foregoing and what follows

After that is done 
arrangements can be made to bring the matter 
to trial before a proper tribunal. Unless this 
is done without delay we feel that your use- 
fulness as pastor of this church is gone, and 
we will recommend the acceptance of your 
resignation.

This is the unanimous conclusion of usall.

make their arts college effective. Where 
was this money to come from? He would 
like to have it settled whether our boards 
were independent or whether they report 
to the convention. Now that they had an 
arts college they would all work for it, 
but the Baptist Convention ought to safe­
guard its own independent rights. He 
moved the following amendment:

That while adopting the report and pledg- 
ing ourselves to tho hearty support of all the 
branches of our university, we instruct our 
boards to submit all educational departures in- 
volving possible financial burdens on the de- 
nominations to this convention before calling 
them into existence.

Rev. E. W. Dadson seconded the amend­
ment. He believed that policy is the busi­
ness of the convention and not of the board. 
He had not thought they needed an arts 
college, but now one had been established. 
They must all help to build it up. But 
they could not tell what the boards would 
do next. They should have come to this 
body and said, "What is your will, 
brethren."

Dr. Rand defended the governors. Rev. 
Elmore Harris said they must face the fact 
that the Boards were independent.

Rev. James tirant was with Brother Dad­
son in opposition to an arts college. He 
charged the Board with stealing a march on 
the convention in founding the arts college, 
and spoke of the expedients used at the 
Ottawa Convention to delay and defeat cer­
tain motions.

The October crop report gives the total 
yield of wheat as 23,670,409 bushels. The 
average per acre is 16.58 bushels in the 
southern counties, 16.35 bushels in the 
central, 14.02 in the northern and 16.48 
bushels in the State. The average yield 
per acre was nearly one-fourth of a bushel 
greater than the annual average for the last 
ten years. Oats in the southern counties 
yield 25.61 bushels, in the central 30.06 
bushels, and in the northern 18.92 bushels. 
The corresponding figures one year ago were 
31.97, 38.20 and 21.06. Barley in the 
southern counties yield 19.45 bushels, and 
in the State 18.76 bushels per acre. Corn 
is estimated to yield 50 bushels of ears per 
acre in the southern counties, 60 in the 
central and 62 in the northern, the average 
for the State being 53 bushels. Potatoes 
in the southern counties will yield one-half 
of an average crop, in the central counties 
58 per cent., and in the northern 90 per 
cent of an average crop. The average for 
the State is 58. The estimates for winter 
apples are 23 per cent, in the southern 
counties, 36 in the central, and 27 per cent, 
for the State, comparison being with an 
average crop.

city of 22,989 tone. During the present 
year Chicago has begun the building of 
steel ehips, and the keels of two were laid 
in the month of July. And of course great 
things are expected of Chicago, for besides 
having the largest steel works in America 
that city has a courage and an enterprise 
which will stop at nothing short of the first 
place.

Of the extent of the commerce of the 
lakes on the American side some idea may 
be formed when it is stated that dur­
ing 234 days of navigation last year 
tonnage passed through the Detroit 
river to the amount of 10,000,000 
tons more than the entries and clearances of 
all the seaports in the United States, and 
3,000,000 tons more than the combined 
foreign and coastwise shipping of Liverpool 
and London, How much greater the trade 
of all the lakes is may be imagined when 
account is had of what takes place between 
the various porta of Lakes Michigan and 
Superior, and of Lakes Erie and Ontario, 
not included in the figures of Detroit River 
navigation. Another evidence of the ex­
tent of the lake traffic is afforded by the 
records of the Sault Ste. Marie canal, which 
show that in 234 days of open navigation 
vessels passed through having an aggregate 
capacity of 7,221,935 tons, or 438,748 tone 
more than the traffic of the Suez Canal 
which was open all the year round.

These are stupendous figures when we re­
flect that many of the Western com­
munities with which trade is carried on 
are not yet half a century old. What they 
will reach half a century hence, it would be 
folly to try to forecast. But who can doubt 
the great share of the Canadian common­
wealths in that commerce of the lakes were 
it free from the restrictions of tariffs and 
navigation laws?

Far-Reaching Results of the Peters 
Failure—Liabilities Estimated at 

$2,500,000.
MANISTEE, Miob., Oct. 20.—No official 

statement of the liabilities and assets has 
as yet been filed by the assignee of the R. 
G. Peters’ Salt and Lumber Company, and 
R. G. Peters’ individual property, and any 
statement as to liabilities and assets is mere 
conjecture, but parties well informed place 
the liabilities at upwards of $2,500,000. A 
slight run was made on the Manistee Bank, 
but every demand was promptly met. Mr. 
Peters has been an active business man in 
this community for the past 30 years. He 
came here with $2,000 and has been active 
in nearly every enterprise started in this 
city. Unfortunately his money has been’ 
invested in other States and Canada, 
where he has not been able to 
give the business his personal attention. 
Mr. Peters’ intimate friends have been ap­
prehensive of financial disaster for the past 
three years, and have solicited him to shuck 
off some of the leeches, but he was in hopes 
of pulling through each one and held on un­
til he went down. He has been active in 
politics, contributing largely of time and 
moneys at each election to the support of 
his friend, Gen. Cutcheon. His charitable 
acts, both of a private and public nature, 
have been almost unbounded. He has sup­
ported entire families who were needy, 
educated young people and not a church in 
the city has been built but what he has con­
tributed hundreds of dollars. He, at an ex- 
pense of $20,000, built the Union Hall and 
donated the same to the W. C. T. U., and 
built Evelyn Hall at Bay View. He donated 
$50,000 to the Oberlin College Theological 
Seminary at Evanston and Olivet College 
respectively, and the large halt recently 
built at Oberlin is named after him. It is 
impossible to give any estimate of his 
assets, but it is feared unsecured creditors 
will realize but little.

GRAND RAPIDS, Oct. 20.—There was a 
heavy run on the Fifth National Bank, 
caused by the R. G. Peters failure, as Mr. 
Peters was a director of the bank, and Wm. 
Dunham, its president, was interested with 
Mr. Peters, and is probably involved to the 
extent of $100,000. The bank promptly 
met all claims with dollar for dollar. Presi­
dent Dunham tendered his resignation and 
Vice-President James D. Robinson was 
elected to succeed him.

The firm of Arthur Meigs & Co., in which 
Mr. Peters held a half interest, has gone to 
the wall. The banks in this city are in­
volved in the failure to the amount of 
about $120,000 all told, and this is secured 
to a great extent.

The Detroit banks are involved to the 
amount of about $400,000. The Milwaukee 
and Chicago banks are deeply interested, 
and so are banks at numerous other points.

SAGINAW, Mich., Oct. 20.—Albert M. 
Henry, of Detroit, assignee of the R. G. 
Peters Company, of Manistee, does not 
think the liabilities will exceed $2,000,000, 
and the assets, though largely scattered, 
will largely exceed that amount. He at­

3 L 9COMMERCE OF THE LAKES.
The commerce of the lakes is now assum- 

ing proportions which exemplify in a strik- 

ing manner the utility of the waters 
lo the States and Provinces that border 

upon them. The trade between the 

State, and Provinces is comparatively a 

limited one, being effected at once by re- 

strictive tarifs and by illiberal navigation 

laws. The vessels trading wholly between 
Canadian ports are few In number, although 

several are of large tonnage—notably those 
employed upon the upper lakes. They can- 

not hope, however, to do a larger business 

than the country offers, and this is neces­
sarily limited by population and the diver- 
sities of production. It is upon the United 
State, side that the greatest development 
would naturally be looked for, as on that side 

are a number of cities, each of which is a large 
commercial center, gathering and distribut- 
ing the varied productions of great areas 
of territory. There are cities like Buffalo, 
Cleveland, Toledo, Detroit, Milwaukee, 
Chicago, and many others of lesser 
note. There are also the States 
of New York, Pennsylvania, Ohio, 
Michigan, Illinois, Wisconsin and Minne- 
sots. Then, too, there are the New Eng­
land States, with their great manufactur­
ing industries, and the Western and North­
western States, with their extensive areas 
of farm land, each contributing to the 
wants of the other. Between such com- 
munities, with no barriers to trade except 
distance, it is little wonder that the natural 
highway of commerce which the groat lakes 
afford should be freely employed.

It is no surprise lo be told, in view of the 
straitefied effects of the United States tariff 
upon trade with foreigu countries, that the 
tonnage constructed by lake builders last 
year was very nearly equal to that of the 
Atlantic, Gulf and Pacific shipyards com- 
bined, nor that the vessels wore of a larger 
and bettor class. Of the whole steam ton. 
nage of the United States about a third is 
en the lakes, and of steamers between 1,000 
and 2,500 tons they have more than half 
the total. The sailing tonnage le not 
great, but it is 50 per cent. more than that

The much-talked-of waterworks deben­
tures promise to figure prominently in the 
approaching municipal campaign and will 
no doubt be handled by the ward poli­
ticians as “Exhibit A” when they begin to 
hanker after the breath of the electorate.

Bishop Foley.
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THE CELEBRATED ROYAL YEAST CAKES

Yesterday's rain no doubt kept many 
citizens at home who would have otherwise 
made an attempt to gain admittance to St. 
Peter's Cathedral and witness the consecra­
tion services of Dr. D. O’Connor, London's 
new bishop. In spite of the disagreeable 
weather, however, there was a very large 
audience present when the ceremony began, 
and after the excursionists from the West 
had arrived at 9:45 o’clock even standing 
room was at a premium. The special from 
Windsor was delayed for some time, 
as the weather looked too threaten-

on his knees. The ring also after be­
ing blessed was placed upon the Bishop’s 
finger by the consecrator, after which the 
Bible was presented, end on the book being 
touched by the consecrated, he was charged 
to preach the Gospel to those committed to 
his care, after which the kiss of peace was 
again exchanged.

The newly-made Bishop then repaired to 
hie chapel, where his hands were washed, 
after which he again appeared before Arch- 
bishop Walsh and made the customary 
offerings. The miter of Bishop O’Connor 
was then formally sprinkled with holy 
water and placed upon the wearer’s head, 
the action being accompanied with an ap- 
propriate prayer.

The Sermon
Bishop Foley, of Detroit, preached the 

sermon. Possessed of a rich voice and a 
good flow of language, he held the attention 
of his audience until the last word was ut­
tered. In the first part of his discourse he 
explained the scenes which they had just 
witnessed. “The ceremonies dearly be- 
loved," said he, “that have been carried 
out beneath the roof of this grand cathedral 
evidence the sublime dignity of the divine 
character that is conferred upon the priests 
of the living God when elevated by the 
church to the hierarchy. Moved by divine 
goodness the Almighty God in the plenti- 
tude of time sent his only son to become 
man for us, ‘and the word was made flesh 
and dwelt among us.’ He came in all the 
humility of Bethlehem and in all the lowli­
ness and poverty of Nazareth that he might 
become first the model and exemplar, and 
then the leader and teacher. In God's own 
good time he came forth and commenced the 
grand work of announcing the truths of the 
revelation to all men and teaching them 
the way whereby they might obtain salva­
tion for their immortal souls. He came not 
only for those who heard his voice then, 
but for those as well who should live 2,000 
years after his incarnation." The preacher

The Consecration.
A few minutes after the appointed hour 

the ceremony began and was followed with 
close attention by the immense audience 
which had by this time taken possession of 
all the seating accommodation in the edi- 
fice. The imposition of hands, the essential 
rite by which the power of episcopacy is 
communicated, the delivery of the emblems 
of pastoral authority, and the various other 
parts of the impressive ceremony of conse­
cration were well calculated to interest and 
deeply impress even those accustomed to 
the displays of a church noted for its ritual. 
In the chancel two chapels were prepared 
one for the Archbishop and one for the 
Bishop-elect; in the latter were the pontif­
ical vestments and articles required for the 
performance of the ceremony. A few 
minutes past 9 o’clock the procession came 
down the center aisle to the chancel, the 
Archbishop, vested in full pontificals and 
attended by pages, while Dr. O’Connor 
wore the amict alb cincture and stole 
crossed upon his breast.

The consecrator then seated himself at 
the altar and the elect wearing his small 
cap was led up to him by the assisting 
bishops, and after saluting the Archbishop 
they seated themselves. Rising again in a 
few moments one of the bishops assisting 
addressed the Archbishop with the Latin
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1 and 22 the money as provided for by statute. If 
money was to be issued for that purpose 
they should have been honest enough to 
have asked the Legislature lor it. The

The Mayor did not require 
to write such a letter as this one, and if my 
motion carries it will bo recorded in the 
minutes. Had the city called for debentures 
for $60.000 for an electric light plant, the appli­
cation would have been rejected, because the 
Legislature would have required a vote of the 
citizens, which could not be secured. This is 
the fourth time that the Mayor has made an 
attempt to place the commissioners in what he 
calls a tight place, and by the Lime this present 
job is settled, and he has appealed to the great 
bar of public opinion, ho will find that ho is no 
better off than on previous occasions. He will 
find that there is one commissioner who picks 
up his letter and bid him defiance. The Coun- 
cil charges the commissioners with dishonesty, 
but such is not the case. As a member of this 
Board I am not responsible for the rate of taxa 
tion outside of that fixed in the waterworks 
office.

Mayor Taylor, in reply, explained that $60,000 
of the $130.000 was to be handed back to the 
Council should the commissioners not require 
it. The debentures read "for waterworks 
purposes," but it was understood that part of 
it should be applied to general purposes of the 
city. The compliance of the commissioners 
with the Council’s request would insure a re- 
duction in the city’s rate of assessment. Last 
year the City Council decided to purchase an 
electric light plant, but there was no money 
forthcoming to pay for the purchase and the 
Council had no power to issue debentures, and 
so the above plan was resorted to. During the 
past five years about $60,000 has been spent by 
the commissioners in extensions in the city, 
and this was raised by direct taxation from the 
city. The aldermen decided that debentures 
should be issued for $130,000 and that the 
amount spent on capital account during the 
term would be returned to them. "The state­
ment has been made," said the speaker, "that 
1 was advised that I could not issue 
debentures for the purchase of an electric 
light plant. I was never so advised. The 
Council made application to raise $60,000 for 
general purposes, but this win eventually 
changed to $130,000 for waterworks purposes, 
on the understanding that the $60,000 would be 
handed back after the work of extending mains 
in London South and the purchase of the 
spring extensions had been effected." Con- 
tinning, the speaker said he thought the 
Council's action perfectly consistent and 
honest, and if the rate was not reduced the 
commissioners were responsible.

Chairman Davis then placed himself on 
record.

tor bread. Sometimes we have felt in need 
of more money. Three of the children are 
now making their own way. Next week 
the fourth graduates at the high school, 
having received the same schooling that the 
others have had, and will begin to look out 
for himself.

"I shall not necessarily be at any more 
expense on account of my children, and the 
diary properly ends now. Would I be able 
to go through the same experience again of 
raising a family ? I asked my companion, 
who had borne the greater part, this ques­
tion, and I know that she spoke with a 
heart full of love, but was compelled to say: 
‘Not fcr all that money could buy would I 
go through again what has been necessary 
to rear a family.

“Expressed in dollars the totale are 
these: In 26 years we have received from 
my wages and incidental moneys that came 
through my wife and children, $40,900—or, 
say $40,000—besides the amount of increase 
in the permanent assets. Given a plant of 
about $3,000 and two employes, a man and 
wife, it has taken, therefore, about $10,000 
to each man produced. This, of course, in­
cluded all employes’ expenses. The plant 
is slightly enhanced in value, but the em­
ployes have seen their best days. The 
quality of the goods is yet to be demon­
strated. Prospects happily point to cessa­
tion of labor and an increase of receipts, 
but there is no certainty about this. The 
employes are proud of their work, but don’t 
want another job.

“Some of the items of expense have been 
these: Doctor's bills (27 years), $2,100 
(and all paid, probably the only instance 
on record); groceries, average per week first 
five years, $7; next three, $9; remainder of 
the 26 years, $43 a week. For ten years it 
has taken on an average one pair of shoes per 
week for the family, including myself and 
wife. The most annoying thing I have 
ever known is the rapidity with which 
children wear out shoes. Only one thing 
approaches it—the high price of children’s 
shoes. I never could understand how, with 
all the civilization of the age and the de­
mand for cheaper results, children’s shoes 
have not been reduced in price. The human 
shoe is a failure. No man not rich can 
afford to buy shoes for a family, and if I
