It was 12 years ago that Alvord mar-
ried Jennie Benedict, then a handsome
blonde girl of 23, living with her fa-
ther and mother in East One Hundred
and Twelfth street. Alvord was a
setady, hardworking fellow, the fa-
ther of the girl thought. Alvord was
not kmown to have: a single 'bad ‘hab-
it. Alvord's social ambition and his
love of extravagance is believed to
have taken root when he gave recep-
tion to his bride in a flat in which
they lived shortly after his marriage.
All the officers of the First National

Kepublicans for Large Sums.

New York. Oct. 26.—Operating an-"
der the ialoak of dgents of the republi-
‘can campaign committee, rogues have
succeeded in obtaining probably $100,-
000 on forged checks in this cityl and
throughput the -tate. Their method
of operatios is shown in the case of
H. M. Cook, whu is -under arrest fon
charges of passing bogus checks bear-
ing the mame of M. L. Muh!eman,
treasurar of the Republican Nation-
al Campaign Committee. Cook, it is
aleged, induced Wm. J. Wright to de-
posit checks purporting to represent
81,100 to his account in the :Mt. Morris

bank. These all bore Muhleman’s
name. .

Cook explained that they were con-
tributions to the Republican fund, and
the eommittee not desiring to le the
amount of the subscriptions be gener-

ally known, had arranged to cash the
checks in diffcrent bahks.

Wright ga've Cook $1,600 in cash and
a few days ‘agx the prisoner appeared
again with $1,700 in checka. The bank
officials began an investigation and
found that the checks had been forged
Other similar transactions bave been
reported from the interior, which lead
to the supposition that the total re-
ceipts by the forgeries will not fall
short of $100,000: 3 ‘ {

Treasurer Cornelius N.'Bliss, of the
national eommittee, says Cook had no
connection with that body. Mr. Bliss
said Cook was once associated with a
subtreasury official, and once'had un-
dertaken to organize a political liter-
ary bureau, and in that way had Se-
cured letters from the. membors of the
committee. Om the strength of thoce
letters the man had obtained funds.
The sum of 8900 had been traced do
him, Bliss said. He believes that the
real sum obtained by Cook is greater.

“Gentlemen,—After carefully can-
vassing the entire strike situationm,
we, your officers, district and na-
tional, have-concladed that your vic-
tory is so uearly ool:letc that no
good end can be! served by comtinuing
the strike Jouger. The contest has
been in progress for 39 days, and the
companies employing you have, with
few exceptions, signified their willing-
ness to pay the seale of wages for-
mulated by the Scranton convention
of October 12 and 13. i

“We are aware that some disap-
pointment and dissatisfaction has
been ¢aused by the failure of the ki)>-
erators in ‘districts ‘1_and 7 to
peparate the reduction inthe price of
powder from the advance. in wages,

but, after careful inquiry, we are
sa»t;sfwd that. each mine employe
will dctually receive an advance of

10 per cent on the wages formerly
paid. In the Schuylkill and Lehigh
regions the Jlargest companies have
agreed that {he sliding scale should
be suspended and that wages should
remain stationary at 10 per cent until
April 1, 1901, thus removing one of
the imiquities ®f  which you haves
complained for gany years.

“While it is true that you have mnot
secured redress for all of your
wrongs ; whilg it is true that' the in-
crease in gour earr»ings will not fully
compensate you for the arduous labor
you are compellel to perform in the
mines, you hagg established a power-
ful organization, which, if maintain-
ed and conducted on business prin-
ciples will ensbie gou to regulate
many of your local grievances and
make your employment Jess hazard-
ous and more profitable than before

the strike " began. The companies
agree in the settlement to take up
with the mine employes all griev-
ancies complained of, We would

therefore advise that when work is
resumed committees be selected by
the mine employes, and that they
wait upon the superintendent of the
companies and present their  griev-
ances in a businesslike manner, and
ask that they be corrected.”

After calling the miners’ attention
to the Statz Jaw, providing for semi-
monthly payment of wages and the
benefits derived from . organization,
the statement continues:—

“As there are some few companies
who have not posted, notified nor sig-
nified in any other manner their will-
ingness to pay the 10 per cent. ad-
vance in wages, and suspend the
sliding scale, we would advise that
unless the men employed by such
companies receive notice before Mon-
day that the advance will be paid,
they remain away from Lhe mines
and continue on strike until the com-
panies employing them agree to the
conditioas offered by the other com-
panies, and the employees of the com-
panies who have offered the advance
of 10 per cent' and abalished the slid-
ing .scale are hercby authorized to
resume work Monday marning, Oct.
29, and to be prepared, if called mpon
to contribute a reasonable amount of
your earnings for the maintenance of
those who may be compelled to con-
tinue the Btrike.

ALIEN LABOR FIASCO.

The Government Hvidently Not
Attempting togkeep Ameri-
cans Out of Canada

4 Toronto, Oct. 26 —Not withstanding the
alien labor law ‘ten riveters have

brought in from the Unfted States to work
in the Bertram Company’s ship yards, and
the foreman is now in Buffalo, ostensibly
for the purpose of inducing more men to
come to Toronto. The Bertram Company,
which pays the union rate of . wages to
riveters, is building & new boat for the
Richelieu & Ontario Navigation Company,
and in consequence has had to increase its
staff of riveters. The new men, with a few
exceptions are aliens, and mostly from Baf-
fula, Detroit and other United States lake
ports. The men all claim to be members of
the Boiler-makers’ and Shipbuilders’ Union.
