Reports in the 
papers showed that persons could 
import or procure wines or whiskeys 
in bottles and that street drinking 
was rife. Under such condition Mr. 
Simpson's protest was well-founded, 
and he deserves the help of all fair 
men in Charlottetown and the sym­
pathy of every lover, far and near, 
of equity and liberty of speech.—On­
tario Churchman.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 30.— The cor­
respondent of the Associated Press at 
Moscow telegraphs that the scattered 
revolutionists there are able to keep 
up only a feeble show of resistance to 
the troops. The Workmen's Council^ 
realizing that the revolt is crushed, 
negotiating terms for the strikers who 
participated in the uprising, with the 
view of calling off the strike on Mon­
day.

Moscow. in which the student says the

Eventually the workmen were 
driven back to Samora, where they 
erected barricades, which the artillery 
have been firing at for two days.

The workmen used bombs freely at 
Samora. A rising is expected at Nizhni 
Novgorod, which has about 95,000 in­
habitants.

Ringleaders Arrested.
At Vernoseh, South Russia, the 

workmen decided in favor of an arm­
ed revolution, but the authorities suc­
ceeded in arresting 11 of the ring­
leaders. The revolutionists thereupon 
halted three trainloads of sailors of 
the reserve, who were on their way 
to the Far East. In response to the 
appeals of the workmen, the sailors 
promptly joined them, marched into 
the town and aided in the liberation of 
the prisoners.

The Government has intercepted 
telegrams showing that the social dem­
ocrats and Workmen's Councils have 
arranged for armed uprising at Kieff. 
Kazan and Krasnoyarsk, and for a 
general insurrection in Poland, which 
will be proclaimed Dec. 31. At Kleff 
and Kazan the authorities believe the 
movement lias been nipped in the bud 
by the arrest of the ringleaders and 
the seizure of arms. At the former 
place one of the leaders was a porter 
In the Governor-General's house.

Barricades In Streets.
At Riga the proclamation of a gen­

eral strike was accompanied by au 
open effort on the part of the. fighting 
organization to seize the city. Barri- 
cades sprang up in all the streets, as 
if by magic, and fighting between the 
revolutionists and the gendarmes, 
troops and police began. At Tamboff, 
Central Russia, all the railroads have 
stopped running, and Vice-Governor 
Bogdanovitch has been shot and ser- 
lously wounded.

The revolutionists are said to have 
also completed preparations for a gen­
eral strike at Simferopol, South Rus­
sia, and throughout the Crimea.

SAN DOMINGO REVOLT.

President Morales Reported to Be In 
Irons—Another Report Says He 
Has Escaped—Troops Marching.

Turks Island, Bahamas, Dec. 27.- 
Mail advices received here from Monte 
Christi, Santo Domingo, Monday, say 
that Guayubin, Dajabon and Sabaneta 
have taken up arms against the Gov­
ernment, and the Dominican-American 
fiscal convention. Generals Demetrio 
Rio Diguez, Joaquin Barba, Navarro, 
Martinez and Pedro Alvares have gone 

six hundred men to attack San- 
ago and General Perico Lazala has 

marched on Lavaga with a force of 
about 100 men.

Gen. Beschamps, former vice-presi- 
dent of Santo Domingo, leaves here 
shortly on board a sailing vessel to 
operate against Puerto Plata.

It is rumored here that President 
Morales is a prisoner in irons at the 
capital, San Damingo.

Norats Escapes.
Ban Domingo, Republic of San Do- 

mingo, Monday, Dec. 25.—Following 
the announcement to-day that the 
president of the republic, Gen. Carlos 

Morales, had left the capital for an 
unknown destinuation, troops were 
sent in pursuit of him. A fight took 
place about ten miles from here, and 
it is supposed that Gen. Pimentel, the 
rebel commander, was attacked by 
the Government troops.

The whereabouts of the fugitive 
president is not known.

U. 8. Won’t Interfere.

"Mr. Yerkes’ failing health had 
warned him, and the bankers associat­
ed with the enterprise that arrange­
ments should be made for relieving him 
of a portion of his work, or for com­
pleting and carrying it on in case of 
his death.

Both vine and fruit 
growing are seriously threatened if the 
pest is not suppressed. As many as ten 
cases of apples have been destroyed by 
these birds to less than half an hour." ; 
The report also adds another fact, 
which any one who has followed the 
recent history of acclimatizing would 
expect—namely, that the useful native 
birds are being “edged out." “Valuable 
insect-killing birds, such as kingfishers 
(these are the wood-haunting king-I 
fishers, common in hot countries, of 
which the laughing jackass is an ex­
ample, and the common black-and- 
white kingfisher of India), diamond 
birds, tree-swallows and tree-creepers, 
are being turned out of their nesting 
places in tree hollows by swarms of 
starlings, and before long these birds, 
so useful to the farmer; will be driven 
out of the country. The starling is 
said to raise five broods in the year and 
to multiply with amazing rapidity. In 
one district three years ago not one 
was to be seen. Now there are thou­
sands.

Former British Premier Indicates What
Unionist Par y Will Do When It
Has the Mandate of the Electorate
—Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman’ 
Strong Against Chamberlainism and 
In Favor of Irish Legislature Sub­
ordinate to British Parliament.

London, Dec. 30.—(C. A. P.) —“Fiscal 
reform is. in my judgment, the first 
great question of the hour."

This was the strong declaration made 
by A. J. Balfour before the Queen’s 
Hall audience last night in refuting the 
charge that he wanted to keep the free 
trade question in the background. 
“When returned to power," he went on, 
“there it is that the Conservative party 
will find its greatest field of exercise. 
It is not easy, but that does not prove 
it isn’t worth doing. I am quite con­
fident it can be done if you, the elec­
tors, interest yourselves in a policy the 
object of which is the promotion of the 
commercial prosperity and the consoli­
dation of the Colonial Empire,

Touches Every Imagination.
“The fiscal question has behind It 

something that touches the imagination 
of every citizen of the Empire. The 
other side lias never attempted to an­
swer the broad arguments; they 
grasped at party catchwords."

In opening, Mr. Balfour argued at 
length that the present Government 
was pledged to home rule for Ireland. 
“Will you.” he asked, “have home rule 
or fiscal reform?"— (Loud cries. “Fis­
cal reform.")—“Put in its simplest 
form," he concluded, "that is the issue 
before the country.” Mr. Balfour made 
no mention of Mr. Chamberlain, but the 
name of “Chamberlain” was included 
in the mottoes on the wall. At the 
opening Sidney Jarvis, a Canadian, 
sang a campaign song entitled "Unite.
