DUTIES ON INLAND TRANSPORTATION.

A bill to amend the Cusioms Act recently introduced by the .

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell in the 1louss of Commons contains
several clauses to which exception is being taken by importers
and shippers. Oune of these which has called forth a memorial
from the Montreal Board of Trade reada as followa :—* That in
every case the value for duly ghallinciude the charges for trans-
portation and shipment.”

Litorally construed, this would mean that the f{reight and

shipping charges from the place of purchase to the port of entry
must be added to the cost of the goods to make np their value
for duty. Goods purchased in Yaris and shipped thence via
Liverpool and Montreal to Vancouver would thus have to be
agsessed by the collector at Vancouver on the Paris cost plus the
* charges of trausportation and shipment” from Paris to Van-
couver., If this is the intention of the department a serious in-
justico w ill be done as will presently be more fully apparent.
The principle of tho clnause (the levy of ad valorem customs duties
on ceriain freights and shipping charges, as well as on ihe. cost
of imported goods) is of comparafively recent enactment in Can-
ada, having been brought forward for the first time in April 1870,

the enactment subject to such regulations as might from time to
time be promulgated by the Governor General in Couneil.

- By these concessions, the volume of European imported
merchandise affected by the clause was largely restricted and
the friction of tlie double impost much diminished. The -
convenience caused to the Canadian importer and the actual
losses to both importers and carriers have, however, been great
and the Montreal Board of Trade has set an example, which
doubtless will be followed by other bodies throughout the coun-
try, “ in demanding of the department a reconsideration of the
who'e matter with a view to a return to the principle which uni-
formly prevailed prior to-the year 1870.” In a recent issue we
have depicted the difliculties under which our leading ocean
port is suflering, and it is no-exaggeration to state that the con-
ditions of the transatlantic trade are year by year chanying for
the worse as regards the Canadian route The port of New York
is drawing 2 constantly increasing share of transatlantic ton-
nage, until now Scandinavian, German, French and Mediler-
ranean steamship lines and lines trom the leading British east
coast ports ply there regularly summer and winter, in addition
to the regular lines to Glasgow, London and Liverpool, with
which alone the Canadian route was formerly in competition.
Moreover, thege various steamship lines, while they do not dis-
agree, or unduly compete with each other for United States
traffic a8 a general rule, are nevertheless ready to privateer as
regards Canadian {raflic, and in doing so they are joined by the’
tronk lines of railway centering in New York.

The Canadian lines cannot hope to emulate this immense
direct traflic, nor can they make reprisals. Canadian steam-
shipe, to find cargoes at all, have to confine themselves largely
to the leading British ports, and have, in conjunction with the
Canadiau railways, to eompste with the -New York route for
Canadian traffic from the interior and east coast of Britain, and
from the continent of Europe, asking a through rate of freight
from all these points to the Canadian destination and paying the
coastwise freight out of that through rate. It is therefore mani-
fest that a levy of duty upon this coastwise freight is not real’y
a charge upon the goods ; but is @ direet eharge on the Canadian
railway and steamship carriers and a discrimination against the
Canadian and in favor of the New York route. A case which
actually oceurred under the old regime may be here cited. A
dry-goods importer, enters a line of London goods which he has
imported via Liverpool and Halifax by the Cansdian steamer.
His invoices are of course made in London, and the Customs of
necessity requires him to declare the *cost of jnland transport-
ation with all expenses included, &e.;” which he does and pays
duty thereon. If he shipped these goods from London to New
York, and thence to Montreal, which he might always do at the
same through rate of freight, (and would in future without
doubt) no such impost could have been levied on him. In the
case of goods from more distant points, the imposition would of
courae be all the more onerous, and the discrimination against
certain routes and in favor of others, all the greater.

The recommendations of the Board of Trade are herewith
subjoined: (1) That a levy of Customs duty upon any freight
charge incident to the'importation of merchandiss is a ‘measure
of doubtfn] utility in any event, and the'council would strongly
recommend that the duty should in all cases be levied on the
cost price, or fair market. value, at the place of purchase. . (2)
That a levy of Customs duty upon ceitain of the freight charges

due'upon an importation, and not; upon” the ‘others;” will be in-
equitable and unjust in it8 operation, and (3) that if that levy be
upon the {ransport and shipping charges from.European or other -

seaports to the ports of departure of the Canadian steamship .
lines, the injury and injustice will be most grevious. The coun-
cil, therefore, confidently trusts that the department will recon-
sider its course and revert to the principles of assessment for
customs duties which prevailed in Canada prior to the year
1879. . .

Writing on this subject some years ago, to the Minister of
Tinance, and his remarks are applicable at the present time, a
well known shipping authority said, citing examples:—*“ You
will notice that not only has the original intention—to encour-
age shipments by our own vessels and into our own ports—been
lost sight of and nallified, but that a premium is now, in eflect,
given to importations made through foreign ports and over
foreign lines of railway. A suggestion will doabtless oceur to
you that the resolution shonld be altered so as to cover cer-
tain cases, by adding to the invoice value for duty the charges
in and the freight from New York to the port of entry. But
consider that Portland must also be included with the other U.
8. ports, and tben if Portland, how could Halifax be left out?
Then again, if this cost of inland transport be added to the goods
in transit throngh the U. 8., why not also to goods purchased
there. Again, if inland freights and charges be added, why not..
ocean freights and charges? This would bring you to the
principles upon which ad walorem duties are founded, and upon
which they have been worked in Britain, viz, that the value for
duty should be the “ fair market value ™ at the port of entry—
a ten per cent. duty meaning in fact that one-lenth of every im-
portation is reserved for the State; and in this event, what would
become of the principle of encouraging direct importations from
distant points. * * ¥ Tet me instance also the unfairness and
inequality of the impost in the case of low priced goods, assess-
able at & high rate of duty and subject to dear inland freight on
account, of their bulk or weight. On these the duty would press
heavily. Whereas on goods subject to a low raie of duty, and
on high classed expensive goods, it would press lightly ; and on
free goods not at all.”?

As th; government cannot be supposed to introduce new
laws or modify those already in existence without duly weighing
all the circumstances bearing upon the subjects, it wers well that
we take u glance at the other side of the matter presented for,
our consideration ere we form any fixed conclusions. We are
probably indebted to the worthy German consul at this port for
the view {aken by his government of the exception made in cur
Customs regulations in favor of goods shipped from Great Britain
and Ireland, by which-these goods are exempted from the duty
levied upon the cost of inland transportation in addition to the.
value of the articles at the principal markets of the country
where the goods are produced. At all events the German
ambassador called the attention of the British Government to
the fact that this exception on our stalute books was a violation
of the Treaty entered into by the two governments in 1866 which

secured to Germany the benefit of the clause which provides -

that no advantages shall be given in trade that are not secured
1o the parties to the treaty ; and as England’s colonies were made
parties to the Treaty, it will be seen that under “our laws, ex-
porters in the United Kingdom enjoyed an advantage which
those in Germany did not. - German, ¥rench, Swiss and
Austrian manufacturers appointed their resident selling agents
in the principal markets of Great Britain who gold on the spob
at the same prices as at the factory, but in all cases the cost of
inland transportation was added. to the invoice in aseertaining
the value for duty on goods shipped to the Canadian market.

The question arose with our Government whether it would
be better to repeal the duty on inland transporlation charges in
all countries rather than impose it in the case of Great Britain
and Ireland. This would materially lessen the revenue, as the
German despatches show that the additions to invoices for .in-
land trapsportation amount in some cases {0 G0 per cent., and
although this would probably have been ' the simplest and most-
satisfactory solution of the diffienlty, the Government can hardly
afford it at present, and think they must be just before being
generous, ) C

" Itis true that.the words “inland transportation charges”
have been struck out.of the United States law; but notwith-
standing this, their law fixes the dutiable value at the actual’
mérket value or wholesale price at the time of exportation in

| the principal marketa of the ‘country where the goods.are ex- _
, borted. - Expert evidence Lefore ‘the Senate. Committes pro-

nounced the repeal of the clause a great mist_ake, a8 it led to dis--
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putes between importers and the Customs authorities; and it
was often difficult to determme which were the prmcxpal mar-
keta of a country.

THE BUTTER PROBLLM.

Bankers, legislators, provision men and all coneerned for our
butter industry, have been discussing the subject of its decad-
ence with more or legs ability for some months past, or since the
awakening to the real facts of the case as pointed out in our
articles early the present year. These unpalatable facts have
‘doubtless been made pluin to many people who look upon the
matter—we menn the butter—from their own little section of
thie breakfust table, and deep and long are the complaints now
heard on every side, not on account of the unpalatableness of
the adjunet, but because of the too pronounced flavor which
clings to it at almost uny price. A boarding-house bachelor who
has suffered in person in respect of it, suys that this alone is
sullicient to account for the irregularity with which board bills
have bieen met for some time past, and in a degree also for the
occngional and sudden {lights of young men who shine among
us a8 the comets of & senson, and then vanish as if for the pur-
pose of making people wise for nine days after the act.

Somebody’s to blame in this butter business. Hitherto when
anything goes morally wrong with people that they cannot
blame on the weather or on the government, they are apt fall
back with it upon our common ancestors. Now as regards our
butter product this evidently is unfair, From a series of inquiries
which we are enmabled to make through our correspondents
in every section o! the Dominion, we fuel ourselves at liberty
to spread this butter responsibility all over the country, and
to attribute it singularly enough (o the general prosperity of the
farmers,

**When Adam delv'd and Bve spun,

Who was thon the gentleman?
is a quostion which ench one may answer for himself according
to his light or training ; but there is no longer any question as
to the socinl pogition of the members of the Canadian farmors’
family ! Ilis son is no longer educated as in former years; the
excellent common school training is not good enough ; he must
now be gent to college and become a lawyer, a doctor, or o clergy-
man,

There was a timoe not many years ago, ere the millions of dol-
lars, distributed with sueh lavish credit, built up many an agri-
cultural district and made the farmer without overmuch economy
the most independont being in the land, while the storekeepers
in overy direction were driven o the wall—except a few hero
and thero—aftor repeated endeavors to get paid for their goods—
at that time tho farmer and his wifo and daughter were content
to drive to market or to church in na bright-painted lumber-
wagon, to wear & homespun dress and a calico sun-bonnet—to
milk the cows, to busy themselves with their milk-paus in
cellars or outhouses kept scrupulously clean, to gather the cream
and {o take a pride in the results of their arduous labors on
churning days, to seo that calves and pigs were fod with the skim
and buttermilk; when tho frequent visits to the * store ” with
haskets of delicious butfer helped to keop down the charges for
{en and sugar; and when the time for amusement arrived, the
“voice flowed forth in song” to the accompaniment of the
accordion or harmonium, But this is all past; the farmer and
hig wifo and son and daughter must now have a fine covered
spring-buggy or carringe to go out for an airing while the horses
aro {nken from the plow, for the purpose, and the hired man or
boy milks tho cows and goos to town with the grain or potatoes ;
the farmer and son must'have tailor-made clothes, the wife and
daughtor must dress in black silk, the piano must have a place in
tho parlor, and the daughter is afraid to spoil her hands in any
nsgeful domestic or farmyard oceupation.

We must not bo understood as deprecating the substitution”

of the sowing and kunitting machine for the old fashioned needls
and knitting-pins, the roaping or mowing machine for the sickle
or " cradle” or scythe, or the light wagon and the piano, where
these can ba alforded, for the accordion or the fiddle. The
trouble comes through borrowing on mortgage for the
purpose of purchasing Iu curies which could be dispensed with,
and of cultivating the ornamental to the exclusion of the prac-
tical affuirs of life. It is in a considerable degree to the condi-
tion of things doscribed, that we must attribute the remarkable
falling off in the quantity and quality of the butter sent to
market of late years, The introduction of the creamery system
among ourselves and the superior methods in uso among the

i

people of Denmark and Normandy have doubtless contributed
their quota also through creating a more critical palate among .
consumera in our great market abroad ; and it should not be for-
gotten likewise that as our dairymen have found it more easy
and profitable to convert the whole milk into cheese, the manu-
facture of butter is 1kely to be neglected. But the high price
obtainable for palatable sweet butter in our large cities and in
foreign markets cannot fail to induce greater attention to be
paid to this important product; and a wide extension of the
creamery system would seem to be only means available for the
purpose. There is a broad field for enterprise in this direction, -
and as the growing demand for best makes must lead before long
to their cuitivaiion, those ¥ho begin early, taking heed of the
best modern methods, must reap a rich and remuneratne
harvest,

THE BUSINESS OF FIRE INSURANCE.

How to meet the agyressive competition to which the stock
«companies are subjected by the organization of what is called
the Mill Mutual system, is the most diflicult of all the problems
brought before the fire underwriters for many years. Although
this system has made its principal progress in the United States,
the Canadian field has not by any means been neglected, and a
considerable number of our manufactories large and small have
been-insured under it during the last year or two.

Now the reason for the existence of these iastitutions is
withont doubt the apparently heavy rates which our large
manufactuTing establishments are compsiled to pay for in-
demnitv in the event of loss by fire. Let us sse whether this
charge of exorbitance can be maintained. Those who have
invested their money in stock companies are not invariably
satisfied with the interest or dividends they receive, and all the
self-laudation indulged in by managers and directors is not
enough to conceal the fact that many of the companies have
enough to do in keeping their capital intact. The favorable
view taken of “agents' balances,” bills receivable, &c., the hesi-
tation to force collections, the peculiar treatment of certain
agsels in the bookkeeping of the institutions—all these point
to & condition of things anytihing but conducive to a belief that
the companies are making rapid strides on the road to a high
degree of progperity. We may implicitly rely upon it that the
annual statements and the returns to the constituted authorities
are generally rather above than below the mark; "and an
examination of the proportion of losses and expenses to
premiums received, though satisfactory in the main, is not such
as to excite feelings of envy in the breasts of shareholders in
banks and other joint stock establishments. If we take the.
returns of one or two of the northern United States this is per-
ceptible onough. In Pennsylvania the losses for 1888 average
from G0 to G2 per cent. for uative atock companies, ire and-
marine; foreign companies, nearly 70 per cent, Ia Ohio the
losses of native companies were 62, and foreign companies 63.
In New York the rate was 58} for American companies, & reduc-
tion of 2§ per cent, as compared with the preceding year. As
the expenses in fire business average from 25 to 85 per cent. the
profits vary from 6 to 15 per cent., but little above the net
earnings of banking institutions. It will not be contended that
there is an excessive margin of profit here, or enough to warrant
the charge of excessive rates.

Edward Atkinson, the well-known economist, has been treat-
ing the subject of insurance from the mill-mutual point of view
for some time past, and has thereby evoked the following reply
addressed to the New York Commercial Bulletin:—

Manufacturers. will have to decide for themselves the following
questions in connection with insurance matters: Shall I spend the
money necessary to fit my mill for insurance at mutual. rates, or had
1 best use tho sum—which must be a large one in- my business—and
pay the rates current for the hazard I have to cover? Having a mill
open to competition by both classes of companies, he must ask :
Shall'T insure with the mutuals, paying them about thres times what
the stock companies will charge,and take my chances of a dividend,
remembering that three total losges under policies for tho mnximum
amount that the Manufacturers Matual, for oxample, will carry on one
fire visk, will wipe out theic eatire recelpts for a year, and 80 my
chances for a dividend; and that a sweeping - fire at some of the.
manufacturing contres hko Lowell or Luwrence in Massachusetts and
Manchester in New Hampshire, will make me liable, by the terms of
my policy, for five times as much as I pay the Mutual at the start,
and for fifteen timos ag much as I will have to pay the stock com-
panies, remembering also that these mutuals do not do business by
permisston of my State authorities, and must be sued if I have
trouble with them, in their own States ; that they do not pay any tax '

on the premiums they collect from-me, nnd do not help to support any
of my. follow citizons? or ghall I insure. with the old line stook: com.
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pames, who have millions of hard cash, who will clmrge e but little

more than do tho mutual companivs, and relieve me of all assers-
ment liubility; who pay taxes to my. State and city nnd help my
friend Jones, their agent, to make a good living ?

That *friend Jones” contributes to swell the expenses is
‘shown by a table in the late report of the New York insurance
department. This table gives the premiums received and the
commissions, ete,, paid for each year frora 1872 to 1888 inall
the reporiing States. The perceatages of the latter” to the
former are respectively for each year 1872 to 1874 inclusive, 22
per cent,; for tho four following years23, 24,25 and 26 respec-
tively ; from 1879 to 1884 inclusive 25 per cent. each year; and
for the lagt four vears 26, 25, 26 and 26 per cent. reapectively. It
will thus be sesn that from the period directly after the great
conflagrations in Chicago and Boston to the present day the
commissions, ete,, have been slowly but surely on the rise.

It is more diffienlt to arrive at the exact cost of conducting
fire insurance business in Canada. Muny items of expenditure
in the returns of Canadian companies do not appear in those of

foreign offices, for example, stationery, printing and advertising, .

which in many instances are supplied from headquarters,
invariably by American companies, In this there is little
reciprocity of interests, for Canadian companies doing business
in the United States obtain all their stationery supplies in that
country, This will account in some degree for the apparent
heavier expenses of Canadian offices in this country. Buf how
are we to account for the heavy disproportion in losses? This
is & more difficult problem. Can it be that less care is exercised
in the gelection of riska? or is there sufficient inspection to
prevent increase of hazard or over-insurance ? oris hoodwinking
practiced in respect of our native companies? and does the
broker invariably tell them *the whole truth.,” The recent
destruction of a factory of wooden building-materials in the
eastern division of the city has probably furnished a lesson that
some of our companies may profit by. The case of the ingolvent
storekeeper at Stirling referred to last week is another, but it
cost nothing, for o wonder. In conclusion we must say that so
long as risks, extra-hazardous ones especially, are insured beyond
their value, 0 long will the loas-rate to our native companies he
above 60 rather than below it, and the mutual system on mill
hazards be able to compete for business; and so long as

.. every rigk placed in our companies is compelled to pay a com-

.migaion or two to somebody in or out of oflice, 8o long will ex-
. penses contribute more than a due share to the burden of our

joint-stock fire insurance companies,

A CANADIAN MINT.~THE RECTNL‘ GOLD EXPORT-
. ATION.

The drain upon: {he Treasury referred to in our last issue and
whien ig repeated from time to time, whenever there is any con-
giderablo activity in the exchange market, raises the very im-
poriant question of a Canadian Mint. Under ordinary circum-
stances there would be nothing remarkable in a demand upon
the Treasury for gold, except as indieating an adverse bulance of
trade for the time being, and, so to speak, sounding the alarm.
It happens however that the Canadian government; having no
mint of its own, is obliged to redeem itsissues either in British or
United Stales gold coin, having the option to redeem in eitber.
As a natural result the government pays out the cheapest coin
for the time being ; that ig, when Naw York Exchange is in de-
mand and sterling comparatively low, British gold is disbursed,:
and when the reverse is the case, American gold is paid out.

"This double standard, so to speak, has led to considerable dis-
cuzsion and a demand from some quartera to bave the law alter-
ed 8o as o redeem only in one kind of coin, say ihat of the
United States. A careful consideration of the whole circum-
stances must, we think, lead to the conclusion that this demand
it not well founded, ffhe duty of the government is simply to
establish the legal weight and fineness of the gold standard, so
that bankers and business men may have & standard of value so
long as specie payments are maintained. 'No change has been
made in the law for uearly filty years and the goverament is
no more called upon to supply American gold than is the Bank
of Montreal, ‘

The altered circumstances of thy country since Confederation,

-and notably gince” the passmg ‘of the Legal Tender Note Act,

seems however to demand a changs in the interest both of the
country and of the govemment To keep.a supply of foreign
gold exposed at all times to be mthdrawn on the slightest ripple
in the exchange market, i8 to subject the govemment to great

expense in maintaining its reserves, and at the same time tend-
ing to conceal an adverse balance of tmde antil the country is
drained of its gold reserves,

The remedy for-this state of nﬁalrs is not, we thmk fur t,o
geek. Canada has but to follow the example of other countries
and establish its8 awn Mint, leaving the exchange market to take
care of itrelf. Canadian gold coin of five, ten and twenty. dol-
lars, having the same intringic value as the United States coin-
age, would serve all the purposes of a legal tendar, whila it could
not be drawn for shipment either to England or the United
States until exchange had advanced very considerably above
par, a8 our coins would be troated as foreign gold in both thege
countries.

So long as the Lisgal Tender Nots Act was but an axpenment,
the demand for a Canadian gold coinage was not pressing, but
the great convenience to the banks as well as {o the public,
accruing from the establishment of a legal tender paper currency,
is a sure guarantee of its permanency, and the sooner the sys-

tem is perfected by the issus of a' Canadian gold coinage the
‘hetter.

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THE CONFEDERATION LIFE. .

The management of the Confederation Life Association has
also seized the oceasion offered by the annual meeting to char-
acterize the unusual competition to which the regular business
of life insurance in Canada has been subject during the last
year or {wo, although from the report there presented (repro-
duced elsewhere) it is quite evxdent that the business of the As-
gociation has not been. materially affacted thereby. We peed
not repeat hore tho statements and figures adduced concerning
the substantinl growth to whieh the business has attained, its *

progresg for the year, nor the table showing . that the income ..~

from interest and rent for the past eight years has more than
gufficed to pay the net death-claims, and which testifies to the .
due recogmtlon of thoss two groat prmc:ples in life insurance,
carefulness in the selection of lives and in the placmg of its in-
vestmonts, What cannot fall to arrest the attention of the re-
viewer is the systematic arrangement of the, items of the

Financial Statement, the Balancs Sheet and;the Auditors' Re- -
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port. The management evidently bas no fear of the proportion
of expensges, and consequently does not spread them over three
or four headings, all of which deserve no less the title of ex-
penses, and uecessarily are among the principal items in the
cost of conducting life insurance buginess. ‘The balance to new
account in the financial statement is $2,364,616, an advance of
$285,550, against an advance of $210,240 during the preceding
year. Life inguiance has experienced the difliculty in making
colleetions, common Lo all departmonts of trade during the latter
part of the year. The frieuds of the Confeleration will be
agraeably surprised to find the item indicating this condition—
“premiumsg in course of collection *—in nowise disproportionate
to the amount of the husiness as compared with those of the
previouy year. Syme companies adopt the plan of republishing
their reports after entering the remittances in transit at the end
of the year, which frequently do not reach their destination till
after the clore of the books, 1t will be observed that the surplus
above all liabilities has increased from $129413 to $178,684
during the year, and the tolal surplus security for policyholders
from $1,120,413 to $1,178,584 in the same period. The note at:
the foot of the report is doubtless called for by recent statements
which, it will be seen, do not apply in any degree to the Con-
federation Life, whose management has always been of a conser-

vative character. .

MANUEL ROTUSCHILD.

The ovil of loose, reckless, crediling and overtrading is being
sharply brought home to the sortowing Montreal and Toronto credit-
org of Manue! Rothschild, Jate of Mattawa, Que, but later an inmate
of the Montreal jail.  T'he carcor of Rothschild in this country dntes
baek some filteen or sixteen years when he first landed hero from
forcign shores apd started as au’ itinerant tfader. He finally settled
nt Mattnwa and failed some six yewrs ago for $10,000 to $15,000.
Bethg shurp and intelligent he soun regained the confidence of his
creditors and started ngain, opening branch stores at North Bay and
other points, besides employing o number of pedlars who traded in
walches, jewellry, clothing, tobucco, cigars, ete., with the lumbermen.
A short timo ago he visited this city and purchased a quantity of
stock, chiclly watlches and jewellry, and soon afterwards ussigned to
local parly, snid to be a former clerk of his, 'T'ho services of Mr. W.
Alex. Caldwell of this cily wers retuined, and an expert dotailed from
here to make a personal inspection of the property and an examin-
ation of the books.  Thu chief ereditors, not being at all satisfied, as
they hud little renson to be, with the position of aflairs, it was deter-
mined Lo bring Rothehild to Montreal. "The statemonts made in the
dnily press that the insolvenl bought $8,000 worth of jewellry at one
gwoop and then wenb to unother houso and ordered $4,000 more,
going afterwards to o third and buying unother lot for $3,000, falsely
represeniing in the latter cases that he had made no other purchases,
ave u little overdrawn as the ncconnts ave of longer standing and the
story is otherwise improbable,  Be that as it may, it was decided to
draw out a charge of obtnining property under false pretences which
would at any rato bring Rothschild to the city where his creditors
could connmunieate with him much more ensily than at distant
Muttnwa. It is suflicient to slate here that tho arrest was made on
Sundny last by Mre. John Groso of the secret sorvice burenu. We do
not know whethier the ereditors are at all doubtful about the legality
of the criminal chiarge (which will bo investigated later in the week
by the Police Magistrate, the aceused having plended not guilty) but
two of thent have hustened to issue capinges ngainat him. It appears
that Rothschild was completely londed up with goods by his too in-
dulgent ereditors.  In fact he bad more stuff than he required and
shipped a portion, chiclly clothing, back to the city hypotheeating
them with a 8t. Panl street merchient,  ‘Ihissystem of hypothecation,
unfortunataly not confined {o Rothschild, is a nutural result of a
forcing out ot stock beyoud legitimate requirements and is an argu-
mont which speaks for itself in favor of adhering to sound business
peinciples.  17a trador in dull times finds himself overburdened with
stock the temptation o borrow money on them to meet his pressing
engngements is great and (he beginuing of the end is then reached in
the mnjority of cuses.  Ad the time of the failuve the insolvent claimed
assets of $51,000 against linbilities of $45,000. Later reports state
that the assets include $31,000 in book debts and $!11,000 in stock ;
thero is also some mining property, but of little value. Awmong the
creditors are Alfred Baves, $7,000 ; J. 11, Jones & Co, $3,000; Glover
& Brais, $3,000; G.'I\ Burnett & QCo., $2,500; G. W. Lewis, $900;
J. B. Willimmeson, $3,000 ; Friedman Bros, $000; M. Driefuss, $500.
Smith Fischol & Co, and a German street cigar manufacturer aud
several Torouto houses are also iulerested. It I8 feared that the estato
will pay n very small dividond. M, Rothschild was yesterday offering

35¢ in the dollar, 25¢ in six months, gecured, and the balance payable -
on his own paper in' nine monthe. The creditors, it appears, are
endeavoring lo procure a higher offer.giving as an inducement that
they will gell him more goods. Considering the blunders already
made a speedy settlement of some kind seems a good move but such
an inducement seems heyond the bounds of credibility. '

Tug Pavaxa CANAL—Business of all kinds is demoralized in the
vicinity of the Panama Canal owing to the stoppage of the work. The
thousands of workmen thrown out of employment-are reported to be
suffering great hardships, but preparations were being made at last
accounts to transship upwards of 5,000 foreign luborers, Those who
feared the disturbance of exiéting trade routes will not be sorry for
the suspension of M. De Lesseps’ scheme. It may bo well to remem-
ber that the survey of the route for the Canal, which has already (_:bat
$350,000,000, took only three weeks. Work was beguu over nine
years ago. The greatest difficulty encountered was from the freshets
and overflow of the River Chsgres, which is intersected by the canal
at sevoral points, the rainfull on the istbmus being exceeding
great. As compared with the Suez Canal the rainfall at Colon is
14 times greater than at Alexandria and 125 times greater than
that of Suez The highest part of the route for the canal is 358 feet
above the level of the sea; and the slopes at the top of the cutting
would extend some hundreds of feet higher. It was supposed an angle
of 75° would be sufficient, but the lovse clay, soil and sand rendered
45° a8 the most direct possible inclination of the bank. T'hocut would
thereforo be about 800 feet across at the top; and one can fancy the
lively experiences of passengers from cascades, falling rocks, &e.
The difterenco in the tides at each end, it is now calculated, would
produce a current in the canal of several knots an hour. It rises only
aboul 18 inches on the Atlantic side, while spring tides on the Pacific
side rise to 22 feet. The tidal lock to overcomo this would cost 4
million dollars. It wag estimated that it would require 80 millions
more to finish the excavation. The highest lock was to bo 170.6 feet
above tho gea lovel I It is needless to say that the frequent mins in
such o bot climate severely tried the health of the laborers. Uncle
Sam rejoices ab the fiasco. )

A Nrw Froon Prevention Sousss~—Abbe Laporte of Lnke 8t
Mary, Ottawn country, hag sent to the government and to the com-
mercial bodies in this city a new scheme for preventing the sudden
rise of the waters of the St, Lawrence and Ottawa cvery spring, and
the consequent inundation of Montreal. The warmth of the sui'a
rays on the south slepes of the denuded mountains of the back coun-
try melts the snow some days before the ice lhas broken up in the
rivers and harbor, and ere the channel is clear to receive the down-
pour, which has fewer obstructions above than in former years. Thero
are some 1200 dams which ave shut in the fall and opened in the
spriug by the lumbermen, thus throwing vast volumes of water into
the large tributaries of the Ottawa, These feeders are the outlets of
almost innumerable lnkes, and Mr. Laporte claime that 200 of these
lukes, scuttered over an aven of 800,000 square miles, could be dammed
for $50,000 ; and that these dams could be opened at the end of May
when the water level beging to fall. He recommends the immediate
closing of the dams already constructed, and a survey of the Inkes be.
fore the ice melts. If the experiment can be made for that sum it
ought to have a trial.

« Mgroanyiie HoNor”—A subseriber writes recommending that
we publish the name of the merchant alluded to under the above
heading in our cditorial columns last week. This we are not as yet
at liverty to do. All the statements made in -the editorial wero
within the mark, except, perhaps, that the sons of the gentleman re-
forred to, grown up to man's estate meaniime, have striven no less
heartily than the hiead of the firm to accomplish the end aimed at,
The total amount repaid to date is over $89,000, and it is probable
that the remainder will be discharged ere long. It might have becﬁ
mentioned {hat the losses incurred were chiefly through . the joint
endorsation of business paper, and as others could not pay, the
responsibility fell upon him who i8 now paying the balaace of an
amount for which in any event he was only in a degree responsible.

Dear Bin:—I sond you a report of a speech delivered before the
Sheep Breeders’ Associntion of tho Dominion, which was held a fow
days ago in ‘Loronto.  All the leading sheep breeders were assembled
to form an nssociation. Thinking it might be of interest to your
uumerous readers, I venturo to sond it and hope you will publish it in
your next issue.

Qrnruemey :—1 am pleased to be with you {o-day to sssist in the
formation of a Shoop Brecders' Associution for the Dominion of Can-
ada. Though not a sheep breeder and knowing very littlo about
sheop excupt u suvory leg of mutton, or a good fleeco of wool, I am
largely interested in the products of the sheop ; hore wo meet on com-
on ground, and our interests should be mutual as I stand between
the producer aud the wanufacturer. An orgmnization of this kind
will mnterintly dovolope the interests of sheop breeders with a lively
Prosidont and members working to that oud. )

Various associations are being formed in trade to forward and pro-
tect the interests they represent.” On this line thero is every reason
for u sheop breeders’ associntion as sheep husbandry is one of the
most ancient and honorable on record.
