DUTIES ON INLAND TRANSPORTATION.
A bill to amend the Customs Aet recently introduced by the

Blon. Mackenzie Bowenl in the House of Commons contains
savoral clauses to which exception is being taken by importer
and shippers. One of> these nl ich has called forth a memorial
from the Montreal Board of Trade reads as follows:-" That in
every case the value for duty shail include the charges for trans-
portation and shipmuent."

Literally construed, this would mean that thei freiglit and
shipping charges fron the place of purchase to the port Uf entry
mnut be added to the cost of the goods to make up their value
for duty. Goods purchased in Paris and shipped thence eia
Liverpool and Montreal ta Vancouver would thus have to be
assessed by the collector at Vancouver on the Paris cost plus the

tcharges of trausportation and shipinent ' fron Paris to Van-
couvler. If this is the intention of the department a serious in-
justice vill be donc as will presently be more fully apparent.
The principle of the clause (the levy of aid valorn custotns duties
oi certain freights and shipping charges, as well as on the cost
of importel goods) is of conparatively recent enactmrent in Can-
ada, having been brought forward for the first tite in April 1879.

THE BUTTER PROBLhM.
Bankers, legislators, provision mon and all concerned for our

butter industry, have been discussing the subject of its decad-
once with more or les ability for some months past, or since the
awakening to the real facts of the case as pointed out in our
articles early the present year. These unpalatable facte have
doibtlesa been made plain to many people who look upon the
matter-we mean the butter-from thoir own little section of
the breakfast table, and duep and long are the complaints now
heard on every Bide, net on account of the unpalatableness of
the adjunct, but because of the too pronounced flavor which
clings to it at alnost any price. A boarding-house bachelor who
liassuffred in person in respect of it, says that this alone la
suflicient to account for the irregularity with w hich board bills
have bcen met for some time past, and in a degree aise for the
occasional and sudden fliglts of young mon whdo shine among
us as the conets of a scason, and then vanish as if for the pur-
pose of making people wise for nine days after the act.

Somebody's te blane in this butter business. ilitherto when
anything goes morally wrong with people that they cannot
blane on the weather or on the government, they are apt fall
back with it upon our common ancestors. Now as regards our
butter product tls ovidently is unfair. From a series of inquiries
which we are enabled o inake through our correspondents
in every section of the Dominion, we feel ourselves at liberty
te spread this butter responsibility ail over the country, and
te attribute it singularly enough te the general prosperity of the
farners.

la a question which eaci one may answer for himself according
te his lighlt or training; but there is no longer any question as
te thie social position of the imeinbers of the Canadiarn farmors'
fainily I lis son is no longer oducated as in former years; the
excellent common school training is net good enougli ; lie muet
now bc sent te college and become a lawyer, a doctor, or a clergy-
ian.

Thore was a tine not many yoars ag, ere the millions of dol-
lars, distributed with sucli liwvisl credit, built up mnany an agri.
cultural district and made the fariner without overnuch economy
the most indepenident boing in the land, while the storekeepers
in overy direction were drivon to the wall-except a few here
and thero-after repeated ideavoi te get paid for their goods-
at that tinte the farmer and hie wifo and dauglter were content
te drive to market or to cîhurch in a bright-painted lumber-
wagon, te wear a honiespun dress and a calice sun-bonnet-to
iilk thle cows, te busy themsolves witli their milk-pans in
cellars or outhouses kept scrupulously clean, to gather the creai
and to take a pride li the resulta of their arduous labors on
churning days, te sec that calves and pigs were fed with the skim
and buttermilk; when the frequent visite te the " store" withi

asketa of delicious butter liolped to keep down the charges for
tea and sugar; and whien the timo for amusement arrived, the
"voice flowed forth in song" te the accompaniment of the
accordion or harmonium. But thIis ls ail past; the farmer and
his wife and son and daglter must now have a fine covered
spring-buggy or carnage te go out. for nia airing while the horses
are takon fron the plow, for the purpose, and the fiired man or
boy miliks the cows and goes te town with the grain or potatoes ;
the farier and son nust'have tailor-made clothes, the wife and
daugltor nust dress In black silk, the piano must have a place in
the parlor, and the daughter is afraid te spoil lier hands in any
useful domestic or farmyard occupation.

We muet net bu understood as deprecating the substitution
of the sowing and knitting m achine for tMe old fashioned needle
and knitting-pinis, the reaping or mowing machine for the sickle
or cradile " or scythe, or the light wagon and the piano, wlere
these eau be aforded, for the accordion or the fiddle. The
trouble cones through borrowing on mortgage for the
purpose of purchasing lu <uries whielh could be dispended with,
and of cultivating the ornamental to the exclusion of te prac-
tical af'airs of life. It is in a considerable degree te the condi-
tion of things described, that We must attribute the remarkable
falling oir in the quantity and quality of the butter sut te
market of late years. The introduction of the creamery systen
amoug ourselves and the superior methode in use among the

people of Denmark and Normandy have doubtless contributed
their quota alseo through creating a more critical palate among
conbumers in our great market abroad; and it should net be for-
gotten likewise that as our dairymen have found it more easy
and profitable to convert the whole milk into cheese, the manu-
facture of butter is I kely te ho neglected. But the high price
obtainable for palatable sweet butter in our large cities and in
foreign markets cannot fait to induce greater attention te be
paid te this important product; and a wide extension of the
creamery system would seem te b only means available for the
purpose. There is a broad field for enterprise in this direction,
and as the growing demand for best makes must lead before long
to their cultivation, those ;vlo begin early, taking heed of tbhe
best modern methods, must reap a rich and remunerative
harvest.

THE BUSINESS OF FIRE INSURANCE.
How te meet the aggressive competition to which the stock

companies are subjected by the organization of what is called
the Mill Mutual system, is the most difficult of ail the probleme
brought before the fire underwriters for nany years. Although
this system bas made ita principal progress in the United States,
the Canadian field lias net by any means been neglected, and a
considerable number of our manufactories large and small have
been-insured under it during the last year or two.

New the reason for the existence of these institutions l
without doubt the apparently heavy rates which our large
manufactuing establishments are compelled to pay for in-
demnitv in the event of loss by lire. Lot us see whether this
charge of exorbitance can be maintained. Those who have
invested their money in stock companies are net invariably
satisfied with the interest or dividende they receive, and ail the
self-laudation indulged in by managers and directors is net
enough te conceal the fact that many of the companies have
enough te do in keeping their capital intact. The favorable
view taken of " agents' balances," bills receivable, &c., the hesi-
tation te force collections, the peculiar treatiment of certain
assets in the bookkeeping of the institutions-all these point
to a condition of things any thing but conducive te a belief that
the companies are making rapid strides on the road te a high
degree of prosuperity. We may implicitly rely upon it that the
annual statements and the returns te the constituted authorities
are generally rather above than below the mark; -and an
examination of the proportion of losses and expenses te
premiums received, thougb satisfactory in the main, is net such
as te excite feelings of envy in the breasts of shareholders in
banks and other joint stock establishments. If we take the
roturns of one or two of the northern United States this is per-
ceptible enough. In Pennsylvania the losses for 1888 average
from 60 te 62 per cent. for native stock companies, fire and
marine; foreign companies, nearly 70 per cent. In Ohio the
losses of native companies were 62, and foreign companies 63.
In New York the rate was 58J for Amnerican companies, a reduc-
tien of 2J per cent, as compared, with the preceding year. As
the expenses in fire business average from 25 te 85 per'cent. the
profits vary fron 5 te 15 per cent., but little above the net
earnings of banking institutions. It will net be contended that
there la an excessive margin of profit here,.or enough te warrant
the charge of excessive rates.

Edward Atkinson, the well-known economist, has been treat.
ing the subject of insurance fron the mill-mutual point of view
for some time past, and has thereby. evoked the following reply
addressed te the New York Conmîereial Billetin:-

Manufacturers will have te decido for themselves the following
questions ln connection with insirance mnatters: Shall I spend the
monoy necessary to fit my mill for insurance at mutual rates, or had
I best use the sun-which must ho a large one in. my business-and
pay the rates current for the hazard I have te cover? Having a mili
open te competition by both classes of coinpanies, lie must ask :
shall I insure witb the mutuals, paying them about thtree times what
the stock compîanies will charge, and take my chances of a dividend,
remeibering that three total losses under policies for the maximum
anint that the Manufacturers Mutual, for oxample, will carry on one
tire risk, will wipe ont their entire receuipts for a year, and so my
chances for a dividend; and that a sweeping fire, et some of the
ianuifacturing centres liko Lowelt or Lawrence in Massachusett and

Mianchester lu New Hampshire, will make me liable, by the terme of
mîy policy, for fivo times as muuch as I pay the Mutut at the start,
and for titteen times as much as I will have te pay the stock com-
pantes, remembering also that these muttials do notdo business by
permission of my State authorities, and muet ba sued, if I have
trouble witlh them, lin their own States ; that they do not pay any tai
on the premiums they collect from-me, and do net help t.o support dny
of my. follow citizons ? or shall I fisure withi the old line stock com.
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panies, who have millions of hard cash, who will charge me but little
more than do the mutual« companies, and retieve me of ail assegs-
ment liability; who pay taxes tu my Biate and city and help my
frieud Joues, their agent, to moke a good living?

That "friend Jones" contributes ta swell the expenses is
shown by a table in the late report of the New York insurance
department. This table gives the premiums,,received and the
commissions, etc., paid for each year frotu 1872 to 1888 in all
the reporting States, The percentages of the latter to the
former are respectively for eaclh year 1872 ta 1874 inclusive, 22
per cent,; for the four following yeara23, 24,25 and 26respec-
tively ; from 1879 to 1884 inclusive 25 per cent. each year , and
for the last four years 26, 25, 26 and 20 per cent. respectively. It
will thus be seen that from the period 'directly after the great
conflagrations in Chicago and Boston to the present day the
commissions, etc., have bea slowly but surely on the rise.

It is more difficult to arrive at the exact cost of conducting
fire insurance business in Canada. Many items af expenditure
in the returns of Canadian companies do not appear in those of
foreign offices, for example, stationery, printing and advertising,
which la many instances are supplied from headquarters,
invariably by American companies. In this there is little
reciprocity of interests, for Canadian companies doing business
in the United States obtain all their stationery supplies in that
country. This will accouat in some degree for the apparent
Ieavier expenses of Canadian offices In this country. But how
are we to áccount for the heavy disproportion in losses ? This
is a more diflicult problem. Can it be that less care is exercised
in the selection of risks? or le there sufficient inspection to
prevent increase of hazard or over-insurance ? or is hoodwinking
practiced in respect of our native companies? and dues the
brokcer invariably tell them "l the whole truti." The recent
destruction of a factory of woodoen building-niaterials in the
eastern division of the city has probably.furnished a lesson that
somae of our companies may profit by. The case of the insolvent
storekeoper at Stirling referred to last week is another, but it
cost nothing, for a wonder. In conclusion we muat say that so
long as risks, extra-hazardous ones especially, are insured beyond
theii value, so long will the loss-rate to our native companies be
above 60 rather than below it, and the mutual system on mili
hazards be able ta compete for business; and so long as
every risk placed in our companies is compelled to pay a con-

¯ ,. mission or two ta somebody in or out of office, so long will ex-
penses contribute more than a due share to the burden of aur
joint-stock tire insurance companies.

A CANADIAN MINT.-THE RECENT GOLD EXPORT-
. ATION. •

The drain upon tIe Treasury referred to in our last issue and
whicn is repeated fron time to time, whenever there is any con-
siderable activity in the exchange market, raises the very im-
portant question of a Canadian Mint. Under ordiniary circum.-
stances there would be nothing remarkable in a demand upon
the Treasury for gold, except as indicating an adverse balance of
trade for the time being, and, so to speak, sounding the alarm.
lIt hapLspes however that the Canadian goverament having no
mint of its own, is obliged to redeem its issues entier in British or
United States gold coin, having the option to redeom in either.
As a natural resuit the government pays out the cheapest coin
for the time being; that is, wlen New York Exchange is in de-
mand and sterling comparatively low, British goid is disbursed,
and when the reverse is the case, American gold is paid ont.

This dbulble standard, so to speak, las led to considerable dis-
cussion and a demand from same quartera to bave the law alter-
ed so as to redeem oaly in nue kind of coin, say that of the
United States. A carefusl consideration of the whole circuns-
stances must, we think, lead to the conclision that this demand
it not well founded. The duty of the government la simiply to
establish the legal weight and ineness of the gold standard, so
tbat bankers and business men may bave a standard of value so
long as specie payments are maintained. No change lias been
made in the law for nearly fifty years and the governiment is
no more called upon to supply American gold than is the Bank
of Montreal.

The altered ciîrumstances of the country since Confederation,
and notably since the pasing of the Legal Tender Note Act,
seems however to demand a change in the interest both of the
country and of the government. To keep a supply of foreign
gold exposed at all times to be withdrawn on the slightest ripple
in the exchange market, le to subject the government to great

expense in maintaining its reserves, and at the same time tend-
ing to conceal an adverse balance of trade. until the country is
drained of its gold reserves.

The remedy for this state of affairs .is not, we think, far to
seek. Canada has but to follow the example of other countries
and establish its own Mint, leaving the exchange market to take
care of itself. Canadian gold coin of five, ten and twenty dol-
lare, having the sane intrineic value as the United States coin-
age, would serve all the purposes of a legal tender, white it could
not be drawn for ahipment either to England or the United
States until exciange had advanced very considerably above
par, as our coins would be troated as foreign gold in both these
countries.

So long as the Legal Tender Note Act was but an experiment,
the demand for a Canadian gold coinage was not pressing, but
the great convenience to the banks as well as to the publie,
accruing from the est ablishment of a legal tender paper currency,
is a sure guarantee of its permanency, and the sooner the sys-
.tem is perfected by the issue of a Canadian gold coinage the
botter.

THE CONFEDERATION LIFE.
The management of the Confederation Life Association bas

also seized the occasion offered by the annual meeting to char-
acterize the unusual competition to whiclh the regiular business
of life insurance in Canada lias been subject durng the last
year or two, although iron the report tier presented (repro-
ducod elsewhere) it la quite evident that the business of the As-
sociation has not been materially affected thereby. We need
not repeat bore the statements and figures adduced concerning
the substantial growth to which the business has attained, its
progress for the year, nor the table showing that the incorpe
fron interest and'rent for the past.eiglt years bas rnorethian
sulliced to pay the net deati-claims, and which testifies ta the
due recognition of tilose two great principles in life insurance,
carefulness in the selection of lives and li the placing of ita in-
vestmonts. What cannot fail to arre8t the attention of the re-
viewer is the systematic arrangement of the items of the
Financial Statement, the Balance Sheet and the Auditora' Re-
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port. The management evidently has no fear of the proportion
of ex penses, and conmseqinently does not spread them over three
or four ieaings, ail of which deserve no less the title of ex-
penses, and necessarily are among the principal items in the
cost of conducting lite insurance business. Tie balance to new
accouit in the financial statement is $2,364,610, an advance of
$285,550, agaiist an advance of $210,240 during the preceding
year. Life inm uance lias experienced the diflicully in rnaking
collections, commion to all departmnonts of trade during the latter
part of Lle year. h'lie friends of the Conf.leration will bo
agreeably surprised to find the item indicating this condition-

Spremi iis in course of collection "-in nowise disproportionate
to the amount of the business as compared with those of the
provious year. S>me companies adopt the plan of republishing
their reports after entering the remittances in transit at the end
of the yeur, which frequently do not reacb tlieir destination till
after Lie close of the bookes, I will be observed that the surplus
above all liabilities lias increased fromn $129,418 to $178,584
during the year, and the total surpins security fur policyholders
fromt $1,129,413 tu $1,178,584 iI the saine period. lThe note at
the foot of the report is doubtlîes called for by recent statements
which, it will eli seenm, (o nt apply in any degree to the Con-
federation Life, whose managmenit has always been of a conser-
vative character.

If ma tradier lin dill times finds hiimsclf overbirdened with
stock lime temptation ta borrov mioney on theim to meet his pressing
engagements is great aid hlie beginnuiig of tlhe end is then reached in
the imijority of cases. At the fime of the fiailire the insolvent claimed
assets of $51,000 agaimst linbilities of $45,000. Later reports state
that lime mssets ince $31,000l ibok debtsi and $tl,000 in stock;
there is also sone mminîing property, but of little vaile.. Aumong the
creditors are Alirei Envme, $7,000 ; J. Il. Joes & Co, $3,000 ; Glover
& Brais, $3,000 ; G. 'T. Iliriett & Co., $2,500 ; G. W. Lewis, $900 ;
J. B. Williaiumsaf, $3,000 ; Friedmiau Bros , $900; M. Driefuss, $500.
Smith Fiscel & Co, and a Germni'mm strent cigar manufacturer and
several Toronto houses aire also interested. IL ls feared tlhit the estate
will pay ma very simili dividend. hir. Rothschild was yesterday offering

35c in the dollar, 25c in six months, secuired, and the balance payable
on lis own paper in nine months. The creditors, it appears, are
endeavoring to procure a higher offer giving as an inducement that
they will sell him more goods. Considering the blunders already
made a speedy settlement of some kind seems a good move but such
an inducement seems beyond the bounds of credibility.

THE PAuNmiAx CANAL.-Business of all kinds is demoralized in the

vicinity of the Pinami Canal owing ta the stoppage of the work. The
thousiands of workmen thrown out of employmuentare reported to be
suffering great hardehips, but preparations were being made at last
accounts to transsiip upwards of 5,000 foreign ilborers. Those who
feared the disturbance of existing trade routes wili not be sorry for
the suspension of M. De Lesseps' scheme. IL may be well to reniem-
ber tihat the survey of the route for the Canal, whicih lias already cost
$350,000,000, took only three weeks. Work was bagun over nine
years ago. The greatest difficulty encountered was from the fresiets
and overflow of the River Chigres, which is isitersected by the canal
et severai points, the rainfall on the isthmus being exceeding
great. As compared with the Suez Canal the rainfiall at Colon is
14 times greater than at Alexandria and 125 Limes greater than
that of Suez The highest part of the route for the canal is 358 feet
above the level of the sea; and the slopes et the top of the cutting
would extend some bundreds of feet higher. It was supposed an angle
of 75° would be sufficient, but the loose clay, soit and sand rendered
45° as the most direct possible incilination oftie bank. The cut would
therefore bo about 800 feet acrosas at the top; and one eau fancy the
lively experiences of passengera from cascades, falling rocks, &c.
The dillerence in the tides et each end, it is now calculiated, would
produce a current in the canal of several knots au hour. It rises ouly
about 18 inches on the Atlantic side, while spring tides on the Picific
side rise to 22 feet. The tidal lock to overcomne this would cost 4
million dollars. It was estimated tihat it would require 80 millions
more to finish tlie excavation. The highest lock was to be 170.0 fect
above Lhe sea level i Il is needless to say that hlie frequent rains in
such a bot climate severcly tried fli lealth of lie laborers. Uncle
Sam rejoices at the fiasco.

A NECw FLooD PaRriEuNoN Summm-Abbe Laporte of Lake St.
Mary, Ottawa country, lias sont to the governmnent and to the coin-
imercial bodies in this city a new sciemne for preventing flie sudden
rise of the waters of the St. Lawrence and Ottawa ever'y spring, and
the consequment inundation of Montreal. The warmith of lime sutes
rays on tlie south slopes of the denuded rountains of the back coin-
try melts the snow saine days before the ice lias broken upj in the
rivers and harbor, and are the chaunel is clear to receive lime down-
pour, which lias fewer obstructions above than in former years. There
mire some 120o dams which are shut in the fall and opened in the
spring by the lumbermen, thuis tbrowing vast volumes of water into
the large tributaries of the Ottawa. Thesa feeders ar the outlets of
alimost innumerable lakes, and Mr. Laporte claims that 200 of these
liakes, scattered over an area of 800,000 square miles, coutld bm dammed
for $50,000 ; and thlat these dams could b openeld mt the end of May
wlien lie wmiter level begins to fall. He recommends the immediate
closing of the dams already constructed, and a survey of tli lakes be.
fore the ice umelts. If the experiment cen be made for that sum il
ouglt to have a trial.

lMEnmoANimTi. Ho.noR."-A subscril'er writes recommending that
we publisi the name of tlhe merchant alluded to under tlie above
icading in our editorial columnis ait week. This we are not as yet
at liberty ta do. Ail the stateients made in -the editorial were
within the mark, except, perhaps, that the sons of the gentlem-a re-
ferred ta, grown up Io man's eblate mmeantime, have striven no less
leartily than tlie head of the firm to accomplish the end aimed at,
The total amount repaid to date le over $80,000, and it is probable
that lime reniminder will be discharged ere long.

and Berry gave Sayles hie note for $1,200. Acting under the advice

of SeleslHamer bought new goods to the value of, $800, when

Berry steps inand seizes the stock under bis. chattel mortgage.
The whole affair looks: like a conspiracy. to defraud the wholesale
merchants. Acting under advice Harmer has àssigned to Mr. Curry, a
local barrister, andan injunction bas been obtained to restrain Berry,
the mortgagee, from taking further proceedings until the courts have
decided who are the real owners of the stock-in-trade.

Tns LiE Dit. HowARD-Dr. R. P. Howard of this city, dean of the
faculty Of MoGill University, andone of the ablest physiciens on the
continent of America, died et 8 a.m. yesterday after a few days illness
from au attack of pneumonia.

Tre Bronson Act passed by the Ontario Legislature preventing
any one from exercising the functions of curator or trustea te an In-
solvent estate unless ha is a bolina fde resident of the Province, is
causing a good deal of irritation heie, and there is some talk of
petitioning for its disallowance. Any evasion of the act rendors the
offender liable te a fine of $500 and Imprisnmuent. There ls also a
provision that any removal of moveables from one county to another
or out of the Province, muet be authorized by a judge. The act ia
specially aimed against the use of a pret nom, which was largely done
uder the old Act. The bill seemes te have been engineered in the iu-
te-ests of western accountants, and although opposed by the Montreal
and Toronto Boards of Trade bas passad into a law.

Tes new City of St. John, made up of St. John, Carleton and Port-
land, bas now by the act of union become the fourth city in popula-
tion in the Dominion. In 186 the combined cities had a population
of 38,817; in 1871,.41,325. In 1876 St. John was nearly wiped out
by the great fire, but lu 1881 the united-population was 41,353, and is
now probably 45,000,_ The voting on union lest week showed a large
majOrin > oy Portland and St. Jàhl fdr and a mjority in Careo n
against tha.scheme.

Thiuking it might bo of interest to your
nuinrous renders, I venture te send it and hope yen will publisli it in
your next issue.

GCNTLENiEN:-l ai pleased to be vitlh you to-day te assist in tie
formuation of a Sheelip Breeîlers' Association for tie Dominion of Can-
ada. Thouglh net a sheep breeder and knowing very little about
slleup except a savory leg of mutton, or a goa flcco of wool, I an
largely ltiterestedu in the products of the lsheu; hore wu meût on coin-
mon groiund, and our interests should b inutiual cs I stand between
tie producur aind tie manufacturer. An organization of this kind
wll imaterially develope the imterests of sheep breeders witli a lively
lresideit laml iiemubers working te tihat end.

Variust associations lire beimg fornmied in trade te forward and pro-
tect tie interests they represent. On this linre there is vory reason
for al heiluap breederô' association as shiep husbandry le 0ine of thle
most anicuient and honorable on record. I want it te ho distinctly
understood tihat I do not coue hre te spoeak in favor of atiy particular
breed of shiep, or to coue i conflict withi any moeumber of tie Society
wh1o imiay have pet iles otn fancy sheep breeding; but te give yen my
opiion aid exporience, fron a wool dealcer's stand point, on the kinds
of wool tham will produce tie best results te tie farier and mainu-
facturer. In doing this I nay be treading on dangerous ground and
clash with somtie ideas uis to the maits of the various classes of wools
grown in this country.

I'hose fariers must remuemuber, whuo have been comipflaining of the
low price of wool, tiat ail lustre wools have beau low for a long timie.
Soine ten or twelvu yeurs ago, fasilot chatiged and demoralized tie
lustre dress gueds busluess, in whili our long lustrous comdbing wool
was used ; there is overy reason to bolieve that lu the near future
briglt lustre fabrics will corne inîto use again there will thon b ai,
incrcased doiad for (bis wool uit au hîigher figure. There tire other
reasons wly the coarse and meilum wools are low priced lu Canada,
whicli largely depeids on the shelep breeders thomsulves.

Filly on-fourth of tlie cli) fromt tie sebep grown lu Ontario le
offered in ai ininarketable condition. The wool ie cotta, cbaffy and
mixed with see and barre, vhiich lessens tie value from 4 te 6 cents
te the manufacturer; ifua little more cure iwas taken by tie farmniers
te prevent their sheoep from runnig et large, feding round straw
stacks and auongst thistles, te choose clean places for wasliiug and
elaiearmg so tas to keep thie wool freo fron these impurities, I ai sure
tie villiie of the etire clip would be increased fron eue to two cents
a peuilil.

In 1887 we imported principally from Great Britain and her Colon-
les 12,038,693 pounds of wool valued et $1,875,651, and exportet te
the United States 1,297,067 pounds of combing wool valued at $288,-
250. Our exporta of wool are getting less year by year. The reason
for thiis in my opinion is that the breeders of thoroughbred stock li
Ontario have beu doing a large and profitable business in selling
their stock to the farmers of the United States, the result is that they
are now growing more combing wools thus supplying their own mar-:
ket. The statistical returns of the imports and exports of raw mater--
lal to and from Canada are very delusive, I think I can safely say that
we do net buy one pound of donestic grown wool from the United
Staites.

Many farmers ask why we do not grow more fine wools in Canada
and import lese, my reply to this is that we cannot grow tie fnner
grades lu Canada to pay and compete with Cape, Australia, Buenos
Ayres and Montevideo wools, hence we have to import them as they
are necessary to the succese of our manufacturers. We can grow long
and iihedium wools and find a -ready aud profitable market for the
mutton and wool; if I were a farmer in Ontario and had the means
and inclination t ho a stock breeder, I would seize upon one leading
breed of slieep such as the Leicester, Shropshire or Southdown, and
run it for ail it was worth, for I think thereid nothing so profitable to
the farmer as sheep breeding when carried on economically and with
a determmnation to succeed.

Farmers often ask the question why fron 40 to 50 per cent. is taken
off tunwashed wools and think there is not that difference between un-
waîshed and ivashed wools. In bye gone days the usual reduction was
one-Jlîlrd, but our manufacturers cornpiainied that it was flot enougli,
ewiog o the unsatisfisctory condition of the wool, tnd ansisted that.it
should b at loet 40 par cent., fron my own experience in handling
unwashod wool I think they were about right. If our manufacturera
were better off and could afford to usé washing machines I would ad-
vise them to buy unwashed wool, not that it would corne any lower
in price to tim but because it is botter for aIl practical purposes.'
The long coarse wools- when clipped unwaslhed from thoroughbred
sheep, when well fed and taken care of, will lose fully from 40 to 50
per cent. The grade sheep do not carry so much grease and do not
shrink se much in washing.

We would have a detmand for ail unwashed combing wools in the
United States, combers prefer it in that condition, if it were not for
the absurdity of their goverrnment piaong the sane duty per pound
on unwashed wool as they do on washed wool. For instance the pre-
sent price of washed wool is 22 cents per pound and the duty 10 cents
which le about 45 per cent.; the present price of unwashed wool to
our manufacturer here is 12 cents, and if we had te send it te the
United States there would be l duty of 10 cents or over 83 per cent.
This practically prohibits the shipping of unwashed wool to the
United States, hence we have only a local market with the disadvant-
ages named above. This l one of the beauties of taxing raw mater-
ial; under these circunstances I would adviso farmere net te clip
their wool unwashed.

The opening up of the great Northwest of Canada le developing
a new feature in sheep industry of this country. The broad prairies
east of the Rocky Mountains and .skirting the Bow River are highly
suitable for sheep raising. There are now te he ecen large flocks of
Montana sheep grazing on the luxurious grasses of these plains. The
sheep le of the Merino type, close woolled, hardy and seems well
ada pted te .the country. The wool le fine medium and desirable,
suitable for fancy flanuels, but too Drittle fôr hosiery and knitted
goods. I think it might b greatly improved by judicious crossing
with some of tle English thoroughbrods, which would produce wools,
if net finer, of a stronger and more elastie staple, better suited for
flannels, hosiery and knitted goods, and would in the near future
replace considerable wool that we now import. The polt le not po
valuablo as that of Leicester, Cotswold or other breeds of this type;
owing te it being wrinkled on tho neck, it *l of les vaIue for leathér
purposes.

Thie flock masters of the Northwest are endeavoring te improve
this breed of sheep by crossing the Montana ewes with thoroughbred
rams such ais the Leicester, Merino, Shropslire and Southdown. No
doubt they will succeed in producing a type of sheep superior to the
Montana Merine, if they are only careful to breed on the line of selec-
tion best suited for mutton and wool, and net interbreed, as is too
oftci the case with feeders of grade sheep, to the detriment of .both
wool and muatou.

Shiehp usbndry is meeting with keen competition, net only with
regard to tie production of the wool, but of mutton aise. The ques-
tion now le, wlicif'is the best sheep to give the greatest amounut of
profit and pay for the care expended on its cure? This, in my
opinion, deponds very much on the climate and soil where the sheep
are to be kept, and the readiness te a market for the sale of the
mutton and te wool. The Alberta sheep masters are at a diiai-
vantage here, uas the C.P.R. subjects theni to such outrageous rates
for conveying sheep and wool fron Oalgary and stations east, in some
!instances charging as ligh as throc cents per pound on unwashed
Waal ta Toronto.

'his brings me to a very curious question. Wbat egect bas climate
and soit on wools? I Ond in soie districts that wool clipped from
Leicester, Cotswold and Shropshire is fnuer and more lustrons than
wool clipped fron the saine clase of sheep in other districts and je
worth fully two cents more per pound for exportation. I an net pre.
pared te say whother it le the clinte or soi thait causes this differ-
ence, but suci l the case. lu my opinidn, tie best clais of shcop for.
the farmer of Ontario for both wool and mutton le the Leicester,
Shropshire, COutw. Id and Southdown. If the wool is low they have a
fine carcase of mutton, which always commands a high price both for
home consumption and for exportation to Great Britain. Merinaes
may do very well for otossing with sone of thm more robust kiid, but
as grade sheep they would net be so profitable. In conclusion, I
wish the society every succese in Its aims and achievemenU.



CONFEDERATION LIFE.

MoNTRitAL, Thursday Evg., March 28, 1889.
Although we have had a few days of cold

since our last, the weather, generally speak-
ing, bas been open and spring.like, and
the indications favor an early movement of
ice from the river. It is too early for travel.
lers to be out on the sorting trip for leading
staple goods, and business, as a rule, is slack,
while some xeport a decided lull, especially
for anything outaide of the ordinary run of
actual staple commodities. The few weeks
between the close of winiter and the opening
Of navigation are generally the dullest ln the
year, as the roads are broken up and buyers,
if tbey cean possibly wait, order goods for
shipment by water. 'lle reduction of railway
freight rates on the 1st prox., will cause
some additional stir lu rail shipments. Re.
mittances have again been slow and die-
appointing.

CANNEo G(ooDs.-The packers' combination
has advanced the price of corn and tomatoes
to 871c and peas to 90c. Business bas been
fair in this Une and prices are more uniformly
maintained Jobber's prices for small quan-
tittes are given in prices current.

CiEmICALs, ETC.-Spring orders for beavy
goods are increasing, but otherwise there is
no change. Present business is slow. Prices
steady and unchanged. English trade lia re-
ported as follows :-Cream of tartar le again la
per cwt lower. Chemicals remain deprested,
some littleappearance of improvement having
died away. Caustic 70 per cent and bleach
are both d'ill, and previous figures scarcely'
procurable; probably for the former; of fuir
brands, £6 Iols 3d, and for -the latter £7 5s
f.o.b., miglit be taken for spot delivery and in
quantity. Sulphate copper is scarce, and will
not be effected very materially by the fall in
price of cop per for soma time -yet. Nitrate of
soda £ll£l11 28 Qd per ton f.o.b.
