During the lRecess I had the pleasure of visiting the Province of Manitoba, and
of traversing the extensive prairies of the North-West, and from personal examinationi
can sincerely congratulate Canada en the possession of so magnificent and fertile a
region to be inhabited, I trust, in the course of years, by millions of thriving and
contented subjects of Her Majesty..

The immigrants have not confined themselves to Manitoba or its vicinity, but
are scattered over the country westward to the base of the Rocky Mountains, and
from the international boundary to the banks of the Northern Saskatchewan. It is,
therefore, thought that the time has come for the division of the Territories into four
or more Provisional Districts with an appropriate nomenclature. The subject will
be submitted for your consideration.

During my journey I was met by numerous Indian tribes, all expressing confi-
dence in the continuance of the traditional policy of kindness and justice which bas
hitherto governed the relations between the Government and the Aborigiles.

I regret, however, to say that the necessity of supplementing the food supply
of the Indians still exists and is likely to continue for some years.
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Every exertion has been made to settle the Indian Bands on Reserves, and to
induce them to betake themselves to the raising of cattle and cultivating the soil.

These efforts bave met with a fair measure of success, but we can only expect bya long continuance of patient firmness to induce these children of the Prairie and the
Forest to abandon their nomadic habits, become self-supporting, and ultimately add tothe induetrial wealth of the country.

The influx of a white population has greatly increased the danger of collisionbetween the settler and Red man, and in my opinion renders an augmentation of the
Mounted Police a matter of urgency. Your sanction to this increase will be sought.The second Report of the Commission appointed to investigate the existing
system of the Civil Service will be laid before you, and a measure on the subjectsubmitted for your cousideration.

The decennial Census having been taken last year, the duty of recon-sidering and re-adjusting the representation in the House of Commons is imposed uponyou. A measure for the purpose will be laid before you.
Several other measures of importance will be submitted to you. Among them

will be Bills for the winding up of Insolvent Banks, Insurance Companies andTrading Corporations; for the consolidation and amendment of the Laws respectingthe Dominion Lands; for the amendment of the Acts relating to the Supreme Court
of Canada, and Bills relating to the tenure of office of the Judges of County Courts,and to Fugitive Offenders within the Empire; and your attention wili be called to thepresent anomalous position ofthe Vice-Admiralty jurisdiction.

The Report of the Librarian on the state of the Library of Parliament respect-NI]ly 8hewetii
That for the reasons stated in the last Annual Report, the sum available for tht

purchase of books within the past year was but half the ordinary amount. Conse-

21
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quently the additions made to the General Library during that period were compar-
atively few. In those classes, however, which are chiefly consulted by Mmbers
during the sittings of Parliament, the Librarian has endeavored to render the
Library as complete as possible.

The collection and binding of the principal newspapers published in the several
Provinces of this vast Dominion,-although a work of unquestionable necessity, and
of increasing value for future reforence,-is nevertheless a heavy item of expense.
But, in view of the exceptional nature of such expenditure, application has been
made to the Treasury for an addition to the Vote for Library Contingencies, tu defray
the cost of binding executed in Canada.

The purchase of Canadian Law Reports, for distribution to Exchange Libraries,
has likewise borne beavily upon our funds, hitherto. However, at the request of the
Joint Library Committee, the Government have agreed to charge the cost of such
Reports to the fund out of which it is customary to provide for the purchase of Cana-
dian works, selected or approved by Government for similar distribution.

By these arrangements it is hoped that the Parliamentary grant for the augmen-
tation of the Library will henceforth be relieved of charges which, howover indispens-
able to be incurred, do nevertheless materially reduce the means available for the
purchase of books in Europe, and in the United States.

The rapid strides now making by Canada in population, and in the various ele-
ments of material prosperity, are naturally imparting an impetus to intellectual
activity and literary research amongst our people. To keep pace with this progress,
and to foster the development of learning, and of mental im provement, generally, in
our midst, it is indispensable that this, the sole public Library in the Dominion,
should not fall into arrears. To avoid such an evil, the liberality of Parliament in
this direction is earnestly besought. Already the Library is largely resorted to by
literary mon, and seekers after knowledge, in all parts of the country. Great public
advantage bas ensued from the opportunities thus afforded tostudents; but the bene-
fits will be proportionably augmented as the collection attains a greater degree of
completeness, in the different branches of science, literature, and art.

The Librarian has observed, with regret and disappointment, that upon the
removal of the Supreme Court to more commodious quarters, it was not deemed
expedient to restore the rooms thereby vacated to their original destination, and
former occupancy, for Library purposes. In the anticipation of this event, he had
repeatedly urged, in previous Reports to Purliament, the benefits that would accrue
from restoring these apartments to the use of the Library. He is well aware that
the exigencies of the House of Commons, at the present time, have appeared to
demand the employment of these rooms for other purposes, more immediately urgent.
But he would crave permission respectfully to place on record his belief that, in the
near future, when the question of additional space for the Library shall have become
imperative, such further provision can in no other way be so suitably supplied as by
incorporating the rooms vacated by the Supreme Court with the Library premises;
whilst, by adding a small wing to the main Parliament Building, superior accom-
modation might be obtained for the House of Commons requirements, in close
proximity to the House itself.

The donations received, and the works deposited under the Copyright law, during
the past year, have been exceptionally numerous, as will appear from the lists here-
unto appended.

The number of volumes in the Library last year was estimated at 98,196. Since
then, the total number has increased to about 100,800 volumes.

And as to the second question, namely: " Whether the objecte for. which incor-
poration is souglit are such as take the Bill out of the exclusive jurisdiction of the
Legislature ot the Province of Quebeo ?" The Court are of opinion that the
objects mentioned in this Bill are within the jurisdiction of the Dominion Parlia-
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ment and are out of the exclusive jurisdiction of the Legislature of the Province of
Quebec.

The Sub-Committee would draw especial attention to the fact that these accounts,
vouchers and cheques had already been furnished the Auditor-General monthly, as
well as the annual statement for audit and examination, and have been certified to as
per his letter annexed to the annual Statement.

The Sub-Committee have much pleasure in again drawing attention to the further
reduction effected under the supervision of the Committee in the cost of the printing
services of the past year, amounting to $5,572.02.

This result has been attained by the care taken in not printing returns of a pri-
vate or local nature which do not affect the publie welfare, as also by the very favor-
able prices which pertain in the present contracts.

Under the above circumstances, the Sub-Committee concur in the recommenda-
tion that the Estimates for the next year be reduced by 810,000.

To the Chairman and Members of the
Joint Committee on Printing.

GENTLEMEN,-In submitting the usual annual Statement shewing the expenditure
for the Printing of Parliament, I would draw attention to the further decrease in the
cost for the past year of $5,572.02.

The reductions in the two past years are to be attributed, in the first place, to a
diminution of the quantity of work to be performed as recommended by the Com-
mittee, and, secondly, in a much larger degree, to the very material difference in
the prices which prevail under the present contract as compared with those of the
previous one.

Under the circumstances [ have felt justified in asking that the Estimate for the
Parliamentary Printing for the next year be reduced by $10,000, subject to the appro-
bation of the Committee.

Tho annual Statement was submitted to the Auditor-General for examination, ho
having previoualy been furnished monthly with all the accounts and vouchers that
had passed through my hands, as well as the cheques issued by me in payment
of those same acounts. The only difference between us, as shown by his letter
appended, is the application of the money paid by parties for the printing of their
Private Bills, ho treating it as " Casual Revenue," while I charge it as a " Refund "
for the purpose for which it was intended, viz. : for reducing the cost of Private Bill
Legislation. The accounts, vouchers and cheques are still in the custody of the
Auditor-General.

The several services have been performed in the usual satisfactory manner ; no
complaints have been made to me.

That it is expedient to make provision by an Act of the Canadian Parliament
for the establishment of one Maritime Court for Canada, to take the place of the Mari-
timo Court of Ontario, and of the British Vice Admiralty Courts now existing in
Canada.

And praying that Your Majesty may be graciously pleased to take the Address
into coisideration, and to signify Your Royal pleasure as to withdrawing from Canada
the existing British Vice Admiralty Courts, in case the Parliament of Canada legis-
late for the establishment of one Maritime Court for Canada.

And also, that Your Majesty may be graciously pleased to invite Your Imperial
Parliament to grant to the Parliament of Canada, the necessary legislative authority
to confer upon such Court so much of that part of the jurisdiction of the existing
British Vice Admiralty Courts over which the Parliament of Canada bas not now
legislative authority, as Your Majesty may be pleased to think necessary or expedient.

DOwNING STREET, 2nd February, 1882.
MY LoRD,-In his Despatch No. 4, of the 5th of February, 1878, my predecessor

informed the Governor General of Canada, that the subject of the Extradition rela-
tions of this country with Foreign Powers being at that time under the consideration
of a Royal Commission, Her Majesty's Government had not thought it advisable to
take any steps for suspending in Canada the operation of the Imperial Extradition
Act of 1870, as desired by the Joint Address to the Queen from tho Senate and Bouse
of Commons of the Dominion, transmitted to the Secretary of State, in the Governor
General's Despatch Ne. 112, of the 18th of April, 1877.

2. In a telegram addressed to the Secretary of State, in March, 1880, you recalled
attention to this subject, and enquired the intentions of Her Majesty's Government in
regard to it. Your Lordship was informed in reply, by a telegram friom my prede-
cessor, to the effect that Her Majesty's Government wished to reconsider with the
Dominion Government sub-section 3, Section 16 and Section 2, Clause 18 of the Act
passed by the Legislature of Canada, in April, 1877, before recommending to Her
Majesty, the issue of an Order-in-Council, as desired by the Address of the Canadian
Parliament above referred to, and that they had been advised in 1877, that the power
conferred by the firet of these Clauses on the Minister of Justice, was very extensive,
and that in most cases the exercise would constitute a breach of Treaty obligations.

3. I have now received your telegram of the 24th of January, intimating that
your Ministers are anxious for details of the objections of Her Majesty's Government,
as the matter will probably be discussed in Canada during the Session of the Dominion
Parliament.

4. As regards the objection to the second section of Clause 18, I need only refer
you to the despatch addressed to the Earl of Dufferin, by the Earl of Carnarvon, on the
5th of April, 1877, and to His Lordship's confidential despatch of the lst of June, 1877.

5. Her Majesty's Government attach more importance to the objection to sub-
section 3 of Section 16, which gives to the Minister of Justice, power to refuse to
make an order for the surrender of a fugitive from justice " for any other reason,"
than those set forth in the section. They agree-in the opinion given by the late law
officers of the Crown, referred to in the telegraphic communication to which I have
adverted above, as to the effect of the power conferred on the Minister of Justice by
this sub-section 3 of Section 16, and they would wish the Government of the Dominion
to consider this point further.

6. An abrogation of the very extensive power in question would, as I am advised,
remove the diffleulty which at present hinders the issue of the Order-in-Council for
suspending in Canada, the operations of the Imperial Extradition Act of 1870.

To TUE QUEEN's MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY:

Most Gracious Sovereign
We, Your Majesty's most dutiful and loyal subjects, the

Commons of Canada, in Parliament assembled, desire most earnestly, in our own
name, and on behalf of the people whom we represent, to renew the expression of oir
unswerving loyalty and devotion to Your Majesty's person and Government.

1. We have observed, may it please Your Majesty, with feelings of profound
regret and concern, the distress and discontent which have prevailed for some time
among Your Majesty's subjects in lreland.

2. We would respectfully represent to Your Majesty that Your Irish subjects in
the Doininion of Canada are among the most loyal, most prosperous, and most con-
tented of Your Majesty's subjects.

3. We would further respectfully represent to Your Majesty that the Dominion
of Canada, while offering the greatest advantages and attractions for those of our
fellow-subjects who may desire to make their homes amongst us, does not receive that
proportion of emigrants from Ireland which might reasonably be expected, and that
this is due, in a great measure, in the case of many of our Irish fellow-subjects who
have sought foreign homes, to their feelings of estrangement towards the Imperial
Government.

4. We would further most respectfully represent to Your Majesty, that in the
interests of this, Your loyal Dominion and of the entire Empire, it is extremely to be
desired that Your Majesty may not be deprived, in the development of Your
Majesty's possessions on this continent, -of the valuable aid of those ofYour Majesty's
Irish subjects who may feel disposed to leave their native land to seek more prosper-
ous homes.

5. We desire respectfully to suggest to Your Majesty, that Canada and its
inhabitants have prospered exceedingly under a Federal system, allowing to each
Province of the Dominion considerable powers of self-government, and would venture
to express a hope that if consistent with the integrity and well-being of the Empire,
and if the rights and status of the minority are fully protected aud secured, sure
means may be found of meeting the expressed desire of so many of Your Irish
subjects in that regard, so that Ireland may become a source of strength to Your
Majesty's Empire, and that Your Majesty's Irish subjects at home and abroad may
feel the same pride in the greatness of Your Majesty's Empire, the same veneration
for the justice of Your Majesty's rule, and the same devotion to, and affection for, our
common flag, as are now felt by all classes of Your Majesty's loyal subjects in this
Dominion.

6. We would further express a hope that the time has come when Your Majesty's
clemency may, without injury to the interests of the United Kingdom, be extended to
those persons who are now imprisoned in lreland charged with political offences
only, and the inestimable blessing of personal liberty restored to them.

We pray that the blessings of Your Majesty's Reign may, for Your people'$
sake, be long continued.

The Honorable Mr. Odell, fron the Joint Committee of the Sonate and House of
Commons, appointed to assist Ris lonor the Speaker in the direction of the Library
'of Parliament, presented their First Report.

Ordered, That it be received, and
The same was thon rend by the Clork, as follows:-
The Members, on behalf of The Sonate of the Joint Committee on the Library

-of Parliament, beg leave to present a First Report:-
Adverting to their recommendation made at the last Session of Parliament,

approving of the purchase, from Mr. Gerald B. Hart, of his valuablo and unique
Collection of coins and medals, illustrating the History of Canada, from the first
settlement of the country undee the French régime, to the present time, the Com-
rnittee desire to renew the expression of their opinion in favor of this purchase.
They understand that Mr. Hart, is still willing to dispose of the Collection for the
sum of' Two thousand five hundred dollars. But ho has since compilol a descriptiie
Catalogue of the pieces, whieh appears to be of much historical interest, independently
-of its special utility as explaining the worth of each individual coin and modal. For
this catalogue an additional sum of Five hundred dollars is asked. The Committee
-consider this to be a reasonable price, and they advise that if the Government ask
and obtain the consent of Parliament to the purchase of this Collection, and decide to
deposit it in the Library of Parliament, the Catalogue be printed for the information
-of-Members. Proper arrangements should also be made for the care, exhibition, and
aafe keeping of the Coins.

Sinco the removal of the Supreme Court from the Parliament House to a
eparate Building, much inconvenience has arisen -to the Judges and lawyers

*ttending the Court, on account of the inaccessibility of the Law Books which should
à*
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be on hand for consultation. With a view to avoid unnecessary expenditure in the
purchase of duplicate works, and at the same time to afford all possible facility for
reference to the Judges, the Committee have approved of the transfer of the series of
Law Reports (those of the English Courts up to the year 1865, and the American
Reports to the present time, with the continuations hereafter procured) from the
Parliament Library to the Court Building. These Books, however, still to remain
the property of the Library of Parliament, and to be in charge of a clerk detailed
from the Library for this service. It is also to be understood, that Members of
Parliament, Government Officers, and all other persons heretofore permitted to have
access to these Books, shall have equal liberty to consult them in the Court Building
as formerly. The Committee object to the removal from the Parliament Library of
any text-books or Colonial Reports. Such Books they consider should be purchased,
for the exclusive use of the Supreme Court.

In the apartment recently vacated by the Supreme Court, but now occupied as
a News Room for the House of Commons, the Committee observe that shelves have
been placed for the reception of Books. The Committee believo that the use of these
shelves by the Librarian would add very materially to the accommodation increas-
ingly required. But they agree with the Librarian in the opinion that before this
shelving could be safely utilized, it will be necessary that it should be covered in by
sliding glass doors, and should be placed under lock and key. When this has been,
done, large series of Books, not in frequent use, can be deposited in this apartment,
without risk, and with considerable advantage.

The Committee would advise that the transcripts of papers, and original historical,
documents concerning Canada, which have been, or may horeafter be collected under
the direction of the Bureau of Agriculture and Statistics, should be permanently
deposited in the Library of Parliament, which already contains much important
material, in manuscript, of a similar description. They also recommend that the-
drafts of the Constitutions granted to the British North American Colonies, recently
applied for by Address of the House of Commons, should be placed in the Canadian
department of the Library, when received from England.

The Committee observe, with surprise and regret, that thero has been much
irregularity in the return of Books, borrowed by persons during recess of Parliament,
upon Tickets obtained from The Speakers of either Hlouse. With a view to correct.
this reprehensible abuse, and to ensure punctuality in future on the part of those toi
whom this privilege may be accorded, they have authorized the Librarian to withhold
the further loan of Books to persons now in default, until all arrears have been made
good, and hereafter to enforce a stricter rule in this particular.

The Report of the Sub-Committee on the accounts of Expenditure of the Grant
for the augmentation of the Library, which ombodies suggestions for relieving the
Annual Grant of certain heavy items, that materially diuainish the sum available for
the purchaso of Books for general reading and reference, is herewith submitted.

LIBRARY OF PA RLIAMENT.

REPORT OF TUE sUB-COMMITTEE OF AUDIT.

The Sub-Committee appointed by the Joint Committee on the Library of Parlia.
mont for the Session of 1882, to audit and report upon the accounts connected with-
the Library of Parliameut for the past year, present the following Report:-

That they have inspected the various accounts submitted to them which have
been paid sinco the last audit numbered 809 to 899, both inclusive, together with a
draft in favor of E, G. Allen, for $1,038.75, and two in favor of Bossange, for $456.74
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-and $267.08 unnumbered, amounting in the whole to the sum of Four thousandthree
hundred and twenty-two dollars and eight cents (84,322.08), and have examined the
several receipts and vouchers for these payments which they find to correspond
therewith.

The Committee submit herewith, for the information of the Joint Committee, an
abstract shewing how the reduced grant of $3,500.00 for the fiscal year 1881-82, has
been expended, coupled with a statement of the existing liabilities reported to them
as incurred in the year 1881, including an additional liability incurred in anticipation

ýof the increased grant for 1882-83, as explained by the Librarian-amounting
together to the sum of Three thousand three hundred and fifty dollars, thirty four
cents (83,350.34), thus leaving only a balance of $3,649.60 for the support of the
Library during the remaining portion of the current year.

DEAR SIR,-I beg. to repeat in writing the substance of my statement to the
'Library Committee, at its firet meeting, this Session, in regard to the Library expen-
diture.

On 26th November, 1881, I applied to the Finance Minister,-in answer to his
circular for an esti mate of money required for the Library Department, as well for
the present as for the ensuing finarcial year-that the existing deficiencies in thl
Library made it highly desirable that we should receive " an immediate advance
43,000-and also, that for the ensuing fiscal year, a further sum of $10,000,
.granted for the purchase of books."

Some time after a Clerk from the Finance Office brought me (by order) a prook
sheet of the Estimates, which included the items above-mentioned.

But shortly before the House met, I learnt with surprise and chagrin, that, on
finally revising the Estimates, the Government had concluded to give us nothing
but the ordinary grant, for next fiscal year !

Meanwhile, I had sent home some orders and had arranged for a supply of new,
important, and desirable books, to be sent on once a month during the sitting of
Parliament.

I did not countermand my orders, because I folt that even if our means were of
the smallest, it would be best to expend the greater portion of the annual grant,
whilst Parliament was in Session, and so give Members the advantago of our additions,
rather than spread over our purchases to months when the Parliament was not in
-Session.

I have had the satisfaction of knowing that this plan has met with the practical
approval of Members, for an addition to various works indispensable for reference
which have been bought, the selections in generai literature have proved very accep-
table, and have been, for the most part, quickly taken up by Members on the look out
for new and interesting publications.

I hope, after this, that our grant may be adequate to sustain the credit of the
Library, and to gratify the taste of our readers.

SUPPLEMENTARY REPORT.

The Sub-Committee for Audit furtherreport the following additional information
in regard to certain details of expenditure, viz:-

An abstract shewing the expenditure for French and English books respectively
from the audit in 1881, to the end of the fiscal year 1881, together with an abstract
of the additional amount spent for the same service from 1st July, 1881, to the opening
of the Session, February 9th, 1882. And in view of a desire expressed by severai
members of the Joint Committee at their last meeting, for information relative to the
amount of the average expenditure for Law Books, Newspapers and Literary Jour-
nals, including binding as well as incidental expenses for Binding books and neces-
sary repairs thereto-have had an abstract prepared containing the information
sought for distinguishing Law Reports from Text Books, accompanied by a detailed
list of the the Newspapers and Literary Journals, shewing the amount of sub-
scription therefor p aid out of the Li brary grant and cost of binding, together with a
separate memorandum of the total expenditure for binding and repairs to books-
indicating au average expenditure for this service of $1,000.

The Sub-Committee would, in this connection, suggest to the Joint Committee
to consider how far it may be practicable to obtain a special grant for Law Books
(or at any rate for such as it is proposed to transier to the Supreme Court) and
whether an arrangement cannot be made whereby the cost for binding Books, Newsi
papers, Literary Journals, &c., and for general repairs (fairly comprised under the
head of Contingencies) would be provided fbr by an addition to the grant under that
head; thus leaving the separate annual grant for the Library intact and available
for the purchase of Books irrespective of such contingencies.

"In the name of the Commons, I present to Your Excellency a Bill intituled
"'An Act for granting to fier M ajesty certain suns of money required for

defraying certain expenses of the Public Service, for the financial years ending
respectively the 30th June, 1882, and the 30th June, 1883, and for other purposes
relating to the Public Service,' to which I humbly request Your Excellency's Assent."

To this Bill the Clerk of this House, by Ris Excellency's command, did there-
upon say:-

" In Her Majesty's name, Ris Excellency the Governor General thanks Her
Loyal subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill."

His Excellency the Governor General, was then pleased to deliver the following

Ronourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I desire to convey to you my best thanks for the earnestness and assiduity
which you have shewn in the pei formance of your Parliamentary duties, and I am
glad to believe that on returning to your homes you will find the country everywhere
enjoying a large measure of prosperity.

The Civil Service Act will, I trust, be productive of the best results. It will
improve the organization and add to the usefulnoss of that service, already so
efcient t.
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The measures relating to the extradition of fugitive offenders, to the winding up
of Insolvent Banks, Insurance Companies and Trading Corporations, and for amending
the Criminal Law, are all of an important nature.

The appropriation in aid of Railway enterprise will tend greatly to open up
vast tracts of fertile country hithorto almost inaccessible to the settler.

The annual grant for the encouragement of the sea fisheries and the improve-
ment of the condition of the fishermen will be of great value to that important branch
of the national industries.

The removal of the duties on tea and coffee will lessen the cost of those important
articles of food to the people, and the repeal of the Stamp tax on Bills of Exchange
and Promissory Notes will be appreciated by the commercial community as a relief
from an irksome burden, while the transmission of newspapers and periodicals free
from postage will be accepted as a boon by the whole country.

Our manufacturers already in a prosperous condition will be further aided by
the abolition of the duties on metals and other raw materials used in their several
productions.

It is satisfactory to know that the buoyant state of the revenue will permit
these reductions, amounting to about a milliop and a quarter of dollars, to be made
without inconvenience.

During the recess my Ministers wUil continue their efforts to secure favourable
commercial arrangements with France and pain. In these endeavours the High
Commissioner will receive the same hearty support from Her Majesty's Government
and the Imperial Diplomacy as bas already been given to bim.

Such support must greatly strengthen Canada in any negociations entered into
for the improvement of her trade with Foreign Countries.

It bas been the more readily accorded, that Her Majesty's Government rely on
no preference being given by Canada against the Trade or Products of the Mother
Country.

Gentlemen of the Bouse of Commons:

I thank you in Her Majesty's name for the supplies you have granted, which
will be expended with all due attention to eeonomy.

Ronourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I heartily congratulate you on the rapid and successful developement of our
manufacturing, agricultural and other industries.

I am, however, advised that their progress would have been still greater were it
not that capitalists hesitate to embark their means in undertakings which would be
injured, if not destroyed, by a change in the Trade and Fiscal Policy adopted by you
in 1879. In order therefore to give the people, without further delay, aun opportunity
of expressing their deliberate opinion on this policy, and at the same time to bring
into operation the measure for the readjustment of the representation in the House
of Commons it is my intention to cause this Parliament to be dissolved at an early
day.
