The oblication to keep pace with the world about us is not 
necessarily best discharged by the multiplication or invention of 
new courses; for a better way may well be in changes of emphasis.

Certain it is that the growing complexity of modern life has 
produced increasing need for well-trained men of law and this 
should be a source of encouragement for all who are now in this 
Faculty.
