CONSTITUTION OF SUBORDINATE COURTS-

ARTICLE 1.

Sec. 1.—a Court shall, at its institution, consist of
at least fifteen members, holding a legal and unre-
claimed Charter, granted or sanctioned by the R. W.
H. C. of the Canadian Order of Foresters of Canada."
It cannot voluntarily surrender its Charter or dissolve
so long as five members in good standing object
thereto. Should the membei-ship of a Court be less
than five they shall surrender their Charter and
aflihate with the R. W. H. C. or the nearest Subordin-
ate Court.

ARTICLE IL

MEMBERSHIP.
Sec. L—a candidate for initiation shall have attain-

ed tlie age of eighteen years, and shall not have passed
his forty-fifth birthday-anniversary, be of sound health,
of good moral character, sober, and believe in the
existence of a Supreme Being, the Creator and Pre-
server of the universe. Any person desiring to unite
with this Order must apply to the nearest Court to
which he r.3sides, except in cities, towns or villages in
which there is more than one Court, in which case hemay apply to any Court in such city, town or villatre
provided that he shall have resided within the jurisdic-
tion of such a Court for the term of six months previous
to the date of his application. Provided further that
any person may apply to the Court to which it would
be most convenient for him, with the consent of the
Court within whose jurisdiction he resides.

Sec 2.—The name of the person oflfered for mem-
bership, with his age, residence, and occupation, must

This section shall
not apply to an applicant for admission by card or by
re-instatement, who may be proposed at any time after
rejection.
