Rule for Kirownio a Home's Aoe.—A foal of six months old has six 
grinders in each jaw, three inside, and also six nippers or front teeth, with 
a cavity in each. At one year old, the cavities in the front teeth begin to de­
crease, and he has four grinders on each side, one of the permanent and the 
remainder of the milk set. At two years old, he loses the first milk grinders 
above and below, and the front teeth have their cavities filled up just as horses 
of eight years old. At three years old, or two and a half, ho casts his two front 
nippers, and in a short time after the two next fall. At four years old the 
grinders are six on each side (permanent set), and at about four and a half his 
nippers are permanent by the replacing of the remaining two comer teeth, 
rhloh have dropped ; the tushes then appear, and he is no longer a colt. At 
five years old, a horse has his tushes, and there is a black-colored cavity in the 
centre of all hie lower nippers. The corner ones are thinner. At six years old 
this black cavity is obliterated in the two front lower nippers. At seven, the 
cavities of the next two are filled up, and the tushes blunted : and at eight that 
of two of the corner teeth. The horse is now said to be aged. The cavities in 
the nippers of the upper jaw are not obliterated till the horse is about ten years 
old, after which time the tushes become round, and the nippe
change their surface.

In all ca«ee be auro that the article» to be dyed are perfectly free from grease or »oep, aa 
the preeence of the unalleet portion of either will seriously affect the color.

Particular attention I» Invited to the 11 Extract of Logwood," aa being »o much anperlor to 
the wood tor producing a beautlfbl black ; also to the “ Madder" and “ Madder Compound," 
for giving a pure red, which never change» by the action of the sun.

Black os Wool, Bilk, on Cottok.—For every pound of doth It will require one ounce 
of Extract of Logwood and half an ounce of Blue Vitriol Prepare an Iron kettle with a 
sufficient quantity of water to admit the yarn or cloth to be worked In the dye without be­
ing crowded ; bring the water to a acalding heat, then put In the yam or doth a few min­
ute» ; when It I» thoroughly wet take It out and drain it In the next place add the blue 
vitriol, and, when dissolved and the water skimmed efolly, put In the material to be col­
ored, and let It remain half an hour at a scalding heat, airing it occasionally ; then take It 
out and rinse It In soft water. The vitriol water may now be emptied Into a separate vessel, 
and the extract of logwood, dissolved In a sufficient quantity of water, brought to a acalding 
heat and skimmed ; put In the doth, keeping the dye at the same temperature, and let It 
remain half an hour, airing it frequently ; then take It out and drain It Add the vitriol water 
to the dye, and put It in again, and let It remain fifteen minutes, airing as before. Cleanse 
it we!

Madder Red.—Take one pound of Madder for every two pounds of yam or doth ; soak 
the madder In a brass or copper kettle one night in warm water, enough to cover the yarn 
you wish to color. Next morning put In two ounces of madder compound for every pound 
of madder you have soaked ; then wet your yarn or cloth In dean water and wring ft out ; 
afterwards put It in the dye. Now put the kettle on the Are, and bring It slowly to a scald­
ing heat, which will take about hair an hour ; keep it at this heat about half an hour If a 
light red Is wanted, and longer If a dark one, the color depending upon the time It remains 
In the dye, When the color is made, rinse the doth immediately In cold water, and it will 
then be finished.

Scarlet Red.—Take soft water sufficient to cover the yarn or cloth you wish to color, 
bring It to a boiling heat In a copper or brass kettle, then add one ounce and a half of Cream 
of Tartar for every pound of doth ; now boll a minute or two, and then add two ounces of 
Powdered Lac and three ounoee of Madder Compound (the lac and compound must be pre­
viously mixed in a glass or earthen bowl); boil five minutée Now wet the yam In warm 
water and wring it out, and put It In the dye; boll the whole nearly an hour; take the 
doth or yam out, and rinse It in clean cold water.

Blue.—For each pound of wool or doth take two and a-half ounces of Alum, and one 

ounce and a-half of Cream of Tartar. Bdl these together In a brass or copper kettle for 
about an hour ; now take sufficient warm water to cover the cloth or wool and color It to 
the shade you wish with the liquid blue ; put the whole Into the copper pot and boll a short 
time, taking care to keep it stirred ; remove the doth and rinse It In dear cold water, and 
hang It up to dry.

WARRANTED GOOD COLORS.

Brown.—For each pound of wool take a quarter pound Alum and two ounces Cream 
Tartar, and boll for half an hour. Take a half pound Bed Powder, quarter pound Fustlo, and 
two ouneee Logwood. Soak these a night In eufflolent warm water to cover the wool Take 
the wool out or the alum-water, and boll with the woods for about half an hour. If a dark 
brown Is wanted, add about a tablespoonful of Copperas.

Yellow.—One pound wool or dole, three quarters of a pound Fustic, quarter pound
