As the Board had given an express and written pledge to
Rev. R. E. Burpe, before he went to India, that in the event
of his leaving a widow and orphans, they should be |»|'u\'ii-ii
for agreeably to the usages of the American Baptist Mission
ary Union, in accordance with a Resolution passed at the last
meeting of Convention, your Secretary has ascertained, by
correspondence, ** the usages” of the Union with reference to
the ailowance made to the widow and children of their de
ceased missionaries when returned.

The Rule communicated by Rev. Dr. Warren, the Corres
ponding Secretary, (which it i3 not necessaiy to copy in full)
says, * A suitable allowance shall be made for their persons
support, . . . A widow without children is allowed $150.
Dr. Warren remarks, that as * the allowance for all childreo

entitled to $395.43 per annum.” But he states that the Ex-
ecutive Committee has power to reduce from the mazimun
at their discretion.”

Not being able to mect you in person, 1 deem it my duty to
place before you some information respecting the financial
position of the Institution you are chosen to watch over. In
assuming the cffice of Treasurer to your body in August last
it was with a sincere desire of aiding the finances of the Col-
lege, by arranging the accounts, and collecting as much of the
outstanding Interest and Principal as could be possibly gather-
ed together, the former to meet Current Expenses cf the lusti-
tution, the latter for investment in respectable sized sums to be
a foundation for permanen' support. The duty Fas been much
more arduous than I anticipated, as working without a collect.
g agent in the .id, it devclved upon your treasurer to act
in various car zuities and not only to take care of funds paid
in, attend to the collection of rents, repiirs of buildings and
a geeeral supervision of the Property ot Woliville, but
finding several handred Notes-of-hand scattered over three
Provinces it took much time and labour to classify and ar
range them, and a large ar ount of corresponden-e in trying fo
collect, where it was practicable, and where not, to ascertain the
character of the same. In this latter pursuit 1 have written no
less than 450 letters, besides preparing and forwarding 1“':
Circulars to our Churches, many of which were accompanicd
with letters personally written, The result of my year’s I:xhql!r
will be partially scen by the accounts accompanying this
report ; during the last twelve months, from the sums gathered
in, £1000 have been invested in thr:e .\Iﬂl'tg:lgt's, the interest ol
which is payable half yearly. In investing 1 am aided by ot
of the best business men at your Board, and we make 113
practice to have some legal practitioner search titles and pre
pare the papers, and ascertain other particulars in reference t0
safe and profitable security.

[ have been able to pay all the current expenscs of the
year; your Board will therefore be able to meet the Conver
tion free of debt. But to do this 1 have had to use aboul

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GONSTITUTION OF THE BAPTIST CONVENTION

OF

Nova Scoria, New Bruxswick, & P. E. IsLaxp.

. That the Convention be called “ The Baptist Conven'ion o
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island,” and
shall consist of the Members and Delegates hereinafter specified.

II. That the objects of the Convention shall be to maintain the
following Institutions, namely, Acadia College, and Foreign Mis
sions ; and 1o advance the interests of the Baptist denomination
generally, by devising and cairying out, as far as possible, such
means as inay by the Divine blessing, tend to promote its walfare.

It 1s earnestly recommended that at the Annual meetings of
the Associatic ns, brethren be appointed to furnish reports to the
Convention on the State of Religion and the progress of the cause
of God, within the limits of those Associations, respectively.

I1I. That the business of the Convention shall be conducted by
a President, one or more Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, two Sec
retaries, (one residing in Nova Scotia, and the other in New
Brunswick), and a Board of Directors, consis ing of twentv-five
members, all of whom shall be members of Baptist Churches, io
good standing, (in addition to Lite Directors) to be chosen annw
ally by the Convention. The Board to have the power to fiil up
any vacancies that may occur previous to the next meeting of the
Convention.

[V. That every member ot a Baptist Church, in good standing
who shall pay annually ten shillings or upwards, towards any (
the objecte embraced in the Union Societies, or into the funds d
the Convention, and also every ordained Baptist minister in the
three Provinces, in good standing, shall be a member of’ the Con
vention ; any person paying five pounds, or upwards, shall be
life member ; and the payment of twenty pounds, or upwards,
one time, shall constitute a Life Dircctor. Every Church cco
nected with an Association, and contributing ten shillings towar

any of the objects embraced in the Union Societies, shall lwl
member of this Convention, and ba at liberty to send one Dele
gate to represent such Church, and if five pounds are collected
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wo Delegates. Every local Union Society coliecting annually
five pmmcl-z or npwards, shall be a member of this Convention,
nd shall be at liberty to send two Delegates to represent them
therein, and one Delegate for every additional five pounds col-

oted : 80 as no Chure h or Union Soc lety be at liberty to send

more than five Delegates ; and that each Association connected

with the Convention be allowed to send five Delegates. The
Missionary and Kducational Board shall also be at liberty to send
ne Delegace each.
