At a conference recently held
at Washington between pos-
tal representatives of the
United States and Canada, the
postage on newspapers pas-
8ing from Canada to the Sta-
tes was not only increased to
sixteen times the former rate,
but it was decided to make
Oanadian publishers afix
stamps to the papers instead
of paying on bulk weight as
formerly. This necessitates
an increase in the subscription
price of THE TRUE WITNESS
to subscribers in the United
states to 81.50 instead of $1.00
per year, as at present.

THE CATHOLIC PRESS.

The Catholic Citizen compiles a
table showing the status of the Ca-
tholic press of the United Staltes.
The figures show a total of 288
Catholic publications in the United
States, of which 200 are in English
and 88 in foreign tongues.

Of the 88 publications in foreign
tongues, 45 are in German, 15 in
French, 12 ir Polish, amd 24 in
other languages, including Bohemian,
Slovenie, Dutch, Ttalian, Spanish and
Indian. At least a third of the
publications in foreign tongues (a
dozen of which are dafilies, although
here classified as weeklies ), are na-
tional rather tham strictly Catholic
papers. Amomng the strictly Catho-
lic papers are a dozen influential
Germen Catholic weeklies,

tor Coffey addressed the gathering.
The Postmaster General spoke of the
pleasure it gave him, as an old stu-
dent of Ottawe University, to  re-
turn for such am occasion as the
commencement exercises. He con-
gretulated the officers of the univer-
sity upon the splendid progress that
bad been made, and referred to their
excellent worlkd in the past. Hon. Mr.
Lemieux told some interesting re-
miniscences of the old days and old
associatiors. His speech was a very
happy one, and was frequently ap-
plauded. He spoke in French and
English.

Sercator Coffey also congratulated
the university officers upon the pre-
sent high efficiency of the college. He
spoke of the work of the Oblate or-
der in Ottawa, referring to Bishop
Guiges, the first Bishop of Ottawe
diocese, who weas an Oblate father,
as was also Father Tabaret, the
first rector of the university. He
spoke of the difficulties the Ob-
lates had met in their work - and
noted with satisfaction that the re-
sults had beem so great and en-
couraging.

Two musical selections were ren-
dered by the University Choral So-
ciety, under Father Lajeunesse, the
Soldier's Chorus from Gounod’s
“Faust,” and ‘O Canada’” by La-
vallee.

In his address the reverend rector,
Father Murphy, made the amnounce-
mert that the university will select
a candidate for the Rhodes scholar-
ship, every student entering next
fall from the second to the seventh
form being eligible to compete. The
Rev. Father Rector’s address was as
follows:

T desire to thamk the authorities of
St. Patrick’s Association for allgw-
ing us the use of their splendid hall.
The kindly manmer in which the fa-
vor was done is even more appreci-
ated than the favor itself, for the
kind word is always better than the
gift. This is, I think, the first
time that the Commencement exer-
cises are held outside our own
buildings. It is certainly the first
time in more tham twenty years.
The great destroyer, fire, drove us
first from our commodious academic
ball, end lately mom the assembly
ball connected with the Sacred
Heart Church. Our visitations by
fire of late years explain, and, I
hope, our Cc it
exercises beirg outwardly less aca-
demic and less elaborate than we
would like to make them, For in-
stance, the fires have taken from us
the dozens of academic robes that
used Yo be eam interesting and  in-
spiring feature of these exercises.

And yet, through the fires,
vantages have come. That of last
week illustrated the advantage of
having e fire proof building like
the new Arts building, constructed
since the fire of 1908, Of course

saw it comstructed, feel that
building will never rapidly and to-
tally become the prey of flames.
Terra. Cotta floors and lathing com-
bine with the stone and iromn of the
framework, to greatly reduce, if not
to preclude thie possibility of fire
spreading rapidly and of burning
material falling from ome story to
another. The science Building was
congtructed in the Mght of experience
furnished by a big fire in the
Eastern wing .of the old College
Building in 1898, and very Ilititle
wood was used.

St. Framcis of Assisi used to speak
very affectionately of fire. He was
accustomed to call it ‘‘Brother Fire.”’
The advamtages of security, of a
plentiful supply of natural light and
pure air, and convemiences and com-
forts to be found in our mew build-
ings will perhaps move students to
have, like St. Francis, g certain fra-
ternal regard for fire. The authori-
ties of the institution, however,
those at least who have had to
handle the financial legacy and other
odds and ends that Brother Fire has
left them, hardly wish to have an-
other visit from him, or to see him
erfolding any more of their belong-
ings to his warm embrace.

It is not to be inferred, however,
that the legacy mentioned is so cum-
bersome that it cannot be handled.
Omn the contrary, it has now been
got pretty well in hand, and we are
beginning to look toward new work
of comstruction.

Regarding new work of construc-
tion, I suppose that no ome expects
a definite announcement jus§ now,
least of all my colleagues in coun-
cil, but I am not going too far in
saying that signs are hopeful, that
I fully expect that something in the
way of comstruction on the College
premises will be undertaken before
next falb. ;
Turning to the future: the Umniver-
sity Calendar will be sent out be-
fore the end of the month; it will
contain a couple of announcements
to which I would wish to draw at-
tention. The first comsists of fair-
ly definite information regarding the
manrer of taking advemtage of the
extra-mural course infitiated a couple
of years or so ago. We have had
mary enguiries lately about this
course, and in enabling deserving
persons to obtain some of the ad-
vantages of College training, with-
out constant attendamce, we are
following the lead of older sister

tinstitutions.

The second ammouncement in this
year’s Calendar refers to our Rhodes
Scholarship. The year is approach-
ing when the, University of Ottawa
will select a candidate under the
Rhodes bequest. 'This scholarship
at Oxford is tenable for three yeans
and is of the value of three hundred
pounds per amnum. In the choice
of the Rhodes scholar, not only aca~-
demic attainments, but general in-
tellectual and physical development
and personal worth amd character
are to be comsidered. Every ’stu-
dent registering next September  in
any class from the Secord Form to,
I believe, the Seventh, inclusive,
will have a chance of winming  the
Rhodes  Scholarship, provided that
in October 1st, 1911, he shall have
passed his nineteenth but mot his
twenty-fifth birthday.

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Synopsis of Canadian North-West

NY even numbered section of

Dominion Lands in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, except-
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be
homesteaded by any person who is
the sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years of age, to the
extent of one-quarter section of 160
acres, more or less.

Entry must be made persomally at
the local land office for the district
in which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to per
form the conditions commected there-
with under ome of the following
plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, it
the father is deceased) of the home-
steader resides upon a farm in the
vicinity of the land entered for, the
Wements as to residence may be
s'utls‘ﬂgd by such person residing
with tha father or mother.

(8) If the settler has his perma-
nent residence upon farming land
owned by him in the vicinfty of his
homestead, the requirements as to
residence may be satisfied by resi-
dence upon said land.

Six months’ notice in  writing
should be given the Commissioner of
Dominion Lands at Ottawa of in-
tention to apply for patent.
