For 
this great and merciful visitation numbers will 
praise God to all eternity. It has been my priv­
ilege to witness the happy deaths of many who 
were brought to the knowledge of the truth at 
this time. At Ponsanooth we partook largely of 
the general good. The society which, twenty- 
five years before, consisted of one small and fee­
ble class, now became a society of two hundred 
members, divided into eleven classes. Three of 
these came under my care, and one of them was 
committed to my younger son, who had for some 
time before acted as a local preacher.”—A*. *)'.

Carvosso—A True Life.
William Carvosso was one of the most useful 

men, not only of Cornwall, but of the whole 
Wesleyan connection. During sixty years, he 
w as a successful class-leader, and his name is 
familiar in our day throughout the Methodist 
world. A diligent student of the Bible, he found 
in his own profound Christian experience its 
own commentary. Few men have better com­
prehended the distinctive doctrine of Christian­
ity respecting saving Faith. It was his constant 
theme, and he had a singularly happy manner of 
simplifying it to dull or darkened minds. Hun­
dreds of anxious inquirers caught from his brief, 
simple utterances, in conversation or the class 
meeting, its mighty significance, and emerged 
from despondence or trembling weakness into 
joyful confidence and strength. The scriptural 
doctrine of sanctification, a« taught by (lie Meth­
odists—sanctification, like justification, by faith 
was also a favourite topic with him ; and his 
word was with power, because he not only knew 
the doctrine, but exemplified it, for threescore 
years, in a life of unblemished purity and charity.

He was born of poor parents, in 1750, in an 
humble village of Cornwall, called Mousehole.

The Corban.
The most general and comprehensive term 

used in the Old Testament for sacrifice is < ’orttan, 
which means strictly “ offering." It has the 
same force as the German word 0)>fer, and our 
offering, both of which are derived from the Lat­
in offerre. The verb from which Corhan is de­
rived, signifies “ to present a gift,” and is used 
of gifts which are not brought to God. How 
very general the idea of Corban is, may be un­
derstood from the fact that it is used not only of 
sacrifices proper, but of the sacred treasure 
which was formed by the voluntary gifts of the 
children of Israel.

The Unfolding of Principle.
There are some subjects closely related to 

those treated by the Gospel, which it has not 
even mentioned, as suicide, slavery, etc. These 
last, so far from deserving to be excluded from 
preaching, are sometimes among the most inter­
esting and evangelical subjects. The silence of 
the gospel on these [mints has been complained 
of, but we ought rather to be pleased that it has 
not said everything.

swearing—gambling youth, wields an equally 
great power for evil. Such an one may indeed 
be turned away from his evil ways and made a 
miracle of Divine grace, as was the case with 
John Bunysn and others i but he himself will 
never cease to regret that the first fruits of his 
life were not dedicated to the Lord's service, and 
never cease to feel the scars of the wounds he in­
flicted upon himself, while in the service of 
SataiL

London Association of Congregational 
Churches.—A very numerously attended meet­
ing of ministers end deacons of London Inde­
pendent Churches was held recently at the Con­
gregational Library, to consider the details of the 
plan upon which to work the association, the 
formation of which had been resolved upon 
at the meeting held three weeks since.— 
Edward Swaine. Esq., presided, and the com­
pany perhaps numbered altogether some two 
hundred persons. The discussion waa desultory 
and lengthened. The following rules were 
among those agreed upon, and will serve to 
show the form which the proposed association 
will probably take : That, the great object» of 
the union shall be the evangelisation of London, 
the promotion of fraternal fellowship among the 
associated Churches, the calling forth of their 
separate and united effort» for the diffusion of 
Christian truth, and the establishment of public 
worship in connection with Congregational prin­
ciples among the neglected portions of the popu. 
latioik That the means to be adopted for the 
furtherance of these objects as a London Home 
Mission, be—1. The origination or extension of 
domestic visitation, and meeting, for Scripture 
reading and prayer. 2. The establishment of 
preaching stations and Sunday-schools. 3. The 
encouragment of preaching in the open air and 
elsewhere by ministerial and lay agency. 4. The 
formation of Churches only where there is a 
probability of their becoming self-supporting 
5. Grants of pecuniary aid, with a view to 
originate or extend the aggressive efforts of 
Churches which are zealously engaging in dif­
fusing the Gospel in their own localities. That 
» meeting of ministers, delegate#, and nbaon*

in Florence, according to the President’s sug­
gestion, as a day of humiliation and prayer.— 
Divine service was performed by the Rev. I)r. 
Lyman, of the Episcopal Church of Pensyl- 
vania, who is just now officiating among our 
countrymen in Florence. The reports of the 
disorders at home have, of course, produced all 
their natural effects in every American heart 
abroad. Yet we cherish the fond hope that they 
will be yet overruled for good, though sadness 
does rule the hour. No language can describe 
the disastrous effects of such a spectacle in Italy 
—just now threatened with the direst calamities 
through civil discords. We look with serious 
apprehensions to the popular election» on the 
27th insL for a new Parliament. There is fierce 
opposition to the Cavonr administration by the 
partisans of Garibaldi, who act in concert at 
once with those of Marzini, of the Pope, and 
the old absolutist».

Great Britain.—The fruits of the great re­
vival in Ireland are numerous and abiding. The 
best Irish journals, secular and religious, con­
tain from time to time striking illustrations of 
its happy effects upon the manners and moral, 
of the masses of the people in the district, 
where the blessed work has been felt. Even the 
Dublin University Magazine has spoken well of 
it* elevating and reforming influences. In Dub­
lin the meetings in the Metroi>olitan Hull and 
elsewhere arc crowded and interesting. The 
good work advances in Scotland, especially in 
Edinburgh, and acme of the other cities and 
large towns. Preaching in the open air has 
been maintained when the weather has [lennll- 
ted. In Wales the revival continues, and most 
blessed are the results. The Churches of all 
the denominations have l»een wonderfully in­
creased and strengthened. Many thousands of 
souls, it i, believed, have been brought to the 
knowledge of Christ in that old Celtic princi­
pality during the last year. In England there 
is much to encourage. The city of London i» 
the scene of great activity on the part of Chris­
tians. Meetings for the benefit of various clast-» 
of society, for whose salvation but little had been 
done by organized effort, such as fallen women, 
cabmen, omnibus-drivers, chimney-sweepers, 
and shoe-blacks, have been established with 
much success. These meetings are conducted 
by some of the best ministers and laymen in 
that great city. Richard Weaver, once a noted 
pugilist, and other reformed men of a certain 
power of address, are heard by thousands in 
the markets and other public places, and some­
times in the theaters, several of which have 
been hired for the purpose.

France.—In addition to what we have said 
elsewhere about this country, we may state that 
a great animosity has grown up among the hier­
archy of the Romish Church again«t the em­
peror. Archbishop Bonald, of Lyons, who is a 
Cardinal, and has the title of “ Primate of the 
Gauls," is the leader of this crusade. In the 
Beeue des Deux Mondes, the chief literary review 
of France, appear occaaionally articles highly 
favorable to Protestantism. In the mean while 
the separation of the truth from the prror in the 
national Churches of France (the Reformed and 
the Luther, n) is becoming more defined and 
clean Pastor Puax, we arc happy to say, con­
tinues his masterly controversies with the parti­
sans of Rome. He and Pastor Roussel arc the 
best Protestant controversialist, of France.

Switzerland.—The interests of true reli­
gion are advancing in Switzerland, although the 
great political excitement which ha, for mouth, 
existed there, in relation to the encroachment.

They even now threaten to join the Ro­
man Catholic Church. In that case they would 
be very much in the condition of the “ United 
Greek Church " of Hungary, Russia, etc. That 
is, retaining their own ritual, the marriage of 
the priests, the Lords Supper in both kinds, etc.

The Week of Prayer.
The season of united prayer, recon.. ,ended by 

the Evangelical Alliance for the aeeond week in 
January-, has been observed very generally in 
Paris, and with signal marks of the Divine bless­
ing. During the week there have been meetings 
for pray er every night in one or more of the 
French churches, including not only the Inde­
pendent churches, but both branches of the Es­
tablished Church. All the English-speaking 
evangelical churches, with the exception of those 
who hold to the hierarrhial theory of the organiz­
ation of the Church, have joined heartily in the 
exercises. On Monday night the meeting was 
held in the Wesleyan Chapel, Rue Royale, and 
waa very well attended. On Tuesday night there 
waa a reunion of pastors of all denominations at 
the house of the Rev. William Monod, for prayer 
and consultation. The gathering was at once a 
type of the spirit of the Evangelical Alliance, 
and one of the moat signal proofs that could pos­
sibly be given of the successful diffusion of the 
idea of the Alliance. Every religious body in 
France, 1 think, was represented, with the ex­
ception of the Baptists, and tlieir representative 
wa, absent, not designedly, but from causes be­
yond his control. Ministers of the Refifemed 
and Lutheran Churches, paid by the State, met 
with tlieir Independent brethren, who entirely re­
ject the union of Church and State, on terms of 
affectionate kindness. The French Calvinist and 
the French Wesleyan shook hands and prayer! 
together. The Presbyter of the Episcopal 
Church of England knelt beside hi» brother of 
the Methodist Episcopal Church from the United 
States. The Presbyterian and the Congregation- 
alist forgot their difference on questions of 
Church polity as they joined in prayer to their 
common Father in the name of their common 
Redeemer.

The meeting on Wednesday night was held in 
the American Chapel. It was a novel and strik­
ing thing to see the chancel of the church nearly- 
filled with ministers of different denominations. 
After an appropriate anthem by the choir, the 
35th Psalm was read, and the hymn commenc­
ing

“ O’er mountain tops the mount of Ood,
In latter days shall rise,"

was sung with great effect by the choir and con­
gregation. A statement of the present condition

Already , even in Tuscans, Naples, and other 
parts of the Italian peninsula, large number» 
have been sold in both the ways mentioned.

A policeman, coming up to the man, who had 
charge of the stall, said : ‘ If this had been 
placed here e few years ago, it would have been 
kicked about all over the market-piece :’ but now 
no rude speeches were heard, no opposition wae 
manifested by any, not even by the poor eong- 
■inger, who eung for hours, but could -hardly 
dispose of song. On the contrary, many vert 
the exclamations of approval from the people of 
all classe». • Buy my cakes! ’ exclaimed a man 
at the next stall, to a countryman, as be passed i 
> No ! ’ wae the gruff reply. ’ Buy a Bible 
cried die active salesman, who stood next i ’ Ah ! 
that’s worth having,’ said the other -, and the 
man paid down tenpenoe and carried away hia 
Bible ! A Roman Catholic gentleman, an M i1., 
came up, and looking earnestly at the book for 
a minute or two, laid : ’ Y'ou don’t sell any, I 
suppose—the idea ! the Bible, and Testaments 
inafeir!” On being told by the stall-keeper 
that he had sold three dozen that day, he waa 
much surprised, and replied i 1 then the fair’e 
going down ? ’ and when a shilling Bible wae 
shown to him, he admitted that it wa, wonder- 
folly clieap. ‘ A Bible for eight pence, ma'am,’ 
cried die seller, to a woman as she passed ; she 
looked, end walked on, but returning in a mi­
nute or two, she purchased a copy for half-a- 
crown. A farmer, evideutly much «truck with 
the novelty of the sight, stood gating for awhile 
in mute wonder, then, after sundry questions, 
took first one Bible and one Testament i but, 
soon coining bark again, lie I anight two Bibles 
and three Testaments more. A mother and her 
little girl were also attracted by the sight of the 
books, when the Utter we, very anxious to hate 
a fourpenny Testament. ' XX ell,' said the mo­
ther, * if you spend it hen-, you’ll bate no môney 
to spend at the fair. The little girl, notwith­
standing, pressed lier request i the mother con­
sented i and, gladly sacrificing the cakes, the 
girl paid her fourpence and carried away the 
Testament in triumph. Many other interesting 
cases might be mentioned ; but the above ere 
sufficient to show that the experiment was suc­
cessful, and that the hooka proffered for sale 
were generally acceptable to the public. The 
stall wav act out only for three dayv, but, during 
that time, one hundred and twelve Bibles and 
Testaments were disposed of. Many more Tes­
tament» might have been sold, but unfortunately 
the stock at the depot wae exhausted."

The truth ie that there is far 
more sympathy of sentiment and feeling between 
the Orthodox party in the State Church, and 
their Evangelical brethren of the Free and Wes­
leyan Churches, than between the former and the 
rationalistic pastors within their own pale. The 
strife now going on between evangelical religion 
and rationalism in the State Church tends to 
unite all Orthodox believers, of whatever name, 
more closely together than they have been for 
many years pa*L 1 have given you a more de­
tailed account of these service, than I should 
otherwise have done, for the reason that they 
constitute a new feature of Protestantism 
Paris. It ia a common thing in America to ace 
cherches open night after night and thronged with 
eager and hearty worshippers ; but it i, a com­
parative novelty here.

It might be desirable to found an 
immense library, illustrative of the science and 
and literature of all times and of all dimes, rich 
in undecipherable manuscripts and marvellous 
typography. But what is needful ia a sufficient 
number of hooka, treating in their totality ex­
haustively upon all the branches of proper Col­
legiate study—procurable for a modest sum, and 
which may be steadily increased from year to 
year. It might be desirable that vast collection» 
of objects in all departments of Natural Science 
should be accumulated at Sack ville ; that mag­
nificent and costly Chemical, Philosophical and 
Astronomical apparatus^yhould be procured ; and 
that a lofty, doud-piercing observatory should 
be reared, whence young Newtons end Her- 
•cbels might watch the unrolling of the Celes­
tial mysteries. But what ia needful to begin 
with ia, a sufficient number of natural object», 
and a sufficiently extensive apparatus to illus­
trate the leading prinripiea of the several de­
partments of Natural Science ; an introduction 
to which ia all that can be attempted in a Col­
lege course, without substituting eertain easy 
flash studies, included in the inductive Science» 
which are feeble developers of mind, for the 
difficult, deductive sciences which are mind edu­
cator» of the highest class. It might be desir­
able that there should be rich endowments by 
which world-renowned men of learning might 
be.drawn to the Professorial chaire i and weal­
thy bachelors might be induced to wed them- 
eelvea to the life-long pursuits of Science. But 
what is needful is, sufficient endowments or 
means to command the services of men compe­
tent to do the work required—a class of men 
with which nine Colleges out of ten, the aide 
world over, are compelled to he content—Seali- 
gers and Newtons, Bentleys, Pomona and Parrs 
have never, at any time, been very plentifal. It 
might be desirable that multitudinous scholar­
ship* and captivating prises should be provided 
to attract and stimulate the young minds, other­
wise insensible tc the charms of mental culture. 
But what ia needful is, that the requisite facili- 
ties be provided for imparting a sound Colle­
giate education at Sackville, and then Method­
ism will find a way to bring her sons within it* 
reach : and the prises will come in good time.

Without the addition of another man to the 
Academical staff or another square foot of build 
ing, by merely increasing it* ntudies and it* 
terms, Sackville Academy could carry its Stu­
dents over more than two-thirds of a Colle­
giate course. By an increase of its Staff, 
its library, ita building», and its apparatus, 
quite within the power of Eastern British 
American Methodism to secure, this Institu­
tion could speedily assume high rank a* 
Colonial College. Fifty thousand dollars, in ad­
dition to what we have already invested at Sack­
ville, would be amply sufiicient to provide an 
additional Hall, a library, apparatus, and the 
partial endowment of three professorships— 
With euch aid we could manfully confront all 
our difficulties. Can it be that in all Eastern Bri­
tish America no twenty men can be found in our 
Israel do to fur their Church what one Charles 
Allison did ? He gave us forty thousand dol­
lars. Is there no benevolent, large-hearted,

In 
the Collegiate School there are three teachers ; 
but then the teacher of Modern Languages in 
the school is also professor of Modem Languages 
in the College—a similar arrangement might be 
made at Sackville. Thus at Windsor, in the 
College and School together there are seven gen­
tlemen engaged in the work of tuition, exclusive 
of a Drill Master whose sphere of duty, we sup­
pose, lies wholly in the muscular department. 
When all the Chairs at Acadia are filled the staff 
we leàm, equals, in the number of its professors, 
that of King's at Windsor. Thus it is self-evident 
that immediate action upon our part is practica­
ble. It will not be at all difficult to', place our­
selves respectably by the side of King's and 
Acadia Colleges.

We are incomparably better fitted to assume 
full Collegiate fonction» now than we were in 
1843 to commence Academic operations. If we 
proceed now as we proceeded then, with the 
Divine blessing, when the College shall be as Old 
ia the Academy now ia, the former will be a* 
great a success as the latter. Let ua commence 
during the ensuing summer, with one heart and 
one mind, to do what is practicable ; and by- 
united, persevering action we shall reach result», 
creditable to our denomination, and beneficial to 
our youth* in the highest degree.

But we may be plausibly told that the time has 
not yet come to extend our educational opera­
tion» in the manner proposed. We shill uakour 
sincere, but timid friends, when that time ever 
was, in the history of any noble enterprise, that 
presented no difficulties to be overcome by pa­
tient endurance, by heroic daring, and by per­
sonal sacrifices ? And if we postpone this, work 
for ten or twenty years longer will our friends 
guarantee us exemption from toil and difficulty 
and opposition then ? Will they, also, indemnify 
us for lore sustained in the meantime ? Should 
we be induced to delay, and to place ourselves 
at farther disadvantage in (he future, the time 
will come when the Church at last, awakening 
from ita unhappy slumbers, to the overpowering 
importance of thia great question, will sorrow­
fully, if not, indignantly demand to know, by 
what influences, by what fatal infatuation slie had 
been blinded to her best interests, and lulled to 
ignoble rest at her post of duty ?

When we shall have determined to provide 
all needful facilities for performing full Collegian 
work, another question will come up for solution. 
What Collegiate form shad we take ? If we fully 
train our ow n youth, they will naturally deairt 
to obtain the testimonial to that effect implied ir, 
receiving the uaual Collegiate Diplomas. How 
shall that desire be met ? We can meet it prompt­
ly and honourably. We already posses* a legal 
College Charter,. We can assume all the powers 
conferred thereby, wheiiever we comply with its 
provisions. This can easily be done. Then un­
der 0ur 9w.11 CellegîSle Charter we can perform 
all* Collegiate function». A second course is 
open to us, provided our just and lawful wishes 
be honorably met. We can hold our Chartet 
power» in abeyance, though doing full anti 
thorough Collegiate work, and reek legal connec­
tion with a properly constituted New Brunswick 
University. We must ask, in this case, that the 
University body be constructed as ia the Lon­
don University, and the Queen's University ol 
Ireland—that is that it be a non-teaching body, 
separated from all particular Colleges, presiding 
over all the Higher Education in New Bruns­
wick, prescribing the course of Collegiate Study, 
providing for the faithful and impartial examina- 
nation of undergraduate» wherever within the 
Province lieing educated, and conferring degrees 
upon thoae found worthy to receive them. This 
plan, if honourably and justly carried out in good 
faith we perhaps, would prefer. It would cen­
tralise the supervision of Collegiate education in 
the Province in which the Sackville institution 
happens to be situated. It would give convincing 
proof that we intended to do our work scholarly. 
It would forever relieve us from the malicious im­
putation of attempting to palm off an inferior Col­
legiate education upon our Church and country. 
It would bring ua under the iniluence of a mosi 
healthful stimulus by subjecting us to a gener­
ous competition with other educating bodies. It 
would give us and the people of New Brunswick a 
higher range of scholarship than otherwise is at 
tainable. It would impart high value to the de­
grees awarded. Such a Collegiate system would 
place New Brunswick in an enviable position be­
yond that of any other North American Colony. 
It would answer for all coming time. If our ad­
vances respecting this matter when made, ari 
not met in a proper way by the Legislature oi 
New Brunswick, then we must proceed courage­
ously under own Charter, relying on the justice 
of our cause, the help of good men, and tlie bles­
sing of heaven.

Recent intelligence from our missionaries in 
British Columbia is full of encouragement arqj 
hope. Tlie diggings are giving a profitable re­
muneration to the gold seeker, and which must 
have the effect of rapidly increasing the immi­
gration. Miners are making eight dollars per 
day wages ; and at Carriboo, the highest point 
reached, gold has been found in lumps each 
worth sixty dollars.

Tlie 
Chinese are flocking to British Columbia in great 
numbers, and means are lieing employed to bring 
them beneath the influence of the Gospel. Re­
turning to their native land laden with the pre­
cious metal, how blessed also to carry with then) 
the “ true riches ” for the enlightenment and con­
version of their degraded countrymen. With 
the recent conquest of Pekin, and the ratifica- 
tian of a new treaty of peace, necessarily open­
ing up freedom and facility of intercourse, the 
emigration of the Chinaman to British Colum­
bia and introduction to the Christian missionary 
may be a part of tlie glorious plan of Omnipo­
tence for bringing the millions of that pagan 
world to the feet of the Saviour.

Dr. Evans is calling loudly for a reinforce­
ment of his little missionary band. There ate 
scores in our Conference, under the impulse ol 
a manly heroism, and real Christian devotedness, 
ready to go, hut the means are wanting. Oh 
that the Lord may incline the hearts of his peo­
ple to a dee]ier-toned liberality in behalf of the 
millions of our degraded fellow men.

effects of-the teachings of Universalism. A 
mixture of popery and infidelity, the system 
offers a sad premium for the growth of imraor- 
ility, vice and crime.

out-buildings.
See that the* are kept in good repair, and to 

aid not only in their preservation give them a 
good coat of white-waah, mixed with ochre or 
Venetian red, or a small quantity of lamp black, 
according to the color which may be thought 
most desirable.

fencing stuff.

Fencing stuff may still be gotten out in the 
wood» before the aap rise», and if the time press­
es cut the trees down, chop them into the requi­
site lengths and maul them into posts or rails at 
convenient times subsequently.

CLEANING OUT FENCE ROWS.

Seize every available opportunity for grubbing 
up and clearing out the wild growth that springs 
up along the fence rows—not only doe» this pre­
caution add greatly to the neatness of a farm, 
but it prevent* in a great measure the field» from 
being overrun with noxious plants by the scat­
tering of their seed, from the fence rows.

SOWING CLOVER AND ORCHARD-GRASS SEED.

In this latitude, February ii very frequently 
the best month for sowing the seed of clover and 
orchard-grass on the fields that have been plant­
ed to w inter grain. If the season prove, favor­
able, these seeds should so be sown and harrow­
ed in, following immediately with the roller.— 
Sow not less than 12 lbs. of clover and a bushel 
of orchard-grass to the acre.

PLOUGHING.

We have already recommended the ploughing 
of light soils during this month at any time that 
the ground is not too wet. Clay loams that are 
not of too compact and heavy a texture may also 
be ploughed to advantage, but great care should 
be taken that the condition of the soil at the time 
of undertaking this operation i, favorable to it 
If the soil is too dry it will break up in clods— 
if too wet it will consolidate into a compact

water, anil keep sprinkling on the flour through 
anything like a pepperobox cover, so as to put 
it on evenly. I)o nothing else ; drink nothing 
but water ; eat nothing, until improvement com­
mences, except some dry bread softened in weak 
tea of some kind. Cures of frightful burning 
have been performed in this way, as wonderful 
as they are painless. We once saved the life of 
an infant which had been inadvertently drugged 
with laudanum, and waa fast sinking into the 
sleep which knows no leaking, by giving it strong 
coffee, cleared with the white of an egg, a tea­
spoonful every five minutes, until it ceased to 
seem drowsy.

Lizzie J.’s Doughnuts.—One and a half cups 
sugar ; one cup milk ; one teaspoonful soda ; 
two teaapooni'uls cream tartar ; four egg, ; bit 
of butter size of a walnut. Mix stiff, and let it 
rise three hours before cooking. l)o not add 
any more flour.

Lixzie J.’s Cakf-—One pound augar ; one 
pound flouifc half pound butter ; six eggs ; one 
cup milk ; one teaipoonfol soda in the milk : 
two teaapoonfuls creamtartar rubbed in the 
flour : twelve bitter almonds, blanched and 
pounded.

Kusk.—Five pounds of flour, half pound 
butter, twelve ounce, sugar, nine eggs, one pint 
of milk, yeaat enough to make it light.

Bared Battf.r Pudding.—Allow a pint of 
cold milk, four tablespoonfula of flour, two eggs, 
and a little salt Stir the flour smooth in a part 
of the milk ; then put in the eggs . without first 
beating, and beat them well with the mixed 
flour. Then add the remainder of the milk, 
and the salt, and when well stirred together, 
pour it into a buttered diah, and bake it half an 
hour. When it is done, the whole top will have 
risen up. So long as there i, a little sunken 
spot in the centre, it is not baked enough. Make 
a cold or melted sauce, a, you prefer. This 
makes an ample pudding for a family of four. 
A flour pudding will not be light unless it is put 
into the oven immediately on being made.

Common Cake.—Four cups of flour, two cups 
of sugar, two cups of sour milk, one Ublespoon- 
ful of butter, one teaspoonful saleratus, nutmeg, 
raisins.

Mary P.'s Sugar Cake.—One heaping cup 
butter ; three ditto sugar ; one cup cold water ; 
one teaspoonful soda : ginger ; roll thin, and cut 
with tin.

Mrs. P.’s German Puff*.—Half pint milk 
four eggs; two Isrge spoonfuls flour, two ounces 
butter. Bake in small cups half full and serve 
with sauce.

Carrie B.'s Potato Pudding.—Two pounds 
potatoes, lioiled and mashed ; half pound sugar ; 
half pound butter ; six eggs ; nutmeg.

Baked Plum-Pudding.—Two quart, milk ; 
ten soft crackers ; eight eggs ; one pound rai­
sins, stoned : spice to taste. Bake from three to 
four hours, and serve with sauce.
