“You may have a beautiful park
gystem and beautiful homes but the-
city will soon deteriorate witless you
have an income to enable you to live.
This infers the need of industrial
activity,” he continued. ;

“Belleville i8 one of a group in
Bastern Ontario which grew slowly.
Along with Kingston it has until
1911 been comparatively slow in
growth of population. Yet there is
apparenily a more rapid growth of |
late.” But rapid growth does not
necessarily spell suceess. A: diminish-
ing population is not always a sig
of deterjoratipn.

Lenine’s Abandonment of Reg

PEASANT'S WO WON'T SELL:

Afraid They’ll Run Out Them-
selves—Anyway They Hate
Petrograd, Warsaw

BERLIN, April 28. — Lenine’s
abandonment of government contrql
of foodstuffs came too late to relieve
the situatiom in Bolshevist. Russia,
according to letters received in Ber-
lin from a family which has lived in
Petrograd throughout the Bolsheyist
regime.

“The conditions are worse for us
than they were when food ‘was issued:
on cards,” one letter states. “We
are told now that we may buy food
and the peasants are told they may’
sell food without violating govern-
meht regulations. ' But there are mo
tood-shops. -And the peasants about
Petrograd have little food to -sell.
They don’t want paper rubles.

“They even refuse  all .sorts qt
manufactured articles. in wlzlna
for what little food they may haw
They are afraid to glve it up. as thoy
are not sure that they can get an-
other crop the coming vear.

“The Petrograd district is so sterile
that little is produced here in normal
times. Transportation is so bad, and
the peasants in the 'grain_ districts
have been so badly treated by the
Bolshevist requisitioning parties that
the government’ simply couldn’t con-
tinue the small rations it was issuing
on cards.  So it told us to do for
ourselves a 7job which it vould not
accomplish: with - all. its power- and
military force. .

“The re-establishment of free trade
and the announcement that govern-
ment restrictions have been reduced
will not put food into eities which |
have no supplies, which have no
adequate railway connections with
grain districts and no means of re-
conciling Dbeasants who attribute
most of their troubles to the. two
great cities in Russia and want to
starve them out.”” -

TORONTO May 14.—The Ontario
License Board believes in *“handing
out a jolt” in small doses.

Shimmv. One<Stepy and Jazz
. Were First Done in Peru.
o Says Exnert

RECORDS GIVE IT AWAY

Old-Timers Had all the Noise-
Making Instruments of
Torture

NEW YORK, May 16.—The shim-
my, the one-step and the jazz music,
are as old as the hills and the ancient
melody-loving inhabitants of Peru
were the first to produce them. And
to make their claim secure for all
time they inscribed the figures of
the dance on their prehistoric pot-
tery and metal so that when future
archaeologists sought proof of their
claim there would be no doubt about
| A

Sure enough, their claim” to fame
as the originators of the trots that
make life worth worth living for a
{lot of light footed persons, has been
found by Charles*W. Mead, assistant
curator of the Department of ‘Anth-
ropology in the American Museum of
Natural History.

This discovery, incidentally, blasts
the theory that jazz was first a pro-
duct of the now extinct Barbary
Coast in San Francisco where adven-
turers since the days of ’49 whirled
with the girlg of the dance halls.

‘And that isn’t all—they have dug
from the ruins of old Peru such in-
struments of jazz as the drum, the
¢ymbal, the rattle, the pipe; the flute,
the whiltle, the trumpet and other
devices of mdry character.’

1t also is recorded that the Huan-
cas, a particnlarly warlike Peruvian
tribe, made their drums from the
skins of their ‘enemies and the musie,
it'is declared; was even more terrible
than:the jazz of today.

The ancient popularity of the jazz
and shimmy is attested by the abund-
ance of dancing figures on most of
the pottery which has been unearthed
and is in possession of the American
Museum of Nataral History.

A large quantity
of unsold sugar is arriving in the
Port of New York and is being placed
in warehouses or on lighters await-
ing a better demand and market con-
ditions. = The Sugar Finance. Com-
mittee during part of the week quot-
ed Cuban sugars at 3% centsc. & f.
but later in the week ‘withdrew

from the market and are not at pre-}°

sent making any quotation.

American refined sugar ‘made a
further decline during ' the vggek,
bringing the price down to $6.30.
Canadian prices remain steady with
yery little first-hand business trans-
piring. It is expected, however, that
the improvement in weather condi-
tions ‘will improve the demand.

Cereals in bulk show' an easier
tendency and some brands of pack-
age cereals are reduced. Rices are|
easy with lowep prices quoted on
some varieties. Tapioca has tirmer
tendencies.

Primary tea markets continue to
show strength with prices on.the
finer grades , advanced. There ap-
pears to be  large supplies of low
grade coarse tea both -in prlmary’
markets and on spot at low figures,
but these have mot the guality pre-l
ferred by consumers, but on the
other hand the better grades, which
are in the bigger demand, are scarcer
and higher: '

Prunes, apricots,

evaporated ap-

ples and figs are showing a strong-| -

er tone with quotations somewhat
higher. The report of the serious
damage by frosts during April to the
raisin, prune and  apricot ' crops is
mainly respor\slble for the firmer
tendency of this market and it is
now believed that the stocks will be
practically cleaned up iby:the time
the new crop arrives. It will be re-
membpered that there; was & heavy
carryover of these fruits the last sea-
son, which, tegether with the poor
demand in Europe, caused prices to
drop practieally to pre-war levels,’

Canned vegetables are ' fairly
steady under an active demand but
fruits continue to be inactive and
prices are irregular. Quotations on
new pack lobsters are out and show
a considerable receding from - last
year’s opening prices. Flour is in a
stronger -position with * prices ad-
vanced.

The nut market continues strong
with higher prices quoted on walnuts
almonds and pecans. Brazils, how-
ever, are easier with a tendency for
lower prices. Cocoanut is also show-
ing firmer tendencies.

The produce markets generally
have easier tendencies.. Butter is
again reduced with further reduc-
tions in sight. ‘Cheese, being in-
fluenced greatly by the butter mar-
ket, is also easier with lower prices
named. Live hogs, bacon, lard and
shortening are all slightly lower.

VI,LNA Apru '26.— (By Mail, The
Associated Press)—qeneral Lucien
wﬁi. who still = defies the
League of Nations and who last fall
marchsd !nto the Vilna distriet "at
the hbtd of 120,000 or more Poudh
soldiers ‘and ‘proclaimed himselt dic-
tator of Central Lithuania, is a-great
believer in the old time proverb that
possession is nine points in ten when
it comes to law, international or
otherwise.

For seven months the General has
been supreme in the occupied coun-
try while * the League of Nations,
through its Military: Commission of
Control, has been endeavoring to act
as mediator in _the territorial dispute
between Poland and thhnanla.

The™ General looks upon League
memhers who have visited the dis-
trict as intruders. On the other hand
the League representatives apparent-
ly view Zeligowski in the same light
and have retused to deal direct with
the General all negotiations pertain-
ing to'a settlement of the Vilna af-
fair from the one side being carried
on through the Polish government in
Warsaw, the Zeligowski soldiers in
the meantime holding onto the fort.

“I am a Pole, and Vilna is my
home,” General Zeligowski said to
The Canadian Press corréspondent.
“I was born in Vilna. -Most of my
soldiers are natives of Vilna or ad-
Jaceént territory. Our. reasons for
being here are simply these:

“In 1919, when Ppland was at-
tacked by the Bolsheviki, I went to
war for Poland, together with thou-
sands of other Poles from the Vilna
district. For two years we fought
the Bolsheviki, who in the meantime
had occupied Vilna, robbed and des-
troyed our - homes.and = committed
atrocities upon our relatives and
friends. Eventually eame the armis-
tice between Poland and the Soviets,
and then many conflicting reports re-
garding Vilna's fate;:

“It was game weehuafter this that
I decided to take action myself, know-
ing my men telt as I dld in the mat-
ter. I resigned my commission as a
general in the Polish army by tele-
graph, took command of the Vilna
Polish troops and occupied the coun-
try. We received a glorious welcome,
and we’ve been here ever since, and
naturally ‘we feel perfectly- at home,
as we are at home, and I don’t know
of anything which is strong enough
to pry us out.”

From the time of the ancient state
of Lithuania when Vilna was the
capital of that state, Vilna has been
& much disputed city. In the great
war and during the struggle between
Poland and the Bolsheviki, Vilna was
a much sought prize and changed
hands many times. Within the last
few years Vilna has had streets named
in four different languages at various
intervals,” Since Vilna was occupied
by Zeligowski troops, names famous
in Polish history have adorned the
street corners, replacing Lithuanian

the Bolsheviki, In 1915, Vilna was
occupied by ﬁhe Germans who ap-
parently had hopes ot remaining
and “Kaiser Wilhelm straBse,” and
Bismark strasse,” and various other
German names replaced the Rus-
sian street signs.
4 Separate Peace.

In the spring of 1920, when Po-
land was at. war with the Soviets,
Lithuania made a separate ‘peace
with the Bolsheviki, and the treaty
signed in Moscow gave Vilna, at tWat
time occupied by the Bolgheviki, to
the Lithuanians; News of the sign-
ing ok this treaty created a stir
throughout’ Poland which considers
the Vilna_district, about the size of.
the state of New Jersey, a part of
ethnographical Poland. 2

BOSTON, Ma—y— 16.—Radio = com~
pass stations, maintained by the
United States navy at more than 100
places along the Atlantic, Pacific
and Great Lakes coasts &s aids'to
mariners in foggy ~ weather, - have
robbed the sea of many of its wvie-
tims, say New England seafaring
men.

Last year, with but 29 stations in

operation, the naval men informed |

the captains of 15,374 fog-shroud-
ed vessels of .their location and thus
enabled them ‘to'lay their courses to
their ports of destination. ~An aver-
age time of four to six minutes ‘was
required to make the . calculations
upon which this infermation = was
based. ' i

How a wireless station on shore
can tell the maater of a vessel lost
in the fog just where his vessel is
seems something  like a miracle to a

landsman, but it is simple enough to |

the operators of the systam.'lt works
this way: The radio operator in a
compass ‘station on shore picks out
of the air the letters “Q T E” flash-
ed from a vessel lying perhaps 100
miles- or more off shore. In the In-
ternational Code these letters mean,
“what is my true bearing?” and
these queries are coming to the
shore station with such increasing
frequency as to testify to the de-
pendence. which ship masters are
placing on this modern aid to nawi-
gation.
Just a Coil of Wire.

_Once the signal is heard the radio
operator adjusts his radio 'compass
to meet the direction whence it
comes. This compass is merely a
rectangular coil of wire mounted on
a vertical plane and fixed to turn so
as tp face in any direction. It acts
like a mechanical ear and from it
the operator can tell clearly the di-
rection whence the lost vessel’s call
came. That means that he can tell
in what direction the vessel lies from
him.

Other stations along the shore als
act in the same way and these report,
to a central station and compare
notes.

The distance of the ship from the
shore can be told approximately by
the wireless operators by the
strength of her signals.

'If the ship lies East from one sta-
tion and South from another, the
point where these lines cross is the
ship’s location. Once this is done
the wireless operators on shore have
only to tell the ship’s master his
position in terms  of latitude and
longitude.

Aid Ships in Fog.

As an illustration of the method
by which the directional - plan op-
erates to assist vessels, officers in
the Naval Communication Service
here advanced the case of a steamer
south of Cape Sable in the North At-
lantic, heading for Boston, which
had not had the aid of sights for
several days because of storm or fog.
Dead reckoning would give the skip-
per an approximate position for
temporary purposes, but through his
wireless operator, he could send out
a call for his bearings from shore.

Within a few minutes, the station
at Otter Cliffs, Me., would report a
true bearing of 128 degrees; Port-
Ignd, Me., 102 degrees; Appledore,
N. H.,, 92 degrees, from which the
skipper can calculate readily that
he was 40 miles north and east of
the position that he had erroneons-
ly approximated by dead reckoning.

4 friend among _Allied powers. and
the kingdom threatened with serious.
territorial losses.

They insist he had no right to
embark on an offensive against the
Turks without the support of the
Allies and without sufficient reserves
to check-mate the heavy losses which
were bound to follow any attempt to
dislodge an enemy who had be
entrefiching himself for months in
the recesses of the Anatolian moun-
tains. .,

The Athens reports show that the
order for mobilization was not re.!
ceived with enthusiasm. Indeed, it
was a shock to the Greek people, who
long ago reached the peoint of satura-
tion on war and felt that the recent
London Conference had . preluded
further military activity.

The men are going to the front in
obedience @ fo superior authority
rather than to spontaneous patrictic
ardor.’ The working classes, already
Wweighed down with the fearful cost
of ‘life, are asking themselves how
their families are going to fare while
the breadwinners are at the front.
Certainly the government has no
funds to take care of them. :

Flushed ' with their first victories,
which according to impartial mili-
tary observers, were secured only be-
cause the Turks offered no re&istance
rthe Greeks saw Angora within /easy
reach. . There was even talk of a
march ' to Constantinople. Popular
sentiment urged King Constantine to
g0 to Smyrna at the head of his
army and Prince Andrew at the heal
of the navy.: There was a confident
feeling that the Hellenic forces would
annihilate Kemal within a fortnight.
No thought apparently was given to
the question of finances. The neces-
sary funds, the government assured
the people, would be forthcoming
from England or America.

Casualties have had
a sobering effect on the people. They
have been made conscious Jof thf
fact that the Kemalist army 15 some-
thing more.than groups of séattered
regulars and - irregulars. ‘recruited
from villages within the zone of
operations. They now manifest feel-
ings of deep anxiety. If their army
fails, they will put the blame at the
door of M. Gounaris.

LONDON, May 13.—Signor Mar-
coni, inventor of wireless, pins his
faith to trans-Atlantic telephonic
communication by wireless insteag
of by cable, despite the recent suc-
cessful experiments in America con-
necting Cuba with the mainland in ;

miles.

“I still shink,” he said, “that the
only satisfactory method of telephon-
ing across the Atlantic is by wire-
less.

The greater part
of the product is sold in England and
abroad and such a scheme would be
impossible of realization when it is
pointed out that if such action were
taken foreigners would be sure to
place an additional tax, thus placing
the Irish product at a disadvantage
in the market. The Irish could not
see it and insisted on their demand.

Many Difficulties,

This is only one sample, but it is
a_ type of al the difficulties met in
working out a practical scheme. An-
other difficulty is the insistemce of

It is a truth admitting of
easy demonstration that there was no
foreign country too great to derive
benefit from the international posi-
tion and ‘ relative strength of that
navy.. Now it is'no longer the navy
of Great Britain; it is the navy of
the.British Empire, a name by which
it ought always to be called.

It would be absurd to use such
terms as “‘threat” or: “menace’ in
mentioning that the. ship-building
United States’
navy—auaniess we respond to it with
a competitive scheme of our own-—
is likely when completed to remove
the British Empire from the leading
position mmongst naval Powers. If
we embark #n a competition in ships
building the cost will be gigantic,

Just at.atime, too, when saving and. ;
not huge expenditure isﬂemptiouiiy X

desirable.

That we must have a: ship-bniidins
pregramme of some kind is inevit-
able. Need it be dictated’ by ' the
meagalomania which has so long
dominated wuaval policy? Did  the
great “super-dreadnoughts’ in the
war justify their existence? 1If they
did, why are we not repeating their
design. - Is there no solution of the
“capital ship” guestion but Hoods
and super-Hoods probably ‘costing
£9,000,000 a piece? Is there any
good in pretending that you can beat
the developing efficiency of the gun
by piling on a ship more and more
thick armeur, thereby adding im-
mensely to her size and’ cost simply
that she may be able to carry about
the world a vast weight of inert
material that by no possibility can
do any harm to an enemy?

Had we not better acknowledge at
once that the only way to beat the
gun ds to have-a better gun of your
own or_to use your guns more skil-
fully and, consequently, more effec-
tively? We shall do well to ask these
questions; and it is fiot unreasonable
to hope that answers to- them mdy
be found which will ‘permit us to
have suitable naval defence for the
empire at a cost within our means,

“Hnman Pack Horse” of Con-
stantinople Tells How He’s
Stood it t s0° Long

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 16.—
Zora, the ‘‘human pack horse,” who
claims to be 147 years old and still
can carry 200 pounds with: ease, at-
tributes his long life and health to|
hard work and proper diet. He has
always been a carrier of heavy
weighta. i

His rules of health are: Hard wurk
sleep, cold baths at night, no tobacco
no -alcohol, mo coffes, no meat, no
oils, no butter, no drinking water
but plenty of hot tea, honey, sugar,
cakes, bread and cheese particular-
¥ buttermiik or clabber. Every five
years he takes a three months’ rest
in his native home in the country.

Whatever his age, Zora is a picture
of health and physical vigor, mental-
ly aiert benign, * and trequently
blessing .the curious American sail-
ors who visit him at his favorite cafe
on the Galata waterfront:

Worked There 80 Years.

He is five . feet ten inches * tall,
deep brea.sted and has the carriage
of‘a sheik. He is almost bald, his face
is long and covered thh a shiny nuyt-
brown skin. !

His eyesight and memory are good
and he recalls 'the days when the
first stoamship came to Constantin-
‘ople.” 'He sdys he worked as a pea-
sant at"Bitlis until the age of 37 when
he eame to Comstantinople to work
at the Turkish Arsenal and that he
worked there for 80 years.

Zora has been married four times.
’Ail of his wives are dead and all ‘but
two of his children. His son, Osman,
aged 97, being in poor health, re-
reently returned to Bitlis. His daugh-
ter, Gouli Hanem, aged 60, is mar-
ried and healthy Zora’s father died
xat the age of 76 and his mother at
[the age of 83.

Why. He's Not Rich.

Zora isn’t rich because of so many
jexpenses in earing for his family. He
lives in a Kurd-klan where he pays a
dollar and & half a month for a place
to sleep ‘and hqt water to make his
tea.

“What I want is work,” declared
Zora. “ldleness will ruin my health.
I'll pray all“my life “for him who
glveth me work. Health, happiness
and wisdom come from work only.”

Asked if he intended to join the
Turkish Nationalist  army Zora
smiled benevolently ‘and ghook his
head.
