Nickleby who indicated the extreme
politeness of the noble gentlemen who
showed her to her carriage by the cele-
brated remark that they took their hats
“ completely off.” We express great joy
by casting our hats into the air. If I
wish you to clear out of my-house I say:
“ Here's your hat ”; if I am moved to ad-
miration for you Isay; “I take off my
hat to you.” I greatly enjoy seeing you
run after your hat in the street, because
vou are thereby made excessively ridicu-
lous. The comic Irishman of the vaude-
ville stage makes his character unmistak-
able to all by carrying his clay pipe in his
hat band. The English painter Thomas
Gainsborough gave his name to a hat.

The seasoned newspaper man displays
his cynical nature and complete disillu-;
sillusionment by wearing his hat at his
desk. A hat worn tilted well back on the
head indicates an open nature and a hail-
fellow-well-met disposition; while a hat
decidedly tilted over one eye is the sign
of a hard character, and one not to be
trifled with. In the literation of alcohol-
ism it is written that a common hallucin-
ation of the inebriate is that a voice cries
after him: “Where did you get . that
white hat?” : % :

Upon assuming office, the Cardinal is
said to " take the hat.”- When a man is
conspicuously active in American political
life “ his hat is in the ring.” Whistler
topped off his press-agent eccentricity
with a funny hat. The mostidiosyncratic
hat at present promenaded in America is
that which decorates the peak of Mr.
Bliss Carman. The hat-stands in our
swagger hotels make a great deal of
money ; I know a gentleman who affirms
that a hat which had originally cost him
three dollars had cost him eighteen
dollars to be got back from hat-checking
stands. Cheap people evade the hat-boy.

When the present enthusiast for the
splendid subject of hats was a small boy
it was the ambition of every small boy of
his acquaintance to be regarded as of
sufficient age to possess what we termed
a “dice hat,” what is now called a
“derby,” what in England they call a
“ bowler,” what Dickens aptly referred to
as a “pot-hat,” what, }n one highly
diverting form, is sometimes referred to
on the other side as a “ billycock.” That
singular structure for the human head
the derby hat, one time well-nigh univer-
sally worn, has now somewhat gone out
of fashion and been superseded by the
soft hat of smart design—though there
are indications, I fear, that the derby is
coming in again. When we were young
the soft hat was most commonly worn by
veterans of the Civil War, in a pattern
called the “slouch hat,” though indeed,
such romantic beings as cowboys in

wear to-day are more beautiful than they

the ’80s the idea was entertained that
decoration of a woman’s hat was increas-
ed by attaching to it something in the
way of beads-er feathers wherever there
was a space free. A fashionable woman’s
hat to-day may be as simple and, in its

; way, as effective @s art as a Whistler

symphony; a single splotch of color, it
may be, acting as a foil against a rich
mass. Or the hat is a replica, as it were,
of the celebrated design of a period in
history. But the erudite subject of
of women’s hats should not be touched
upon without a salute to that racy model
which crowns the far-famed ’Arriet,,
whose bank-holiday attirefvas so delight-
edly caressed by the pencil of the late
Phil May. None could forget his tenderly
human drawing of the lady with the
bedraggled feather over one eye who has
just been ejected by the bar-man, and
who turns to him to say: “Well, the
next time I goes into a public house, I
goes where I'm respected !”

A hat is distinguished from a cap or
bonnet by the possession of a_brim. The
modern hat cari be traced back to the
petasus worn bv the ancient Romans when
on a journey; and hats were also thus
used by the earlier. Greeks. Not until
after the Normah conguest did the use of
hats begin in England. A “hatte of
biever ” was worn by one of the “nobels
of the landde, mett at Clarendom” about
the middle of the twelfth century; and
Froissart describes hats that were worn |
at Edward’s court in 1340, when the
the scarlet hat which inguishes
cardinals was sanctioned in the thirteenth
century by Pope Innocent IV. The
merchant in Chaucer’s Canterbury Tales
had ’ £
““On his head a Flaunderish bever hat ’;
and from this period onwards frequent
mention is made of “ felt hattes,” * beever
hattes,” and other like names. Through-
out medizval times the wearing of a
hat was regarded as a mark of distinction.
During the reign of Elizabeth the caprices
of fashion in hats were many and various.

The Puritans affected a steeple crown
and broad-brimmed hat, whil¢ the Cava-
liers adopted a lower crown and a broader
brim ornamented with feathers. In time
of Charles II still greater breadth of brim
and a profusion of feathers were fashion-
able features of hats, and the gradual
expansion of brim led to.the device of
looping or tying up that portion. Hence
arose various fashionable “ cocks™” in hats;
and, ultimately, by the looping up equally
of three sides of the low-crowned hat, the
cocked hat which prevailed throughout
the eighteenth century was elaborated.
The'Quaker hat, plain, low in crown, and
broad in brim, originated with the sect in
the middle of the seventeenth century.
The silk hat is an article of recent intro-
duction. Though it was known in
Florénce about a century agoy its manu-
facture was not introduced into France
till about 1825, and its development has
taken place entirely since that period. In
all kinds of hatmaking the French excel;
in the United Kingdom the felt-hat trade
is principally centred in the neighbour-

popular ten-cent literature and the late fhood of Manchester ; and in the United

Buffalo Bill wore sombreros, and the
picturesque Mexican a high-peaked affair.

Our grandfathers wore “ stov-pipe
hats”; and the hats of politicians were
one time frequently called “plug hats.”
This made head-dress, even more extra-
ordinary than the derby, books of eti-
quette sometimes say you should not call
a “silk hat,” but a “high hat” In
London but 4 few years ago no man ever
went into the City with other than a top
hat, or * topper,” as they say over there.
It is said that the going out of general
favor of the silk hat hay' been occasioned
in a considerable degree by the popularity
of raincoats in preference to umbrellas.
If you observe any great crowd in England
to-day you will find in it few hats of any
kind; it is in the main ‘a sea of caps.
The American “dude” and the ante-
bellum British “knut” always wore silk
hats. Gentlemen at the British race-|
course and fine old clubmen of Pall Mall
effect a white or gray top hat, of the sort
which was so becoming an ornament to

Little happened during the week to give

encouragement to those who look for an
cearly peace. The War God still reigns

supreme. Y

In the Western campaign the British
made some small gains and took some
prisoners on the front which is theirs to
hold, but their expected offensive in great
force had not begun. The struggle for
positions on the Aisne and the Meuse be-
tween the French and the Germans was
evidently one of the fiercest of the whole
war, offensive and counter offensive
alternating throughout the week, the tide
of combat flowing from one side to the
other, but leaving an appreciable advan-
tage to the French at the week’s close.

Of the Russian campaign during the
week it is difficult to give anything like a
fair summary owing to the scant news
furnished ; and while it is undoubted that
the Russian army in Galicia, through dis-
organization and lack of discipline,
practically abandoned the contest in
dignominious retreat, at other points,
.especially where it was in cooperation
‘with the Rumanian army in Bukowina
and Rumania, and in Volhynia and
further north, it maintained its positions
-and even gained some ground; but the
net result of the weeks hostilities was
«disastrous in the extreme to the Russians,
:and caused much anxiety to the recon-
structed Government. No news -was fre-
ceived of any important operations of the
Russians in the Caucasian campaign.

‘Mesopotamian campaign told of British

progress on tfle Enphrates. where they
had successful encounters with Turkish'
tropps in the vicinity of Ramadie. It was
not made apparent how a point so far up
the Euphrates had been reached, or if the
whole river from Ramadie to its cenflu-
ence with the Tigris was in the control of
the British.

Reports were received of active hostil-
ities in Palestine south of Gaza, the Brit-
ish having repelled a Turkish attack
made from the direction of Beer. Sheba;
and aerial activity and trench fighting
were reported southwest of Gaza, to the
advantage of the British.

The week provided news of the East
African campaign, in which the British
were in contact with several separated
bodies of German troops in the southeast,
and were driving them to positions where
they must eventually surrender; and in
the north a small body of Germans was
fleeing southward, pursued by Belgian
troops. It is not unlikely. that the final
stand of the Germans will be at Mahenge,
or somewhat further to the southeast.

The week furnished very little news of
the Balkan campaign or of political events
in Greece ; but it appeared to be the case
that conditions were becoming more
favorable to the Entente Allies.

The Austro-Italian campaign yielded no
news of events of outstanding import-
ance, but hostilities seem to have been
vlgorously maintained without any decid
ed advantage to either side.

On the morning of July 22 another
German air raid was made on Felixstowe
and Harwich, on the east coast of England,
which resulted in . the killing of eight

people and the_injuring..of . mmmﬁxeqbé,mw

From fifteen to twenty-one hostile air-
planes were engaged in the raid, and they
were driven off before they could go
further inland.

The ruthless German submarine cam-
paign for the destruction of -all shipping
was continued throughout the week ; but
the censor has practically stopped ail
reférences to the names of victim vessels,
so that the items we print this week
under the usual heading' “News of the
Sea” do not contain much information
concerning the vessels destroyed. It
may be that in future we shall get only a
weekly summary of the vessels destroyed,
their number and gross tonnage, without
any details of their names, destinations,
cargoes, and crews.

The week will be memorable for the
development of the political situation in
Petrograd, 'a new Government being
formed under the leadership of Kerensky.
The Council of the delegates of the
various national elements granted the
new Government unlimited powers, with
the title of Government of National
Safety. The work of bringing order out

AN ENGLISHWOMAN'S EYEWITNESS
AcCCOUNT

The following account of an air raid
over Lonidon was written by an Engluh
woman who is doing accountant’s work
in one of the big London insurance com-
panies in the City of London. The ex-
tract is taken from a letter written to her
mother.

I have so much to tell you this week
that I don’t know how I shall do it, but I
must begin with the air raid, as that is
the most important of all. Such a hor-
rible raid you never knew! It is only
three weeks since the last raid on the
City and they haven’t finished cléaring up
from that when we get another. Many
people had warning of it at 830 in the
morning, including Mr. G. (Manager of
the Insurance company). I had heard
nothing. It was my Saturday up at the
office, but there were only a few girls and
women up besides myself—I should say
about th of the female staff—and
many of the men were away, too. As
soon as I arrived I heard a gun while I
was up in the dressing-room. I took no
notice ; gun shots are so frequent, and I

It
is the concussion that breaks. the glass
and sends it all outwards into the streets.
High buildings with windows to the top
had every window out.

here to-day 900 passengers of the Norwe-
gian-American liner Kristianifjord, which
went ashore near Cape Race, Nfid.. eight
days ago.

The passengers had a trying time for
some hours after they landed on the New-
foundland coast from the steamer, but
finally some by boat and some by an over-
land route reached Portugal Cove, whence
the majority were taken to St. John's by
special train over the Reid Newfoundland
railway, the remai being taken to St.
John's by e steamers.

At St. Jofin’s aceommodation was natur-
ally di to secure’ for -some -900 per-
sons, but the civic authorities and citizens
in general made every possible effort to
provide for the comfort and shelter of
these distressed people. At Halifax the
passengers, nearly all of whom are Scan-
dinavians, will take passage for-a netitral
European port.

—London, July 24.—The number of
‘Swedish ships lost by submanne attack or
through striking mines during the war has
reached a total of 136, according to a

Central News dispatch from Copenhagen |

to-day. The aggregate tonnage of these
vessels was given as 125,000. Danish
ships to the number of 180 have been lost
in a similiar manner, according to the
- same authonty

—At an Atlantic Port, July 24—Cap-
tain McDade and the crew of the 3-masted
schooner Coral Leaf arrived here yesterday
from England. The Coral Leaf was sunk
off the southwest coast of Ireland on July
7th by shell fire from a German submar-
ine.

The Germans fired 18 shots into the
schooner, dismasting her and setting her
on fire. She was struck a number of
times before the men took to the boat.
They were picked up by a trawler and
later transferred to a patrol boat which
landed them on the Irish Coast.

——St. Pierre, Miq., July 25—The en
tire crew of the schooner Cygne, of St.
Malo, France, which was sunk on the
fishing banks by collision with an un-
identified steamer a few days ago, were

. accounted for to-day when word was re-
ceived here that eight nfen had been
landed at Burges, Nlfd. Others had been
picked up by a tug and brought here.

——Berlin, July 25—The British sub-
marine C-34 has been sunk by a submar-
ine, it was officially announced today.
The sole survivor was taken prisoner,

British submarine C-34 was built in
1909, one of eight craf of identical design.
She was a boat of 313 tons and a maxi-
mum draught of twelve feet with a speed
of fourteen knots above water and of ten
knots submerged. She was equipped
with two torpedo tubes. Her normal
complement was sixteen men.

——London, July 25—The British mer-
chant cruiser Otway was torpedoed and
sunk in northern waters on July 22. Ten
men were killed. The remainder - of the
crew were saved. This announcement
was made officially today.

The British merchant steamer Otway,
indicated as in the British aemiralty ser-
vice, is doubtless the vessel referred to in
the official announcement. She was a
steamer of 12,077 tons gross, built in
Glasgow in 1909. She was 535 feet in
length, 63 feet beam and 34 feet depth.
She was, owned by the Orient Steam
Navigation Company, of Glrsgow.

{@—-London, July 25.—Twenty-one Brit]
ish vessels of more than 1,600 tons each
and three or less than 1,600 tons each,
were sunk last week -by mines or sub-
marines, according to the weekly Admir-
alty report on shipping losses.

1865. A new deep sea diving armor was
used in the search 200 feet down. This
is considered a world’s record in salvag-
ing operation. The Pewaubec, when sunk,
carried a wvaluable cargo. The copper
alone consisted of 300 tons worth $200,000
or more at the present market value.

The prize cargo has been an object of
search by several companies and has cost
the lives.of nine men.

——London, July 24.—Andrew Bonar
Law, the Chancellor of the Exchequer,
announced in the House of Commons this
afternoon that for 112 days the average
British expenditure was £6,795,000 daily.
The Chancellor said the total advance
made by Great Britain to her allies and
the dominions was £1,029,000,000.

Mr. Bonar Law said the net increased
expenditure was £33,500,000, not includ-
ing advances to Great Britain's Allies,
which represented an increase of £300,000
daily.

It was obvious, he said, that the budget
estimate must be exceeded. He declarhd
he would not be surprised if by the end
of the financial year the excess was not

last financial year.

——London, July 24.—Alfred Moseley,
for many years prominent in educational
matters, died Sunday at his home, West
Lodge; Hadley Wood, Barpet. Mr.
Moseley at the time of his death was
head of the National Educational Com-
mission. He was well known in the
United States having visited there many
times in connexion with- his work -as an
educator. He was born October 13, 1855.

——London, July 24.—The Russian
delegates elected by the Council of Work-
men’s and Soldiers’ Delegates to confer
with the Labor parties of Entente coun-
tries, have arrived in England. They will
be the guests of the Labor party of Eng-
land for a tew days, and then will proceed
to Paris. The delegates are MM.
Venssanoff and Erlich, of Moscow, and
MM. Goldenberg and Smirnoff, of Petros
grad.

——London, July 24.—Arthur Hender-
son, member of the British War Council
and Labor member of the British mission
to Russia, has returned to London.

Mr. Henderson reached Petrograd on
‘June 2, and the work of the mission was
virtually completed three weeks later.
During his stay in Petrograd Mr. Hender-
son had numerous conferences with the
Russian officials and the representatives
of labor and in a brief survey of con-
ditions in Russia, said soon after his
arrival there that he was much impressed
with the more hopeful spirit prevailing’
among the Russian pedple.

SKILL AT GOLF NOT ONLY
FOR YOUTH

—

TERY often middle-aged golfers are
apt to ignore the fact that scratch
players, or, at any event, high-class play-
ers, are not confined to young men. Many
of them are forty years of age or moreé, |
and not a few have passed the half-cen-
tury mark. All of which goesto show
that, given good health and a “proper am-
bition, a middle-aged man may attain
something more than an average amount
of proficiency in the game of golf, always
provided he will take the matter seriously
and strive earnestly for the desired end.

That so comparatively few players
reach a degree of proficiency easily pos-
sible for them is due to several causes.
In the first place, they aye in too much of
a hurry to play the game, believing that
the sooner they get atit the more fun
they will have. They are too lmpatlent
to, devote time and energy to that hard,
gruelling, and monotonous-practice with
one culb after another which alome can
create the ability to use all their clubs
with uniform skill at critical moments.
n almost all other outdoor games each
player has his particular part to play, in
which he expects, and is expected, to show
peculiar efficiency, the result being a well-
rounded team. Notso in golf. In this
each playér is to all intents and purposes
a whole team by himself; he isan individ-
ual multiplied by the number of clubs he
carries in his bag. When he fails in the
skilful use of any one of these, he finds
himself on the way to defeat. Therefore,
the only way to make of himself a good
team is to make himself a master of each
club, and—to repeat what can hardly be
said too often—the only way to accom-
plish this is to practice assiduously.

EXBRCISE AND ENJOYMENT

* But,” says the man who wants to rush
into the game, “I am out for exércise and
enjoyment.” All well and good, and he
no doubt gets a large amount of health-
giving exercise; but as enjoyment, like
everything else, is relative, they fail
through indifference and lack of attention
to get from their golf playing anything
like the amonnt of enjoyment they might
get if they would only set for themselves
a higher standard and by doing so learn
to play better golf. A player of this de-
scription is accustomed to get round his
home course in scores ranging from
eighty-five to ninety, seldom going outside
of these limits either way. He is apt to
look upon this as steady work\ according
to his ability, to feel convinced that he is
getting all the pleasure possible for him
out of the game, and, therefore, to adopt
this degree of proficiency as his standard.
As a contrast to this, note the keen sat-
isfaction of the more ambitious player of
the same class, who some day comesin
with a victory over a club-mate whose
-handicap is several strokes lower than his
own, and with a medal score two or three
strokes better than his previous.
During the match everything went wi
with him ; he has got off his tee shots in
a straight line, and has kept out of serious
difficulty: his approaches Have been
straight and well judged as to \distance,
and his putting has been above the aver-
age. | It would be absurd for him to deny
that his victory was worth more to him
than any of those which he has previously
won from opponents of his own class, al-
though many of the latter have been close
and acc ied, perhaps, by the good-

The attitude of complacency over a fair
amount of skill in playing golf is entirely
too common, particularly among men
who take up golf when ore active games
are practically out of the question for
them. Granted that few of them can
hopeto compete in scratch events, the
fact remains that acquiring a larger
amount of skill, which indisputably means
a corresponding increase in the amount
of pleasure to be derived from the game,
is by no means as hopeless a task as
many of them unwisely allow themselves
to believe. - A man cannot learn to play
good golf on an easy course any more
than he can acquire skill in horsemanship
on arockmg-horse and the spirit which
demands that a golf course, even if it is
short and unimportant, Shall be kept easy
is a most unfortunate one, in that it does
not materially help the poor player, dis-
courages the good one, and therefore
blocks the way fo elevatmg the standard
of the game.

In many casesithe middle-class players
are to blame for this. They like well
enough to get their tee shots off straight
and far, but they also like to escape the

finding out individual needs and
courses require to make them better;

then apply themdelves diligently to cor- g
recting faulty methods by practice and to {

accepting difficulties which one cannot
but know will make for improvement in
their game.—New York Evening Post.

ARE GOOD COWS MIS-JUDGED?
———

Recently three cows that stood side by
side were tested for nine consecutive
milkings: The first cow had an average
test of 3.7 per cent of fat, the maximum

mum tests of 24 and 54. The average
test for the third cow was 2.6, with ex-
tremes of 2.0 and 4.0

Hence it is evident that the laudable
desire to know what a certain cow’s milk
tests for fat may be defeated entirely if
only ene sample is run through the ma-
chine,

In the light of the examples given
above, as well as of hundreds of other
instances on record, it is safe . to conclude
that a fair method is to test a composite
sample of five or six milkings taken at
intervals when the cow is in normal
condition.  This plan has given good re-
sults in the cow testing work of the dairy
division, Ottawa. Write for full parti-
culars, so that your good cows may not
be misj on an isolated test.—C. F.

WRECKED ON THE NILE AMONG
CROCODILES
SRR i

A dramatic story is told through
Reuter’s Agency of tee adventures of Sir
A. Sharpe, late. Governor of Nyassaland,
who has arrived ‘itv :England - after a six
months’ journey in Céntral Africa.

At the end of May, while passing down
the Nile at a point north of Fashoda, the
steamer belonging to the . Sudan -Govern-
ment; by which he was a' passenger, was
wrecked ‘and sunk during a violent'storm.
The vessel, Amam, was caught broadside
nd complekely blown gver, ,;hose on
, |'board: bemg thrown into the river, which
‘was about'a mileand a half: wide, with
many crocodilés.”

There weré ten passengers, and of those
‘Major Thwaites, D.S.0., Captain Smith,
and Sergeant Williarfis, of ' the '‘Sudan
Service, were ‘drowned. ‘Sir A. ' Sharpe
sank with the ship, ‘and was rescued by
clinging to a piece of ‘wreckage. All
belongings, ‘including ‘'maps ‘and ‘photo-
graphs,"'werelost. *‘His personal attendant
was also drowned. - Spécially, noteworthy
was the pluck displayed by’ the wife of
Colonel Moir, - Postmaster-General of the
Sudan, who, with her husbard was among
the passengers.
