Dunkirk Has Thirty
Six Tons of Ex-
plosives Thrown
In.

Dunkirk, France, June 25.—Thirty-
six tons of explosives and metal were
fired into Dunkirk yesterday from the
German positions somewhere behind
Dixmude. Several civilians were kill-
ed or wounded and considerable mat«
erial damage was done, but not a
single shell reached the port or any
other point of military importance.
The impression on the inhabitants dif-
fered in no way from that made by
preceding bombardments, and the
first train out of the city yesterday
carried no more than the usual num~
ber of travellers,

NO WARNING POSSIBLE

The first shell struck in the city at
the break of day and others followed
at intervals of 25 minutes until a quar-
ter past six in the evening. They
came without warning, for although
Dunkirk constantly hears the guns of
the allies along the Belgian front, no
sound comes from the monster wea-
pon that hurls these 16-inch shells
from a spot more than twenty miles
distant. The skriek of the shell gives
no warning of the missile’s coming,
as the noise 1s heard only in the last
200 yards of flight, and almost simul«
taneously comes an. explosion that

makes the earth tremble. : s
Scarcely had the smoke ofhe first

shell fifted when red-colored notices
reading, “Refuge in case of alarm,”
began to appear on the fronts. of
buildings having cellars safe from
shell fire. Many people, hastily clad,
hurried to these shelters. Still more
ran in the direction of the explosion,
hoping to aid the victims.

Persons who had
sought the cellar refuges came out be-
fore morning to the sound of violent
cannonading from the allies’ front
that had continued all night.

AUSTRIAN
STATEMENT
ONRETREAT

Austrian Press Headquarters, via
London, June 25.—The results of the
success achieved by General Von
Boehm-Ermolli’s army in taking Lem-
berg and in the battles to the east of
the Galician capital are making them-
selves felt also on the Dniester.

Lull Takes
Place In
Fighting

London, June 25—Something in the
nature of a lull in the fighting, as
compared to the feverish activity ot
the past fortnight 1s enabling the mil-
itary observers at both sides to take
stock of the present situation and
forecast future operations.

Petrograd claims that the Russian
defensive positions are so secure that
thec Austro-Germans will not be able
to withdraw many troops for use
against the allies of Russia. The
Russians assert further that their
present line before Warsaw 1is as
strong as it ever was, and that their
armies on the River Dniester will fall
back oniy if the eastward drive ot the
Austro-Germans from Lemberg
threatens to cut them off.

The authorities of the central em-
pires are less communicative con-
cerning their future intentions and
movements, but it is believed that
Warsaw again is their objective.

In England the campaign for mun-
itions is in full swing, with the pos-
sibility of nationzl registration to as-
certain the “man power” of the na-
tion. That England appreciates the
need of adding to her fighting resour-
ces is sufficiently indicated by the
publication in the London Times of
tables showing that the casualties ot
officers during the past month come
within a few hundred of the total of-
ficers casualties during the entire
South African war. The total in South
Africa was 2,752, while the lists since
May 26 show that 2,440 officers have
been killed or wounded, or reported
missing.

GERMAN PRISONER
1§ SHOT DEAD

Four Others Seriously Wounded
Trying to Escape From
Prison.

Ambherst, N.S., June 25.—During an
outbreal early this morning at the
alien interment camp near Ambherst,
one of the prisoners, Fritz Clause, a
German, was shot dead, and four
others, also said to be Germans, were
seriouslq wounded. A rumor was
abroad during the day that the shoot-
ing occurred when a squad of German
prisoners attempted to escape. Few
details are obtainable. Ail that ca)
be learned is contained in the follow-
ing version, obtained from a com-
petent source:

“While the prisoners of war in the
detention camp were being conduct-
ed to the compound for physicial ex-
ercise, one of them, Fritz Clause, as-
saulted one of the international police,
knocking him insensible. The camp
police with the guard was called out
to quell the mutiny, and in the mean-
time the originator of the trouble
was shot dead and four of the other
prisoners were seriously wounded.”

There are about 59 prisoners n
the camp, including more than 100
German sailors who were rescued
from cruisers after engagements in
the Atlantic.

Sympathy For
the Allies
in Portugal

B8y Special Wire to the Courier.

Paris, June 25.—A Havas despatch
from Lisbon says: The ministerial
declaration read in the chamber yes-
terday afternoon renews manifesta-
tions of sympathy for the allies, dis-
closes the governmental decision to
present to parliament documents
which throw light on the attitude as-
sumed by Portugal in relation to the
European war and in conclusion af-
firms the country’s resolution to seek
revenge for damage suffered in Africa.

Alexandre Braga, leader of the Demo-
crats, promised the government the
support of his party.

Lemberg
Was Being
M ad_e S_lavic

By Special Wire to the Courler.

Berlin, June 25, via London — The
Berlin Tageblatt has received a des-
patch from its correspondent at Lem-
berg descriptive of the situation in
that city which reads as follows:

“Reviewing the nine months’ rule
of the Russians in Lemberg, it is
found that among the chief sufterers
in the Galician capital were certain
former government officials, whose
salaries could no longer be paid. Pro-
minent families were reduced to beg-
ging in the streets, and compelled to
satisfy their hunger in the kitchens
of other people. Well known men of
Lemberg chopped and sold wood,
while their wives baked and peddled
bread and cakes around the city.

“The prices of food reached exorb-
itant figures, Butter cost six crowns
($1.20) per kilogram (2.20 pounds,
or equivalent to 55 cents a pound).
The city of Lemberg issued emerg-
ency two crown notes, which, how-
ever, had a barter value of only one
crown.

“The regular Russian policemen
and Cossacks patrolled the city. The
schools were permitted to stay open
only with the express consent of the
military governor. At least five hours
every week had to be devoted to the
study of the Russian language. Only
text books approved for use in Rus-
sian schools were permitted in Lem-
berg. The Russian calendar was in-
troduced. Certain prominent resi-
dents favorable to Russia assisted the
invaders and one of these, M. Gluszk-
iesicz, a well known Ruthenian lead-
er, was later rewarded by being nam-
ed mayor of Przemysl.

“All men of military age were tak-
en into custody by the Russian autk-
orities as were all pensioned Austrian
and Hungarian officers.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH«
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

fTYHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead &
quarter-section of available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or-Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madq
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but neé
Sub-Ag2ncy), on certain conditiona

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation, of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his hcomestead on a farm of
at least 80 aeres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinivy.

In certain districts a homesteadger im
good standing "“may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Priee
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as#
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certaln districts. Price $3.00 per
ucre. Duties—Must reside six months im
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted fomr
cultivation under certain conditions.

DEMAND 10 AUSTRIA'S PLAN

BE TOLD
THE TRUTH

“Times”’ Demands Out-
spoken Statement on
the Situation.

By Special Wire to the Courler.

London, June 25—A demand that
the nation be “told the truth about
the war” is voiced by The Times in
an editorial. The paper declares there
is no immediate prospect of being
able to compel the Germans to with-
draw within their own frontiers; that
it will take months to provide the
British forces with the big guns,high
explosives and machine guns which
are necessary.

“The country has got to set its
teeth,” says The Times, “disregard
confusing bulletins and face the prob-
ability of a prolonged and unpro-
gressive campaign in the west while
Beneral Von Mackensen’s successiul
march probably has postponed a re-
sumption of the Russian offensive for
several months until they also are
provided with guns and shells.

“To put it brietly the allies on/both
fronts are being held with no pros-
pect of an early change. Moreover
the outlook in the Dardanelles, of
which the less said the better, long
ago ceased to offer prospects of a
swift and easy diversion in the mid-
dle east,”

The London Times is one of Lord
Northcliffe’s papers which has waged
an energetic campaign for greater

. publicity in connection with the war.

His attacks upon the British Govern-
ment are credited with being largely
responsible for the formation of the
new coalition ministry and the ap-
pointment of David-Lloyd George as
minister of rmunitions.

Washington
Has it Under
Consideration

By Special Wire to the Courier.

Washington, June 25.—United
States Government officials to-day
had under consideration in connection
with the new American note to Great
Britain concerning delays to neutral
commerce, the latest British memor-
andum on the subject.

The British note, which was pub-
lished here and in London to-day, ex-
plains in detail measures taken by the
British Government to minimize in-

conveniences to neutral commerce

under the order in council. The claim
is made however, that American citi-
zens have no just grounds for com-
plaint on account of the treatment ac-
corded their cargoes.

The United States, in its communi-
cation now in course of preparation,
will renew its protest of March 1st
against the principles in the order in
council. The British memorandum
makes no attempt to answer the prin-
ciples, asserted in the note of tha:
date.

The American note probably will re-
fer to the British memorandum, but
it was said to-day that the manner of
enforcing the order in council would
not be treated as irrevelant to the
question at issue—whether or mnot
there is any warrant in international
law for the powers that Great Britain
and her allies have assumed to exer-
cise over the commerce of the world.

In brief, the British memorandum }.

emphasizes the various favors shown
to the owners of cargoes sent abroad
from the United States, says that Brit-
ish officials have acted with the ut-
most despatch in showing in evety
case such consideration for neutrals
as might be compatible with the ob-
ject in view—to prevent vessels from
carrying goods for, or coming from
the enemy’s territory, and points out
the earnest desire of Great Bri-
tain to remove all causes of unavoid-
able delay in dealing with American
cargoes and vessels detained.

WORLD-WIDE POPULARITY
OF TEA.

“In the tea trade there is much talk
of enormous increases in the drinking
of tea everywhere since the war be-
gan. Russia, already a large consumer
of tea, is taking more and more to the
beverage now that vodka is banned.
In France tea is beginning to threaten
the supremacy of coffee. The greater
demand means higher prices in our
households, especially as there is said
to be no corresponding increase 1in
the supply. Dealers are naturally un-
easy as to the position.”—London,
(Eng.) ‘Times, April 24.

whatever fashion or extent the equili-
brium of the Adriatic, the Triple Al-
liance will cease to exist. The Tripie
aliiance will have been torn up by the
hands of Germany and Austria.”

Signor Tittoni averred that Italy
was compelled to take part in the
present war because Austria, prior to
the war, habitually disregarded Italy’s
vital interests in the Balkans, and be-
gan war against Serbia in entire dis-
regard of the glights of Italy, as
stated in the allidnce.

London, June 24.—It is announced
that negotiations are in progress be-
tween the British Board of Trade and
the Textile Alliance of New York,
under which English woollen manu-
facturers can obtain large quantities
of tops and yarns made in the United
States with the object of increasing
immediately the output of military
and civilian clothing in this country.
The shortage of labor in the wool
combing trade here is so serious that
the war office has been asked to pro-
hibit the further enlistment of these
workers.
