Two or three probationers from |

each battalion or regiment is the ex-
tent to which the School of Instruc-
tion in Infantry, which opens under
the new regulations on April ro, will

be available. The school will be open |

to officers and probationers. Officers
who are already qualified and who
are either in overseas battalions or
have signed for overseas service wiil

be permitted to retain the uniform of

their rank while obtaining the course
of instruction qualifying them for a
higher rank. All others are proba-
tioners and will be required to wear
the special uniform which will be
provided by the ordnance depart-
ment. Both officers and probation-
ers will need the recommendation of
their commanding officers to take
the course,

SOME UNIFORMS READY
Applications are already being re-

ceived for the course, and no time

has yet been set as the final date at
which applications must be in. This
information was received definitely
at divisional headquarters to-day.

The uniform is the old militia uni-/

form, and there are some of the uni-
forms on hand at present, ready for
the new course.

The officers at headquarters who | tical efficient soldier-officer is to be
have control of the arrangements cf |

the new school are definite in their
statements. A real glimpse of what
the organization of the new
will be under the recent regulations
from Ottawa can be gathered from
the statements made to-day. A re-
cent regulation also provided that
only qualified officers studying for
a higher rank will be allowed to
wear their uniform. It will be re-
membered that under a recent regu-
lation. from the Militia Department
it was announced in camp orders
that in future no more supernumer-
ary officers would be appointed un-
til the present supernumerariés were
absorbed in other units.

ONLY GOOD MEN PICKED

_The battalions that have any offi-
cers over and above their normal
strength will have them taken by
other units needing officers. This
will absorb the overplus of officers
in units at present. The order 1s
also interpreted to mean that in fu-
ture no supernumerary officers will
be appointed. On the top of this
comes the democratizing of the new
school and its limitations for real
working purposes. The commanding
officer of a battalion will have the
opportunity of recommending two
members of his unit for attendance
at the school. Considering that there
are about 50 units in this military
area, it means that about 1oe student
soldiers will be 'in attendance. So
that, with the cutting off of super-
numerary officers, and the absorbing
of those now appointed into the
strength of the new units, it means
that the school will be down to rock-
bottom, and only those will be al-
lowed to qualify who are likely to
make good officers. The commanding
officer of a unit may recommend, if
he desires, two privates whom he
thinks would make good officers, to
attend the school. Should they prove
their worth and pass, they then go
back to the ranks, but the O.C., when
he desires to have an officer, knows
where the soldier is who is qualified
and has the experience to make a
good officer.

READY FOR OVERSEAS

An officer of a militia unit may
want to qualify for a higher com-
mission. To do so he must signify
his willingness to go overseas if
called on by any battalion which
needs his services. A member of a
militia unit, no matter how long his
service, who desires to attend the
school, must signify his willingness
to go overseas before he can attend.
Officers who are already qualified in
their rank may wear the uniform of
their rank while at school endeavor-
ing to obtain a higher certificate.
These are the only exceptions to the
probationers who will be required to

FISH SUPPLY

Major Green in Londen in
Aid of Canadian
Troops.

London, March 1 (correspondence
of the Associated Press)—"Canada’s
fish-monger-general,” is the title of
Major Hughie Green, who has arriv-
ed in England on a special mission
from Major General Sam Hughes, the
Canadian minister of militia, to organ-
ize the entire fish supply of the Can-
adian troops\ The appointment Is
said to be without precedent in the
history of warfare and the introduc-
tion of the the fish ration to the Can-
adian troops is expected to improve
the health of the men, save the Dom-
inion thousands of dollars each week_r
and revolutionize the fish industry of
Canada. ;

Major Green is said to have inter-
viewed the Dominion authorities with
a frozen fish under his arm. He ha
brought the fish two thousand miles,
so the story is told here and so 1m-
pressed the Canadian .oﬂicials that
they lost no time in laying the plans
for -carrying out his scheme. 3

Green, who is  but twenty-eight
years old, has caught fish nearly all
his life in the waters of the great
lakes. He arrived here with forty tons
and before leaving organized the busi-
ness so that the same amount .wﬂl
arrive each week already for cooking.
Much of the fish which will come
from Canadian waters of the great
lakes will consist of salmon, hglit{ut,
soles, cod, smoked haddock, whitefish
and herrings.

Major Grezn has engaged many In-
dians in the smaller northern Qanad-
ian lakes to assist in the catching of
sufficient fish to keep the Canadian
troops in England and on the con-
tient -well supplied for the duration
of the war.

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“Soup Plates”

New Kind of Helmet Used
by the British
Soldiers.

London, March 10 (correspond-
ence) —“Soup plates” is what the

British soldiers at the front call the
helments with which they are equipp-
ed as a protection against shrapnel.
They are of steel and painted grey.
In appearance they resemble an in-
verted bowl and are far from orna-
mental. They afford protection to the
neck and eyes as well as the head.

A British correspondent testifies to
their efficacy in reducin casualties
as proven in the recent stiff fighting
for the recovery of the international
trench, north of the Ypres-Comines
canal. "

“T saw eight dented or pierced hel-
mets to-day,” he writes, “The wearers
of these suffered no worse injury than
slight scalp wounds, and some

killed had they worn an ordinary
khaki cap. One helmet had been dent-
ed eight places by falling shrapnel,
while a jagged two-inch hole marlged
the entry of a shell fragment which
caused a flesh wound.

«Another bore a deep fissure made
by the butt of a German rifle during
the hand-to-hand fighting in the cap-
tured trench. The wearer of the hel-
met was not even stunned and he was
able to kill his antagonist. Still an-
other had been dented by shrapnel
unknown to the wearer. Several had
been cut through by pieces of shell,
but the net effect was no more thana
smart blow across the skull with a
club.”

which Germany would now talk peace.
The correspondent in question thus
speaks of the matter:

“There was no intention to lay |
down hard-and-fast terms, but merely '
to give general ideas. He said, for
example, that Germany was willing to
help rehabilitate Belgium, would with-
draw from that territory and would
riot seek indemnity from the littie!
country. But he did seem to think it]
was essential to German public opin-
ijon that an indemnity be paid before
German troops were withdrawn from
Northern France. (

“The Chancellor also made it clear
that in exchange for the withdrawal
from Belgium, Germany would want
England to return the German Afri-
can colonies she has occupied. Gen-
erally speaking, the Chancellor sug-
gested a return of the territorial sta-
tus as it existed before the war started
as the best basis for negotiations.”

Bosches ‘are Withered
fby Theeir Own Device
“Seventy-fives” Burst Hose —f‘or Flaming Liquid and Ger-

man Soldiers Run Madly Screaming in All' Direc-
tions—French Use Shields as Protection.

Paris, Mar. 22—Among the wournd-
ed brought to Paris yesterday morn-
ing from Verdun was a Territorial
Corporal who spent the year 1907-
08 in New York., He gives a descrip-
tion of the German flame attacks.
“The general effect of the ‘flamen-
werter’ is just the opposite to the ef-
fect of water being thrown on_the
flaming ground. I once saw the New
York firemen fighting a fourteen-
storey warehouse fire. The water
spurted ‘up in bright columns whose
ends were lost in smoke. The flame
jets in the daylight look exactly the
same from a distance. One sees little
groups holding a hose with a bright
jet spurting before them in the roll-
ing billows of smoke. Only this time
our trenches were in the midst of the

smoke clouds. We carried big oblong |

shields of interwoven osier, covered
with dry clay, against which the flam-
ing liquid fell powerless, but the
smell was terrible, almost suffocating,
although we were wearing masks.
