niloff, commander-in-chief of the 
Russian army, informed the press 
that he intends to make a report on 
the military situation to the confer­
ence at Moscow and hoped that' im­
portant résolutions would be adop­
ted.

Baltimore. The slogan of the labor; 
organizers of the period was the ne-1 
cessity for organization so as to pro-1 
tect American labor against Invading 
foreigners, who were immigrating in 
large numbers during the five years 
following the war.

The plants established for the 
manufacture of m imitions for the 
Northern Army during the war 
marked the beginning of the factory 
system, and the centralization of in­
dustry in the larger cities. A con­
tinuation of this system after the 
war had a further influence in bring» 
ing about labor organizations.

Canada has, since the opening of 
the war, increased her manufacture 
of staples and reduced her imports. 
Industry has been given an impetus 
that should mark a great era of de­
velopment. We have ^demonstrated 
that many new lines can be profitably 
manufactured In Canada. We face 
the same dangers, however, that cul­
minated in the crash of 1873 in tho 
United States—the danger of specu­
lation and over-production, without 
properly developed markets.

A general survey of the labor situ­
ation in Canada indicates that about 
150,000 more men will be required 
after the war than are now employed 
in Canada. This would about take 
care of the proportion of returning 
soldiers which will require employ­
ment after the war. The problem 
then arises as to what we will do 
with our munition workers—an esti­
mated detail of about 200,060 being 
employed in this work at present, 
fully 75% of which number will be 
called upon to find other employment 
when the war is over.

portions of the total products of Can­
ada in each of these commodities pass 
through cold storage in their transit 
from producer to consumer. This 

is made in Commissioner 
O’Cdhnor’s cold storage report, which 
continues:

“It is not all the property at any 
given time of cold storage companies 
but is either owned by them or stored 
on their premises. It will be shown 
in the course of this report, however, 
that public warehousing, properly so- 
called that is, the storing of goods in 
refrigerated space supplied by a com­
pany not owning the goods stored, 
bears a small proportion to the total 
quantity of produce passing through 
cold storage. In this Canada is uni­
que and in spite of the effort of suc­
cessive governments to encourage the 
public storage business by subsidies 
,the trend towards concentration in the 
handling of food to a limited number 
of private companies has not been 
checked and with the progress of the 
war is becoming more marked. This 
is part of the price Canada has paid 
for her position as a trader in a world 
market.

“There are about one hundred and 
ten cold storage warehouses in Can­
ada, operated by seventy-six different 
companies, two being American own­
ed. Seven operate one establishment 
only. Five are large export houses.
These include nine establishments, ex­
porting chiefly dairy products, each 
with at least one branch in Montreal.
There are twelve companies dealing 
chiefly in fish, two of which have two 
establishments each, the others only 
one each. There are thirty-nine stor­
age warehouses dealing in general 
cold storage commodities, including 
meats, dairy products, eggs arid fish, 
the proportion of each commodity 
bandied depending upon the location 
of the warehouse. One of the latter 
companies is affiliated with one of the 
abattoir companies. Thus thirty-eight 
independent establishments handle 
general produce.”
"The necessity would certainly

The story of the city is a story to 

be gained only by crawling up under 
vicious fire to positions desperately 
consolidated under a shell shower, 
which has pot yet abated.

Italian Gunners Improve 
Beyond that w«s the famous K 

trénch, named after the first lettfe 
df Castagnevizza—the Austro-Hun­
garians spell this place with a K. 
This again is a bristle of machine- 
guns, but it shows now as if it were a 
string of shell craters. British guns 
have had a part in reducing this 
formidable line, and the Italian gun­
ners have been twice thanked by the 
Italian supreme command for their 
superb work. The 15,000 shells on 
the first day of the bombardment 
have been far improved on since. 
These Selo positions, once taken, 
revealed about twice as many do­
nnas as were shown on the staff 
maps. Dolina is a curious word for 
the curious crater-like depressions 
in the surface of the Carso, ranging 
from 20 yards in diameter to 200, 
where the soft red earth outcrops 
and allows the pauper people of a 
miserable country to cultivate the'r 
scanty crops. Under the Austrians, 
these dolinas have been extraordin­
arily developed. For instance, at 
Selo the enemy had burrowed enor­
mous labyrinths and packed them 
tight with stores, 
would not suffice to catalogue the 
Italian booty taken at Selo when at 
length the tenacious Grenadiers, 
dropping with the fatigue of three 
days of battle, bombed and bayonet­
ed their way for the last time 
through the sprawling stone heaps 
which represented the houses of the 
big village.

Austrian Losses 100,000
The total losses of the Austrians 

from all causes are reckoned at near­
ly 100,000, the most important of 
which, in the Carso region, have not 
yet been officially announced. It is 
said that among the losses of the 
Austrians are many men of the fam­
ous Twelfth division, popularly 
known as the "Iron division."

Monte Santo, the side of which ha.i 
been scarred by many struggles In 
the past two years, and which is 
known in both armies as th* spot 
where many men have become her­
oes, was taken by the Second army 
corps under Gen. Capello, who cross­
ed the Isonzo at Anhovo and swerved 
around the base of Monte Santo, 
thereby cutting the Austrian line of 
retreat and completely isolating the 
mountain, which for so long has been 
a thorn-in the side of the Italians.

The hydraulic Ingenuity employed 
by the Italians on the Isonzo will al­
ways be considered most jemarlfablo. 
Different leaders in the past have 
dealt with rivers in different ways.
