July 4, two days after the ice went out.
Had it not been fur an accident which
betell her 18 miles below the Russian
mission she would hiave been the first

beén in six days ago. At the peint
eferred to a piston bead in one of the
engines broke which delayed them five
and a half days. Immediately atter
the accident happened ose of the en
gineers was dispatched in a small boat
to St. Michael for the purpose of se-
curing a duplicate of the brokea head.
