PROHIBITION IN POLITICS

Y

That which has been by many feared
and by many fervently hoped for has
at length occurred. The Temperance
question has got into Politics.

Dreadful thing, isn't it ¢

For a long time, at frequent periods
it has been suspected and sometimes
strongly asserted that Politics had got
into Temperance. but now the question
is unquestionably reversed.

Dr Carman and other members of
the Ontario Branch of the Dominion
Alliance have deliberately united the
two, and our political parties have di
vided squarely on the issue of the
retention or abolition of the three-filths
clause.

The Liberals, led by Mr McKay,
‘have declared|in favor ot majority rule
in local option votes, and while Mr
Whitney, when interviewed, declined
to commit hirself hefore consulting
his cabinet, it is a foregone counclusion
that be will stand by the three-fifths
clause.

The general elections will probably
take place within a vear and this ques
tion will be one of the chef deter
mining factors. There ‘are other im
portant questions, of course, but this
matter of local option comes neaver
home to every ratepayer .th.n any
other, Itis a quesvion easily under
stood by all and, with a secret ballot,
an honest expression of opinion may be
expected.

In past campaigns the Temperance
question has always been treated light
ly, as a kind of side-1ssue, and when
the opinion of a candidate reepecting it
was sought it could, as a rule, be ob
tained only by direct question. But in
the coming elections it will be discussed
from every hustings, and the whole
subject, in all its bearings, will be
| placed betore the public and the line
i between the two parties be closely
drawn. .

Whether this mixture of Politi¢s and
Prohibition will prove a benefit- to the
Temperance people remains to be seen.
It will certainly give them a chance to
vole as they pray,

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

Turn from the greedy search for the
poor, unsatisfying barley bread of life.
Christ would have us occupied, not with
his gifts, but with himself. He would be
the source and centre of all our living.

The true bread (v. 22). The fine flour
in che Jewish sacrifices typified the hu-
manity of Jesus (Lev. 6:14-23, R. V.,;
24:5-9; Heb. 7:26). Wheat has to be
threshed. On the threshing floor of the
world the tribulum of sorrow passed
over Christ (Tsa.

TO ASSASSINATE.

POLICE TO USE A DRAG-NET FOR
THE ANARCHISTS.

Murderer Alio Back in Denyer—Al-
leged Conspiracy to Murder “in
Chicago—Not a Priest Hater—Ser-
mlon by Father Ryan.’

Denver, Col., March 2.—@tuseppe Alio,
the Italian Anarchist who murdered fa-
ther Leo Heinrichs at the altar dwring
communion service in St. = Elizabeth
Church here last Suﬂday was brought
back from Colorado Springs early to-
day whither he had been taken to pre-
vent lynching. Accompanied by four de-
tectives from Denver and closely hand-
cutied Alio rdde the entire trip with
head averted and in sullen silence. Upon
arrival here he was hustled into a wait-
ing cab and swiftly driven to the jail.
Barring newspaper men, depot employ-
ees and those arriving on the train there
were but few persons at the Union sta-

tion to witness his arrvival, and no de-
monstration of any kind occurred. Ae-
cording to Alio’s statement, made to an
interperter, he will plead guilty when
arraigned and offer no defence for . his
crime. In this case it is expected his
trial will come to a speedy end and sen-
tence be pronounced.

A Chiocego Plot.

Chicago, March 2—A plot to murder a
Chicago priesc at the alwar of his caurch,
just as Father Leo Heinrichs, of Denver,
was slain, was hatched in Chicago and
frustrated almost by chance, according
to the Rev. Father E. M. Dunne, Chan-
cellor of the Archdiocese.

This information 'was given out by
Fatnher bunne yesierday to prove turth-
er his contention that the murder in
St. Elizabeth’s Church in Denver was
planned by Anarchistic anti-clericals in
Clicago.

The murder in Denver was similar in
every respect to the one planned sever-
al months ago in which the Rev. Father
Pasquale Renzullo, pastor of St. Roch’s
Church at Chicago Heights, was to be
the vietim, Father Dunne will hold a
conference to-day with Chief of Police
Shippy, asking for certain arrests and
anotner with United States District At-
torney Sims and Col, James E. Stuart,
Chief of Post-office Imspectors, looking
towards the prosecution of editors of It-
alian newspapers in which denunciatory
diatribes against the clergy of the ecity
are made. Charges of criminal libel may
also be made.

Father Renzuilo was for a time Chan-
cellor Dunne’'s assistant at the Guardian
Angel (Italian) Church on Forquer
street. The first information  of the
planned Chicago assassination was given
Father Renzuilo from an lialian in Chi-
cage Heights, The name of the man is
held z secret by Father Dunne, who
claims thzat should their informant be
known he would be found dead with a
dozen knives in him before 24 hours had
passed.

The information secured from the wri-
ter of the letter as to how the priest
was to be killed was given to Leo. H.
Hook, Mayor of Chicago Heights, and
the police were notified. The men picked
for the assassination in some manner
got wind of the prospective arrest and
disappeared. Still fearing that harm
might come to the pastor of the church
two days later Mayor Hook issued a
permit for Father Renzello to carry a
revolver.

A Police Drag Net.

Buffalo, March 2.—A police drag-net,
world-wide in its scope, is being stretch-
ed by the police department of every
large city of the United States and Eu-
rope.

Following the assassination of Father
Leo in Denver, Sunday, the police of
that city unearthed a plot which not
only had as its objeect the murder of
priests and bishops throughout the coun.
try, but also, the authorities say, mark-
ed high officials of the United States,
monarchs of Europe and Cabinet mem-
bers of almost every nation.

Advices furnished c¢-ery city in the
country, based on information and plans
found on the person and in the rooms of
the slayer of the simple Franciscan
father, have been sent broadcast, and
every effort is being made to round up
what is said to be the most dangerous
band.of anarchists that -has ever dared
operdte in the United States.

Emma Goldman, the woman whose in-
cendiary rantings were blamed for kind-
ling the fire which incited Czolgosz to
the assassination of President MecKin-
ley in this city, has been refused permis-
sion to speak in Chicago, and orders
have been issued that her every move be
watched while in that city. Chief Ship-
py's orders are to the effect that any
gzxﬂwring with Emma Goldman at its
head must be rmmediately dispersed and
that the most notorious women “red” of
the country must, under no circum-
stances, be allowed to confer with those
of her ilk who are said to be making
temporary quarters in Chicago.

Anarchists Strike at Nation’s Root.

Denver, March 2—The body of Father
Leo nemricis was taken howm S, nnza-
beti’y Roman Catholic Caureh to-day
to the Union Station, where it was plac-
ed aboard the Burlington train' wo be
forwarded to Paterson, N. J., the IFran-
ciscan Fathers’ American headquarters.
Rev. Father William O’Ryan uelivered
the funeral sermon, in which he highly
cutogized the martyred priest.

Rev. Father O’Ryan said in part:

“lhat any sermon is attempted on
this solemn occasion is mot = because
of Father Leo, tlune simple Francescan
fdar, who is dead, nor even Lecause
of the high offense against the Al-
mighty Father of us who lives, but
because of the Society in which we
live "and its outraged "and loosened
bond of law. Crimes such,as that of
lasgt Sundny are assaults ¢gn no mere
individual;  they are agajnst you and
me and all of us, béy strike and
wound law and justice in her holy sanc-
tuary whence breathes the very life of
the civilized state.

“Father Leo was struck down, the
murderer confesses, because he was
a priest and not for any fancied griev-
ance or imagined injury. The mur-
derer never kmew the dead priest;
their lives except in that one dread
moment of blood and sacrilege kad
mever touched. Nor did he will his,
as priests have been kiled, in hatred
of his special crced. But the fiend
knew that the priest had some out-
ward symbol of that only authority by
which kings reign and human law
finds its sanction—the authority and
governance of Ged. And because tlhe
inurderer had revolted against God’s
authority, human law-—against its out-
ward symbol, the priest, and slew him.

“The hour was logical. The Anarch-
ist is never truer to his diabolical prin-
ciples than when he slays a Catholic
priest and slays him at the altar of
God. Wherever he is, the Catholic
priest in .some great way carries in
himself that church of authority and
of God and externalizes her to men. He
is an officer in that' great army whose
banmers are forever set against disorder
and anarchy.

“And hence the whole faud brood, the
Socialist who preaches and the Anarch-
ist who translates the seawmron into red

SLAP FOR LOSS OF WHISKERS.

Row in Italian Chamber Likely to End
in Duel.

Rome, March 2.—There was an excit-
ing scrap in tl:e lobby of the Chamber
of Deputies to-day. Senator Pieran-
toni, a well-known intermational law
authority, and Deputy Mirabelli, a Re-
publican, quarreled while engaged in a
discussion of the question of reli-
gious teaching in the scheels, which is
occupying the attention of the Chem-
ber.

Signer Pierantoni called Deputy Mira-
belli a War, whereupon the latter clutch-
ed the Senator’s left whisker and pulled
out a handful, while Signor Pierantoni
vigorously siapped the deputy’s face.
Marquis Rudini end other deputies with
difficulty separated the combatants,
who mutually hurled insulte as they
were dragged in opposite directions.

A duel is likely to follow, although
Pierantoni is 68 years old, while Mira-
belli is much younger.

USES OF THE CHAFING DISH.

Mrs. Rorcr‘AgaIn Tells About Cook
ing.

e

Resuming her course of lectures on
scientific cooking for the patrons of
the Gimbel store, Mrs. Rorer talked
yesterday morning and afternoon to
large audiences of women who watch-
ed with interest the deft work of the
famous exponent of culinary art. Her
morning demonstration was on ‘“‘the
every-day possibilities of a chafing
dizh,” and she pointed out the neces-
gity, in these times of financial strin-
gency, for every housekeeper to use
wise economy, which to her mind
means the saving of good materials.
Her morning demonstrations were on
the following dishes:

Oysters a la Richmond—Drain 25
oysters. Puj a tablespoonful of but-
ter in_ a chafing dish, a tablespoonful
of chopped celery: stir for a minute;
then add the oysters, a level teaspoon-
ful of salt, a dash of black pepper,
# dash of cayenne and a little paprica,
Cover. the dish, and wéxen the oysters
begin to boil, add, il you have it,
four tablespoonfuls of cream or milk.
Btix gently and serve.

Quick Goulash—Put into a chafing
dish a tablespoonful of butter, add a
tablespoonful of chopped onion; stir
until the butter is melted and the
onion a little soft; add a -tablespoon-
ful of flour; mix; add a teaspoontul of
paprica, a half-pint of stock; stir
until boiling; then add two sweet
peppers cut into strips, and a pint ot
cold cooked meat cut into cubes of
an inch. Bring to a boil and serve.

Deviled Scallops—Mash the yolks
of three-boiled eggs through a sieve.
Put a tablespoonful of butter and one
of flour in a chafing dish; mix; add
a half-pint of milk; stir until boil-
ing; add gradually the volks of the
eggs, a dash of red pepper; a salt-
spoon of white pepper and a teaspoon-
ful of salt. Wash and scald the scal-
lops--this may be done in the morn-
ing. Add them to the sauce, and
when' thoroughly hot serve on crisp
crackers of squares of toast.

In the afternoun Mre. Rorer took
for her subject, ‘“The After-Theatre
Supper at Home,” and showed her
audience how to prepare the follow-
ing dainties:

Dry Panned Oysters—Drain and
wash the oyvsters: throw them at oncé
into a hot chafing dish; add salt and
paprica, a little black pepper and a
teaspoonful of Worcestershire,- and

when hot add a tablespoonful of but-

ter

ful of flour; add 25 oysters that have
been drained; stir carefully; add one
sweet pepper cut ito strips and a half-
cup of tomato. When hot add a level
teaspoonful of salt and a tablespoon-
ful of chopped parsley.

Chicken au Supreme—Put one tab-
lespoonful of butter and one of flour
into the chafing dish; mix; add two-
thirds cup of milk, one-half teaspoon-

fectly smooth. Serve at once on toast.

The First House of Commons.

The earliest traces of the English
house of commons are found in the
year 1265. That year Simon de Mont-
fort, earl of Leicester, caused writs to
be issued in the king’s name requiring
each sheriff of a county to return to
a parliament which he proposed to
hold two knights for the shire under
his jurisdiction, two citizens for each
city within its limits and two bur-
gesses for each borough. The pariia-
ment thus called met in London on
Jan. 22, 1265, and was practically the
first in which the people, as dis-
tinguished, from the nobility - and
aristocracy, had ever participated. It
was not until the revolution of 1688,
however, that the people were fairly
and squarely represented in parlia-
ment.

New Bridge at OCaire.

The Island of Rodah, in the Nile, where
tradition ssys Moses was found in the
bulrushes, has just been connected with
Ceairo by the iargest bridge ever built
over the Nile in that seotion.  The
Rodsh bri which took three years
to build, is 1,740 feet long.and 65 feet
broad. There are fourteen spans, be-
sides a turning span of 209 feet, which
is swung by an electric motor, and
which when opened gives a clear 70 feet
on either side for the passage of ves-
sels. At a recent official test every
square yard of the bridge was subjeefed
to a weight of 400 pounds. In order to
give this weiil‘:]: the footpaths were piled
with sand, w twenty tram cars load-
ed with cement, twenty-four water carts
filled with sand and eight traction en-
gines were kept on the bridge a whole
day.  The deflection of each span wag
noted, and after that the whole of the
huge traffic was driven at full speed
across the bridge.—From Zion’s Herald.

NEW MACHINE.

His Indian Army at Work Against
the Afridi.
Forts Destroyed aed Many of the
Tribesmen Killed.

A Menace on the ‘Northern Frontier
for Centuries.

London, March 2.—Lord Kitchener’s
Little irontier war in the Bazar Val-
ley against the Zakkakhel tribesmen
is naking rapid and successful pro-
gress,  The purpose of the expedition
is to punish the tribesmen for numer-
ous ruids into Indian territory, and in
a remarkably short campaign they
have leen scattered and broken, their
forts have been destroyed, and many of
the tribesmen have been killed.

The cxpedition is thought here to re-
flect credit, upon the reorganization of
the Indian army as carried out by
Lord Kitchener. Tommy Atkins is
profiting by the lessons learned from
the Ilusso-Japanese war. The British
troops advanced on the enemy in open
order with wide intervals between
them, The men took advantage of
all available cover. This - method of
procedare, surprised and  disheartened
the natives, who- were accustomed for
their sniping tactics to the targets
made by the more or less compact col-
umn formation empioyed by previous
expeditions.

The Zaki#akhels have from time im.
memorial  been  the most troubiesome
of neighbors to the people of mnorth-
ern India. They have for centuries
been in the habit of swooping down
from their fastnesses, situated in a
land that has been deseribed as “a
country on ned,” and “an upside down
country,” and robbing and murdering
whenever the faney took them. It was
they who hatched the plot whereby the
British posts in the Khaibar were cap-
tured in 1897. it was they who form-
ed the kernel of the resistance to Brit-

ish arms during the campaign in |

Tirah,and remained to the end uncon-
quered and untamed. Since that cam-
paign- there has been almost no crime
which have, not com-
mitted. Ncither the persons nor the
properties of dwellers in the lowlands
have beea safe from these hizhland
caterans.

G. W, Steevens in his book “In India,”
gives a vivid impression of the customs
of these turbulent tribes.

“They have a custom, when they
plough,” he says, ‘of meeting in jirgah,
and there each man lays down a stone
before him; while the ploughing lasts
the atenes are down and all blood-
feuds sleep. The other day, the war
with the Sirdar being over, and a feel-
ing aproad that the rifles had been si-
lent oo long, they camp to the General
Sahib for permission to lift the stones
and open the each-other shooting
seagson.

BURNED TO A CRISP.

TWO MEN MEET DEATH IN RAIL-
WAY WRECK.

Firebox of Runaway Ergine Sets Fire to
Caboose of Freight It Had Collided
With —Engineer Thrown Through
Wind-w,

Bradford despatch: Brakeman Charles
Fox and Thomas E. Powell, both of
Bradford, were killed and their bodies
burned to a crisp in a wreck on the
Erie Reilroad near Brockwayville, Pa.,
this morning.

Engineer Charles Ray, also of Brad-
ford, had one leg broken and was badly
bruised. The accident was caused by
a, runaway engine, No. 303, -colliding
with the rcar end of an Erie freight
which was standing in front of the june-
tion tower while Engineer Holleran was
after orders to allow his-train to take
the Buffalo, Rochester & Pittsburg
racks to come on toward Bradford. En-
gineer Ray was in charge of the runaway
locomotive. He was making arrange-
ments to altach the engine to a stub
train to run through to Bradford when
the engine got beyond his contrel.

For a mile the locometive made great
speed. Engineer Ray stuck to his pest,
and when the crash came he was thrown
throngh the window of his cab and his
leg was broken. The shock of the colli-
sion was terrific aud both Fox and Pow-
ell were instantly Killed. The fire box
of the locomotive set fire to the splin-
tered caboose and the two bodies were
cremated and rendered unrecognizable.
Beside the caboose two cars were con-
sumed by the flames. Bnow was used
to stop the progress of the fire. The
dead were brought to this city on a spe-
cial train this afternoon.

Powell was 27 years of age and had
lived in Bradford for 18 years. He was
formerly identified with the Bradford
fire department. He leaves a widow and
one son, his mother, three brothers and
two sisters.

Charles Fox was about 40 years of
age and leaves a widow.

| WILL NOT TAKE OUT BULLET.

Mrs. J. J. Feehley, Shot by Her Husband,
Has Left Hespital.

Toronto despatch: Mrs. J. J. Feehley,
who was shot by her husband at her
home at 82 Euclid avenue, who after-
wards shot and killed himself, will leave
St. Michael’s Hospital te-day and go to
friends at Niagara Falls.

“We have put the X-rays on her
back and have located the bullet above
her right shoulder-blade,” said Dr.
Silverthorne this morming. “The bul-
let entered the left shoulder and went
right across her back, lodging above
{ the shoulder blade on the right side.
We are mnot going to take out the
bullet, as it is doing no harm to her
body.

“Had the revolver been pointed but
a shade more in the direction of her
bcdy it would have either cut her
spinal cord or entered her chest. In
either case she would have died. We
cut a hole about four inches long in
her shoulder and got out all the mate-
rial carried in by the bullet.”

RUSSIA WANTS TO FIGHT BRITAIN.

Will Repudiate Recent Anglo-Russian
Convention.

London, March 2.— Prof. Arminius
Vambery, of Budapest, whose informa-
ticn and views upon international
politiecs ~ command respect through-
out Europe, makes a gloomy pro-
phecy. He declares that the recent-
ly 'made Anglo-Russian convention
will be repudiated by Russia  when-
ever she may consider such a course
convenient, He asserts that Russia
is preparing for war against Great
Britain as a means of diverting at-
tefition from internal revolution.

He adds: “Nothing could be more
popular in Russia than a war with
England. The Russian peasants have
been educated to believe that Russia
was not defeated by Japan, but ia-
directly by England. The new oon-
vention may serve for a time, but it
is mot the sheet anohor England sup-

poses it o be.”

ATTEMPT TO KILL SHAH OF PERSIA

His Majesty Ekamd Bomb But Three of the

Outer Guards Lose Their Lives. '

Teheran, Persia, March ;2,—A‘n attem pt was made in this-city this afternoon
to assassinate the Shah of Persia by a bomb. 1lis Mzjesty was not hurt. Three

of the outer guards who were nccoltpan

ying him at the time were killed.

The Shah owes his escape to the pre-
cautions taken to protect him from just
such an attempt as was made this morn-
ing. He was on 'his way te a nearby
town where he intended to pass a few
days. The procession had left the palace
and was traversing a narrow street
when two bombs were hurled at it from
the roof of a house. One exploded in the
air but the other struck the ground
near the Shal’s auntomobile. This mis-
sile killed the three outriders, wound-
ing the chauffeur and a score of by-
standers and shattered the vehicle. The
Shah, however, was not in his automo-
bile having taken the precaution to send
the motor car on ahead and ride him-

self in a carriage further in the rear of
the procession. The motor car was a
closed one and it was theught that the
sovereign was inside.

As soon as the Shah heard the explos-
ions he alighted hurriedly from his car-
riage and entered a neighboring house.
Here he remained quietly while his at-
tendants sent word for a detachment
of troops. The soldiers were hurried to
the scene and formed in front of the
house where the Shah was. He then came
out and surrounded by a big body guard
returned to the palace.

The house from which the bombs were
thrown and the buildings near by were
searched by the police, but no arrests
were made.

THE LICENSING BILL.

MR. ASQUITH INTRODUCES HIS
MEASURE IN THE COMMONS.,

Will Wipe Out a Third of the Country’s
Saleons in Twenty Years, and Place
License System Under Unfettered
Control cf the State,

London, March 2.—2Ar. I, i Asquith,
Chancellor of the Exchquer, introdue-
ed the licemsing bill in the House of
Oommons this aiternoon. This is the
principal Government measure for the
present session of Pariiament. The
capital invested in licensed property in
this country is about $1,200,000,000,
while over 2,000,000 people are employed
in the traffic. Briefly, the bill provides
for the compulsory reluction within a
specified period, and on a uniformed
scale, of the number of saloous licensed
throughout the country. In cities it is
proposed to allow one saloon for every
750 persons, -and in the country dis-
tricts one saloon for every 400 persomns.
This regulation, it is estimated, will
wipe out in the neighborhood of 30,000
licenses, about one-third of the present
total.

The bill proposes that tlis reduction
be effected within tweniy years. Local
option is to gov the issuance of new
licenses, and a majority of the parochial
electors is sufficient to prohibit the
granting of a license. :

Mr. Asquith expressed the  opinion
that England was not yet ripe for com-
puisory Sunday closing, but he said
that outside the metropolis no saloon
would be allowed to keep open on Sun-
day for more than one hour at mid-
day or more than two hours in the
evening. In conclusion, the Chancellor
declared that if this bill was adopted,
the State in twenty years would ob-
tain unfettered control of the license
system, L]

The system of compensating t,lms? en-
tirely deprived of their licenses is to
lapse after a period of fourteen years
from the commencement of the act, and
an end thus will be put to the vested
interests in all licenses.

NOT A THIRSY CROWD.

Few of British Marines on Way Home
to England Drank Stimulants,

Ottawa, March 2.—Sixty-five marines
passed through Ottawa yesterday on
their way back from  KEsquimalt to
England. During their long rail jour-
ney the men were well treated by the
British Government. They had a
colonist car to themselves, and were
given three meals a day in the dining
car. The Government allowed every
one his choice of spirits, beer or min-
eral water with his meals; but through-
out the long trip, which is sometimes
regarded as an excuse for copious li-
bations, only twenty-three needed alco-
holic stimulant.

The rest made inroads upon the stoek
of mineral water, which necessitated
frequent replenishments, much to the
surprise of the commissariat department
frntaeo e ’b shrdl emfw shrdetaocase
which had laid in a heavy stock of dif-
ferent thirst quenchers in anticipation
of the traditional British seafaring
man’s thirst.

BRITAIN’S LIQUOR.

Strong Opposition to Mr. Asquith’s
License Bill.

London, March 2.— Chancellors Asg-
quith’s bold and drastic licensing bill
which was introduced in the House of
Commons yesterday is raising a storm
of denunciaticn in the Opposition press,
Mr. Balfcur gave his party a lead in a
brief speech stigmatizing the measure
as “robbery.”

The tremendous strength of the brew-
ing interests throughout the country
r7ill be brought to bear in an endeavor
to prevent the passage of the bill or
to obtain an extensive amendment, es-
pecially as in the direction of securing
a longer time limit than four years,
which is regarded as likely to inflict
serious injury to the interests of 'the
shareholders of brewing companies re-
presenting a capital of $1,200,000,000.

Some of the uniohists regard the bill
as another move in the campaign against
the House of Lords.

The best opinion in the lobby, how-
ever, favored the view that Mr. Asquith
is asking much more than he hopes to
much more than he hapes to obtain,
obtain, and that the bill would pass in a
greatly amended form.

 THE RACE TRACK.

THOSE WHO FOLLOW THE RACES
SUBJECT TO DISSIPATION.

San’ Francisco, March 2.—In an address
before a mass meeting under the aus-
pices of the recently organized Califor-
nia Anti-Track League in the First Con-
gregational Church of Berkely last night,
Prof. David Starr Jordan, of Stanford
University, discussed “Dissipation and
the Struggles Against It.” He condemn-
ed gambling, smoking and drinking hab-
its, and overturned the generally accept-
ed theory of heredity.

“You are beginning a fight against
the race track and its attendant evils,”
he said. “It is the right of the people
to suppress these evils, just as much as
it is their right to make laws governing
sanitary conditions. One of the main
evils attendant upon life of the race
track is dissipation of various kinds, due
to the fact that the gambler leads not
a life full of activity, but one full of
nervous excitement, resulting in nerve
waste. His outlook upon life is bad.
The doctors, not the ministers, should
be the greatest enemies of intemperance,
for they know the harm it works on the
system. This is on the basis of econo-
mics and not of morals.”

In dealing with heredity in connection
with vice, he said: “Every child comes
into the world free born.' By this I
mean that he is all his father and moth-
er should be. Therefore, brought up in
right conditions, he has a good chance
of becoming a worthy citizen, nof sub-
ject to vice.”

As Miss Murphy unfurled a yellow
“Votes for Women” banner Mrs. Wells
stood up to speak.

The eifect of her words was eleetric.
Every window on both sides of the
street, from the bankers’ offices on the
ground floor’ to the cubbyholes under
the eaves, was thrown up and clerks,
blonde typewriters and office boys strug-
gled in the sills for vantage ground.
Somebody realizing that a joke was in
progress began to unfurl ticker tape
from a window away up in the building
across the street and within five minutes
miles of the white ribbons %were whip-
ping and twisting from a dozen windows
of the Exchange building.

Somehow away up near the roof of
the Broad Exchange dropped a paper
bag filled with water. It burst on the
carriage top near the speaker and spat-
tered her gcnerouilf’. Then she gave
way to Mr. Black. Mr. Black opened his
mouth to speak. Two water bags came
down with a rush from somewhere up
near the sky line. Then bananas and
great mushy chocolate drops such as
constitute 2 messenger boy’s lunch be-
gan flying thickly about the heads of
the suffragettes.

MINER HEROES DECORATED.

King Personally Awards Edward Medal
for Saving Lives.

London, March 2.—The Edward Mehal,
the decoration instituted by the King
as a reward for gallantry in saving or
attempting to save lives in mines or
quarries, was to-day personally present-
ed by King Edward to two gallant min-
ers, Francis Chandler and William Ever-
son.

Chandler was the first man to be
recommended for the medal since the .
institution of the decoration last July,
and the deed which won him the de-
coration was an exceptionally brave
one. Several men employed in the
Hoyland Silkstone Colliery were im-
prisoned in the boiler house by an
earth dump, and Cbhandler, although
badly scalded himself, rescued a num-
ber of his companions by almost super-
human feats of pluck and endurance.

The third winncr of the medal was
G. H. Lamb, who lost his life in ‘ an
attempt to save the lives of commades
in the Strathecona mine, at Stratheo
British Columbia. The King gran
the decoration to the dead man’s sister,
Miss Margaret Jane Lamb, who re-
gides at Newcastle-on-Tine, and ex-
pressed the wish that she should wear
it. The medal was accordingly to-day
presented to Miss Lamb by the Lord
Mayor of Newcastle.
