The companies which are said to be
involved in the Canadian steel trust
are the Dominion Iron & Steel Co., the
Dominion Coal Co., the Nova Scotia
Steel & Coal Co., the Lake Superior Con-
solidated Co., the Atikokan lIron Co.. of
Port Arthur, the Montreal Rolling Miils,
the Hamilton Stee]l & Iron Co,, the Can-
ada Foundry Co., and the National lron
Works Co., which it is proposed to start
up in Toronto within a very short time.
The prime movers in this big Cana-
dian organization are: E. R. Wood, J.
H. Plummer and Robert Fleming. Mr.
Fleming is the representative of big
moneyed interests in the London mar-
ket. ~ Some few months ago this Lon-
don financier practically took over all
the American holdings and other obli-

gations in  connection with the Lake
Superior Corporation, and it is be
lieved that he is the pivot arcund

which the consolidators of all the lead-
ing steel and coal interests are revoly-
ing.
From Montreal it was learned yester-
day that changes in the directorate of
the Nova Scotia Steel & Coal Co. are
already in contemplation and that Ro-
dolphe Forget and Max Aiken are to
be put on the board of this company.

Steel Trust placed at five kandred
million dollars, and much of the
money which will carry out the flota-
tion is coming from British investors,
as the securities of the new enterprise
will be put on the London market as
one of the attractive features of Cana-
dian invesiments.

The combination thought
brought about owing  to competition,
for financial reasons, and because of the
possibility that the Government may en-
tirely cut off the steel bounties which
have been in cffect for several years.

Federal Life Not Interested in
Syracuse Deal.

“It is entirely news to me,” said Dav-
id Dexter, General Manager of the Fed-
eral Life Assurance Company, when ask-
ed for a statement to-day about the
story from Albany that his company has
purchased the People’s Mutual Life In-
surance Association and League, a fra-
ternal beneficiary society, with head-
quarters in Syracuse. According to an
Associated Press despatch, Superinten-
dent of Insurance Hotchkiss has stepped
in and interferred.

“We are always willing,” said Mr.
Dexter, today, ‘to take over good bus-
iness of any company, but I know noth-
ing about this. I very likely would know
if there was any truth in it.”

Mr. Dexter pointed out that Melvin
G. Hunt, one of the Toronto divectors
mentioned in the story, gave it a denial,
and added that he did not think there
was anything in it.

The Albany despatch says in part:

the People's Mutual Life Insurance As-
sociation and League furnished the mon-
ey with which control of itself was
bought by representatives of the Fed-
eral Life Assurance Company of Can-
ada, Attorney General O'Malley obtain-
ed an order from Supreme Court Justice
Andrews at Utica to-day, returnable at
Syracuse on January 8th, directing the
society to show cause why the state sup-
erintendent of insurance should not be
put in possession of its business pend-
ing the determination of the question
whether it should be liquidated.
“Their action seems to be a part of a
schome,” says Superintendent Hotch-
kiss, “whereby this society will be
merged in that foreign corporation, not
yet admitted to business in this state,
and ,because of the smallness of its paid-
in capital, not even qualified to apply.
“On the same day, December 15th, up-
wards of $150,000 of the securities of
the Syracuse company were so disposed
of that an immediate transfer of $150,-
000 was made to the Farmers’ Bank of
Canada, at Toronto, such bank issuing,
through its manager, then in Syracuse
a pen-written certificate of deposit pay-
able only after three months’ mnotice,
such manager, at the same time, appar-
ently as the agent of the purchasers of
the control of the Syracuse society, de-
livered $150,000, which was, in whole or
part, immediately distributed among
the old directors, as, it is undérstood,
the cousideration for the resignation of
certain of them and the transfer of the
control to the new directors paying
such consideration.”

Debar, Slate Laycock,
all of Syracuse; H. H. Mondon, Port
Jervis ,and J .E. B. Santee, Hornell.

Lloyd-George Attacks Marquis
of Bule.

Lord Loreburn Deals With House
of Lords.

London, Dec. 30.—Wherever Mr. Lloyd-
George goes there is the hottest corner
of the battlefield. He has chosen the
Marquis of Bute, a millionaire Jand and
mine owner of Cardiff, for a bitter at-
tack. The Marquis owns 117,090 acres of
land, also Cardiff docks and also some of
the biggest mines, which pay him sub-
stantial, royalties.

It is true, though Mr. Lloyd-George
does not mention this, that the Bute
estates are axcellently managed. He
has made large gits of land for public
parks and has been a munificent donor
to Welsh causes. .
Mr. Lloyd-George finds that the Mar-
quis of Bute charges £1,200 annually
as ground rent on land occupied by &
theatre, but the agricultural rent of
which was formeryl £36, when cries of
“shame” arose from his audience. Mr.
Lloyd-George proceeded: “I was. as-
tounded. 1 could hardly believe that
extortion could go to that extent, so
that I made very careful inquiries, and
1 find they are charging something like
five shillings per square yard per an-

num. (Renewed cries of “Shame!”)
“Who is Barabas, I would like to
know? (Loud cheers.) All I say to the

Marquis is this: ‘You ought to con-
tribute at the rate of £1,200 per annum.’
How could you expect people with such
a record as that to let the budget
through? Of course they threw it out,
but it is going through (loud cheering),
and many another bill will follow it.
(Renewed cheers.)

“To which the Marquis of Bute repliad:
“For imperial and local taxation I pay
on the annual return of the land to me,
whether £56 or £1,200. That is fair.
Lloyd-George wants me to pay on £1,
200 when I only received £56, which
would be grossly unfair’

Three tragic deaths were reported to
the police last night, namely:

Six deaths within a week of a tragic
nature have occurred in the city.

DEATH AT SMELTING WORKS.

About 530 o'clock Benjamin.D. Ru-

beis, an Italian laborer, was engaged in
unloading a car of slag, which had been
taken from a blast furnace, when a pile
of stuff slipped off the car and huried
the youﬂg man underneath it. He was
badly crushed, but before his follow
workmen couid get him out from be-
neath the material some more of it fell,
and completely covered him.

W estinghouse Has No Interest in
Rumored Merger.

Manager P. J. Myler, of the Canadian
Westinghouse Company, gave a very
emphatic denial to-day to a report
printed in the Toronto World this morn-
ing about an electric supply companies
merger. Mr. Myler suid: “There is posi-
tively no truth in it whatever” What
the World said was:

Mergers in connection witlhy some of
the large companies have turneldl-atten-
tion to the electrical supply interests,
and it is now asserted that the leading
electrical machinery construction com-

panies are making overtures for an
amalgamation. _
The three large Canadian electrical

supply concerns are the Westinghouse
Co.. of Hamilton; the Allis-Chalmers
Co., of Montreal, aud the Canadian
General Electric Co., of Toronto.
Recent competition among these com-
panies in which tenders were given is
thought to have lost money to the con-
cern which has obtained the contract,
and has evolved the idea that the com-
bination of electrical supply interests
would be beneficial to these comparss.
It is rumored that there is already an
effort under way to assimilate the large
electrical interests into onme whole and
thus avoid future cutting of prices.

Besides, the British preference works
harm to the electrical manufacturing
interests, so much harm in fact that
drastic measures are called for on the
part of the financial institutions behind
many of the eompanies.

To the Editor of the Times:

These would be con-
sidered very ridiculous arguments; but
they are ‘quite as sound as the argu-
ments of the prohibitionists.

The greatest and the best men who ever
lived have used intoxicants. The as-
sumption that the Sam Smalls are
greater and better men and wiser
teachers than the sages and warriors and
statesmen and prophets and philanthro-
pists of all ages is so ridiculous that it
has only to be stated to be condemned.

Then the apostles of restriction tell us
that the use of intoxicants at any time
and in any quantity is not only injuri-
ous, but absolutely sinful. In making
that assertion they not only beg the
whole question, for they offer no proof
in support of it; but they profess to be
better than the holy men of cld.

at Toronto and elsewhere has be [
surprise to the several big Am
firms who have entered the Canac
market the past season for the first
time. The export market has been ac-
tive, prices have ruled high, and the cat-
tle raiser, who has had good cattle to
sell, has made big moncy. This will
stimulate others to get inot the cattle-
raising business, But the business can-
not be extended on a large scale on an
export trade in live cattle alone. There
must be something in addition to steady
the market. That something is a chiiled
meat trade established on a large enough
scale to make it worth while. No part
of the country would be benefited more
than the West. What Dr. Rutherford
had to say in last week's issue on thie

point has much force. Let some con-
tagious disease break out in Canada,
even in a very small way, and the ex-
port trade in live cattle would receive
a body blow.

THE EARTH'S ENVELOPE.

Three Distinct Layers of Air—Cold
and Gales of High Altitudes.

The new science of the air is the re-
sult of many hundred kite and sounding |
balloon flights made by day and by
night in fair weather and foul, over land
and sea, at all seasons of the year and |
from the equator to the Arctic Circle.
Most people know that the warm air
surrounding the earth is only a thim
belt, but we do not most of us know
that at tem miles above the earth it %
would appear quite different. 3

The air is stratified in three more or:
less distinct layers. In the lowest wa
live. It extends about two miles and is ™
a region of turmoil, whimsical winds,
cvclones and anticyclones. At two miles
the freezing point is reached, and them 3
there is a second stratum extending up-
ward for about another six miles. Here
the air grows steadily colder and drier,
the lowest temperature recorded being
167 degrees below freezing point. Here
the air moves in great planetary swirls
produced by the spinning of the earth
on its axis, so that the wind always
blows in the same easterly direction.

The greater the height the more furi-3
ous is the blast of this relentless gales
After this layer comes the third or &
othermal stratum, discovered o
simultaneously by M. de Bort and Dri
Assmann. This is called the permanent
inversion stratum, because the te -
ture increases with the height reached.
But the temperatures so far recorded in’
the second stratum are not high, beil
far below zero Fahrenheit, generally
“somewhere from 122 degrees to 140 de-
grees below it .

Here the air mo longer swirls in &
planetary circles. The wind may blow
in a direction contrary to that in
second layer. And the air invariably
excessively dry. Where this third
um ends no one knmows. But it must
at more than eighteen miles above the
earth. For sounding balloons have
ed this height and have not found the
end of the permanent inversion layer @
air. When the influence of the upper
gions of air upon the lower is fully
derstood it mfay be possible to fo
the weather not merely for a day but
» veck.—From the Chicago Tribune.

THE CHAMBERLAIN OF 1884,

There has been taken from the files
and published by the Chronicle the fol-
lowing from the lips of Joseph Cham-
berlain before his political conversion:

“I have no spite against the House
of Lords, but as a dissenter I have an
account to settle with them, and T pro-
mise you I will not forget the reckoning.
T boast a descent of which I am as
proud as any baronet may be of the |
title he owes to the smiles of a king, or |
to the favors of the king’s mistress, for
T ean claim descent from one of the |
2,000 ejected ministers, who, in the
time of the Stuarts, left home, and
work and profit, rather than accept the
State-made creed which it was sought
to force upon them, and for that reason,
and for no other, I share your hopes
and your aspirations, and T resent the
insults, the injuries, and the injustices
from which wou have suffered so long
from the hands of a privileged assem
bly. But the cup is nearly full. The
career of high-handed wrong is coming
to an end. The House of Lords have
alienated Ireland, they have oppressed
the dissenters. We have been too long
a peer-ridden nation.”—J. Chamberlain,
Denbigh, Oct. 20, 1884.

What was true of the peers then is
true now.

APPEAL TO THE CLERGY.

London, Dec. 30.—The position of the
Church of England in the contest is the
subject of a very interesting correspon-
dence now proceeding in the Manchester
Guardian, A popular Liberal clergyman
in Manchester wrote protesting against
the church diocesan office appealing to
church people to vote for church inter-
ests, which means putting the machin-
ery of the church at the service of the
Tory party. He pointed out that the
cause of the people, the bloated tyranny
of the liquor trade, etc., were questions
that touch morality and religion at
many points, while the momentous issue
of free trade means much for the peace
of the world. That the church can ex-
ist and thrive, though disestablished and
disendowed, but she cannot survive at
all unless she remain a spiritual and
moral leader in the cause of freedom and
sobriety and a champion of the poor——
and he protests against the attempt to
identify the church with the party of
reaction and privilege. This letter nat-
urally produced replies from churchmen

| who feel loyalty to the church and its

Master means standing first for reli-
gious education and national recognition
of religion. But 1 was chiefly struck by
the admirable Christian tum‘xﬂr of a let-
ter signed “A Bolton Vicar,” who point-
ed out the dangers the church is face to
face with-—-the danger of losing sight
of the ends for which she exists in ef-
forts to safeguard what she thinks are
the necessary means to promote those
ends. Where her Lord went the church
must be content to follow. Being ready
to lose her life, she will save it, and
with it the world. People say to us, as
they said to Christ, ‘They were but now
seeking to stone thee and goest thou
thither again?” We can but reply as
he did, and try to keep the light within
burning eclearing. So though I see no
right or reason for disestablishment, and
although I believe destruction of the
voluntary schools would be a blow both
to education and religion, I am prepared
to vote Liberal and Labor, for I believe
that they are, on the whole, working for
those ends for which the church exists.
Better that the church should die with
her Lord in seeking those ends that He
sought, than make the great refusal and
live. Such men are the salvation of any
community, and if the Church of Eng-
land has many of them she need fear
no political action that can ever be tak-
en against her.

LAND PURCHASE ACT.

Liverpool, Dec. 20.—(Globe Cable)—
The AL T ve plan of campaign is
unfolding ra and becoming more
clearly defined. ’Rhe Right Hon. George
Wyndham, Mr. Balfour’s trusted lieuten-
ant, addressing a meeting at Chester,
placed beside tariff reform as the chief
plank in the party’s platform the adop-
tion of a land purchase act for Enyland
and Scotland. Under this proposed act
farmers and farm laborers might buy
the land they till. The Unionist policy,
said Wyndham, was not fewer landlords,
but many more .

Among the large crowd at the meet-
inz were many farmers. They received
Wyndham’s proposal cordially.

Sir Gilbert Parker is also strongly ad-
vocuting this feature, He urges the es-
tahlishment of land banks to finance the
purchase of the lands by the farmers.

A big landowner with whom I discuss-
ed the proposal to-day said: “I would
be jolly glad to sell my land and to put
the money into some form of security
liable to attack.” The Liberals,
however, are not being led away by the
land policy of the Conservatives, and are
continuing their campaign with immense
energy.

: Q&r:tﬁ" Dominion’s
How We Are Kept Advised of
Coming Storms and_ Cold.

Toronto, Dec. 30.—The Dominion Me-
teorological Department, now housed for
two months in its fine, commodious
quarters on Bloor street, is daily receiv-
ing reports of great interest and utility
conderning atmospheric conditions  in
western Europe. These reports come
first to Washington, D. C., and ave te-
ceived by mail a day later in Toron-
to, but arramgements are being made
by Mr. Robert ¥. Stuypart, Director of
the Dominion service, by which these
will be received by telegraph on the
same day that they come to Washing-
ton. Reports will now be received
daily from the British Islands, from
points in France, Spain, Portugal,
Germany, Iceland, Faroe Islands,
Shetland Isles and the Agzores. The
Toronto office has been receiving re-
ports from  the Bermudas and 8t.
John’s, Nfld., for quite a number t_)f
years, but this has been extended in
the latter instance to include three
stations, and soon reports will be re-
ceived = from five stations, including
one on the Labrador coast.

The Toronto office sends the New-
foundland Government daily forecasts
and warnings of storms, according to an
arrangement made with the latter, so
that, as Mr. Stupart says, “‘meteorologi-
cally, Canada has annexed Newfound-
land.” R

To understand the immense signi-
ficance of the extension of the meteoro-
logical service it is almost necessary to
stand in the office of Mr. Stupart, t}le
Director, to look with him over the daily
maps of the high and low pressure areas,
and to note the shifting of these ever
sastward from day to day until dispers-
od. It is only then one begins to con-
ceive in some dim fashion that the air
surrounding the globe is one ‘atmos-
phere, subject to local changes indeed,
but not subject to a single change ex-
cept such as is related to the whole, and
which is not governed by immutable law.
He is also led to see that though a
man lives on a certain circumscribed

piece of earth, he touches the ends of
the earth in the air he breathes. :
Most of the snow and rain which

reaches Ontario comes up out of the

Gulf of Mexico, and is deposited he}'e
as it passes over and around us. To-
day we breathe air which to-morrow

will be on the Atlantic Ocean, and any
one air particle might conceivably be &
link uniting all races in an endless chain
of those who have breathed it. People
live on the earth, but they also live in
the atmosphere, and since the first is
fairly constant the seeming vagaries of
the latter become not only a tempting
but a most important subject of study.

jures over America, the Atlantic and
western Europe.

The first storm can be traced from

somewhere near the coast of America
between Bermuda and Nova Scotia,
north of the Azores to the English
Channel and the North Sea. This
storm started about December 1l4th,
and, travelling faster than the swift-
est ocean liner, reached the North Sea
on the 18th. The first indications of
the formation of the next storm were
observed on the 17th of December,
south of Newfoundland, but a little far-
ther north than the first one. This lat-
ter storm moved across to the coast of
Ireland, causing very heavy gales
throughout Great Britain, taking five
days for the journey and gradually dis-
persing between Iceland and the Scot-
tish shore.

Through the comparison of
graphic records of observations the
commencement of another gale was
detected on the 21st of December,
which moved farther north than the
other two storms to the north of Great
Britain. The fourth one of the series
was first observed as far westward as
the Gulf of California on the mcrning
of December 23rd. It was this storm
which gave Toronto snow on Christmas
Day and centred in Indiana. It moved to
the coast and passed on to the Atlantic
wuth of Newfoundland, giving very
aeavy gales, and then passed out of ob-
servation until the of further
records yesterday.

To the first two storms was due the
phenomenal rise in temperature last
week, bringing up enormous masses of
nir from the tropics. There are now indi-
rations of another storm appearing on
she coast.

been near the pole is that afforded by
| observations on the sun and stars, cap-

Other evidence might prove the nega-
tive; such as inconsistencies in the nar-
rative, inadequate time or .insufficient
food for the distance travelled, the de-
seription of phenomena which could not
have been seen at the place where the
explorer thought he was, and so on. Tt
is impossible to foresee the many dis-
crepancies which might show that an
explorer has not been to the pole; they
will not be considered here, as this
article is not controversial, but merely
aims to set forth, as simply as possible,
what kind of observations must decide
the claim of having reached the pole.—

For the information of those citizens who have
heen lately annexed to the ecity, and others who
may not be familiar' with my record as an alder-
man, T give hereunder a list of some of the
measures introduced by, me, the fruits of which
are being enjoyed by the ratepa&ers to-day:

1. I instituted and carried out the first real effort to
lay and maintain good roads in this city. The citizens
having endersed my proposition by voting $100,000 for this
purpose.

2. 1 introduced and carried the by-law for the abol-
ition of wooden sidewalks and wooden curbs, and the
substitution therefore of permanent cement walks through-

out the city, to be laid by day labor.

3. I made the first effort to re-organize the City En-
gineer’s Department, which has since been done, and I
am glad to say under the present staff the work done is
of a higher quality than ever before.

4. I instituted day labor for all public works, with
the result that this system has since been adhered to and
to-day Hamilton gets this work done at a less cost than
any (anadian municipality.

I
shall never forget having to fight this battle single handed
against nurses, officials and their friends, but

6. After three years of continuous agitation and op-
position, my motion carried to transform the unsightly and
unhealthy eab stand to the present heauty spot in the Gore
extension.
