Ottawa, Sept. 28—In order to re­

The late ^William O. Gordon was 

a son of Mrs. Orrin Gordon, nee 
Miss Chambers of Halcomb, North­
umberland County, N. B. who left 
this county about 45 years ago, and 
if well remembered by a number of 
residents hfre.

A wh‘te wooden cross, first made to 
mark the place where a soldier boy 
slept in Flanders field, continue^ its 
watch today over a mound in the 
village cemetery at Salem, N. H., 
where a former member of the 77th 
Division of Argonne fame, was laid 
to his final rest.

The mound is that of the last rest­
ing pl^ce of William O. Gordon, son 
cf Mr. and Mrs. Orrin Gordon of 
Church avenue, Salem, N. H., for­
merly of this city, whose body was 
laid away in the family lot in Pine 
Grove cemetery .Sunday afternoon 
with full military honors.

Weekly Agricultural
Report

Reports indicate that considerable 
grain was damaged by the heavy 
rains prevalent during the first half 
of September. The wheat crop al­
ways suffers the most and quite a 
percentage of this crop was render­
ed useless for flour-making purpos- 
13. The sprouted wheat can be util­
ized for leed purposes. The oat 
crop suffered both by sprouting In 
the straw on the fields that were 
cut and by lodging badly on the un­
cut fields. Estimates of actual loss 
due to these causes vary from ten to 
fifteen per cent. The crop general­
ly was damaged and the grain dis­
colored. The bright, clear weather 
of the past week helped out consul 
erably in harvest operations and to 
put the crop in condition for hand­
ling.

The turnip crop Is reported to be 
excellent, the weather being very 
suitable for a rapid growth.

The after-grass has made good 
pasture and live stock are doing 
well. The supply of milk is keeping 
up well and the market for dairy 
ppducts ib firm.

The potato crop has also suffered 
considerably by the wet weather. 
Rot Is fairly general in unsprayed 
fields and on the heavier soils. Po­
tatoes grown under the-e conditions 
have frequently been found to be 
from thirty to fcTty p^r cent affected 
with rot. On the lighter soils the 
rot Is not so ba<k and where fields 
have* been well sprayed with Bord-
