CHEESE MAKING.
The essentials to Bucoees, by J. N. Bloat, 

ef Tracy's Killa,Carleton Co.

The following paper was read at the 
recent meeting of the formera and dairy­
mens association : Mr. President and 
Gentlemen, some time since I was request­
ed by the corresponding secretary of this 
association to Write a paper on the cheese 
industry of New Brunswick. On looking 
over the subject assigned to me, I find I 
shall only be able, first, to touch on the 
many points or the many different bran­
ches of the subject which at present are 
engaging the attention and consideration 
of so many formers and merchants of this 
province. Cheese making, like any other 
business has two ends, the marketing end 
and the producing end. Many of the lead­
ing men in the province, particularly our 
politicinas, have been pointing to the mark 
eting end, some to the neigboring union 
and some to the English market, according 
to their political calibre; but Mr. President, 
in this direction it is time we called a halt, 
and turn our attention to the producing 
end of the business. I shall begin with 
the milk and the man that produces it, 
and as milk is a production of the form, I 
shall apply my remarks to the farmer.

I will begin with the care of the milk 
for cheese making, saying nothing of the 
best methods of feeding to produce milk. 
Never under any circumstances put a pail 
of milk in your milk can before straining 
it. Milk is of a very attractive nature and 
can easily be tainted or made impure, and 
when once in this condition the taint can 
never be removed. Taint in milk comes 
to stay, and man is not acquainted with 
any agency that will entirely remove it. 
Fine cheese cannot be made with tainted 
milk. A musician might as well try to 
draw music from an organ with a cork­
screw as a cheese maker to make fine 
cheese with milk that arrives at the factory 
in bad condition. No former can properly 
care for his milk without a dairy thermom­
eter, any more than a merchant can tell 
what a parcel of tea is worth without 
weighing or sampling it. When the milk 
is put in the can at night it should never 
be left in the stable over night, or near a 
building where there is any impure or bad 
smell, but should be removed to the spring 
or a brook of running water . If neither 
of these is convenient, put the can into a 
tub filled with cold water. The milk should 
be well stirred, for a twofold reason — 
first, to cool it to a temperature of 60 de­
grees or to that of the surrounding air; and 
second, to prevent the cream from raising 
on it. The raising of the cream on the 
milk before it is cooled to the temperature 
of the surrounding atmosphere, and- al­
lowed to remain so over night, is sure 
to cause taint, but three or four stirrings at 
intervals of 25 or 30 minutes greatly assists 
in cooling the milk and prevents the 
cream from rising. The animal heat 
should be removed from the milk as soon 
as possible, and this can be done by placing 
the can in cold water and thoroughly stir­
ring the contents. When the milk is re­
duced to 60 degrees, the can may be re­
moved from the water to some suitable 
place and left uncovered all night oat of 
doors. Turn the can cover bottom up 
and lay two sticks across the top of the can, 
then place the cover on the sticks. This 
will cause a draft of air and assist in keep 
the milk cool. The morning’s milk should 
be cooled in the pails before mixing with 
the night’s milk, that is if the former has 
not two cans. If he has, the better way 
would be to put part of the night’s milk 
in each can, and cool as above described, 
and in the morning put all the night’s 
milk in one can, and the morning’s in the 
other without cooling and send to the 
factory. Milk cared for in this way will 
reach the factory in good condition, if 
these additional directions are observed 
viz. : When sour whey is carried home in 
cans it should be removed at once, and 
the cane washed first with soap and warm 
water, afterwards scalded with boiling 
water and put out in the open air till 
required for use. Never put scalding water 
in the cans till they have first been washed, 
and if possible never let your milk go to 
the factory at a temperature of 64 degrees 
or over. At that temperature, the shaking 
of the wagon is most apt to cause small 
lumps of butter fet to collect on the milk, 
and if they make their appearance that 
butter goes out in the whey. It can never 
be put back in the cheese. Its loss makes 
the average less, and effects the quality of 
the cheese. The cows should never be al­
lowed to drink impure or stagnant water 
as it will injure the milk, and is a fertile 
source of taint. I had last summer quite 
an experience with one of my patrons 
about his milk. He kept his cans cleaned 
nicely, his milk was well strained and 
had plenty of cream in it, but was tainted 
owing to his cows drinking impure water, 
After examining his milk a few times, I 
came to the conclusion that his cows found 
the water in his barnyard. That same 
day the farmer came to the factory, and 
I kindly asked him if he would fill the 
pond holes in his barnyard with straw 
so that the cows would not drink from 
them. He looked at me rather sharply 
and asked me how I knew that there was 
water in his barnyard, as I had not been 
to his place all summer, I answered, “ No, 
sir, I have not; but 1 have found it in 
your milk. ” He acknowledged that such 
was the case. The cause was removed, 
and his milk afterwards was all right 
Now, Mr. President, I believe that there 
are hundreds of dollars lost yearly through 
this very source. The cheese is poor and 
the butter is not good made from tainted 
milk, which means a loss both to the pro­
ducer of the milk and the manufacturer 
of the cheese, while I am sure the latter 
does not prove a satisfactory article to the 
consumer even at a low price.

There are other causes by which milk 
is often hurt, so that it will not make fine 
cheese. Cows should not be pastured on 
land where dandelions grow profusely, as 
they will produce a bad flavor in the milk, 
which will be discernable in the cheese ; 
while the bushes known as stinking elder 
that grow along fences and around stone 
piles, should be removed at once. Cows 
will eat them, and when they do it will 
affect the cheese. Good pasture and pure 
water will make the cows give good milk, 
and with proper care of the milk fine 
cheese can be made, and fine cheese will 
always bring a good price. The cheese 
trade of the dominion has made wonder­
ful progress during the last ten years, and 
this is largely due to the assistance given 
it by the federal and different provincial 
governments. I am pleased to know that 
the government of New Brunswick has 
awakened to the necessity of a more im­
proved system of dairying in this prov­
ince, and is effecting great improvements 
in that direction. Among the exports of 
animals and their products to Great Brit­
ain cheese is the most prominent. In the 
year 1881 Canada sent cheese to the value 
of $5,360,000 to the English market, while 
in the present year it is expected the

value will reach $10,000,000, or an amount 
equal to the combined values of the cattle, 
beef, sheep, mutton, lambs, swine, butter, 
poultry and eggs put together. No article 
produced from the form can be so easily 
shipped to a foreign market, or so cheaply 
handled i* transit, as cheese. It will cost 
from $45 to $50 to ship a horse from New 
Brunswick to England, and the animal 
will be worth probably $200 when it gets 
there, while $50 will pay the freight on 
four tons oficheese from New Bmswick-to 
Liverpool, 8 shipped in car lots, and four 
tons of cheese is worth in Liverpool to­
day $920. Quebec and Ontario are mak­
ing the principal part of the cheese pro­
duced in the dominion at present, and 
their success largely lies in the cheap pro­
duction of feed for their cows. In Quebec 
alone, it is estimated on good authority, 
there are 3,000 silos filled with ensilage 
this winter ; but, Mr. President, there is 
no province in this fair dominion of ours 
that has more natural advantages for 
dairying than New Brunswick. Our cli­
mate is the best, or as good as any on the 
continent of America, our grazing lands 
are excellent, and our water supply is ex- 
celjedj^y fcjkat of no other country. Truly 
nature 656 given us a goodly heritage, 
and no industry can be more profitable 
to the farmers of this province than 
cheese making when properly developed. 
In November, 1891, the dominion govern­
ment, through the dairy commissioner, 
James Robertson, shipped from Carleton 
county 160 cheeses of different months’ 
make as an experimental shipment to the 
English market. As to the results of the 
shipment, I quote from Prof. Robertson’s 
second annual report, page 18. Mr. 
Robertson says: The cheese shipped 
from New Brunswick sold for 56s. per 
cwt. (112 lbs.). This was the same price 
that was realized for cheese sent from the 
experimental dairy station of Ontario. 
Cheese from New Brunswick can be made 
to suit the requirements of the English 
market quite as satisfactorily as from any 
other province of the dominion, so says 
Mr. Robertson. Now, Mr. President, if, 
with the limited experience that the 
cheese makers of this province had in 
1891, we could place cheese on the Eng­
lish market and realize as good a price as 
cheese sent from the experimental dairy 
stations of Ontario, the banner province of 
the dominion in cheese making, and man­
ufactured by cheese makers with a long 
and tried experience, why cannot the 
cheese makers and formers of this prov­
ince with united and combined effort de­
velop the cheese business and secure a 
share of the millions of dollars that pass 
from England to Canada yearly for this 
article of cheese alone. England imports 
about $24,000,000 worth of cheese annually 
and Canada sends her about 40 per cent 
of that amount. There is room for New 
Brunswick to help supply the balance, 
ar J with her natural advantages there is 
no reason why she should not do it. In 
1881 the United States sent the English 
market 16 million dollars worth of cheese. 
Last year they sent only about eight mil­
lion dollars’ worth, a decrease of 50 per 
cent, while Canada has made an equal in­
crease. Why is this? Have our neigh­
bors ceased to make cheese? I tell you 
nay, but they have lost their reputation 
in the English market. They did not 
supply thaPfflarket witfi what it wanted. 
They sent skim milk cheese, and cheese 
made with the enricher. It was not fall 
cream cheese they supplied, and now they 
are trying hard to gain what they have 
lost. The state of New York spent $82,- 
500 last year to advance its dairy inter­
ests and teach the dairymen of that state, 
while the state of Wisconsin has a dairy 
school maintained at government expense, 
and $25,000 is annually expended in 
teaching the dairymen of that state. The 
consumption of any article of food de­
pends largely on the quality of it. Poor 
cheese has to be sold at a poor price to a 
poor class of customers ; but fine cheese 
will find a ready sale at a profitable price 
to a class of customers who are willing to 
pay a good price for a good article. If we 
expect to get a good price for our cheese, 
we must supply the market with what it 
calls for. The market will control the 
producer. Then our success depends 
largely on cheap production and a good 
article. This conclusion opens up a large 
field for thought and action. First, in 
co-operation the cheese makers unaided 
can no more carry this business to suc­
cessful results than the little rivulet that 
winds its way down the hillside can alone 
form the falls at the mouth of the St. 
John. Only through united effort of 
farmers and makers alike can we travel 
on to success. Let every man seek his 
neighbors’ good. Cheese making is like 
any other business when fixed on proper 
business principles ; the more we do the 
cheaper we can do it. If the farmers that 
patronize a factory supply the factory 
with 8,000 lbs. of milk daily, it can be 
manufactured into cheese more cheaply 
than if only 4,000 lbs. were supplied. 
When a team is on the road hauling milk 
to a factory each farmer on that road 
should send all the milk he can, and per­
suade his neighbors to do the same. The 
team may just as well haul 2,000 lbs. of 
milk as 1,000. The cost will be about the 
same. Then the factory should run five 
months instead of four, and every farmer 
should be ready to send his milk when 
the factory starts, and should continue to 
send till it stops. Many patrons cannot 
spare any milk till the first of July, and 
want to stop the first of September. I 
often say to them that milk will not make 
as much cheese in July and August as in 
June and September ; that September 
cheese is worth more than July cheese, 
and that I cannot pay as much for the 
milk unless I have it all the time the 
factory runs. Well, to tell them that July 
milk will not make as much cheese as 
September milk astonishes them beyond 
measure. I have talked about their milk 
to some farmers and their wives who have 
made butter for thirty or forty years, and 
they have declared they never knew there 
was any difference ; that they thought 
they could make just as much and just as 
good butter in July as they could in June 
or September. On being convinced to 
the contrary they say, “ Well, change is a 
law of nature, and the milk must have 
changed to, for they knew that a few years 
ago it was just ns good in July as any 
other month, hut they are not quite so 
sure that it is now.” Again, I find some 
patrons who when I go to them to buy 
their milk say, “ Yes, I want to send my 
milk to the factory ; think it pays to sell 
milk or make cheese, but my wife went 
to the store the other day and got a few 
things she wanted for the house and 
promised a tub or two of butter in pay­
ment. It won’t take long to fill them. 
By the 25th of June or the first of July I 
can send my milk.” Always ready by 
the 1st of July, after the factory has been 
running for a month. Now, Mr. Presi­
dent, this is not the way to support a 
cheese factory. Things done on the 
halves are never done well. If a former 
wanted to raise a crop ol oats and only 
half ploughed_his lancl and half seeded he

would get but a poor crop, and would say 
it did not pay to raise oats, and a man 
that sends his milk to a cheese factory 
two months in the hottest part of the 
summer is always dissatisfied with cheese 
making. In four years experience in the 
business, where I have found farmers who 
fed their cows as they ought, and were 
ready to send their milk when the factory 
started and continue to send it to the end 
of the season, all agree in saying that it 
pays better to make cheese than butter 
in the hot weather. Farmers often say 
to me that they never got so much money 
from their cows as when they send their 
milk to the cheese factory.

I will give you some figures from an 
account book, correctly kept, which I 
guarantee are facts. Chas. Simonds, a 
patron of my factory, had four cows last 
summer. Began sending milk on the 6th 
June, the day the factory opened, and on 
the eleventh September he had a fifth 
cow to contribute. I made cheese 102 
days, finished making on 1st October. 
Mr. Simonds’ milk, counting the fifth 
cow, equalled that from four cows for 107 
days, he keeping his milk at home seven­
teen Sundays during the making season. 
I received from him 13, 936 lbs. milk, an 
average of 32} lbs. milk daily, for which 
I paid him after deducting for hauling 
his milk to the factory and whey home, 
$99.76. Daring July and August, Mr. 
Simonds fed his cows a few green oats. 
David Irvine sent the milk of seven cows 
102 days. Received for milk $145. Used 
no extra feed. Solomon Gould, seven 
cows, 102 days, $131. Alexander Kenedy, 
four cows, 93 days, $77.75. I could ment­
ion others, but having more points to 
touch on, it would make this paper too 
lengthy. The milk that makes one 
pound of batter will make two and a 
half pounds cheese. The average price 
for cheese from shipping points is nine 
and a half cents per pound, when sold by 
the ton. Cheese can be made and boxed 
ready for market for one and three-quarter 
cents per pound. This would leave the 
farmer nineteen cents for the milk that 
would make one pound butter. To the 
patrons who live at a distance and have to 
pay for hauling their milk the cost would 
be one-quarter to one-half cents greater. 
The skim milk and buttermilk, of 
course, are more valuable for feeding 
swine than the whey, but the labor of 
making the butter and the cost of the 
tubs will more than make up the differ­
ence between the skim milk and the 
whey. When butter is not worth nine­
teen cents on the market, it will pay bet­
ter to make cheese, taking the price of 
cheese for the last four years ; or, to make 
the matter short, one pound butter should 
be worth as much as two pounds cheese, 
made, boxed and ready for market. Now, 
Mr. President, I approach a part of my 
subject which, no doubt, to a large part 
of my audience, will sound very dry. In­
deed, my subject may all be considered 
dry, but this is the practical part of 
cheese making which you who are now 
cheese makers will not understand much 
about. I will only ask your attention for 
a short time. Cheese making like any 
other business where skilled labor it re­
quired, has lots of theory attached to it, 
and theory that it would not do to put in 
practice. Years ago when attending 
school we learned that three times across 
the circle would make the circumference, 
but in later years when constructing ma­
chinery, I found it would not run smoothly 
by that rule. We had to add a fraction, 
and all the theory imaginable can be 
given in reference to cheese making, but 
in order to have our cheese go smooth on 
the market, the market will find in many 
cases that they will have to use the frac­
tion. Their surroundings are different 
and must be controlled. The cheese 
maker th; t cannot control his surround­
ings will make about as many different 
qualities of cheese as there are making 
days in the cheese season. Cleanliness 
must be his golden rule never to be de­
parted from in taste, touch or smell. Milk 
arriving at the factory at a temperature 
of 70° will hardly ever need ripening, but 
if at a lower temperature it ought to be 
heated to 84 or 86° and the rennett test 
applied as follows : Take four ounces of 
milk and an ordinary teaspoonfal of ren­
net extract ; apply the rennet to the milk, 
which should curd in not less than 15 or 
over 20 seconds. The strength of the 
rennett is considered good when 2} 
rennett to 1,000 lbs. milk, at a tempe: 
of 84°, will cut a vat in 35 or 40 m:'
Use the horizontal knife first, a: 
three times ; once with the horizon: 
twice with the perpendicular 
Move the knives fast enough to cut 
curd slick. Commence stirring with the 
hands at once till all the curd is loosened 
from the tin of the vat. Then apply the 
steam, and stir very gently with the rake. 
Raise the heat one degree in four min­
utes until it reaches 96° ; then shut off 
the steam. Usually the heat will rise to 
98°, after the steam is off. Stir for 15 
minutes, or until the curd, after being 
gently pressed in the hand, will easily 
fall apart. On this point the maker must 
use his judgment, as the condition of his 
milk when set will greatly affect the 
curd. Cover the vat closely for 20 min­
utes. Remove the cover and stir 
again. Repeat this three times, and by 
that time the curd will be quite firm. 
Then test your vat immediately for the 
acid. The hot iron test is the infallible 
guide. If the acid by this time has made 
its appearance, remove the whey at once. 
If not, place the cooler on the vat, and let 
it stand till the acid does appear. This is 
another point on which the maker must 
use his judgment. No definite guide as 
to time can be given him. The condition 
of the milk when the vat is set will gov­
ern this point. Remove the whey when 
the acid makes its appearance and dip the 
curd into the sink. Never, under any 
circumstances, allow the temperature of 
the vat to go below 94° after it is once 
heated up to 98°. From the time the 
curd is in the sink one of two distinct 
methods must be adopted, depending on 
whether you have a curd cutter, or a ma­
chine without one. If without a cutter 
hand stir the curd till quite dry and firm. 
Then apply the salt, 2} to 3 lbs. salt to 
1,000 lbs. milk. When the curd comes to 
a temperature of 80°. if the temperature 
of the room will allow it, put in hoops 
and put to press. Press gently at first. 
In one hour have them pressed quite firm. 
Take up the cheese, turn down the band­
ages, fix the press clothes, use warm water, 
and put to press for the night. Never put 
a cheese in the curing room till the ends 
are smooth, and no ridges on the edges of 
the ends. Turn once a day. Leave the 
press cloths on the cheese for three weeks, 
then remove the cloths. Use pure whey 
oil for grease, grease two or three times, 
and the chease are ready for boxing and 
market. If using a cutter for the curd, 
draw whey at first show of acid. Hand 
stir very little. Let the curd mat four 
inches thick over the sink. Cut in fairly 
large pieces and pack the curd two or 
three times. Cut at three quarter inch of 
acid. Salt at 1} inches. Hoop in from 
20 to 30 minutes, or at a temperature of 
80°, and press as above.

Last year there were made in New 
Brunswick 275 tons of cheese, and of this 
amount 160 tons were made in Carleton 
county. If we cannot produce cheese, 
there is no country in the world that can. 
The products of the north are different 
from those of the south, and with our 
system of railroads and means of transit, 
the markets of the world are open to us. 
The ends of the earth, as it were, are 
within our reach. The field before us is 
a large one, and it requires the thought 
and energy of our very best men to de­
velop it as it is capable of being developed. 
If we are the last province of the domin­
ion entering this industry, let us not be 
the least. Let us unite effort to effort and 
grasp the opportunities before us and 
make the most of the means within [our 
reach.
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POOR MABEL STEVENS.
Mrs. Stevens Committed for Trial — Out 

On Ball.

The court opened at nine o’clock Satur­
day morning for the reading of the evi­
dence adduced at the preliminary exam 
ination which closed Friday and for the 
disposition of the case. D. I. Welch was 
present for the prisoner and W. B. Chand­
ler for the crown. After the depositions 
bad all been read and signed by those 
who had omitted to do so after having 
testified, D. I Welch moved for a dis­
charge of the prisoner ; Mr. Chandler 
moved for a committal.

Stipendiary magistrate Wortman said : 
“You have heard the evidence Mrs. 
Stevens ; if you wish to say anything in 
answer to the charge you are privileged. 
Whatever you say will be taken down 
and will appear against you.”

The prisoner in a steady and masculine 
voice pleaded “ Not Guilty.”

During the progress of the preliminary 
examination a noticeable change took 
place in the prisoner. The first day of 
the examination she sat in her seat cool 
and composed, apparently very uncon­
cerned as to her position, but during the 
last two days many comments were passed 
as to changing her appearance. Those 
who had missed attending were com­
pletely astonished at the marked change 
in her countenance. She did not bear 
that nonchalant appearance which char­
acterized her throughout the inquest. 
The flushed face sometimes immediately 
transformed to extreme paleness, her 
restlessless whilst in court, the angry 
twinkle of her eye and sometimes heavy 
sighs manifested the great mental anxiety 
under which she was laboring.

Whilst in court the prisoner was al­
ways accompanied by H. T. Stevens and 
Miss McDonald who sat in close prox­
imity to her and during the examination 
of witnesses, notes, presumably questions, 
were passed from the trio to Mr. Wells 
who generally acted accordingly. When 
in her own house she has been continu­
ally guarded ; but nevertheless to a cer­
tain extent allowed to go at liberty ; at 
night she generally retired between ten 
and eleven and got up about eight. All 
night long a guard was stationed at her 
door and during the day when not in 
court an officer of the law remained in 
the house with her.

At three o ’ clock Monday afternoon the 
court resumed for the; purpose of setting 
the bail for Mrs. Stevens. D. I. Welch 
was present for the prisoner and Harvey 
Atkinson for the Crown. In order to 
have the matter satisfactorily settled, the 
power of two justices being necessary, 
magistrate Wortman called in magistrate 
Kay. After the opening of the court 
Robert Hallet entered into recognizance 
for $ 5000 to appear at the court at Dor­
chester and prosecute Jane Stevens — wife 
of H. T. Stevens. Messers. H. T. Stevens, 
F. W. Sumner and C. P. Harris entered 
into bail as sureties for $ 1000 each, after 
which the usual bonds were drawn out 
and signed by the three gentlemen in 
question. The prisoner was accordingly 
liberated from custody and the court 
ajoumed sine die.

The extraordinary coolness and non­

chalance of the prisoner have caused a 
variety of comment some of them favor­
able but most of them unfavorable to 
Mrs. Stephens. Instead of appearing 
stricken and crushed with shame, she 
carried herself with the air of a Lizzie 
Borden, and laughs and chats as she walks 
the streets to and from the examination. 
No one will ever question the boldness 
and nerve of the woman after this ; those 
who knew her thoroughly before were, 
indeed, not disposed to do so and her 
present attitude has but emphasized their 
opinion as to her ability to carry through 
any project she undertook.

Ever since she went to Moncton as the 
wife of H. T. Stevens, Mrs. Stevens has 
been a bold woman, or rather a fearless 
woman. She has never consulted the 
public in any of her enterprises whether 

were of a social, public or of a pri­
vate nature. On the contrary she has de­
fied the public, perfected her plans, exe­
cuted them and laughed at the tongue of 

i. Grundy. It can be well imagined 
refore that she has not been as popular 

as àfie might have been. She has always 
pied a well defined position in society 

the wife of one of the prominent and 
ipnlar men of the town, but society does 

not care to be slighted or its opinion ig­
nored and Mrs. Stevens did not hesitate 
to risk the consequences of causing her 
society friends to talk when her plans de­
manded it.

Although a married woman of some 
years she had not the happiness of having 
children, and it was in consequence of 
this that she and her husband concluded 
to adopt the ill-fated child, Mabel Hal- 
lett. That was some six or seven years 
ago, and people who knew the Stevens 
and the Hallett families were inclined to 
congratulate both upon the move that 
had been made.

It was not very long afterwards — a 
year or two perhaps — when it became 
whispered about in the mysterious way 
that such things get about that the long 
wished for event in the Stevens’ family 
was to happen. The lady friends of Mrs. 
Stevens were assured of the correctness of 
the rumor, which was further substanti­
ated by tlie fact that those necessary ac­
companiments of such interesting events, 
dressmakers, began to have an exceed­
ingly busy time of it in the Stevens house­
hold. Nothing was too good for the ex­
pected wee stranger, money was lavished 
without stint upon the outfit which was 
to be his or her’s when born.

Then one bright March morning the 
only morning paper of the town, the 
Times, came forth with the announcement 
that a son had come to the house of 
Stevens’ and the joy of the inmates was 
complete. Mr. Stevens was then the 
active editor of his newspaper and he 
made appropriate references to the 
elegantly bound edition of his name.

Dr. James D. Rosa was the attending 
physician. There was no nurse save the 
domestic Of the house who at that time 
and until Mrs. Stevens appeared in public 
again, performed the delicate duties re­
quired of her.

But a few hours before this, in a house 
in the same town, a bright bouncing boy 
came into the world. Mrs. Crossman was
his mother, his father was------- absent
from home. His coming was expected 
too, and yet in this poor household no 
lavish preparations were made for the 
baby. There were no dainty garments 
and nothing to indicate that he had come 
to make any lengthy sojourn in the house 
of his mother. This proved too true, for 
scarcely had the lusty infant become used 
to the worm cotton wool by which he 
was surrounded than he was taken from 
hi8'~naa^ He had been bargained for

before lie saw the light of day, the only 
condition being that the babe must be a 
boy. A sum in the vicinity of $25 was 
paid the mother, and the new owner of 
the boy started away with the small 
wicker basket that contained his burden. 
To tell the story in his own words ; “I 
started too early on my mission but the 
party for whom I was acting was im­
patient and, besides, I wanted to get the 
job over with.

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MR. GLADSTONE’S HOME RULE BILL

Mr. Gladstone has submitted his scheme 
of home rule to the British parliament. 
It differs in some notable particulars from 
the bill introduced by him in 1886. The 
present measure has undoubtedly been 
framed with a view to remove the many 
difficulties and objectional features which 
characterized the old bill, and to meet 
tlie reasonable views of the friends of 
home rule generally. To Ireland Mr. 
Gladstone proposes to give a legislature 
for the conduct of both legislation and ad­
ministration in Ireland, which, while 
satisfying the reasonable demands of the 
Irish people, will at the same time pre­
serve unimpaired the imperial unity. 
The legislature is to consist of two 
branches, a legislative council and a legis­
lative assembly, the former composed of 
48 members and the latter of 103. Both 
chambers are to be elective, tlie council 
for eight years, and from a high franchise 
and a constituency of not less than 170,- 
000. In case of a deadlock on any bill 
the two bodies are to come together, and 
the fate of the bill is to be decided by the 
majority of the united législature. The 
council cannot be abolished by Irish legis­
lation, and in this feature Mr. Gladstone 
sees a means of protecting the rights of 
the protestant minority.

In regard to the question of the reten­
tion of Irish members in the British 
house of commons, a question which Mr. 
Gladstone acknowledges to be “ full of 
thorns and brambles,” what seems, theor­
etically, like a very satisfactory solution 
is arrived at. Its practical application, 
however, will no doubt give rise to much 
trouble for a time. The scheme is to re­
duce the representation of Irish members 
in the British parliament to 80 and place 
certain limitations on their voting power. 
They will be excluded :

First, from voting on a bill or motion 
expressly confined to Great Britain ; 2nd, 
from voting on a tax not levied upon Ire­
land ; 3rd, from voting on a vote or ap­
propriation of money otherwise than for 
the imperial service ; 4th, from voting bn 
any motion or resolution exclusively af­
fecting Great Britain.^

Thejconstabulary is to be gradually done 
away with, its interests in the meantime 
to be guarded, the inference is, by im­
perial control, and in time an Irish force 
substituted therefor.

The financial features of the bill do not 
seem to have as yet been very clearly 
worked out. The plan seems to be to ap­
propriate a particular fund, which will 
amount in round number to what Ire­
land’s contribution to the imperial ex­
chequer would be. Over this fund he 
would retain imperial control. It is to be 
collected by the imperial authorities, and 
is to be in lieu of a tribute or tax levied 
upon the Irish people.

The judges are to be paid by the Irish 
legislature, but for six years the appoint­
ment to the bench will remain in the 
hands of the imperial authorities. It is 
provided that the Irish parliament shall 
meet on the first Tuesday in September in 
each year.

On the whole the scheme seems to be a 
fair one, and should satisfy the wishes of 
the Irish people and the friends of home 
rule generally. In many respects it re­
sembles the colonial legislatures, and in 
one or two instances it has accepted sug­
gestions from the constitution of the 
United States. Every precaution to avoid 
friction, and while giving to the people of 
Ireland the right of self government, to 
retain unimpaired and unshaken the 
unity of the empire, seems to have been 
taken. As to what the ultimate fate of 
the bill will be, it is hard to forecast. If 
it passes the commons, as is quite likely, 
it will be immediately thrown out by the 
house of lords. This will necessitate an 
appeal to the people. They will have the 
bill squarely before them then, in all its 
details with every feature, pro and con, 
fully discussed during the debates in both 
branches of the imperial parliament. 
With no other issue to complicate the 
question then, the verdict of the people of 
Great Britain and Ireland at the polls will 
have to determine for all time the fate of 
home rule. One thing is sure, that what­
ever may be the fate of the present 
measure, no one can ever say that Mr. 
Gladstone has not kept faith with the 
people of Ireland, and the traditions of 
the liberal party in this great question. 
In his own words, it may be “ with his 
latest breath,” he has launched the 
greatest work of his life upon the turbulent 
waters of British politics, and is ready to 
sink or swim with the ship.

THE BUDGET.

Hon. Mr. Foster delivered his budget 
speech on Tuesday. It is substantially a 
repetition of the same old story of the 
prosperity which the national policy has 
brought to the people of Canada. Ac­
cording to the minister of finance, the 
country was never as prosperous ag it is 
now, tlie people were never so happy and 
contented with their lot, and all this is 
due to the fiscal policy of the government 
for which he speaks. Viewing the country 
in the light in which Mr. Foster views it, 
it is not to be expected that any material 
change in the policy of the administra­
tion would be announced. Looking at 
the situation from other points of view it 
did seem as if there was a general demand 
among the people for tariff reform. No 
signs of such a feeling among the classes 
have been seen by Mr. Foster. As to 
whether or not he has read the signs of 
the times aright time will tell. Certainly 
there is no hope held out to the people of 
Canada that any material change in the 
trade policy of the country can be ex­
pected at the hands of the present gov­
ernment. It is true that he announces 
two changes of some importance. The 
duty on binder twine is reduced from 
twenty-five per cent to twelve and a half 
per cent. The duty on coal oil is left at 
the old figure seven and one-fifth cent 
per gallon, but the government have de­
cided to cancel the regulation that it must 
be imported in barrels. This will do 
away with the extra duty of from two to 
three cents per gallon incidental to the 
transport in certain vessels, and in certain 
directions, and of inspection. The straight 
duty, however, still remains, which prac­
tically amounts to an ad valorem duty of 
nearly 100 per cent.

These are very small matters in com­
parison with others that are grinding the 
people to death under the present fiscal 
policy of high taxation. As an exchange 
says : “The great bul k of the abuses wh ich 
have grown up under the tariff and which 
have aroused the opposition of the inde­
pendent press, of conservative members of

parliament and of men of both parties 
throughout the country are left untouch­
ed. There is no redaction in the duties 
on barbed wire and agricultural imple­
ments, which are causing deep and wide­
spread discontent here and in the North- 
West There is no attempt to revise the 
general list of duties on iron and manu­
factures thereof, although it is admitted 
that the new duties imposed in 1887 have 
failed to create an iron industry here, and 
remain upon the statute book merely as a 
means of hampering manufacturing in­
dustries and increasing the burdens of the 
consumer. There is no attempt to deal 
with the unjust specific duties which con­
ceal the incidence of taxation, and are 
prohibitory, or almost so, against the im­
portation of cheap and coarse woollens 
and cottons and other articles, while they 
bear comparatively lighter upon the finer 
qualities of goods. There is no attempt 
to disturb the privileges of the sugar re­
finers or of the cotton combine, which 
now controls the product in Canada and 
charges the consumers what prices it 
pleases. The duty on corn is maintained. 
It is needless to multiply instances, be­
cause the minister himself admits that 
the present measure is not comprehen­
sive, and says that the task of a general 
revision of the tariff is to be left to 
another session."

The future attitude of the government 
in regard to the tariff is clear, and is con­
cisely expressed in the minister’s own 
words : “ I will say I believe it is in the 
interest of this country — and that the 
government believes that it is so — not to 
lose sight of the old land marks that were 
set up in this country in ’78, and that 
have remained in this country since." In 
other words the national policy in all its 
glory is to be continued as long as the 
present government retains the confidence 
of the people. It is well to have this 
matter clearly understood, because the 
people will soon be called on to approve or 
disapprove of the same.

THE ELECTION IN KINGS.

The hon. A. S. White, solicitor general, 
was returned without opposition to rep­
resent Kings on Wednesday. The com­
plete backdown of the opposition leaders 
after all their talk and bluster, is the best 
proof that the country could wish of the 
insincerity of their pretensions, and their 
want of faith in the soundness of their 
cause. Even the mighty Pitts, in whom 
the opposition in the extremity of their 
political distress had cast the anchor of 
their hope, failed to rally the faithful 
around his tattered standard ; while not a 
single warhoop from the throat of brother 
Ashford, or worshipful brother Rossbor- 
ough, or most worshipful brother Ander­
son, resounded through the hills of Kings 
All was assilent as on that November even­
ing before the election in Queens, when 
the gallant captain and his camp followers 
“folded their tents like the Arabs and 
silently stole away,” leaving their standard 
bearer to meet hie doom alone. His 
awful fate seems to have been remembered, 
and discretion, which has long been con­
sidered the better part of valor, is now 
the motto of the erstwhile warlike, but 
now sadder Herman. The “religious" 
cry as it has been misnamed, has had its 
day. It is well in the interest of peace on 
earth and good will to men, that it has 
been so completely stamped out in its 
incipiency. It seems too bad that York 
should be the shrine of all the sacrifices 
that have been offered up to this god of 
ignorance and bigotry, but with the 
knowledge that these have not been in 
vain, she can afford to let the dead 
bury its dead, and in patience await for 
the dawn of better days.

The opponents of the policy of the 
Nova Scotia legislature in reference to the 
coal land leases have not reason to be 
highly elated with the result of their ef­
forts to interfere with the lieutenant 
governor. and his responsible advisors. 
Having failed to defeat the measure on 
the floor of the local house, before the 
representatives of the people, the oppon­
ents of the measure, headed by Dr. 
Weldon, M. P., waited on the governor 
general, and asked him to take action to 
prevent the measure from becoming law. 
The governor general’s reply was what 
any sensible person would have expected 
it to be. He, in effect, told these meddle­
some gentlemen, that the coal lands were 
the property of the province of Nova 
Scotia, and that the lieutenant governor, 
in giving his assent to the bill, was to be 
presumed to be acting on the advice of 
his constitutional advisors who, in turn, 
were responsible to the people. And so 
the matter stands. If, in the meantime 
as a result of the measure, the dreaded 
American capital is brought into Nova 
Scotia and business is given an impetus, 
and a hum is started in the land, these 
tory gentlemen will calmly claim it all as 
a result of the general prosperity, which 
they say, is following through the mari­
time provinces m the wake of the national 
policy. _______ _______

HOME RULE FOR IRELAND.

In the British house of commons on 
Monday last, Mr. Gladstone presented 
his bill providing for Irish home rule. It 
was a grand sight to see a man of Mr. 
Gladstone’s age, rise in his place and 
introduce the bill that had been his pet 
object for the latter part of his life, and 
concerning which the last severe electoral 
fight took place in England. The grand 
old man surprised every one by the vigor 
of his speech, and many call it the 
supreme effort of his life.

When he arose in his place he was 
greeted with prolonged and most enthus­
iastic applause. After briefly reviewing 
the political history of Ireland from the 
time of the union, and showing that 
many breaches of faith had been com­
mitted, he went at once to the core of the 
matter. With him there was only two 
ways of governing Ireland, either through 
autonomy or through coercion. Coercion 
had been tried and had resulted in a 
system of oppressive laws that were re­
sponsible for the present discontent. 
Home rule should now be given. The 
bill that he now introduced reiterated the 
five cardinal principles of 1885.

He borrowed one amendment from the 
American constitution, that the executive 
should deprive the vice royalty from all 
party character, that the appointments 
should be free from religious disability. 
Personal freedom must be secured for the 
people of Ireland.

Regarding the legislative council, Mr. 
Gladstone said : He did not think it is 
warranted without some strong necessity 
arises, Ireland has looked to a legislative 
council as affording her the best constitu­
tional method for meeting her expecta­
tions, and this would give the minority 
the means of vocal expressions, thus 
securing a full, fair and deliberate con­
sideration of its view. The number in 
this legislative council the bill fixes at 
forty-eight, and the term to be eight 
years. That of the assembly be four. A 
new constituency would be created pos­
sessing a ratable value of £20 sterling 
either as owner or Occupier of land.

The bill provides that in case of a dead­
lock the two assemblies will be required 
to come together, and the fate of the bill 
be decided by these joint assemblies; 
while an appeal, if taken, shall be to the 
privy council alone and not to the privy 
council of the house of lords.

Regarding the constabulary, the bill 
proposed a gradual, not abrupt, dissolu­
tion, With a control during the transition 
stage, by the viceroy, ultimately the con­
stabulary to be replaced by police, local 
areas to be controlled by Irish authority.

After a discussion on the means of rais­
ing a revenue, and the financial aspect of 
the affair, Mr. Gladstone closed with the 
following eloquent words: “The plans 
of government are inspired by a plan to 
redeem the character of the country and 
its political genius from the old and in- 
veterable dishonor and to magnify the 
strength, greatness, glory and union of 
the empire. Either this plan or some­
thing closely resembling it must shortly 
become a law. The alternative would be 
a demand for a repeal of the union. She 
no longer asks severance from the im 
perial power, and that being so, the sooner 
the deed is signed and sealed the better. 
Certainly I could be no party to the be­
queathing to my country the continuance 
of this heritage of discord which has been 
handed down from generation to gener­
ation with hardly a momentary inter­
ruption, and let me entreat the house 
even if it were with my latest breath to 
let the dead past bury its dead, and to 
cherish, love and sustain one another 
through all the vicissitudes of human af­
fairs in the times to come."

GAGETOWN.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The Week’s Events In Brief—The Cream 

of our Exchangee.

Mrs. Marcella O’Rourke died in Trenton, 
Ont., Wednesday aged 105 years.

Only eight of the 69,000 Frenchmen 
who fought under Napoleon at Waterloo, 
are now alive and in France.

Dr. Norvin Green, aged 75, the president 
of the Western Union Telegraph Co. ,died 
in Louisville, Ky., on Monday morning. 
His death was caused by catarrhal diarrh­
oea.

Between six o’clock Saturday evening 
and two Sunday afternoon eight persons 
died of the choleraic epidemic and several 
fresh cases were taken to the hospital, In 
France.

The will of the late James G. Blaine 
has been entered for probate. It was ex­
ecuted in Washington on January 7 last, 
and pratically leaves everything to Mrs. 
Blaine.

Charles W. Gardner, chief spy of Park- 
hurst’s society, in New York, convicted of 
attempting to extort money from the 
keeper of a disorderly house, was Tuesday 
sentenced to two years imprisonment at 
hard labor.

The island of Samothreki, Athens, in 
the Ægean sea was shaken by an earth­
quake Tuesday. All the buildings on the 
island were destroyed and many lives 
were lost. Several severe shocks were 
felt in Zante.

A white woman was outraged at Chatt­
anooga, Tenn., on Tuesday JÇy H-Jçagro- 
Andy Blount, was arrested on suspicion. 
That same evening a crowd broke into 
the jail, took Blount out, hanged him and 
riddled his body with bullets.

The snow is five feet deep on a level at 
Crested Butte, Col. and on the mountains. 
A party of 20 miners employed in Cumber­
land mines, 12 miles from here, are be­
lieved to have met death from snow slides. 
Nothing has been heard from them for a 
month.

Several hundred Indians at Deer 
River, Minnesota, on Sunday, were riot­
ing three or four hours, using knives 
and clubs. Many of them were 
wounded and probably two or three killed^ 
though nobody at the agency dared to go 
near them. The Indians were drunk and 
furious at the non-arrival of the agent.

Mr. Cleveland has officially an­
nounced the names of four members of 
his cabinet. They are : Walter Q. Gres' 
ham, of Illinois, secretary of state ; John 
G. Carlisle, Kentucky, secretary of finance ; 
Daniel S. Lamont, New York, secretary 
of war ; Wilson S. Bissell, of Buffalo, post­
master general. t,

A Maine man has been tried for taking 
in potatoes at one door of his barn Ofid 
selling them out of the other. The trouble 
was that one part of his bam was in 
Maine and the other in New Bmnswick. 
He bought potatoes in Canada, and moved 
them across the barn, sold them in Maine 
without paying duty.

The carnival sports came to sad ending 
Saturday evening in Montreal. As two 
young ladies named Crawford and a gentle 
man escort, were sliding down Cote Des 
Neiges hill on a toboggan, the latter upset 
and Miss Dede Crawford, aged 16, living 
with her mother, 938 Dorchester street, 
was thrown violently against a lamp post 
and instantly killed.

Wm. Chaples, of Oldtown, Maine, hired 
a team last Saturday afternoon and bought 
a quart of rum to keep him warm on a 
drive into the country. The horse came 
home at midnight cut and bleeding. The 
sleigh was found a few miles out, and 
early Sunday morning Chapfts was dis­
covered with his head buried in frozen 
snow and slush. He will die.

Prince Kawauankoa, of the royal family 
of Hawaii, who is en route to Washington 
to present his side of the situation, says 
“ The revolution is the result of a con­
spiracy on the part of the commissioners 
who are now in Washington. We are con­
fident that when the government at Wash­
ington hears our side of the matter the 
provisional government will be unseated,

While coasting in Oldtown, Me..Satur­
day night a party of half a dozen young 
men lost control of their sled and were 
dashed through a plate glass store window 
Fred Lovejoy had one leg broken and re­
ceived other injuries which resulted in 
his death, and all the others were fright­
fully mangled and gashed. Blood and 
matted hair spattered the whole front of 
the building.

During a christening at Thomas O’­
Rourke’s house, Chouteau avenue, N. Y.; 
Sunday night, a fight took place in which 
all present took part Every obtainable 
weapon was used. A wagonload of police 
finally succeeded in quelling the row, 
Six of those involved are thought to be 
fatally wounded. Twelve others were 
seriously hurt. Somebody wanted to take 
the newly christened infant outdoors 
The father( O ’ Rourke ) objected and a row 
promptly ensued.

Justice William Gibson of Brewer near 
Bangor Me., accused by his twelve-year 
old grand-daughter of rape ; Bernard 
Towle, who assaulted two ten-year-olds in 
his cobble-shop on Broad street, and James 
Stone, who criminally assaulted an illiter­
ate young Italian matron at Dexter, were 
discharged by the grand jury of Penobscot 
county Tuesday. The evidence against 
all at the hearings was convincing and 
sufficient to convict, but witnesses for the 
grand jury had been “fixed ” to stay away,

Samuel Harvey, of Patten, Me., while on 
his way to his lumber camps, stopped Sun­
day night at Murray Nason’s. Monday 
morning he attempted to go into a stall 
occupied by his horses, when one of them 
commenced kicking and shortly had Mr, 
Harvey down and kicked and trampled 
him fearfully. Assistance came and after 
a time the horses were unhitched and 
backed out. Mr. Harvey was unconscious 
and badly cut about the head, while five 
of his ribs were broken and there are fears 
of internal injuries.

A carnival dance was given Monday 
evening in Duetsch Pereg. At eleven 
when about one hundred persons were 
dancing in the hall on the first floor, a 
child playing in the cellar dropped a 
lighted taper through the bungbole of a 
cask full of petroleum. The cask exploded 
and killed the child, and tore uv the dance 
floor, scattered the burning petroleum 
among the dancers. Ten persons fell into 
the cellar and were burned to death. 
Seven more, whose clothes caught fire, 
died shortly after reaching the open air. 
Three were trampled into unconsciousness.

One of the worst disasters in the history 
of marble quarrying, occurred at Rut­
land, Vermont, a little after one o’clock 
on Saturday, in a quarry operated 
by the Vermont marble company. 
A great mass of stone fell into the quarry 
and seven men were instantly filled and 
a number of others injured probably 
fatally. The victims were crushed so that 
some could not be recognized. The vic­
tims were a gang at work channelling 
and taking away refuse and were all mid- 
le-aged men. The cause of the caving 
is not positively known. The mass of 
stone which covered the men who were 
at work, as near as can be estimated, is 
sixty feet in length and twenty feet in 
width. It fell without the least warning 
and all who were at work there, were 
covered,

ELECTORAL LISTS.

Another Revision to be Ordered at Once.

From what has transpired in the dominion 
house of commons, it is apparent that a 
general election for the dominion will be 
brought on in the summer, at least before 
the house meets again. A revision of the 
franchise lists has been ordered, although 
on the revision of 1891, which cost this 
country $205,807, only a few bye-elections 
were run. A glance over the auditor-gen­
eral’s report for the past year is especially 
interesting and gives a good idea of the cost 
of these multitudinous revisions. Take for 
instance the constituency of Caribou, with 
its list of 736 names at a cost of $878, or 
about $1.20 per name. For preparing the 
list of Rimouski, with its 5,618 names, the 
government paid $1,363. Coming nearer 
home., the constituency of York with 5,486 
names on the list, footed up $803.16, or about 
fifteen cents per name. It will appear from 
the above figures that the revising barristers 
will at least be pleased to have another re­
vision ordered, whether it suits the people 
or not.

Lumbering.

James Pickhard, lumber surveyor, was 
in the city on Wednesday, having just re­
turned from a trip to the woods! He says 
there are large lumber operations being 
carried on this winter on the Keswick 
waters, within twenty miles of Fredericton.

Fred Richardson will cut about 4,000,000 
feet of spruce lumber for W. H. Murray, 
while Ora Gilpatrick is getting out 3,000,000 
feet of maple to bt manufactured into last 
blocks. The manufacturing is chiefly done 
at upper Keswick and Zealand in the parish 
of Bright. In addition to this Messrs. Gil- 
patrick and Bennett will cut 2,000,000 feet 
of hemlock lumber which will be sawed up 
at Brewer’s mill, at Keswick, and shipped to 
the United States. All these operations are 
carried on in a section of land extending 
not more than seven miles above Jones’ 
forks, on Keswick stream.

And Yet Another.

The latest in clerical scandal comes from 
Quebec ; St. John no longer has the mon- 
oply. Advices from Quebec state that the 
rev. Mr. Angers, a Roman catholic priest 
of Dunham, and one of the ablest pulpit 
orators in the diocese of St. Hyacnthe, has 
been very intimate with a Montreal widow. 
Certain letters of the reverend gentlemen 
to the said widow have been captured, and 
little doubt is felt as to his guilt. In some 
instances the letters are not so compromising 
as some which have been before the public 
of late, but the obscenities found in others 
are revolting, and are enough to destroy 
one’s faith in humanity. All denominations 
are taking their turn at infamous exposures, 
and the onlv thing in doubt is what and 
who will be the next.

Rev. Sidney Welton Resigns.

The congregation of the Portland Baptist 
church met Tuesday evening. The attend­
ance was large The recommendations of 
the council, which last week advised the 
church to withhold fellowship from rev. 
Sidney Welton because of the scandal 
created from his connection with the in­
surance cases, were debated at great length. 
This council was called at the request of 
the church, but its. advice was not heeded 
and was voted down.

Then rev. Sidney Welton rose and asked 
the congregation to at once accept his resig­
nation. This was complied with, and he 
was given a letter of demission. By this 
action he is free to accept another charge if 
one is offered him.

Sabbath Schools.

.S.Rev. A. Lucas, secretary of the N. B. 8. 
association, and S. J. Parsons, have been 
making a tour of the schools in York 
county. Eleven schools that were closed, 
for the winter have reopened during the 
month, and six new schools have been 
organized. Last Sabbath they spent in 
the city visiting the schools. In the 
evening a largely attended meeting was 
held in the vestry of the Baptist church. 
Mr. Lucas and Mr. Parsons both addressed 
the meeting. They gave a review of their 
work and the methods to be adopted to 
make the schools a success. The meeting 
closed with prayer. This week the rev. 
gentleman have been visiting Sun bury Co.

To Old Love Letters, $1200.

A Fairfield, Me., school teacher is now in a 
peculiar sort of business on the installment 
plan. A former lover wrote to her eighty- 
four letters, all of them breathing affection 
of the undying variety. He then married 
another lady in Penobscot county. These 
letters to girl No. 1 have been a source of 
anxiety to him and he is now getting them 
into his possession slowly but surely, in 
installments of seven, for each of which in­
stallment he pays $100. He has now in­
vested $300 and is still at it. Those who are 
familiar with the facts in the case agree that 
he is getting out of his scrape more easily 
than he could reasonably have expected.— 
Bangor News.

Only relatives 
and immediate friends were present.

The Nase-Stevens Case,

The following is the* latest regarding the 
Nase-Stevens case at St. John.

A Gazette reporter called on L. A. Currey, 
counsel for Mr. and Mrs. Nase and asked if 
the statement that the case was settled, as 
published in the Sun, was correct :

“ I have heard nothing of any settlement 
and don’t imagine any has taken place. I 
see by the Sun that the case is settled and 
the letters burned. I know the latter part 
of the statement is incorrect as the letters 
are in my possession.”

Subsequently Mr. Currey said to a report­
er. “ I have seen the plaintiffs and they 
have not even seen any of the parties on 
the other side of the case, and you can say 
that the statement is entirely untrue, so far 
as my clients are concerned.”

It seems that since the publication of the 
interview in the St. John Gazette, in which 
Mr. Stevens said he nailed up the door 
which communicated with the two dwel­
lings, the matter has been looked into and 
it has been learned that while Mr. Stevens 
nailed up one door another was cut.

The Telegraph says : No action has yet 
been taken by the vestrymen of St. Luke’s 
church with regard to the appointment of 
a rector, rendered necessary by the resigna­
tion of rev. L. G. Stevens It is extremely 
probable that a meeting of the vestrymen 
will be called in a few days to decide what 
shall be done in the matter. It is said that 
they have in mind three rectors, any one of 
whom might be called. No action will be 
taken any way until the outcome of the 
Stevens-Nase affair.—Gazette.

Coasting Accident at St. John.

A sad coasting accident occurred in St. 
John last week, by which Master Willie 
Tower met his death. The accident oc­
curred on Parks street which runs from 
Mount Pleasant to the Rockland road. 
There is a hill at each end of the street, 
which enables the children to run down one 
of them and up almost to the top of the 
other. It has been a popular resort for little 
ones from all parts of the city.

On Saturday last a double runner was 
going down the Mount Pleasant end of the 
street and collided with terrific force with 
young Tower who was coming from the 
other end of the street. The forward sled 
of the double runner struck Tower in the 
left side, and tore it open until the heart 
was exposed to view. He was taken to a 
neighboring drug store but died in about 
twenty minutes. Several of those on the 
double runner were arrested at the time. 
The coroner’s jury investigating the death 
of the young lad, have found a verdict of 
accidental death, and the young men, who 
were arrested, have been discharged.

Bible Society Meeting,

The annual public meeting of the Fred­
ericton auxiliary bible society was held in 
the temperance hall Thursday evening, and 
was. attended by about the usual audience. 
G. E. Fenety, the president, filled the chair 
and delivered the opening address, review­
ing the work of the bible society and em- 
pbazing its great importance. In the course 
of his address he referred in feeling terms 
to the death of Mrs. Harrison and Miss 
Smith, both active members of the society, 
and of Henry G. Estey, who for years had 
always assisted the society in the music at 
its annual meetings. Interesting and ap 
propriate addresses were also made by Sir 
Leonard Tilley and Dr. Inch. During the 
evening, Mrs. C. H. B. Fisher sang beauti­
fully a sacred solo. Rev. F. D. Crawley 
moved a resolution of thanks to the ladies 
of the auxiliary for their efficient work dur­
ing the year and to the choir for their ser­
vices during the evening. Rev. F. C. Hart­
ley pronounced the benediction.

Marysville News.

H. C. Titus, of Marysville, has received 
word of the death recently at British Colum­
bia of David Baker, a man well known 
throughout the province. His was a varied 
life. He was born in Maine, spent his boy­
hood in Charlotte county, since which time 
he has been a wanderer in many lands. 
He, with several St. John men, bought a 
ship and sailed her to Australia during the 
gold fever. He had been a miner, specu­
lator, bull whacker in California ; in fact 
had tried all departments of life. Though 
rough and boisterous in speech, yet he had 
a kind heart and gave away with a chari­
table hand. His many friends throughout 
the province will hear of his death with 
much regret.

The Bridgetown Sensation.

Nothing particular has developed in the 
investigation going on at Bridgetown. Mrs. 
Farnsworth was on the stand. Her evi­
dence was supposed to contain the kernel of 
the proof against Mrs. Cameron, apart from 
the analysis of the stomach ; but it is gen­
erally admitted that it contains very little 
to incriminate the prisoner. Public feeling 
is to a large extent with Mrs. Cameron. The 
case against her appears to have been largely 
manufactured in the press. After hearing 
the counsel the court adjourned till Wed­
nesday, (the 22nd of February. It is ex­
pected that by that time the analysis will 
be completed. It is reported that Mr. Mc­
Intyre failed to find any trace of morphine 
in the stomach.

The accused has been taken to An­
napolis from Bridgetown and lodged in jail 
till the court again resumes.

Damaged.— The schooner Galatea, owned 
by John Gibson, Marysville, was driven 
on the rocks at West Quoddy on Friday 
night of last week in a storm. She is badly 
damaged and the cargo is in a bad condi­
tion. The schooner has been towed into St. 
Andrews where she will be repaired. Her 
rudder was unshipped and keel knocked off 
and she is leaking very badly.

Improvement.— Smith Mersereau has just 
completed the erection of a water crane at 
Fredericton Junction for the C.P.R. It is a 
decided improvement over the old style of 
tank. By it an engine can take water when 
standing on the main line or on the Fred­
ericton track. It works perfectly, as Smith 
intends all bis work will do.

LAID TO REST.

Mamy Well Known £or*on» Üsüe C eased 
From the Caree of Life.

Mrs. Cook, widow of the late James Cook, 
so well known throughout this county, and 
eldest daughter of the late James Hartt, 
died at the residence of Mr. Fletcher, Bruns­
wick street, Thursday morning, after a pro­
tracted illness. The ftineral took place this 
afternoon at two o’clock.

Wm. Stokes, aged seventy-three years, 
died of dropsy, at his residence, George 
street. He had been ill for Some time and 
his death was not unexpected. He was a 
brother-in-law of Chas. King, janitor of the 
Methodist church. The remains were in­
terred on Thursday afternoon.

Word has been received by his friends at 
Petersville, Queens county, N. B., of the 
death recently at Santa Cruz county, Cali­
fornia, of Patrick McGovern. Deceased 
leaves a wife and one child. Mr. McGovern 
was a native of Petersville and has been ab­
sent about fonr years. He leaves many sor­
rowing friends in Queens county.

Michael McCafferty, of the Harley Road 
settlement, Queens, died suddenly a few 
days since, while loading a sled in the 
lumber woods, between Red Bank and Coal 
Creek. He went behind the sled to lift one 
end of the logs be was loading, when he fell 
across them dead. Deceased was in middle 
life and leaves a wido& and seven children 
and many friends to mourn his loss.

The citizens were shocked on Tuesday 
night to hear of the sudden death of James 
Wetmore. He was on the street some two 
hours previous to his death, in apparent 
good health. He was boarding at Clarke’s 
hotel, Queen street, and was preparing for 
supper and arose to light the lamp, and in 
the act of so doing fell dead on the floor. 
The deceased was a brother of the late Judge 
Wetmore, and was almost seveuty-three 
years old. He was admitted to the bar 
when only twenty-one years of age ; but 
after practicing until some forty years ago, 
he retired from active work. Mr. Wetmore 
was one of the old residents of the city and 
well known to everyone. His funeral took 
place on Thursday afternoon at 2.30, from 
the residence of his sister, Mrs. Black, and 
was largely attended.

The funeral obsequies of the late Mrs. Dr. 
Harrison, which took place on Monday 
afternoon at half-past two, were very largely 
attended. Normal school and the common 
schools were closed, as well as several of 
the stores and banks. On the march from 
the college to the cathedral, and thence to 
the grave, the hearse was preceeded by the 
senate faculty and students of the univer­
sity— the professors and students wearing 
their caps and gowns. The young lady 
students attended at the cathedral wearing 
their academicals. The services at the 
cathedral, conducted by rev. Bishop King­
dom and rev. Mr. Alexander, were very im­
pressive. Many friends had sent wreaths 
and other floral decorations—their last 
tribute of esteem to the one whom they 
had parted with forever. The interment 
took place at Forest Hill cemetery. One 
solemn feature ot the burial was the sing 
ing of Rock of Ages, by the students at the 
grave, by request of the departed.

Olbeon and St. Marys.

The inhabitants of St. Marys, across the 
river, are growing ambitous. Not long ago 
there was considerable agitation there re­
garding the advisability of applying for ad­
mission into the city of Fredericton or for 
incorporation under a separate charter, and 
the question is still being actively canvassed.

A meeting was held in the Forresters’ hall 
on Thursday evening to discuss a scheme 
for the improvement of the fire service. 
This step appeared to be much needed, as 
they only have a very primitive hand 
engine, supplied from the water tank, with 
which to face a fire. Proposals were con­
sidered, the purchase of a new steam engine 
and new hose. After some general discus 
sion concerning the condition of affairs and 
how that condition could best be remedied, 
it was decided, that the best way to expedite 
the movement would be to appoint a com­
mittee to inquire into the cost of a new and 
better system of water supply. On that 
committee were appointed Messrs. Walter 
McFarlane, Jas. Simmons and Whitman 
Brewer. As soon as the committee come to 
some conclusion another meeting will be 
held in the church hall, Gibson, and im­
mediate action will be taken.

There is trouble in St. Marys over school 
matters. It seems that Mr. Dobson, princi­
pal of the school over there, has been 
roughly using a son of Reed Blair. The 
services of the school trustees were engaged 
in investigating the matter. It seems the 
boy had been guilty of some act of insubor­
dination, and, offering some resistance when 
the teacher went to punish him, the teacher 
struck him across the head and shoulders 
with a ruler, inflicting some slight bruises. 
The attention of the chief superintendent 
of education, as well as of the trustees, was 
called to the matter, and Mr. Dobson also 
was present at the meeting. Wesley Van-
Wart attended as counsel for Mr. Blair, and, 
after the hearing of the statements of the 
parties, the matter was amicably settled by 
apologies being offered on bçth sides and 
the boy, who had been expelled by Mr. 
Dobson, being reinstated as a pupil.

The Snowflake Minstrels.

The Snowflake minstrels of St. John, ap­
peared at the city hall on Tuesday evening 
last. The great enthusiasm with which 
these performers were received in St. John 
assured them of a crowded house. The 
company consisted of thirty-five artists, in­
cluding six end men. The entertainment 
throughout was laughable and amusing. 
The local hits—and they were many—were 
duly appreciated. The clergy, both of St. 
John and Fredericton, came in for a share.

The prominent feature of the evening was 
the Leaman brothers, the youngest song 
and dance team in the world. They had to 
respond to frequent encores, and their last 
piece, The Whistling Coon, was magnificent.

The minstrels were accompanied by Harri­
son’s orchestra, so well and favorably known 
here, who played The Dance of the Goblins 
during the one intermission of the perform­
ance.

On the whole the performance was es­
pecially good for amateur minstrels, and 
the choruses in the first part far ahead of 
any minstrels ever traveling this way. The 
infliction of the farce upon their pleased 
audience, might have been dispensed with, 
although the local characters were well 
shown. They gave a good show, had a good 
house, were well received, and paid their 
bills in full in advance.

NEWS AROUND HOME.

Court Martial.—A district court martial 
has been held on pte. Duphssay, C. R. I., on\ 
the charges of being drunk and also of wil­
fully breaking barrack property. The lat­
ter charge could not be sustained, but he 
was found guilty on the first. As the record 
of the prisoner, while in the corps, has not 
been a very creditable one, it is thought 
that he will get a severe sentence from the 
court, and which has been sent to Ottawa 
for approval. The charge against him for 
so cruelly killing a cat, when he was confined 
in the cells, was struck off the crime sheet 
by general Herbert.

Not Settled and Fined. —The assault 
case of Linforth vs. Lee, that came up be­
fore Police Magistrate Marsh on Monday, 
and in which case Mr. Marsh witheld judg­
ment until Wednesday, in hopes a settle­
ment could be affected between the parties, 
was not settled, and as a consequence, judg­
ment was rendered yesterday morning. 
Lee was fined $10 and $8.75 costs. This as­
sault case was the outcome of a row over 
property left by the late Mr. Lee, owner of 
Lee’s opera house. Both parties claimed 
certain articles and goods and in an attempt 
to take possession of them, Lee committed 
the assault for which he was fined.

Coasting Accident.—News of a sad coast- 
ing accident comes from Millville. A young 
son of Mrs. Chas. Morgan, coming swiftly 
down a hill on a handsled, ran into a cord- 
wood rack. His arm was broken and he 
was otherwise badly injured. Dr. McNally 
attended to his Injuries.

Gleaned, dut, Slashed, and Made Over 
From Our Bdohaiiidi.

It is reported on good authority that an 
English company will at once acquire the 
Todd nickel area at St. Stephen.

James Laird, of New Glasgow Mills, is 
feeding a hog that walked on to the scales 
the other day and tipped them over at 900 
lbs.

In the case of rev. A. F. Thompson vs. 
the St. John Telegraph, the writ has been 
served and appearance entered. The plain­
tiff claims $10,000 damages.

Eastporters have been revelling in the 
possession of the biggest hog. When killed 
and dressed he brought the scales down at 
1020 pdunds. He sold in that state for $125.

Catherine Campbell died at Doctor’s Brook, 
Antigonish county, N. S., on the 4th inst., 
aged 103 years. She retained full control 
of her facilities up to within two days of 
her death.

Edward McDonald, a deaf mute, was 
killed on the Intercolonial, near Millstream, 
last Saturday night. Deceased was twenty- 
two years of age, unmarried, and belonged 
to Chatham.

James Anderson, at Amherst, was sent­
enced by judge Morse, last week to twenty- 
three years in the penitentiary for burglar­
ising George Brandcr's, at North port, and 
shoooting at policeman Soy.

The Gardner coal mines in Cape Breton 
owned by Burchell Bros., Sydney, have 
been purchased by the syndicate for $118,- 
000. The syndicate also purchased the Pt. 
Aconi coal area in Cape Breton, for $160,000.

The Yarmouth Light says : William P. 
ChtirchSthas brought to this office a sample 
of apples of the Ben Davis variety grown in 
his orchard in the season of 1891. They are 
a little wilted but are still perfectly sound.

Mr. Gibson has about 2,000,000 ft. of logs 
at his mill at Blackville, and will probably 
increase the amount to 3,000,000 by the close 
of the winter. This will ensure a good 
summer’s sawing. A large furnace is to be 
built to burn the refuse from the mill.

A few days ago, Fred Alward, of Have­
lock, Kings county, while out hunting along 
what is known as Alward brook, came 
across a bear’s den. Upon investigation he 
found it contained three full grown bears, 
all of which Mr. Alward succeeded in kill­
ing.

W. A. Lefurgy, of Charlottetown, son of 
hon. John Lefurgy, started for the south a 
few days ago for the benefit of his health. 
He was to cross in the Stanley, but she 
only got part way and had to put back, and 
the next morning, Tuesday, he died. The 
immediate cause of death was cold con­
tracted on the steamer.

The body of James Edwards was found on 
Saturday last in bed in his bouse near Grand 
Lake, N. S. He had been dead three days 
when discovered, during which time his 
two little children were huddled close to 
the corpse. Edwards’s wife left him some 
days ago and he lived alone with his chil­
dren. The house was forcibly entered by 
wayfarers.

Shortly after midnight on Tuesday a fire 
broke out in a brick building on Main 
street, Woodstock, owned by Messrs. Mc­
Manus and John McDonough. One store 
was occupied by McManus with dry goods ; 
the other by McDonough with groceries. 
McDonough occupied the second storey as a 
dwelling and the Hibernians had their 
lodge room in the same building. Loss 
covered by insurance. The building was 
badly damaged.

Melissa Smith, of Margaret’s Bay, N. 8., 
was arrested at Halifax Thursday night, 
charged with concealment of birth. The 
dead body of an infant, born three or four 
days previous, was found buried in a pile of 
coal in the cellar of the Royal hotel. Sus­
picion fell on the Smith woman and she 
was arrested as she came into the hotel at 
10 o’clock after spending the evening in the 
company of a young man.

Royal Scarlet Chapter.—Royal scarlet 
chapter, L. O. L., of York, met in the 
Orange ball on Tuesday evening and elected 
the following officers for the ensuing year :

Paul Boynton is the proprietor of the 
famous water circus now in Chicago, and 
will soon go to England with his circus. 
He is now here to secure the services of 
expert log rollers, canoe men and others for 
his show. He will be at the Barker House 
for a few days.

Pleased Them.— The Woodstock Press 
says : 11 Rev. John Parkinson, of St. Marys, 
delivered a very eloquent lecture in St. 
Luke’s Sunday school room Friday evening. 
On account of Stormy weather and bad 
walking the audience was not large ; those 
who did not get there missed a fine treat. 
The speaker is eloquent, his subject an in­
teresting one, and he handled it in a very 
able manner.”

New Lien Law.— A movement is on foot 
among builders and contractors in favor of 
having a bill presented at the coming ses­
sion of parliament providing for a builder’s 
lien. It is intended to protect builders 
against loss by dishonest parties who may 
fail to pay when the contract is completed. 
Several builders here have had the matter 
placed before them- and are strongly in 
favor of it.

Getting Civilized.— The St. Andrews 
Beacon says : “ How times change !
