The storm of wind, rain and 
enow which raged during the 
latter days of last week, has 
evidently been extremely severe 
along the coast, judging from the 
accounts of losses, wrecks and 
hardships endured by steamers 
and sailing vessels.

All the crew of the ill 
fated steamer belonged to South 
ampton, and most of them had 
wives and families. The most 
pitiful scenes were enacted at the 
offices of the London and South 
western Railroad Co., throughout 
the day following the week.

The steamer Halifax from this port 
to Boston, was caught in a bad storm, 
after leaving Halifax on Thursday 
last, and considerab'y damaged. Her 
Captain and second officer were in­
jured, tbe latter severely. Fallowing 
is so account of tbe accident from one 
of the Halifax papers of Friday: With 
the pilot house smashed into kindling 
wood, the third officer, Charles Glenn, 
seriously and probably fatally injured, 
and her commander, Capt. Ellis, cut 
and very badly bruised, the Plant 
liner Halifax, which sailed for Boston 
at nine o’clock yesterday morning, 
returned to port two hours later, hav­
ing been struck by a tremendous sea 
off Sambro. As soon as the steamer 
was tied up at the pier, the ambulance 
was summoned, and the third officer, 
who was unconscious, was speedily 
removed to the Victoria General 
Hospital. Medical aid was also 
[ffomptlv secured for the captain, who, 
though suffering considerably, was 
able to move about. There was a 
heavy sea running off tbe harbor dur 
ing the morning, and when the 
steamer shaped her course for Boston, 
a tremendous comber boarded her, 
completely wrecking tbe pilot house, 
leaving only the supports standing, 
and burying those inside in the debris 
Capt. Ellis was the first to extricate 
himself, aod he fortunately escaped 
without serious injuries, but the third 
officer was covered with blood. As­
sistance was toon at hand, and it was 
found that he had severe gashes near 
the temple, another on the back of 
the head, while his shoulders and hip 
were bruised, and it is feared that he 
*s internally injured. Capt. Ellis’s 
injuries were a cut on the check, and 
his right leg somewhat twisted. The 
sea also broke in a portion of tbe 
woodwork in the smoking room, 
washed out the forward staterooms, 
and flooded the social hall and for 
ward cabin.

An Extraordinary Fun­
eral-

A funeral without a parallel in Phila­
delphia, took place on Sunday at the 
Midvale Steel Worke, where a forty ton 
ingot of steel permeated with the flesh, 
blood and bones of two workmen was 
buried with the solemn rites of tbe Cath­
olic Church, (he workmen who were 
so strangely laid away were John Kor­
kin and Joseph Gszla, two laborere 
who met a hoirible death a week ago. 
They were in a pit near a cupola con 
taining many tons of molten ateel. 
ping gave way and 80,006 ponnda of the 
fiery liquid poo red from the cupola and 
overwhelmed them. The men were 
completely incinerated end not a trace 
of themselves or their clothing waa left. 
The Midvale Steel Company waa averse 
to selling the steel or naing it for the 
purpose it waa intended, and it was de 
cided to bury It with the rites of the 
ohoroh to which the unfortunate men 
belonged. Accordingly the forty ton 
ingot, 28 feet long, six feet wide and five 
feet thick, was moved last week by s 
travelling crane to tbe rear of the ma­
chine ehop, where a grave tea feet deep 
had been made. Toe great mass 
metal waa laid in tfie hole and a plat 
form bnilt over It ao that the burial 
vices would be better performed. In 
the centre of the platform waa an open 
ing aix feet in diameter. A great crowd 
sought admission to the works Sunday, 
but only the two sisters of Gaxda 
who depended upon him for aqpport, 
god about joq workmen who were on 
Sunday doty were permitted to attend 
the services along with the officials of 
the company, forkis had no relatives 
in this country.

Fatal Oonflagratign in 
Glasgow.

Tbe most terrible fire that hae occurr­
ed in Great Britain for many years broke 
oat in Gleegow Sunday morning in 
cheap lodging bonee for tneç in Wsteoo 
Street, end resulted in tbe ioeao/ thirty 
nine lives end the severe injury of many 
others. The flames were first noticed 
at 6 o’clock thet morning on tbe fourth 
floor of the building, which wss occn* 
pied by 3$0 men. An alarm wes raised 
end the firemen were speedily in attend­
ance, bnt flames end smoke were then 
issuing from most of the windows on 
the fourth floor. An extraordinary 
scene was crested by a procession of 
almost naked men issuing from tbe door 
of t^e building, and against their frantiq 
efforts to escape the firemen had actoslly 
to fight for admission. Reaching the 
upper floor the firemen found that the 
narrow passages were becoming congest­
ed with men who dropped to the floor 
overcome by smoke. Fortunately the 
fire was confined to the foortb floor, and 
as toon as the £ remen were able to get 
to work it was speedily extinguished. 
The flames had been fed by the wooden 
partitions of the cnbiclee, which threw 
eff volumes of smoke, resulting in the 
enflbeation of the inmates. Many on 
foeing brought to the street rallied'ip a 
few minutes, bat others had to be taken 
to the hospitals. Tbe dead were mostly 
workmen in tbe prime of life. They 
presented a horrible spectacle, their 
blackened faces bearing çvjdepçe gf ter­
rible struggles le escape.

According to advices from 8t. Peters­
burg the universities of Russia will remain 
closed until January 28th, and perhaps 
longer. At a conference of the reetor» 
ard professors of the various colleges, and 
members of the cabinet, it was decided to 
be useless to attempt to resume studies 
during the present agitation.

Coal in Boston has advanced In prices 
50 cent» a ton on all grade» except furnace 
and pea which advanced 25 cents a ton, 
and furnace $6,50. The advance marks 
the regular winter increase, which was 
delayed this year later than usual, and ia 
six weeks beyond last year. The price of 
stove coal Is 25 cents higher than the 
maximum price for the same trade last 
winter.

Carrier Lane A Co., one of Canada's 
most prominent manufacturing establish­
ments, with headquarters at Levis, P. Q , 
is In financial difficulties, and a demand 
for assignment has been made upon the 
firm by the Bank of Montreal, whose claim 
is a hundred thousand dollars. The firm 
is one of the oldest In the Province, and 
has always employed hundreds of hands In 
its extensive works.

King George of Greece was welcomed 
to London last Wednesday by the lord 
mayor and corporation The usual 
address was presented by his Majesty 
in a gold casket at the guild hall. A 
luncheon followed. The royal procession 
from Paddington railroad station to the 
Guild Hall and back, consisting of half a 
dosen state carriages, received a hearty 
welcome from large crowds along the 
route, .which was lined by some 7,000 
roops and decorated with fliga.

The sealer Fawn, Capt. O. H. Oben of 
Exeter, B. C., has been virtually givoo up 
for lost with all on board—twenty-eight 
men. She was reported by the sohooners 
Victoria and Carrie C. W. from whom she 
parted company in the memorable storm 
which raged from the 5th to the 8th of 
October and in which it Is now believed 
she foundered. The return of the west 
coast steamer Queen City to Victoria with 
no news of the Fawn destroys the very last 
hope of those who wait for her.

Among the Allan line steamer Parisian’s 
passengors to Halifax Sanday were Robert 
Finly of P. E. I. and Charles Grant of 
Pictou, N. 8., They had been members 
of the ere w of the Japanese fishing schooner 
Hokusel, which was captured during the 
war by the Russian cruiser Roesia and 
Grosmabi in Sea of Japan. The men were 

prison three months in Pauzi, where 
through the representation of the Canadian 
government through the British authorities 
they were released and given transportation 
to London. They have a tale of cruelty 
by Russian soldiers and of hardship endur 
ed at the hands of their captors.

Business was suspended at Kingston, St 
Vincent, British West Indies, on Saturday. 
The stores were closed, end at a public 
meeting attended by thousands of the in 
habitants, resolutions were passed denounc 
ing the proposed union of St. Vincent and 
the Island of Grenada under one govern 
ment. The people afterwards marched 
through the city with bands and flags. 
The police concentrated and prepared for 
any emergency. But the demonstration 
although enthusiastic was orderly and con­
fined to the singing of the National An­
them.- The people prefer a general federa­
tion of the West Indies and Canada, or in­
creased intercourse and closer relations 
with the United States.

A Gloucester despatch of Thursday says : 
Two members of the crew of the Boston 
schooner Stranger were lost off this port 
daring the heavy gale on Friday. The 
Stranger put in here today on her way to 
Boston and reported the loss. Several men 
were out in boats several miles off Glou­
cester when the gale sprang up. The eea 
became so heavy that they put back to the 
schooner, and all except Jae. McDonald 
and Peter O’Brien boarded her. McDon­
ald’s boat swamped when he had almost 
reached the Stranger, and be could not be 
reached in time’to save him from drowning 
O’Brien who was in another boat could not 
be found after the squall, and it is sup­
posed he also was drowned.

It w*8 pretty rough in the Straits on 
Friday night. So much so that the 
steamer Princess did not leave Picton for 
this port until near 2 o’clock Saturday 
morning. It was not deemed prudent tu 
venture out before that hour, in 
uousequence of the storm and thick 
weather. When she started there was a 
howling gale of forty miles an hour, and 
rain and snow were in evidence. The 
passage was very rough and it took the 
steamer over five hours to get aor 
The eea was running very high and one 
particularly heavy wave struck her and 
came on board, washing her deck and 
smashing in one of the windows of the 
lower wheel although the glass is 
quarter of an inoh thick. The steamer 
did not reach here till after eight o’clock 
in tho morning.

Montreal can now boast of having the 
largest fliur mill in the British empire, 
the Royal mill of the Ogilvie Flour Mills 
Company, Limited, which has been greatly 
enlgaged during the past year. Saturday 
the 11th, fcbey broke all previous records 
by turning out 4,400 barrels in twenty-four 
hours, One of the wheels of the mill was 
out of commission, and when repaired the 
mill will have an output of over 5,000 
barrels a day. When the present company 
was formed four years ago to take over the 
business of W. W. Ogilvie, the capacity of 
the Royal mill was 1,800 barieIs a day. 
The capacity of the company’s mills in 
Montreal is now over 6,000 bareels a day. 
As an official of the company remarked, 
Montreal was fast becoming the milling 
geptre of the Dominion.

Cardinal Gibbons On 
Dishonesty.

Baltimore, November 5.
“ Pay what thou oweet.” That is 

the text upon which Cardinal Gib­
bons based hia sermon in the Cath 
edral yesterday morning. His Em 

dnenoo said :
This subject is most opportune and 

is invested with vital interest at this 
time, when colossal frauds and de­
falcations are revealed tons in rapid 
suoceseion.

Justice is a cardinal virtue, 
prompting us to pay what we owe 
our neighbor. Justice is the foun 
dation of social order and of business 
intercourse. For if we did not be­
lieve that men had a sense of justice 
we would have no confidence in their 
integrity, and without this confi­
dence commercial life would be par. 
alyzed. Dishonesty is diametri­
cally opnosed to justice.

I purpose this morning to set be­
fore you some of tbe principal ways 
in which dishonesty is practised in 
mercantile and in private life. I 
think that this subject should be 
treated more frequently in our 
ohurohes, for there would be fewer 
occasions for the exercise of charity 
if every man came by bis own.

In tbe first place, that man has a 
loose concep'ioncf business integrity 
who does not ke. p a, strict account 
of his indtb edness. For if he ha- 
no record of his obligations be is li­
able to overlook and forget them. 
If he forgets them ho may be tempt 
ed to increase his liabilities. If he 
go on augmenting his debts he may 
bo startled by their magnitude, and 
may bo unable to meet them when 
the day of reckoning comes.

Pay Debts Promptly.

Srcond—Be punc'ual in the pay­
ment of your bills. There are some 
men who are criminally negligent 
and dilatoiy in discharging their 
honest d#b:s. They will allow week, 
and months, and Sometimes even 
years to pass without meeting their 
just obligations. Their remiseness 
does not arise fiom their inability to 
discharge this duty, but rather from 
a blunted conscience and a morbid 
attachment to wealth. They regard 
the creditor as a Shy lock, and com­
plain of his impor!ur,i'ies, thongh h, 
is demanding only what is justly hi, 
due. They make no account of the 
annoyance, inconvenience and peou 
niary loss which the creditor sustain, 
from their preverse procrastination.

Simo y oars sgr- I met a citizen ir 
a distant city who had a formidable 
titlj prefixed to bis name. He re­
garded him°elf as a man of honor, 
and woull resent any imputation on 
his integrity. He wonld deem it a 
disgrace not to pay promptly a gam

or’s bid. He tboa accosted me: 
“ A certain man had the assurance 
to ask me today, hi ibe street, lo pay 
a bill which I owe him. I felt in­
sulted, sir, and I did not fail to tell 
him so.”

If I bad had any spiritual jurisdic­
tion over fhe person referred to I 
would have replied 1o him : '“Sir, 
it is not you, but yoer creditor who 
ought to feel offended. Pay yonr 
debts. Tbe money yon bave ia bank 
or in your purse is not yems so long 
as your oreditore’ just demands re­
main unpaid.”

Borrowing Money.

Third—Don’t make a promise to 
refund a loan unless you have tbe 
ability to do so. Dishonesty in an­
other form is committed by those 
who borrow money without having 
any well-grounded hopes of being 
able to refund it. Yet they will give 
you the positive assurance that tbe 
loan will be restored at a elated time. 
When you press them for informa­
tion regarding their ability lo make 
good this assurance, they will ack­
nowledge that for some time they 
have been out of employment, tb«t 
they have no visible means of sup­
port and that tbe prospects before 
them are far from being bright. 
Thus they make sn absolute promise 
which ia based on a very uncertain 
contingency.

If they bad frankly told yon from 
the outset that, while sincerely de­
sirous to pay the loan, they oonld 
give no positive pledge, you would 
oommend their candor and veracity, 
though placing little reliance on tbe 
security, and they might appeal at 
least to your benevolence, if they did 
not commend themselves to your 
business methods.

The man who tries to eke ont a 
subsistence by borrowing money 
Boon becomes lost to all sense of 
honor and self-respect, and be for­
feits the confidence of the community 
in which be lives.

Refers to Migawbir.

Many of yon are familiar with one 
of Dickens’ well-known characters, 
Wilkins Mioawber. He sustained a 
checkered existence by borrowing 
money, for which be insisted on giv­
ing a receipt, and be was always 
precise in adding the fraction of a 
half-penny, if necessary, to tbe 
pounds, shillings and pence. When 
be gave bis acknowledgment he was 
as proud and independent as if he 
had presented tbe creditor with gilt- 
edge security. He felt as happy in 
the acquisition of the new loan as if 
he had come into possession ot an 
inheritance. And he usually cele­
brated the event by a convivial cap 
with the partner of hie joys and sor­
rows.

As an offset to the foregoing ex­
ample, I will mention that some 
years ago I was acquainted with a 
young man in this city who was 
studying with a view of embracing

ly enough for e here eubeUtenee, he 
declined to socept sny proffered loen. 
Be ie now enjoying a lucrative prac­
tice in hie ptofee.ion. Bit he’ ii far 
more economic in hie habits then 
thore who, like Mioawber, Ifve on 
borrowed capital. For be has been 
taught in tbe school of adversity to 
appreciate the value of a dollar. I 
would Bold him up as a model to all 
of you yoeng men who are entering 
on a business or a profetsiousl 
career.

Extravagant Living.
Fourth—There* another form cf 

diahoneel life far more common and 
reprehensible that the vice just men­
tioned—I refer to the jernioioua 
habit of living above one’s means. 
In fact, thie vice may be considered 
aa characteristic of Americans, Our 
countrymen are fond of making 
money, bat they are still fonder of 
squandering it. It has been said 
with truth that a French or a Ger­
man family oan subsist on wbat is 
wasted by an American family.

One of tbe causes of this fatal ex 
travsganoe is the love of eelf-indnl- 
genoe and tbe ambition of keeping 
pace with oar neighbor in tbe race 
of social distinction.

I am envious of my neighbor when 
I observe that be keeps a splendid 
equipege, that hie bouse ie elegantly 
furnished, that he fare sumptuously, 
that he entertains lavishly, that his 
wife is dressed in tbe latest fiebioo, 
and I am determined not to be out 
done by him. I enter upon a career 
of prodigality totally disproportion­
ate to my means.

But in a few years I find myself 
overwhelmed with debt and on tbe 
road to bankruptcy. I have been 
burning tbe candle at both ends. I 
bave been squandering my present 
income and have been mortgaging 
my future revenue.

The man who lives beyond hia 
means is not leading an honest life. 
My young friends, yon who are on 
the threshold of a business career, 
practice a rigid economy. Live 
within your income. Save up some­
thing for a rainy day. This is more 
easily done than you imagine 
Where there is a will there ie a way. 

The wants of nature are few and 
easily supplied. Moet of the things 
we wdkt are artificial and oontribnte 
little or nothing to our happiness. 
Sweeter to tbe pelate is bread and 
water in a garret than is a delicious 
feast to tbespeodthrift who ie tenur­
ed by tbe spectre of tbe creditor 
knocking at hia door. While the 
insolvent debtor is a slave, you will 
possess a free and independen spirit, 
and will enjoy the testimony of a 
good conscience.

Unequal Weights.

Fifth—Another common system 
of fraud consists in tbe use of unequal 
weights snd measures. Thie is one 
of the oldeet methods of dishonesty, 
for it is strongly denounced by Moeee 
and other sacred writerein the pages 
of tbe Old Teetement. “ Divers 
weights and measure»,’’ says the 
Book of Proverbe, ‘ are both abomin­
able before God.”

A school teacher asked the chil­
dren of her class, “ How many 
ounces make a pound ?” One of tbe 
pupils, whose father was in the 
grocery business, answered: “Teach­
er, I know, but it is a secret." When 
pressed for an explanation be re­
plied : When we buy we demand 
16 ounces to tbe pound, but when 
we sell—that is a business secret.”

But the day will come when the 
unjust tradesman himself will be 
weighed in tbe balance, and found 
wanting.

There is another species of dis­
honesty which ia conducted on a 
larger sonie. I allude to tbe iniquity 
of watering stock and floating it on 
the market, of inflating stocks and 
bonds and giving them a fictitious 
value This sin is the more odious, 
as it ie not the result of a sadden im 
pulse of temptation, but it is perpe­
trated in cold llocd by sharp-witted 
men, who covet tbe esteem of their 
fellow-citizens. They use all kinds 
of specious arguments to catch the 

nwary in their toils, and irfliot uo- 
Sld misery on a too confiding com­

munity.
Dishonest Bank Officers.

Sixth—I might also allude here to 
dishonest presidents and cashiers of 
banka and business house clerks. 
Their number, thank God, is very 
small compared with the army of 
loyaTand upright rffiaials.

These unfaithful officers yield to 
the criminal desire of growing sud­
denly rich. They secretly appro­
priate tbe funds of ibe institution in 
which they are employed with tbe 
vague intention of restoring them. 
They gamble in stocks and other 
securities, hoping to realize large 
profits. Their first venture ie a 
failure. They oast the dice agair 
and again, each time slaking larger 
sums with the same roeulta, till they 
have gone down the stream of specu­
lation too far to retrace their eteps 
and hide their iniquity. They in­
volve themselves in irreparable ruin 
and degradation. All the waters of 
tbe Mississippi could not blot out tbe 
stain. .A name which before wse 
mentioned with honor ie now whis­
pered with bated breath or covered 
with tbe charity of eilenoe. The 
set chapter in their sad history is 
usnelly suioide, exile or the peniten­
tiary.

Ob, if in the first instance they 
had spurned tbe tempter they would

poeseeeing what ie infinitely more 
precious than wealth, the legacy of 
a spotless reputation.

Poor Woman Rewarded.

There ie a story told of » poor 
woman who, in returning one day 
from market was bewailing her pov­
erty, for her scanty means were ex­
hausted. While brooding Over her 
condition she stumbled and fell, and 
in the fall her outstretched hand 
touched a purse lying in tbe road 
containing 106 gold crowns. Her 
first sensa'ion was one of jiy that 
she had founÿ a treasure lo relieve 
her pressing wants. But on reflje 
ing that tbe treasure-trove was not 
birown, she determined to restore 
it to tbe owner. A few days later 
hsvirg learned that a reward of 10 
orowne was offered to the finder, she 
hastened to give the owner his purer 
and lo receive her reward.

But tbe miser was reluctant to 
part with the 10 orowne, and he 
falsely maintained that the lost purse 
had contained 110 crowns wnen she 
found it. This she indignantly de­
nied, solemnly declaring that it con­
tained only 100 crowns when she 
found it, Tbe dispute was referred 
to a civil tribunal. ^

The Judge after hearing both 
sides, gave a decision worthy of 
Solomon. “ You maintain, sir,” he 
said to the mao, “ that your puree 
contained 110 crowns when you losi 
it. Evidently the purse which was 
found is not youra, And yon, my 
good woman," he said to the finder, 
“ swear that tbe puree you found 
contained only 100 crowns. It ie 
yours. Keep it till the true owner 
is found.”

Greater Than Victorious Gen 

real .

I have spoken of the sin of disbon 
eaty. Let me now say a word abou 
the dishonest citizen. All honor to 
the merchant or professional man 
who has left behind him a clean re 
cord.

The man of business who has 
never soiled his hands with ill-gotten 
wealth ; wno has never tsken undue 
advantage of hie neighbor in a mone­
tary transaction ; whose word was 
hia bond ; the man who has punotu 
ally paid bis honest debts; who has 
never sheltered himself behind 
legal technicality to escape a finan­
cial obligation ; the man who in 
every vicissitude of trade and oom 
merce, in adversity as well as pros­
perity, has maintained the honor ol 
his good name—in a word, all honor 
to the man who has passed through 
the perils and battles of commercial 
life with a character unblemished— 
such a man, I hold, is more worthy 
of onr esteem and veneration that 
the victorious general who returns 
in triumph from a prolonged war 
For surely a business campaign it 
usually more protracted and requires 
more persevering energy and oonr- 
age than a military conquest.
“ Peace hath its victories not less 
renowned than war.

Listen to the eulogy which Holy 
Scripture pronounces on such 
man : ” Blessed is the rich man
that is found,without blemish ; who 
is he and we will praiae him, for he 
hath done wonderful things in his 
life ; who oonld have transgressed 
and bath not tranagraesed, and coold 
do evil things and hath not done 
them. Therefore, are Fis goods es­
tablished in the Lord, and all ih 
church of the saints will declare his 
alms.”

A Pointed Illustration.

I knew a merchant who possessed 
in sn eminent degree the quslities 
shove enumerated. He has long 
since gone to his reward, and died 
honored in the community in which 
he had lived. I will mention one in 
cideot in his life to illustrate the rec 
titude of his character:

While he was a director in a leading 
bank he sold a portion of-its stock 
which was to be delivered in a few 
days. But the day after the sale th 
directors discovered that the bank had 
sustained a heavy loss by reason 
tbe cashier's defalcation. As a con 
sequence there was a considerable 
shrinkage in the value of the stock.

Several days elapsed before the di 
rectors were prepared to make an 
official statement of the embezzlement 
and the injurious effect on the bank 
On tbe appointed day the purchaser, 
ignorant as yet of the loss sustained 
by the bank, called to get posressior 
of bis stock. The director refused 
to surrender it and was not then pre 
pared to disclose the reason of hi» 
action. The purchaser earnestly in­
sisted on the trinsfer, and bad almost 
recourse to violence. He afterward 
brought a mutual friend to argue with

tbe director, but all in vain 
fused to effect the sale

But a few daya later, when tbe bank 
officials had made a public announce 
ment of tbe defalcation, the would be 
purchaser at once realiz d the situa­
tion and perceived that if the sale had 
been consummated he would have 
been a heavy loser and the owner a 
corresponding gainer.

A min with a less delicate sense of 
commercial ethics would have closed 
the sale and justified himself on tbe 
plea that he had acted in good faith ; 
but my venerable friend would have 
scorned lo be a party to a transaction 
which would in tbe slightest degree 
sully the conscience or arouse against 
him hie faintest breilb of suspicion 
He went down to his honored grave, 
leaving to his children and bis chil’ 
dren’s children tbe precious heritage 
of a pure faith and a spotless 
reputation for business integrity.

The moral which 1 wish to drr w 
from these remarks is continued in the 
words of the Apostle, •' Owe, —, -----no man
