The whole or asy number of these
lines or rays of light may by eollested on »
mirror or rflecting surinee of any kind, and
distributed 1n any greater or less iolensity
through secondary levass without sddisional
joes. Ia the experiment bardly ome-halt of
the main light was collested, bat it was
divided into mxteen separate lights, ¢qual to
eighty osudlos esch. Tue secondary lenses
were of amall siss, aud sitaated in the osil-
ing, the bigbt bing tbrown down. The
guality of the light was eqaal to pure diffascd
daylight—in fact, seversl hundred shades of
sllk, arranged upon oards and placsd side by
side, could be distinguished ms readily as by
sunlight, Hud it not besn for the loss of
light, ocoastoned by the size of the r«flseting
mirrors, we believe the light eould have been
subdivided to its fullest ¢xtent and into at
least filty separate lights. The whole light
from the muin lamp ean bs divided and subd-
divided, and distributed doyn 1o & single ray
wven, st pleasure, The dispersing lensis
and reflesioranre arravged inside the build-
ing so as to illaminate every part without
any obzoare corners. Ia the open air the
rays of light thrown upon objects over & mile
away in the darkness of night brought them
into view with startling distinetness.”
