Hon. W. S. Fielding, Minister of 
Finance, Delivers Budget inj| 

House of Commons—Sur­
plus of $1,50c ,000.

TOTAL REVENUE ESTIMATED
TO REACH SUM OF $84,500,000

Total Trade of Canada in 1908 One 
Hundred Million Greater Than

in 1906, Despite World- 
Wide Depression.

Ottawa, April 20.—Hon. W. S. Field­
ing, minister of finance, delivered his 
annual budget in the House of Com­
mons vesterdav. His clear-cut state­
ment of Canada’s financial position 
was well received, and when he an­
nounced that, despite the world-wide 
depression, he was able to declare a 
surplus of current revenue over cur­
rent expenditure for the last fiscal 
year of $1,500,000, the government 
supporters applauded voiciferously.

Mr. Fielding began by reviewing the 
two fiscal years just closed and the 
current year. In 1908 he had counted 
on an actual revenue of $96,500,000 
and an expenditure oi $77,500,000 ; the 
actuaj revenue was $445,000 less than 
the estimate, but the actual expendi­
ture was $858.000 less than the es­
timate. The net result was that 
whereas the anticipated surplus was 
nineteen million, the actual surplus 
was $19.413,000. In addition, there 
was capital expenditure of $30,429.000 
of which VI'S,910,000 was chargeable to 
N. T. B., and other special expend!
tux *6:* $5,58

was a deficit of $519,981, but if that 
was deducted/we find that for twelve 
and three-quarter years we have had 
a total surplus of $114,539,106, or an 
average annual surplus of $8,983.- 
459.’’

Mr. Fielding said that he regretted 
the disposition on the part of a sec­
tion of the press to create a new 
standard in discussing surpluses and 
deficits.

Surplus Despite Depression.
"For the fiscal year 1908-9, which 

closed a few days ago,” said the fin­
ance minister, “it has not been pos­
sible, to close up the accounts. The 
revenue of the year was affected by- a 
world wide stringency. As received 
up to April 10, it was $84,352,000. My 
estimate is that the complete revenue 
will be $84,500,000, eleven and a half 
millions less than the previous year 
or a shrinkage of twelve per cent. Ir 
face of such a falling of revenue, ? 
considerable deficit would not have 
bee ft surprising, but my iears are not 
to be realized and I estimate a sur­
plus of $1,500,000 on consolidated rev­
enue account. The expenditure up to 
April 10 has been $72,939,000 and 1 
estimate the total expenditure will 
be $83,000,000, which will leave a sur­
plus of $l,5O0,O0O. On capital and 
special expenditure we estimate it 
will take $25,5008900 for the N. T. R 
during the past year. Taking over 
the Quebec bridge adds $6,424,000. Oth­
er special charges of $17,300,000 bring 
the aggregate to $49,224,000. Deduct­
ing from this the surplus and a sink­
ing fund of $1,675.000, there would 
be a balance of $46,029,000 to be add­
ed to debt.-

"This is a very large increase, but 
it is to be noted that $32,000,000 of 
that amount" is accounted for by the 
X. T R. and the Quebec bridge, which 
is to be deemed hereafter a part of 
the X. T. R. I freely say that we 
might have avoided this addition to 
the public debt by retraining from 
the construction of the eastern di­
vision of the N. T. R. Especially, U 
has been said that we might have re­
frained from building the Moncton 
section. Now, whatever may be said 
by people living in the more remote 
districts, who are not familiar with

policy, it would not have commended
itself to the judgment of this House 
or to the country. But we were of 
opinion that our true course was to 
build the eastern division as a gov­
ernment work, and to face the respon­
sibility it would bring on us for a 
short time. We had faith that ;t 
would become, as it will, at an early 
period in its history, an interest-bear­
ing asset which will practically wipe 
out the debt which its cost represents 
So we say that while a few short­
sighted people, Well intentioned no 
doubt, might say that we 
should not have incurred this 
debt, I am sure that the sounder 
judgment oi the country will say that 
we did well to face the financial re­
sponsibility which is involved by these 
divisions of the public debt.

“Our trade statistics for the past 
year will necessarily be unfavorable 
but they will not be mon- unfavorable 
than the statistics of other countries 
The year 1907 was only a partial year- 
a period of nine months, and, there­
fore, it is impossible for us to make 
comparison. The total trade for the 
fiscal year 1908 reached a very high 
figure, being one hundred million 
more than 1906. In 1906 our exports 
amounted to $256.586,630, and in 1908 
they had increased to $230,006,600 
The imports in 1906 amounted to $294.- 
286,015, and in 1908 amounted to $370.- 
786,625. Our total trade in 1906 was 
$550,872,000, and in 1908 was $660.- 
793,000. Now for the fiscal year of 
1909, we have no final returns, but 
from the best information we can ob­
tain, our exports amounted to $26].- 
379.304. Our imports amounted to 
$292,353,021. Our total trade amounted 
to $553,737.000. The exports have fal­
len slightly, but there is a consider­
able decline in imports.

the United States. The decline in im­
ports for the year has been about the 
same in both countries, but taking 
the figures of the calendar year, the 
exports of Canada have decreased 
only to a small extent, whereas the 
exports of the United States decreased 
very largely.

Recovery Will be Complete.
‘Coming now to the fiscal year 

which lies before us the year 1909-10 
it is only fair to say that with the 
abundant resources and widely recog- 
nozed energy of Canadian people we 
shall be speedily able to overtake the 
declines of the past year. It is only 
reasonable to suppose that the condi­
tions of the past year were due to 
special circumstances and that these 
-jnp paicrotjauiB Xnueioigns eq nyu 
ing the current year to enable us to 
receive a very considerable increase 
in revenue. I do not think we would 
be justified in expecting to reach the 
very high revenue of 1907-8, but we 
do think that the revenue oi 1909-10 
will considerably exceed that of the 
past year. The year just closed we 
are estimating to give a revenue of 
eightv-four and a, half million dollars 
For the present year, we anticipate 
that we shall realize a reasonable 
percentage over that, but we do not 
anticipate to. reach the revenue of 
1907-8. which was ninety-six millions 
It will undoubtedly take us another 
year to overtake that. We do think 
that the turn of the tide has come 
and that from this out the revenue 
will steadily increase. With this con­
dition of revenue and with the very 
many demands being made upon us- 
it would be almost unavoidable that 
we should meet the difficulties by an 
increase in taxation. In some other 
countries, that seems to be tihe remedy 
for the financial conditions that have 
risen there. In our judgment, how­
ever, there is no heed of increased tax­
ation. We think the truer and sound­
er method is to meet the situation by 
a substantial reduction in our ex­
penditures, and that is the method we 
have adopted.”

Mr. Fielding submitted figures show­
ing a reduction of $9,324.243 in t'he 
estimate on consolidated fund expen­
diture for 1909-10 compared with the 
appropriations for the previous year- 
On capital account there was a reduc­
tion of $13.347.215. The total reduc­
tion was $22,581,458. There were de­

Uninterrupted Surpluses 
“We think,” he said, “our ain>

The word® “surplus” 
and “deficit” had a meaning which 
had existed from the beginning of con­
federation. From Sir John Rose, the 
first, to Ho. Geo. E. Foster, the last- 
Conservative finance minister, the 
present method had been followed of 
separating the capital and revenue ex­
penditure.

Mr. Borden asked whether this sys­
tem prevailed in any other country 
and whether this was not a suitable 
time to conform to the practice when 
Canada had been enjoying an enorm­
ous superabundance of revenue.

Mr. Fielding—I think we are more 
concerned with what has been the 
established practice of Canada than 
with what has been the established 
practice oi other countries, conditions 
of which may be utterly unlike thoes 
of Canada. I think there are reasons 
why the practice in England would 
not. be a sound practice in Canada 
I think a country which has to en­
gage in large operations, which needs 
to borrow money in order to develop 
its resources, must establish different 
conditions from that in an old settled 
country which has had hundreds of 
years of experience.

Mr. Borden—What is the practice in 
Australia and New Zealand?

Mr. Fieldihg said he was not aware 
but he did not think it important.

Mr. Borden—They are like us, are 
they not?

The Test is a New One.
Mr. Fielding—I do not admit that 

they are entirely like us. Meantime I 
am chiefly concerned in showing the 
unfairness of my Conservative friends 
in applying to finances of the present 
time a test which they never applied 
to the finances when their own friend1 
were in power. Had this tept been 
applied to this a surplus of $1,638,821- 
declared by Sir Leonard Tilley in 
1873, it would have shown a deficit 
of $17,661.000. Under this test a sur­
plus of $1,865,0356 declared by Mr. 
Foster in 1889, would have been a de­
ficit oi $2.998.000. A very interesting 
feature of our expenditures in recent 
years had been the large amounts of 
money applied to -expenditures upon 
capital or special service with a very 
moderate addition to the public debt 
The total capital and the special out­
lay for the past twelve and three- 
quarter years amounted to $212,449.-. 
526. But what is the fact? While we 
have spent in twelve and three-quarter 
years $212,449,000 on capital and spec­
ial charges we have added to the pub­
lic debt only $65,500,000. We have 
provided sixty-nine per cent, of that 
class of expenditure out of ordinary 
revenue. I venture to say that in no 
previous period of the history of Can 
ada was there ever such a large sum 
spent on capital and special account 
with so small an addition to the public 
debt. We have had during recent 
years very large borrowing opera­
tions. There are several causes for 
this, -old loans maturing, the N. T. R 
taking over the Quebec bridge ,con 
siderable withdrawals from govern­
ment savings banks, a considerable 
loan to the Montreal harbor commis­
sion, the cost of the seed grain dis­
tribution and a heavy falling off in 
our revenue.

The Recent Loans.
“In consequence of all these de­

mands it was that we needed to go 
to the money market more frequently 
than usual. Since the last budget 
speech we borrowed in June, 1908- 
£5,000,000 at 3 3-4 per cent., repayable 
in 1912; in October, 1908, £5.000,00(3 at- 
3 1-2 per cent., repayable in 1950: iiv 
January. 1909, £6,000,000 at 3 3-4 per 
cent., issued at 99 3-4, repayable in 
1919. This last loan was the largest 
colonial loan ever placed on the Lon­
don market. As is not unusual, it was 
at first only partially taken by the 
public. Forty-one per cent, was taken 
by the public and the balance for 
the moment remained on the hands 
of the underwriters. That loan now 
stands at a premium of nearly 3,1-3 
per cent., so that if it was not im- 
mediaely taken by the public, it does 
not. say anything against the credit 
of the Dominion. A 3 1-2 per cent 
loan may now be regarded as our 
standard security. Many years ago 
we issued one at 2 1-2 per cent. and 
theh at 3. With improved conditions 
we may come to the 3 per cent, rate 
again, but meantime, we must be 
content with 3 1-2, and it is important 
that we should keep our 31-2 per cent 
securities on a good basis in London. 
It would have been difficult to place 
another 3 1-2 per cent, loan on the 
market and we decided therefore to 
issue this loan at the rate of 3 3-4 
per cent., and to make it a short loan 
for a period of ten years with the 
option of redeeming it after five years 
The loan will thus fall due at a time 
when we will not be embarrassed by 
other loans maturing. Then we

THOUSANDS HOMELESS 
AND FAMINE IMMINENT

Further Report of Massacre of Ar­
menians in Adana — Moslem 
Hordes Entered City and Were 
Armed by Authorities—Fearful 
Atrocities Committed.

Lama, Island of Cyprus, April 20. 
—The massacre began in the markets 
of Adana last Wednesday morning, a 
dispatch from Adana by way of Lata- 
kala, Syria, states ; The Armenians 
retired to their own quarters and re­
sisted for 48 hours. The Christian 
bazaars were looted and burned. For 
several days the Moslems came in 
from the surrounding country in 
hordes. They were armed by the 
authorities, who pretended they were 
military reserves. Women and chil­
dren were horribly mutilated. The 
massacre spread to Tar- is and other 
places. The whole <*fttrict is in a 
shocking condition. /Thousands are 
homeless and famine’ ‘is imminent. 
The 4,009 refugee^ in the yard of the 
American Institute at Tarsus are in a 
pitiable condition. Provisions, cloth­
ing and physicians are needed urgent­
ly.

American Cruisers Despatched.
Washington, D.C., April 20.—Moved

YANKEE POACHER IS 
TARGET FOR CRUISER

American Vessel in Canadian Waters on 
Pacific Coast Hove to Under Fire 
from Canadian Government Cruiser. 
—Poacher’s Mainsail Torn to Shreds.

Fierce Fire in Mexico—Thousands 
Rendered Homeless.

Mexico City, April 20.—A great for­
est fire is’ raging in teh Zitacuaro 
Mountains, in Michaocan. Hun­
dreds of men who have been fighting 
the flames have been compelled to 
give up the unequal struggle, and the 
mountain is now burm^^froin end 
to end, a distance of many miles. 
Thousands have been rendered home­
less by the fir, and a great quantity 
of the dye woods, in which the region 
abounds, has been destroyed. Ow­
ing to the isolation of the region the 
fire will have to burn itself out. The 
country thereabouts abounds in valu­
able hardwoods. Already a number 
of valuable haciendas have been 
swept by the flames,_ and scores of 
villages destroyed. No details as to 
loss of life are available.

SASKATCHEWAN.BUYS BELL

Entire System in Sister Province Will 
Pass into Hands of Government.

Regina, Sask., April 20. The Sas­
katchewan government has purchased 
all the long distance lines, local ex­
changes and equipment of the Bell 
Telephone company in this province, 
and will take over the system on May 
jsft, jnext. The announcement Was 
made this evening, but nothing as to 
the nature of the transaction was oh 
tamable, as certain details remain to 
b“ worked out. It is understood, how­
ever, that the purchase price is to b3 
paid in cash and not provincial‘bonds 
as was the case in Manitoba.

Girgenti, Sicily, April 21.—The 
Royal yacht Victoria and Albert, with 
King Edward and Queen Alexandra 
on board, has arrived here from 
Genoa. Their Majesties are cruis­
ing in the Mediterranean. *

London, April 21—Tonight’s dis­
patches from Constantinople show 
that, the Young Turk party’s army is 
rapidly inclosing Constantinople with 
a ring of steel. They have the city 
closely invested and at their mercy. 
The outposts of the advancing army 
are within two miles of Constanti­
nople. Commander Husni Pasha has 
issued a proclamation announcing hi? 
intention of punishing all concerned 
in the reactionary movement. The 
sultan’s fate remains uncertain. Con­
stantinople rings with reports that his 
abdication is imminent. Apparently 
the sultan does not appreciate the 
gravity of the situation although as 
cabled by your correspondent on Sat­
urday, his yacht with steam up and 
with two American officers. Com­
mander Buckman and Capt. Ledbet­
ter, is ready to take him away if the 
Young Turks permit him to flee.

The sultan, with’the grand vizier, 
conferred for hours on Tuesday. It 
is reported that the grand vizier ex­
pressed a desire to resign. Constan­
tinople is quiet. The commanders of 
the army of the Young Turks are 
maintaining perfect order. It is re­
ported that Recliad Effendi, the heir- 
apparent to the throne, left his pal­
ace five days ago and that his pres­
ent whereabouts are unknown. Anoth­
er report tonight is that the council 
of ministers, after a conference with 
the grand vizier, the Sheik U1 Islam- 
Saldin Effendi and the sultan, decid­
ed to open negotiations with Husni 
Pasha, commander of the constitution­
alist forces.

Their Fidelity Purchased.
It is reported that the second di­

vision of the Imperial Guards, sta­
tioned at Yildiz Kiosk, swore eternal 
fidelity to the sultan, each troop re­
ceiving five pounds. Turkish, and a 
round of ammunition. It is reported 
that Nazim Pasha, commander oi tire 
Constantinople garrison, has resigned- 
and that parliament will meet here­
after in the yacht club house at San 
Stefano.

The Constitutionalists at San Stet- 
ano have arrested numerous Moslem 
priest# and theological students who 
are trying to bribe the soldiers. Tire 
order of the Sheik U1 Islam for the 
dethronement «.of the sultan has not 
been published. It is expected mo­
mentarily. Reports fro mYildiz Kiosk 
say that the sultan is plunged in deep 
mentarily. Reports from Y i Id in' Kiosk 
time he will be killed.

It is reported that two hundred of­
ficers of the Young Turk party have 
arrived at th ecapital and that they 
have sworn to assassinate the sultan- 
whom they accuse of having ordered 
the assassination of two hundred mem­
bers of tlie Young Turk party. It is 
stated that tlie first step toward tin 
enthronement of the new sultan 
Recliad Effendi, will be taken tomor­
row, when he will be invested with 
the sword of the prophet.

Expects no Resistance.
Husni Pasha today telegraphed to 

the commanders of tlie Constitution 
alist troops at Saloniki that no fur 
tlier troops are wanted as he expect­
ed to enter Constantinople without 
resistance. The Young Turks’ army 
of 25.000 nien are concentrated at Ha- 
demkoi, about 25 miles from Constan­
tinople. An advance guard is near 
Makrikui, seven miles from the cap­
ital. It is commanded by Muktar Bey- 
The fidelity of the Turkish fleet being 
doubtful, the troops are leaving the 
sea coast and carrying out a strategic 
march inland. They will concentrate 
at Sail Stefa.no. Some companies ar­
rived last night at Dnound Pasha, less 
than two miles from Stamboul, Thi« 
morning they teached Ziniirli, four 
miles from Peru. Another Tiattalion 
has arrived on the hills by the Bos­
phorus. Others are on the march for 
Eyoub, in tlie Golden Horn, between 
Hademoki and Safruki. The invad- 
of all it is intended to occupy Perea, 
ored motor cars. All the movements 
oi the concentration of troops near 
the capital are directed by Pertev 
Paslia, chief of staff of the third army 
corps. One battalion of the Genarm- 
erie is occupying San Stefano. Order 
prevails everywhere. The population 
receives the troops with enthusiasm. 
Besides their own guns the young 
Turks troops have taken some of the 
big guns from the Chatalja. The 
plan of operations is to invest the 
capital by placing troops on the hills 
near Stamboul, the Golden Horn, the 
Sweetwaters ,at tlie head of the Gold­
en Horn and the sultan's palace. First 
of al lit is intende dto occupy Persa 
the European quarter. Then the army 
will dictate conditions.

Prince of Samos Murdered 
Vienna, April 21—A telegram re­

ceived here from Smyrna. Asiatic 
Turkey, declares that Andre Kopassi» 
Effendi, prince of Samos has been 
murdered. Samos is a ,<5r.eek island 
off the west coast of AslajMinor. It 
pays annual tribute to- Turkey and 
Tutkey maintains a garrison there 
It h is been under the protection ef 
F.aice. England and Russia since 
11.32 The Prince of Samos is nomin­
ated by the sultan. He was appoint­
ed to office in 1897. There arose a 
serious movement against him in May 
of last year, when he was seized by

some big Nordfelt machine guns.

Four rounds were fired at the Se­
attle halibut fishing steamer Charles 
Levi \\ oodbury. Five bullets tore 
through the atmosphere in the direction 
of the Woodbury as the vessels head­
ed at full speed from the west coast 
of Vancouver Island, and pointed 
out towards tlie middle of the Pacific 
ocean. Three of the rounds were 
rnerfelv directed to call attention to 
the command to heave to which had 
issued from the Kestrel to the Ameri­
can schooner, but the series of shots 
meant business.

Ripped Mainsail.
The gun was pointed at the fish 

boat, which was then at a distance of 
only a couple of hundred yards, and 
still making for the open sea as rapid­
ly as wind and her gasoline engines 
would take her. The bullets, aimed 
high, ripped the mainsail of the 
schooner and one or two knocked 
splinters off the main mast.

Up went the hands of Captain Sin­
clair, for he feared lie would be sunk 
right there if he did not stop.. At 
the same moment the second gun of 
the Kestrel was swung across her 
deck into range of the fishing boat. 
Immediately the engines of the Wood­
bury were stopped and her sails lash­
ed by British bullets were hauled 
down.

But even then he American cap­
tain would not willingly surrender. 
He declined to tie a hauser aboard 
his vessel. A few minutes later an 
officer and three men from the Kes­
trel boarded him and took charge.

Altogether it was the most exciting 
event in the career of the Kestrel. 
Captain Newcomb, of the Kestrel, de­
clares that if he ever had a clear case 
again* an American . vessel, this 
is the one. Early Sunday afternoon 
tlie Ixys;tvel wa.- steaming leisurely 
,norflHfl'Vlà "‘QhTrtsiil.-} ,>> i.-joc 
west coast, when Captain Neweonibe 
espied an American vessel fishing be­
tween* east and west Haycpcy islands. 
These islands lie about ten miles off 
Cape Scott, the northernmost point 
of Vancouve risland. The islands are 
themselves five miles apart, so that 
from Captain Newcomb’s figuring, it 
is impossible that the American boat 
could be more than two and a half 
miles from either shore. As a mat­
ter oi fact. Captain Newcomb says 
that when he first observed her, the 
vessel was within a mile of the east 
island.

Captain Sinclair, of the Woodbury, 
apparently did not notice the arrival 
of the Kestel on the scene until the 
government vessel was within about 
three miles. Then the. American ran 
along to pick up her five dories, the 
fishermen " cutting their gear without 
wasting time to pull a fathom of it 
in. Within twenty minutes after 'the 
Kestrel was sighted, the last dory 
had been picked up and the schoon­
er, with her motor power working to 
its full capacity, and her sails spread 
to a fine"western breeze, turned tail 
towards, highlands of the broad blue 
Pacific. The wonder is, with her 
excellent engine power and sail force, 
that the Woodbury did not show a 
clean pair of heels to the Canadian 
cruiser, which, to put it briefly 
not iii the Mauralania class. But 
the cruiser gradually overhauled the 
American in a classy event.

Kestrel Overhauls Woodbury.
With the Chinese coast somewhere 

ahead, they went at it, and by the 
time they were four and a quarter 
miles off. shore, the Kestrel was along 
side and the captains of the two 
vessels were conversing in free ana 
familiar, if not very friendly term 
In the meantime Capt. Newcomb had 
been virorously sounding four blasts 
from his siren as a signal for the 
Aerican to stop, but she kept right 
on her course. A first, round of the 
machine gun was fired when the rac 
bad but well begun and tlie next two 
were directed to send the bullets 
across the bows of the Yankee yes 
sel. But tlie captain of the 
thought it was all a fine game of bluff 
and ade no atept to stop.

When Captain Newcomb got abreast 
of the Aerican. he opened communica­
tion through a speaking trumpet. In 
cthe polite language of the educated 
navy he told the schooner to heave 
to or be sunk or words to that effect. 
The effect was a laugh from the few 
of the Americans who were on deck, 
/or the 25 men who composed the fish­
ing crew had mostly been kept care 
fully below during all the excitement 
and gun filing.

tSop or Be Sunk.
“Stop- or I .will put a hole through 

you,” called Capt. Newcomb.
“I don’t think so,” said Capt. Sinclair 

in a reply that came plainly over the 
raging water. Then the big gun went 
off anda little section of the Woodbury 
sail spread was in shreds and the hand 
of her captain was raised as if he was 
being held up and was afraid of getting 
another shot through his vitals.

According to the statements of P. 
McPherson, Winnipeg, right of .wav 
agent of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way company, with jurisdiction from 
Port Arthur to Vancouver, who is now 
spendinging two weeks in Edmonton 
and Strathcona closing up the pur­
chase of the right of way to the pro­
posed high level bridge on both 
sides of the river, the ’mueh-talked-of 
structure will be a reality in the 
course of the shortest possible time.

Work will be started, says the C.
P. R. official, immediately after th» 
first flush of the river, about May or 
June, and it is probable that the 
piers will be placed in position before 
next winter. It is most likely that 
before a year has passed the bridge 
will be ready for use and wil have 
accommodation fo. rthe street rail­
way, passenger and vehicular traffic 
as wel las fo rthe C. P. R.

For the fust time since the bridge 
was discussed three or four years ago 
the C. P. R. during the past few days 
have hold of tlie question in an ac­
tive manner. The result is the present 
visit of Mr. McPherson who will .re­
main here until \e has completed the 
negotiations with every property 
owner who will come to an agreement 
for the purchase of the right of way 
on both sides of the river. If there, 
are any of tlie deals now pending 
which canot be completed expropria­
tion proceedings will at once be confi­
rm need in accordance with the ex­
propriation notices served several 
weeks ago.

Mr. McPherson States Chat the new 
bridge wil be rushed forward this 
summer with the utmost speed and 
he would not be surprised to see H 
ready for use before the middle of 
next summer.

There are about 
half a dozen owners of lots who have 
not yet reached an agreement, but 
about half of the right of way to the 
southern terminus of the bridge is now 
held by the railway company. A large 
deal was put through .yesterday with 
R. B. Douglas and A. G:- Baalim, 
the joint owners of ten lots located 
in block 149 at the southern approach 
to the high level bridge. The price 

15 paid has not been announced but one 
of the vendors state dto the Bulletin 
this morning that it was perfectly 
satisfactory. Other owners on the 
southern side of the river are being 
met this afternoon.

Mr, Fraser received a telegram last 
night from jflBgey’a Place half way lo 
Edmoton, which said that the team 
from the Landing was on its way but 
that the roads were very bad. The 
team and driver «ill arrive here to­
night and the departure will be made 
in the tnorping. Two trusty men will 
accompany Mr. Fraser on the trip.

At Athabasca Lehding the party will 
await the opening of the river, "when 
the passage is favorable, three scows 
will put ont, loaded with 96,600 worth 
o! provision® sueh as flour, lard, ba­
con, sugar etc., which were shipped 
to the Landing for Mr. Fraser by Re-s 
villton Bros. The scows have been 
built tor Mr. Fraser during the win­
ter months by an old Hudson Say 
guide hving at the Landing.""'

The party intend to make the pas­
sage to Fort Chipewyan in twenty 
days, when the spring trade with he 
Indians will commence. It is not ex­
pected tha,t much fur will change 
hands this season as the Indians have 
had a most unprofitable winter with 
the temperature very cold and the 
ftir bearing animals' very scarce.

The barter in fur will take about 
a month after which Mr. Fraser will 
return to Edmonton wit tithe season's 
catch, arriving here, probably about 
the first of July. It will be twenty 
one years next July since Mr. Fraser 
became a regular trapper to Fort 
Chipewyan and he estimates that the 
catch of furs this' year will be as small 
as he has ever seen.

Calgary, April 19.—The Socialist 
Çfirty of Calgary held a good meeting 
in the Labor Hall last night, but at 
the conclusion Comrade Allan, who 
had. addressed those present, came in 
for some very strong criticisms for 
what was termed his “unwarranted 
attack against" the church, Christ­
ianity, the temperance moveihent 
and organized labor.”

Comrade Allan was the second 
speaker of the evening, and at the 
commencement of his address stated 
that he would confine himself to the 
class struggle for existence, which 
tv as the one great issue of the day.

“On the one side we have organized 
labor, and unorganized labor,” he 
said, “and on the other side a bunch 
of political grafters called the capit­
alist class.”

The speaker claimed that the ma­
jority of the people did not know 
what this class struggle was, and 
although organized and unorganized 
labor were fighting for the same 
principles, they were pulling against 
each other through not belonging to 
the one party.

Comrade Allan also found fault 
with the educational system and 
with the church for not teaching 
anything about this class struggle for 
life.

“All our childres leant in the 
schools today is to love, honor and 
obey their masters,” he said. “Every 
son of every workingman in Calgary 
today is born into slavery, and if 
you' workingmen do not turn out and 
put your shoulder to the Socialist 
wheel you will be ground down, as 
you deserve to be.”

"The preacher# and the Salvation 
Army tell us of the beautiful land 
about,” he shouted, "ibut we see 
nothing of it. Give me what I want 
here and I will be satisfied. I want 
the pleasures and necessities of life 
here and nothing more.”

The pleasures of life, he said, were 
whatever gave the, individual man 
most pleasure. If a man found most 
pleasure hi the saloons, give him all 
he wanted. Mr. Allan even went 
further and intimated that if he 
found pleasure in more questionable 
places, he should be allowed to have 
all the pleasure he wanted.

His chief grievance against the 
Salvation Army was that they 
brought ship loads of immigrants to 
Canada to supply the labor market, 
and were, therefore on the side of the 
capitalist.

.“They say that nothing gives them 
more pleasure than to save a druttk- 
ard,” he remarked aome.what con­
temptuously, and then proceeded to 
ridicule the army and it# work in a 
manner which obtained for him.-a 
decided rebuke when the mealing 
closed.

The church and organized labor 
were , also ridiculed.

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THE INTERCOLONIAL 
COMMISSION.

The Intercolonial is to be put under 
control of a Commission responsible 
to thé Government. The change has 
the advantage of being a Change from 
a system that has never been satis­
factory or successful. Be the reasons 
what they may, Canada's railway has 
been a sink-hole for public fufids 
under ai! governments and in the ma­
jority of the years of its existence. 
A half dozen ministers have tried to 
male it pay and all of them have 
failed to get it permanently or even 
for any notable freriod on the self- 
sustaining basis. Mr. Emmerson suc­
ceeded for a year or so and others 
claimed success for like brief periods 
But the exceptions have only empha­
sized the fact that they were dxcep- 
tions.

The Int eroolonial is not expected to 
make money; perhaps it would be a 
reversal of its purpose in life to try 
to make it pay dividends ; it seems 
unlikely that located as it is it would 
be possible to make it produce divi­
dends of any noticeable dimensions. 
But there is a public Reeling that the 
road should ceaso to be a perpetual 
drain on tne public funds and should 
justify its existence by paying the 
cost of its operation and interest on 
the money put into it. If the new 
Commission can do this they will have 
succeeded beyond their predecessors 
in the management and will have ac­
complished all that is generally ex­
pected of them.

The financial history o' the Inter­
colonial is a commentary on the orig­
inal error in its location. The pur­
pose of the road was to link the Mari­
time Provinces with "the Canadas" in 
accord with the pact of Confederation 
No doubt the promise of its construc­
tion was the final concession that over­
came the scruples of the Maritime 
people against the proposed union. Its 
business was not so much to open up 
any nçw area of centiry as to 
givç a channel for through commerce 
'between What in those days were East­
ern and Western Canada.

Retailing this purpose, few today 
will justify the location of the road. 
The efficiency of a "through system” 
of communication depends on its 
length, oa its -directness. The Inter­
colonial Was not bu-lt along the short­
est line between its proposed termin­
als. It was built over the longest 
route that could be found without 
making a loop, around the peninsula 
o* Gaspe. The failure to add thi-> 
five hundred miles or so to its length 
must stand as a radical departure 
from the.general character of it» con­
struction.

What" might have been expected ■ 
happened. The demand for cheaper 
and quicker service induced the con­
struction of the C. P. R. line through 

the State of Maine and threw on the 
Intercolonial the option of losing tin- 
through traffic or of hauling it six 
or eight hundred miles farther than 
thé C-P. R. for the«ame money. The 
road runs along one of the finest wat­
erways in the world and for half 
the year must compete with the pro­
verbially cheap water-transportation 
for the way traffic* over half its 
length.

These handicaps have been mill­
stones about the neck of the Inter­
colonial finances and only the strength 
of the Dominion has kept the. enter­
prise above water. They are handi­
caps, too, which neither Parliament 
nor Commission can remove and 
which we must continue to bear with 
what patience we can command.

From a general survey from the 
outside the hope of the Intercolonial 
seems to lie in adapting it to the con­
ditions in which it is placed by rea­
son of the initial error in it» location 
and the development of competing 
Jibes. Through traffic it cannot handl- 
save at less money per mile than the 
C. P. R. short-line collecte. The al­
ternative seem» to be to turn the In­
tercolonial into a local railway, to ac­
commodate its facilities and shape its 
plicy mainly to rthe handling of local 
business, leaving the through traffic 
mote largely to the roads that can 
handle it without losing money.

Canadian farmer or any other farmer 
wfH reap from the operations of Mr. 
Patten and his crowd. The proposal 
of course is not a new one and was 
rather dramatically advanced some 
time ago by Mr. JaS. J.' Hill, one of 
the foremost railway men on the con­
tinent, and who assuredly has no pre­
sent interests in booming Canadian 
farm lands against those or the States 
through which the lines of the Great 
Northern railway operate.
It hqs jo be recognized, however, 

that even this small -measure of bles­
sing is wholly prospective and there­
fore problematical. The prospeetive- 
ri^se and problematicalness of it are 
the more when the situation pf the 
United States farmer is considered. 
Great as is the industrial population 
of the Republic, the farmers are' still 
a voting factor of strength and their 
views have to be considered accord­
ingly.

For years the United States farmer 
has had it drilled into him that pro­
tection was a splendid thing for the 
protected interests. Any lingering 
doubts he may have had on the mat­
ter have surely been set at rest by the 
spectacle of the trusts and combines 
and alliances and what not other 
predatory bands that have sprung in­
to existence beneath its ^Shadow and 
profited on the plunder of the public 
—himself Included. He may be taken 
as thoroughly and decisively convinc­
ed of the benefits of protection to the 
protected.

IVhen, thereforë, the proposal to 
admit Canadian wheat free of duty 
comes on the program the United 
Otites farmer may be relied upon to 
bestow the benefit of his teaching and 
observation on the gentlemen who 
solicit his vote and influence to carry 
the proposal into law. It will be 
interesting to observe on that occa­
sion how the milionaires who have 
fattened by the protection of other 
kinds of production will reply to their 
own arguments handed back to them 
by the farmer.
"Meantime, the likelihood of our 

wheat being admitted iieç to the Un­
ited States mills is remoter because 
of the strength of protection senti­
ment across the line. So long and so 
thoroughly has the lesson of how men 
are enriched by tariff favors been ex­
plained and exemplified before the 
United States farmers by the men 
themselves that that gentleman is 
likely to do some pretty powerful pro­
testing before he misses the chance of 
accumulating wealth by the same 
process.

While the United States remains a 
wheat-exporting country a duty bn 
wheat is about as much protection to 
the United States farmer as the duty 
on coal is to the Alberta coal miner. 
While the United States has more 
wheat than it needs, no amount oi 
protection is needed to keep out Can­
adian wheat, nor can it raise the price 
of home-grown wheat. The chance to 
the V..': d States farmer to get some­
thing out of the protection theory he 
has been voting for so long to the 
enrichment of others will come when 
the others need his products, and need 
more of them than he has to sell. 
Then will be his chance to "do” as 
lie lias been "done.”

Viewed candidly and .without the 
coloring of optimism the Canadian 
farmer's chances of getting his wheat 
toïo the* United States free of duty 
are not rosy enough to warrant 
ecstasies.

BUILDING NATIONAL STRENGTH 
VS. BUILDING DREADNOUGHTS.

Canada can contribut cm ore to the 
ability of the Empire to defend itself 
by filling up her vancant places than 
by building battleships that would be 
obsolete by the time their machinery 
got to working properly.

Canada too long has been a yawn­
ing gap in the front of Empire, a 
point that must .be defended from 
without for the reàson that her people 
were not numerous enough to defend 
her borders themselves.

By turning her wilderness into pop­
ulous and wealthy provinces Canada is 
accomplishing the double end of mak­
ing herself able to defend herself, and 
of relieving" the Motherland from the 
duty of defending her.

With 'her vacant lands producing 
gTain and cattle,—her forests, mines, 
fisheries -and factories sustaining a 
large industrial papulation Canada 
will be well able both to take care of 
herself and to send ships and men to 
aid in the defence of the Dominions 
over-sea.

Settlement is transforming Canada 
from a weak dependency into a strong 
nation ; 'rom a wand into a giant. 
And the strength she is acquiring will 
be a, strength to the Empire while the 
Empire last-s.

The progress of battleship revolution 
has known no halting place in a gen­
eration and can kiiow none for years 
to come. Every battleship afloat 
-today that was built ten years ago is 
considered obsolete and only awaits 
the completion of a Dreadnought to 
go to the scrap heap. Ten years 
hence the Dreadnoughts will likely be 
as hopelessly out of date and altogeth­
er useless as the vessels they are re­
placing today.

If Canada put two million dollars 
into a Ureednought Britain’s fleet 
would not be any more the master of 
the sea because of it. If Canada1 puts 
two million dollars into inducing in­
dustrious and enterprising settlers to 
go upon her vacant lauds Britain will 
be the stronger for it through all the 
future years.

Money put into ibatftleships is money 
gone forever- It neither produces 
wealth nor can it be rtyovered. Money 
spent in getting settlers on Vacant 
but fertile soil is seed sown in ground 
that will, bring forth a hundred-fold 
in national wealth and military 
strength in the days that are to come.

If the over-eea Dominions do their 
duty by themselves Britain’s,fleet can 
hold command of the sea until the 
wildernesses have been filled with 
wealth-producers and Canada -and 
Australia and New Zealand and 
South Africa can replace the obsolete 
Dreadnoughts with the airships and 
submarines -and other up-to-date 
fighting machines of a decade hence.

THE “FOREIGNERS” REPLY TO

It is time the taunt of “foreigners” 
and the arrows of insinuation were 
directed elsewhere than at the men 
who are asking to be enrolled among 
the defenders of the country in which 
they have made their homes and the 
Empire to which that country belongs.

A large proportion of these men have 
-been trained in the Austrian army, 
one of the finest fighting mochines in 
the world. They would comprise a 
military unit exceptionally well pre­
pared for. the rough game of war.

C. P. R. GAINS CONTROL 
OF LAKE SUPERIOR CO.

By Skillful Purchase of Stock Through 
London Representative Gigantic 
Canadian Railroad Corporation 
Secures Absolute Control of Steel 
Corporation.

Philadelphia, April 18.—Much of 
the mystery surrounding the recent 
sensational rise of Lake Sûperior Cor­
poration securities and the vigorous 
buying of these issues for a London 
account was cleared up today in a 
semi-official announcement that the 
control of the prbperty had passed to 
the Canadian Pacific Railway. 
Through the character of the recent 
transfers it is generally believed that 
the so-called Fleming interests and 
Canadian Pacific Railway are ome 
and the same. The knowledge of the 
fact it is believed facilitated the con­
summation of the financing plans m 
London, which were officially announ­
ced Wednesday and which, with tne 
stock accumulated by foreign inter­
ests, give the C.P.R. absolute control. 
It. was discovered today that all the 
securities being shipped from this city 
to London, were sent to identically 
the same quarter as the London re­
presentative of the C.P.R. company.

Bought on Cabled Orders.
Within the last two weeks more 

than 100,000 shares of Lake Superior 
stock was brought by local commis­
sion houses on direct London cabled 
orders. In the last two days more 
than 40,000 shares changed hands. 
This stock had been transferred under 
instructions to practically the same 
London interests and shipped to the 
same address. The discovery of this 
fact was accidentally made today by 
the comparing of notes by represen­
tatives of several, prominent local 
commission houses; It has been c- 
cognized in local,, financial circles 
since the deal with the banks last fall 
when Fleming obtained a partial con- 
trol of the property that he was act- 

i ing on behalf of syme powerful bank- 
I ing or railroad interest. The identi- 
j ty of these interests, however, has al- 
, ways been regarded with mystery 
which is not surprising, as Fleming's 
connection and affiliation with the C. 
P.R. was plainly disclosed six months 
ago in the place of the control of the 

, Wisconsin Central railway controlled 
by the Canadian Pacific.

Fleming’s manoeuvera and connec­
tion in this deal have been precisely* 
followed in the pbsorption of Lake Sup­
erior and it is regarded as rather cur 
ious, now that the facts arc known 
that the scheme was not detected long 
ago, after the Canadian Pacific i.ad 
captured the prize, taking it right 
from under the nose of local interests. 
It is generally acknowledged that the 
Fleming interests played a skillful 
game.

Bought in at( Foreclosure.
The local banks bought in the pro­

perty in the foreclosure sale, a little 
more than a year ago, paying $6 per 
share for the stock. $25 for income 
bonds and $60 for first mortgage 
bonds. Last December the so called 
Fleming interests purchased the 
holdings of the banks, but the price 
paid has never been mentioned. These 
intrests also negotiated for and ac­
quired thé other holdings of the Can­
adian Improvement Company which 
included a large amount of stocks 
and bonds of subsidiary companies 
of the Lake Superior Company. The 
late buying reached the aggressive 
stage about ten days ago on the dis­
covery of competitive buying on the 
part of the -Clergue interests, who 
were disposed to antagonize tne plans 
of the English capitalists and were 
considered dangerous as a minority 
of stockholders. In order to avoid 
any possible opposition on their part 
it is understood that a month ago, 
Fleming was given orders from tb 
Canadian Pacific interests to seenre 
all the outstanding stock possible.

FIRST C. N. R. CROP REPORT.

Seeding Will be General by End of 
Week Say Agents.

Winnipeg, April 20—The first re­
port of the Canadian Northern rail­
way on the crop conditions in the 
west was compiled today. The agents 
all over the system send in good re­
ports of the farming situation, and 
it may be taken that seeding will be 
general by the end of this week. In 
many places seeding starts today. An 
especially good report comes irom 
Disley, Sask., where five per cent 
of the grain is already in the ground - 
At this point the acreage will be 
much in excess of last year. At Mary- 
field, Sask., the farmers start todav 
seeding 18,000 acres of wheat land 
which represents an increase of 6,000 ! 
acres over the crop of last year | 
Mannville farmers expect to have * 
4.090 acres seeded by the end. of the ! 
week. At Bladworth, Sask.,‘Osier-■ 
Underhill, Beaver, Plumas, Carman : 
Rosebauk and many other places the 
farmers were early on tile ground this 
morning with their drills and seed.

thought it desirable that we should 
meet the class of small investors in 
England. Hon gentlemen well know 
that a large part of the French na­
tional debt is held by ' the French 
people who buy the bonds in small 
sums. It was suggested that an effort 
should be made, to reach the same 
class in England. We did not expect 
to get any larger sum of money, but 
I thought it desirable to interest the 
thousands of small investors in Eng­
land in the affairs of Canada. There­
fore we issued this new loan in bonds 
as low as ten pounds each.

Lloyd George Approved It.
“The British Chancellor of the Ex­

chequer did- us the great honor and 
great compliment of approving of the 
subject, and in order to show his ap­
proval he publicly subscribed for one 
of those modest ten pound bonds in 
order to set a good example to the, 
moderate means class in England’ 
and I wish here to thank Mr. Lloyd- 
George for that evidence of his good­
will to Canada."

Mr. Fielding said the expenses of 
these loans were fair and reasonable 
and the charges were the same as 
in former years, except that there was 
in one case a new charge of one per 
cent for underwriting. No foreign 
government, he said, got its loan in 
London without indemnity. The 
minister condemned "erroncaus state­
ments which tended to depreciate the 
credit of the Dominion.” He denied 
that because money was borrowed at 

in 1897 and now cost four per 
cent., the credit of Canada was not so 
good. Long term loans, he claimed, 
should get the best terms, 'besides 
money was a commodity which rose 
and fell with the fluctuations of the 
market. Mr. Fielding gave in­
stances of high class British securi­
ties, which had varied greatly.

Touching upon the public debt 
again, Mr. Fielding said that with 
the addition of $46,000,000 this year 
to the public debt, it would now be 
$323,960,000. This was a net increase 
since 1896 of $65,463,427, or an aver­
age increase per year of $5,134,386. 
Deducting fifty-two and a half mil­
lions for the National Transcontin­
ental Railway, there was an average 
annual increase to the public debt of 
$1,010,925. Turning to a compari­
son of figures, he read of population, 
the finance minister said that in 1896 
the public debt of Canada was $50.82 
and in 1909, $45.72. The latter figure 
was reackoned on a basis of over 
seven millions of inhabitants. As to 
the net interest, he said that in 
1896 the net interest paid on loans 
was $9,132,429, or $1.79 per head, and 
in 1909, $9,467,929, or $1.33 per head. 
Regarding savings bank deposits, 
Mr. Fielding held that convenience 
and security were more looked to 
than the rate of interest.

Beet Sugar Protection Continued.
Mr. Fielding announced that the 

regulations governing 'the importa­
tion of beet sugar would be continued 
for three years longer and then for 
two years further on a reduced scale. 
At present the beet sugar manufac­
turers are allowed to import two tons 
of foreign beet sugar for every ton 
they manufacture from the Canadian 
beet. Canadian manufacturers had 
complained that at times they were 
not able to obtain a sufficient quan­
tity of British grown sugar. This 
was in pant due, they stated, to a 
combination amongst the planters of 
the West Indies, whereby Canadian 
refiners were not able to buy on the 
same terms as the British refiners. 
He proposed to allow refiners the 
privilege of importing one-fifth in 
weight of the quantity of refined 
sugar which they produced in their 
factories. An inquiry Was to he 
held into the charge laid of a com­
bine, and a Canadian representative 
would probably be upon, the board. 
Mr. Fielding concluded by saying 
that further than this no tariff 
changes would be made.

Foster’s Criticisms.
Hon. Geo, E. Foster, minister o( 

finance in the last Conservative gov­
ernment, in his opening remarks said 
the bounties should have 'been charg­
ed to consolidated fund expenditure, 
as the Conservatives had done, in 
which case a deficit would have been 
shown. Ho claimed that the accounts 
had boon juggled and falsified. He 
remarked that it was particularly 
rich to hear from Mr. Fielding that 
the main objection of the government 
to giving land to the National Trans­
continental, instead of cash, was that 
the policy of the government was 
"The land for the settler.” In view 
of the fact that from 1896 to 1907 they : 
had been getting rid of the land as j 
fast as possible, but not to the set- j 
tier at first hand. Criticising MV. ! 
Fielding’s forecast for 1909-1910, in i 
which he said that he hoped there 
would be a considerable increase in 
the revenue, Mr. Foster said he did 
not hazard a word as to the expend’- 
liire. He blamed the finance minis­
ter severely for the huge addition to 
the public debt. He said that in 
1907, when he knew the stress was 
already on and when the banks had 
all prepared themselves, the minis­
ter had, on the other hand, prepared 
his most lavish expenditures. He 
had made no preparation when he 
saw the storm bursting. Why was 
it? Because the government lacked 
sound business principles, or was. it 
because they were preparing for a 
general election? They had imperill­
ed the credit of the country for the 
sake of part” and were open to the 
strongest condemnation.

Mr. Foster commented upon Mr. 
Fielding’s appeal to the members for 
self sacrifice in order to lessen the ex- j 
penditure. The finance minister, he i 
said, had asked that the back-bench- ) 
ers be self sacrificing, but what about 
himself? Would he take the record 
of Shelburne and Queen’s, with its 
lavish expenditure on all sorts of 
imaginable things in the teeth of the 
storm, and compare it with the ex­
penditure in other constituencies ? 
The credit of this country would have 
been far better maintained, he said, 
and the minister would have met with 
a far better reception in Great Brit­
ain, and he would have paid less to 
the underwriters, if, out of the sur­
pluses of the past few years, he had 
made provision for the hard days.

“Under his management the credit 
of Canada has been strained,” he 
said.

Objects to Book-keeping.
Turning to the system of book­

keeping, Mr. Foster claimed it was 
a bad one.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier suggested that 
he had repented.

Mr. Foster: “My right honorable 
friend would do very well sometimes 
if he would only repent.”

However, he thought the Premier's 
remark was simply a pleasantry 
without very much point to it. The 
vital point of the financial situation, 
said Mr. Foster, the minister of fin­
ance had nothing to say about. The 
chief point was what was taken from 
the citizens of the country for all pur­
poses. In 1886 it was $5.46 per head, 
whereas last year it was $11 per head. 
Regarding the tariff changes, Mr. Fos­
ter said they seemed to be _ reason­
able, but unimportant.

Discussing the balance of trade, 
Mr. Foster pointed out that while 
here was a balance of $39,000,000 in 
favor of Canada in the trade with 
Great Britain, there was a balance of 
$118,000,000 against Canada in the 
United States trade, with France over 
$8,000,000 against us and with Japan 
$1,500,000 against Canada. Altogether 
there was a total of a hundred mil­
lion against Canada in the balance 
of trade. Mr .Foster said that no 
new markets had been opened for 
Canada in any single foreign country. 
Of France, he noted Mr. Fielding 
has said nothing. He and Mr. Bro­
deur had paid the penalty of- the 
failure of their diplomacy" and did 
not tell the farmers of Canada that 
there was no market in France for 
their fat cattle. The fact that the 
United States’ tariff was being revis­
ed had not been mentioned by Mr. 
Fielding, yet a clause was being con­
sidered to enact that countries which 
did not give the United States a 
favorable entry into their markets

would be put on the maximum list. 
He made a strong appeal for the de­
velopment of trade within, the empire, 
for the time was at hand, he said, 
when Great Britain was going to 
change her fiscal opinions.

Mr. Foster said that the finance 
minister had boasted of his $118,000,- 
000 of surpluses since 1896. If he 
really had these he would have kept 
off the borrowing market. All the 
time he was vaunting of surpluses 
he put 34 temporary loans on the 
market, in, all $94,228,333, at a "cost 
of $1,831,249. Never in the history 
of Canada, lie said, had such heavy 
commissions been paid as now. 
Heavier charges were made than were 
made against the Conservative gov­
ernment. Tiie worst feature was that 
three of the loans were for only four 
years, yet the brokerage and under­
writing were just as heavy as for 
fit -y year loans, and they would have 
to be renewed at the same charges. 
These - were indications of the strained 
credit of Canada in Great Britain, to­
day. Laxness and want of fore­
sight, restlessness and useless ex­
penditure had put Canada in this 
position. Mr. IFeVding, he said, was 
the champion taxer of Canada.

A Female Physician Suicides.
Atlanta, Ga., April 20.—Shortly li­

Rosa A. Monnish, the leading feamale 
physician of Atlanta and proprietress 
of a sanitarium in the fashionable 
residence district committed suicide 
by drinking prussic acid.

New 5 ork, April ir -Four important 
facts stand up with monumental dis­
tinctness as the financial world enters 
upon a new week. The Steel Trust has 
apparently no fear of tariff reform 
though absolute free trade be established 
in some departments. Wheat hangs 
around high price . 1 chough the Chicago 
operators seem - ■ •r*re in their denials 
of attempting t in a corner. Interests 
identified with the coal carrying rail­
roads express corn fence that the Su­
preme Court will not destroy any values 
by the decision on the commodity clause. 
Harriinan and Vanderbilt interests are 
plann ing the greatest deal in railroading 
that has ever astonished Wall street.

Silver Situation Cropping Up.
Each of these facts has its influence on 

the market and they are not as conflict 
ing as would seem at first glance. Much 
to the surprise of those patriots who 
have believed that the silver situation 
was forever *bnried beyond hope of resur­
rection, it has become a vital issue. No­
body is going to start any agitation 
about double standards of money but 
the Steel Trust directors may startle the 
world by establishing a great plant in 
China and from that stronghold laugh 
at tariff reformers. Just a hint of this is 
contained in the April number of the 
North American Review, which is con 
trolled by J. P. Morgan. In the Chinese, 
province of Shansi there are beds of coal 
and iron ore in close proximity and un­
organized labor swarms in the neighbor­
hood. Another hint to the tariff reform­
ers is contained in the rumor put out a 
few* days ago that Morgan’s Internation­
al Harvester Company would probably 
build a big factory in Russia.

Trust Destroys Patriotism.
It must be remembered that the trust 

idea has destroyed patriotism in busi­
ness. The Steel Trust has its factories in 
the United States only because it pays 
to have them here.

The minute it becomes cheaper for the 
trust to do its own manufacturing in 
China the world-wide ownership trust 
will demand that it be done there. More- 
ton F re wen publishes figures for these 
who care to study the silver question in 
detail, but the general fact is that de­
monetization of silver has changed the 
exchange rate between China and Am­
erica to such an extent that whereas a 
Chinaman formerly .bought a ten pound 
bill on London with 31 silver taels, he 
must now give seventy-seven taels for 
the same bill.

But the price of labor in China re­
mains the same so that the purchasing 
power of go’d has been immensely in­
creased by the increased production of 
gold and silver in increasing this dis 
par,tv of value 1 jet ween the metals. Ori­
entals cannot afford to buy of the gold 
using nations as they formerly did and 
they have been compelled to manufac­
ture for themselves.

Non-M anufacturies in Orient.
They export more and import ~ less. 

Cotton mills and steel mills are multi- 
Plying in the Orient to .such an extent as 
to threaten the manufacturing suprem­
acy of gold using nations. All that pre­
vents the establishment of steel mills 
in China b.V the trust is the tariff. The 
Chinese cannot afford to put up these 
mills because they would have to pay 
lor them in gold at an exaggerated value 
from their standpoint and could not find 
a market in the United States on ac­
count of the tariff. But with the tariff 
well removed, the trust itself would 
build their mills, run them w:ith labor 
at absurdly low wages and ship the pro­
duct to the United States. That is why 
the steel trust does not care what is done 
about the tariff.

While the Orientals are gradually be­
ing independent of European and Amer­
ican manufacturers, they are increasing 
the:r experts and the open door of trade 
seems to open outward only. But they 
are learning to eat wheat at the same 
time. All history proved a connection 
between the eating of wheat and busi­
ness enterprise. This movement has not 
cone far enough to become critical, but 
it already plays a large part in the 
grain market.

Wheat Eaters Increasing.
Published statistics of the exact num­

ber of bushels of wheat that happen to 
be in particular spots on a rerun day 
blind the general public to the under- 
Bing fact that the wheat eating popula­
tion of the world is increasing at the 
rat - of about 26.6v0 a year, which means 
an increased consnmpt on of about 30,- 
%0,0G> bushels a year. These figures come 
from an official rf the Canadian Pacific 
Ra Iroad Company, who has made a 
detailed investigation becau-e of the 
large land holding, of that company.

The at'einpt.- to corner wheat were 
combatted but it is ju-1 as well to have 
the facts in mind and the facts are that 
if the farmers do not raise a record crop 
this year, wheat will go very much 
higher.

Farmers Largely Control Price».
The present price of wheat is due as 

much to the withholding of shipments 
by farmers as to the speculation in Chi­
cago. The farmers know fully as much 
about how to get a high price for wheat 
as do the Chicago operators. The cam­
paigns of the Society of Equity have not 
been in vain. The farmer has ceased to 
be an object of pity and since the free 
rural delivery of post office matter put 
him in daily touch with world condi­
tions he lias always been able to under­
stand just as clearly as ithe city folks.

CONVICT PREFERRED J5EATH

To Long Term of Imprisonment- 
Jumped Into Belt.

Stillwater, Minn., April 18.—Made 
desperate by brooding over his un­
natural crime, and by the prospect o' 
a long term -of imprisonment in ’be 
penitentiary here, George Fazekas, 
St. Paul, who was sentenced on Sat­
urday afternoon and donned a con­
vict's garb here late Saturday, * 
milled suicide in the state twi 
plant by jumping into a twenty-four- 
inch belt which connects thé ma­
chinery on the first and second floor 
of the factory.

Fazeka’s body, which was finally 
toased clear off the belt and fell up *u 
th<* floor, was Crushed almost out of 
resemblance to a human being. 
Nearly every fame in his body was 
broken. It was the most spectacu­
lar tragedy the prison has ever 
known.

His daughter tvas a complaining 
witness against him and was instru­
mental in sending him to the peni­
tentiary for a term of sixteen years.

Couldn't Hold Both Them.
Port Huron. Mich., April 18—Geo. 

Birrell McKinnon, aged 31, of Moore- 
ton, Ontario, was shot by Captain 
Ralph Pringle, aged 22, of St, Clair. 
Michigan, in the -latter city shortly 
after midnight on Saturday. McKin­
non died at four p.m. today. Eye­
witnesses say that Capt. Pringle en­
tered a saloon, and seeing McKinnon 
for the first time in three years, said 
the town was not big enough for both. 
The two men entered a side room. An 
instant later three shots were fired, 
and McKinnon fell to the floor un­
conscious. Capt. Pringle says that 
McKinnon flirted with his wife three 
years ago. Neither man was intoxi­
cated at the time of the shooting. 
Pringle is a well known river captain 
Before expiring, McKinnon said 
Pringle had no cause to shoot him.

Through Ignorance, Not Neglect.
Macgregor, Man., April 18—In the 

case of Richard Hodge, who was com­
mitted for trial foç neglecting to pro­
vide medical attention to the Barn- 
ardo boy, Owens, who died from 
gangrenous. poisoning from the effect 
oi frost bite, the evidence proved that 
neglect was the, cause of ignorance, 
not of malice. The lad —was other­
wise well used. The crown said there 
were great discrepancies between the 
prisoner and: his wife’s statements, 
and that they had to rely entirely on 
circumstantial evidence. The case 
comes np at the fall assizes.

One Month for Hitting Member.
Fredericton, N.B„ April 19—A. E. 

Hanson was sent qp for one month 
in jail, without th»i .-option of a fine, 
for assaulting O. S, Crockett, M.P. He 
was also condemned to pay costs, am.

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EMPIRE BUILDING THEME Of
ADDRESS AT CANADIAN CLUB

A. J. Dawson, Editor of the Standard of Empire, Speaks to a Large 
Meeting of the Club Monday Afternoon. A Strong Plea Made For a 
Mutual Understanding in the Empire. Canada’s Part in the Great 
Work. Broad Object of an Historic Problem.

The luncheon of the Canadian Club 
held Monday to hear A. J. Dawson 
son of London. England, editor of the 
Standard of Empire, was the most 
largely attended for some time and. the 
guest of the club received a most cor­
dial reception. The chair was occu­
pied by the President, Col. E. B. Ed­
wards and there was present à large 

-number of prominent citizens. Mr. 
Dawson’s theme was “Mutual Under­
standing in the British Empire’’, and 
if was treated on the "broadest lines.

The vote of thanks was moved ;>y 
Major W. A- Grjesbach. seconded by 
Dr. Tory and .endorsed with, hearty 
applause.

X in his opening remarks the speaker 
referred to a cablegram he had re­
ceived from a Canadian friend who 
asked him when he expected to get 
back home again, meaning when he 
expected to reach Canada.

' There are many things’’ he said’ 
“about Canada which make any Bri­
tish subject feel art home here; but as 
t see it. you have one great instil a- 
fifin Which more than any other tends 
to produce this feeling. I am not 
referring to the Dominion’s proverbial 
hospitality, though naturally that 
counts a good deal. I am referring 
to the great institution which you gen­
tlemen represent: the Canadian club, 
which goes beyond the Arab hospitali­
ty that tells you the giver’s house is 
yours.” ?

"The Canadian club gives not only 
its bread and salt but it gives the 
great gift of a kindly hearing and it 
enables the visitor tov know and be 
known to the leading representatives 
of tlie Dominion’s thought and action 
ai)d„that even though his stay be a 
matter of hours only. This is a boon 
which to my thinking could not well 
be exaggerated or over-stated.

One of the results of my previous 
visit to Canada was that I went back, 
to England pledged and determined to 
devise some practical means of per­
manently conveying to others some­
thing of the enthusiasm you had in­
spired in me for Canada and its great 
future.

*- The artists show us Canada as. a fair 
and Junoesque young woman. That 
u thek chivalrous way : and the more 
honor to them for it. I would be the 
last to underrate the magnificent 
work that the women of Canada are 
doing today, and have done since 

' Wolfe’s day This would be the last 
place in which to underrate women's 
work,..and the members of the Can­
adian club, the last men tti listen to 
it. All the same, however, when I 
think of Canada and its great destiny 
j± Is of a lusty young man I think, 
with a keen, clean face, and.eyes that 
never flicker; eyes accustomed to look­
ing out and around across big dist­
ances ? eyes that see as far into a 
brick wall ag-gny in the world-.

Canada the Giant.
He has a mighty arm, this young 

giant, and hope is writ large in let­
ters rrf light across his .brow. He is 
the Elder Son of the British Empire, 
and the great 'new natiôn he repre­
sents strides steadily ^ on from 
achievement to achievement i with 
never a hint of dalliance by the way 
He has the dignity of a big position 
and., career to maintfXn, and all his 
huge strength is needed for the con­
duct of its work. He is the acknowl 
edged leader among the far-spread 
kindred states, who hold in their mus­
cular, young hands the future of the 
greatest empire the world has ever 
seen; an empire, gentlemen, the well­
being of which means well-being for 
the world ; disaster for which would 
mean setting back the clock of his­
tory and rivetting shackles about the 
feet of human progress?.

Point of View.
You, gentlemen, probably believe 

that all the pioneering work of the 
empire lies in the great new countries.,. 
I do not. I believe some of the 
roughest and most arduous of the 
pioneering work, and a portion of it 
that is most vitally needed, lies in 
the dear grey old land that I sailed 
from last month ; those little spots of 
ancient, sea-girt soil and rock which, 
with all their inherent drawbacks, will 
in themselves continue to claim our 
affection and our reverence as the 
cradle of our far-flung race, and start­
ing point of the empire. Those little 
islands first furnished the men who 
have made the new worlds of the 
oversea empire.

Justice and Liberty.
They furnished the men who have 

made British rule synonymous with 
justice and liberty, clean administra­
tion and if fair sporting chance for 
all, in every corner of the World. But 
though the. men from those islands 
made-the empire, in the nature of 
things they had to perform that great 
task a long way from home; a long 
way-out of sight of the fathers and 
brothers they left behind them.

And thus it is we have arrived at 
the stage at which, as I sav, some of 
the biggest pioneering work of em­
pire has tee-be done there in the old 
eofmtry, where the great, crowded 
public—kept mighty busy for the most 
part of the mill-round struggle for 
existence—has to be taught to realize 
wligk-the empire is. Here in Canada 
fne man Who shines your shoes knows 
something of empire-building; it is 
going on all round him; it is part 
of his life; he is consciously playing 
Ills own part in it. But in the old 
world that is not so.

Practical Scheme.
I felt all this very strongly when I 

went back to England from Canada 
in 1007, alter meeting you all here. 
A year ago I was in Canada again— 
back home again—to tell you all that 
a practical scheme had been devised, 
and would be brought into effect, M.V 
first thought all along was the need 
of' increased mutual understanding. 
That, as I see it, lies at the root of 
all common action, of all unity that 
endures. There must be mutual un­
derstanding.

Yet I was faced by the fact- that 
this great empire of ours, the consoli­
dation of which has so vital a bear­
ing upon the individual progress, and 
even the individual integrity of each 
■single part and state of the whole: 
this world-wide congerie of people 
and lands, possessed no common plat­
form of its own; no medium of expres­
sion common to all ; no known mouth­
piece by means of which one of its 
peoples could address the /est of the 
family; no single organ the avowed 
aim of which was the service of Great­
er Britain, the keeping of its many 
lands in touch with Great Britain, 
and the giving of up-to-date^news cf 
each to al lthe others.

Good Idea, But—
Out of that fact grew the idea of the 

Standard of Empire. But an idea of 
that sort cannot stand alone; at least 
it can achieve nothing alone. To give 
is successful being there is needed a 
big man and a big organization. Now, 
among the big newspaper proprietors 
in the old country, there is one who, 
more especially since Mr.Chamberlain 
stepped out of office to devote the bal­
ance of his life to the patriotic work 
of giving practical working meaning 
to empire unity—who, especially since 
that time, has been more closely iden­
tified than any other of his standing 
with all the leading forms of work 
for empire unity.

That man is C. Arthur Pearson, and. 
fortunately for my purpose, he con­
trols a huge newspaper organization 
in London. Here, then, was the big 
man. and the big organization, both 
of which were needed. I venture to 
think that, perhaps more than ever 
before, Mr. Pearson proved his right 
to the description I have given him. 
when he took up the idea of the Stand­
ard oi Empire and gave it practical 
shape; and I think that for two rea; 
sons.

Good, Hard Work.
On the face of it, it was not just a 

commercial proposition. It demanded 
more of labor and expenditure to the 
inch than any purely commercial un­
dertaking. Yet, withal, it was neces­
sary *to establish it en a sound and 
permanent working basis. Once I had 
the assurance of Mr. Pearson’s back­
ing. I was free to come to Canada 
again, as I did a year ago, and claim 
Canada’s co-operation, support, and 
good will in a project for which Can­
ada was mainly responsible, the end 
of which was the service of Canada 
and Greater Britain.

As I understand the Dominion's 
kindly and enthusiastic reception cf 
my fit*Ws last year; it Spelt something 
like this: ‘'Go right ahead; it’s a 
sound scheme, and you may say IsaM 
so. It is high time the Greater Bri­
tain wftrieH lies-bversea had- its own 
journal" arid its own - platform, com­
mon to the Mother country and the 
whole empire. It is in me—-Canada— 
to lead gnd feed that great empire, 
and the’ scheme that gives it and me 
an adequate voice has mÿ blessing, 
and my backing. Go right ahead.”

’Twas Big’ Trust.
It .was a big trust, gentlemen, freely 

and frankly*given; and I was deeply 
grateful for it. And now I am here 
again—“home again”—to give you 
some account of my stewardship, so 
far, of your interests in the empire 
newspaper. I hope no one here feels 
that an apology is due from me for 
what might be called talking shop. A 
Canadian visitor of mine in London 
apologized to me at my own table for 
taliking shop. I told him that if his 
business had been the running of an 
ice-cream barrow I would as lief hear 
about ice-cream barrows from him as 
anything in the world, and would 
never think any apology wanted. But 
that if his business was running an 
.ice-cream barrow and he talked to me 
about court life in the capitals of 
Europe—well, I might be rather bored.

This fear of talking shop is all hum­
bug, gentlemen. What can he better 
worth talking about, or listening to 
for that matter,than the talker's work. 
It is work that has made Canada and 
the empire; not academic discussion, 
or polite conversation; and I claim 
that if one’s wofk is playing a part 
in the developmÀt of a great nation 
like Canada, or serving the consolida­
tion of an empire like ours, in how­
ever modest a capacity; then there is 
no finer or more serviceable subject 
for one’s words.

Learn to Walk.
Well, gentlemen, newspapers, even 

empire newspapers, must, like child­
ren, learn to walk before they can 
run; and there is likely to be a cer­
tain amountn of toe-stubbing in both 
cases. The wise child, iyid the wise 
newspaper, is the one Vho learns 
something- from every tumble or mis­
take. We try to do that in the Stan­
dard of Empire office.

Quick to Learn.
We are willing, and, I think, not 

very slow, to learn.
We started with one inestimable 

advantage: the sympathy and good 
will of an enormously wide circle of 
friends ; for our business was the 
service of that -circle, and if you 
count the whole lote of the folk who 
form it you will find them just about 
four'hundred million sirong. But 
one cannot take a cab and run round 
and see the members of the circle in 
an afternoon to gather their views 
on a given point, for their holding is 
a. little matter of just upon twelve 
million square miles, and even the 
C. P. R. and the Grand Trunk and 
the Cahadiap Northern do noj quite 
cover all.of it. Oh! it is sure enough 
a big field—a very big field; but we 
are,coming nearer every day to cov­
ering it, and we will come nearer 
every year to serving its needs ade­
quately, and representing every part 
of it fairly.

Covers the, Earth.
I wish I could make you feel as

with me for a time, back there in the 
office where • the Empire newspaper 
is produced : «ay, ou a press day, 
when the Empire cables begin to 
speak, and make one feel that giant’s 
pulse, and the potentialities for ever­
lasting .unity and endurance that this 
greatest of all world-forces possess. 
Those messages, gentlemen—I wish 
they were not quite so costly per 
word—come in to the Standard tf 
Empire each press day from all the 
Canadian capitals and. all the centres 
of the empire, covering between them 
a little matter of 136,860 miles. That 
is just the distance our correspond­
ents’ messages cover each press day. 

There are well over 22,000 words 
about Canada in the average issue of 
the Standard of Empire. The total 
since our beginriing was a little 
under a million words when I left 
London, and is now a little more than 
that; a million words devoted within 
a year to the work of expounding 
Canada—its resources, its claims, and 
its needs to the whole British world.

Nothing Wasted.
Do not suppose, gentlemen, that 

any of this mass of words are wasted. 
No. no. 1 will tell you something of 
a secret. A few months ago an of­
ficial of a great Canadian corporation 
in London came to me and told me 
I had better look out. -“You have 
rivals, and I can tell you of two or 
three in an unexpected quarter who 
are at this moment perfecting their 
arrangements for competing with 
you.” The quarter was called unex­
pected because the policy of the 
journals concerned was supposed to 
be, let me say, somewhat insular. I 
said I was delighted to hear it, and 
my friend looked puzzled.

Well, gentlemen, I won’t bother you 
with details, but I will tell you that 
since then two great daily papers in 
Scotland and two in England have 
definitely entered upon the work tif 
giving representation in their columns 
to Canadian interests.

Welcomes Movement.
I have been ctmsplted in the matter 

and I have welcomed this movement 
in the warmest possible manner, in 
these cases, and in the case of some 
lesser journals. I have offered the 
use of the Standard of Empire’s own 
special cable services, the' benefit of 
our own experience, and any help that 
we can give in any form, to what I 
regard as one of the most practical 
and truly valuable movements of our 
time among the British people. I ask 
you to consider just what this means 
for Canada, and for Greater Britain 
generally; the widespread publicity 
that it means ; the widespread tend­
ency to the establishment -and exten­
sion of mutual understanding; that 
mutual understanding which we are 
agreed is at the basis of all enduring 
forms of unity, politically, commerci­
ally and in every way.

That is what I call education by 
wholesale ; and it is done, as it were, 
outside itself. These are the specific 
ffistances of which one may speak with 
certainty; I say nothing of the gen­
eral tendency in the right direction, 
which is affecting the bigger half cf 
the press. This, I think; is something 
to have accomplished.

Pjenty of Interest.
Again, I -would say. do not suppose 

that our million words about"Canada 
alone are Of no effect. I have received 
as many as forty letters of inquiry in 
one day about a single àrticle describ­
ing some feature of Canadian progress 
or enterprise. Shortly before I left 
England a gentleman named De Mat­
tes contributed an article describing 
the openings before men of enterprise 
and small means in northern British 
Columbia. One hundred and thirty- 
five letters of inquiry were received 
with regard to that single article, and 
others are doubtless coming in now 
from far parts of the empire. The 
writer of the article—now in Canada 
again, and about to take up land— 
assured "me that- 90 per cent, of those 
letters were written by men having 
practical intentions and possessed of 
capital varying in amount from a 
modest five hundred dollars up to 
twenty thousand.

From Remote Places.
Articles describing the attractions 

offered by the different provinces cf 
Canada bring us inquiries, not only 
from every part of the British Isles, 
but from remote places in India, from 
civil servants who are approaching re­
tirement—you know that many of 
them retire at forty-five—or so with 
handsome pensions—New Zealand.Tas- 
mania, Africa, Australia, South Sea 
Islands, West Indies, and even from 
out of the way places in Europe—one 
from Tunis, in North Africa, a couple 
of days before I left. England; and 
another recent one, I refhemher, from 
the Soudan.

From Nova Scotia.
A clergyman from Nova Scotia call­

ed upon me one morning and left with 
me a little article about farming ;n 
his province. A week after it appear­
ed in "the Standard oi Empire, Mr. 
Howard, the agent-general in London 
for that province, wrote to tell me 
that he had received already a large 
number of inquiries regarding open­
ings for settlers in his province, in: 
spired by that one chance publication. 
I would ask you here, gentlemen, to 
note the fine judicial quality the 
Empire paper has given me. When I 
meet our Halifax friends, I must 
choose to illustrate this point, an in­
stance- of the results of publicity 
given to Manitoba.

But I 
do not believe there is a journal in 
the world in more intimate touch with 
its readers, all the same ; for our 
great purpose is the service of - our 
readers own- interests. This is Great­
er Britain's own organ. and Greater 
Britain calls tne tune.

That fact is an essential part of our

of cordial "good wishes and congratu­
lations. Each letter travels thousands 
of miles before I open it; and perhaps, 
the more ’because of that,-it is warm­
ly welcomed, and closely considered. 
The good wishes and congraulations 
are tlie wine of our working life, back 
there, and t-hç criticism and advice ,s 
our bread and meat.

In a Smgll Way.

I re­
ceived with very great pleasure the 
assurance of similar approval and 
goodwill from the Hon. Frank Oliver,

fact, gentlemen, we had not given 
them one single line.

Iris particular piece of our bread 
and meat was perhaps rather a tough 
morsel, but we chewed it as well s 
it deserved, -before replying to the ef­
fect that from the day this correspon­
dent succeeded in incorporating the 
Argentine within the British empire, 
lie would find that we should pay pro­
per attention to its various industries;

half -a dollars’ worth of business with­
in the British empire.

Good and Sound.
But that, of course, was a quite 

exceptional kind of letter. Ninety per 
cent, of the oversea advice we get is 
good and sound1, and quite a fair pro­
portion of it is practicable. We 
spend most of our days and some oi 
our nights in trying to dovetail it 
into actual being. Let me give you 
an example : if you will forgive its 
being of what one might call a sub- 
techniçal character. You know, the 
Standard of Empire, with all its news 
of the doings and interests of Greater 
Britain, appears in Great Britain; not

gether from its own circulation, it was 
given a very large, ready made cir­
culation from the outset.

We chewed it very thoroughly, help­
ing it down as--we went along with 
the wine of good,- wishes and con­
gratulation, you tnay be sure. Having 
digested the point thoroughly, with 
the heilp of other oversea correspond­
ents—one particularly, I remember, 
from a kindly-wise provincial premier 
in Canada—we evolved a scheme. Re­
member the object : The plain, aver­
age, busy reader oi the morning pap­
er, there in Great Britain, had to be 
captured; we meant that he should 
have his regular measure of news ot 
Canada's progress, and resources, and 
Claims.

We knew it would be good for him, 
whether he knew it or not; our#-The 
task of seeing -that he did get it. The 
result was the present form of the 
-supplement to tho morning papery 
which has proved an immense success 
and very -largely increased the number 
of actual readers- in Great Britain of 
our news of Canada and Greater Bri­
tain.

Twice a Week.
Briefly the plan was to divide the 

supplement into two parts, for twice 
a week publication, instead of once;

Further .instead of having it folded 
small and separate in the middle of 
the big daily paper we arranged to 
print it on big pages the same size" 
as those of the morning paper and 
an undetachable part of that paper, 
6o that the busy average reader 
simply could not get at his daily 
paper without getting also his news 
of Canada, and its claims upon his 
consideration.

We 
are fortunate, too, in having the services 
of a financial editor, whose word carries 
very great weight in English finançai 
circles; more, perhaps, than that of any 
other city editor in London, and I have 
good reason to know that his writings in 
our columns have produced excellent .ef­
fect in the matter of influencing the 
stream of British investment towards 
Greater Britain rather than to foreign 
lands. But while all this is to serve 
one of the chief objects of an empire 
newspaper, it is not by any means our 
only end.

While admittedly of very high import­
ance—the working basis upon which all 
else must rest, indeed—material pro­
gress is not everything, gentlemen. The 
old truisms; United we stand; divided 
we fall—unity is strength, and the like, 
are more emphatically true of our race 
and its great stake in the world than 
cf any other single thing. To endure, 
unity must be based upon full and n- 
timate mutual understanding. It is to 
strengthen and enlarge mutual under­
standing between all the peoples of the 
empire, that the Empire newspaper 
brings its influence to bear in season 
and out of season—if such work as that 
is ever out of season. Empire commerce, 
empire defence, our prosperity, our in­
tegrity, our very existence, depends, gen­
tlemen, upon the steady growth (to keep 
pace with passing time and changing 
conditions) of mutual understanding be­
tween the far scattered communities who 
uphold our flag throughout the world.

Young Turks the-Stronger.

The situation at the present moment 
may he stated as follows : The oppos­
ing parties are. on one side, the clergy 
and the Liberal union, with the garri­
son of Constantinople, and on the 
other the Young Turks and troops 
from the Salonica and. Adrianople. 
The Sultan is trying to create the be­
lief that he has nothing to do with 
the present movement, but nobody 
believes him. Up to yesterday the 
adherents of the Young Turk com­
mittee continued to conceal them 
selves, but today it is their advers­
aries who are doing so out of fear of 
reprisals. In fact thev are afraid < f 
one another. Yesterday’s sitting of 
parliament, however, showed that the 
Young Turk party was the stronger. 

City Almost Wiped Out.
Beirut, Syria, April 18—One thou­

sand persons have been killed at 
Adana. Asiatic Turkey. The Mussul­
mans, whose religious fanaticism has 
been aroused recently, arose against 
the Armenians and other Christians. 
While burning houses, to which tho 
torch had been put, illumined the 
sanguinary scene fighting has been 
going on in the streets for three nights 
and days. The city is almost wiped

the Caspian Sea, massacred 2,Odd persons 
including many women and children.

Sultan Condemned to .Death. 
Belgrade, April 19—A despatch from 

Saloniki states that the committee of 
Union and Progress has condemned 
Abdul Hamid to death. The Turkish 
warships at Smyrna have sent to the 
committee a promise to go to Saloniki 
to support the Young Turks.

Civil War is Probable.
London. April 18:—To-night's Con­

stantinople despatches report the 
situation as being extremely grave. 
While civil war is not inevitable, it 
is highly probable. If the Young 
Turk army enters Constantinople 
without opposition, it is said that the 
Saloniki troops will begin immediate 
reprisals against the traitorous muti­
neers and forcibly reinstate the re­
form cabinet.

It is thought that the Sultan’s re­
actionary coup was brought about too 
soon; the Sultan appears to have un­
derestimated the strength of the 
Young Turks. No better proof is 
needed of the solidarity of the Young 
Turkish party than the celerity of 
their mobilization of troops, which 
were able within 43 hours to entrain 
and converge on the capital, equipped 
for a campaign. It is. stated that the 
Sultan realizes, perhaps too late, that 
the constitution movement is too 
firmly established to be crushed. 
Enever Bey, leader of the July revo­
lution, and now commander of the 
Saloniki troops, believes that the 
Young Turks*have the Constantinople 
mutineers and the Sultan in their 
grasp. The Sultan may flee at any 
moment. He realizes that the situa­
tion is hopeless. The Young Turks 
will have little mercy for the Sultan 
this time. It will be either the 'bow­
string or exile for the ruler.
Attempt to Re-Establish Despotism.

Saloniki, April 18.—Enever Bey to­
night said: “The revolt in the capital 
is merely an attempt to re-establish

lessly insane.

A Regency Declared.
The Shiek (J1 Islam, the religious 

head of thé Moslem world, thereupon 
declared a regency and it is as regent 
for his brother Murad that Abdul Ha­
mid went on the throne. The incar­
ceration of the elder brother took 
place at the end of August 1876- At 
that time a frightful struggle was go­
ing on among the Balkan Mountains 
between the Christian Slavs and the 
Moslem Turks. The world rang with 
the tale of the “Bulgarian Atrocities,” 
which fille dall Northern Turkey with 
a carnival of cruelty and destruction. 
Meanwhile whispers were rife through 
Constantinople that Murad V nad 
completely recovered his health and 
mind, and that his brother Abdul Ha­
mid was guilty of the crime of usur­
pation. To strengthen himself, tq 
disarm his critics and enemies, Abdul 
Hamid determined to declare a con­
stitution. He made lavish profession? 
of modernism and love of liberty de­
claring in 1876: “The welfare of the 
Turkish Empire lies wholly in the full 
and sincere application of the consti­
tution.”

A Turkish parliament met twice in 
1877 and 1878 for a session of several 
months. In it all creeds ware equally 
represented. Moslem, Creek, Ortho­
dox, Roman Catholics, Armenian 
Catholics, Protestants and Jews. A 
motly gathering of the score of races 
tfiat make ‘up the huge îurkish Em­
pire on three contients. The debates 
were intelligent, temperate, patriotic 
and Turkey seemed destined to take 
her place among the constitutional 
monarchies of the world. But all this 
time Abdul Hamid was plotting, filled 
with dread -that the throne he had so 
hardly gained would vanish as sud­
denly as it lrad appeared. Russia 
watched the turmoil in the Balkan 
peninsula with mixed feelings. A- 
declaration of war was made against 
Turkey in the spring of 1877, Which 
ted to the final and complete defeat 
of the armies of Turkey. The parlia 
ment at Constantinople was proro- 
gued and Abdul Hamid began to

A Paradoxical Appelation.
The name “Young Turk” is a para­

dox. Many of them are not Turks 
and many of them are no longer 
young. They simply represent the 
best and most enlightened men of 
every race and creed in the Sultan’s 
dominion#, united in the desire to 
give their land a righteous- rule, in­
stead of a treacherous tyrant, and am- 
foremost nations of the earth. For 
years they carried on their agitation 
ceaselessly, fearlessly, with boundless 
self sacrifice. At length, in July of 
last year, they forced t-lie Sultan to 
respect the constitution and to con­
vene a parliament. This body held 
it? first meeting on December 17th 
lust, and with it came into power a 
ministry, which Wi«s supposed to re­
present in a large measure the reform 
ideas of the “Young Turks.” In t, 
however, were some men of the • Id 
regime, whose professed converstion 
to constitutionalism turned out to be 
a sham, and after a four months ex 
périment the “Young Turks” on Tues­
day last rose against the inauguration 
of a new oppression and started the 
movement of “Young Turp” troops 
toward the capital.
