Botany Rambles
Round St. John’s.

Mr. John Garriock, M.A.,, A.CP,
Principal of Presbyterian College, de-
livered a most instructive lecture on
Botany, in the Presbyterian Hall last
evening before a fair and represen-
tative gathering of citizens. ,

The lecturer was introduced by Mr.
R. A. Templeton, and, for over an
hour delighted his audience with a
graphic description of the various
forms of plant life found in his ram-

bles round the suburbs during ~the
past two years. Contrasting the
specimens found here with similar

types in other lands, particularly the
“Land of the Heather.

Mr. Garriock illustrated the lecture
with beautifully mounted specimen‘s
exhibited on stands which filled up the
platform space at his disposal, the
said specimens having been collected
in nearby fields, woods, or marshes,
as well as in lands beyond the seas,
ahd they ranged from grasses up to
the birch (tree of knowledge in
scholastic life, as Mr. G. termed it)
and the lordly oak.

The lecturer also touched on the
plant life of the ocean, deseribing in
a lucid manner the cause and effect of

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Judge Prowse Replies
to Mr. Gosling.

Augustine Birrell tells us that at-
mosphere is a great thing. To un-
derstand history we must have at-
mosphere, we must breathe the air
and understand the very form and
pressure of the time. Let any rea-
sonable man read the description
Baudoin gives us of the English set-
tlements around Conception Bay and
he will see at once that these litile
villages were of no mushroom growth,
but old established settlements, the
growth of séveral generations of men.
Look again at the agile native hunt-
ers, with their wonderful skill in
wooderaft, their marvellous know-
ledge of the country, the hard long
horse tracks through the -wilderness.
How long would it take * to evolve
such a new distinet type out of their
ancestors, the stolid West Country
fishermen?

Then there is the case of the old
man mentioned by Baudoin, who had
died three years before his visit at
the age of 83. Surely he must have
had a father and mother who lived
there before that time, and they were
not the only “liviers” in the Bay.
How does Mr. Gosling get over this
case?

It was these old settlers with their
carts hauling caplin at Clarke's
Beach that Guy mentions meeting.
These settlements, it is clear to any
intelligent person, were in existence
long before Guy built Sea Forest
House. Why did Guy settle at Cup-
ods and build his mills at Southern
River? For the plain and simple rea-
son that the other places in Concep
tion Bay were already occ¢upied. The
more one reflects on Mr. Gosling's
contention that there was not a soli-
tary permanent or winter resident in
Newfoundland from 1497 to 1610 the
more one sees the utter absurdity of
the whole thing. I would ‘ask' Mr.
108ling why did the St. John’s mer-
chants pester Gilbert with their de-
mands for large grants of land?
What was their object? The title
to their fishing rooms and mercantile
premises were already settled. What
would they want large grants for ex-
cept for cultivation? Cannot any one
understand that with plenty of good
land and a temperate climate they
would reeognize the ‘desirability of
growing vegetables, keeping cattle,
poultry and pigs for fresh meat in-
stead of living on “salt horse” all the
gsummer long? An Englishman’s re-
spect. for his stomach would clearly
lead them to getting some fresh meat.
We can be quite sure that there were
gardens and small farms around St.
John’s in the early Tudor age, and
they would be copied elsewhere in
the outports. To the Englishmen of
that day a farm and land of your own
was the most desirable thing in life.
Of one thing we may be certain, they
never showed these gardens or farms

THREE STEAMERS—THE VIKING,
SOUTHERN CROSS AND HAR-
LAW—LOADEP. SEALS STRUCK
ON THE 15th INST. SCHOONERS
ALSO IN THE FAT.

The exclusive announcement made
in yesterday’s Telegram that the Vik-
ing had entered Channel with all her
cclours flying and evidently loaded
came as a glad surprise to our eciti-
zens, and when it was learned that
the Southern Cross and Harlaw were.
coming along with big trips of fat
there was intense excitement all over
the city. :
From the start crowds collected
around the different telegraph offices
eager to glean all the news possible
and to satisfy their anxiety with all
available information as the matter
was bulletined at the Post Office by
the Postal Telegraph people, by the
Anglo-American Telegraph Co., and
in the windows of several stores
along our principal thoroughfares.

In accordance with the promise we
published 'yesterday, our correspond-
ent sent us a report from the Viking
as soon as he could. It was as fol-
lows:—

CHANNEL, Last Evg.
“The 8. S. Viking reports for 24,-
000 prime young harps, and the S. S.
Harlaw for 16,000; she is now at Cod-
roy landing her crew. The Seuthern
Cross is loaded and has gone on. No
sign of the Labrador or Kite since
15th. The schr. “Cedella” had 600 on
the, 21st and panning; other schrs.
in seals doing well.
CORRESPONDENT.”

We are indebted to Mr. J. S. Munn,
of the firm of Bowring Bros., and to
the Anglo and Postal Telegraph Of-
fices for the copies of messages re-
ceived by each firm. The following
messages were received by Bowring
3ros.: —

CHANNEL, 3.30 P.M.
“Viking arrived here with 24,000;
have not seen Kite since 15th; had no
seals. Southern Cross and Harlaw
loaded.
Sgd. W. BARTLETT.”

Mr. Munn having wired Capt. Bart-
lett on receipt of the above message
had the following reply:—

“Struck seals morning of the 16th,
30 miles N. W. of Bryan Island; 24,-
00C prime seals; Southern Cross, 20,-
000; Harlaw, 13,000. Have not seen
Labrador- or Kite sinee 15th; had no
seals then. Left Kite 30 miles west
oy seals. * Her chances not good.

Sgd. W. BARTLETT.”

Another message reached Mr. Munn
at 5.30 p.m. saying:—

“Struck seals on 15th, 30 miles N.W.
of Bryan Island; prime seals. Cross
about 20,000; Harlaw, 13,000. Left
Kite jammed 30 miles west of geals:
chances bad.”

Another message was received by
Mr. Munn which read:—

“Capt. Bartlett reports Southern
Cross loaded and expects she is on
‘her way home now; Harlaw loaded
and three of them took seals in the
same place, the neighbourhood of
Magdalen Islands. Labrador and
Kite were in company with him until
the 15th, close together; - Viking got
a lead and became separated from
Labrador and Kite. This was on the
15th. Next day the Viking struck the
seals; Southern Cross and Harlaw
were in seals at/the time, also’ schr.
Cedella, Dan Martin, master (owned
by Emanuel Pike) who had 600 on
board, prospects good for this schr.
loading. - Saw nothing of Kite or
Labrador after they separated. Think
both likely got seals, if not from
patch where she (Viking) took them,
then from the second patch; ice not
heavy; seals in small patches owing
to the ice being all broken up.”

The Postal Telegraphs had the fol-
lowing messages:—

CODROY, 3 P.M.

“Harlaw just arrived with 13,400
seals. Reports Labrador loading or
loaded, and D. Martin’s and E. Pike’s
schooners in the seals.”

Another message was:—

“Southern Cross put out from the
ice Tuesday morning, log loaded, but
owing to the gale, had to réturn again.
She left the ice again Tuésday night.”

A later message was:—

PORT AUX BASQUES, 7 P.M.

“Harlaw has put in here, and is
placed on guarantine. Reported hav-
ing landed a man at Codroy, suffering

from small pox. No other reports
than the Vinking.”
