THE DAILY MAIL AND THE GOV-
ERNMENT.

LONDON, Jan. 14.

The Daily Mail, in view of its cam-
paign against the Government, on the
ground that the Government is allow-
ing food to go to the ememy, and the
products to leawe that country, is tri-
umphant over Lord Lansdowne’s. ad-
mission in the House of Lords that
quantities of cocoa from Great Brit-
ain probably are reaching her ene-
mies, and the statement that the
Government regards the situation as
serious and contemplates taking
measures to remedy it. Basil Clarke,
who went to Copenhagen for the
Daily Mail, and there gathered ma-
terial for the campaign, has another
article in this morning’s issue alleg-
ing that the importation of British
tires into Copénhagen is enabling the
Germans to export numbers of cheap
autos without tires to Denmark where
they are fitted with British tires and
the Germans are thus able.to pay for
the goods which they are receiving
from Denmark, thereby lessening the
slump in exchange rates. The Morn-
ing Post editorially draws attention
to the blockade question, ‘'saying there
are at last hopeful signs that Parlia-
ment is recovering from the mental
catalepsy which was one result of the
formation of the coalition ministry.
It ‘blames the Foreign Office for mak-
ing agreements with neutral traders,
and adds: We can only repeat that,
so long as the Foreign Office usurps
the proper business of the Admiralty,
so long will the war continue.

OPENING OF THE PRUSSIAN DIET.

LONDON, Jan. 14.
In describing the opening of the
Prussian Diet, a Reuter despatch

from Berlin, received by way of Am-
sterdam, says that the President of
the Lower House, Count Schwertle-
witz, reviewed the events\of all the
battlefields, referring to the establish-
ment of communication with Turkey,
and to the failure of the Anglo-French
Dardanelles expedition. If the flight
of the English army, as the English
Premier has said, will take a prom-
inent place in the glorious victory of
England, remarked the President,
this proves that our cousins on the
other side of the Channel have be-
come much more modest in their
claims to real military success. The
Finance Minister, Dr. Lentze, in sub-
mitting the budget, said the most pre-
judiced spectator must recognize that
our enemies are losing the war. We
are saved by our industries, which
were equal to the greatest tasks, and
by German science. We had to help
ourselves. We could not go to Am-
Perica or Japan for arms and ammuni-
tion, as our enemies did. Thus we
kept many thousands of millions in
the country while the enemy had to
pay them abroad. The success of the
German war loans has proved how
greatly this has helped German poli-
tical economy. Dr. Lentze then
dwelt on various measures concern-
ing maximum prices, bread tickets
and the regulation and the distribu-
tion of products.

BOMB BULGAR TRENCHES.
LONDON, Jan. 14.

A squadron of French aviators on
Tuesday bombarded’ the first line cf
Bulgarian trenches in the Strumitza
sector, wrecking several trenches and
killing and-wounding a number of
soldiers, says a despatch from Athens
to the Exchange Telegram Co.

PEACE BOARD ELECTED.
LONDON, Jan. 14.

Henry Ford, Miss Jane Adams, Rev.
Charles F. Aked, Mrs. Joseph Fele, of
Philadelphia. Five other Americans
will be chosen to-morrow as alterna-
tives. The board will be composed of
an equal number of members from
the various neutral countries, and
will remain in the Hague or Stock-
holm with the financial backing of’
Mr. Ford. Bach member will receive
a salary, and the entire expenses of
the board will probably amount to
$50,000 yearly. Dr. Aked announces
that he would offer his resignation
from his San Francisco church. It is
not known when Mr. Bryan and Mr.
Ford will come here. Judge Ben
Lindsay, of Denver, refused to accept
a nomination to the permanent board,
but will remain in Europe indefinitely,
in the interests of the orphans of
warring nations.

" The Coal Question.

We thank “Theobald” for

his kindly reference to

our efforts, and in doing

so would like to point out

that the policy now being
carried out was adopted by the Gov-
ernment after consultation with Mr.
J. M. Kent, Leader of the Opposition,
Mr. W. F. Coaker, leader of the Union
Party, and editor of the Evening
Telegram. These members of the Op-
position undertook to, back the Gov-
ernment in the House of Assembly in
their policy which was decided upon.
It is therefore only fair to give recog-
nition to both Government and Oppo-
sition for the policy as they will have
to assume responsibility for its in-
auguration in the House of Assembly.
We are in receipt of a letter from Mr.
John Dempsey, in which he asked if
the Government is going to stand the
difference between the eight dollars
now being-paid for the coal sold un-
der the direction of the Committee and
the Ten dollars and eighty cents,
swhich certain Coal Merchants fixed
as the price of coal on January 1st,
We have no hesitation in stating that
the Government has no intention of
paying the coal merchant the diifer-
ence of Two dollars and eighty cents,
between the sale price fixed by the
Government and that fixed by the coal
merchants refered to.

‘Whatever legislation is needed to in-
demnify the Government for the ac-
tion taken last Mondaywill be sup-
ported by the Opposition, but there is
no intention of making a present of
two dollars and eighty centstothecoal
merchant on the coal which has been
commandeered. The coal merchants
will get the rate of profit they were
receiving before December 31st, 1915,
on the coal which they had imported
before that date, and nothing more.

The Committee of six citizens, who
were invited to see to the distribu-
tion of this coal responded heartily.
They are performing an irksome task
gratuitously and for the general good.
They should be aided by citizens gen-
erally in their undertaking, and they
deserve the thanks of the community
for accepting the task which they were
asked to undertake. They accepted in
a spirit of good citizenship, and we
have confidence their work will be un-
dertaken in the same spirit.

The fact that there was not one of
the first six citizens asked to under-
take this onerous duty declined speaks
well for thé public spirit prevailing
in the city. The first six citizens ask-
ed are the six citizens now serving.
That public spirit is akin to the duty
of service which has sent so many of
the young men of the Empire to the
front. Noblesse oblige.

. ‘“His Majesty the King has been
graciously pleased to confer the Mili-
tary Cross on the undermentioned of-
ficers in recognition of their gallantry

Lieutenant James John Donnelly, lst
Battalion, 1st Newfoundland Regi-
ment. For conspicuous gallantry and
determination on-the night of 4th-5ih
of November, 1915, on the Gallipoli
Peninsula. He occupied, with eight
men, a knoll, to which our firing line
was extended the next day. By his
coolness and skill in handling this
small party, which was reduced to
five by casualties, he repelled several
determined Turkish bomb and rifle at-
tacks on his front and flanks, and held
his own during the night.”

A News Agency despatch from Lon-
don published here yesterday after-
noon says the National Railway Men’s
Union, one of the greatest labor or-
ganizations in Britain, has defied the
Government to enact the Conseription
Bill in the most drastic resolution yet
adopted by any labor body.

The ex-
evutive committee declared the rail-
way workers are overwhelmingly op-
posed to any form of comnscription.
They have not receded, they said,'from
the position they took several months
ago, when they warned the Govern-
ment that an attempt to enforce con-
scription_would be followed by general
strike. The drastic action of railway-
men coupled with the anti-conscrip-
tion resolutions adopted by the repre-
sentatives of eight hundred thousand
miners yesterday unquestionably has
caused the Government deep concern.
Asquith conferred informally yester-
day with the members of the Cabinet.

SUNG WITHOUT WARNING.

LONDON, To-day.
. The Malta correspondent of Reuter’s
Tele. Co. sends following despatch: —
50 members of the crew of the British
steamer Clan MacFarlane, which was
torpedoed in the Mediterranean on
Dec. 30, are still missing and been
given up as lost. Captain Salanson,
Commander of the ship, is included
among the missing. Survivors who
have arrived here state the steamer
was torpedoed without warning in a
rough sea. The submarine appeared
on the surface only after the torpedo
hit the ship, and after the crew had
taken to the boats the submarine came
alongside the boat occupied by the
Capt. of the Clan MacFarlane. The
submarine commander asked and re-
ceived miscellaneous' information re-
garding the ship and crew. The sub-
marine was of the largest type and
mounted two guns. Its commander
showed great uneasiness, the survi-
vors say, while waiting for the steam-
er to sink and finally accelerated her
sinking by placing five shots below the
water line. The life boats battled
eight days against mountainous seas
with occupants on rations consisting
of half biscuit and a small cup of
water twice daily. Six life boats were
seen tied together, but three broke
away before help came and are be-
lieved -to be lost.

BEAUTY NOT ALL OUTSIDE.

To be truly beautiful in one’s own
mind the interior of the body should
be cleansed daily, just as regularly as
we take our daily shower and sponge
and our more luxurious beauty bath.
