“Very frequently,” said Lieut-Col. 

R-A.M.C., "when our men 
asked for soup or coffee, the Red 
dross workers spat at them." Major 
Furneaux of the R.A.M.C., tells that 
the Red Cross workers were the most 
venemous. When serving food to 
prisoners they spat on It At another 
place, Captain Fraser, RA.M.C., tells 
that Red Cross officials and women 
brought soup to the trains, showed it 
to the British and then took It away, 
calling them swine and blackguards. 
Lieutenant Dennys of the Somerset 
Light Infantry was compelled by a 
German hospital nurse to walk a hun­
dred yards, thrpugh a crowd of Ger­
mans, utterly naked, save tor a pair 
cf socks. The stories of the men am­
ply bear oat the behaviour of the 
“German ladies” who took delight In 
spitting In the faces of the British 
prisoJbrs. These quotations could he 
multiplied, but sufficient has been 
printed to stow the difference be­
tween the British and German treat­
ment of war prisoners. Excessive 
kindness on the one side, Inhumanity 
and brutality on the other, and yet 
some people are silly enough to be­
lieve In German goodness and virtue. 
But the reckoning must be paid. Ger­
man soldiers and officers as well as 
German Red Cross officials, male and 
female, and the entire guilty German 
pqpulacp must pay it. The German 
civilian is not the long suffering and 
kindly creature some of us might think 
he Is.

GERMANS BECOMING NERVOUS.

FRANCE, Aug. 14. (By the A.P.)—In 
the battle area between Fouquesoourt 
and Roye, the enemy appears to berin 
a fairly strong position to the old 
trenches behind the rusty wire erect­
ed prior to July, 1516.

of dirty-looking smoke. From our 
twenty-feet staff two gaily-coloured 
pennants fly briskly in the stiffening 
breeze. We are signalling. One man 
bolds the signal-halyards, another 
aorte the flags, while a third consulta 
a large, uninteresting-looking tome.

Esch one of these three men Is old. 
Probably none le under sixty, and 
they look every day of it Their faces 
are seamed and tanned w!th salt and 
sun, their hands are blistered and 
cracked; but they do not mind these 
things.

On each man’s arm is a navy-blue 
band on which are inscribed in red 
letters, “C.W.” These three men are 
the coast-watchers.

Their work is as multifarious, but 
more striking to the eye, than that of 
the "gobbles,” or coast guards. These 
latter are old naval men, the coast- 
watchers are drawn from maritime 
pursuits. Some have been pilota, 
some skippers of •'casting craft, and 
ethers able seamen. And round the 
coasts are hundreds of them.

Nearer and nearer draws the 
smoke. We make wild conjectures as 
to what class of boat is approaching.
At last she is found to be a coasting- 
steamer of 400 tons burden, light, and ’ 
bound south. Right in front of her 
funnel float four bright-looking square 
flags. These flags denote her name. 
Every vessel signals thus in four con­
sonants.

Then begins our “talk.” Flags run ; 
np and down the staff, answering flags 
from the ship, the ^hlle she slowly 
turns In circles, blowing off clouds of 
steam. We may have instructions for 
her—often enough we have—and these 
given, the vessel steams away on her 
run, with the beet wishes of all at tiie 
watch-station. !

Another blotch appears. This time 
It la not a slow-moving cargo-boat, 
but a long, dark destroyer, bowling 
along at a good thirty knots. She 
signals her "number”—nothing more 
—and passes swiftly away.

Now our spell of signalling. Is over.
We are relieved by two more watch­
ers and a scout, and hie us down to 
the town for some rest We go on 
again at night

Night has come, and sees ns at our 
allotted stations again. Night Is thf? 
exciting time on the coast Maybe a 
point of light or a far-off roar tells of 1 
a tragedy in the dark. It is pitch- 
black. There ts sro moon. From out 
the darkness. pomes the monotonous 
peal of a rolling bell-buoy. It is un­
canny, but it goes on always. All Is 
dark and silent The signal-flags are , 
laid carefully away in their lockers.; : 
No. 1 Is outside, watching. No. 2 la 
cleaning his Morse-lamp, while No. 3 
is writing up reports.

"Ship signalling!” reports No. I. 
Immediately we get to work. Sharp, 

yellow stabs of light flash out in long 
and short rhythms, and are answered, 
and this is the answer:

"I have a sHlpwrecked crew on 
board.”

Telephone-bells ring, harbour au­
thorities are warned, and a message Is 
flashed to the waiting steamer. Half 
an hour later we hear the hoot of a 
siren, and know she is safely berthed.

The dawn breaks cold and dull, 
with a sudden inshore roll. Tramps 
are laboring In the yeasty troughs, 
while smaller boats, scenting a storm, 
are making harbor at top speed.

Another job for the watchers. These 
boats, if strangers, have to be piloted 
in. The watcher puts off In a jolly- 
boat, and boards the stranger, and 
berths her safely In port 

Captains have to be interviewed. In­
structions taken and given, sickness 
notified. Damage done to steamers 
must be carefully stated. Boats that 
visit us are entered in the books. Thera 
is never an end to the duty of these 
brave old salts of England, who daily 
give up the comforts of fireside and 
home to sit In a cold station and gaze 
out at sullen seas, to do their “bit” for 
their .country. • <• -;

Oh no I We are not going out of

For a number of years there has been a growing demand for 
a satisfactory electric lighting system for use in the outport*. 
There are dozens of so-called "farm lighting systems” on the 
market. Almost without exception they are unable to produce 
a steady flickerless current, without first charging storage bat­
teries and then taking the lighting current fbom the' batteries. 
In using this system they are up against many difficulties:— 
batteries of fair capacity are expensive; they require constant 
attention. When they are new, about 15 per cent of the current 
is lost when passed through batteries ; after one or two years 
this proportion rapidly increases ; this means that a large pro­
portion of the current is wasted; batteries that will produce 110 
volt current are very expensive, therefore the manufacturers of 
most battery systems use what is known as low-voltage. A low- 
voltage current will only give a satisfactory light When used 
close to the battery. If the current is carried by wires to other 
buildings a short distance away, a great deal of energy is lost 
aftd it gives a poor light

Low-voltage systems cannot use standard lighting equip­
ment such as lamps, electric fans, electric irons, electric toast­
ers, etc., but 'require special low-voltage apparatus from the 
factory.
