Clift, Member of the House of
‘Assembly for Twillingate dis-
trict, (by influence of Sir Robert
Bond in 1913 and previous
years) Minister of Agriculture
and Mines, under the present
administration, - (by courtesy
of Hon. W. F. Coaker) Member
of the Executive Council, Of-
ficer of the British Empire, and
last but not least Commissioner
of the Newfoundland Pensions
Board; is one of that honorable
fraternity who have made poli-
tics pay, by being subservient
to all sorts and conditions of
political expediency, thereby
gaining honours and emolu-
ments which, while enhancing
his position in society do not
hold him up to the admiration
of his fellow men, neither does
it foreshadow for him a bril-
liant future, either politically or
historically.

M. P. Cashin’s office on July 11th,
1917, for three years’ services on pa-
trol work ‘and other services in con-
nection with the war. Seeing that I
was paid this amount on July 11th, it
would appear unnecessary for me to,
as Sir P. T. says, “hold up” Sir Ed-
ward Morris on July 16th or 17th re-
garding my resignation as Ministér of
Marine and Fisheries. Now to prove
the untruth of Sir Patrick’s statemant
regarding the “hold up” mentioned, I
have only to refgg ¢o the official de-
bates of the House of Assembly of
July 17th, 1917, and the werds of no
less a personage than the then Pre-
mier, Sir Edward Morris. In inform-
ing the House of the formation of the
National Governmeént, and in thanking
Messrs. Blandford and Bighop, two
members of his Cabinet who were re-
signing, he made the following re-
marks regarding myself: “I have to
say the same in relation to Mr. Pic-
cott, who-as far back as two years
ago, when the quesiion of the Ceoali-
tion was first mooted, placed his office
unreservedly in my hands.” This ex-
tract is taken from the columns of the
‘Bvening Herald,” Sir P. T. MceGrath’'s
own paper, -dated July 18th, 1917.
These words, coming from a man of
Sir Edward Morris’s calibre, do net
mbake it look as if I had held him up
or troubled him in any way upon the
formation of the Coalition Govern-
ment. If two years before July 17th,
1917, I had unreservedly placed my
office at the disposal of Sir Edwurd
Morris, it does not prove Sir Patrick’s
case that I held Sir Edward up.
These are the facts of the matter, and
as before stated, I am perfectly will-
ing to let the people of Newfoundland
judge for themselves who is telling
the truth—Sir P. T. McGrath or my-
self.

Flu in the Forest.

WILD ANIMALS OFTEN SUFFER
MORE THAN WE DO.

Influenza is not confined to man-
kind, but affects many other animals
more particularly man's nearest re-
latives—the monkey tribes. At pre-
gsent it is rapidly wiping out the ba-
boon population of South Africa.
Riding up into the Matoppos, lo-
wards the tomb of Cecil Rhodes, a
Rhodesian settler noticed a number of
grey forms resembling half-filled

by the side of the path. As he came
nearer he realized that they were the
dead bodies of baboons. He reined up
and heard a slight sound overhead.
Looking up, he saw a baboon hang-
ing by one arm to a sotut brancn.
Even as he watched, its grip relaxed,
and the poor creature fell with a
heavy thud upon the bodies of its
companions, struggled a moment and
died. It was the very last survivor
of the colony.

At the present time the disease is
raging among the moose in Maine and
Canada, and is infecting other rumin-
ant animals.

There is nothing very strange about
this, for, as we know, both horses and
sheep are subject to influenza. Horse
influenza is often known as “pink-eye,”
from the swollen and inflamed state of
the sufferer’s eyes, and just as is the
case with human influenza, the equine
epidemics vary curiously in symptoms’
and virulence.

The worst-known epidemic of horse
influenza was that which broke out in
the United States in 1872, and killed
thousand of horses. It spread even to,
the wild horses on the ranges, and.
the loss it entailed was retkoned in
milljons. ¢

German Losses in War.

The first official figures of the Ger-
man losses during the war have been
made public by Dr. Rubner, Privy
Councillor of Prussia. The number of
soldiers killed outright or died of
wounds were 1,486,952. Soldiers who
died of sickness, 24,329. The battle-
field casualtes for the second year
were 330,332, and the dead of sickness
30,329. Baattlefield casualties for the
third year were 294,743, and those
dead of sickness, 30,190. In the fourth
year the battlefield casualties were
317,954, and deaths from sickness, 38,-
167. The number_ of civilians who
died of sickness ascribed to diseases
which Dr. Rubner sets down as “due
tc the blockade,” were for the first
year, 88,206, for the second year, 121,-
174, for the third year, 259,627, for the
fourth year, 293,700. According to

Dr. Rubner, conditions are now the
,worst éver known in German medical

records, and arrangements made at
Brussels for a quantity of food to be
sent in until the next harvest will not |
improve conditions.- Therefore, in his
opinion, the only thing that will bring
German health statistics back to nor-
mal will be an immediate liftings of
the blocade and. a prompt resump-
tion of industries. Germany has ap-|
' pealed to the German people to stop
their strikes.

[ Wellington’s Work

and Return Home.

The Duke of Wellington’s long and

| illustrious command in Portugal,
:Spain, and Southern France finally
closed on April 30, 1814, on which day
Le left Toulouse and set out for Paris.

Since ecarly in 1809, when he landed in
Portugal for the second time (having
been recalleed to Eengland after the
Convention of Cintra) he had been!
continuoiusly with the army, and had
never paid even a flying visit to this
country. He had met and worsted
some of Napoleon’s most famous Mar-
shals—Soult, Victor, = Massina, Ney,
Marmont, and Jourdain. He had won |
rnotable victories at Talavera, Busaco,
Fuentes, d’Onoro, Salamanca, Vittiria,
and on the Nive and Nivelle. He had
freed Portugal and Spain, and carried
the ‘'war well on to the French soil.
He had earned a Field Marshal’s baton, l
and when, for the first time, he took
his'seat in the House of Lords, after
his return, four patents of nobility
were read severally—those of Vis-
count; Earl, Marquis, and 'Duke, an
occurrence without precedent. Yet it

|
|

may be noted as instructiv in view of

recent incidents, that almost to the
ciose he was made the mark of hostile
crticisim at home. After Talavera, the
City Corporation declined to offer
official felicitations on the ground that
the engagement was a disguised defeat,
and for long his successes were de-
preciated and his checks represented
as forerunners of disaster. Even his
subordinate Generals wrote letters to
friends in England full of pessi-
niistic vaticinations.

Howe’s Sewing Machine

“The first sewing machine buflt by
Hlias How> was given & private de-
monstration by its inventor seventy-
three years ago, on'January 27, 1846.
Sewing machines had previously been
constructed by Thomas Saint, an
Pnglishman, in 1790; Duncan, 'also
English, in 1804; Adams and Dodge,
Americans, in 1818; Thimonnier, -a
Frenchman, in 1834, and Walter Hunt,
an Englishman, in the same Yyear.

Howe’s machine was the first really
practical invertion of its kind. He

sewing machine idea in his spare mo-
ments. Several months after his first
trial Howe secured an American
patent, but was unable to get capital
to commence the manufacture of his
invention. He had no better success
‘n England, and returned to America
as a common sailor, boing without
funds to pay his passage. During his
absence abroad others began the
manufatture of machines similar to
Howe'’s and for a time it seemed that
he would be deprived of all the fruits
of his labor. Enentually the courts
grantéd him justice, and Howe reali-
zed over $2,000,000 from his invention
before the patent expired.

Of the 20 or 30 commissarjes or
leaders who provided the central
machinery of the Bolshevist movement
not less thah 75 per cent. are Jews.

mander-in-Chief, are Letts. Only Len-
{n, Bucharin, Petrovssk Tchitcherin,
Lunacharsky, and Krilenko are Rus-
sians. Of these Lenin is a law. unto

himself; Bucharin is an independent

with independent views nnd an inde-
pendent attitude inside the party,
Krilenko is* a degenerate, while
Tchitcherin and Lunacharsky are to be
regearded rather as scntimental and
gomewhat. feeble-minded visionaries
than as active revolutionaries.

If Lenin is the brains of the move-
ment, the-Jews provide the executive
officers. Of ' the leading  commis-
garies, Trotsky, Zinovleff, Kameneft,
Stekloff, Menjinsky, Uritsky, Joffe,

_ Zaalkind, Velodarsky, Petroff, Litvin-

off, Smidovitch, and Vorovsky are all
cf the Jewish race, while amongst the
minor Soviet officials the number is
legion. Of all the Bolshevist leaders
Petrovsky, the Commissary for the
Interior, ahd-a former member of the
Duma, is practically the only one who
in any way can be described as a
working man. The rest are all intel-
lectual of bourgeois or petty bour-
eeois origin.

Zinovieff.

if the gulf betweenr Lenin and Trot-
sky is a wide one, there is little to
choose, with regard to general ability
and influence, between Trotsky and
Zinovieff. Trotsky, it is true, is gen-
erally regarded both in Russia and out-
side it as the second man in'the Bol-
shevist Party and the probable suc-
cessor of Lenin. Trotsky, too, it was
who was summoned from last
August, after the attempt are Lenin’s
Iife, to take charge of the Bolshevist
rudder of State. And yet it may be
doubted whether the impetuous Com-
missary for War has as great an in-
fluence with Lenin as the more logical
and strictly “Bolshevist” Zinoviel,
who during many years of exile has
been Lenin’s closest friend and in-
separable companion.

Ovsei Gershon Apfelhaum, alias
Zinovieff, Radomyslsky, Shatsky, Grig-
orieff, was born in the Ukraine in
1883. In his early youth he came
under Lenin’s influehce, and has re-
mained under _lt ever since. Like near-
lv all the genuine Bolshevist leaders,
he suffered imprisonment during the
days of the old regime, and after his
release was forced to flee abroad.
During the 10 years immediately pre-
ceding the war he was one of the most
active members of the Bolshevist Cen-
tral Committee, and for some years
was secrctary of the party. At the
Leginning of the war he was with
Lenin in Galicia, and took = firm stand
beside his chijef in his wholesale de-
nunciation of militarism.and of the

var aims of both sets of belligerents. '

From 1914 until the March Revolution
l.e edited with Lenin the Social-Demo-
crat, a paper published in Switzerland
and devoted mainly to a sweeping con-
demnation of those Socialists who sup-
ported the war or who made no active
resistence to it. With Lenin, too, he
represented Russia at the Zimmerwald,
Berne, and Quintal conferences.

When in March of last year® the
Bolshevist Government withdrew .to
Moscow Zinovieff remained in Petro-
grad as President of ~the ' Northern
Cémmune. ;

Of short stature, broad-shouldered,
clean-shaven, wita firimn. month, cold,
cdlculating eyes, abnormally  large
hiead and high forehead Zinoviefl cer-
ta:ivly gives one t :'mnressinn of'a
man cf intellect. It 18 a cruel face,
but one feels instinetively that it is the
face of a man of reilective, ‘logical
crueity rather than of the passionate
nature of a Trotsky. A fine ~orator,
Zinovieif has somcthing ¢! the diales-

tical brilliance of Lenin. He has, ]

l.ewever, few original ideas, and must
be regarded chiefly as " phonograph
of his master. He is a bitter enemy
of the English, and during the past
three months has been trying ro instil
f.to the minds of the workmen of

e — —_—

Petrograd a passionate hatred for
Tngland ' as “the ¢ountry  that can
never be reconciled  to Russia” As
virtual .dictator of Petrograd, he is
espongible for the (kavage cruelties

mitted in Petrograd in the name of
the Revolution. Perhaps the frequent
panics  which the “advance post” of
Bolshevism has experienced during the
past year have affected his nerves.
At any rate, the terror has been very
much worse in Petrograd than in
' Moscow.

Sverdloff.

Of the same bitter, implacable type
is Sverdloff, the President of the All-
Russian Executive Committee, whose
"death was recently reported in the
Bolshevist wireless. Born. in 1885 at
Nijni-Novgored, and like Trotsky the
son of a chemist and a Jew, Sverdloff,
after the usual gymnasium education,
began his own career in a chemist’s
shop. When only 17, however, he was
sentenced to two weeks’/ imprison-
ment for taking part in a demonstra-
tion at.a student’s funeral, and for the
next 10 years his life was one long
round of imprisonment and collisions
with the police.

With coal-black hair, fierce eye-
brows, piercing eyes, and black
nwoustache and pointed beard,. Sver-
dloff is a striking figure, sometimes
after the manner of a Spanish In-
quisitor. Not lacking in courage, he
makes an efficient chairman at the
various meetings of the Central Ex-
ecutive Committee or the All-Russian
Congress of Soviets. While Lenin is
President of the Council of People’s
Commissaries, or Prime Minister,
Sverdloff’s position corresponds more
{or less to that of President of the
Republic. He it was who received
Count Mirbach when the German re-
presentative came to present his
credentials to the Moscow Government,
He was greeted by Sverdloff “as the
representative of the mnation with
whom we signed the Treaty of Brest.”

- Permit
me, in the first place, to say that in
taking this step I am not animated by
any partizan political feeling ,or by
any desire to figure prominently in
the press, but as a young Newfound-
lander, and one whose duties some-
times make it imperative that.I should
travel by rail, and having personally
suffered from existing conditions, I
would be negligent in my duties’ to
myself and the travelling public, were
I to withhold from publicly denoun-
cing those responsible for ‘the ‘present
deplorable condition of our line. I

am not a railroad man, but I feel-cer-

THE HOTEL FAMINE.

The scarcity of hotel room in Lon-
don just now is almost unbelievable.
It certainly is not believed by people }
visiting London until they have had
their own bitter experiences. It hap-
pened that three times during the last
week I have attempted to find rooms
for friends, and I was  extremely
lucky to have had one hotel Success,
although the booking was made five
days before the arrival. In the first
case I tried nearly all the big popular
hotels, and was told by most of them
that they were booked completely for
a fortnight. In the other cases I was
told that if I attended every day
some one might go uneXpectedly and:
a room be vacant.  The smaller hotels’
in the West Central district were not
so peremptory, but the two which ex-
pected to have rooms vacant asked if
the applicant was an old customer,
and if so, to give particulars, so that
they could check his statement; but
if he was not an old customer there
was no chance for him. Ultimately
I found a room vacant in a small
City (London’s firancial and business
centre) hotel unknown to everyone
but the travellers in a particular
trade. In the second case I tried to
find a room for a young naval officer
and his wife. I tried a dozen hotels,
mainly of the Bloomsbury temperance
type. No luck there either. My
friends had to go to the suburbs. The
third case was for a man staying two
days, and again it was hopeless in the
hotels. I am told that in some ho-
tels men are sleeping ten in a big
room. The demobilization has in-
creased the demand on the hotels
above the requirements in war time.

NOTHING TO SELL.

The raising of the blockade against
German Austria and enemy countries
in South-Eastern Europe means that
it is now no offence to invite a mer-

buy or sell with England. But some
restrictions  still remain. Passports
have to be obtained from the British
Foreign Office, and, presumably, from
the enemy Governments also, before
commercial travellers can be sent
out, and the same export ligenses
and restrictions on imports will be in
force as apply to the trade with neu-l

ral :  gide Austria, |
| Bulgaria, and Turkey are presumably
| anxious to trade with us. Their needs: ;
lare too ¢lamant for them to pursue
. { the w!‘rénch policy of keeping all

their trade at home until national
finances are rectified. The great ob-}
stacle is that they have nothing to
export, and that few merchants are
willing to dispatch goods there unless
they receive cash in advance, or
know that its equivalent in goods is
on the way to ' England. The Ger-
mans still have some of the stores of
manufactured articles which they put
by in the early years of the. war.
Their allies have practically nothing
marketable save a few odd lines, like
Turkey carpets, which could neither
be eaten nor worked up into mauni-
tions. 'What Bulgaria and Turkey did
not use in the war the commissions
sent by the Germans in search of
food and metals have suwipped from
them.

A TOBACCO WAR?

\“A fight between FEnglish tobacco
manufacturers and an American syn-
dicate which desires to make a bid
for -a large part of the trade in this
country is in prospect. The Presi-
dent of the Tobacco Products Cor-
poration, which has a large trade in
America, has reached London on a
 migsion ‘which means a tobacco : “war.
The Tohageo . Products Corporation
has just registered at Albany, New
York, a subsidiary export company
with a capital of seventeen million
dollars, and the money is to be used
in an effort to establish the company’s
goods in this market. It is stated that
one large factory has already  been
acquired, whilst in the City there are’
persons seeking to buy blocks of
shares in two well-known manufac-
turing concerns other than the -Im-
perial Tobacco Company, Limited,
which now controls three-quarters of
the home trade. Certain arrange-
ments are also being made on the dis-
tributing side of the business, and if
the expected happens it will not be
long before a certain “chain” of shops
will be well stocked with the Ameri-
can Company’s brands.

A SLUMP IN WAR BOOKS.

Even in war-time war-books were
overdone, and now there is very little
sale for narrative or travel books
about the various fronts, and still
less for those dealing with war-time
experiences in England. ' One of tiae
biggest firms of booksellers in Lon-
don said they were ordering no more
war-books, and they were greatily
pleased, because they had just sold
nearly all they had in stock for dis-
tribution throughout the Empire. I
am told that the popularity of those
writers who mingled fact and fiction
in their war sketches has fallen off
rapidly in the last two months. The
books that best stand the armistice
test are the more serious ones, such
as “The Padre at the Front” and “A
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Tms letter from Mrs. Roberts gives such a fine idea of the value of Dr. Chase’s
